St. Vincent de Paul Society.

THE twentieth annual meeting of
the Charlottetown Conference of St.
Vincent de Paul Society was held in
the large vestry in the basement of
the Oathedral, after High Mass on
Sunday last. The reports of the
Secretary and Treasurer, showing the
workings of the Conference for the
past year, were presented, and the
officers for the ensuing- year were
elected. The receipts,- from - all
sources, during the year, amounted
to $809.08, and the expenditure was
$549 74. The most important item
ot receipts was a generous bequest of
$500 from the late Wm. Dodd, paid
over to the conference by the execut-
ors of his will. The sum of $120, the
interest on $2,000 bequested to the
Conference by the late Owen Connolly,
is a permanent asset of the Society.
The 8t. Patrick’s Day collection am-
ounted to $32750; $19 50 were re-
ceived from the trustees of the estate

and $20 were received from the Pro-
vincial Government’s grant to the
poor. The balance of the year’s
receipts was made up by generous
donors, contributions placed in the
Qatholic poor boxes and the collec-
tions of members at the regular
weekly meetings of the conference.
Rev. Father Clarke, Thomas Handra-
han ardCbarles Lyons, Esqrs., have
made the conference their debtors
by thelr benefactions during the
year. During last winter an average
of fifteen families aggregating about
fifty persons were assisted by the
conference, and during the summer
months an average of seven families,
or about fouriesn persons received
assistance. About one bundred and
thirty tong of coal, costing over $250.
was provided for the poor, cash to
the amount of abcut $80 was paid to
them and they were furnished with
orders for provisions to the value «f
$177. Repairs to the society's
almshouse and other incidental ex-
penses amounted to over $40. The
generoys example set by the late
Wiliam Podd and the other bene-
factors of the society are most worthy
of emulation, by those who have to
spare of this worla’s goods. During
thejr experience .of twen'y years the
members of jhe conference bave

The War Office has received the fol-
lowing despatch from General Buller :—
** Frers, Dec, §.—The following was
received from General White today :—

Natal Volunteers and 160 men of the
Imperial Light Horse to surprise Gun
Hill. The enterprise was admirably
carried out and entirely successful.
The hill was captured and a 6 inch gun
and a 47 ipch howitzer was destroyed
with a guantity of ggn cotton. A Maxim
gun was captured and brought to Lady
smith, Ouar loss was one man killed
and Msjor Henderson wounded. At
the same time Col. Knunox seized the
bill, a equadron of Hasears rounded the
Hepworth hill burning the Kraals and
cutting the Boer telegraph lines, with-
out any casualties.
