What the Exponents of the Casse had to 
Say on the Subject.

An “Equal Rights” meeting was held 
in Victoria hall Thursday evening last, 
and was fairly attended. The speakers 
were Rev Messrs Young and Murdy, of 
the Niagara district.

The meeting was opened by the sing­
ing of the “Doxology” and prayer by 
Rev Mr Mordy, after which, on motion, 
Mr C Crabb was called to the chair.

Mr Young was the first speaker, and 
began by asking the question, “who are 
the Jesuits?” which he answered by quot­
ing from Principal Austin’s pamphlet on 
the subject. Their aims, said the speak­
er, were not to educate the people, and 
not to advance the interests of mankind, 
but to propagate Romanism and to 
exterminate Protestantism. To attain 
that end they were allowed to adopt any 
means, no matter how questionable, how 
illegal, or how wrongful. The Jesuit 
code laid down that to combat and 
extinguish Protestantism it was lawful 
to do evil that good might come ; it was 
right to rejoice in the death of a relative 
if he differed in faith ; to kill one who 
disagreed with or defamed the faith; and 
to commit perjury so that Protestantism 
would be checked. The Jesuits on ac­
count of their actions had been expelled 
from eighty countries, and now they 
were not incorporated in any country 
but Canada. They were disallowed in 
Canada by a statute passed in 1775, but 
provision was made for the maintenance 
of the existing members at that time un­
til the last one would die. The last uf 
the order embraced in this provision 
died in 1800, and as Jesuits by their 
vows should not have hereditary descen­
dants, that was the end of them in ac- 
dcorance with the statue of 1775. They 
remained unrecognized by law until the 
year before last, when they were incor­
porated in Quebec by Mr Mercier, and 
now made claims to the estates of the 
olden Jesuits, which had been escheated. 
They had no moral claim to them, said 
the speaker, and the question of disal­
lowance should be fought to the bitter 
end. The Dominion and Provincial 
Governments all pandered to Romanism, 
and in the securing of Dominion ap­
pointments the Catholics were particular­
ly favored. He stated that in the Sen­
ate there were 21 Catholic employees, 
and only 12 Protestants ; in the Com­
mons there were 3 Methodists, 2 Pres­
byterians and 31 Romanists ; and in the 
agricultural department 24 Romanists, 1 
Presbyterian, and no Methodists. The

Point Farm under the auspices of the 
A. O. U. W. and Foresters cf Goderich 
and vicinity, on Friday last, was largely 
attended, and a most enjoyable time was 
spent.

One 
of the features of the day was the retak­
ing of the bowling championship from 
the renewned Joe Morris by his vener­
able father, Patriarch John Morris. 
Not satisfied with recovering the champ­
ionship, Father Mortis threw down a 
challenge to The Signal representive, and 
came out victorious,of course. But we all 
had a good time,all the'same. In the even­
ing short addresses were given by Rev 
Messrs Henderson and Hutton, and 
Messrs McGillicuddy, Hetherington and 
the genial proprietor of Point Farm, Mr 
J. J. Wright. After votes of thanks 
had been tendered to the proprietor of 
the grounds and the ladies who provided 
the refreshment, many of the picnickers 
returned home, but a considerable num­
ber adjourned to the-spacious parlors of 
the hotel, where, with music and sing­
ing, a prolongation of the enjoyment 
was secured. On the whole the joint 
picnic was a decided success, and the 
event bide fair to become annual.

Catholics also had separate schools in 
Ontario, but were not satsfied with that 
and raised an agitation that was success­
ful in driving the Bible out qf the 
schools, and substituting a text-book 
which was approved of by Archbishop 
Lynch. Down in hia own district, Ni­
agara, a special outrage had been per­
petrated. Between Queenstoa and 
Chippewa ran a magnificent public high­
way, known as the old Portage Road, 
which was one of the finest drives in 
Canada, giving a magnifiaient view of 
the river. A Catholic convent was 
built in the vicinity, and so that privacy 
to that institution might be secured the 
hierarchy used its influence with the 
Government to close up that highway.

Mr John Wynn.— That is not so ; the 
Canada Southern Railway had the 
change effected, when constructing the 
road. "

This seemed to stagger the speaker for 
the time being,but recovering he said, “I 
live down there, and know what I’m 
speaking about.” He then dropped the 
Portage Road,and stated thàt in 1888 the 
Local Government dispensed $70,000 
in public charities and gave $40,000 of 
that amount to the Roman Catholics. 
In conclusion he called upon the 
electors to join the Equal Rights move 
ment and to test the candidates for 
office before voting for them.

