Liions by Messrs. Clift. Moulton. Dev- | 
t-reaux and Roberts on various re- I 
(luitements for their different dis­
tricts. and when other preliminary ; 
work had been performed, the House 
went into Committee of the Whole on 
the Establishment of Schools where 
none existed before.

The Premier (Sir E. P. Morris) ex­
plained that the Resolutions asked 
for a vote of $7.000 to provide new 
schools in settlements where hitherto 
no schools had been established, and 
providing for keeping the schools 
open for a year where they were kept 
open for shorter periods. Accoi ding 
to reports of Superintendents of Edu­
cation there were 1.267 settlements 
here. The number where schools 
were conducted was 636, or no schools 
in half the settlements of the Colony. 
The Inspectors say that there are 64 
settlements here where ther are no 
schools and where there are sufficient 
children of a schoolable age to justify 
the establishment of schools. There 
were 260 places where there were 
schools kept open for periods of from 
6 to’ 9 months, out of the year. He 
i the Premier) had asked the Inspec­
tors what it would cost to put schools 
in settlements where there were none 
and of continuing schools only partL:

The Premier (Sir E. P. Morris) re­
plied, reviewing the contentions of Sir 
Robert, would be glad to see techni­
cal education become general, antici­
pated its immense benefits, and look 
ed forward to a general betterment 
of education in future.

Thg denominations were 
In favdr of the Introduction of the Eu 
abling Clause, and he,' Sir Robert, had 
introduced it into three localities in 
his district. He certainly favored the 
idea of amalgamation of schoola 
sparsely settled places. He 
deprecated the fact that so many 
children were without education be­
cause the population of settlements 
were divided in their religious opin­
ions. and pointed out that the child 
ren could he taught the tenets of their 
religion during certain hours in the 
public schools.

The Resolutions were passed with­
out amendment and the Bill giving 
them effect was read a first time.

ing that period the late Government 
had increased the grant over $100,000.

all'the years previous. His Govern­
ment had done more to advance the 
cause .of education than did alt their 
predecessors from the time Respon­
sible Government had been granted.
