Give 
clucking ben a dozen, eggs, and see 
that food and water is left where she 
can get it when she wants it, ami 
she will-do the rest. And the 
number of chickens that you can 
raise in any one season will deneit 
upon the number of clucking hens 
that you have to start with. G<« 
eggs can be purchased almost any 
where, but clucking hens are not 
so easily procured when you want 
them,and, for that reason, those 
who wish to hatch out a larg. 
number of chickens in any one 
season are forced to use incubators, 
For anything less than 100 chickens 
use hens, but if more than 100 is 
desired, it will pay to use an incu 
bator and brooder of standard make.

My advice to anyone who has 
never raised chickens is to begin 
with a few hens and work up. Learn 
the business with a few hens and 
then you will be able to look after a 
large number and make th< m pay 
you a handsome profit But you 
must first make the smallest number 
pay, else it would be folly to hitch 
out a large number.

The first thing necessary to provide 
de is a suitable house and run. For 
a few hens, 15 or 20, a small house 
(6x9) with a window facing the 
south will do nicely. Do not make 
the house too warm, but make it 
tight, and put a floor in it so that 
the hens will be free from dampness 
at all seasons of the year. A hen 
will thrive in ten degrees of frost, 
and lay regularly, but she will not 
thrive at all in a damp house or one 
that has open cracks through which 
the wind blows. If the house is well 
made, the window may be remove d 
and left open every fine day winter 
and summer. If a hen has plenty of 
fresh air it does not matter so much 
about the amount of floor sjiace, 
though it is well to give each hen at 
least three square feet. The writer 
has had abundant success with,a 
large pen of Rhode Island Reds that 
had not more than two feet of floor 
space each, but a cotton window a 
yard square facing south was entin ly 
removed even when the thermometer 
registered ten to twenty below zero, 
and was only putin nights or during 

' snow storms by day. All the chickens 
in that pen were hatched in an incu­
bator last June and raised by the 
hopper dry-feed method which f 
will describe later on.

January they have given me tl a 
day profit over and above alt cost of 
feeding, and I have given them no 
special care or attention. But please 
remember that this is not my first 
experience with hens though from 
the very firat I have had almost 
phenomenal success. For a dozen 
years I have raised them—by the 
dozen, and by the hundred with 
hens, and by the hundreds wrilh 
incubators, and so far the balance 
has always been on the right bids of 
my book.

For a pen of 25 hens of the larger 
breeds, such as Rocks, Wyandottes. 
R<-ds, etc., the house should hr 
about 8x12 though 8x11 would be 
better, and 8x15 better still, thouc 
the latter is quite large enough For 
a pen of front 40 to 50 the house 
should not be less than 8x16, but 
better 9x18 or 19x17. It is not well 
to keep over 50 hens in any one pen 
It will pay you to divide them into 
two pens. Tile lighter breeds, pitch 
as Leghorns, will stand crowdin 
better than the others, but it never 
pays to crowd any breed too much.

Boys on farms can earn a nice 
little income by rasing chickens feu 
market or hens for laying purpose-, 
and they have a big advantage over 
the' city boys, for often the hens can 
be given free range on the farm, and 
at such time the feed bill will be 
reduced to next nothing, and at ad 
times there is a lot of waste grain 
and vegetables about a farm that can 
be fed to hens, and thus the cost oT 
keeping is greatly reduced. There is 
a little gold mine in hens for the boy 
dn the farm who will give a litll 
time and attintion to them, and even 
the city, bov who has a good, back 
yard to hi.-Lot and a little ingenuity 
in bis head can make hens pay 
well, and provide for himself a mosi 
interesting diversion at the same time 
Here is the experience of one city 
breeder.who had only a city loi 
30x120 feet:

better than this, and no man knows 
just what he may do until he tries 

The beginner is often perplexwl 
to know what breed to keep. After 
years of experience, I have come to 
the conclusion that there is no 
‘‘best ” breed, as almost any breed 
will give good satisfaction if properly 
cared for. Any of the American 
breeds^ Rocks, Wyandottes, Reds, 
etc, are good winter layers, but 
persistent setters during spring al.d 
summer months. That is, they lav 
well when eggs are high priced and 
ease off when eggs are low in pnice, 
and this, yeu will observe, is far 
from being a defect.

The Mediterranean breeds, e. g. 
Leghorns, Minorcae, etc., while not 
so hardy as the American breeds, 
have this excellent virtue that they 
do not set at all, and while fair 
winter layers, do their best work in 
spring and summer, when the Rocks 
and Reds are hatching out a new 
supply of chickens. By keeping a 
small pen of Rocks or Reds and 
[Dothen pen of Leghorns, one should 

ve fresh.eggs nearly all the year 
around- „ .

