Another Balkan Quarrel.
Sinister rumours are reaching 

London on the subject of the Serbo- 
Montenegrin frontier negotiations.

Tiie Black-Listed Rifle.
There is really no need for any­

one to be disturbed over the an­
nouncement that the new model army 
rifle under trial has proved unsatis­
factory, as the rifle has never been 
issued except as an experimental 
weapon. A great deal of capital lias 
been made out of the reputed military 
value of the new German rifle and 
the “Spitze" bullet. In peace a great 
many advantages are claimed for the 
various engines of war. Experience 
shows that in actual use the majority 
of these advantages are discounted 
in an extraordinary degree. The two 
chief defects that condemn the ex­
perimental rifle are inability to find 
an explosive that when manufactur­
ed and stored in bulk will develop 
the advantages in fiat trajectory that
are claimed for the weapon and to

mask the explosion made by the'dis­
charge. Added to these very vital
disadvantages is the fact that the 
models of automatic mechanism are 
so rapidly approaching that level of 
perfection which will be practical for; 
service requirements that it would 
be foolish to rearm with a non-i 
automatic weapon. It must be re­
membered that by a certain school 
of thought too much stress may pos 
sibly have been laid upon the ad 
vantages of an increase in flat tra­
jectory. Except on a dead flat plain, 
such as a desert, too .flat a trajectory 
interferes with Jhe modern conceit-; 
tion of overhead five support and re 
duces the margin in safety of direct 
support,, which is said to have been 
one of the secrets of the Greek suc­
cess over the Bulgarians in the re­
cent struggle in Thrace.

OTTAWA, To-day.
The seizure of a Japanese vessel 

some days ago by the Canadian Fish­
eries Protection Cruiser Joliffe, at 
Port Simpson resulted in the dis­
covery of official facts here which 
tend to show a much more serious 
state of affairs than at first appeared. 
It is now learned authoritatively that 
no trace can be found of 100 Japan­
ese who embarked on the vessel when 
she left Japan, that the clearing 
papers were wrong, that a set of com­
plete charts of the British Columbia 
Coast was found when the vessel was 
searched. AVhen the Japanese vessel 
was seized by Captain of the Captain 
Joliffe, the clearing papers showed 
they were for Point Alaska but no 
clearing papers were found for Port 
Simpson. This being a technical vio­
lation of the Customs law, the vessel 
was seized but no trace could be 
found of the 100 Japanese who un­
doubtedly were on board as informa­
tion had been received from* Britisli 
agents In Japan to the effect they 
were on baord when the vessel left 
Japan. There Is no information they 
were landed at Alaska, and It is fear­
ed they were smuggled into some part 
of the British Columbia Coast. The 
Captain of the Japanese vessel denied 
he had any charts of the British Col­
umbia Coast, but on search being 
made, there was found a complete and 
very accurate chart and every inlet 
and point on the coast. Officials are 
Inclined to treat the Incident de­
licately, as It might easily be con­
structed into one of international 
rtgniftcancç, but it Is believed a dar­
ing attempt at smuggling has been 
pulled off successfully. The Captain 
of the Japanese vessel was fined and 
then released. There was no other 
course open to the authorities, as to 
clearing paper had not made out for 
Port Simpson.

All Germany Excited Over Procuring 

Some of the Costly Material.

It it stated to have power emenating 
in rays similar to but more effective 
than radium. The cost seems almost 
as great. The substance is derived 
from thorium waste in the manufac­
ture of gas mantles and is used in a 
tiny portion inclosed in a silver cov­
ering in which extremely small holes 
ire pierced.

The scheme for establishing an ex­

press Service between Great Britain 
and Australia via Canada, would 
seem to he making rapid progress, 
for I he contract for the construction 
of two 25-knot steamers has already- 
been awarded. Also work upon a rail­
way between. Blacksod Bay. Mayo and 
C'ollooney Junction Sligo, which will

Thirty thousand a year as salary! 
Just think of it! Is a man really 
worth such a sum annually? Can ne 
possibly earn it on his abilities? 

