The records of the epidemic kept
by the British officers, were taken
from them before their departure from
Germany, but the report gives in de-
tail the condition of the camp and the
treatment of prisoners and patients,
American Ambassador,
nes W. Gerard, in his report last

hich the

November, said was ‘‘even more un-
favorable than I had been led to ex-
pect.”

According to the released officers,
there are 15,000, and sometimes more,
prisoners in the camp, which the com-

ittee says “is an enormous popula-
tion for so 1estnued an area as t("n
and a half acres.” There were 1o,
proper heating arrangements, and the
men were insufficiently clothed, their
overcoats having been taken from
them, their other clothing being in
rags. Many had neither boots nor
socks. There was an insufficient sup-
ply of water and soap, and Major
Priestly .says he found the men
“gaunt, of a peculiar gray pallor, and
verminous.”

The supply of food was also insufli-
cient, even in the lmépit,al, until sup-
plies arrvived from England.

“The only provision for personal
cleanliness made for the men,” says

report, “was one cupful of  soft
soap, issued at intervals of many
weeks, to a room containing 120. In
consequence the men became in-
creasingly verminous, and that condi-
tion, coupled with cold and want of
proper nourishment, was undoubtedly
the principal inducing cause of the
epidemic.”

The epidemic broke out in Decem-

ber, 1914.  “Thereupoen,”” says the re-

port, athe German staff, military and
medical, precipitately left the camp,
and theneceforth, Tuntil August, 1915,
no communication was held between
the prisoners and their guards, ex-
cept by means of directions shouted
from the guards or officers remaining
outside the wire entanglements.

“All supplies for the men were
pushed into the camp over chutes. No
medical attention during the whole
time was provided by the German
staff.”

Captain Lauder reports thpt while
in the bungalows there was normally
one mattress for three men, in the im-
provised hospitals there were no mat-
tresses at all.

“In consequence,” he says, “there
were many typhus patients scattered
over the compounds who were deter-
minedynot to come into the hospital
if they could help it.”

In one compound he found fifty hid-
den cases of typhus during the first
month.

The food ration for each patient
was half a petit pain (roll) and half a
cup of milk per day.. The, only;soup
obtainable came from the camp Kkit-
chen, and as it was brought in open
wooden tubs, it was full of dust and
dirt.

“In truth,” says the committee’s re-
port, “the ration was not a ration at
all. It was a pretense. It was not
even possible to give - the patients
warm water with their milk.”

Four British doctors were in attend-
ance and three died. It was then that

®ajor Priestley and Captain Videl

went to the hospital to join Captain
Lauder, who was down with the ty-
« phius. Major Priestley says that the
patients, alive with vermin, lay so
close to_one afiother on the floor that
he had to stand straddle-leg across
them to examine them. There were
there conditions that are indescrib-
able. There was difficulty in obtain-
ing sufficient drugs and dressings for
a long time and extreme bed sores
were common. In several cases the
toes or the whole feet became gan-
grenous. The washing of patients was
out of the question until a supply of
soap was obtained from England.

This shortage of necessaries was
not due to lack of supplies, say the
doctors, for on a visit to the town
they saw an abundant supply of ev-
ery requisite.

Dr. Aschenback, who was in charge
of the hospital, and who, the commit-
tee understood, received the Iron
Cross for combatting the  epidemic,
only paid one visit to the camp, ac-
cording to the report, and that after
some order was evolved.

At Royal Stores Clgthing Factory.
A fire that threatened .to destroy

| the whole building, and one of the

most expensive fires for several years,
occurred at the Royal Stores building
at the ecorner of Duckworth and Pres-
cott Streets at 5.15 p.m. yesterday.
The damage is estimated at $50,00).
The fire broke out on the southeast
corner of the second flat, where the
reserve stock of furniture fittings, bed
steads and matresses were stored.. At
the time mentioned a lad named Gillis
who first saw smoke rising above the
furniture,” immediately called Mr.
Heber Pearce, who is in charge of that
department, who in turn informed Mr.
Hirst, of the tailoring department,
that the building was on fire, who
ordered his assistants, about seventy
in number, to leave the building, and
without confusion or delay an exit
was made by Duckworth Street door.
The motors in the cutting department
were shut off. In the meantime an
alarm had- been sent in fronl a box at
the foot of Prescott Street. The East
and Central Fire Companies quickly
responded. and assisted by fire reser-
vists, four streams were poured -into
the building, but not #intil 6.30 was the
fire under control. The firemen did
their work splendid, and in that cocl
and quick way, characteristic of our
fire fighters, prevented the blaze from
doing further damage, and from
spreading to the adjacent building oc-
cupied by the Atlantic Bookstore and
Parson’s Photographic Studio. The
flames eating its way through to the
third flat were extinguished before any
headway was gained. The damage to
stock is large, and in the clothing de-
partment, everything is saturated with
water, and chemicals. The top floor,
or the cutting department is but}
slightly affected, the delicate machin-
ery is covered with a thick greasy sur-
face caused by the dense smoke, but
no water was poured into’' the flat.
The third flat or customs tailoring and
general clothing department, is heavi-
ly affected, having on hand one of the
largest stocks of serges, tweeds and
khaki, preparatory to the spring trade.
The .following completed stock being
damaged. General clothing department
about 150 men's short coats, 150 pairs
men’s trousers, 140 boys’ coats, 509
pairs of overalls, 50 suits to ordeps 12
in customs tailoring partly finished,
and a large quantity of cloth cut
ready to be made up.

