He advo­
cated the imposition of an export duty 
tax and endorsed the attitude of -the 
Government tor curtailing in any pos­
sible way profiteering and speculating. 
Though he was opposed to the Bill he 
had no objection to paying a legiti­
mate war tax, but hoped that legiti­
mate businesses would not be serious­
ly hampered.

Hon. Mr. Anderson followed in a 
brief speech. He spoke statistically 
and repeatedly stated that facts and 
figures spoke louder than words. He 
said he was not a friend of the Banks 
and that he knew as much about them 
as the bankers themselves. He strong­
ly criticized Section 3 of the Bill 
which says that one-halt of one per 
cent is to be charged on all deposits 
and added that King Solomon and St. 
Peter should be appointed amojigst 
the arbitrators to unravel the many 
complications and difficulties of the 
Bill. He finished with a well prepar­
ed and long eulogy of Finance Minis­
ter Cashin who he said was the great­
est man ever in that capacity and that 
it would be difficult to get a man to 
take his place. (Laughter).

Hon. Mr. Harvey spoke along simi­
lar lines to those of Friday last. He 
was in favour of the principle but 
class Legislation did not commend it­
self to him. He suggested ’hat an »1- 
lowance be made on capital beforè the 
tax was imposed, otherwise the Bill, 
he thought, would be unworkable.

Hon. Mr. Murphy considered that 
everyone should be taxed according to 
his means, but he opposed class legis­
lation and if the Government had no 
intention of amending the Bill there 
was only one thing to be done.

lion. Mr. Ellis favoured the Bill in 
its principle, but was willing to ac­
cept any amendments. He thought 
there could be no serious objection to 
the Bill as it stood because it could 
only have effect for two years. Me 
took it that there was a misunder­
standing about the Bill; the main ob­
ject was to make those who were 
making bmig profits sustain the ship 
of state for this year and next and he 
considered it only reasonable for the 
Government to ask this contribution 
of business interests in return for the 
concessions the Government had 
granted them in the way of procuring 
tonnage abroad.

Hon. Mr. Knowling briefly opposed 
the Bill and asked the mover of it if it 
was the intention of the Government 
to accet any amendments.

Him. Mr. Squires replied that he 
was unable to say definitely, but was 
able to state that any amendments 
upsetting the principle of the Bill 
would not be accepted.

Hon. Mr. McGrath (President) ruled 
the debate closed for the Second 
Reading. The House was evenly di­
vided on the vote taken, 7—7, and the 
casting vote of the President went in 
favor of the motion and the Bill re­
ceived its second reading. Those 
who voted FOR were Hon. Harvey, 
Ellis, Gibbs, Squires, Winter, Power 
and Blandford; AGAINST, Hons. Mil- 
ley, Jas. Ryan, J. D. Ryan, Anderson, 
Knowling, Skelton and Goodridge. 
Hons. Bowring and Murphy were ab­
sent from the Chamber when the vote 
was taken.

An adjournment was then taken un­
til 8 p.m. when the House went into 
Committee of the Whole on the Bill, 
Hon. Dr. Skelton in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Anderson spoke against 
the heavy tax imposed on Banks, un­
der Section 3, and emphasized that 
that was his main objection to the 
Bill.

Hon. Mr. Harvey also spoke in criti­
cism of that section, pointing out that 
one half of 1 per cent on all deposits 
was too high.

Hon. Mr. Winter said his greatest 
objection to the Bill was the discrim­
ination against capital. He under­
stood that the policy of the Govern­
ment was to foster local capital, not 
discourage it. He thought there was 
something radically wrong in the ef­
fect of the Bill which tended to drive 
capital out of the country. He also 
believed that some business concerns 
could evade the tax and cited in­
stances in which one concern would 
have to pay 50 per cent more tax than 
another, although both were capital­
ized at the same amount. He would 
endorse a measure, he said, asking for 
any tax that would treat all fairly and 
honestly, but he considered this Bill 
an outrage on the business people of 
the coutnry.

Hon. Mr. McGrath said he believed 
that a man with an abundance of 
wealth should be taxed more than a 
man with moderate means and 
thought that a slidftig scale should 
be adopted similar to that in force un­
der the Death Duties Act passed last 
year. He suggested that capital less 
than $250,000 be allowed 5 or 6 per 
cent, interest and said that he ad­
vocated this in the nature of a com­
promise rather than see a deadlock 
occur. He then made a scathing in­
dictment of the attitude taken in the 
afternoon by certain hon. members, 
stating that they would not have crit­
icized the Bill so openly but for the 
fact that their pockets were touched 
and adding that their conduct was 
harmful to the future life of the Legis­
lative Council. He also said there was 
too much pleading for the Banks, 
which, he added, were not here for the 
good of their health but to make 
money, and good money.

