New York, Dec. 20.—It is now stated 
authoritatively that the transfer of the 
Pacifioe and Atlantic Telegraph Company 
to the Western Union was completed 
yesterday, with its five thousand miles 
of lines and ten thousand miles of wire. 
By the terms of the lease the Western 
Union, which already owns three-fourths 
of the stock is to pay four per cent per 
annum on the whole capital of two mil­
lion dollars.

Thurlow Weed writes a long letter to 
the Tribune, in which he says, "lam re­
joiced that a movement has been made 
in Congress in favor ot the resumption 
of specie payments. There is neither 
pretext nor excuse for any longer neglect­
ing this great duty. With all the con­
trivances to aggravate premium on gold, 
that premium has scarcely risen for some 
time above 10 p. c., and but for New 
Yerk bankers and brokers the rate of 
gold could not have been kept up even to 
that point.”

It is reported that startling frauds 
have been discovered in* the Coroner’s 
office of Brooklyn ; that large numbers 
of fictitious inquests have been made, 
the inquisition papers being made out on 
physician's certificates, and charged for 
as if the inquests had been made on the 
bodies. Furthermore, that within three 
years 623 bogus cases of small-pox alone 
have been charged for. The Committee 
of Supervisors are now overhauling the 
matter, and find that the money appro­
priated by the Commissioner of Charities 
have been squandered in a most out­
rageous manner, double prices being paid 
in nearly every instance for purchases 
made, and no vouchers have been re­
turned.

Disastrous Fire.
Paris, Ont., Dec. 19.

The knitting factory and dye-house 
belonging to Adams Hackland, caught 
fire at twelve o’clock to-day, and was 
totally destroyed. The greater part of 
the goods were saved, but tbe machinery 
was nearly all burnt. The loss is about 
925,000 ; insured for 914,000. The fire 
originated in the picking-room.

The Oddfellows’ Assembly.

About 120 of the order and their 
friends were present, and carried out a 
full dancing programme, to the music of 
Vale’s excellent band. Supper was 
served at twelve. Substantial and deli- 
caries were in profusion, put on the table 
in excellent style by Mr Sutton. The 
whole arrangements were complete, and 
well carried out ; and the floor managers, 
Brothers J T Nichol, 11 Coulson, and 
Tawse, were assiduous in loo! ing after 
the comforttof the visitors.

Unanimous Resolutions.

A meeting was held in the Court-house 
on Friday night, to hear Mr. J. Fowler 
in reference to the proposed extension of 
the Ontario and Quebec Railway to God­
erich, with a branch from Orangeville to 
Gnelph. Though not numerically large, 
owing probably to the short notice given, 
the meeting was a most influential one, 
most of our manufacturers and commer­
cial men being present, together with four 
of the county members.

The Mayor was called upon to preside , 
and he briefly introduced Mr. Fowler to 
the meeting, remarking that he would 
leave that gentleman to explain the mat 
ter for their consideration.

