The 
contest,if such it could be called, was wit­
nessed by a large crowd of spectators, 
the number being estimated at from 
seven to eight hundred. Three trains 
from Victoria and two from Wellington 
and Nanaimo conveyed the people to the 
scene of the race, the majority of those 
from this city arriving by the 2:30 train.
Henry Peterson, with his boat, and ac­
companied W his trainer, Mr* John Muir- 
head, and Mènes:' Stevenson and Flan- 
den, weqt ont by the first train, 
and soon after arriving at Shawni- 
gan Lake, Peterson prepared to take 
a preliminary spin over the course.
At 10:20 o’clock he entered his shell and 
started off, Wm. Paine also taking his 
morning practice. Henry Bati started 
out in his own boat, the three oarsmen 
rowing over the course together. The 
motions and style of rowing of the two 
contestants was keenly watched and criti­
cized, it being observed that while Peter­
son’s shell was deep in the water, and .the 
prow inclined to dip slightly at every 
stroke, Paine’s boat, from his 
lighter weight, swam higher in the 
water and moved more smooth­
ly. In physical appearance Peterson 
had the advantage over his opponent, 
many being of the opinion that Paine 
looked rather thin and haggard, although 
he claimed to being in the best of health 
and in fine condition. Upon returning to 
the boat-house both men sought their re­
spective chambers, and did not appear 
again until the hour set for the race.

In the interval before the race, the 
boats came in for a share of attention.
Both shells were much alike, being built 
of cedar, aud by the same maker, George 
Warm, of Toronto. Peterson’s measured 
31 feet ti inches in length. 11 inches 
beam, and weighed 32 pounds: Paine’s 
boat measured 30 feet 6 inches, beam 10£ 
inches and weighed 30 pounds. Each 
shell was fitted with patent swivel row- 
locks. The sculls used by the San Fran­
cisco oarsman were of American make, 
being manufactured by Donahue, of New 
Burgh, N. H., and measuring about six 
inches across the blade. Paine’s sculls 
were of local make, being manufactured 
by Mr. T. C. Jonea, of this city, and were 
a little broader in the blade than Peter­
son’s.

Betting during the day waa spirited,
Peterson remaining the favorite through­
out, the odds, however, . being slight.
Victorians, generally, “stayed with the 
local man, and up to the last were san­
guine he would win. At about 4:39p.m., 
shortly after the arrival of the 2:30 train 
from Victoria, tfi&fefere^Mr.^ Ç^, E.
Redferu, read the articles of agreement to 
the two contestants, and fixed the hour of 
the race at 6 o’clock. Objection being 
taken to Eugene Flanders as one of Peter­
son’s judges, owing to his being interested 
financially in the race, Alderman Gough­
ian was substituted, the judges then be­
ing Major Prior and Mr. J. K. McKenzie 
for Paine, and Aid.

CABLE NEWS.
At 5:10 p.m. Peterson entered his boat, 

and followed soon after by Paine, both 
men paddled slowly to the starting point.
The judges having tossed for position, 
the choice fell to Peterson, who chose the 
stake furthest from the east shore.
San Francisco man wore a red cap, blue 
and white sleeveless shirt and knee 
breeches, Paine wearing a light blue cap, 
white sleeveless shirt and knee breeches.
The water was rather lumpy, especially 
towards the mile-and-a-half buoy; and a 
light wind prevailed. Both men getting 
in line, at exactly 5:19, the starter gave 
the word, “are you ready, go !” Peter­
son caught the water first, and with a 
quick,sharp stroke gained a start of about 
four feet. For the first couple of hun­
dred yards Paine held well, being only a 
tew feet behind his opponent, both men 
rowing a stroke of 32 to the minute.
Peterson from this point gradually drew 
ahead, and slowly but steadily increased 
his advantage, the spectators now seeing 
plainly that the local man was rowing a 
losing race. When about a mile of 
the distance had been covered, the 
Victoria oarsman in reaching forward for 
a stroke, dropped an oar, a wavelet strik­
ing the blade and knocking the scull out 
of his hand. This accident caused him a 
delay of several seconds,- and allowed 
Peterson to further increase his advan­
tage. At 5h 29' 15”, Peterson turned his 
stake, making the mile and a half in 
10m. 15sec.
dred yards ahead, and it was now evident 
that nothing, barring an accident, would 
prevent him winning easily. On the re­
turn stretch he slackened speed, and 
rowed leisurely home, the last half of th 
race being devoid of interest, owing to 
the great distance between the 
men. As he approached the winning 
point he allowed Paine to close the gap 
somewhat, and crossed the line an easy 
winner by four lengths al 40min. 34sec. 
past 6, the time of the race being 21min.
34sec. The referee awarded the race 
without discussion to Peterson, and both 
scullers returned to the landing place.
The victor was received with three 
hearty cheers from the spectators, Paine 
also being received with a cheer, it being 
admitted on all sides, that although out- 
rowed and fairly defeated, he had pulled 
a plucky race throughout, and strained 
every muscle to win. In speaking of his 
defeat he accorded every praise to Peter­
son as an oarsman, but believed that the 
lumpy condition of the water placed him 
at a decided disadvantage, especially as 
his boat was so much higher out of the 
water than his opponent’s. Peterson and 
his friends returned to the city by the 
train which left the lake after the race.

rent out a quantity of beet root seed to 
the fermera in Westminster district for 
the purpose of discovering the capabilities 
of the soil for beet-root culture, probably 
with the idea of making an endeavor to 
secure the establishment of a refinery at 
the Terminal City. The experiment is 
not a new one, for in 1886 a quantity of 
sugar beet root seeds were 
Messrs. Ladner at their farm at 
Landing and forwarded to the Standard 
Sugar Refinery at Alvarado, Cal., for an­
alysis. The letter of Mr. Edward F. 
Dyer, superintendent of the refinery, will 
fully explain the results then secured.