Mr Mordy next took the platform and

out suffering in s similar proportion. He 
then gave instances to show that party 
politics caused otherwise good men to act 
inconsistently, and there was no differ­
ence between the purely party candidate 
of either stripe. The devil sets up two 
candidates, and his man is elected no 
matter which wins. The Church of 
Rome always gets its share of what is 
going and the two parties were like two 
cows, in that each was well milked by 
it. In Quebec there were millions of 
dollars' worth of Catholic church pro­
perty exempt from taxation. It was 
quite true that Protestant churches were 
also exempt, but the speaker was oppos­
ed to all exemptions on church property.
If a preacher is poor he won’t have much 
taxes to pay, and if he has a fat living 
he ought to be able and willing to pay.
He himself had not been assessed, but 
he had gone to the authorities and in­
sisted upon paying the same as his 
neighbors. The Jesuits’ Estates bill 
was the last straw that broke the camel's 
back. It was wrong for Mr Mercier to 
incorporate the Jesuits, and the question 
of disallowance should be allowed to go 
to the Privy f Council. Down at the 
Niagara frontier they had a customs 
collector to detect smugglers. When an 
honest man was asked by the collector 
to open his valise, he never hesitated to 
do so, but the man who was trying to 
defraud always objected to have what he 
carried see the light of day, and in­
variably threw every obstacle in the 
way. And so it was with regard to 
the Ottawa Government. They tea red 
if the case went to the Privy Council the 
Protestants would get their own. The 
speaker then went on to interpret the 
reading of the Jesuits’ Estates Act to 
mean that the Jesuits would surely get 
the amount set down to them, but that 
there was a possibility of the Protestants’ 
not getting the $00.000 awarded to 
them, and after ingeniously twisting the 
verbiage of the act, finally stated that 
even if it was given he hoped the Pro­
testants would not take it. The separate 
schools were next taken up and the idea 
of teaching the catechism to the scholars 
w„3 loudly deprecated. “Why,” said the 
speaker, “do you know what that 
catechism teaches ? If you don’t, I can 
tell you. It says that ‘Protestants will 
be ‘daransd to hell’ !” ((Sensation.) 
There was too much truckling to Rome 
on account of the powers that be. 70,- 
000 persons had petitioned the Gover­
nor-General for disallowance, and after 
that functionary had closed the mouth 
of the delegation he snubbed them by 
delivering them a lecture on the ques­
tion which he had said was not debata­
ble. We pay this man well, said the 
speaker, and the least he might do in 
return was tq try and be civil. There 
were two views advanced in connection 
with the Governor-General a reception 
of the delegation—one that he spoke his 
own sentiments, and the other that he 
voiced the opinionof Sir John Thompson, 
the Minister of Justice. If he spoke 
for himself he should have acted like a 
man, for God made him a man before he 
was made a governor. If, on the other 
hand. Lord Stanley only voiced the 
opinion of Sir John Thomson, he is only 
a parrot, and $50,000 is too much to pay 
for such a bird, in addition to the amount 
that it takes annually to provide him 
with a cage. (Sensation.) If he can’t do 
better than that this imported gentle­
man should go back whence, he came. 
(Renewed sensation.) In conclusion 
the speaker denounced the entire 188 
members who had voted for the Act, and 
asked his hearers to pledge all candidates 
to vote for equal rights.

At the conclusion of Mr Mordy’s re­
marks there was a hiatus in the proceed­
ings, as in some way the ordinary cut 
and dried resolution had been over­
looked. After a wait of some time 
without any cf the audience moving, Mr 
Mordy came forward and stated that it 
was customary to make a resolution, and 
if any one had a resolution prepared now 
was the time to move it.

GODERICH BOARD OF TRADE.

Consldellng the Best Means of Helping 
Along I he Town.

A general meeting of the Board of 
Trade was held last Friday evening, with 
a good attendance of members and a 
lively interest in the business discussed. 
President Williams occupied the chair, 

A communication was read from the 
secretary of the Dominion Cattle Buyers’ 
Association, stating that the matter of 
holding a monthly cattle fair at Goderich 
would be considered by the Executive 
Committee at its next meeting.

No communication having been re­
ceived from the Town Council relative 
to the request of the Board for the opin­
ion of the town solicitor on the question 
of market regulations, the secretary was 
instructed to remind the council of the 
request.

A communication from the Depart­
ment of Inland Revenue relative to the 
standard of grain inspection was filed, 
and letters of thanks from the St Marys 
and Wingham Board of Trades for in­
formation relative to their organization 
were read.

The secretary read replies from sever­
al firms regarding the establishment of 
branch industries, and also a communi­
cation regarding the establishment of a 
summer hotel here. This latter subject 
was fully discussed, and on motion of 
Messrs Nicholson and Saunders the 
secretary was instructed to communicate 
with Mr H Y Attrill enquiring if the 
town could co-operate with him in such 
a project.

The suggestions made relative to 
decorations during the days of the 
Northwestern Exhibition were dis­
cussed, and on motion of Messrs Nairn 
and Radcliffe it was decided that the 
Board invite and recommend the pub­
lic, through the local papers, to decorate 
their places of business and dwellings 
on that occasion, as far as possible, and 
thus contribute to the success of the 
fair. The address from the Board will 
be found in another column.

The matter of securing another line 
of beats to call here next season was 
discussed, and on motion of Messrs. 
Nairn and Nicholson, the secretary was 
instructed to correspond with the Mer­
chant’s Line, of Montreal, whose boats 
ply between that city and Chicago, fir 
the purpose of having Goderich placed 
on their route.

A general discussion took place on the 
question of taking action to hasten the 
accomplishment of securing additional 
railway connection, and a notice of 
motion was made that at the next meet­
ing of the Board a resolution would be 
offered dealing with the subject in.a de­
finite recommendation.

The Board then adjourned.