Fishery Schools.
There is a report of Mr. Simonscn to 

the Minister of Fisheries in the annual 
rc)>ort of that Department. In it he 
tells of bis instructions to fishermen 
here how to refine cod oil, in the Nor­
wegian way. He tells also of the 
Mission he was instructed by the 
Sinister of Fisheries to undertake in 
Conception Bay to show fishermen 
how Norwegians prepare squid bait for 
future use in Norway. He also ex­
presses the opinion that the closing of 
the Norwegian whaling factories have 
been closed at Findmarken where the 
fishery depends on the supply of cap­
lin coming to the shore, has been fol­
lowed by a large increase in the cod 
fishery. He says, “we found that the 
cod fishery was very poor and the sup­
ply of caplin bait very short, but now 
that the whaling factories have been 
closed up. we get loads of caplin, and 
codfish is plentiful in the same places ' 
as it was a failure before.”

We believe that the caplin are driv­
en to the shore by the whales, and the 
codfish follow them. If the whaling 
steamers drive the whales away from 
the shore you are ruining the cod fish­
ery at that time of the year.”

He thinks there are too many traps 
in use by Newfoundland flshçrmen. He 
also recommends the use of smaller i 
hooks on. trawls. He gives also a 
budget of news about the use of motor 
schooners in Norway.

The chief recommendation is the 
suggestion of a good central fisheries 
school In St. John’s on scientific and 
practical lines, with branch schools 
around the whole of Newfoundland as 
they may be required. He decal res ! 
the results would be apparent in every 
way and the initial t cost quickly lost 
sight of in, the enhanced returns all 
around."

“I therefore, strongly recommend 
the Government establish a Fishery 
School, or Schools, under the control 
of the Department of Marine and Fish­
eries."

Madman 
Breaks 

Into Palace
New York. June 11.—A cable to the 

New York Times from London says:
There was a lamentable occurrence 

early yesterday morning, at Marlbor­
ough House, Queen Alexandra’s resi­
dence. A man named William Wood- 
ley, 40 years old, an escaped lunatic, 
from Norwich, eluded the special 
guard of police and soldiers, broke in­
to Marlborough House and roamed 
about many rooms. Finally he went to 
sleep in a bed, in a room on the first" 
floor. Queen Alexandra was not in 
residence at Marlborough, but the 
Princess Victoria was, and when the 
intruder broke in, she was sleeping in 
her apartment.

Exactly how Woodley accomplished 
his amazing feat is unknown. There 
are a number of policemen in the 
roadway and at the entrance to the 
gates and court yard of Marlborough 
House, two sentries pace up and down, 
with fixed" bayonets.

The lunatic managed .to escape the 
notice of the police, and soldiers and 
climbed a ten foot high wall. This 
performance is not yet explained, as 
he had no rope or ladder.

Still unobserved, he walked up to 
the house, smashed a window in the 
equerries room, and entered through 
the broken pane. Then, he had the 
run, practically, of the whole Ijouse. 
Fortunately his madness did not- de­
velop into violence at any time. He 
roamed about the ground floor of the 
house, very quietly, without disturb­
ing anyone. Then he went upstairs 
and opening one of the bedroom doors, 
he entered the room. Seeing nobody 
there he undressed and got into bed. 
Not until 7.45 o’clock In the morning 
was he discovered by a housemaid. 
The police were immediately called, 
and Woodley seemed surprised that 
his presence occasioned so much com­
motion.

Was the Intellectual Centre of Egypt 
for Over 4,000 years.

■' London, June 10.—The archaeologi­
cal excavations under the direction of 
Daninos Pasha has now fully reveal­
ed the Necropolis Of Heliopolis, which 
was the intellectual centre ot Egypt 

-fqr over four thousand years, and the 
place where Moses received the sacer­
dotal and military training which en­
abled him to lead the Israelites out of 
their Egyptian bondage.

TheNecropolis is situated in the 
desert a trifle more than three miles 
eastward of the Matarish Obelisk. The 
burial places -cut from the % rocks of 
the Arabian range were from 65- to 220 
feet deep. They were covered with 
sand, the removal of which revealed 
mummies of human bodies and the 
skeletons of sacred animals and birds. 
Undamager Ibis eggs were also found. 
Unfortunately these tombs had been 
ransacked years ago by Romans and 
Arabs hunting for treasure, and only 
about five or six per cent, of them had 
escaped the ravages of the treasure 
seekers.

ALBANY. June 16- '
The police have discovered no clue 

to the identity of the parties who 
placed on the New York Central Rail­
way, in front Of Roosevelt's flying Chi­
cago special, a huge boulder that 
.came within a hair's breadth of 
wrecking the train near Rockefeller’s 
home in Tarrytown. As the train was 
sweeping around a curve at .60 miles 
an hour, the locomotive smashed into 
a boulder two feet In diameter. The 
cow-catcher of the train was crushed 
by the impact, and a fragment of tin 
rock tore a hole Jnto the pipe con­
necting the airbrakes. As a result 
the brakes on all the cars on. the 
train, including that occupied by the 
Roosevelt party, suddenly locked. Sev­
eral of the passengers were thrown 
violently forward from their seats. 
Roosevelt's car was fourth from the 
engine. He was reading when the 
crash came. The book was jerked 
from his hands by the shock. "I 
couldn’t imagine what had happened," 
the Colonel said later. Roosevelt and 
the- other passengers were in great 
danger. That the cutting of the air­
brake pipe probably prevented the de­
railment of the train was the opinion 
of the engineer and conductor. Roitse- 
velt was probably the least perturbed 
of any on board.