Apparently, Mr. Pierpont Morgan

considered Mr. Elliott to k well
worth the 0.000 a year which is
now to be paid him. Shortly before 
the death of Mr. Morgan Mr. Elliott 
was offered a salary of £20,000 a 
year to transfer his services to a rival 
system; but on the advice of the 
great banker, who was reserving him 
for greater tasks, he refused the of­
fer.

City Men's Views.

A Disgraceful Scene
Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—At^aboat 5.30 yesterday after­
noon a scene was enacted in that en­
closure known as Buckmaster’s field 
which must bring the blush of shame 
to the face of every man who has the 
moral welfare of this city at heart. Six 
or seven young men had gathered 
there, and part of their outfit was a 
bottle of liquor, which each helped-to 
dispose of in turn, until the whole 
seven were in fighting trim. Then the 
most brutal and demoralizing scene 
ever witnessed in this field took place 
(and there have been very many de­
grading scenes in that same field), 
(’razed with the liquor they had par 
taken of, the men started fighting and 
in a few moments the whole seven

were pounding and pummelling each
other—neither being particular whom
he struck—until blood began to flow 
freely, while the language used was of 
the vilest description. Many persons 
of tfender years in the field were at­
tracted to the scene, and the effect 
on their young minds could not be 
otherwise than degrading. For nearly 
an hour the melee lasted until men 
passing interfered and managed to 
separate the participants, but not be­
fore one or two of the fighters re­
ceived injuries which they will re­
member for a time. The police ar­
rived- when the fight was over, but 
whether they made any arrests or not 
the writer cannot say.

Surely. Mr. Editor, such scenes as 
these ought to bring home to the In­
spector General "the need of having 
one or two policemen stationed near 
this locality. The streets in the low­
er part of the city are well patrolled, 
and rightly so; but one or two merf 
detailed to watch the proceedings in 
the above-named field would have a 
much desired effect in maintaining or­
der and decency, and the people who 
live in the neighbourhood saved a good 
deal of annoyance and anxiety. With 
thanks for space.

One hundred 
and forty-six 
years ago to-day 
Andrew Jackson, 
a human fire­
brand wth insur- 
g e n t leanings, 
was born on the 
border line be­
tween North and 
South Carolina, 
whicÿ has caus­
ed both states to 
claim him for 
advertising pur­

poses. Andrew did not amount to 
much until he got married to a grass 
widow with great charm of manner 
and a large reservoir of will power, 
as his earlier days were spent in try­
ing to locate the winner of the county 
trot. One of his principal pastimes 
was to challenge somebody to a duel 
and then pick bird shot out of his 
shoulderblades. He is commonly 
supposed to have been the person who 
put the pug in pugnacious.

Up to the time that, he became Presi­
dent, Jackson’s time was principally 
employed in fighting the Indians and

ti e English, in both of which pur­

suits he was highly successful, It
was nothing uncommon for him to
lake a handful of men and go out and 
kill a whole herd of unwashed red 
brethren, getting hack home in time 
to milk the cow. When The war of 
1S12 broke out. Andrew broke out 
with it and roamed all over the south 
looking tor trouble. He found it ft 
New Orleans, where, he stood off a 
British army of 14.000 men with an 
animated cluster of pigeon-toed mili­
tia and a well-spring of ho]>e.

Andrew’s chief competitor for the 
presidency was Henry Clay, who was 
a poor politician and got nosed out 
several times in succession. As 
President Jackson made a great hit 
with a large number of emaciated 
office seekers by removing 2,000 re­
publican postmasters and filling their 
places with party workers who would 
stand without hitching. He also land­
ed on the United States bank and 
caused it to expire with a loud plunk.

General Jackson was called "Old 
Hickory." on account of his great 
powers erf endurance and because of 
appearing at the inaugural ball in a 
hickory shirt. He had the disagree­
able habit of taking the people into 
hit, confidence, which was very irritat­
ing to the old school politicians and 
caused them to comment on his table 
manners. He, died June S, 1845, hav­
ing given the insurgent movement a 
start from which it has never recov­
ered.