The second flat where the fire orig-
inated, has on the north side of . the
building facing Duckworth Street, the
parlor show room where valuable
chairs, etc., are to be seen. The up-
holstering of which is so saturated
with water that it decreases largely
in value. The ground and basement
floors where the furniture is stored,
ranging in value from one dol-
lar to one hundred, were covered with
filthy water, which penetrated through
the ceiling of the upper floors and
lodging on the furniture, has stained
the surface so badly that in places
the gloss or polish is completely re-
moved. \

Shortly after the fire broke out sev<
eral tru(:knfen were on the scene, and
assisted by volunteer labor .some
piancs and valuable furniture was re-
moved. The loss to the owners will
‘be heavy as the Insurance carried in
}Iizfcrent companies is small, as at the
ftime of insyring there was not much
stock in the building. B

Over sixty persons employed in the
clothing department will be temporar-
ily out of work and about 10 others in
the furniture department. However,
we are assured that within'a few days
everything will be in full swing in the
same building or some other place
while re[jairs are going on.

Honor the Heroes of
Merchant Ships

It has been said of Haklupt's “Voy-
ages,” which enshrine the story of the
English seamen of the Elizabethan
day that it ig the real epic c¢f our
race, but the men of our modern
merchant service are writing in their
acts a new and grander version. Yet
it is an epic which is in peril of be-
ing 'lost, says the London Daily Mail.
The deeds of our glorious navy are
embalmed - in the bouok of histery
and are emblazoned forth in official
feports. The deeds of the merchant
service and the fishermen, wheo znow
man so large a number of the murder-
haunted seas and in the deadly busi-
ness of mine sweeping and submarine
catching, have no eager chronicler
and are too often lost in obscurity.
Not seldom for military reasons the
veil of secrecy cannot Le liffed, and
thus with the ravages of time and
death many cof the very bravest fcats
may be forever forgoiten.

It is’only ncw and again, as it were
from a distant land, that some faint
echo .of these men’s valor reaches the
ears of their countrymcn. We know
that they have carried on the sea
business of Great Britain throughout
the war, and that they have ~ very
loyally and faithfully dedicated
themselves to the protection of the
lives of the women and children not
only of England, but also of all the
Allies, and to their sustenance by the
safe conveyance from oversea of
every form of supply. A little cow-
ardice on their part wouid have de-
ranged the whole machinery and it
was such cowardice that the Cer
mans sought to instill by all thcir
apparatus of carefully planned sav-
agery and murder. But there has
beéen no cowardice. In the manifcld
defensive aztions which have now
been fought between the British mer
chantmen and well armed German
submarines we hear of no - British
geaman turning tail. Their spivi: has
been the spirit of the heroes of the
Clan McTavish, and when "they sue
cumbed in the unequal fight—

Their unhblanched lips drank up
Death fi'om the sea

They quaffed this loving cup,
England to see.

(Courage so noble, so disintevested,
so altogether beyond tke reach of
human recompense and reward s~ems
vet to merit some signal honor fromn
the King and country. If fo¢ these
men there is no Westminister Abbey
at the last let us at least know them
and be able to take off our hats to
them in their life.

LONDON, April 19.

In the Commons this p.m., Asquith
stated there were still some material
points of disagreement in the Cabinet,
and if they were not settled the result
must be a break of government.

WILSON'S NOTE.

] WASHINGTON, April 19.
President Wilson’s long expected
and final warning to Germany that

lomatic relations unless she aban-
dons her present methods of submas-
ine warfare immediately, declares
that the intention to do so was de-
livered to-day in the note to Berlin,
which was announced by the Presi-
dent in his note to Congress. The
President demands nothing less than
the ,abandonment. of submarine war-
fare against commerce. The Pres:-
dent's address and note to Germany
are virtually identical. Wilson de-
clares that only by Germany acceding
to the demand can the breaking off of
rclations altogether be prevented. The
President considers that the next step
depends upon Germany, and that
three or four days will constitute a
reasonable time for the reply. He is
willing to discuss how the submar-
ine warfare may be conducted within
the limits of international law and
humanity after Germany abandons
the present methods. Diplomatic his-
tory records but one instance as yet
where the breaking off of relations
between two first class powers, did
not eventually bring war, tliat which
now exists between Germany and It-
aly.