Hons. Messrs. Harvey, Anderson 
and Winter did not approve of the 
suggestion of compromise of the pre­
vious speaker, but Hon. Mr. Ellis did. 
The Bill was read through, but no 
vote was taken until this afternoon 
when the sitting will be resumed; 
meanwhile the Bill may be consider­
ed at a specially convened meeting of 
both branches of the Legislature.

A North
Sydney Incident !

Newfoundland vessels plying to North 
Sydney, and I therefore request that 
you give it publicity in the columns 
of your esteemed journal.

Editor North Sydney Herald.
Being a stranger in your town, 

would you grant me a short space in 
your paper in the hope that my griev­
ance may be read by other Newfound­
land mariners and vessel owners, with 
the ultimate result that an unfortu­
nate experience which I was forced 
to endure here on Monday night 
might not be repeated on others from 
Terra Nova or elsewhere.

The incident to which I refer was 
In connection with repairs to my 
schooner on the Marine Slip here, 
which I understand is a bonused con­
cern. Before having my vessel pull­
ed upon the slip, proper entry was 
made at the Customs, where among 
other things the fact of my having 
three gallons of paint for ship’s use 
on board was noted by the obliging 
official who took may manifest.

Imagine my surprise, then, when 
several hours later I was held up by 
the Customs authorities, who inform­
ed me that representations were made 
to them by the manager of the slip, 
one time a resident of St. John’s, that 
I had paint on board upon which duty 
had not been paid, or in other words, 
smuggled paint.

To any mariner the full meaning of 
breaking Customs laws by false re­
port appeals as a very serious offence, 
entiling a fine of some four hundred 
dollars: and true or untrue, the fact 
of this individual making such a grave 
charge against me was sufficient to 
cause me considerable uneasiness. 
Fortunately when the matter was 
placed fully before the Collector of 
Customs he very considerately passed 
It over, expressing regret at my being 
put to unnecessary worry and trouble 
over a simple nothing.

Perhaps the sequel to this nasty in­
cident may be better understood when 
I state that the person guilty of mis­
representing me to the Customs, when 
I brought him to task for his con­
temptible action, explained It away by

saying that 1 could have purchased 
the paint from him. What an admis­
sion! However the work I contem­
plated having done at North Sydney 
will not be done there now. And all 
the harm I wish this officious servant 
is that he will see the error of his 
nasty ways and safeguard the Inter­
ests of his employers by refraining 
from subjecting other vessel owners 
to the trouble and annoyance he gave 
me. Hoping this will be ample warn­
ing to him, and thanking you for

Your Boys and Girls.
I always make my.own sherbet and 

lemonade powders, not so much for 
the sake of economy—thougli I cer­
tainly think it much cheaper to make 
them myself—but because I like to 
know just what is in them. One has 
to be careful with the refreshers one 
gives to children.

For lemon sherbet I take four 
ounces of tartaric acid and six ounces 
of carboinate of soda. I mix these 
with a pound and three quarters of 
preserves, sugar and pass the whole 
through a sieve two or three times. 
Then I sprinkle ten drops of essence 
of lemon over it, mix well and spread 
it. on sheets of paper to dry in a warm 
bottle. A teaspoonful of this powder

to a glassful of water makes a most 
refreshing drink.

Homemade lemon syrup — I peel 
three lemons and put the peel in a 
bowl with one pound of lump sugar 
then pour over it three gills of boil­
ing water. I squeeze the juice from 
the lemons, and when the liquid be­
comes cool add the juice to it with 
one ounce of tartaric acid. Allow to 
stand twelve hours, then pass through 
a sieve and bottle, when required mix 
a teaspoonful with a glass of water.

Raisin water is excellent for child­
ren as both the raisins and rice are 
good for them. Take two ounces of 
raisins, one-fdurth of a pound of rice 
and one quart of water. Cut the rais­
ins in halves and put them in the pan 
with the rice water. Stir well and 
bring slowly to a boll. ’ Let them sim­

mer for twenty minutes, then strain. 
Children are very fond of this drink 
and it is cooling and refreshing.