Mr. Fowler rose. He referred to 
the speech made by Sir Hugh Allan at 
Peterboro, and read several letters from 
Sir Hugh’s Secretary, Mr Abbott, to 
himself requesting him, to take this pro­
ject in hand, and expressing full confi­
dence in him. Although he had not yet 
obtained a charter he had now given 
notice for one in ample time to obtain it 
at the next session. The Ontario and 
Quebec Railway was to run from Mon­
treal to Goderich. It crossed the 
Northern Railway at Newmarket, 34 
miles north of Toronto. Freight from 
this line that was to go by water would 
go to Toronto still, and he believed that 
the O. <6 Q. Railway would not injure 
Toronto, although the people there were 
opposed to it. Referring to the Credit 
Valley Line, Mr. Fowler said he 
did not think Mr. Laidlaw would 
build it to Fergus and Elora. If he 
did, it would be of no assistance to 
those places, because the Grand Trunk 
was the only outlet for the line in winter, 
and it was blocked up all the way to 
Portland, and would be every season. 
They had read in the papers of the re­
cent freight block at Montreal, which 
had just got relieved. Another road 
was now being built to Portland and 
Boston, making connections with St. 
John, New Brunswick, and forming a 
shorter route to Portland by 40 miles 
than the G. T. R. Then there was an 
other connection from Guelph, via 
Great Western Railway to Galt, and 
thence by the Credit Valley Railway 
through Woodstock and Ingersoll to St, 
Thomas. The Grand Trunk could never 
carry hall the freight offering it even if 
it were to double its track, because the 
immense pressure of traffic moving from 
the Western States was more than could be 
accommodated by the great east-and-west 
main lines, even with all the facilities 
they could give. He quoted some figures 
to prove this. Now that tbe Grand Trunk 
had.changed its gauge, it took traffic from 
many U. S. railways which never sent it 
a car before. It was certain, therefore, 
that the Grand Trunk "would always be 
unable to deal properly with their local 
traffic during the winter. Now, the On­
tario and Quebec Railway would not con­
nect in winter with the Western States 
as the G. T. R. and the G. W. II. did. 
Its extreme western terminus was Gode­
rich Harbor. In the summer they would 
have an immense traffic coming from the 
West over the Northern Pacific to Duluth, 
and thence by water to Goderich ; but 
this traffic would be stopped in winter, 
and then all their cars would be avail­
able for local traffic, just at the time when 
local traffic most needed them. He re­
minded them of the loss and annoyance 
to shippers of grain and flour by delays 
in the forwarding, and said that this loss 
of courseoame out of the farmers’ pockets, 
because shippers could not afford to give 
them so much for their produce. The O. 
& Q. line would be a competing line with 
the Grand Trunk to the seaboard, and 
would be able to send all the local traf­
fic promptly eastward. He believed 
that this road would save the fanners 
not less than ten cents a bushel, in con­
sequence of the competition and prompt­
ness of forwarding. As an illustration 
of the effect of competition, freight from 
Toronto to Liverpool cost as much as 
from Chicago to Liverpool, though Chi­
cago was COL) miles further off. In the 
County of Wellington there would be 
about eighty miles of the proposed rail­
way to construct a't ./ether, namely, 
forty miles of the mai ■ line, which ran 
through the northern part of the county ; 
thirty miles of the branch from Guelph 
to Orangeville ; and a branch from Fer­
gus to the main line, about twelve miles. 
They intended to ask a reasonable bonus, 
and to ask the counties first. He be­
lieved they would get the support of 
Guelph, Fergus, Elora, and Arthur. He 
ypokc in terms of condemnation of the 
sharp curves and steep grades of the nar­
row guage roads, and the way in which 
they twisted about from one village to 
another. This was bad for the stock­
holders but good for the public ; and as 
the O & Q line ran throught the heart 
of the country, these lines would act as 
feeders to it. The branch from Orange 
ville would make Guelph a terminus of 
the road and a point of transhipment 
to the other lines. An important fea­
ture of the Ontario & Quebec road was 
the cheapness with which it could be 
constructed. The Grand Trunk cost 
more than twice as much as this Vue 
would, because, numingfalong the fv- nt, 
there were the mouths of stream. to 
cross, which necessitated an enormous 
expeuditure in bridges : what the G. T.|R. 
spent in bridges would suffice to build 
the entire O. & Q. it. The O. & Q. R. 
ran along the line of watershed, and the 
expenditure for bridges would be but 
little. From Uxbridge to Goderich the 
road was nearly a straight line ; and from 
just this side of Orangeville to Goderich 
there would be absolutely not 6 curve in 
it. The grades would all be specially 
easy. These werejimmense advantages, 
and ensured that the line would be 
cheaply worked. The lower Province had 
done well 1er this railway.

whilst by the longer route the freight was 
taken by another company at Broekville, 
This meeting was only a preliminary one, 
in order to introduce: the scheme to their 
notice. He merely wanted their promise 
of support, and would not name any 
bonus at present (applause.)

Mr Ketcimm, of Orangeville, made a 
brief speech in support of the scheme.

Mr, Mossie asked Mr Fowler to give 
them some further particulars of the fi­
nancial basis' of the new railway.