The German analysis I have taken from a re­
port compiled annually by that government, 
and may be relied upon as bring correct.

You will observe that although your beets do 
not bear so high a sugar percentage aa ours, 
that sample 3 compares quite favorably with 
them, and that they are fully up to the analysis 
of the sixteen German factories.

Thejtablea of analysis annexed to the let­
ter show that the daily analysis of beets 
of the Standard Sugar Refinery during 
October ran from 13 to 17 per cent, in 
sugar, while in August the average was 
from 16 to 20 per cent.

The polarization of beets of sixteen re­
presentative German factories show that 
the saccharine proportion of the beets was 
from 11 to over 13 per cent.

The analysis of sugar beets from British 
Columbia shows that they contained from 
10 to 15 per cent., or an average of about 
13. Remarks appended show that a pro­
per cultivation would have probably given 
a higher percentage of saccharine matter, 
for the beets had apparently more or less 
a second growth.

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* The/Morley** Motion.
London, June 24.—In the Commons 

to day Morley moved the resolution of 
which he gave notice last week, which is 
a censure of the government for the ad­
ministration of the crimes act in Ireland 
as undermining the respect for law and 
estranging the minds of the Irish people 
and as deeply injurious to the mainten­
ance of union. Morley arraigned the 
chief secretory for Ireland, Balfour, 
for his injustice towards Irish 
oners, for rejecting information tend 
ing to help them and for his official 
operations regarding the Coercion Act. 
The speaker commented severely upon 
Dillon’s imprisonment and declared the 
latter’s conviction was for no offense, or 
offense against ordinary law, and 
burlesque of justice. Goschen, Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer, replied to Mr. 
Morley. He'said the Government 
conscious that their just administration 
of the Coercion Act would meet the full 
approval of all law-abiders, and that they 
were ready to meet the motion of 
censure in every respect. The debate 
was further prolonged by Shaw Lefebvre, 
who defended Dillon and called his 
prisonment shameful. A division on the 
question is not expected until Wednes­
day.

Morley’» Motion Defeated.
In the House of Commons to-day, in the 

debate on Mr. Morley’s resolution censur­
ing the government for the administration 
of the Crimes Act in Ireland, Henry Chap­
lin defended the government. He said it 
might suit some to forget who was 
responsible for the sufferings of the peo­
ple under the rule of the national league, 
but everybody knew one man who more 
chan the others was responsible for the 
atrocities of the league. That man was 
Gladstone, who might have forgotten what 
words he had used about the Pamellite 
chiefs, but if he had forgotten, it would 
not be attributed to loss of memory 
through the infirmities of age.

Gladstone replied to Chaplin that, how­
ever much affected he might be by the 
loss of memory through 
hoped sometimes -*t£fest 
cope with antogoiVisSe of Chaplin’s calibre. 
“What,” he asked, “ is more significant 
about the state of Ireland than that nine­
teen members of the commons have been 
sent to prison. I venture to say that if 
those members went to their constituents 
for vindication they would all be returned 
by larger majorities than before, if only 
because they are sufferers of the wrong 
doing of the government, ”

After some further debate the division 
was token, and the resolution rejected by 

» a vote of 361 to 273.
In the course of his remarks, Gladstone 

said that it was the strong irony of fate 
that John Dillon should be lectured 
legally by Col. Saunders, a man who had 
threatened, if parliament passed certain 
laws, that he would counsel violent resist- 
ence to them. Gladstone declared that 
the Killeagh case was as scandalous as 
any in the days of Judge Jeffries.

Balfour taunted Gladstone with ab­
staining from making the accusation 
against the government that be made to 
lopular audiences. Referring to Dillon 
Balfour declared that the Whelan murder 
was distinctly traceable as resulting from 
a speech Dillon made to the effect that he 
would not tolerate Lord Grobbina.

When the vote was announced the con­
servatives broke into prolonged cheering.

one rescinded,”

The motion was put, and Trustees 
Morrison, Ferguson, and Heisterman 
voted for it. Some dispute arose, and 
the chairman put the motion again, when 
the vote resulted in a tie. Trustee Mor­
rison voting against it The chairman 
voting against it the motion was lost.

The meeting then adjourned at 9:40 
o’clock.

To the Editor:—For some weeks a 
rumor of an important political change 
which gravely affects this constituency 
has been in circulation.

have the slightest knowledge, not having 
been engaged in trade for the past 30 
years ?

In the contest of 1887 the main argu­
ment advanced in favor of Messrs. Baker 
and Shakespeare, next to their being Con­
servatives, was their 
her, Mr. Editor, that I was struck with 
the tone of one of your editorials in which 
you asked if the constituency was about 
to commit the folly of returning two 
greenhorns—men who had had no experi­
ence in legislation and, consequently, 
could not “work the oracle” at Ottawa— 
in place of men like Baker and 
Shakespeare who had “been there” 
and knew just how, when and 
where to do the most good for their 
constituents. Well, the duo of “experi­
enced ” candidates was elected, and what 
do we find now 1 One of the pair has 
already retired (and the other is about to ;

If Mr. Baker 
should have doubts on this point I invite 
him to convene a public meeting and con­
sult the people who supported him .at the 
last election. He will then have an oppo- 
tunity of ascertaining what popular senti­
ment on this and the previous political 
juggle really is. Pending further dis­
closures I would counsel the people to be 
on their guard and to refuse to sanction 
another vacancy in the representation in 
furtherance of the ambitious designs of 
Messrs. Baker and Macdonald.