Spirit* of ammonia is the beat thing to 
dean hair-bruahea with, as it does not 
soften the bristles like soap or soda. If 
a teespoonful of ammonia is mixed with 
a quart of water, the brush need only 
be dipped in the solution for a moment 
and all grease is removed. The brush 
should then be rinsed in cold water, sha­
ken well, and dried in the air, but not 
in the aun. f

The ordinary method of scraping or 
burning off old paint is hardly expedi­
tious enough for general purposes, and is 
also laborious. Soda and quick-lime are 
far more thorough. The solution of half 
of each is thus made : Dissolve the soda 
in water, and then add the lime and ap­
ply with a brush to the old paint, which 
can thus be removed in a few minutes.

Charcoal is a great sweetener of the 
breath, and besides that it strengthens 
and whitens the teeth, removes the tar­
tar, prevents toothache, and gives the 
gums and lips an attractive color. About 
Jfhsuch as can be placed on the point of 

a knife should be tubbed gently into the 
interstices of the teeth on going to bed, 
to be rinsed thoroughly in the meming. 
The objection to charcoal is its grittiness, 
and it must be reduced as nearly as pos­
sible to an impalpable powder. Its puri­
fying qualities are invaluable, snd it is 
said if taken inwardly it will cure Indi­
gestion.

Fsinting proceeds from different caus­
es, the commonest being a disturbance 
in the circulation of the blood in the 
braie. For an ordinary fainting fit you 
should lsy the pstient flat. Great harm 
has often resulted from the treatment of 
ignorant people in trying to make the 
patient sit up, or propping up his head 
with pillows. You want to send the 
blood back from the heart to the brain, 
and so the flat posture is absolutely ne­
cessary. Let the patient lie so that the 
feet are higher than the head, throw the 
clothes about the chest and throat open, 
sponge the face with cold water, and 
give them some cold water to drink.

Biting the lips frequently makes them 
sore, and for hard, dry lips a little pure 
glycerine, lightly rubbed in at night, is 
often beneficial. A harmless application 
for the same purpose is made of a qnar 
ter of an ounce of white wax, with one 
teaspoonful each of glycerine and mut­
ton suet. The wax and suet sre melted 
separately, and then the whole mass is 
well mixed and poured into a mold to 
cool.

Unlike all other kinds of roots, the 
work of thinning them out is in part 
paid by the use the young beets can be 
put to. Even when very small they 
make excellent greens, end improve as 
the beet mots grow larger. No kind of 

! roots should crowd each other, and beets 
j least of any. As their seed is often 
l double when sown, two plants will come 
so closely together thst unless separated 
neither will be worth anything.

This is the season when pear blight 
appears, and a sharp lookout should be 
kept for it. If cut promptly a little be­
low the blighted place the disease rosy 
be stopped. Csre should be taken to 
cut back as far as the sap shows discolor­
ation, as it is evident that discolored 
sap is proof of the presence of disease. 
We have uo faith in the various prevent­
ives of blight. The disease is very un­
certain, and cutting back is the only 
true remedy.

If there is much ragweed among the 
clover after the grain crop is gathered, 
especially if it towers above the clover, 
it should be cut down. After the grain 
is off clover takes a fresh start to grow, 
and will often smother the ragweed if 
the latter is put back so that both can 
start even. It is better to do this than 
to allow both to grow together. The 
cut weeds and clover must be raked off 
or they will smother clover where they 
lie. ’

Much of the baled hay that comes to 
market is in poor condition from mould 
or mustiness. This is due to imperfect 
curing or putting up when wet. There 
is strong temptation to the farmer to pul 
up his hay as fast as made, and all the 
more so if rainy weather interferes with 
keying. But the grass needs to sweat 
somewhere before going into the bale. 
If it does not the sweating will surely 
result In musty hay, and perhaps also in 
mould.

We have known farmers who thresh 
early to take the grain straw and spread 
it between rows of potatoes alter the 
last cultivation. It prevented weeds 
from growing up eoquickly.and by keep­
ing the soil moist, undoubtedly benefits 
the crop. The great cost of this applica­
tion on a large scale must prevent it 
from being generally used. If the soil 
is kept free from weeds, loosening the 
surface occasionally with a hoe makes 
the cheapest mulch, and one as good as 
could be wished.

Manuring too heavily with unferment­
ed manure is a frequent cause of scab in 
potatoes. Sometimes a clover by fer­
menting in the soil will cause it. Ap- 
p*ying a little commercial phosphate at 
planting with the seed is a preventive. 
The sulphuric acid used in dissolving the 
phosphate destroys the fungus growth, 
which cause first a mildew on the skin of 
the potato aud then a scab. After the 
skin is broken, insects sometimes come 
and feed on the tuber. Some think it is 
the insects thst cause the scab, but we 
believe this to be a mistake.

The blossom of corn differs from that 
of all other grains in being double. The 
tassels are the male part, and the pollen 
they shed fertilizes the silk, and thus 
makes the grain on the cob. In wet or 
cold seasons so much pollen is washed 
away by rains that the ear is usually im­
perfect. It will be found, too, that the 
latest ears are commonly only partly 
filled out, and with soft corn at that. 
Nature keeps the cob fresh and the silk 
in condition long after the tsssal has be­
come dried and worthless. Some years if 
sowed corn is sown later near a field of 
corn for grain, the latter will be helped 
by it.