A STORMY SITTING.

WEDNESDAY, April 19th, 1916.

Pet'ticns  were presented by Mr.
Coaker from Triton for a shed on the
coastal whar{; by Mr. Halfyard from
Barr'd Island and Joe Batt’'s Arm for
a halfway house at Bircly Pond, and
from the Anglicans of Fogo for a road
to a cemetery; by Mr. Cashin from
Bay Bulls for the dredge.

The Premier gave notice of intro-
ducing a Bill confirming Prohibition
Plebiscite. He had been advised by
the Minister of Justice that the pe-
titions filed against the Bill had not
been withdrawn.

Mi. Halfyard asked the Minister of
Finance and Customs for an answer
to his question regarding appoint-
ments made by him (Mr. Cashin).

The Minister promised to look into
the matter.

The House then went into Commit-
tee on the Sealing Bill.

Mr. Jennings availed of the oppor-
tunity while the atmosphere was clear
to make a few observations. He sup-
ported the Bill in the form it was in-
troduced. He considered the sending
of the Florizel to the sealfishery as
unfair to other ships. He also pointed
out that it was equally unjust for a
captain of a sealing steamer to get
$5,000 for a trip, whereas another
man's share would be 50 times less
than that amount.

The amendment allowing the Flori-
,zel to prosecute and limiting her
catch to 35,000 was then put and on
a division of the House was sustained
by a majority of one vote. Those who
voted for the amendment were:—

Mr. Piccott, Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, and Mr. Woodford, Minister
of Public Works, crossed- the floors
and voted against the amendment.

Mr. Lloyd then moved as an amend-
ment to section 13 of the Bill in order
to give wooden ships a better chance
of competing, prohibiting steel ships
over 450 tons nett from sailing for
the scalfishery before 48 hours after
the wooden ships sail. This amend-
ment was carried unanimously.

The bulk of the afternoon was tak-
en up in a hot discussion on matters
irrelevant to the Sealing Bill, which
was under discussion. Mr. Cashin be-
gan the trouble by reading a report
from the Mail and Advocate, in which
he claimed he had been misrepresent-
ed and the proceedings distorted. He
accused Mr. Coaker of responsibility
for the contents of the report. Mr.
(C‘oaker denied the charge and said he
had not written the article. _He still,
however, assailed Mr. Coaker and
him_and later said, if you
didn’t write it, you control the paper
and had no right to have it publish-
ed. Severe cross-firing followed be-
tween the latter, Mr. Lloyd and Mr.
Coaker. Improper language was made
use of and unfounded charges made
by Mr. Cashin. Repeatedly the Chair-
man of Committee and Speaker were
appealed to for justice, but in vain.
The only ruling promptly given was
when Mr. Cashin accused Mr. Lloyd
of stating on Tuesday that Mr. Cash-
in’s conduct was blackguardly. Mr.
Lloyd promptly said he had used the
words and would repeat them, if Mr.
Cashin wished. Mr. Lloyd repeated
them. The Chairman promptly had
them: taken.down and reported to the
Speaker, who asked Mr. Lloyd to
withdraw them. Mr. Lloyd said he
would do so, as the Speaker had di-
rected him to do so, and then the
Speaker ruled the matterewas closed.
Imme@iatc]y the House went back to
Committee, Mr. Cashin raised ' the
matter again to which Mr. Lloyd took
exception and continued to do so, un-
til Mr. Cashin desisted, as he (Mr. L.)
could not get the ear of the Chairman.
Mr. Cashin then started to bring up
other matters, relevant and irrelevant
issues, concerning people inside the
House and out of it. Mr. Lloyd rose
to points of order on many occasipns
and each-time he did Mr. Cashin said
he took™it back and withdrew the ex-
pressions objected to, still he con-
tinued by stating the report in the
Mail and Advocate was written by a
blackguard and he would like to
know who wrote it. The reporter for
the Mail and Advocate stood up_and
said he wrote the report and he was
no blackguard and he would accebt
i his (Cashin'é),challenge which the lat-

Mr. Lloyd remarked that when ap-
peals were made for rulings there was
justice shown on one side and none on
the other. Speaking for the Opposi-
tion he threatened that if British fair
piay was not shown they would with-
draw from the House and take another,
course.