The Profits Tax.
Nobody will deny that the 
course of the Profits Tax 
Bill has reached a most 
interesting stage. Nor 
will anyone be disposed 

to disagree with the statement that 
the maimer in which it has so far 
been handled in the Legislative Coun­
cil has been highly creditable to that 
Chamber in most respects. There had 
been more than one hint from Govern­
ment quarters that if the Upper 
House dealt roughly with the Bill it 
would Itself be "brought to order" in 
quick time. So far from this threat­
ened conflict of the two Houses ma­
terialising, the other extreme seems 
likely, and we may have the extra­
ordinary spectacle of the two con­
sulting over a money Bill. The opin­
ions expressed in the Council have 
been moderate, almost conciliatory. 
They have been none the less em­
phatic and convincing, all the speak­
ers, with the expected exceptions, con­
demning the principle and details of 
the measure. It its promoters read 
the objections there set forth with 
the open mind which it is their duty 
to preserve, they would find them so 
unanswerable and so radical that they 
would without hesitation abandon the 
Bill altogether and proceed on entire­
ly new lines in their endeavour to 
raise money. If that takes them time 
it is the fault of none but themselves: 
let them devote to the consideration 
which the matter deserves the six 
weeks which they deliberately and 
shamelessly wasted at the beginning 
of the session.

But a point has arisen of the first 
importance which it is most neces­
sary to emphasise. Yesterday’s de­
bate conveys a suggestion that some 
members of the Upper House are un­
der the impression that it can amend 
this bill. Mr. Knowling, we note, 
asked Mr. Squires whether the Gov­
ernment would accept amendments, 
and was informed that it would en­
tertain none that upset the principle 
of the measure. Whatever may be 
meant by the “principle” contained in 
the whole composition, Mr. Squires 
did pot make the reply which, as a law­
yer, he knew he should have made. 
He should have said, "This House has 
no power whatever to make any 
amendments to this Bill.” The ques­
tion is most important. The right of 
the Commons to the exclusive initia­
tion and control of money bills has 
existed for more than two centuries 
and is perhaps its most jealously 
guarded prerogative. Even insignifi­
cant verbal amendments will only be 
accepted from the Upper House with 
a special entry of the reasons for ac­
cepting them, and are of most un­
usual occurrence. If the slightest 
substantial amendment is made, It 
must be made in the House of Assem- 
blv. There are two sides to the mat­
ter. Not only is it the right of the 
Commons to manage all taxation, but 
the responsibility must be theirs 
solely. If anything like the present 
Bill becomes law and mischief is 
done (as it undoubtedly will), the 
country must hold the Commons, and 
them alone, accountable. If the 
House now surrenders its privilege, 
it will not only be confessing its own 
incompetence (a small matter, since 
everyone knows it) but it will be es­
tablishing a most dangerous prece­
dent. Let it consult with the Council 
by all means and obtain all the opin­
ions it can to fill its own lack of 
them; let the Council debate the mat­
ter fully and the House take note of 
What is said. But the smallest 
change must be made in the House 
and there only.

To understand why the House is so 
anxious to consult with the Council, 
and to see the reasons why the Bill 
should be thrown out apart from the 
patent absurdities it contains, we have 
only to examine the manner in which 
the whole scheme came into being. 
The Government needed money and 
decided upon, taxation of this nature. 
They were already confused in their 
minds between excess profits and or­
dinary business profits or incomes. 
Instead of going to the proper source, 
the acts in force in Britain and Am­
erica, they chose as a precedent, as 
usual, the Canadian tax, a tax con­
demned from the outset on all sides 
and found so unjust and unworkable 
that it has been abandoned and will 
cease to operate at the end of the 
present year. Of this tax they cop­
ied, in the crudest manner possible, 
such provisions as they thought suit­
able. When a little public airing dis­
covered in it defects plain even to 
these schoolboy financiers, they made 
amendments, and the finished product 
is before the country. If they had 
waited a few days they would have 
been able to read the Income Tax Act 
now in force in Canada and Sir Thos. 
White’s explanation of It. In that 
case, we have not the slightest doubt, 
we should have heard nothing about 
the present measure but would be dis­
cussing a true Income Tax copied di­
rectly from Sir Thomas White’s. It 
would not have suited us altogether 
but it would have been infinitely pré­
férable to the tax proposed. As an in­
teresting comparison, we may say that 
by the Canadian Act a married man 
earning $4,000 is taxed $40, by ours 
$200. It is only five times as much!

We regret that we have not space 
to compare the two measures fdlly. 
It would be too detailed, and anyone 
who wishes to do so can obtain cop­
ies of both Acts. Our own cannot 
possibly be allowed to pass. One 
section alone, the tax on the banks, 
is sufficient to bring a smile to the 
face of any financier. There is no­
thing like it anywhere else in the 
world. Those who attempt to justify 
it merely expose their ignorance of 
financial matters. The cost of en fore 
ing the Act is another poinl (hat has 
pertinently been raised. If fl>" flag­
rant weaknesses contained ih it fail 
to move its obtuse sponsors, perhaps 
a short calculation of what will be 
left after the costs of administration 
are paid may give them pause.