Mr Fowler said that Mr. Hubertus 
originally had charge of the Ontario 
portion of the road, and Sir Hugh Allan 
being President of the Northern Coloni­
zation Railway, bought it from him. 
Sir Hugh then took |500j000 worth of 
stock in iir, and paid up ten per cent. 
Hon Messrs Skead, Abbott, and Billa 
Flint also' took stock largely. These 
gentlemen- organized a Board, and that 
was the Ontario and Quebec Company.
If Sir Hugh Allan built the read, he 
would probably put on steamers from 
Duluth to Goderieh, and then he would 
carry freight right through from Duluth 
to Liverpool on his own track—of which 
the ocean was a part. He (Mr Fowler) 
had also gone into the matter in his own 
name ; and it was the intention to ap­
point as provisional directors influential 
local men in the sections of the country 
through which the line passed, who 
would take an interest in the road. He 
believed they would get. a strong Board 
in this way. They intended to get their 
bonuses promised first, and then obtain 
subscriptions to the stock, about 
which there could be no difficulty. Pro­
minent men in the Province had signi- • 
fled their intention to take stock ; and 
the district through which the line van 
would take some. They could get all 
their stock taken up in Montreal alone, 
if they wanted, for Montreal took the 
greatest interest in this scheme. Tlu* 
municipalities would not be called upon 
to pay the bonuses until the work wa* 
done—that was, half tbe bonue when the 
line was graded, and the other half 
when the trains were actually running.

Mr. Stirton asked what bonuses were 
already given.

Mr. Fowler was not fully aware of this, 
but could name some of them. Peter - 
buro County had given 9150,000, and 
Peterboro Town 9100,000 ; Perth 970,000. 
The reeve was working in Hastings and 
had got bonuses granted. Tbe position 
of the scheme as it now was was satisfac­
tory to Sir Hugh.

Mr. Richard Taylor referred to the 
Guelph & Collingwood Railway, and 
asked if the two schemes could not be 
amalgamated. The best route to Guelph 
was from Orangeville, direct through 
Erin. He was not an advocate of givfag 
money to build great through roads ; f 
the projectors wanted them, they should 
build them themselves. A road from 
Orangeville was much wanted, having a 
connection with tbe north and tapping 
the Georgian Bay.

Mr. Massierose to propose a resolution. 
He would have liked to hear from Mr. 
Fowler what was the capital stock of the 
company, and how much of the road was 
constructed. However, he had said 
enough to show that the O. <$t Q. R. was 
well worthy of their support. They all 
thought some competing line to the G.T.
R. was needed. Mr. Fowler’s line would 
give the county and the town all the faci­
lities they nee 1 :1, would give them a line 
to Orangeville, and eventually they 
might get their line to Coilfagwood. 
There were wealthy capitalists at the 
back of the O. & Q. railroad, which was 
a satisfactory basis to go upon. He mov­
ed this resolution: “ That after hearing 
the explanations of Mr. Fowler respecting 
the construction of the Ontano and 
Quebec Railway, from Montreal direct 
through Peterboro’, Lindsay, Uxbridge, 
Newmarket, Orangeville, and Arthur, to 
Goderich Harbor, with a branch from 
Orangeville to Guelph, this meeting is of 
the opinion that it will be a great bene­
fit to the whole country, and worthy of 
liberal assistance from the municipalities 
along the line, aud from the Legislature 
of Ontario, and that this town aud couuty 
will be justified in granting a bonus to­
wards its construction ; and the inhabi­
tants of this town pledge themselves to 
do all they can to promote and secure the 
construction of this road."’

Mr. Davidson seconded the motion. In 
the course of his remarks he suggested 
that a connection might be made from 
Guelph with the projected Hamilton and 
North Western Railway lo Collingwood, 
which would cross this Iiue, thus saving 
the building of an independent line to 
Collingwood.

The resolution was carried by acclama-

Th« (jnebec end Ontario Kail- 
way.

The large and influential meeting 
held at the Court House on Tuesday 
night, to hear explanations from Mr. 
Fowler in eierence to the construc­
tion of the Quebec and Ontario Rail­
way, is the best possible evidence of 
the deep interest which the business 
men of Guelph take in the scheme. 
In these days of almost incessent 

railway agitation—some of it of a very 
visionary description—it is worth 

• something to have an enterprise of 
this kind brought forward, not only 
large in its dimensions, but thorough­
ly practical in its character, and in­
volving as it does the development 
of trade through a large portion of 
the Province hitherto almost entire­
ly neglected. It is moreover an in: 
tu prise which, if carried out as at 
present projected, will have an im­
portant bearing on the future of this 
County, and consequently its con­
struction is a matter of special inter­
est to every one within its borders, 
who has its prosperity at heart.