He was at the head of a despotic 
government, which strangles free speech, 
iberty of the press, and even prohibits

Union, the N. A. Tumzeitung. His 
principles and the principles of his govern­
ment, are diametrically opposed 
free institutions and the N. A.
Union, and we as a body, or any liberty- 
loving citizen of this country cannot con­
sistently mourn for a dead potentate,even 
if he was ever so good, without violating 
our republican principles.

V 'A branch of the public service at Otta­
wa, of which more deeerres to be said, is 
the archives department, under the charge 
of Mr. Douglas Brymner. The archivist 
has a knack of getting hold of useful his­
torical records, and is an enthusiastic col­
lector. His assistant, Mr. Joseph Mar- 
met to, applies himself chiefly to French 
documentary history. A fair idea of the 
scope of the work done can be had from an 
examination of the report for 1887. Mr. 
Brymner has adopted the excellent cus­
tom of publishing a catalogue of the docu­
ments collected or copied during the year, 
with a sort of precis of the contents, so 
that a general notion can be obtained of 
the character of the papers. During the 
year the work of copying from the state 
papers in the record office in London for 
the period between 1766 and 1791 was 
completed. This series contains extended 
reports of the state of Canadian courts of 
justice in 1787. Nine volumes of manu­
script are devoted to the report of the 
Jesuit estates in 1790. Valuable addi­
tions have been made in the records of 
the early ecclesiastical history of Quebec, 
and a good deal of matter has been collected 
dealing with the settlement of the eastern 
Townships. The Journal of Mr. C. F. 
Hanington, C.E., from Quesnelle through 
the Rocky Mountains, during the winter 
of 1874-6, is the most prominent feature 
to British Columbians, and proves inter­
esting reading. The Haldimand collection 
now comprises 148 books copied from the 
original manuscripts in the British Mus­
eum. General Haldimand served in the 
campaign which ended in the cession to 
England of the French claims in North 
America. After the conquest he remain­
ed in a half military and half civil com­
mand in several stations in Canada. He 
was in Florida in 1767 and after various 
changes of position became governor of 
Canada in 1777, which position he held 
during the interesting period of the 
American revolution and the arrival and 
settlement of the Loyalists. The history 
of this period has been little studied in 
Canada, because of the scarcity of authen­
tic data. But this Haldimand was a most 
indefatigable man, and during the war 
period kept up a correspondence with all 
his local commanders and apparently with 
every public man in the country. Copies 
of all his official and semi-official letters 
appear to have been kept, while nearly 
all the letters received by him, whether 
official or personal, seem to have been 
preserved. This mass of correspondence 
fell into the hands of his nephew, by 
whom it was presented to the Brit­
ish Museum, whence the 
ies in the archives come. Mr. 
Marmefcte’s report has great interest. 
During the year he has continued his 
analysis of the “Archives Coloniales de la 
Marine” in Paris. Among the corres­
pondence summarized are documents re­
lating to the history of Acadia, and pa­
pers containing French reports relating to 
Cape Breton and Priiice Edward Island. 
The letters from Louisburg and the other 
possessions about Acadia, held by the 
French after the cession of Nova Scotia to 
the English, are full of appeals to France 
for help, and contain pathetic descrip­
tions of the situation and circumstances 
of the refugees from Acadia. Corres­
pondence after the conquest of these re­
gions and after the expulsion tells of the 
suffering and troubles of the exiles in the 
places where they had fled or had been 
conveyed. Mr. Mar mette has not yet 
anything near completed his analysis and 
copying of these documents. He says 
there still remain between three and four 
hundred folio volumes to be examined,and 
strongly urges the importance of complet­
ing the work as early as possible. Mr. 
Marinette reminds the public that one fire 
has already occurred in the buildings 
where the only copies of these documents 
are, and hopes that no accident will cause 
the final loss of this rich treasury of 
material for the early history of Canada. 
We have only to echo the wish of the as­
sistant archivist. It may be remarked 
that Abbe Casgrain has been carrying on 
at his own expense an examination of 
these papers in Paris and has come to the 
conclusion that the expulsion of the Aca­
dian» had no justification. He proposes, 
with the data obtained in Paris and Lon­
don, to supply many omissions and re­
store mutilated reports to their original 
form. It is said that Abbe Casgrain does 
not put the burden of the expulsion on 
the home authorises, but places it en­
tirely on the New England contingent. ;

He has the archives carefully bound 
and arranged so that they can be most 
conveniently examined. \p is due to the 
archivist and his assistant to say also that 
they give a hearty welcome and all pos­
sible help to persons who have occasion 
to use the collection in their historical re­
search. The student who is reading up

^iven in the report in what books and on 
what page the information he desires can 
be found, and c&n get a friend in Ottawa 
to make investigation or obtain copies. 
We would suggest that as soon as it cap 
conveniently be done the more important 
French papers should be translated into 
English.