There is nothing gained by growing 
three plants where there is only room 
for two. The two planta the place 
would comfortably accommodate would 
be much finer than the three that you 
manage to “just squeeze in." And re­
member thst one plant, well-grown, is 
worth a score of poorly grown ones. 
One good plant is something to be proud 
of, while a number of poor specimens 
ought to make the grower sshamed, not 
of the plants, but of himself. Treat 
plants precisely as you would people, 
and give them all the chance they want 
to develop. Let them show whst they 
can do, and they cannot do this when 
they sre cramped.

“EQUAL RIGHTS" MEETING.
A meeting under the auspice, of the 

Equal Rights Association was held on 
Thursday evening last in Victoria Hall, 
•ud was not by any means a gigantic 
■access. Rev Mgsere Young and Mor- 
dy, from the Niagara distnct, occupied 
the platform, and held it for about two 
hours. The addressee were lame, ex­
cepting where appeals were made to re­
ligious prejudice, and then the orators 
warmed up to their subject in high style. 
There was no opposition and the speak­
ers “pounded the sandbag” to their 
hearts' content without having to take 
any return blows. Mr Youcg we would 
take to be an effective preacher—he 
wouldn't allow any of his members to 
sleep during his half-hour of exhortation 
—but he is new to the public etump, 
and he lays himself open to free scoring 
by an opponent. Mr Mordy would be » 
power at a teameeting. He has good 
powers of mimicry with actions to 
snatch, and he uses them for all they 
are worth. He could take laughter from 
the young, and "waistcoat buttons from 
the mature” at a S. S. anniversary, with 
his naive wit and droll accompaniment! ; 
but he, too, is sway off as an apostle 
of new light on the Equal Rights 
qnestion. Neither of the speakers 
agitated fur the Third Party — what 
they wanted was a party to keep up their 
own end and fight Catholic encroach­
ments. Each of them referred to the 
atrocities that had been committed in 
the past in the name tf religion by 
the Catholics, but neither of them 
uttered a word about the butcher 
ies and persecutions that history 
tells us followed in the Protestant 
wake when they were the victors. No 
reader of history will deny that religious 
wars have been the bloodiest of all wars, 
but no sane person will say that the 
slaughters, persecutions and oppressions 
were all on the one side. The dominant 
power in religion has always fought hard 
to maintain its prestige, and the spirit of 
Christ always went out when the pride of 
power came in. “Bloody Mary” is exe­
crated by Protestants, while her Protest, 
ant sister, “Uood Queen Baas,” is credit­
ed by history with as much blood on her 
hands sud sinon her soul. The Inquisition 
in various countries of Europe had its 
day of rack and thumbscrew, and stake 
and gibbet, only to be followed by a 
Protestant successor that no candid his­
torian tells us was lass cruel or relent­
less, or less free from blood guiltiness. 
Alter the Reformation religious persecu­
tions were as rife as when the Inquisition 
ruled, and not only were Catholics sub­
jected to it, but Protestants who aimed 
to do the will of the Founder of Chris­
tianity were marked for oppression. 
The Puritans were subjected to ear- 
croppings, stocks, the lash and Tyburn 
Tree, for conscience’sake, by so-called 
Protestants,and when they, in due course, 
became a power, they showed they were 
not one whit behind their opponents in 
devising cruelties to be meted out. The 
Pilgrim Fathers left England for con­
science’ sake, and no sooner did they ob­
tain fair foothold in Connecticut than 
they instituted a code of laws that for 
barbarity and cruelly to all who did not 
think as they thought challenged the 
world's history. And sa we could go on,

black, and whether under the Catholic 
or Protestant regime, the fagot and the 
flame, and the ballet end the knife have 
alwaya been for the weaker aide.

But these things all occurred in 
* darker period of history—in a more 
creel and leas enlightened age—and can 
be attributed not to religion, but to the 
want of it. Not to the religion of mouth 
and tongue, but to the religion of heart 
and soul ; not to the religion of zeal with­
out knowledge, but to the religion of 
light, and hope, and peace, and joy, and 
brotherly love between all men, irrespec­
tive of creed or dogma, can we look 
for happiness and rest. And as it was 
in the pest, so we have it today. True, 
the thumbscrew and the rack, the stake 
and the gibbet have been relegated to 
the dark ages, but the voice of in­
tolerance, the gibe of the scoffer, the 
sneers of opponents are as bitter and 
malignant as ever, and the Gospel of 
“Peace on earth, good will to men,” is 
as much eschewed today as it was when 
the gibbet and the knife did their cruel 
work. A celebrated English bishop 
ones gave the following definition of 
orthodoxy : “Orthodoxy It my doxy ; 
heterodoxy is the other fellow’s doxy,” 
and that definition seem» yet to prevail. 
The Catholic may look upon the Pro­
testant as a heretic ; but the pious Pro­
testant is just as firm in his bigotry of 
feeling, and believes the Catholic ia a 
brand that unless plucked from the 
burning by the aid of hia “doxy” is no 
better than a heathen. A little charity 
on each side would be a beneficial thing, 
Christianity today is torn with in­
ternecine strife just as much as it ever 
wee, and the fire of discord, instead of 
being quenched, is having fresh fuel add­
ed to it by the uuguarded words end ac­
tions of many whose vocation should be 
to follow in the footsteps of Him who 
laid that not once, but seventy and seven 
times should the brother be forgiven.