When the thrills and climaxes had
finished Mr. Cashin resumed talk on

the Kean episode and contended that
no blame was attachable to Capt.
A. Kean for the disaster. Mr. Lloyd
countered by reading - a paragraph

from the finding of two judges of the
Supreme Court, who were Aacting as
Commissioners on the Enquiry, in
which they had found him guilty of
a grave crror of judgment.

The House then adjourned till Tues-
day next.

Charged With Making
Fire Bombs

TO PLACE ON

STEAMSHIPS.

Four men Arrested by the New York
Autherities—One of them (onfesses
that he was the Agent of Von Pa-
pen, Former Military Attache at the
German Embassy, Washington--
Bombs Shipped to all parts of the
United States,

New York, April 12,—Four men
were arrested here last night by
agents of the department of justice,
charged with having manufactured
“fire bombs,” which were placed . in
sugar bags in the steamer Kirk Os-
wald, of the Fabre Line, on or about
May 2nd last year. One of the men
arrested gave the name of Charles
Von Kleist, and declared he was a
brother-in-law of General Von Bries-
en, of the German army, who was kill-
ed in battle in December, 1914. He
gave his age as 67 years.

The others were Ernest Becker 32
years old, an electrician on the steam-
ship Kaiser Friedrich der Grosse;
Captain Otto Wolpert, 44 years old,
superintendent of the Atlas Line
steamship piers, and Captain Enno
Bode, 49 years old, superintendent of
the Hamburg-American line steam-
ship pilers at Hoboken, N.J.

According. to the officers who made
the arrests, Bode confessed that he
was the agent of Captain Franz Vorn

German Embassy. He is said to have
asserted that Von Papen sent him to
the plant of the Agricultural Chemical
Company, in Hoboken, where Kliest
was employed, to find fault with the
shipments of lubricating oil which
were being sent to Germany by way
of Holland, as fertilizer.”

Acting Captain:t Tunney, of the
“bomb squad,” declared 200 bombs
were found in the offices of the Agri-
cultural Chemical Company and con-
fiscated.

Evidence in the possession of the
police, according to Captain Tunney,

tends to show that similar bombs were
shipped to all parts of the United
States. Many of them were trans-

ary baggage.

When the steamship Kirk Oswald
returned here July 10, 1915, from Mar-
seilles, it was disclosed ¢hat four fire
bombs had been found in her-cargo of
sugar, and that bombs found aboard
the Bankdale, the’ Devon City, the
Lord Erne and the Cressington Court,
which had loaded at this port for des-
tinations i France, had been of a
similar nature. The prisoners will be
asked to explain fires on a score of
ships ,among which are some of the
best known liners.

The bombs were composed of high-
ly inflammable chemicals, intended to
burst into flames in'the heat. of the
steamships’ holds. Had they not fail-
ed of their purpose, experts declared,
the bombs themselves, as well as the
cargoes, would have been consumed
and no trace of them would have been
left,

Captain Tunney asserted funds for
the manufacture of the bombs were
supplied by a wealthy man, whose
ndme he refused, to divulge. This in-
formation, he said, was imparted to
"him ~several months ago, by Robert

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LONDON, March 13th, 1516,
ECONOMIES ON ROYAL PALACESN

The economdes to be effected out of
the public purse in connection with
the Royal Palaces will amount during
the year to £10,000. -Last year the
urgent need for such. savings had not
been realized by the departnients
concerned, and the result was ihat
the expenditure was planned upon the
same lines as in time of peace. Some
cf the proposed reductions now are
only postponements, because it is not
to be inferred that there is normally
any extravagance in such outlays,
which are designed to maintain thesc
public buildings in a state of efficien-
cy, and have no reference to the pal-
aces in the occupation of the King.
By way of illustrating the direction in
which thrift is being exercised it may
suffice to say that at the Scottish Pal-
ace of Holyrood, £1,000 is saved by
suspending some repairs and furnish-
ings, and curtailing the staff, and
threreby the wages billr At Hampton
Court Palace the savings include a
substantial reduction in the police
service, and amount to no less than
£2500. Kensington and St. James’
Palaces each ask for £2,000 }!ndel the
usual amount, the former being con-
tent with a staff costing £500 Jess.
Corresponding economies are being
effected in His Majesty's residences,
though in this case the expenditure
does not come in detail under the im-
mediate purview of Parliament.

\ TAX ON ADVERTISEMENTS.

Joffre on Wheels.

(From Answers.

They are now building at the L. &
N. W. Railway Company’s works at
Crewe, England, a series of powerful
express passenger engines which are
to be christened after eminent per-
sons connected with the war, the
names chosen for the first four being
General Jeffre, Czar of Russia, King
of the Beigians, and King of Serbia.

This is merely a new adoption of an
old custom of railway companies, for
some reason or other, having always
been partial to naming their engines
after famous fighters.