Vandalism.
Frequent complaints were made re­

cently to the City Council Board by 
the keeper at Bannerman Park that 
trees were being wantonly damaged 
therein. The names were secured of 
three boys who were summoned to 
court to-day by Mayor Gosling. The 
defendants were let off on payment 
of costs as well as being cautioned 
that if they repeated their acts of 
vandalism they would be dealt with 
drastically._________________

A Load of Contraband
Last evening the police found a 

cooper who was loaded to the Pllm- 
soll and drifting aimlessly along. 
When sobered and asked how he came 
in possession of the contraband car­
go, he said he had been entertained 
by a friend. He was before court to­
day and the punishment meted out 
to him was either to contribute a two- 
spot towards the revenue or spend a 
week at the Lakeside.

Parcels and Comforts 
for Prisoners of War

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—As considerable public 

interest is being shown, and will na­
turally increase, relative to the above 
subject I desire to to furnish, at the 
request of His Excellency the Govern­
or, the following for the information 
of the public:

An Organization known as the 
“Central Prisoners of War Commit­
tee” some few months ago was estab­
lished in London for the purpose of 
regulating and despatching parcels to 
Prisoners of War in Germany and 
other enemy and neutral countries. 
This Committee is the only authorized 
medium througli which such parcels 
can be forwarded, and it is essential 
that the regulations laid down by this 
Committee should be adhered to to en­
sure safe and speedy delivery.

In the ease of the Dominions of 
Canada and Australia, and all the 
other Colonies and Dominions, the 
respective High Commissioners in 
London are charged with the procur­
ing, packing and forwarding such 
parcels to this Committee, but in the 
case of Newfoundland, not having a 
Commissioner in London, the work is 
voluntarily undertaken by the New­
foundland War Contingent Associa­
tion. This Association, therefore, will 
handle all matters appertaining to the 
forwarding of such parcels, and with 
a desire to obtain the fullest informa­
tion ' on the subject of despatching 
money or parcels to our Prisoners of 
War the following letter was for­
warded under date of May 30th, last, 
to our Pay and Record Office, Lon­
don:

“Sir,—Enquiries are now coming 
forward from the parents of those who 
are prisoners of war in Germany and 
I should like to have from you defin­
ite information on certain points: —

1. How should letters for such pris­
oners be addressed—that is, I pre­
sume, they should go through some 
central office in London ;

2. What is allowed to be sent to 
such prisoners in the way of food or 
clothing and how should such parcels 
be addressed and packed ;

3. How often is it permissable to 
send supplies to them;

4. Is it possible or advisable to send 
money to them.

Any further information thot would 
be of service in connection with such 
prisoners I shall be glad to receive 
from you.”

To wihcli the following reply was 
received under date of the 6th of July, 
1917:

“(1.) Letters for Prisoners of War 
in the Newfoundland Contingent 
should be addressed "care Pay and Re­
cord Office, 60 Victoria Street, Lon­
don, S. W. 1.”

(2) and (3) I am informed by the 
Newfoundland War Contingent Asso­
ciation, who are governed by the Cen­
tral Prisoners of War Committtee, 
that on no account should food or 
clothing parcels be sent from New­
foundland for Prisoners of War. A 
regular supply is sent to Germany 
from London through the Newfound-, 
land War Contingent Association, as 
follows:—

(a) FOOD. Three parcels per man 
per fortnight containing such 
things as tinned beef, tinned 
salmon, biscuits, milk, sugar, 
margarine, dripping, baked 
beans, carbolic soap, choco­
late, cigarettes, tobacco, and a 
few toilet necessaries.

(b) CLOTHING. The following out­
fit is sent periodically to N.C. 
O’s and Men in Germany by the 
Pay and Record Office. 1 great 
coat, 1 jacket, 1 pr. trousers, 1 
cap, (the foregoing is a special 
uniform for P. of W.) 1 pr. 
drawers, woolen: 1 undervest, 
woolen; 2 towels, 3 handker­
chiefs, 1 pr. boots.

The same restrictions as above will 
shortly be made to apply, it is under­
stood, to Officers, except as regards 
clothing. A supply of the latter has al­
ready been sent to 2nd Lieuts. Baird, 
Clouston and Grace, from their own 
kits and personal sources. Food is 
being sent in the meantime to these 
Officers by friends and the N. W. C. 
A., until the supply is governed by the 
N. W. C. A.