We need not go over the ground 
covered by Mr. Fowler’s speech, a re­
port of which appears m another 
column ; but for the better under­
standing of the scheme, we will 
briefly sketch the proposed route. 
The line of theOntario andQuebecRail- 
way proper is to start from Ottawa, 
but in reality, it is merely a continu­
ation ot the Northern Colonization 
Railway, which is now under con­
struction from Montreal to Ottawa ; 
this again connects with the North 
Shore Railway, now being built be­
tween Montreal and Quebec. These 
two roads have been heavily subsid­
ised by the Quebec Gover nment, and 
by the cities of Montreal and Que­
bec, and their early completion is 
now placed beyond all doubt. There 
will therefore be a continous line of 
railway from the two great commer­
cial cities on the St. Lawrence to the 
capital of the Dominion, the chief 
commercial city on the Ottawa River. 
The Quebec andj Ontario Railway, 
starting from Ottawa, will run on the 
track of what is at present known as 
the Canada Central, part of which is 
finished and trains are running on it 
from Ottawa city to Carleton Place. 
From Carleton Plaee it pursues its way 
westward through the new Township, 
of Nepean, Goulbourn, Beckwith, 
Dalhousie, Oso, Kalada, Elzevir, Ac., 
and through the rear parts of Madoc, 
Marmora, Asphodel, Douyo, Ac., till 
it reaches the town of Peterboro. 
From thence it goes straight to Ux­
bridge, thence to Newmarket, thence 
through King, Tecumseh, Adjala and 
Caledon to Orangeville. Following 
the line of the Narrow Gauge from 
that village to Arthur village, it 
thence runs through parts of Peel 
and Mary boro—passing the village of 
Rothsay—touches Min to,cuts through 
a corner of Wallace, crosses the W. 
G. & B. Railway a little south of 
Palmerston, and pursues a north wes­
terly course through the Townships 
of Grey and Morris direct to Gode­
rich,the western teiminus of the road. 
The line as projected has very fuw 
deviations ; it is almost sraighl from 
Goderich to Ottawa, making the dis­
tance between those two points 40 
miles shorter than by the Grand 
Trunk, and 100 miles shorter between 
Montreal and Goderich than by the 
latter road. According to the re 
port of the engineer, Mr. Keefer, 
who surveyed the lino, the route is as 
nearly level as it is possible for a 
route to be. The streams to ho 
crossed are comparatively msignili- 
oant, and he adds that it would be 
difficult to find a more favourable 
country for a line of railway.

A most important feature of this 
enterprise must not bo forgotten, 
and that is the advantage it would 
have above all other roads in Canada 
in tapping on both sides all the rail 
roads which find their outlet on the 
lakes or rivers. These would serve a 
most important function as constant 
and profitable feeders to the trunk 
line. Moreover, running as it will 
do through the hack Townships— 
many miles in rear of the Grand 
Trunk—it will open up a portion of 
the Province hitherto little known. 
The portion between Peterboro and 
Ottawa, it is true is not adapted 
agriculture, but the whole ot that 
region abounds with splendid timber, 
and its minerals if once properly de­
veloped will be a source of great 
wealth to the country. It will also 
form an additional and competing 
line to the Grand Trunk, which at 
present can enforce any arbitrary 
tariff it chooses, and which during 
the winter months is so gorged with 
through business that tie local traffic 
is almost completely neglected, to 
the serious loss and inconvenience of 
shippers. The Quebec and Ontario 
Railway would in a great measure 
do away with these evils, and as its 
through trade at Goderich would be 
closed during the winter months, 
a great part of its rolling stock would 
be available to carry to the seabdard 
the productions of the country with 
out delay.

In order to secure an outlet to the 
seaboard in Ontario, it is proposed to 
construct a branch line from Orange­
ville to Guelph, following the route of 
the already projected line between the 
two places, for which a charter was 
obtained last winter. This line will 
run through Erin and Er&mosa, and 
will connect at Guelph with the Great 
Western and Graud Trunk, by which 
freight can be carried during the win­
ter to any point on the Atlantic sea­
board. The advantages of possessing 
such an outlet are very apparent, and 
the benefits which would result to 
Guelph and ' the townships through 
which this branch line would pa$s, 
would tend materially to advance the 
prosperity of the town, and this parti­
cular portion of the county.

There are other points connected 
with this scheme, which we cannot 
touch on to-day, but must leave over 
for further consideration.