He was conscious, but unable to speak, 
as his jaw was shot away. The gun was 
by his side with the right barrel dis 
charged. Rainey then went for assist­
ance to his nearest neighbor, Henry A. 
I ritch, who lived about a mile away. On 
their return they found Chatham still 
alive and conscious. They laid him 
gently in a boat, and, taking another boat, 
towed him to the city for medical assist­
ance, but the unfortunate man expired 
when between the brickyard and Hast­
ings, having lived nearly four hours after 
he was shot. The inquest adjourned 
until 8 o’clock yesterday morning.

EsISlsSlLIEUT. H. SETON-KARR.

The Topham Party to Mount St. Ellas—Black 
Sand Deposits of Yakutat—The Inland 

Passage to Sitka.

Lieut. H. Seton-Karr, who returned to 
the city on Saturday, was called on by a 
representative of The Colonist and some 
questions put, the answers to which will 
be found below. Lieut. Seton-Karr left for 
the east Tuesday morning, and will return 
to England, where he will endeavor to 
acquire sufficient energy to admit of his 
again revisiting the perilous regions of the 
north.

Question—Are you aware that a party 
of English gentlemen have recently pro­
ceeded to the north for the purpose of 
ascending Mount St. Elias ?

I was surprised and rather interested to 
find that my record of our travels in the 
far north, published in London, had in­
duced an enterprising party of explorers 
and climbers to make a renewed attack 
upon that dreadful region, which I should 
denominate the Alaskan Alps. I chanced 
to meet three members of the party here 
three weeks ago, as I was passing through, 
or might not otherwise have heard of 
them. They were Messrs. G. H. and H. 
W. Topham and G. Broke, all members, 
I think they said, of the English Alpine 
club, and left for Alaska on the Ancon. 
A son of one of the directors of the 
Alaska Commercial Company followed on 
the next steamer. Their idea was to hire 
or buy a schooner.and so reach Icy Bay. 
The journey is a hard and somewhat a 
dangerous one, especially along the iron- 
bound coast between Cape Spencer and 
Lituya Bay, but if they ever reach the 
great Agassiz glacier they will have per­
formed a very creditable journey. Their 
object, of course, is to reach the 
summit of Mount St. Elias (20,000 
ft. above the Pacific ocean, which 
laves the iee at its base). This 
“ Mount Everest of North America” 
is exceedingly interesting scientifically, 
and geographically. I felt a consider­
able degree of responsibility per libnan at 
my book having been the cause of this 
rather perilous expedition; they are all 
experienced climbers, and animated with 
that firm spirit of resolution characteristic 
of Englishmen, and necessary to the suc- 

of their difficult enterprise. I gave 
them all the advice I could think of, and 
their outfit is very thorough and complete.
I gave you the computed extent of the 
glaciers which you published in your issue 
of June 2nd.

Q.- Have you any information in re­
gard to the reported discovery of black 
sand gold deposits at Yakutat ?

A.—There are a good many miners at 
Yakutat now, but I fancy the gold-bear­
ing black sand must have disappointed 
them. After I had gone on north alone 
a member of our party (Lieut. Schwatka, 
the distinguished Arctic traveller in King 
William Island, who there searched for 
Franklin relics) examined it, while wait­
ing for the United States man-of-war; but 
I never heard that be had found anything 
very encouraging. It is merely rockv 
powder ground by the movement of the 
glaciers and washed out by the rivers 
from under the ice.

Q.—You have recently made a trip in 
British Columbia waters ?

A.—I returned yesterday from an ex­
tended tour through some of the finest 
portions of our wonderful archipelago and 
ntage of salt water inlpts penetrat­
ing far among the mountains of 
the beautiful Cascade range, which 
borders the inland passage between the 
western half of Vancouver Island and the 
mainland. For a portion of the time the 
weather was cloudy. The canoe was a 
large one and our rate of progress was 
sometimes slow. The attractions of the 
region would be such to lovers of the 
picturesqup that a steamer with suitable 
speed and accommodation should make 
periodical trips, as an opportunity is af­
forded to the public of seeing the exqui­
site scenery which remains a closed book 
at present to the ordinary traveller. The 
impressions I gained on my way up to 
Sitka are inferior to those I shall now 
parry aw$y with ipp with reference tq 
such places as Butte Inlet, which ip upon 
our own side of the border;

The new company 
is backed by considerable capital, by 
which it is enabled to buy up all the ex­
perimental welding methods in the coun­
try. These machines will weld anything 
in the shape of metal. They do not re­
quire that both metals shall be of the 
same material, as iron has been welded to 
brass in the experiments tried.

LUÜÜTKXAST-eOVKMOK ROYAL. ae

The appointment of Mr. Joseph Royal, 
M.P., for Provencher, to the Lieutenant- 
Governorship of the Northwest Territor­
ies, announced in The Colonist on Sun­
day morning, has for some time been an­
ticipated. Mr. Royal's is a familiar fig­
ure in Victoria. His last visit here was 
with Sir Adolphe Caron last year, when 
he was present at the banquet given to the 
Minister of Militia at the Driard House. 
Lieut.-Governor Royal, who is now sum­
mering at Vaudreuil, is a well-preserved 
gentleman of 61 years, was educated at 
the Jesuits' College, Montreal, and called 
to the Bar of Lower Canada in 1864, and 
to that of Manitoba in 187L As an 
advocate he has been retained in many 
important cases, the most notable of 
which were those of the Queen vertus 
Ambroise Lepine, and the Queen versus 
Naud, tried at the Manitoba Criminal 
Assizes in October 1874, for the execution 
of Thomas Scott, under the Provisional 
Government of Louis Riel, and in which 
he was associated with Hon. J. A. Chap- 
lea u, Q.O., as counsel for the defence. 
He retired from practice in 1880. He' 
has been a prominent writer on the 
French Canadian newspaper and periodi­
cal press for a lengthened period. He 
edited the Montreal Minerve from 1857 
to 1869, when he established L’Ordre, 
which he conducted until 1860. He was 
the founder of La Revue Canadienne in 
1864, to which he contributed at differ­
ent periods many valuable and interest­
ing papers. In 1867 he founded, with 
others, Le Noveau Monde (Montreal), of 
which he became chief editor. In 1871, 
shortly after his removal to Manitoba, he 
established Le Metis, which he ceded in 
1882 to Hon. Mr. La Riviere, who changed 
the name to that of Le Manitoba. He 
is author of Vie Politique de Sir Louis