Into the discussion of the so called 
Equal Rights agitation we will not now 
enter, aa the highest legal authorities in 
Canada and the Old Land fail to recog­
nize it as a legitimate issue. Suffice to 
say, the subject, with all due deference to 
its exponents,hao not been handled in the 
calm, judicial spirit that should animate 
them. The promoters of equal rights 
all profess to be true Christians, but 
they do not approach the question in a 
truly Christian spirit. “Do unto others 
ai ye would that others should do unto
you,” is the monition of the Great Ex­
emplar. The Sermon on the Mount is 
not for one but for all—not fer the Pro­
testant or for the Catholic, but for the 
people to the ends of the earth. Our 
advice to all who would stir up religious 
strife, either in Quebec or in Ontario, 
Manitoba or the Maritime Provinces, ia 
to work on the lines ltid down by the 
Founder of Christianity-/and especially if 
they profese to be his followers.

HE IGNORED THE FACTS.
A Dungannon correspondent writes :
"It appears that at the Equal Rights 

meeting held on Thursday last in this 
village one of the speakers charged 
the Ontario Government with giving 
right of way of some public road near or 
at Niagara to the Roman Catholic hier­
archy. As such s statement will be 
a material point at next election of the 
Province, you will please explain wheth­
er it was sold to them or given as a bait 
for support, and give particulars in de­
tail.”

Rev J ihn Young, of Drummondville, 
is the spesker referred to. He made a 
similar statement at each of the other 
meetings which he attended, and at God­
erich endeavored to create the Impress­
ion that the entire road between Chippe­
wa and Queenston had been closed to 
traffic at the instance of the hierarchy,so 
that seclusion would be had by the con­
vent in that vicinity. In reply to our 
correspondent we would say there is no 
ground for the statement of the rev 
gentleman, so far as the influence of the 
heirarchy having been used in tl-is case 
is concerned. The hierarchy or the con­
vent authorities had no more to do with 
closing up the road to traffic then had 
Rev John Young. As a matter of fact 
the road is not closed to traffic at all,and 
the “old Portage Road, from Queena- 
ton to Chippewa, one of the finest 
drives in Canada, and giving a magni­
ficent view of the river," as Mr Young 
eloquently put it in hie address, ia still 
utilized as cf yore. Some time ago the 
Canada Southern built a branch of rail­
way in the vicinity spoken of, and having 
occasion to make a crossing close to 
where a deep cutting had been made, the 
Company applied to the Government to 

^ close the road at that point, owing to 
liability to accident to travellers, and to 
make theentranceto theOld Portage Road 
by the regular concession road, about an 
eighth > f a mile farther down,where there 
would be no danger to vehicles and ped­
estrians from accident while crossing the 
track. The Government, by an order- i 
in-coujll, acceded to the request of the 
company, and that is the true statement 
of the case concerning the Old Portage 
Road. The Road as a public highway 
from Chippewa to Queenston is not

resident of the Niagara section ought 
to have known the facta of the case 
when he made hia statement. Mr 
Young is evidently a new man on 
the etomp. He has been in the habit 
of making his weekly statements in a 
place where nobody challenges what the 
preacher says, bat if he thinks the same 
immunity will follow rash utterances on 
a public platform—and we could under 
existing circumstances use a harsher 
phrase—he will find that he will be 
brought to book every time. Rev John 
Young is one of the most conscientious of 
the men who are at present working in 
the interest of the so-called Equal Rights 
agitation, and when he could so distort 
facts in connection with the Old Portage 
Road, what are we to expect from the 
exponents of Equal Rights who hope to 
derive emolument, place and power to 
themselves in the event of the icheme 
being successful Î

ment of the Jesuits’ Estates.”

July 9th, 1889.
We have taken the matter into our 

consideration and, in obedience to your 
Lordship’s commands, have the honor to 
report that in our opinion the decision 
arrived at by the Governor General not 
to interfere with the operation of the 
Provincial Act in question was right and 
constitutional.

Sir John Macdonald and Sir Francis 
Hincks attempted to make it appear that 
both Mr Huntington and the Times had 
been misinformed. In the course of the 
discussion, Mr Alexander Mackenzie 
stated that in 18GB, when it was known 
that Congress was averse to prolonging 
the treaty of 1854, Sir John had propos­
ed a very similar measure ; in fact, had 
gone au far ae to propose reciprocal tariff 
legislation, our tariff to be regulated by 
that of the United States. To this, Sir 
John replied that it was the Secretary 
of the United States Treasury, Mr Mc­
Culloch, who hud suggested that arrange- j the amount of about (25,000. 
ment. Mr Mackenzie answered as fol- ' 
lows :—“The hen gentleman will not 
escape fiom me in that way. There was 
a minute-of-council which I saw when I 
was invited to join the Government, 
which proposed a system of reciprocal 
legislation.” This settled the dispute 
about the nature of the negotiations in 
1865, and helped, *to some extent, to 
corroborate Mr Huntington’s version of 
the character of the négociations in 18G9.
The latter affair was, some years after­
wards, cleared op by Mr Gaorge Brown.
Shortly after his return from Washing- 
on,after trying to negotiotiate a reciproc- 
k treaty, Mr Brown made a speech on 

subject in the Senate, in which he 
aid :— .