(4) It is possible to send money to 
Prisoners of War in Germany through 
this Office, but Inadvisable, unless the 
Prisoners ask for it. It is understood 
from the Canadian Red Cross, who 
have had a large experience with Pris­
oners of War, that they (the P. of 
W.) have little use for money. Two 
early Prisoners (94$ Barron and 747 
Coombs) were sent money for a period 
by the N. W. C. A., but the practice 
was discontinued on representation by 
themselves that it was not required. 
It is also understood that Officers 
have certain facilities for cashing 
cheques in Germany.

Relatives, etc., may rest assured 
that everything possible is being done 
in London by the P. and R. O. and the 
N. W. C. A. for the welfare of Pris­
oners of War in Germany. It should 
be impressed upon relatives concern­
ed that it is only by an authorized 
Committee that food and clothing, etc., 
can be sent to an enemy country. In 
the case of Newfoundlanders the au­
thorized Committee is the N. W. C. A. 
in conjunction with the P. and R. O. 
With regard to clothing the former 
body nominally send the goods, but 
as the articles are an Army Issue it 
is the P. and R. O. which is responsi­
ble for the packing and transhipment.”

On the 12th of July the War Con­
tingent Association, London, received 
the following despatch from the Cen­
tral P. of W. Committee:—

“Authorities definitely forbid ac­
ceptance or transmission of any pri­
vate parcels to prisoners. Last lot 
returned. Please inform relatives 
and public.”

Likewise a circular letter was re­
ceived by the Colonial Secretary, 
dated the 9th of July, 1917, from the 
Secretary of the Central P. of W. 
Committee as follows:—

tlon authorized to .pack and despatch 
parcels for prisoners of war .may ac­
cept gifts of foodstuffs from members 
of the public, whether for despatch 
to a particular prisoner of war, as a 
contribution to the general stock of 
the Association.

The chief reason for this step is 
briefly that in the past, articles in­
tended to facilitate escape and other 
forbidden articles which have been I 
concealed in parcels by well-mean- j 
ing persons, have been discovered by j 
the German authorities, and this has 
led to very stringent examination of 
the contents of parcels and even to 
entire or partial confiscation of the 
parcels. The interests of the prison­
ers have been greatly prejudiced in 
this way.

It has therefore been decided that 
the comparatively small advantage to 
Associations which arises from these I 
gifts of foodstuffs is not worth the j 
risk involved in the procedure hither- I 
to in force, under which it was per­
missible to receive such articles into 
stock and issue them to prisoners 
generally.

It is hoped that all Associations 
will strictly observe the new War 
Office regulation.

From the foregoing it will be read­

ily seen that at present at least it is 
undesirable to forward any parcels 
from private sources, or any other 
source not duly authorized, as loss 
and disappointment must inevitably 
follow.

His Excellency the Governor for­
warded me a day or two ago a letter 
he received from Sir Joseph Outer- 
bridge from London, dated the 27th of 
June, 1917, which letter stated that 
tiie War Contingent Association were 
giving the closest attention to th% 
matter of providing comforts and 
other necessaries for our Prisoners, 
add intimated that they were for­
warding the maximum number of 
parcels allowable, and how our Pri­
soners of War included the men of 
the Army, the men of the Navy and 
the men of the Merchantlle Marine. 
The expenditure on this account is 
bejng looked after by the Association 
and already friends of Newfoundland 
IB; London have contributed £7,760 
Stirling towards this fund (J under­

stand the Patriotic Association of 
Grand Falls had forwarded $250.00) 
also for this fund.

A small outstanding balance has 
already been provided for by the 
Finance Committee of the Patriotic 
Association here, and any balances 
in the future will be provided from 
the funds of the Colony.

I trust the foregoing will in some 
measure explain the position regard­
ing this important matter, and have 
the effect of assuring the friends of 
our Soldiers and Sailors who are 
Prisoners of War that every effort 
will be made to make their lot as 
easy as the circumstances will permit.

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Portable Lift for Autos 
Eliminates the Pit.

No garage pit is needed to make re­
pairs beneath an auto conveniently, 
if an automobile lift of recent inven­
tion is available. This lift, which is 
described and illustrated in the Aug­
ust Popular Mechanics Magazine, Is a 
demountable and portable device 
which raises and lowers the vehicle 
by its own weight, and will hold it 
safely at a convenient height for a 
workman to make repairs while seat­
ed beneath the chassis. It consists of 
two independent units, each consist­
ing of a tilting runway mounted on a 
horse, which in turn is supported by 
a wooden base. Across the horse the 
trackway is centrally hinged. It has 
flanges to guide the wheels and is of 
sufficient length to reach the floor 
and form an incline of suitable pitch. 
Two cylinders with pistons cushioned 
on heavy oil support each runway, 
these cylinders being connected with 
a pipe which allows the oil ’ to flow 
from one to another as the car is 
raised or lowered. In operation the 
car is .either driven up the Inclined 
runways under its own power, or 
hauled up by pulleys. When its weight 
passes center, the runways automatic- 

level themselves.