many
other important contributions to French 
Canadian literature. He took an 
active part in organizing the Papal 
Zouaves who were sent to the assistance 
of the Holy Father in 1868. He was 
elected First Vice-Chanoellor of the Uni­
versity of Manitoba in 1877, and has been 
re elected every year since. In May, 
1877, he was appointed a Commissioner 
for the consolidation of the 
Statutes of the Province, together 
with the late Chief Justice Woods. He 
was elected Speaker for the first Legisla­
tive Assembly of Manitoba in J.871, an 
office he vacated in March, 1872, on being 
appointed a member the of Executive 
Council and Provincial Secretary of the pro­
vince. He resigned with the Government 
on July 8th, 1874. On December 3rd, of 
the same year, he was reappointed to the 
Cabinet with the offices of Provincial Sec" 
retary and Minister of Public Works. In 
1876 he resigned the office of Public 
Works and accepted that of Attorney 
General, which he held until the resigna­
tion of the Government, when lie was of­
fered and accepted the portfolio of Minis­
ter of Public Works iu the new adminis­
tration in 1878. Early in 1878, a differ­
ence of opinion having arisen between the 
Premier and Mr. Royal, the latter re­
signed. He was appointed a member of 
the Executive Council for the Northwest 
Territories in 1873. He was the first 
Superintendent of Education, appointed 
in 1871, for Manitoba, and as such ex­
erted himself in having the law explained 
and carried out in every local­
ity. He resigned in March, 
1872, on his appointment to office. 
He obtained the command of a cavalry 
troop, composed of natives, at the time of 
the Fenian raid in October, 1871, and was 
detailed on an important scouting expe­
dition in the southwest of the province. 
He discharged the administrative duties 
of Attorney-General from December, 
1874 until 1878, and personally super­
vised the important legislation of 1876-76, 
introduced by the Davis-Royal Govern­
ment, which included the County Muni­
cipalities Act, the Administration of Jus­
tice Act, the Electoral Law, the Act re­
specting trial of Controverted Elections, 
and the Act for the abolition of the Le­
gislative Council. He is also the author 
of the School Law, 1871; of the system of 
registration of deeds, and of tBe mode of 
establishing and collecting vital statistics. 
He has been a delegate to Ottawa on sev­
eral occasions on the subject of “Better 
Terms/’ and the enlargement of the 
boundaries of Manitoba. In October, 
1876, he was successful, with Mr. Davis, 
in securing"a readjustment of the financial 
arrangements of Manitoba with the Do­
minion. He received the Confederation 
medal from the Dominion Government in 
October, 1886. He was first returned to 
the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba for 
St. Francois Xavier West by acclamation 
in December, 1870, on the erection of 
Manitoba into a province of the Domin­
ion. He was re-elected by acclamation 
at the general election of 1876, and 
again at the general election of 1878. He 
was elected for his present seat on the ap­
pointment of Mr. Dubuc, the sitting 
member, as Puisne Judge of the Court of 
Queen’s Bench of Manitoba, in December, 
1879, and re-elected by acclamation at the 
general election of 1882. He was again 
re elected at the general election of 1887. 
No better selection could have been 
made by Sir John Macdonald. The new 
governor has always been true to the 
Liberal-Conservative party, is a model 
gentleman, recognized by his friends as a 
jolly good fellow, and withal .a man of 
good ability and in courtesy and kindli­
ness a typical Frenchman. British Col­
umbia warmly congratulates him on his 
elevation to the high position which he 
has attained and, looking back 
long political record, can only believe 
that his administration will be marked by 
intelligence and honesty. The journal­
istic fraternity see in him one who is not 
“of a vulgar turn of mind,” but * shining 
example of the possibilities in store for 
every honorable man who directs his 
energies towards the cause of hie 
try.

THE PROTESTANT SISTERS.H. Lafontaine (1864) and
To the Editor:—I feel it incumbent 

upon me to correct an impression given to 
the readers of the Victoria Daily Times 
by “Our Town Major,” in the issue of the 
22nd. His ignorance of the technical de­
finition of the epithet “sister” is only 
equalled by the amazing impertinence 
with which he assumes an acquaintance 
with the private opinions of persons to 
whom he is individually unknown. “Our 
Town Major” will excuse me if I infer 
that his horizon is not an extensive one, 
either in literature or travel, or he would 
scarcely have fallen into the error of sup­
posing that the hospital epithet “sister” 
has any connection with Catholicism, or 
indeed with theology in any shape or

“Sister” in that technical sense in 
which I or any of the other English sisters 
use the term, is as commonplace a title of 
degree as matron or probationer would 
be. In St. Thomas’, Bartholomew’s 
Guy’s, and any other London hospital, 
without exception, the superintendent of 
each ward or set of wards, is called a 
“sister.” There are day and night 
sisters, and each has a separate circle of 
subordinates, a staff-nurse, two or more 
probationers, and a ward maid. “Sister” 
is therefore a courtesy title, expressive 
of position and not of opinion, ward sis­
ters do not care to be addressed as 
“nurse,” though every nurse expects to 
be a sister in the course of time.