“ In 18G9 formal negotiations were 
entered into with the American Govern­
ment, and the project of a treaty was 
presented for discussion. The negotia­
tions continued 'rom July, 18G9, to 
March, 1870. The project included for 
a term of years the cession of our fisheries 
to the United States, the enlarge nent 
of our canals, the free enjoyment of the 
navigation of the St. Lawrence, and as­
similation of our customs and excise 
duties, and some other propositions.”

No one attempted to dispute Mr 
Brown’s statement. The question is, if 
discrimination against England was not 
disloyal in itself twenty years ago, why 
should it be so now ? Since 1869 the 
market of the United States has become 
incomparably valuable as a mart for 
Canadian trade. The thirty odd millions 
then have become over sixty millions 
now, and the individual and national 
wealth of the country has grown at least 
in equal proportion; Moreover, whilst

A CLOWN’S ROMANCE.

A Bkrlrh fi«m life—The Bps Bid Bbwii 
ef« VarkeilB'i Career.

It war Christmas time in St. Oilee's 
Workhouse, and there was quite a large 
party of us engaged in waitiugon the old 
people and in ministering to their crea­
ture comfort». We gave them a sort of 
entertainment afterwards—songs, reci­
tations, some amateur conjuring, and in­
strumental music.

I was vety p.oud 
of my jumps ; they were longer and 
higher than those of any other ram in 
the profession. There was no fal c- 
ment, no hidden springboard or d idgery, 
about it. I took an honest run from the 
footlights,and I used to go clean through' 
that clock face, though it'was seven feet 
from the ground, head first, every night; 
and four supers used to catch mo in a 
blanket the other side. She was on at 
the time ; for when I had taken my 
jump, which always btought down the 
house, she used to dance the Vareoviana, 
whiçh was a new thing then, with old 
Brown the harlequin.

People need to eay that 
Lina bad chueked me over, end thet she 
was e heartless minx. But J did it. sir, 
because I hadn’t the heart to bold her 
to tt ; end any honeet man would have 
done the eame. They were very good to 
me at the ‘Bird,’ and they gave me a 
checktaker’s billet at fifteen bob a week; 
end I kept that billet for nigh on twen­
ty years. I used to get a look at the 
Era ; and week by week I rrad how Lina 
Fenton got on, and how she got to the 
very top of the tree. I used to cut out 
the favorable notices snd peste ’em in a 
book ; and 1 was as proud of ’em, sir, as 
if they'd been my own. And then the

Early tVeali-ru Journalism.
When William N. Byers, the Crlorado 

pioneer of journalism, first started in to 
print the lloeky Mountain News he had 
a pretty tough time of it, and experien­
ces lively enough to suit a Vie Indian 
agent.

News was plenty enough, and it was 
r.ot generally supposed that the press 
would make editorial attacks upon the 
citizens of Auraria, as Denver was then 
called ; so one day when Byers found 
fault editorially with the killing of a 
Mexican by Charles Harrison, a gamb­
ler, the latter’s friends, fully armed, 
gathered about and made an attack up­
on the leg house occupied by the News. 
The editor and his reporters aed type­
setters were so surprised at the sudden­
ness of the attack that they did not have 
time to make any resistance.

Editor Byers was taken a captive to 
Harrison’s saloon, called the “Criterion. ’ 
The crowd wanted to kill him on the 
spot, and knives and pistcls were flour- 
ished In hie face. Harrison had once 
been a Mason, and knew that Byers was 
a member of that fraternity, so under 
the pretense of taking him into a side 
room to talk, he got him out of the place 
altogether.

Byers was plucky enough, tor he ran 
for hie office, and, arming all hands, lay 
low for the enemy, who came fast 
enough, and a lively combat took place, 
and one man was killed.

It was just about this time that the 
Hon Joseph Wolff, of Boulder, Col., 
who was s good printer and a handy 
man about an office, arrived in town 
from Omaha via a freight train.

He was dead broke, and he made at 
once for the Newt office and asked for 
the boss. Byers, seated on a barrel, 
was pointed out to him.

Just about this time the office was in a 
state of siege, and to write and print 
what Byers wrote and printed required 
an amount of moral courage, or what is 
more commonly called nerve, more than 
is possessed by journalists of the present 
day.

Sweating the Farmer.
A Plum Creek, Man , settler writei 

to a Brandon paper that there must he 
something wrong with the Customs de­
partment, because “they certainly 
cbyged me more than the 35 per cent, 
duly authorized by Parliament upon 
certain agricultural implements which 
1 recently imported from Chicago, 
and Racine, Wisconsin." This settler 
does not seem to be awere that the 
Customs department wields what is vir 
tually a taxing power, distinct from that 
vested in it by the people’s representa­
tives. A farmer or an implement agent
importa machines from the States. The 
Canadian duty, as stated above, is 35 
per cent., but the customs officials ate 
authorized to fit the valuation of the 
article, and by adding ten, twenty or 
thirty per cent, to the invoice price, they 
largely augment the duty paid by the 
settler. In this way, too, they contrive 
to harass and destroy tile import trade, 
with the result that the aot tiers are left 
completely at the mercy of the Canadian 
makers. In spite of this system, how­
ever, a considerable number of Ameri­
can implements are still brought into 
Manitoba and the Territories. In » re­
cent report to the Washington Govern­
ment, Taylor, the United States Con­
sul at Winnipeg, says that nearly 15 per 
cent, of the implement business is done 
-1th Americsn houses. This of itself is 

n answer to the protectionist fable, 
that the N. P. enables the Canadian 
maker to turn out a better and a cheap 
er article than his competitors.