.NEARLY VP TO THE QUOTA.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Less than five thousand men are 
needed to complete the quota of all 
states for the regular army. Re­
cruits accepted on Saturday and Sun­
day numbered 1,400. The total since 
April 1st is 179,360, leaving 4,458 to 
be enlisted. The war strength of the 
army is 283,000 men.

FUTILE HUN ATTACKS ON HOLLF- 
BEKE.

LONDON, To-day.
Reuter's correspondent at the Brit­

ish headquarters telegraphed to-day: 
The Hun is very mechanical in his 
methods and his desire for certain 
places and as far as one can see not 
always governed by purely tactical 
reasons. The Germans on Sunday 
night heavily counter attacked Holle- 
beke. Owing to the dense weather 
our gunners did not see the signals 
and the enemy obtained a footing in 
the village. Runners were sent back 
with messages and our artillery witli 
wonderful promptitude put down a 
barrage upon the Germans. When 
this had lasted a while the range was 
lengthened, thus cutting off the back 
area, and our troops attacked and 
drove back the enemy upon the cur­
tain of Are. The result was that 
when daylight came the ground was 
seen to be strewn with German dead. 
One might have thought that this ex­
perience would have been enough for 
him, but last night his storm troops 
again attacked Hollebeke after heavy 
bombardment to which our guns terri­
fically replied. A few of the enemy 
may have reached our wire, but none 
certainly got further. The attempt 
was another costly failure. It will 
be interesting to see now, after the 
Germans have thrown their waves 
against this spot, whether indeed 
they mean to repeat their Verdun tac­
tics against Hollebeke. Y’esterday 
afternoon a big movement of troops 
behind their lines was plainly visible 
and our artillery attended to these 
columns. The weather continues 
fine and dry, although more misty 
than our airmen and gunners would 
wish.

COMMENDABLE ARRESTS.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The Ministry of Justice has order­
ed the arrest of Leon Trotzky and M. 
Dunachasky for the part they played 
in the uprising here last month. The 
men are International Socialists and 
leaders in the Council of Workmen's 
and Soldiers’ Delegates. Leon Trot­
zky lived in the United States at the 
outbreak of the revolution. When 
Its success was known he left for 
Russia and after some difficulty with 
the British Government he reached 
Petrograd and with Nokolai Lenine 
headed the Maximalists in disorders 
in Petrograd in July. Trotzky came 
to the United States when he was ex­
pelled from Europe for preaching 
peace.

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front the Germans. Accounts of the 
engaged in the capture of 

Hooge indicate that the second day’s 
battle in this section was rendered 
extremely severe and doubly trying 
by the heavy rain which began the 
night before. Hooge was occupied 
with little trouble shortly after the 
attack because the place had been so 
knocked to pieces by the British guns 
as to render it untenable. The Brit­
ish attack began astride the Menin 
road and the advancing troops had to 
make their way round Bellewarde 
Lake just north of Hooge in order to 
reach the strong German defences 
along the Bellewarde Ridge which 
dominated this section. This ridge 
was taken in hand-to-hand fighting 
one hour after the offensive began. 
The British inflicted severe casualties 
and captured a number of prisoners 
From here the British pushed on into 
swampy ground between Bellewarde 
Ridge and Westhook Ridge still fur­
ther east and along which runs the 
Frezenborg Road. These latter posi­
tions were captured without much 
fighting and the British began to con­
solidate. No counter attacking of im­
portance occurred on Tuesday. That 
night rain fell in torrents and Wed­
nesday morning the troops were wal­
lowing in two feet of water and mud 
and in some cases were carrying on 
in water waist high. Under these try- 

conditions for the defenders the 
Germans counter attacked with a 
large body of troops but the British 
poured heavy machine gun fire into 
the advancing lines and repulsed the 
attack. The Germans then turned a 
heavy gun fire on the Westhook posi­
tion and after a fierce preliminary 
bombardment again counter attacked 
but were unable to stand up under the 
heavy machine gun fire from the Brit­
ish positions. There was only one 
space of fifty.yards in this section of 
the British line which at one time 
contained virtually no troops, and the 
Germans seeing this made a hurried 
advance to occupy it. One British 
Tommy with a machine gun stood off 
the entire attacking force and com­
pelled it to retire. Since Wednesday 
the Germans have made no further 
attack in an attempt to regain this 
ground.