I think it is as well that this should be 
explained, for I have several times been 
asked if I belonged to any “sisterhood” 
since coming to Victoria, and it has 
seemed to be a matter of surprise to 
more than one when I have given an em­
phatic negative.

To return to the religious tenet ques­
tion. I am not a Catholic, far from it, 
though I should not be ashamed to own it 
if I had been one. It may be that in 
breadth of view I might exceed even the 
limits of , “the Major’s” toleration. I 
know I have been called a heretic by 
evangelical as well as Ritualist, because I 
would persist in looking at the goodness, 
not the narrowness, in either school. But 
certainly, if I saw fit to be a Buddhist or 
Mohammedan to-morrow I can conceive 
no reason why the fact should interfere 
with the efficient and intelligent perform­
ance of my duties as a sister in a hospital. 
It is the essence of sectarianism to deny 
the right of private judgment to a single 
individual, and a nurse has just as gopd a 
right to view the mystery of life and wor­
ship God in that way, which appears to her 
most helpful, as a doctor or a lawyer or a 
journalist. Constraint inevitably brings 
forth insincerity, and insincerity of 
thought is but a step to insincerity of ac­
tion, and the work is spoiled. I do not 
think that “(far Town Major” need be 
fearful that the English sisters will be 
given to the task of making converts to 
one form of thinking in religious matters 
or another; all the little leisure that they 
have will scarcely be enough to come to 
any definite conclusion iu such vitally im­
portant matters for themselves.

To take another point; “The Major” 
takes exception to the employment of the 
lipptestant sisters, tersely pointing out the 
ill-effects of oountenartchty them, as if the 
sisters were some kind of implement which 
might or might not be employed at ' will. 
“The Major” has evidently no idea that 
the sisters alluded to are ladies of educa­
tion and position, that they are without 
the slightest need of countenance from 
“Our Town Major” as well as altogether 
independent as regards the chances of 
eimjoyBmnt ip the hospital.

The Sisters are beginning to see that it 
is rather a thankless task to have any­
thing whatever to do with the Jubilee 
Hospital, judging by the drubbings re­
ceived by the committee in all directions, 
lay and clerical. It is not improbable 
that they may persistently decline to 
have anything to do with an -institution 
in the WairS of yfaçh every Turn, Dick 
and Harry conceives he has a right tp in­
terfere. It appears to me that a radical 
prror in this matter is the failure of peo­
ple to perceive tbftt the question as to 
site and nursing and other * arrangements 
of the hospital is a question which ought 
to be left exclusively to the decision of 
the medical men of this city, who alone 
are fitted to decide.

monstrances of British Columbia threat­
ened the permanency of the empire. Had 
the country remained foot and hand 
free by refusing to accept a finan­
cial favor at the hands of the Domin­
ion, there is reason to believe that 
the terms of union would have been 
kept to the letter instead of being vio­
lated almost from the start.

for. As hitherto unoccupied lands are 
settled easy means of communication and 
educational facilities became necessary. It 
is to provide for these sudden but very 
proper demands that the loan was floated. 
Does Mr. Mcllmoyl object to the imme­
diate and judicious expenditure of $1,- 
000,000 on public works 1 Or would he 
have the country stand still 
til the ordinary revenue shall have 
reached proportions that will enable 
improvements to be made without resort­
ing to a loan ? Delay now would be 
equivalent to starving out scores of val­
uable settlers; and we are surprised to 
find that the Mr. Mcllmoyl of 1888 is a 
less progressive and sensible person than 
the Mr. Mcllmoyl of 1874.

He referred to the 
great importance of making the most of 
the educational advantages they now en­
joyed, and admonished them to go home 
determined to so deport themselves dur­
ing their holidays as to bring joy to the 
hearts of parents and home circle, and, if 
spared, to resume their school work more 
than ever resolved to excel in eve 
that was good and praiseworthy, 
ferred to the inroads death had made dur­
ing the past • term.

tury. That “ there is no royal road to 
learning ” is a trite saying. It is an ardu, 
ous journey, abounding in difficul­
ties, but the earnest seeker can 
always surmount these if he tries. 
It must be remembered that difficult

Last year the various methods of capi­

tal punishment were inquired into iu New 
York State, and correspondence had with 
a host of judges, sheriffs and others, a 
large majority of whom recommended the 
abolition of the gallows, and the substitu­
tion of death by electric shock. Acting 
upon this testimony, and some scientific 
opinions obtained, the State legislature 
passed an act providing for execution by 
electricity. Governor Hill has sanctioned 
the measure which has now become the 
law of the State. The new method is 
recommended on grounds of humanity, 
being absolutely instantaneous, and con­
sequently painless. It may also be hoped 
to rid the executions of the revolting fea­
tures too often connected with death by 
hanging. Unfortunately it cannot be very 
long in a large and populous state like 
New York before the new method must 
be tried. There are a number of murder­
ers under sentence of death now awaiting 
execution. An enterprising New York 
journal has inquired of them as to their 
preferences, and their answers are unan­
imously in favor of the new method. The 
reasons given by these unfortunates were 
that death by electric shock would be in­
stantaneous and also less disgraceful and 
disfiguring than by hanging. It may be 
that these features, thus approved by the 
murderers themselves, will not be found 
so satisfactory to society. If the terrors 
of the execution are quite removed the 
deterrent effect which capital punishment 
is intended to have upon the criminal 
class may be in a large measure lost. If 
the abolition of capital punishment leads 
to multiplied murders, may not painless 
executions have a like tendency ? This is 
a feature in connection with the new law 
that will be watched with interest in the 
future.