The revaluation system is, in fact, an 
additional prop to monopoly. Some time 
*8® * brui of implement manufacturera 
in Western Ontario wanted five car loads 
of nut» and bolts. There was a combine 
among the few Canadian nut and bolt 
makers, and the firm wrote to the secre­
tary of it, offering to pay the American 
price at Cleveland, 0„yliu the Canadian 
duty, for a consignment. The secretary 
refused to accept this figure, whereupon 
the firm imported the five car loads direct 
from Cleveland. But on its arrival at 
its destination the shipment was seized 
for undervaluation by the Customs 
authorities ; and on enquiry the firm 
found that the secretary of the combine 
hid been in communication with the Cue- 
tome department, and had really prompt­
ed the seizure. The firm lost nothing 
in the end by this act of robbery, for 
of course the additional price waa col­
lected from the Canadian farmers who 
bought the implements into the manu­
facture of which the nuts and boite en­
tered. The farmer is the victim of last 
resort in all such transactions, and even 
the monopolists who prey upon him ere 
beginning to ask how much longer he is 
likely to stand it.

The Wear er Great Disasters-
Judged by the record of its first six 

months, the year 1889 bids fair to be re­
membered aa the year of disaster all over 
the world. Daring the month of Janu­
ary there were no aerious railway disas­
ters except the collision on the New 
York, Pennsylvania * Ohio railroad, In 
which eight persons were killed and as 
many more seriously injured, but there 
were fifteen marine disasters, involving 
» loss of 165 lives, included among them 
being the steamer Paris C. Brown,which 
went down in the Mississippi river, cost­
ing the loss of 11 lives. February and 
March also were singularly free from 
railway disasters, but the msrine losses 
in February were 284, an increase of 
119 over January. During the same 
month 20 persons lost their lives by a 
railroad disaster in Belgium, 10 by a 
windstorm in Nebraska, 23 by a terrible 
hotel fire in Hartford, Conn., 200 by an 
earthquake in Costa Rica, 13 by a cy­
clone m Georgia, and 11 by a powder 
explosion in Wilkesbarre, Pa. In March 
the marine losses farther increased to 
3bl, the number being swelled by the 
146 sailors of the German and American 
war vessels who were drowned daring 
the hurricane at the Samoan Islands.

In May the floods begin their work of 
death and devastation. The first intelli­
gence came from Austria and Bohemia, 
where 135 lives were lost. The consum­
mation was in the Cunemaugh Valley on 
the last day of the month, when over 6,- 
000 peraons perished and over $10,000,- 
000 worth of property was destroyed. 
The month of June was characterized, 
by a frightful aeries of disasters. Thir­
ty persons were killed by an accident on 
the Pennsylvania road at Latrobe; 70 by 
a railway disaster at Armagh, Ireland; 
1,200 by a fire in China ; 40 by a falling 
market building in Mexico; 70 by a mine 
disaster in Austria; and 70 by a cyclone 
in Cuba. July well keeps up the record 
with railroad, mine and storm disasters. 
Altogether, during the first six months 
of the year nearly 15,000 lives were lost 
in disasters of all kinds. Besides the 
loss of property involved in these disas­
ters fire has swept away property 
amounting to over $70,000,000 in value 
in the United States. It adds to the 
mournful record of the six months that 
suicides, murders, hangings, lynchlngs, 
and crimes of all kinds have also shown 
a marked increase over the correspond­
ing psriod for many years past.

Petticoat Bale.
Oskaloosa, Kansas, hss had a year’s 

experience of female rule, and it may be 
interesting to sum up the results. When 
a mayor and council of women were first 
elected, it waa regarded by some as a 
joke, but without any flourish of trump­
ets the msyor end council began their 
official duties. That they hsve discharg­
ed them without fesrnnd favor is clearly 
manifested in tile luct that they hsve 
made enemies aa well aa friends. Many 
obstacles confronted them in the begin­
ning, the moat perplexing of which was 
that the town waa io debt and there was 
only 85 cents in the treasury. Another 
obstacle was that the marshal would not 
enforce the ordinances, but that was 
overcome when Mayor Loman promptly 
removed him snd appointed a man upon 
whom she could rely. Then began such 
a crusade as never before had been 
known. It waa found that the ordinance 
relating to Sunday closing was not ob­
served. Out went sn order to the mar­
shal to srest any merchant who was 
caught selling goods on Sunday. The 
hotels, livery stables, and barber shops 
•lone were permitted to remain open, 
and druggists were allowed to sell medi 
cinea. The asie of cigars and tobacco 
on Sunday was entirely prohibited. The 
proprietor of a bakery and ice-cream 
saloon asked permission to keep open, 
but was refused. Consequently the 
Ssbbath is now rigidly observed in 0«- 
kaloosa. Then the Mayor and council 
turned their attention to bad boys. For 
years the young toughe of the place had 
been allowed to loaf about the street! at 
night, and they had .cut up all aorta of 
capers, such as moving signs from one 
place to another and rolling grindstones 
from in front of hardware stores to pri­
vate residences. A proclamation was 
issued commanding all boys under 18 
years of age to be off the streets at 8 
o’clock in the evening under penalty of 
arrest. Since then one cannot find a boy 
after that hour with a search warrant.The 
ladiea were greatly exercised over the 
subject uf tobacco chewing, and looked 
carefully through the statutes for an 
ordinance that could be uaed to atop 
men from squirting tobacco juice on the 
sidewalks. They failed to find one, but 
some of the Isdies were of the opinion 
that the ordinance relating t > public in­
decencies would cover the nasty nuis­
ance. They asked the city attorney 
what he thought about it, and he told 
them that tobacco-chewing waa a person­
al liberty and beyond the reach of 
municipal legislation. The ladies were 
somewhat disappointed, but the next 
best thing they could, end thst wee to 
personally request every tobscco-chewer 
in town not to expectorate on 'the side­
walks. This had just »e much if not 
more effect then an ordinance would, 
for the men are so respectful of the 
wishes of their female guardian» that 
they unhesitatingly complied with the 
request, and now a lady may fearlessly 
sweep her skirts over the sidewalks with­
out sny danger of having them stained 
with filthy nicotine. Some ef the men 
have even “«Worn off" chewing.