MINE ACCIDENT IN KENTUCKY.

CLAY, Ky„ To-day.
The recovery of three additional 

bodies in No. 7 shaft of the mine to­
gether with the death of one injured 
miner who has been rescued, brought 
the known death list to 35 late last 
night. About twelve men, none of 
whom are believed to be alive, are 
still entombed somewhere in the 
deeper workings.

THE FLANDERS OFFENSIVE.
British Headquarters in France 

and Belgium, To-day.—Determined 
but futile counter attacks were de 
llvered by the Germans against Holle­
beke. Heavy artillery bombardments 
on both sides represent the main ac­
tivity along the battle line in Flan 
ders during the past 24 hours, but the 
cessation of the rain and reappear 
an ce of the sun, which rapidly is dry­
ing out the water-logged roads in the 
fighting, is the most important event. 
Further attempts of the Germans to 
regain at least part of «the ground 
they lost in last Tuesday’s onslaughts 
are looked for at various points along 
the wide front affected. In addition 
to the assaults on Hollebeke the Ger­
mans also delivered a counter attack 
against a section of the left wing of 
the British Army above Ypres during 
the night after a heavy artillery pre­
paration, but here also they were 
thrown back. The clearing of the 
weather at a point where infantry 
fighting on a much larger scale is 
possible finds the British firmly en­
trenched throughout the entire length 
of the advanced positions wrested

ENLISTMENTS AND CASUALTIES 
IN CANADA.

OTTAWA, To-day.
During June and July, while the 

conscription measure was before the 
Commons, there were 10,698 enlist­
ments in Canada and 7,894 casualties 
of all kinds at the front. Of the casu­
alties something over sixty per cent 
according to the average of the past 
year or so, return to duty again after 
being fixed up in hospital. In June 
the recruits totalled 6,347 and the 
casualties 4,351. In July the recruits 
totalled 4,267, casualties 3,637. It 
must be noted, however, that of the 
new recruits only a comparatively 
small proportion are entering infant­
ry ranks, while the casualties are 
heaviest in that rank of service. These 
figures were supplied to Parliament 
by the Minister of Militia in response 
to a question by Mr. Sinclair Guys- 
boro.

Warship Fighting Tops
They are Now Mainly Used for Sentry 

and Signalling Work.
Lord Nelson was killed by a mus­

ket ball fired from the crosstrees of 
his French antagonist. Because of 
this fighting tops came into existence 
and, being developed to keep pace 
with other parts of naval construc­
tion, continue to be a traditional 
feature of the world's navies.

A century ago, when fighting men— 
marines, boarding parties, gun crews 
—crowded the upper decks of a war­
ship, a sharpshooter posted aloft 
picked off many a man. But a big 
battleship in action to-day shows not 
a mark to the man in the fighting top.

In: the days when it still remained 
possible for boatloads of armed men 
to swarm up the sides and board a 
fighting ship plunging shots were 
dropped from the fighting top. But 
with great steel walls overhanging 
the waves and never an accommoda­
tion ladder swung out for their wel­
come it is impossible for uninvited 
guests to set foot on the modern deck.

The captain of the fighting top is 
usually in control of flag, semaphore 
and heliograph signalling, leaving the 
wireless to an invisible operator in­
terned somewhere in the ship’s vitals. 
He is the sentry against small in­
quisitive craft, and may enforce his 
orders by the rattle of a light quick 
firer.

He has the outlook, reports and 
questions passing ships and has vir­
tues as a detective against spies. His 
functions, however, are limited. He 
is not high enough placed to see the 
submarine creeping along a score of 
feet beneath the surface or to note 
its wake of broken wyter. ;

The fighting top is In big cruisers 
quite a massive affair and no longer 
the tiny breastwork behind which the 
picked riflemen of the ancients knelt.

A duplicate set of range finders is 
usually kept there and used to check 
off the work of the experts in the fire 
control tower. There are light quick 
firers and machine guns, possibly al­
so a high angle gun or two for use 
against air craft.—Pearson’s.