At a recent political meeting the in adja­
cent district Mr. Mcllmoyl is reported to 
have energetically combatted a statement 
made by Mr. Tolmie that he (Mcllmoyl) 
had voted to relieve cities of taxation 
and to raise the impost on districts for 
governmental purposes by a species of 
discreditable legerdemain, in the case of 
delinquency, 43 per cent. He urged at 
the meeting that no division was had on 
the measure, and taking advantage of the 
fact, said that he had not voted for the 
bill. It is true that no division was had; 
but the Opposition candidate cannot pro­
duce a single line in a newspaper of the 
day or the journals of the session of 1879 
to show that he opposed the meas­
ure. On the contrary, we happen 
to know that he not only did
not oppose the bill, but voted for it—nay, 
more, that after its passage he continued 
to support the government at whose in­
stigation the bill was passed, until the 
death of the House—when his indignant 
fellow-electors politically scalped him. 
Yesterday we exposed the fallacious state­
ment of the same candidate, that proper­
ty is over-taxed to the extent of depopu­
lating the farming districts and showed 
that he of all men had the least reason to 
complain of being over-taxed, since he 
draws annually from the treasury a sum 
$130 in excess of the paltry amount he 
pays into it.

Do All the
Manual Labor—Ornaments.

Four years age Chili and the Argentine 
Republic divided Patagonia between 
them, the farmer taking the Straits of 
Magellan, the key to the commerce of 
the west coast, and the latter the pampes. 
Thus in the partition the Indians fell to 
the Argentines, but they kept as far away 
from their owners as possible, for fear of 
being impressed into the army. Tlieir 
numbers have been so much reduced 
that there are not more than 3,000 of 
them left, and these remain around 
Puenta Arenas, where they find the so­
ciety of the Chilienne more agreeable than 
that of the Argentines further north. 
They are still mindful of their tribal 
relations, and have similar customs to 
those of the Sioux. The term Patagonian 
is unknown to them and was given by 
the early explorers because of their large 
feet. Those who formerly inhabited the 
lower latitudes had the tribal name of 
Tehuelches, while further north they 
were called Chennas.

The-native dress of the men is a chirpa 
or breech clout; a shirt of calico, which 
is a modern innovation ; leggings of 
boreehide or the skin of the puma (the 
pampa lion), and over all a splendid robe 
of guanacu fur fit for any king. These 
robes, like the blanket of the North 
American Indians, are never laid aside, 
and are worn like the celebrated breeches 
of Bryan G’Lynn. The leather side is 
painted in bright colors, with symbol and 
tracery to represent the achievements of 
the owner in battle or in the chase, and 
some of them bear fantastic designs. A 
well tanned robe is worth half a dozen 
horses, and is much prized by the owner, 
who will not part with it unless he is very 
drunk or thirsty. The beet ones are 
made of the skins of young guanacos, 
sewed together with the sinews of the 
ostrich, so that the shape of the animal 
will appear. The fur is soft and silken, 
the backs and sides being of fawn color, 
and the belly of the purest white. One 
can buy them of the traders at Puenta 
Arenas, but they seldom go to market, as 
people on passing vessels pick them up 
for curiosities.!

The Indian women dress as the men 
do. and it is difficult for a stranger to 
distinguish the sex of a Patagonia native, 
except from the difference In stature, as 
the women are short and stumpy and 
generally have a baby slung over tlieir 
backs. They do all the manual labor, 
pitch the teuts or toldoe, as they are 
called, skin the game that is brought 
down m the chase, make the robes, cook 
the meals and everything else in the way 
of drudgery, for their lords and masters 
are opposed to every form of work that 
cannot be done in the saddle. Both the 
men and women are given to wearing 
loads of solid silver ornaments, much of 
which is antique, and handed down from 
generation to generation, 
comes from the Andes, and is obtained 
by trading with their neighbors, the 
Arucanian Indians of Chili, Hunting is 
tlieir business, and their amusements are 
gambling and horse racing. They are 
great smokers, but do not have the calu­
met of tlieir North American brothers, 
using cigarettes exclusively, like the 
Spaniards, from whom they have ac­
quired the habit, and rolling them with 
the skill and grace of a haughty don. — 
Philadelphia Times.

ST. ANDREW’S CHURCH.

The Congregation Moving in the Matter of 
Erecting a New Church - A 

Let Bonded.

Since Rev. P. McF. McLeod assumed 
the pastorate of St. Andrew’s Presbyterian 
Church, a new life has been infused into 
the congregation, which is probably the 
wealthiest in the community. The at­
tendance has increased to so great an ex 
tent that it has been impossible to meet 
the demand for pews. In consequence of 
this gratifying condition of affairs, the 
congregation are seriously considering the 
desirability of constructing a new church, 
one that will have sufficient seating 
capacity, and the additional requirements 
of Sabbath school class rooms.