ERRORS OF THE TYPES.

Instances ef Amulsg Errera Appearing 
• 1» Priai.

In large newspaper offices it ia the cus­
tom to give out but a few lines of copy 
at a time to any compositor. In the ab­
sence of the context, it ia therefore often 
impoeiible to get the full meaning of the 
matter in hand. If the copy chances to 
be in the le >»t blind the hurried type 
setter ia apt to make a wild gueas at the 
writer’» meaning, for, aa most printers 
are paid by the piece, the time spent in 
decipbeting a crabbed hand "writing is so 
much dead lose to them, and makes an 
appreciable difference in the length of 
their “strings" of duplicate proof for 
measurement at the end of the week.

The “machine printer," or “blaok- 
amith," ie one of the chief obstacles with 
which writers have to contend. He it is 
who sets up whatever the copy louke like 
to him, regardless as to whether it 
makes sense or not. Such a one it waa 
who aet op “Gambetta" as “I am bet­
ter," and made a heading intended for 
“Bridge Carried Away by a Drive of 
Loge” read “Bridge Carried Away by a 
Drove of Hoge." Another of this ilk 
made an advertisement which read, “The 
Christian’s Dream; no cross, no crown," 
appear aa “The Christian’s Dream, no 
cows, no cream. ’’

A reporter of a Chicane paper once 
mentioned an intelligent craftsmen as a 
“thinking tailor," but tile machine prin­
ter who got the take made him appear as 
a “thieving tailor." The proof reader 
waa of course responsible for the error, 
but the vengeance of the irate tailor waa 
visited upon the unfortunate reporter.

Another Chicago writer described an 
exqulaite aa one “whose manners would 
adorn a drawing room," but the unthink­
ing compositor made it read, “whose 
manners would alarm a drowning man. ”

The Cincinnati Enquirer once created 
a genuine sensation by stating, in display 
type, that a gang of American counter­
feiter! had been “shaving the queen,” 
when “shoving the queer” was evidently 
what was intended.

One of the worst instances of mis­
prints caussd by bsd chirogrsphy was 
where the heading “A Honeymoon Cut 
Short,” waa printed iu full face as “A 
Hungarian Cut Throat."

Another equally disagreeable b'uuder, 
to the parties interested, waa where a 
distinguished traveller was reported aa 
having recently died “in the richness of 
sin." The paper, however, apologized 
for thia candid admission the following 
day, by saying that what the editor in­
tended to write was “the interior uf 
Asia."

Perhaps no newspaper writer wee ever 
more disturbed by a trifle than was the 
society reporter who, io describing the 
belle of a recent fashionable party, in­
tended to eay “she looked an fait,” but 
found that an unfeeling blacksmith had 
made it, “she looked all feet ”

Of all editorial writers, Horace Greeley 
waa moat noted for illegible copy. On 
one occasion the “modern Franklin" 
penned eomething about “Suburban 
journalism advancing,” but the type set­
ter, thinking it was one of hie famous 
agricultural article», launched out wildly 
with the words, “Superb Jerusalem 
artichokes.”

It is somewhat singular how often the 
emission a single seemingly insignifi­
cant letter will alter the meaning of a 
sentence. For instance, several error» 
have been recorded where the letter “n" 
has been omitted from the word “win­
dow,” invariably placing a “widow" in 
some embarrassing position—es where, 
on the occasion of a street pageant, a 
gentleman unwittingly advertised “wid- 
dows for hire,” and the even worse blun­
der, in a religious newspaper, which 
gratefully recorded the fact that “Mr 
------had very generously placed a stain­
ed glass widow ia the church »t------.”

Errors of substitution are uauelly 
caused by bad distributing, or by letters 
dropping into sn adjoining box in an 
over full case of type. That the letters 
“o” and “a” are ao frequently transposed 
is due to the feet that these letter» are 
kept in adjoining Doxee, and the same 
rule hold» good with regard to other 
vowels and moat frequently used letters. 
An error of this description recently uc- 
cured in sn article by the present writer, 
where an allusion made to the time hon­
ored tune of “Yankee Doodle" was 
printed as “Yankee Boodle.” The proof­
reader who allowed thie error to pass 
evidently hailed from Canada, and con­
sidered the new title as more suggestive 
and appropriate to the present day.