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ADVANCE OF CANADIANS.
Canadian Headquarters, via London, 

Aug. G.—Following up the successful 
advance of Saturday afternoon in the 
region of Cite Du Moulin, another 
advance was made last night which 
carried the outpost to the main line 
of the enemy’s defence on the rail­
way embankment to the west of 
Lens. Tlie men of two Canadian bat­
talions, in a dashing attack, captured 
the crater, occupying tlie cross roads 
northeast of Cite Du Moulin and the 
crater to the north of Lens, on the 
Lievin road, which passes through Du 
Moulin. The enemy had maintained 
strong posts in these craters, whence 
a harrassing rifle grenade fire occur­
red. All our outposts line at tlie 
night attack for the most part was 
carried out with bombs, the approach 
in both cases being through a maze 
of partially destroyed houses which 
did not lend themselves to the use of 
the rifle. When tlie bombs began to 
fall, the enemy did not stay to fight 
it out, but retired towards liis main 
position, leavipg the craters to be in­
corporated in our advanced line. An 
attacking party then advanced to two 
tunnels known to be occupied liy the 
enemy, and bombed them, inflicting, 
it is believed, a considerable number 
of casualties on the enemy. A break 
in the clouds has permitted a resump­
tion of artillery and aerial activity.

Acting President Feng Kwo 
Chang, who arrived in Peking to-day, 
called upon Li Yuan Hung, after the 
latter reached his home and urged 
him to reassume the Presidency. Li 
Yuan Hung declined, however, to 
comply with the request of the Act­
ing President, expressing a desire to 
retire permanently from public life. 
His hope, he said, was that Feng Kwo 
Chang would have a successful ad­
ministration.

GERMAN PRESS DISAPPOINTED.

CHINA DECLARES WAR.
PEKING, Aug. 2 (Delayed.)

Acting President Feng Kwo Chang 
to-day approved the unanimous decis­
ion reached at a special meeting of 
the Chinese Cabinet to declare war 
on Germany and Austria-Hungary. 
The Ministers of the Entente probably 
will meet at the Chinese Foreign Of­
fice on Saturday to discuss China's 
declaration of war, which is expect­
ed to be issued next week. Promir­
ent Germans in Peking are conferring 
with the Dutch Minister to China with 
the object of making arrangements to 
go to Java. The Spanish Minister 
will probably take over the interests 
of Austria-Hungary. Premier Tuan 
Chi Jui and his followers insist that 
Feng Kwo Chang as Vice-President 
automatically became President wdien 
Li Yuan Hung declined to resume of­
fice. Parliament is assembling to 
organise a military government with 
sanction of the Parliaments and to 
elect President. Kwo Chang has ask­
ed for liberal appropriation to be used 
in suppressing the southern military 
elements.

A Pouch Cove Hero 
Writes From Germany.

The following extracts were taken 
from a letter written by Sergeant 
Horatio Grouchy, prisoner of war in 
Germany, to his brother, Mr. Alex. 
Grouchy of Pouch Cove. The letter 
was dated May 25th.

“I wrote you some time ago; I won­
der if you got the letter. It was writ­
ten April 24th and I was captured 
on the 14tli. Wé are allowed to write. 
I think, about once a month. I am 
short of paper and was given this by 
a friend. This letter will have to do 
for all. I often think of you all at 
home, but don't worry about me. Tell 
father and mother (D.V.) I will see 
you all yet. I am without razor, soap 
or towel, so a parcel would come in 
fine, also with some eatables. Often 
1 think of a smoke, but then I guess 
one must wait. Tell my friends in 
St. John's I am well and will write 
them the first chance, perhaps a post­
card; I think that can be done once 
a week. One does not know what 
they have to go through in life, but 
God is good and will bring me through 
safe. Mr. Baird’s son Sandy (Lieut. 
Baird) is also captured. He is an of­
ficer; you know him. He is not with 
me, but speak to Mr. Baird about him. 
Another you ran speak about is Sergt. 
Edward Caldwell, son of Rev. Cald­
well. You may write his father. Rev. 
Mr. Netten will know him.

Said Germany Banked 
on Neutral Exports.

Erzberger Proclaimed “the Terrible
Fact-’ That America Would Stop
Them.
London, July 23.—That the German 

high command had based its calcu­
lations on food supplies which Am­
erica had been sending to neutrals 
became known, according to The 
Daily Mail, through the famous 
speech by Matthias Erzberger, head 
of the Catholic Party in the Reich­
stag, made at a secret session of that 
body. The newspapers referred to his 
address as a ‘‘bombshell.” Herr 
Erzberger remarked that, although 
Amrica’s entry into the war was of 
little military value, it was import­
ant, owing to the extent to which 
Germany was dependent on the neu­
trals for food and other supplies.

He said that America had decreed 
that she would not permit exports to 
neutrals as long as these neutrals ex­
ported to Germany. Consequently. 
Herr Erzberger said, Germany would 
very shortly lose her source of sup 
ply. The terrible fact, he said, had 
to be faced that the military authori­
ties had entirely figured on these 
supplies, and that nobody in author­
ity could find any answer or give any 
idea whence the supplies were to 
come.