A preliminary meeting was held on 
Thursday evening for the purpose of dis­
cussing the question, and after some de­
liberation the church managers were ap­
pointed a committee with power to add 
to thçir number and to report upon the 
question. The managers have three sites 
from which to make a choice, and it is 
understood they have bonded the prop­
erty fronting on Douglas street, and ad­
joining the Union Club for three months.

At the meeting the pastor stated that his 
visits had demonstrated the fact that St. 
Andrew’s possessed in membership and 
adherents of some 418 persons, and the 
seating capacity of the present church 
was but 260. The necessity for larger 
premises was therefore apparent, and it 
was poor policy and other vise undesirable 
to repair the present edifice.

The meeting adjourned, and will meet 
again shortly to further consider matters.

Under the above caption Rev. William 
Harrison, in an elaborate paper in a cur­
rent review, pointa out some of the falla­
cies of the current materialistic philoso­
phy. The philosophers of this school are 
quoted by Mr. Harrison as teaching; in 
explicit terms, that “raw eternal matter, 
the elemental stuff of creation, is the all- 
sufficient Àsuse of every species of life.” 
Thus Professor Tyndall says: “The doc­
trine of evolution derives man in his to­
tality from the interaction of organism 

. and environment through countless ages.” 
Buchner declares that “the human mind 
is the product of the change of matter. ” 
Moleachott says “Thought is a motion of 
matter.” Carl Vogt has also said. 
“Just as the liver secretes bile, the brain 
secretes thought.” Huxley, in McMil­
lan’s Magazine (1878), said: “I believe 
we shall arrive at the mechanical equiva­
lent of consciousness just as we have ar­
rived at the mechanical equivalent of 
heat. ” There is no misunderstanding the 
meaning of; these utterances, leading up 
to the conclusion expressed by one of the 
same school that the “soul of man is 
nothing more than a quality of the brain, 
and when the brain becomes disorganized 
by disease and death the soul vanishes 
into nonentity.” But does not such a 
theory make demands upon our intelli­
gence and credulity greater in magnitude 
and difficulty than all the miraculous in­
terventions recorded in the Biblical reve­
lation ? There are in the material uni­
verse and in man's physical constitution,

Uses or the Willow.
It is an interesting fact that not only 

is the presence of extensive growths of 
the willow found to be anti-malarial in 
its influence, but that from a certain 
s|iecies of this same beautiful tree, or its 
i*ark, is derived the comparatively new 
but well known antiseptic preparation 
called sfilicine; it is of apure, bitter taste, 
highly febrifugal in quality, is largely 
used in various solutions, also in surgical 
operations, and is the most effectual pre­
ventive of putrefaction in the system yet 
known. For these purposes the willow 
is now being extensively and systemat­
ically cultivated. At the. end of two 
years the switches are from four to seven 
feet long, and are cut and gathered into 
bunches like sheaves of wheat; m the 
stripping building they are steeped in 
water and the bark at the larger ends 
loosened for a couple of inches by ma­
chinery; one by one the switches are 
placed in the mechanical stripper and 
with a pair of pliers are pulled through 
with a sudden jerk, being then wiped off 
with a wooden cloth, bundled, and laid 
away to dry. All the leaves and bark 
are dried and baled, the average yield be­
ing a ton to the acre, the willows com­
manding, when dry, $200 per ton.—

A VETERAN J0UKALI8T.
The oldest journalist in Europe is Sir 

Edward Baines. He is now in his eighty- 
eighth year, and he claims to be a work­
ing journalist of more than seventy years 
standing. He began his career as reporter 
for the Leeds Mercury before Queen Vic­
toria was born and while George the Third 
was King. He has seen the growth of 
popular rights in Great Britain and has 
done bis part in securing for the people a 
share in the government of the nation. 
He was in the prime of his manhood when 
Catholic emancipation was gained, and 
was a journalist of some experience when 
the first Reform Bill was passed. He 
took part in the agitation for the repeal of 
the Com Laws and had a hand in the in­
auguration of Free Trade. More wonder­
ful still he has lived to see the - hated, the 
despised and the contemned Radical, 
John Bright, become the zealous sup­
porter of a TjQry Government. He has 
chronicled the doings of Chartist agitators 
and reported the speeches of Irish repeal­
ers. He worked hard more than fifty 
years ago to establish mechanics’ insti­
tutes, and a later date he became a 
convert to the cause of public popular edu­
cation.

How the Groupe “Drame.**

I have had some experience with the 
ruffed grouse. The peculiar noise made 
by them while drumming ig usually 
made while the bird is standing upon a 
log, but the log has notliing whatever to 
do with the sound produced. The bird 
while drumming assumes an upright po­
sition and droops hia wings until the 
flight featliers almost or quite touch the 
log or other perch, on which he stands. 
He then, by an intense muscular effort, 
makes quick,, spasmodic beats with his 
wings. In doing this the ends of th* 
wing feathers may, and perhaps some­
times do touch the log ; but it is the in­
tense quiver of the flight feathers, as they 
come in contact with the still air, in the 
short and intensely rapid beats that pro­
duce the soft, yet powerful and far reach­
ing sound. No impact of a feather or 
feathers with a solid substance—especially 
a mpss covered log—could ever make a 
sound capable of being heard for a quar­
ter of a mile. The air seems to be tilled 
with the sound, soft as it is, and it seems 
to come to you from every direction, so 
that it requires a quick and practiced ear 
to locate it correctly. This is proof posi­
tive that it is produced by vibratory ac­
tion in the air, and not by the impact ef 
two solid substances.—Cor.
