Duration of Her Service—A Larger
and Faster Vessel to Be
Commissioned.

Orrawa, Feb. 27.—8enator McInnes
called the attention of the Senate to-day
to the fact that the steamer Quadra had
only been in commission about eight
months in each year, and inquired if the:

interests in British Columbia. Mr. Mc-
Innes said the vessel might be usefully
employed in addition to her present
duties in perfecting surveys of the pro-

vincial coast line, locating new fishing
banks, collecting fishing licenses and
preventing American poachers from fish-
ing in Canadian waters. The whole ad-
ditional cost would not exceed $6,000 a
year.
Sir Mackenzie Bowell said the repre-
sentatives of British Columbia in the
House of Commons had already brought
the matter to the attention of the gov-
ernment. The growing importance of
the fisheries of that province and the
increasing demands for further protec-
tion to the customs revenue were strong
arguments in favor of complying with
the demands made along the lines sug-
gested by Mr. McInnes, and he hoped
that soon the government would bein a
position to place a larger and faster ves-
sel in commission on the Pacific coast
The Supreme court had yesterday and
to-day two British Columbia appeals
under consideration, those of the Wil-
liam Hamilton Manufacturing Co., and
the Victoria Lumber and Manufactur-
ing Co. Mr, Drysdale appeared for the
appellant; Mr. Christopher Robinson,
Q.C,, for the respondent. In Scoullar
v. McColl, judgment was reserved.

LonpoN, Feb. 27.—Timothy Healy in
addressing the Irish National Federation
at Dublin to-day, accused John Dillon
of getting himself elected to the chair-
manship of the party by intrigue and in
disregard of the feelings of the country.

General Lord Wolseley, speaking in
London yesterday, advocated increasing
the navy ag Great Britain’s first line of
defence. He expressed the opinion that,
in the event of war,/it would be impos-
gible:to sever our food supply.

A dispatch from Qdessa to the Times
says that the Russian government has
commenced the building of docks at Se-
bastopol which will be large enough to
construct ironclads.

The Anglo-American Asegociation has
received a telegram from Constantinople
which says that 3,000 Armenians have
been massacred at Arabkir, and that the
widows and orphans of those killed are
in terrible distress from cold and hun-
ger. The dispatch also says the Arme-
nians of Sivas and Cesarea are in
daily, fear of massacre. Forced
conversions to Islamism are general
thronghout the Asjatic provinces.

A Rome despatch to the Daily News
says: ‘ The King of Belgians has de-
cided to make war on the dervishes
throughout the Congo state.’’ )
General Baldissera has been appoint-
ed to replace General Baratieri in the
chief command of the Italian troops in
Abyssinia.

A Madrid despatch from Havana says
that Captain-General Weyler has or-
dered the confiscation of the property of
all persons absent from their homes
without reasonable excuse. Those re-
turning within a fortnight of the is-
suance of the order will be pardoned.
The Daily Telegraph says in its finan-
cial article that French, Ge¥man and
American syndicates are completing the
Chinese loan.

Rt. Hon. A. J. Balfour, replying'to a
question on the subject, said it was not
propoged ‘to ask the approval ofthe’
signers of the Berlin tresty for a Russian
occupation of Anatolia.

A dispatch from Capetown to the
Times says: ‘ The Premier of Cape
Colony, Sir J. Gordon Sprigg, 'speaking
at Worcester, said that no member of
the late ministry, save Cecil Rhodes the
premier, knew anything of the circum-
stances antecedent to the Transvaal
crisis. In face of the megotiations be-
tween England and the Transvaal Sir
Gordon said he was unable to go further
into the question.” ‘

The Times in an -editorial contends
that the:official demials (referring to a
statement made by Hon. George Curzon
in the House of Commons yesterday),
failed to disProve its Constantinople
correspondent’s statement that the Sul-
tan had invited Lord Salisbury to dis-
cuss the Egyptianquestion.

George N. Curzon, replying to Mr. W.
Coddington, Conservative member for
Blackburn, in the House of Commons
to-day confirmed a statement made in
the German Reichstag on February 22,
by the German minister of foreign
affairs, Baron Marschall von Bieber-
stein, regarding the re-opening of the
Indian mints. Upon thatoecasion Baron
von Bieberstein said that the German

ambassador at London, Count von Hatz-
feldt, had been directed to iniorm Great
Britain that the ehancellor was about to
announce in the Reichstag that it regard-
ed the opening of the Indian mints
as & necessary precedent to inter-
national negotiations regarding bi-
metallism and that it understood
that the reopening of the mints was not
anticipated within a measurable period.
Continuing Baron Marschall von Bieber-
stein added that the government of
Great Britain responded by uiescing
1n this statement. Mr. Curzon, however,
explained that the Marquis of Salis-
bury’s reply to Count von Hatzfeldt was
confined to a statement of the facts then|
existing, and was not intended to apply
to possible intentions in the  future.
The statement made by the First Lord
of the Treasury, Mr. A.J. Balfour, in
the House of Commons on February 20,
was, Mr. Curzon added, an expression
of the views of the government
on the subjecs, Mr. Balfour then
said it was not true that Germany
had approached Great Britain with a
view to the conclusion of a monetary
agreement. The British government,
he added, was willing to consider the
matter of reopening the Indian mints, if
such action could be made part of a
satisfactory scheme of currency reform.

The proposals
for the independence of Cuba
presented as they probably would
be with a directness of speech in which
American politicians often indulge,
could not fail to prove in the highest de-
gree offensive to a proud and sensitive
people. Whatever course the president
decides to take, this resolution and the
inflammatory language in which -it was
discussed, demand the most serious con-
sideration by Spain. Her position is
one of such difficulty and delicacy that
she may well command the sympathy
even of those disapproving the recent
history of Cuba.

A despatch from Madrid says that the
papers there publish some curious
statistics as to the cost of the Cuban
war. Nearly 118,000. men have been
gent to the island, and the cost of the
rebellion has already amounted to £10,-
000,000.

The Morning Post in an editorial
urges that the tripartite government of
Samoa has failed and that the time has
arrived to reconsider the treaty. It
complains that although the English
outnumber the Germans and Americans
in the island all the posts are conferred
upon others than British.

Karatheodory Pasha, Governor of
Crete, has resigned the position in con-
sequence of the Turkish misgovernment
of the island.

to secure grants of money from the Do-
minion and local governments, and the

municipalities, corporations and com-
panies to be benefited by immigration
work undertaken by the association.

3. That in view of the fact that the
thriving and contented farmer makes by
far the most effective immigration agent,
this convention would strongly impress
upon the Dominion and local govern-
ments, railways and other corporations,
and in brief, upon all interested in the
future of Western Canada, the advis-
ability of working harmonously and in-
telligently to better the condition of the
settler already here by relieving him of
needless burdens, and as far as possible,
removiog all the obstacles which might
impede his progress and prosperity.

4. That in the opinion of this con-
vention the strongest efforts should be
devoted to securing desirable settlers.

5. That government and land corpora-
tions be requested to furnish every
facility for the formation of co-operative
and commercial colonies; and that,
with this object, the ‘‘hamlet” clause
of the Dominion Lands act be more pro-
minently brought to the attention of
settlers.

6. That cheap excursions both in
winter and in summer be instituted by
railway and steamship companies to
Eastern Canada and to Europe as one
of the best means of securing desirable
immigrants to these Wedtern provinces
and territories. .

7. In view of the fact placed before the
convention by the hon. the Minister of
the Interior, that only 5 per eent. of the
settlers arriving in the Canadianp terri-
tories come as * prepaid ’’ settlers, while
60 to 70 per cent. of those reaghing. the
United States are such: be it resolved
that this convention would wish to
affirm its sense of ‘the importance of the
prepayment of ‘settlers’ passage money
as an aid to immigration and its desire
that a permanent organization should
formulate some scheme by which this
principle shall be carried into operation.

8. That in the opinion of this conven-
tion no scheme for promoting immigra-
tion will be broad enough to touch the
interests of all sections of Manitoba; the
Northwest Territories and British Cal-
umbia that does not provide for an ont-
let for the products of the whole coun-
try, and place the various provinces and
territories in the North in favorable po-
gitions inrespect to the markets of the
world, and this convention wishes to
place on record its endorsation 'of éhe
Hudson bay route as the only scheme
now mooted which - will benefit the
aforesaid requirements.

9. Whereas the question of cheap
freight to and from Europe is vital to
the success of immigration work, be it
resolved, that this convention request
the Hon. Minister of the Interior to use
his influence to secure the placing of a
sum in the estimates during-the present
session of parliament for the purpose of
improving Red river navigation within
the Province of Manitoba as the first
step towards a waterway outlet by Hud-
gons bay for Manitoba and the North-
west Territories, as well as the North-
western United States.

10. Whereas the influx of Mongolian
labor into British Columbia is rapidly
bringing about a condition of affairs cal-
culated to deprive white workingmen of
opportunities of earning their livelihood
in that province, and whereas the Do-
minion government has already given
proof of its realization of the detrimental
effects of the unlimited immigration of
Chinese labor by the passage of legisla-
tion imposing a $50 r capita tax
upon all such immigrants, thus
emphasizing to some extent the prinei-
ple of securing to white people the pos-
eibility of living within that province;
therefore be it resolve:d thatthis conven-
tion earnestly impress upon the Domin-
ion government the necessity of intro-
du%ing further legislation to remedy this
evil.

It was also decided to. ask forthe co-
operation and aid of the Imperial gov-
ernment in immigration matters.

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AN IMPERIAL SCHEME.

We have received from the editor of
the London Daily Graphic five numbers
of that paper containing a series of let-
ters, entitled, ‘* One Queen, One Flag,
One Fleet,” and signed ‘‘Splendid
Isolation,”” treating of the relations be-
tween Great Britain and her colonies,
together with Lord Wolseley’s opinion
of those letters. The letters are most
suggestive, and we are not surprised to
learn that they have attracted much
attention in England. As a scheme
for the defence of the Empire
to the maintenance of which the colon-
ies are assumed to contribute their fair
share is discussed in them, they ought
to excite as much interest in the colon-
ies as they did in the mother country.
The day has come when intelligent Brit-
ish subjects, wherever they live, seethat
if the British Empire is to continue and
to be respected it must be more closely
united than it is at present. The con-
nection between its parts at present is
80 loose that it can hardly be said to be
organized at all. y

¢ Splendid Isolation ’’ in his first let-
ter draws attention to the extent of the
Empire and to the very large proportion
of the human race under its sway. He
says:

‘“ Roughly speaking, the British race
as far as it is sabject to Her Majesty
consists of three great divisions. There
are 40,000,000 of us here at home. There
are 10,000,000 of us in the self-goyerning
colonies; and there are a couple of ‘mil-
lions of us in the colonies which are not
self-governing and in ‘India.  Outside of
and governed by these 52,000,000 of our
kith - and kin are 850,000,000 of
people  who, although not of
our own race, own allegiance
to the Queen as her subjects or feuda-
‘tories. Thus there are in all 420,000,-
000 souls whose welfare is bound up with
that of the Flag. This is more than one-
third of the entire population of the
world !”’ .

This is the most magnificent Empire
that the world has yet seen. - It is gov-
erned in the mildest way and kept to-
gether by the smallest possible exercise
of physieal force. Is it likely to last?
Does it contain the elements of stabili-
ty? Isit worth whileto try to strength-
en it and to make it as powerful as itcan
be made? If this vast Empire were pro-
perly organized it would have nothing to
fear from isolation.

The writer in the Graphic is ‘not sen-
timental. He sees that the British Em-
pire contains the elements of great
strength, and his object is to devise a
scheme by which its immense possi-
bilities can be utilizel. He leaves what
are considered the politics of the Em-
pire to be handled By 6thers.” "He con-
cernshimself wholly witha project of gen-
eral defence. He would have one fleet
for the whole Empire, to the support of
which colony and mother country would
contribute. He would not have the
fleet sectional. ‘‘ But that fleet,”” he
says, ‘‘should mnot be as it is
at present, manned and officered
almost exclusively from the popula-
tion of the United Kingdom.”
Colonists from all parts of the Empire
should be as eligible for positions and
honors as the natives of the Three King-
doms.

He advocates the formation of a
‘Colonial Army Corps, the whole strength
of which would not be much over 25,000
officers and men. ‘‘I should like to see
it,”” he says, ‘‘ ready togo anywhere and
to do anything with our own First Army
‘Corps at its side, and to see it stand
first for service in the Colonies and
British possessions in all parts of the
world.” Further on hesays: * Mysug-
-gestion is confined to this: That the
-colonies be eeverally invited to
furnish one or . more.: battalions,
‘squadrons, conrpanies, &c¢.,  so as
to make up an army corps of . the
peace strength of our existing First Army
Corps, to be at the.service of the Empire
at large for Imperial‘purposes, and sub-
j>ct to conditions'to be arranged.”

SHARP CRITICISM.

The dishonesty and the shuffling of
the United States Senate in the mat-
ter of compensating the British sealers
for the injury done them by the pir-
at%ial acts of United States cruisers has
exhausted the patience of the Montreal
Witness. It is exceedingly indignant
and condemns the dishonest senators
with great severity. This is part of
what it says:

After a great deal of discussion and
delay and a great deal of irritation to-
ward Great Britain, the Senate has re-
fused to ratify the convention agreed to
between the United States Government
and the British Government for a com-
mission without an amendment
providing for the inclusion of the
claims of United States citizens as
well as of British ones. The claims
oi United States citizens can only be
against their own Government, not
against the British Government, and
therefore their insertion in an inter-
national agreement for the satisfaction
of foreign claims is altogether without
pertinence, and constitutes a proceed-
ing before unheard of. The United
States citizens have recourse in ordin-
ary law against their own government,
or congress can protect them, if it wishes
to do so, by direct legislation on their
behalf.

By amending the convention between
the United States Government and the
British Governraent for the compensa-
tion of British sealers by inserting
these claims, it became necessary,
however, to submit the convention
again to the British Government.
As the treaty of arbitration did
not provide for the satisfaction of claims
of United States citizens against their
own government, of course their inser-
tion is irregular and of doubtful legalit{'.
Therefore Great Britain will hardly
know how to proceed. Anyway, the
settlement is by these means delayed
and the irritation prolonged, and these
are the purposes of the Senate, led by
that drunken rascal, United States Sen-
ator Morgan, who proposed the amend-
ment, and whose animosity towards
Great Britain is particularly active when
he is in his cups. With nine million dol-
lars of the money paid by Great Britain
onthe Alabamaarbitrationinits treasury,
which it can find no just claimant for,
and which, therefore, in equity belongs
to England, the United States Congress
haggles over the payment of $426,000,
agreed upon by its own government as
compensatisn to British sealers. It is
just such dodges and trickery as these
that convince people of other nations
that the people of the United States will
not play fair whether the game in hand
be business, politics or yachting. Toget
ahead of its opponents by trickery or
sharp practice of any kind is considered
clever and commendable on the part of
the nation.

FRIDAY NIGHT'S MEETING.

The explanations made by the Hon.
Mr. Turner, Mr. Rithet and Mr. Helme-
ken at the meeting on Friday evening

seem, from all that we can learn, to
have been most satisfactory. Very
little, indeed, was known about the bill
even by those who called the meeting.
It had been misrepresented by oppon-
ents of the Government, and when the
sudience came to see what the object of
the bill was and how it was likely to
work, some of the most intelligent of
themr, we have good reasen to believe,
changed their minds regarding it and
came to the eonclusion that it copld be
made the means of doing a great deal of
good.

Most intelligent citizens know that the
maintenance of edueation is a very
heavy drain on the revenue of the Pro-
vince. But they do net like the idea of
limiting the scope of the system of pub-
lic education now in operation' or of
crippling it in any way. But f0 keep it
in its present effeetive eondition ' re-
quires a.considerable sam  of A money
every:iyedr, which sum must goon in-
creasing’' as the population increases.
How is the money to be raised to edu-
cate the children of the Province as gen-
erally'and-as well as they ought to be
educated, without adding greatly to the
burdens of the taxpayers? This is the
problem whieh the Government has to
gsolve—and it will have to be admitted
that it is not so simple or so easy of
solution as many people who have no
idea of the nature and the number of
the demands on the revenue seem  to
!think. Tt occurred to the Government
that the wild lands of the Province.
could be made available for the purpose
of supporting education.

There are millions upon millions of
acres of wilderness land in the Province
that are perfectly useless. They produce
nothing and they yield no revenue.
They are, some sav, & valnable proyincial
asset.. - In which way valuable?  The’
people derive no benefit front this im-
mense area of land, much of it cultivat-
ible. If thisland, instead of being locked
up, were put on the market and the
money paid for it and the taxes it would
yield devoted to educating the children
'of the pevple, would they not be greatly
! benefited ?

The Government will not be able to
gell the land was an objection raised by
'the desponding obstructives. The reply
to this was that when Government had
the, power. to 'sell ,the land the amount
of the smles was. a very: consider-
able-addition to therrevenus each -year.
‘Thete, is every reason to“Belidve' that
whexn, Government land is again offéred.
for sale the same  thing. will take plage.
‘A fund will be'tormed for the supportiof’

public education, ,and not a gingle dollar
will be added to the burdens of -the'peo-
ple. The plan wag thought to be a good
one and the Land Sales Bill is the result.
When the people come to see that this
is the nature of the bill and this its
object the misrepresentations of Oppo-
sition orators will lose their force.
Common sense says, if the wild lands,
that in their present condition do no
good, can be made to relieve the people
of taxes and contribute to the support
ol education the law which permits the
Government to sell them for such a pur- |
pose is a good one and is at any rate
worth a trial.

The explanations of the city’s repre-
sentatives at the meeting in the City
Hall made all this perfectly clear, and
to our certain knowledge caused one of
the gentlemen who were principally ing
strumental in calling the meeting to be
favorable to the measure.

Objections were made to the irregular
way in which the meeting was convened.

Why should a few
of the citizens of the capital
take upon themselves to prejudge,
measures about which those ot other |
sections of the Province have no oppor-
tunity of passing an opinion? Meetings
like that of Friday evening should not
be .encouraged by intelligent citizens.
And the proceedings of that meeting go
a long way to show that there is a great,5
deal of reason in the objections urged.
Leaving out Mr. Marchant, who is ready
atall times to discuss any question, and
who would, ‘without hesitation, take;
command of the Pacific Coast naval
squadron, there was no one outside the
members of the legislature. who|
had a single word - to: B&ay,
on the subject. The privilege of hélding
public meetings te diseuss subjects of
general interest is no doubt a most.valu-
able one and oneof whieh we are always
glad to see the .people avail themsgelyes
on all proper occasions. But it is a
privilege that can easily be abused.
And when a few persons whose names
are unknown, on their own responsibil-
ity call a meeting to discuss a subject of
public interest then under the consider-
ation of the Legislature,. the privilege is
in all probability abused.. "A meeﬁng.to
be influential should be representative,
but a meeting so called, except on j\?'ery
rare exigencies, cannot be repre;s_e"'n\tg-
tive.
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UNRESTRICTED ARBITRATIQN. |
: LR v i ko PR
The Americans have of late bleeﬁl( ex-
pressing themselves very stropgly' inj
favor of arbitration as a mode ofsset-
tling international disputes. They' say
that it is the most humane way, and the
only way for nations which are Chrigtian
in reality as well as in name. Many of
them are very indignant because®Lord
Salisbury has refused to submit. to
arbitration the whole territory in: .dis-
pute between Great Britain and Viéne-
zuela. They more then insinuate'that
the cause of the British Premier’s unyill-
ingnessis that he isconscious of the weak-
nessof hiscase. Ifhe believed, they say,
that Great Britain has a goed right to
the disputed territory east of ‘Scham-
burghk line. he weuld have: no more;
hesitation in submitting that part ¢f'the’
treaty claimed by his Govérnmehf to:
arbitration than he has in submitting the
part west of that line. When discussing
¢ Unrestricted Arbitration,” the ‘Lon-
don Times of the 11ih, imstant gives
what it considers a.good. reason for not
submitting the whole of the disputed
territory to arbitration. This is what it

“No authoritative statement of the
case of the Venezuyelans .is known to
have been published in this country, but
it is understood that.their-claims largely
depend upon such grounds.as the Bull of
Alexander VI, again referred to by Mr.
Clements Markham in the further letter
he sends to-day—grounds which the peo-
ple of the United States would of course
agree with Englishmen in regarding as
futile. We have every confidence, on
the other hand, that our ease rests upon,
solid foundations of history and of inter-
national law. Why, then, it may
be, urged, should: we ,un-
willing to submit  the whole
matter to an international court? A
great part of it we are prepared to sub-
ject to the riesks of swch a submission.
hy, it is asked, do we hang back about
the rest? The answer, according to
Professor Westlake, is that as to a,por-
tion of the disputed territory which in-
cludes the settled districts we know that
the Venezuelan claim is prepostendiis
and that we are justified as to this por-
tion in acting upon the precedent set oy
the United States in the :Geneva gase.
It isat this-point that the distingtion
between the municipal law applied by
the municipal courts of ‘civilized states
like: Great and the United States, and
the loose and ill-defined set of primei-
les known as international law, applied
By international tribunals, becomes. im-
portant. In the .first case, the law is
certain, and the impartiality of - the:
judges as betweéen private . suitors is
above suspicion. In many gquestions of
international right the law, on theother
‘hand, is vague and unascertained. The
fact that the United States called for a

unwilling to do is to expose to the
chapées of stich a mode of settlement a
population which has hitherto lived in
entire reliance upon the permanence of
our rule.” )

All this means that if Great Britain
could make herself as sure of the impar-
tiality of International Courts of Arbi-
tration as she is.of that of the ordinary
civil courts of either England or the
United States she would willingly sub-
mit the whole of the territory in dispute
to arbitration.

WHOLESOME EXPERIENCE.

Mr. McConnell, the editor of the Hali-
fax Chronicle, is finding that in abusing
Conservative public men the only safe
way is to deal in intangible generalities.
He has found by bitter and humiliating
experience that it is exceedingly danger-
ous to go into particulars. As long as
the Grit vilifier is indefinite and vague,
as long as he corfines himself to calling
names and making a free use of injur-
ious epithets, he is comparatively safe.
But as soon as he is so rash as to make a
definite charge, he finds his position
most unpleasant.

UNFORTUNATE
MISUNDERSTANDINGS.

We very much regret to see that the
misunderstanding between the Trustees
of the City Schoels and some of the
teachers-threatens to be serious and pro-
ductive of unpleasant results. The rela-
tions between trustees and teachers have
hitherto been: most harmonious. The
trustees seemed to- have perfect confid-
ence in the teachers, and the teachers
have apparently regarded the trustees as
their best friends.. The efficiency of the
schools in the-past has ne doubt bzen in
a, great measurer owing to this
mutual respect and good feel-
ing. It will,. ~'we are satisfied,
be unfortunate for- the cause of educa-
tion in this“city if a ehange for the
worse takes place in: the attitude of
trustees. and teachers towards each
other.

Naturally, this ‘‘ cut ’’ caused
some excitement and' mot a little com-
plaint among thd teachers. They con-
.sidered that they were harshly used
and unfairly dealt with, and expressed
their feelings in vretty strong terms.

Then there are disputes
about the accuracy of caleulations. Meet-
ings were held .and hard things were
said, but we do not- think that matters
have gone so far that a.reconciliation is
impassible.

Such
acts are healing the difterences and
strengthening the friendship between
sailors, and may be the means of -bind-
ing friendship and good feeling in homes
on both sides of the Atlantic.””

The new Commander-in-Chief General
Lord Wolseley in an address which he
made on Thurgeday in this city, advocat-
ing increasing the navy as Great Brit-
ain’s first line of defence, expressed the
opinion that in the advent of war it
would be impossible to sever the food
supply of Great Britain.

THE SULTAN’S WORRIMENTS.

CONSTANTINOPLE, via Sofia, Feb. 29.—
The Turks are rapidly becoming far
more dangerous to the rule of Abdul
Hamid than the Armenians, although
the revolutionary agents of the latter are
still busily at work. They appear to
have become convinced , that their only
hope of any kind of redress is in the na-
ture of a partial self-government, and
lies in the Young Turk party. This is
continually strengthening, and the party
is daily becoming bolder. On the other
hand the murmuring among the popu-
lace is more distinct, and it has reached
the ears of palace officials in-an unmis-
takable manner, causing the utmost un-
easiness and anxiety.
The police and military authorities
have been taking steps for some time
g:st to get at the facts of what seems to
a widespread conspiracy, with head-
quarters in this city, and branches, it is
said, in many parts of the Ottoman em-
pite. ‘Affairs " yesterday and to-day
reached a point when it was judged that
energetic action could no longer be de-
layed, soover 200 Armeniansand a num-
ber of Turks have been arrested.
The anxiety to outwit the hostiie pow-
ers, when secretly backed up hy-Russia,
is a comparatively easy task, whep com-
pared with confronting a possible up-
rising of a strong section of the  Turks
themselves. The latter are  incensed
against the Armenians for the agitations
which they have fostered, but are also
very bitter against the long-continued
misrule of the palace people. Thus, the
Armenian agitators have really been
playing into the hands of the govern-
ment, and it is only now, when the dis-
turbances have subsided,” that the real
situation is becoming apparent.
The feeling therefore amongthe Turks
against. the Sultan has nothing to. do
with the Armenians, the treatment they
have been subjected to and their alleged
grievances. It is due to the wrongs suf-
fered by the Turks themselves, and the
terrible oppression, secret pelice and
tax-gatherers.” i
Among the lower classes here the mat-
ter might not go further than plundering
the palace;-etc., and the ousting of the

}Erovement of the government thereby.
urkish officials claim that the arrests
were made simply as a preeaution
against the possibility of a hostile-mani-
festation against the Sultan upon the
occasion of his visit to Topkahou palace
to-day to attend the Midranizah festival.

WRECKEDIN MID-0CRAN

Steamer ‘ St. Pierre,” the C. P. N.
Co.’s Latest Purchase, Lost
En_ Route Here.

Captain Sears and Presumably His
Crew Arrive at Gibraltar—
Meagre Particulars.

Unexpected news in the shape of a
cable message from Captain Sears, of the
steamer St. Pierre, came to the C. P. N.
Company early yesterday afternoon,
announcing the total loss of that vessel,

40| ghe having®left Halifax for Victoria on

the 12th inst. The message merely
states that the steamer St. Pierre had
been wrecked and abandoned at_ sea.
This message coming from Gibraltar

40| could not well be interpreted by the

C.P.N. officials, and theonly wayin which
they can account for it is that the cap-
tain arrived there on some trans-Atlantic
liner going to the Mediterranean Sea.
The crew of the vessel, not having been
spoken of in the message, are presum-

9| ably with the Captain, and - the general

supposition is that after the disaster
they abandoned the steamer; being
afterwards picked up by a passing ves-
gel. The St. Pierre, as already known,
was but recently purchased: by the
C.P.N. Co. to run on the West. Coast
route, and a full description, together
with an engraving of her, was published
in‘the CoronisT of the 9th -inst. - Capt.
Sears was not the.enly Victorian- aboard
and, therefore, further news regarding
the ship’s fate is anxiously . awaited.
This will probably be forthcoming to-
day. The St. Pierre carried a crew all
told of twenty men. She had $30,000
insurance on her, largely held by Ameri-
can companies, the China of Boston
carrying about $8,000. The transfer of
the steamer’s register from Halifax to
Victoria was, it is understood, shortly to
have been made.

. A special despatch from Halifax
confirms the news given in the C. P. N.
Co.’s Gibraltar cable, but adds little to
the meagre information therein con-
tained. Besides Captain Sears, there:
were on board the lost steamship at least
two other Victorians, the chief engineer-
and the second officer, the former of
whom was accompanied on the fateful
trip by his sister.

SPLENDID FARM LANDA,

Found by Provincial Surveyors in
Kootenay and Yale Districts
and Fasily Accessible.

A Hundred Thousand Acres in Fertile
Valleys With Abundant Sup-
ply of Water.

When Mr. Kellie in the course of de-
bate on the school lands sale bill on
Wednesday mentioned a report by Mr.
R. H. Lee, P.L.S., showing that there is
a large quantity of available land in the
Big Bend country, a member of the

opposition immediately declared that
without that report the discussion could
not intelligently proceed. The report
was presented yesterday afternoon, and
proves very interesting reading. It may
be stated here that it was not this par-
ticular land which Mr. Kellie said many
of his constituents wanted to buy, as of
course the majority of them as yet know
nothing about it,

Mr. Lee’s report is dated Kamloops,
November 6, 1895. Oa his trip into the
Big Bend he left Revelstoke on the 12th
August, with a boat and crew of four
men, and arrived at the mouth of the
Canoe river, about 92 miles from Revel-
stoke, on the 28th August, and they re-
turned to Revelstoke on the 27th Septem-
ber. With the report are two maps, a
large one showing the country from the
mouth of Canoe river to Tete Jaune
Cache, on the Fraser river, with town-
ships and sections projected upon it;
and a smaller one showing the country
from Revelstoke to Tete Jaune Cache,
with the camps referred to in the report.
Mr. Lee estimates the cost of making the
Columbia river navigable for steamboats
from Revelstoke to Canoe river at
$82,000. This is what he says of the
counfry:

There is very little agricultural land on
the Columbia river until within about five
miles of the mouth of Canoe river, where
we entered a valley of about 12,000 acres of
good agricultural land, about one-half of
which is bottom land not subject to inun-
dation, good clay soil showing ten to fifteen
feet in depth at the cut-banks, with a
gravelly sub-soil; the remainder lying up-
on low benches fifty to scventy-five feet
above the river. These benches are also
good clay land, no rock or gravel showin,
on the surface. The surface of both bottom
and bench land is very level and uniform;
small cedar, spruce and balsam timber an
considerable bush in the bottoms; cedar,
spruce and hemlock on the benches and
mountains, all small timber of no com-
mercial value. The vegetation indicates
considerable rainfall throughout this val-
ley, and I do not think irrigation will be
required; but if so there is abundance of
water for this purpose in the creeks flowing
through the valley. I am informed by
trappers who have wintered here that the
snow is from three to four feet in depth,
and the timber and bushes indicate a con-
siderable snowfall. The altitude is about
1,830 feet above sea level. The general
formation is granite.

From the mouth of Canoe river to Grews
Rapids, a distance of about  twenty-iwo
miles in a northwesterly course, the valley
will average about one-half mile in width.
It has good clay soil, with a gravelly sub-
soil; small cedar and spruce timber, and
considerable bush. The river is from 400
to 1,000 feet in width, with an average cur-
rent of about five miles per hour. The
banks are from six to fifteen feet high,
showing a good clean clay soil.

Near Grews Rapids the valley widens out
from one to two miles wide, and continues
the same northwesterly course to Tete
Jaune Cache, on the Fraser river. It has
been run over with fire, and the timber and
‘bush in the valley, as well as upon the
mquntains, are a young growth. From
about Grews Rapids we left the wet
beli and entered a drier country. We did
not see moss upon the ground and timber
as we did below and on the Columbia river.
The soil is a blue clay five to fifteen feet
deep, with a gravelly sub-soil, covered in
many places with one to two feet of black
vegetable muck; small cedar, cotton-
wood, spruce,and hazel bushes in patches
and clumps; good meadows from ten to
two hundred acres scattered throughout
the valley. The soil and climate is very
much superior to that at the mouth of the
river. The snow and rainfall is also less.
The river is from 100 to 400 feet in width,
very crooked, and has an average current
of about two miles an hour: banks from
six to fifteen feet high.

I am informed by Messrs. Blackmore and
Jackson, who spent the last two winters in
this valley, that the snow was not over fif-
teen inches deep at any time, and the win-
ters very mild. The timber and beaver cut-
tings indicate a very light snowfall. I did
not see any beaver cuttings over twelve or
eighteen inches above the ground. I am
also informed that: the ‘spring weather
opens from a month to six weeks earlier
here than at the mouth of the river. The
mountains generally come down with low
foot-hills and benches, and in many places
these benches along the base of the moun-
tains are good soil and could be cultivated ;

ood feed for stock in the bottoms and
Eenches. Bear and cariboo are very plen-
tiful along theriver., We found numerous
Indian camps along the river, presumably
left by Crees, who may have come in from
the Northwest by way of Jasper House.

At Camp 26, about thirty-three miles
above Grews Rapids (about fifty-one miles
by river), the. river takes a south-westerly
course for about four miles to the foot of
the canyon, at the head of navigation for
boats, but the valley continues the same
north-westerly course for about twenty
miles to Tete Jaune Cache, on the Fraser
river, and is from two to four miles in

idth; tirst-class clay soil, with small cot-

onwood, willow, alder, and hazel bush;
also some small pines and hemlock timber.
The mountains on each side are low, of a
ranite formation, and eome down with
oot-hills and benches.

Cranberry lake covers about 1,500 acres,
and is a shallow body of water; is situated
about two miles north of Trail Crossing;
could be easily drained and made into dry
land.

If irrigation should be required there is
abundance of water for that purpose in the
creeks running through the valley every
few miles, and. the water could be brought
upon the land with very little expense.
Some of the larger creeks come out of large
valleys. The altitude is about 2,200 feet
above sea level.

At this point the
bushes and timber also indic&t% a light
snowfall, and I am informed by Mr. Joseph
Null, of South Thompson river, who was
with a C.P.R. survey party through this
country as packer in 1874-75, that they win-
tered their stock here and never had over
eight to ten inches of snow. I think the
climate is very similar to that around
Kamloops, judging from the general a
pearance of the country. The ﬁst frost of
this season occurred on the night of
September 18th, and previous to this there
had been about two weeks’ rain. There
was wet weather at Kamloops correspond-
ing with this, and frost about the same

ate.

We left Camme 27, at Trail Crossing,- on
the morning of September 20th, arriving
at Revelstoke on the evening of September
27th. We were 14)4 days going up from
Revelstoke to the mouth of Canoe river,
and 1134 days from .the mouth of Canoe
river to Trail Crossing, Camp 27 (actual
working days). I think the trip could be
made in 15 to 20 days at a favorable stage
of the river.

The Columbia river from Revelstoke to
the mouth of Canoe river could be made
navigable for steamboats at almost all
stages of the year. Neither Canoe river nor
Wood river is navigable~ for steamers, but a
wagon road could be built through the
Canoe river valley very cheaply, and this
seems to me the most feasible way of bring-
ing this beautiful valley within the reach ot
settlers; or the trail up the Columbia river,
which ends at Smith creek, could be con-
tinued up to the mouth of Canoe river,
about twenty-seven miles, and widened for
a wagon road if required.

I did not see any indications of mineral
along the Canoe river, but as we were not
out of the valley I am not warranted in say-
ing that this is not a mineral country. The
well known ¢‘‘Bennett’ mica mines are
situated about eight miles S.W. of Tete
Jaune Cache, and judging from the last
cargo of mica brought down this fall these
mines have a promising future. At Smith
creek, about fifty miles above Revelstoke,
the Columbia River Hydraulic Co. have a
number of men at work, with very satis-
factory results. Several hydraulic claims
have been taken up on Smith, Gold and
Fish creeks. Mr. Cus Lunn has a small
stamp mill on his quartz claim on McCul-
lough creek, and Messrs. Boyd and Bain
have made some very promising discover-
ies on Carnes creek. I wouldg place the
acreage of good agricultural land as fol-
lows, viz.:

TRINITY VALLEY.

The Few Well Established Settters Have
Proved Its Exceptional Capabilities.

A report by Mr. J. P. Burnyeat on the

The valley lies within a circle of forest-
clad hills between the valleys of the Spal-
lumcheen and Shuswap and Mabel lake; is
mn sha%e resembling somewhat the letter
Y, with the western or left arm consider-
ably the longer, through which flows the

rincipal stream, taking its rise in the val-
ey and known as Putnam creek; the east-
ern arm, sweeping on to the north aird east
around the bases of Mounts Burns and In-
gersoll, which rise on either side north and
south of the valley, towards the south end
of Mabel lake. ngth, about seventeen
miles north and south, and containing
within its lines an area of some 20,000
acres of good land, suitable for agricultur-
al and settlement purposes, at an approxi-
mate height of 2,300 feet above sea level.
600 feet above Lumby, and 1,100 feet above
Vernon. . .

Timber—The upper slopes of the hills
surrounding the valley are covered for the
most part with a heavy growth of timber,
consisting of fir, cedar, tamarac, hemlock
and white pine, whilst small berths of ex-
cellent cedar occupy the lower lands, and
more particularly along the course of Put-
nam creek.

Devastated by Fire—The valley has been
covered in the past by a magnificent forest
of heavy mixed timber, but the great body
has been destroyed by tire, which passed
through this section about eight years ago,
leaving the ground strewn with their great
trunks and perfectly dry. The valley was
visited again by the fire fiend last summer,

beans in full blossom on July 1; imported !
English gooseberries, raspberries, strawber-
ries, mint and rhubarb all doing well ; peas,
imported variety, one mass of bloom, four
varieties of cabbage, and turnips, carrots,
onions and potatoes. Taking into consid-
eration the fact that the above were plant-
ed upon new and uncultivated soil, it for-
nishes a proof of the capabilities of the soil
there. In addition to this garden Mr.
Christie has sown, between his meadow
Jand and higher pastures, some 450 pounds
of tame grasses and clover.

The prosperity of this district will, as a

No
connecting or other township surveys exist
as yet in this valley.

THE QUADRA RETURNS.

The Wreekage of the ‘‘ Cadzow For-
est ”” Sighted—Last Reports
of the Lost Vessel.

Usefal Work of Capt. Walbran—Sixs
Dangerous West Coast Rocks
Charted.

The Dominion stesmer Quadra return-
ed yesterday from her cruise in search of
the Cadzow Forest, which extended
along the west coast as far as Queen
Charlotte Islands. No wreck or wreck-
age was seem or heard of however, with
the: exception of the total loss of the
schooner Wanderer in 8an Josef Bay,
under circumstances already related in
the CorLonisT upon the return of the
crew to this city. When the Quadra was
in Quatsino Captain Walbran was in-
formed that Mr. Leeson, of Winter Har-
bor, with four Indians, was at the scene
of the wreck in order to save amything
that might be washed on shore. The
next place the Quadra called at was
Nasparti Inlet; as this inlet i# close
southward of the prominent headland,
Cape Cook, it was visited in search of
the missing ship. Nothing was seen
however of wreck or wreckage.

In Hesquiot the sealing schooners
Ainoko and Louis Olsen were at anchor.
Captain Daly, of the Louis Olsen, brought
aboard the Quadra his log beok and
chart to show the fearful weather he had
experienced after leaving the bar of the
Cplumbia river in company with the
Cadzow Forest, both vessels bound for
the Strait of Juan de Futa. The last
seen of the Cadzow Forest from the
Louis Olsen was at 10 p.m. of the 2nd of
January, when the vessels were running
to the northward with the wind at south.

Captain Walbran reports that ad-
miralty chart 2;430, ofi Queen Charlotte
islands, is dangerously erroneous, the
trend of the West codst and the dis-
tances between prominent headlands
not being laid down with any accuracy.
A survey of these islands is urgently re-
quired. The sketch plan of Houston
Stewart channel on chart 2,168 cannot
be used as a guide unless the water is
clear.

Six dangerous rocks, hitherto unmark-
ed on the chart, were located and exam-
ined during the cruise just completed.
Two of these rocks are in the middle of
the narrowest part of the fairway into
Nasparti inlet, between Hat island and
the inlets on the eastern shore. In
rough weather the sea on the inner rock
breaks continually and on the outer one
occasionally. The outer rock bears from
the centre of Hatisland S 23° E, true,
distant from the same place 214 eables,
and has 20 feet on it at extreme low wa-
ter, The inner rock ishalf way between
the outer rock and;Hat island, nearly on
the same bearing, and has about eight
feet on it at extreme low water. Both
rocks are marked by kelp-and have-deep
water, 12 to 20 fathoms around.

The other rocks examined are in Bar-
clay Sound, between Turtle and Mullins
islands. The most dangerous is awash
at low water and is close to where 21 fa-
thoms is shown on Admiralty chart 592.
From the rock the north tamngent of
Turtle island bears N. 56 © W., true,and
north tangent of Mullins island N.
65° 8., true. The rock is not marked
by kelp. Another rock in the same
channel between Turtle and Mullins
islands has eight feet on it at ‘extreme
low water and isin the following posi-
tion: The narrow passage between
Walsh and: Price islands in line with
north tangent of Turtle island, bearing
from the rock N.35° W, true, and
north tangent of Mullins island” N. 65
E., true.. This danger is marked with
kelp and seaweed, and there is fourteen
fathoms of water between this danger
and the rock awash.

The other two dangers are not in the
fairway, one shoal patch with nine feet
on it at extreme low water being one
cable east, true, of Merchant island and
is marked by seaweed; the other being
half way between the rock awash and
the north trend of Mullins island, with
ten feet on it at extreme low water, not
marked by kelp or seaweed.

Po Pat Down *Jumping "~The Min-
ers Will Not Object to Fair
Taxation.

Mr. J. B. Jones, a disinguished Spo-
kame lawyer, is on a vieit to Victoria,
Mr. Jones,like almost alF Spokanites, is
one of the pioneer investors in the fam-
ous Trail Creek mines. He has just
been on-a vieit to the camp and reports
all life and bustle there.

““The Trail Creek mines,”” said Mr.
Jones to the €oLoNIST representative,
‘‘ are about to astorish the world. <o
far they have been scarcely touched, but
every day’s development tends to show
that there is- an enormous deposit of
rich mineral in the ecamp. The Le Roi

is beating all- previous records in gold
mining in the: far Northwest, and the
whole group oft properties belonging to
the War Eagle-Company is showing up
in splendid style. Development work
is hindered somewhat by delay in
patenting our mineral grants. In
the case of the Great Western
in which I am pastieularly interested,
we have done no development work
since last summer, but we shall begin
rapid development as soon as our crown
grant is issued. The Great Western and
Golden Chariot 18- immediately east of
the War Eagle and Centre Star. It has
a vein of 50 feet,. and if we get value as
work proceeds we shall have a mine of
fabulous worth. Two miles to the west
of the War Eagle a rieh strike has re-
cently been made on the Jumbo, and
this proves conclusively that the rich
mineral is not confined te the group of
properties on the Le Roi hill.”

Asked as to the possibility of putting
an end to jumping of' claims, Mr. Jones
said:

“I think that jumping. could be very
effectually put down. by enacting that a
recorder’s certificate,. showing that as-
sessment work had been done by the
prospector, should be held to cure all
mere technical defects in the location of
claims.”

‘““What is the feeling in the camp
about the proposal to taz the ore pro-
duct?”’

““As long as the government imposes
only a fair tax the mine owners most
eertainly will not complain; but a tax
on the groes output of ore all think
would be suicidal in the development of
the mineral resources of any country.
The only fair way is tatax.the net profits
of a mine; aud the net profit should only
be fairly taxed. A 2 per cent. tax on
the gross product would: be not only ex-
cessive but unjust. One per cent. of the
net profit of a mine will even now raise
a large revenue, and inside of five years
will enrich the government; but as
quartz mining is only in its infancy at
present in this province, it would be bad
policy, in our judgment, to mulct those
engaged in it out of all proportion to the
other taxpayers of the province.

¢ I should also like to say in reference
tu legislation for the prevention of jump-
ing that in case it were proved that the
jumpers’ object was extortion, he should

e liable to prosecution forfelony. In-
variably the jumper gets in his evil work
at the moment of selling or transfering
mining property, and he does so almost
entirely for blackmailing purposes.
Many important sales or purchases have
been marred by the tactics of the
jumper, and very often the owners buy
him off through inability to send him to
prison and to punishment.”

‘“ Do you look for a rapid growth for
Rossland ?”’

‘“ Rossland in five years willibe a town
of 40,000 people. This seems a most
exaggerated prediction, but recollect
that the ores of Trail Creek will all ulti-
mately be matted at the mines. Low
grade ores worth $10 a ton can bere-
duced on the spot and made to yield
handsome profits. If torty mines are
worked in the Trail district and matted
there they will employ 10,800 workmen
in the producing and reduction of ores,
and 10,000 workmen in the mines, mills,
and smelting plants easily means a pop-
ulation of 50,000 people.

Nzkusp & Slocan Restrained From
Expropriating at Sandon Pend-
ing Committee’'s Decision,

A Short Account of the Legal War
Waged With the Kalso &
Slocaa.

On application of Mr. C. J. Prior for
the Kasio & Slocan railway, Mr. Justice
Drake yesterday made an order restrain-
ing the Nakusp & Slocan railway until
March 4 from taking any further pro-
ceedings in the way of expropriating the
lands of the Kaslo & Slocan railway.
This makes another in the somewhat
long list of injunctions applied for in
this celebrated case. The Kaslo &
Slocan railway acquired last July a
right of way at Sandon in the Slocan

country for terminal facilities, 200 feet
in width, and constructed their track
and terminal buildiugs, and have oper-
ated their railway since its approval by
the provincial government. The
Nakusp & Slocan railway then
extended their line from Three
Forks to Sandon, about four miles,
under the authority of an order of the
Railway Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil at Ottawa. The Kaslo & Slocan
claiming that the Nakusp & Slocan had
entered upon and taken possession of a
part of the right of way of the former
road, obtained an injunction from Mr.
Justice Crease against their rivals
restraining the Nakusp & Slocan from
proceeding further, and then tore down
the buildings and ripped up the track of
the Nakusp & Slocan on the disputed
ground.

This injunction was dissolved by Mr.
Justice Drake on the application of the
Nakusp & Slocan. The Kaslo & Slocan
then gave notice of motion for a new in-
junction to Mr. Justice Drake, who
made an order restraining the Nakusp &
Slocan from trespassing upon the right
of wav of the Kaslo & Slocan at Sandon.
Between, however, the dissolution of the
first and the granting of the second in-
junction the Nakusp & Slocan railway
forcibly took  possession of the
ground, laid a track and erected
astation and warehouse., As soon as
this work was completed and before the
second injunction was granted the Kaslo
& Slocan took a large force of men and
with the aid of a locomotive tore up the
Nakusp & Slocan’s track, pulled down
the buildings and demolished them.

Then the Nakusp & Slocan applied to
the railway committee at Ottawa and
obtained an order permitting them to
expropriate a portion of the right of way
of the Kaslo & Slocan at Sandon. The
Kaslo & Slocan were not heard upon this
application, and the committee reserved
leave to them to move to rescind the or-
der. The argument upon this order was
heard at Ottawa on the 8th and 10th
instant, and pending the report of Mr.
Desbarats, a government, engineer sent
to examine the 'ground in = dis-
pute, the committee’ have reserv-
ed their  deecision. After  the
order obtained from the committee the
Kaslo & Slocan applied for still another
injunction to restrain the Nakusp &
Slocan from constructing or operating
their line from Three Forks to Sandon,
upon the ground that it was an ‘ exten-
sion and not a branch line’’ according
to the railway act, which prohibits ex-
tensions beyond a terminus but author-
izes ‘‘branches.” The Full court re-
fused the injunction in the interim be-
fore trial of the action. This move of
the Kaslo & Slocan was believed to be
merely to force a compromise and keep
the Nakusp & Slocan off the terminal
grounds. The Nakusp & Slocan having
given notice of expropriation under
the order from the railwav committee,
for expropriation, the application made
by the Kaslo & Slocan yesterday was to
have expropriation stopped till the
railway committee have given their de-
cision on the motion heard at Ottawa
for the rescinding of the order.

If the railway committee refuse to
rescind their order authorizing the Nak-
usp & Slocan railway to expropriate the
right of way, the matter wilf)probably be
carried to the Privy Council in England.
The Kaslo & Slocan have kept posses-
sion since clearing off the works of the
Nakusp & Slocan.

SUPPLIES WERE RUNNING SHORT.
The just arrived Canadian-Australian
liner Miowera received an interesting
report from the ship Dartford, which
arrived in Sydney just before the steam-
er was leaving Australian waters. The
captain of the Dartford stated that when
passing that isolated spot in the South
Atlantic, Tristan d’Acunba, on his way
from London, a boat came off and hailed
him. The yards were backed and the
boat was found to contain eléven men,
who brought potatoes, eggs, milk and
penguin skins for trade. They wanted
ship’s stores, stating that they were in
great need on the island. They depend
entirely upon passing ships for clothing,
flour, tea, rice, sugar, etc., and when
the Dartford passed not a boat from the
island had succeeded in boarding a ves-
sel for six months, and they were there-
fore in a serious position. The captain
of the Dartford was able to let them have
groceries and a few odds and ends. Cor-
sets, hairpins and ribbons wore then re-
quested, as well as female wearing ap-
barel, but as the majority of sailing
ships carry no such stores the ladies of
Tristan were left disconsolate. ThePOiP"
ulation of the island numbers sixty, fe-
males being three to onein the majority.
The colonists consider themselves Eng-
lish although under the . care of no flag.
The latest addition to the colony was the
second mate of the wrecked . ship Allan
~haw, who was seized upon and married
almost as soon as the waves cast him
ashore.

PROVINCIAL :LEGISLATURE.

Second Session of the Seventh Parliament.

TWENTIETH DAY.

THURSDAY, Feb. 27, 1896.

The Speaker took the chair at 2 p. m.
Prayers by Rev. Dr. Campbell.

COWICHAN RIVER. ..

Mr. Hurr moved: ¢ That a respect-
ful address be presented to His Honor
the Lieutenant-Governor, praying him
to urge upon the Dominion government
the necessity of immediate steps being
taken to protect the banks of the Cow-
ichan river, so as to prevent the great
damage caused by overflow.” The
mover said that his predecessor, Hon.
Theodore Davie, had promised two years
ago that something would be done in
the matter, but it had since been
brought to the attention of those in-
terested that seven-eighths of the land af-
fected forms part of Indian reserves,
controlled by the Dominion government.
He thought that that government would
see it in their interest to take some such
steps as suggested.

Hon. MR. TurNer endorsed the reso-
lution, expressing gratification that Mr.
Huff had moved in this important
matter.

Motion agreed to.

STATUTE REVISION,

MRr. SEMLIN moved :
opinion of this house—That more than
one commissioner should have been
appointed for the revision of the
statutes. That any changes from the
law as it at present stands, suggested by
the commissioner, should have been first
submitted to this house, and should not
have been included in the revision itself,
until and only so far as such proposed
changes had been adopted by this house.
And that proper precaution should be
taken by the government to ensure the
work being done at the least expense
compatible with the importance of the
work.” The mover said that he intend-
ed no reflection upon the eminent
gentleman who has been entrusted
with this work, but he thought that it
would be more satisfactory if a commis-
sion of two or three gentlemen had been
appointed, and any changes they sug-
gested had been first sent to the house
before being incorporated in the re-
vision. ~

Hon. Mr. TurNER could not agree that
the resolution was at all necessary. He
would not now discuss the first declara-
tion. “That more than one commissioner
should have been appointed,” for that
is a matter now under the consideration
of the government. As to the second,
that any changes should be submitted to
the house before being included in the
revigion, that is exactly what has been
done, as anyone who examines the com-
missioner’s report will see; the resolu-
tion in this respect is therefore alto-
gether misleading. The remaining sen-
tence, that proger precaution should be
taken to have the work done at the least
expense possible, needs no comment—
naturally the government would take
such precautions. The resolution being
not only uncallled for but mischievous
because misleading, he must oppose it.
Mr. WriLL1AMS spoke in support of the
resolution, as he did not consider that
the changes had been laid before the
house in the proper way; while as to
the expense .‘gbout $9,000 of the esti-
mated cost hag already disappeared, in-
cluding the $1,00Q paid out for printing.
Resolution lost on party division of
10 to 19.

NAKUSP AND SLOCAN RAILWAY.

MRr. MacpEERSON moved for a return
showin% the rate per ton charged on
freight for various classes of goods; rate
for carrying Her Majesty’s mails; ex-
press rates and the passenger rates; also
the total sums derived under each of the
different heads, on the Nakusp & Slocan
railway, for the various periods for which
returns have been made.

Mr. Sworp thought that the govern-
ment should take steps to see that the
returns made are correct, and that the
railway is being given credit for the full
amount of traffic of all sorts carried over
the line.

Bo~. Mr. TurNER said it is the inten-
tion of the government to inquire thor-
oughly into this matter, as they thought
they should have received more than
had come to them. They once had sim-
ilar doubts with respect to the Shuswap
& Okanagan, and sent an auditor to
Montreal, where the accounts are kept,
to make an examination, with the re-
sult, unfortunately, that he found an
overpayment to the province of $1,500.
He did not anticipate that any mistake
of that nature had been made this time;
on the contrary he thought there is
strong evidence to show that the C.P.R.
gets more than its share of the receipts
of the Nakusp & Slocan road.

Mgz. Rrraer thought that since the
government are going into this matter
they should see that an arbitrary rate
is provided for, to be applied to the
Nakusp & Slocan. They should in ar-
riving at this follow as nearly as possi-
ble the rates given by other companies
having only a short line in use—the
Kaslo &'Slocan, and the Nelson & Fort
Sheppard, for instance.

Motion agreed to.

Hon. Me. EBERTS presented a return
showing the number of plaints entered
in the small debts courts and the fees
received.

MECHANICS AND LABORERS’ LIEN.

Mgr. HeLmckeN moved the second
reading of the bill “for the benefit of
mechanics and laborers.” This, as he
explained in detail, provides for an in-
disputable lien by employes and mate-
riaFmen uponany work the result of
their labor or for which they have sup-
plied materials; and provisions are in-
serted to secure ownersagainst hardship
or injustice.

Hon. Mr. EBERTS congratulated the
hon. member. upon the care he had
taken in-framing what must necessarily
.be an’ intricate measure. He agreed
with the prineiple of ‘the bill, which is
in the interest of the laborer in further
8 :curing him in his rights, while recog-
nizing the necessity, in view of recent’
decisions, of declaring the law with re-
spect also to the lien of the material
man, :

Mz. Sworp spoke against giving the
benefit of & lien of the material man,
who he considered should be in the posi-
tion of any other creditor, and not in the
exceptional position of a workman

Hon. Col. Baker spoke in suppori of
the bill, and Dr. Walkem against giving
the material men a lien.

Mg. WiLLiaMs obrected to that part of
it relating to the material man, who he
considered is well able to take care of
himself, and is no more entitled to a
lien than the man who sells a pound of
tea over the counter. If the hon. mem-
ber who had introdueed this bill wished

to remedy defects in the present act he
should move to amend it rather than
bring in an entirely new measure.

Mgr. K1rcHEN also objected to the bill
because of the protection to material
men.

M=r. KenNepY thought the present act
has worked well, in diminishing the
number of cases brought before the
courts.

Me. KeLLiE said he had letters from
Rossland and other places asking that a
new bill be brought in as the present act
is not workable. .

Bill read a second time, on division.

CONSOLIDATED RAILWAY CO.

Mg. HunTer presented the eighth re-
port of the private bills committee, de-
claring the preamble proved of the Con-
solidated Railway and Light Company
act amendment bill, and reporting the
bill with amendments. Report adopted.

Mr. MarTIN presented ‘¢ Extracts
from Crown Lands Report’’ containing
Mr. Lee’s report on the Big Bend coun-
try and Mr. Burnyeat’s on Trinity Val-
ley in East Yale.

CATTLE STEALING.

MR. GraHAM resumed the adjourned
debate on the second reading of his bill
toamend the cattle act, by making pro-
vision to put a stop to cattle stealing, by
providing:

2. Any persons or person shipping cattle
m any point east of the Cascades shall,
previous to such shipment, forward a no-
notice to the nearest government agent, in
which shall be stated the number of cattle
to be shipped, the date of intended ship-
ment, to whom shipped, and also giving a
full description of every mark and brand
upon such cattle.

3. It shall, wheh possible, be the duty of
the government agent to send or instruct
some person to check off the numbers,
brands and marks of such cattle.

4. Any person or persons slaughtering or
dealing in cattle shall keep a book in which
shall be entered the names of all persens
from whom cattle are bought, the number
of such cattle, the date of purchase, and a
full description of every mark orbrand up-
on such cattle, and a monthly report shall
be forwarded to the chief of police or gov-
ernment agent ot the district where such
cattle are slaughtered or otherwise dispos-
ed of, containing all such information.

MEe. HunTER opposed the bill, having
had no information to show its desira-
bility.

M-gr. StoppART spoke strongly in sup-
port of the bill, as he said he gad been
informed go late as on his way down here
of the loss of several valuable cattle sup-
posed to have been stolen and sold.
Hon~. Mr. MARTIN had no objection to
the principle of the bill, but in its pres-
ent shape he could not vote for the sec-
ond reading as he considered the bill
quite unworkable, so that almost a new
bill would be required to carry out the
intention.

Mke. S:MLIN thought that any altera-
tions required could be made in com-
mittee.

Hon. Col. Baker and Mr. Rithet spoke
against the bill, because of the difficulty
there would be in its application. Major
Mutter also made the same objection.
Mge. SmitH said there had been a great
deal of difficulty east of the Cascades, in
persons.losing cattle and not being able
to get any trace of them. He feared,
however, that this bill would not prove
to he a remedy, as while its object was
good it would not be workable in many
respects. If it could be made workable.
he would be glad to support it.

Mr. KircHEN supported the bill as he
thought that in commitfee it could be
make workable,

Mr. Apams would vote for the second
reading though he hoped to see some
amendments before the bill went
through. .

Mgz: CorroN argued to show that with
a few amendments the bill would be
quite workable.

Oapr. Irving thought that the bill
shows conclusively that the gentleman
who brought it in must be a faddist. As
one interested in the cattle business, he
did not see why an additional tax should
thus be placed upon it. .
Me. Rogers -¢could not see that this
bill would do any good; it would put
honest men to a great deal of trouble,
while men of the other class who now
make the trouble would simply disre-
gard it. ; L
Bill read a second time, on division,
only four voting contrary.

Mg. GRaHAM moved the second read-
ing of the line fences and water courses
bill—to correct a mistake of last session.
Agreed to.

WIDE TIRES FOR CARIBOO ROAD.

The house went into committee on the
bill to regulate the width of tires which
may be used on the Cariboo road be-
tween Ashcroft and Barkerville (Mr.
Adams), with Mr. McGregor in the chair.
The bill provides:

2. After the first day of March, 1897, it
shall be unlawful for any wagons or vehicles
of the following carrying capacities to be
drawn or driven on the trunk road between
Asheroft and Barkerville unless the tires
thereof shall be of the width as follows:
(a.) Wagons of a carrying capacity of up
to 2,500 pounds weight avoirdupois, tires of
the width of two and one-half inches at the
least:

(b.) Wagons of a carrying capacity of
over 2,500 and up to 4,000 pounds weight
avoirdupois, tires of the width of not less
than four inches at the least: .

(c.) Wagons of a carrying capacity of
over 4,000 pounds weight avoudupms, tires
of the width of not less than tive inches at
the least.

MR, SToDDART thought that the time
should be extended at least to 1900, as
many of the farmers have very expen-
sive wagons, some of them imported
from Chicago. For his part he did not
quite see the necessity for wide tires on
a hard road such ds the Cariboo, for it
is well known that on a hard road a nar-
row tire runs easier.

Mr. Apams pointed out that there
are many parts of the Cariboo road that
are very soft at certain seasons of the
year, and he felt confident that after a
trial all concerned would find it to their
interest to have wide tires.

Mr. Brypey thought it would be a
good thing if wide tires were adopted in
all parts of the province, as not only do
they preserve the roads, but on an aver-
age five or six hundred pounds more can
be drawn with wide tires than with
narrow. That was the experience of
his district. .

Mr. Bcorm endorsed this statement,
and ventured to add thatil an act like
this had been put in force twenty years
ago it would have been worth a quarter
o? a million dollars in preserving the
roads. -

Mg. Semuiy, from his knowledge of
the Cariboo country, could not see an
advantage to follow from passing this
bill. o . .

Mz. KrrcHEN entirely disagreed with
Mr. Semlin, as from his observation of
the use of wide tires he thought they
would be a great advantage on the Cari-

boo road and keep it from being further
cut up as it has been.

Mgz. Hurr said he owns three wagons,
with respectively two, three and four
inch tires, and preference is invariably
shown by teamsters for the widest tires.

MER. SmiTE pointed out that wide tires
would be no novelty on the Cariboo
road, as they had been at one time in
general use there—before many of the
gentlemen who now advocate them
came into the country. The stones that
coustantly come down from the hillsides
and lodge on the road would make
very great difficulty for the teamsters
using such tires. He would like
to read some of the correspondence he
had received from his constituents on
this subject, but he was afraid it would
hurt Mr. Adams’ feelings, for it was not
complimentary, as extracts he read
showved—including a hint that a delega-
tion of teamsters ‘‘ will wait on Wide-
Tire Adams on his return and put him
through a course.”’

Me. Apams—‘‘All right; I’ll be there.”’
(Laughter.)

Mgz. SmiTH continued that many of
the old wide-tire wagons are now lying
disused and cannot be sold at any price.

MR. Apays said they had been dis-
carded because they were bull-team
wagons, and horses have now been in-
troduced. He did not think that Mr.’
Smith has driven a wagon of any kind
for years, while he (Mr. Adams) gpoke
from p&sonal experience. He had not
heard any objections to the bill from
teamsters in his constituency.

MaJjor MuTrER told how a meeting of
his constituents last week had asked him
and his colleague to introduce. a graded
wide tire act during the present ses-
sion.

MRe. KircEEN moved an amendment
to make the bill applicable to the whole
province.

The amendment being referred to the
Speaker, was ruled out of order in the
absence of instruction from the house.
Section 1 — the short titie—was then
adopted.

MER. SEMLIN moved, as an amendment
to section 2, to give effect to the bill
from 18t March, 1900, instead of 1897.
MR. Boora moved in amendment to
the amendment to make the date 1st
March, 1898.

This was adopted on diyision, and the
committee rose and reported progress.

Hoxn. Mr. TurnEr presented a return
giving the report of the auditor upon
the accounts of the road superintendent
of East Lillooet.

TrE SPEAKER called attention to the
amendment made by Mr. Kellie during
the debate on Mr. Williams’ motion rel-
ative to securing a resident judge for
Vancouver, and which during his ab-
gsence had been debated at some length.
His attention had been called to the fact
that to insert, as ?roposed, the word
Kootenay in place of Vancouver, would
make the house say that the legislature
declared last year that one of the judges
should reside in Kootenay—which is not
the fact. The amendment is therefore
out of order, and must be regarded as
never having been moved. .

The house adjourned at 5:45 p. m.

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

When the ship Glenalvon came around
from Esquimalt to the outer wharf yes-
terday afternoon several accidents of a
serious nature occurred. The most re-
grettable of the series was that to H. C.
Blyth, an apprentice on board, whe is
now in the Marine hospital with the
outside bone of each leg just above the
ankle broken. The ship was brought
around from Esquimalt by the tugs Con-
stance and Sadie with no pilot in charge.
Everything went well until the wharf
was approached. Then through some
error of judgment the big freighter
crashed into the wharf, cutting an im-
mense timber as with an axe.
The danger was realized when some lit-
tle distance from the wharf, and anchors
were dropped overboard, but it was too
late. To the ship the damage consisted
of the carrying away of jibboom stays
and shrouds. About a quarter of an
hour after this accident poor Blyth was
injured. He was standing with a sea-
man of the vessel on the wharf while
the craft was moving further up the chan-
nel. Too much headway was again got
on, and a rope . line aft giving way
threw a tremendous strain on the steel
hawser leading, from the bow to the
wharf. This also parted with a snap,
knocking Blyth insensible and Mathers,
his companion seaman, dizzy. Dr. John
A. Duncan was immediately summoned,
but found the seaman’s injuries to con-
sist chiefly of bruises. The Glenalvon
will be discharged by stevedores McDer-
mott and Cates.

After a nineteen-day trig, the longest
she has ever had in the fishing business,
the steamer Thistle, Capt. Langley, re-
turned from the Northern halibut
grounds yesterday morning. She exper-
ienced one succession of gales, principal-
ly from the south-east, since leaving
here. In Johnston Straits on Monday
last she passed the steamers
Mischief and Barbara Boscowitz,
the latter en route North and the
former on her way to Victoria from the
West Coast. Her skipper, Capt. Foot,
reported to Capt. Langley that he had
met the government steamer Quadra at
Quatsino Sound, and that vessel had
heard nothing of the miseing ship Cad-
zow Forest.” Capt. I oot also stated that
he ‘had no news of the schooner May
Belle. In Hecate Straits a Seattle fish-
ing schooner was busily engaged when
the Thistle sailed for Victoria. The lat-
ter will leave for the North again to-day,

A letter from Honolulu which arrived
by the steamshid Miowera on Tuesday
night states that the sealing' schooner
Annie E. Paint arrived there safely on
the 10th instant, having called for water.
She experienced very rongh weather
from Victoria. According to other ad-
vices the Borealis also arrived at Hono-
lulu after a temptuous voyage from Cape
Flattery. The schooner Allie I. Algar
reached Makaweli, Kanai, on the 7th
inetant, and after taking on water sup-
plies proceeded to Japan.

LAWS FOR HUNTSMEN.

The game bill introduced by Hon. Mr.
Martin in the legislature yesterday pro-
poses several amendments in the close
seasons and the varieties of game pro-
tected.

Willow grouse and quail are added to
the list of%)irds which may not be sold
at any time; and the season in which
blue grouse, wild duck, deer, etc., may
be sold is to. commence on the 1st of
October in each year-instead of the 1st
of September.

‘* Between sunset and sunrise’’ is no
longer a perennial close season; but it

is made unlawful to kill any game bird
on the roost at any time.

East of the Cascades, the protection
from 16th November to 31st August
heretofore given to blue grouse is ex-
tended to ‘‘any variety of grouse’’—the
same as ptarmigan, fool hen and meadow
larlg ;. and for - the future prairie hen,
prairie chicken and willow and ruff

rouse, hitherto lawful game from 1st

eptember to 15th November, may not
be taken at any time. Wild duck, bit-
tern, plover and heron continue to be
protected from 1st January to 3lst
August.

Thq close season for deer, etc., com-
mencing 1st January, will end on the
30th September instead of 31st August,
throughout the province.

West of the Cascades the protection to
grouse is restricted to the ‘‘ blue? in-
stead of “any variety,”” and the close
season for this class is shortened to from
the 2nd of January to the 20th August,
instead of from the 1st December to
the 30th September. Duck are protect-
ed against killing or catchin% during the
same period. ‘‘Plover, bittern and
heron ”” are struck out of the list. For

uail, willow grouse and pheasants from
the 2nd January to the 30th September
is made the close season.

On Vancouver Island cock pheasants
will be lawful game only from 1st Octo-
ber to 1st January, instead of to 3lst
January.

A new section provides that ¢ No
deer shall be exposed for sale without
its head on.” >

The act will apply to Indians, hither-
to exempted.

JUBILEE HOSPITAL AFFAIRS.

A letter from Hon. J.S. Helmcken,
M.D., was read at last night’s meeting
of the Jubilee hospital board, in which
the veteran doctor expressed regret that
he could not reconsider his determina-
tion to resign—regret that is also shared
by the hospital authorities. In the let-
ter referred to, which constituted the
first business of the evening,Dr. Helme-
ken said:

‘I have received the resolution agreed
to by the board on the 10th inst., and in
reply thereto beg to state that for along
time past by night and by day I have
desired to retire from my position on the
staff. My retirement or resignation
must therefore be accepted, but my
friendly feeling for'the hospital will
ever remain—it is a glorious institu-
tion.”

On motion of Mr. Dwyer, the resigna-
tion was accepted with regret.

The committee of the month were
next empowered to confer with Dr.
Richardson and arrange about the ques-
tion of outdoor patiénts, so as to prevent
the hospital being imposed upon by
those able to pay.

A letter from Rev. Canon Paddon
stated that he had been appointed by
the Church of England to undertake the
duties of visiting the sick as chaplain on
behalf of that church. He usked that
his work be facilitated by allowing him
to place in the private wards a notice to
the effect that the clergyman’s visit can
be had by request. He had no wish to
get fiom the board any promise or per-
mission which might be construed as a
precedent, but only the discretion usu-
ally accorded to ministers of religion.
Mr. Wilson did not approve of allow-
ing notices to be placéd in the'wards,
for the board could recognize no chap-
lain. Ministers of any denomination
had already full liberty to visit the hos-
pital. He moved that Rev. Canon Pad-
don be notified that there is a rule grant-
ing the right to visit patients to the

‘ministers of all denmominations at any

hours, subject to the resident medical
officer’s approval. This was carried.
Dr. 0. M. Jones wrote asking to be
allowed to send into the medical
ward any surgical cases of inter-
est (provided the patient be eli-
gible for free treatment) that may
occur among the poor in his practice.
According to present arrangements he
had charge cf the medical department,
which included only a small proportion
of the cases requiring hospital treatment,
whereas if he sent a free surgical patient
to the hospital the case went out of his
charge.

This matter was considered too im-
portant to discuss ‘‘off hand’’ and a
committee composed of Messrs. Yates,
Wilson, Brown, Dwyer and Davies was
appointed to inquire into it.

TRADE WITH THE MAINLAND.
To THE Eprror:—A deputation from
this district which visited Victoria last
summer to try to obtain improved facil-
ities for agricultural trade  with your
city were so cordially received that we
think an experiment made by us in
shipping by the existing route will be of
interest.
We sent a carload of potatoes to one
of your commission firms some little
time ago, and have recently received re-
ceived returns. Judging from the price
we got Victorians must haveappreciated
their quality highly, but unfortunately
the bill for getting the goods to market
was 80 high that as things stand our
trade must go elsewhere. ¥rom the time
we put them on the cars, i.e., not con-
sidering haul at this end, the bill was
35 a ton, in-addition to the usual mid-
leman’s commission of 10 per cent. on
the gross price. Just $1 of this was ex-
pended in getting to Liverpool; $2 more
to the wharf at Victoria,and the remain-
ing $2 went in wharfage and cartage,
storage and delivery. -
Now, sir, this shipment has been
watched with a great deal of interest at
this end by a good many would-be ship-
pers, and from our point of view it is
final. We cannot ship to your markets
ag things stand now, and if Victoria
wants to trade with the farmers on the
Mainland, as we were assured
last summer = that she did, she
must give them a rather Dbetter
opening. We are as favorably situated
for the purpose as anyone, being within
two miles of salt water, but we have,
firstly, to put our stuff on cars to carry
it up to the Fraser in order to cross the
gulf; and, secondly, to. pay $2 a ton on
bulky produce in addition to the mid-
dleman’s 10 per cent. after we have
reached the wharf at Victoria. These
are the twg obstacles which prevent us
from usingvwhat should be the natural
outlet for ..our produce. Both these
difficulties can be met; and it is the
hope that Victoria may see her way to
doing something in the matfer which
hss led to the writing of this letter.

SIS AND SHIPPING.

H.M.S. “Comus” Runs Ashore ju San
Diego Harbor But Mustains
No Injaries.

Assistance Rendered Her by Ameri-
can Guanboats—'* !acoma’
Saiis To day.

H.M.S. Comus, now daily expected
at Esquimalt to relieve the Hyacinth—
which has long since left for England—
ran ashore in San Diego harbor on Sun-
day last. A dispatch from thatcity con-
cerning the mishap says: ‘ At 8 o’clock
this morning 21 guns in salute were fired
from a man-of-war outeide the harbor
entrance. No response to the salute be-
ing returned from the U.S. barracks,
Lieutenant Ingersoll, in temporary com-
mand of the flagship Philadelphia, sent
an officer ashore to learn what the salute

meant and what vessel was responsible
for it. The temporary commander of the
barracksdid not feel warranted inreturn-
ing a ealute he did not understand, and
the shore detail returned to the flagship.
By this time the stranger had been made
out as a British war vessel. Her salute
was courteSf' to the land forces. Eng-
land had saluted the United States, and
there was a possibility of the courtesy
not being returned. Lieutenant Inger-
soll turned loose the broadside guns of
the flagship at 9 o’clock, one hour late.
However, just as the last gun sounded -
the visitor, in attempting to enter the
harbor without a pilot, ran aground in
the middle off Balast point, and there
she was doomed to remain during the
day. Launches were sent out from the
Philadelphia while the salute was being
fired. They awived to find that the
FBritish cruiser Comus was in a helpless
condition. Admiral Beardslee, who had
joined his flagship, sent a communica-
tion to the commander of the Comus,
tendering all his vessels and men to re-
lieve him. In answer to the Ad-
miral’s communication the English com-
mander returned thanks, but suggested
that as the tide was low it would possi-
bly be best to await high water. About
5:30 o’clock the Albatross was fired up -
and steamed to the rescue, followed by
the tugs Santa Fe and Hirondale. As
soon as the U. 8. vessel hove in sight a
great hurrah went up from the crew of
the Englishman and salutes were made
and returned. The tugs made fast along-
side and the Albatross bent an immense
steel hawser astern. Then there was a
concert of action, and the visitor moved
into the stream as good as before the
unfortunate mishap. The commanders
of the two vessels exchanged courtesies
in person, salutes were repeated with
the flag, and the Albatross returned to
her moorings. The prompt and courte-
ous action of the American officers was
responded to by the British commander
in a right royal manner, and the inci-
dent, small as it may seem, has brought
about a feeling of pleasantry that shows
itself among all .classes in the city to-
night.”’ .

All her passenger accommoda-
tions have been engaged, and she will
also take up considerable freight.

MARINE NOTES.

Twenty carloads of Manitoba wheat
will be included in the cargo of the
steamship Miowera on her departure for
the South Seas to-morrow. The wheat
is all from the southern portion of the
prairie province and is of especially high
grade. Australia is an absolutely new
market for Manitoba cereals.

Mr. Henry Saunders returned yester-
day from Alberni where he went several
days ago to take formal possession of the
Alﬁerni claim for the newliiorganized
Consolidated Alberni Gold Mining Co.
He has brought back with him some
samples of ore from several of the mines,
and also a fine specimen of copper
pyrites from Mr, George Smith’s farm,
balf way down the Alberni canal. Mr.
Smith has found an immense body of
ore on his property and has men at work
developing it. The ore runs high in
copper, and a mill run test gave $16 a
ton in gold.

SCHOOL TANDY BILL.

The Public Meeting at the City Hall
Only Fairly Attended
Last Night.

The Premier and Several Members
of the Legislature Explain
Their Position.

The public meeting in the city hall last
night to discuss the school lands bill was
only fairly attended. The room was not
nearly as well filled as is usual at public
meetings, and towards the end the people
got restless, and numerous interruptions
were indulged in.

Mr. Edward Bragg, the chairman, briefly
opened the meeting, and asked for a fair
and impartial hearing for all the speakers.

Hon. J. H. Turner upon being called said
that he had no information as to who called
the meeting beyond an invitation signed by
«R. H. Jameson, chairman of committee.”
Public meetings had usually been calied by
the Mayor, but as Mr. Beaven had not
called this one, he (Mr. Turner) would like
to hear the views of those who had called it
before he spoke.

This meeting with the approval of the
audience, the chairman invited some of thre
originators of the meeting to come for-
ward. 0 g

Ald. Marchant, though he disclaimed
having anythingtodo with summoning the
meeting, then took the platform. He be-
lieved in discussing the school lands bill
with the mempvers of the legislature, and
stated that he disagreed with the protposed
act. The bill did not set aside lands for an
educational fund, but only provided for
the proceeds of the sale of land warrants
being used for educational purpeses. The
money, however, was to be paid into the

eneral revenue. It was true that the

ands would be ostensibly offered at public

auction, but in reality it was only the land
warrants that would be sold. The bill
would have the eftect of retarding settle-
ment and would induce speculation in pub-
lic lands. He closed by moving that the
meeting disapprove of the bill and that
the city members be requested to vote
against its final reading. .

The chairman again read the resolution
and gave ample time for any person to
second. it, but no one volunteered. Final-
ly Mr. Garland came to the rescue and said
he would second it.

Hon. J. H. Turner, in reply to one of the
contentions raised in the house against the:
bill by Mr. Cotton, thdt selling wild lands
was getting rid of the assets of the prov-
ince, pointed out that while crown lands
did not produce revenue, their sale not
only brought into the treasury the price
for which the land was sold, but as im-
proved or wild lands they wpul& have topay
yearly taxes also. In consequence itcould
not be disputed that the sale of lands in
this way added to the assets of the prov-
ince instead of taking away] from them.
Thousands of acres of idle land were
what might be called a dead asset;
but when sold they would be turned into
live assets. Financial men in England had
advised that the province should revert to
the system of land sales as they preferred
lending on land bringing in a revenue.

In reply to Mr. Marchant he maintained
that it was quite possible that the warrants
would bring more than the upset price at
auction, and though he admitted that a
land boom was bad, a little fillip to real
property just now would not hurtthe prov-
ince.
and took up land would not hold it very
long for speculation, for the
care to keep it unprocfuctive. esides, there
were small farmers who preferred to buy
their land outright rather than pré-empt.
That was one of the things the farm de}l)e-
gates from England had asked for, as the
small farmers in England preferred
to buy and own tbeir places outright.
The intention of the bill was to help the
educational funds, and they could well see
that somethinﬁ of this kind had to be done
when he told them how the expense of edu-
cation had increased from $47,000 in 1881 to
$222,000 this year. While the revenue of
the province had steadily increased, they
must remember that three or four years
ago by stopping land sales some $200,000 a
year had been swept away. -When some
people talked about the decline of revenue
they seemed to forget this: fact. The cost
of education, hospitals, roads and charities
was not borne by the states on the other
side of the line as it was in this prov-
ince.

For its vast extent and small population
the amount spent by British Columbia on
education was not to be equalled in any

art of the world. (Applause.) He (Mr.

urner) was not in fayor of keeping down
education and some way had to be got of
helping to carr{ it_on and the natural way
was to use the lands of the province for this
purpose.

This method was recognized in every
province of the Dominion to-day save Brit-
1sh Columbia. The reason for adopting
the system of sellin% warrants, and then
allowing the land to be taken up on them,
was bécause the method of setting aside
stated sections as in other provinces would
not do_here. With such an extent of
mountain country  in the province, some
of the lots might be on the tops of moun-
tains. To prevent too large quantitiesin
one section being held by one man it was
intended to insert ~an amendment
in the Dill to' the effect that no
location of land warrants shall., be
permitted of largersize than 640-acres. The
intervening lots of goverriment land would
be open to liI)re-em tion.  Besides, even
if  ‘eventually e amount “from
such land sales” grew large, the
house had control of the expenditure fot'
they would haye to vote it. The bill ‘per-
mitted the sale.of 'not more than 500,000
acres in one year, but this lyear the governs
ment only intended to- sel 100,000 acres to
ascertain how the bill worked. Every child
in the province was entitled to an education
and it was the sole aim of the bill to carry
out this idea tothe best possible advantage.
(Aﬁplause.) - Y

r. Turner concluded by saying -that
‘‘If the government succeed in”selling ‘a
certain amount of land for this purpose, it
would enable more of the general revenue
to be s&)ent. on necessary public works, sach
as roads—a most. important. thing for the
settlement of the province.”

The Premier was greeted with applause
as he took his seat. -« r

Mr. R. P. Rithet, M.P.P., thenext speak-
er, said that while he took exception to the
irregular way im which the meeting
had been called, it “was not because
he had not wished to attend
but he I;(eilieved that it ‘shou)d have been
convengd in & more regular way. Heagreed
with Mr. Marchant in one th);ug. that he
{:referred 'a few honest hard working set-

lers to twice the number of spechators
for it’had been his wish and it was to-day
his wish to see this country settled up as
quickly as possible. (Applause.) The gov-
ernment had used every means in the en-
deavor to bring about settlement and had
offered land to settlers, and given them as-
mstance to make roads for themselves. It
had also establis} ed an agricultural depart-
ment to.spread abroad information as to
the country.

Hitherto, however, the result had not to
his mind been satisfactory. He was glad,
therefore, to' see. the government making
another attempt at getting settlers by the
bill now before the house. ‘It had been so
fully explained already that it was not
necessary for him to go into its provisions.
The bill meant ‘just what it said. - Many
people did not realize the enormous extent

he people who bought the warrants,

would not;

nécessury, unless oné had’ not atténdeit

of the province and the small portidn that
had so far been settled. He would quote
them a few figures from which it would be
seen that the 500,000 acres which it was pro-
vided might be sold in one year under the
act was comparatively a paltry amount
compared with the extent of the province.
There were between two hundred and fifty
and two bundred and sixty millions of
acres of land in the province, of
which  the quantity already deed-
ed was only a trifling 1.524,444 acres.
At this rate, taking the ratio for the last
21 years, it would require 3,580 years to set-
tle up the province. (Laughter and ap-
plause.) Looking at the matter in -this
light, was there any great reason for alarm,
even should 500,000 acres be sold in a year
and the proceeds applied to the best pur-
poses for which money could be applied—
the education of the children of the prov-
ince? (Applause.) He had at first heard
objections to the bill from persons who
were oppcsed to speculators. He therefore
‘said he must have some security against
such a contingency. (Applause.) The
Premicr had said he would do all that was
possible to guard against the danger of the
speculators monopolizing the land, and so
it had been agreed that not more than 640
acres in alternate blocks could Dbe
taken up on the  warrants. If
a man bought land, however, and paid
taxes on it he was not likely to keep it out
of use very long. The argument that the
province could not borrow money as easily
when crown lands were sold as when they
were lying idle in the possession of the
province was a mistake. He assured the
meeting that it was quite safe to leave this
bill in the hands of their representatives,
who were only too eager to meet- the views
of the people and to place the country in a
better position than it is now. Their mem-
bers would, he assured them, do what they
could to forward any scheme having in
view the settlement of the country.
(Applause.)

Mr. H. Dallas Helmcken, M.P.P., was
contitmed in his opinion by what he had
heard to-night that the bill was a good one.
It had in it the best means that could be
devised for giving education to the children
of the province. He wishefl to see every
boy and girl given such an education as
would enable them to hold their own in
life. The province required $220,000 for
educational purposes, and it was gmnfair
that the general revenue should be heavily
taxed for it. If people wereinduced fo buy
lands it was a step in the right diréction.
If a man bought land with the warrant he
was not going to hold it unproductive for
the mere fun of paying taxes onit. He be-
lieved in the land being kept for the
setiler, but how were they going to
settle the innermost recesses of the
province? There was a gentleman
(pointing to Mr. Rithet{)who was giving this
matter his attention, who he thought would
bring it about some day. (This allusion to
the British Paciiic was greeted with loud
applause.) "Mr. Marchant had intimated
that the government might divert the mon-
ey obtained under the powers of the bill,
from its proper uses.

Mr. Marchant—*I did not say that.”

That was the impression Mr. Marchant’s
remarks left in his mind, continued Mr.
Helmcken, but he did mnot believe
that the Government or any: member
of the house would permit such-a thing.
Turning to the motion Mr. Helmcken hoped
it would not be passed, for he and the
other members should have an opportunity
to fully discuss the bill, and he believed,
moreover, that the bill would add to the
prosperity of the province.

Mr. Alexander Wilson in one of his char-
acteristic addresses christened the meas-
ure under debate a bill of false pretences,
and held that the government should be
asked to withdraw it.

Mr. R. H. Jameson, who had been chiefly
responsible for the calling of the meeting,
considered that the present expenditure on
education was beyond the means of the
province, and thought that it should be
curtailed. *

Mr. Cotton, M.P.P., héld that the bill was
a reversion of the policy on which the gove
ernment had been returned to power—a
bill for the speculator and against the
people. Incidentally he explained that if
the British Pacific was a good bill, it would
receive his hearty support.

Dr. W. W. alkem, M. P. P., twitted
Mr. Cotton in the face of his remarks
about the British Pacific with his action in
opposing such a bill last year. Some in-
terruptions being raised Dr, Walkem re-
marked that he only brought up that ques-
tion to” show the people that when
they wanted advice they should get it
from a friend and not anenemy. He went
on to explain that his position against the
bill had been that-a person might by pur-
chasing warrants secure land at perhaps
less than it was worth. He did not object
to the bill for educational purposes and he
believed the opposition to ‘it was brought
about by demagogic influences. .He hoped
in committee that amendments would be
made to make 1t acceptable to everyone.

Mr. J. M. Kellie, M.P.P.. had Leard no
argument against the bill that had changed
his support to it. The opponents of the
measure had not given any suggestion as
to-how the government should raise money
for educational purposes. - -

The chairman then put the motion, de-
claring it carried, and a vote of thanks to
the chair being carried the "meeting ad-
journed.

W. J. Dowler, Mrs. Kent, Mrs. Hay-
ward and Mrs. Hutcheson. Immedi-
ately on the conclusion of the routine
business, the annual report of the presi~
dent, Mr. Hayward, was resd as fol
lows: :
LApiEs AND GENTLEMEN:—In presenting
the twenty-third annual report of this in-
stitution, the committee of management
desire to thankfully acknowledge the
liberal support given to the home during
the year, and the kindly manner in which
their special eftorts for the maintenance of
destitute and orphan children have been
received. The internal management of the
home by the ladies’ committee, whose
efforts have been so faitbfuuf' supported
by our experienced and excellent matron,
has been all that could be desired. In the
report of 1893 the cost pér capita was given
at $77.00; in 1894 the cost peér capita was
carefully estimated at  $71.56, and the
minimum was'then supposed 'to have been
reached. This year, however, by the excel-
lent management of the ladies and the
exercise of the greatest vigilance against
any approach to extravagance or waste,
and by the purchiase of supplies on a cash
basis, the cost per ‘capita has been still
further réduced to $69.92, a most excellent
very lowest limit that can be reached. - . <
Allusion was made last year to the un-
fortunate loss sustained by the failure of
Green, Worlock & Co.’s bank, by which all
our current funds were exhausted, besides
leaving liabilities to a considerable amount,
During our present financial depression 1t
was deemed hopeless to att,emFt the liquid-
ation of this amount 'by voluntary con:
tributions,.and it was therefore arranged to
call a special meeting of the subscribers, as
authorized by the constitution, to consider
what steps should be taken to relieve the
burden.

$9,500) have been paid in full to January
31, 1996, including all the running exi
enses of the month, and a balance. of
£750.94 cash now remains in the treasurer’s
hands ‘towards carrying on the, work
of the year.

TEACHERS MUST LEARN

The Board of Trustees Will Not
Tolerate Public Criticism at
Their Hands.

Principals MeNeill and Miss Cam-
eron Taken to Task for
Insubordination.

An Apology Demanded From the
Former W:thin Forty-
Eight Hours.

The board of school trustees at a special
meeting last evening manifested a very
firm determination to resent the public
criticism by the school teachers of their ac-
tion in re-arranging salaries, and particu-
larly the part taken by certain members of
the teaching staff at the public meeting re-
cently held at the city hall. This matter
came upalmost as soon as the opening rou-
tine had been disposed of, Chairman Hay-
ward introducing the subject with an ex-
planation of the controversy between him-
self and Principal McNeill of the North
Ward school, commencing at the
&ublic meeting referred to. At that meeting

r. McNeill had questioned the accuracy
of his statement in reference to the percent-
age of the reduction made, insisting that
the cut amounted to 14.6 per cent. upon ex-
isting salaries. In this estimate Mr. Mc-
Neill had taken into account the full salary

aid last year in the Fourth division of the

igh school, which division has now been
abolished, estimating the total amount of
this salary as a portion of the cut.. When he
(Mr."Hayward) had pointed out at the pub-
lic meeting the erronecustiess of the con-
clusion arrived at, Mr. McNeill had still in-
sisted that he was right, and had added
that ‘‘figures cannot lie,” the plain
inference being that trustees could. On
the following morninﬁ he had written a
polite note to Mr. McNeill asking him for
the data ug&n which he had based his cal-
culation. r. McNeill answered by tele-
phone that he would make up a statement
as he had not gone to the public meeting
prepared and consequently had not data
ready. Not receiving the statement asked
for and R;omised, he had written again to
Mr. McNeill and eventually received a
reply bearing date of February 22, in
which Mr. McNeill enclosed practically the
same memorandum which he presented to
the ?ublic meeting. In reply to this letter
the following was sent to lVf'r. McNeill on
the 24th instant:

It was not the
duty of a teacher to attend public meetings
and thereendeavor to browbeat or castigate
the members of the board. He looked upon
this as a grave breach of discipline, a very
serious example of insubordination. Tt
was absolutely necessary that discipline
should be maintained or the effectiveness
of the board would be destro;red and edu-
cational interests demoralized. It is not
possible for teachers to take a public stand
against the board without danger to the in-
terests of education, and all teachers should
therefore be given to understand that it
was their duty to teach the children, not
the trustees.

TrRUSTEE YATES to bring the matter to an
issue moved, seconded by Trustee Belyea,
“That Mr. McNeill be requested to send be-
fore 4 p.m. on Monday next, March 2, to
the chairman of this board a full apology
for his misstatements made at the public
meeting on the 19th instant, and upon
his tailure so to do, that he be forthwith
dismissed from the teaching staft’ for mis-
conduct.”

The Agricultural Commissioner is an
enthusiast in whatever he takes in hand,
and it he be given an opportunity will
surely make the dressed meat trade a suc-
cess, His proposal is to select from the
live cattle which reach Montreal for shi
ment to England about 500 head per week,
kill them in that city, dress them, put the
heef up in attractive wrappers and.then
send it forward to England in cold sforage
for sale in retail depots in the leading cities
of the mother country. Prof. Robertson
thinks that an average of 16 cents per
pound will be obtained for first cuts, 10
cents per pound for second cuts, and 6 cents
per pound for third cnts, the net result of
the sales producing more than is actually
obtained on live cattle shipments. After
the first year it is anticipated that the busi-
ness will run itself. From the fact that the
Agriculture committee has endorsed the
scheme it may be conceded that parliament
will vote the money.

Dr. Jones, medical superintendent of the
William Head quarantine station, forwards
to the Department of Agriculture an inter-
esting report on the operations of the sta-
tion under his charge last year. Dr. Jones
calls attention to the difference in the de-
clarations of bills of health given by Brit-
ish consuls in China and Japan and by
those of the United States.

Such a road as you pro-
pose to build would, while developing the
country to an enormous extent, at once
make 1t tributary to Victoria and Vancou-
ver,and I cannot conceiveofany public work
the completion of which would so much
redound to the advantage of those cities.
This road would thus be of advantage to
the provincein many ways. It would de-
velop the best mining countryin the world,
and two of the best farming countries in
the interior of British:‘Columbia—the Okan-
agan land . Kettle;Riverwalleys. It would
transfer the great Britishr Columbia trade
from Spokane to 'Victoria and Vancouver,
where "it-naturally belongs, and would im-
mensely ingrease tlie revenue of the gov-
ernment. (¢ 3 i . .

This Froposed railroad alone will contri-
bute Solely to-the, advancement of British
Columbia, as it contemplates the ¢onstruc-
tion of aroad lyinf ‘wholly within the pro-
vince and the smelting and refining of the
ores at Trail and at such other point or
points on the western end of the road as
may be decided upon; and it does not, nor
in any way, make the country tributary or
dependent on,any of the American cities
for its trade, but will. on the contrary,
transfer thetrade to Vancouver and Vig-
toria or Eastern Canadian trade centres. ..

A CLERGYMAN'S EXPERIENCE
WITH LONG, HARD RIDING.

Has Travelled Fully 3,000 Miles On His
Wheel—-He Makes Some Reflections On
the Benefits of the Sport, and Tells of
the Daungers.

(From the TUtica, N.Y., Press.)

WHAT IS AN AUTONOMY?

A word that has of late been very
much abused in this Dominion is
“ autonomy.”” We are told that each
province of the confederation is an
autonomy and we find a leading provin-
cial politician speaking of the * well-
recognized principle of provincial auton-
omy.” It would save a great deal of
trouble and prevent much disagreement
if Provincial and indeed Dominion legis-
lators thoroughly understood the words
they use and if they took care to apply
them properly. Attorney-General Sifton
would perhaps be a little surprised to
learn that neither the Constitution of
the Dominion nor the Constitution of
any of the provinces recognizes the prin-
ciple of provincial autonomy. What is
autonomy? Here is how the Standard
Dictionary defirles the word :

*The country must have what the
Greéxs call autonomy. This implies
that the country must have the right,
and, of course, the power of establishing
that government which it considers best,
unexposed to interference from without
or pressure from above.”’

‘The power, right or conditioft of
self-government; indepentence; as the
autonomy of an institution or an in-
dividual.”

‘¢ A community that governs itself.”

Not one of the provinces is, according
tothese definitions, an autonomy. Their
powers of self-government are by the
constitution strictly limited. They are
not even autonomous within what is
loosely called their ‘‘ exclusive jurisdic-
tion.”” Thereareimportantsubjects with-
in the sphere of government which they
cannot touch. They are exposed to in-
terference from without and to pressure
from above. The Federal Government
has the power to veto every law they
make; their power to legislate in the
matter of education is subject toimport-
ant restrictions; they have nothing to
do with trade and commerce, or with the
imposition of customs duties. How can
a province be called an autonomy whose
jurisdiction is limited by statute and
that cannot act independently even
within that jurisdiction? .

One of the principal objects of the
Constitution is to limit and define the
powers of the provinces. An intelligent
perusal of the British North America
Act shows that it is utter nonsense to
talk of the *‘ well-recognized principle
of provineial autonomy,’’ and must con-
vince any reader of ordinary discern-
ment that as far as the provinces of this
Dominion are concerned there is no such
principle.

Every province, it is true, has rights,
powers and privileges accorded to it by
the Constitution, and it should be most
careful to conserve those rights, powers
and privileges; but the Constitution does
not make any of the provinces ¢ an au-
tonomy ’’; quite the contrary. There-
fore to declare in an important state
document that the maintenance of the
‘‘ well-recognized principle of provincial
autonomy’’ is ‘‘essential to the satis-
factory operation of our constitution ”’ is
a misapplication of the Queen’s English
of which even the late lamented Mrs.
Partington would hardly be guilty.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN,

Mr. George W. Sinalley, the New York
correspondent of the London Times,
writes very interesting articles on English
subjects for the New York Weekly Her-
ald. One of the latest is headed ‘‘ Cham-
berlain’s Day.”” In that article Mr.
Smalley sketches the public career of the
Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain. Mr.
Smalley has a high opinion of the ability
of the British Secretary of State for the
Colonies, and he evidently considers that
both the Mother Country and the Colon-

ies will be benefited by his administra-
tion of the Colonial Department. Speak-
ing of his appointment to office under
Lord Salisbury Mr, Smalley says:

He passed from politics to statesman-
ship. Brooding much over these newer
interests, considering, as he has ever
done, with some exactness, the chances
of his own career, considering also in a
spirit of true patriotiem the lurger inter-
ests of the Empire, he saw that his one
great opportunity, both of building up
his own place and of serving his country
lay in a new policy for the colonies.

It is a characteristic of him that he
should have spoken of them as neglected
estates which needed development. It
is but a figure of speech, yet it shows
how commercialism had saturated his
mind. His conception, at any rate, no
matter how it was phrased, was a great
one. He shook off the notion that thé
colonies were s0 muany encumbrances, a
favorite notion of liberals and radicals
this many a year; a notion from
whichgg Lord Beaconsfield him-
self was not {ree. He per-
suaded himself that it was possi-
ble to weld the Empire together more
closely than ever before, and to make
these outlying provinces in a sense in-
tegral parts of the huge imperial fabric
which covers half the globe. Australia
had taught him a lesson when she of-
fered to send troops to Suakim. Can-
ada taught him another by her per-
petual assertion of self-interest as her
sole rule of conduct in her relations
with the Mother Country. One was an
inspiration, the other a warning. Out
of the two he framed a policy, or in the
two he found a' germ capable of great
national growth. To encourage the loy-
alty of which New South Wales had
given o splendid an example; to repress
the centrifugal tendency of Canada by
making her see that interest and loyalty
might be harmonious—such seems to
have been Mr. Chamberlain’s purpose.

It will be gatnered from this that Mr.
Smally has not formed a very high opin-
ion of Canada politically. In the above
extracts he represents this country as
utterly selfish, and in another part of
his letter he speaks of Canada as being
‘‘ perhaps the most stiff-necked of the
English colonies.”” There may be more
truth in the American journalist’s esti-
mate of Canada than many Canadians
are willing to admit. Canada, no doubt,
in her dealings with the Mother Coun-
try has had an eye to the main chance.
She is as true as steel and perhaps the
most loyal of the colonies, but she has
no idea of allowing her interests
to be needlessly  sacrificed of
benefit either friend or neigh-
bor, and it will have to
be admitted that like most of her sex
she dearly loves to have her own way;
but in all times of trial Canada has
proved that she is true to British con-
nection, and the indications are that at
no period of her existence was her affec-
tion for the Mother Country morefervent,
and her determination to stand by her
for weal or for woe stronger. Canadians
generally are desirous of closer connec-
tion with Great Britain, and since Mr.
Chamberlain has shown a disposition to
strengthen the bond that connects the
colonies .with the Mother Country he
has risen greatly in their esteem.

AN ADMIRED CRIMINAL.

The position of Dr. Jameson is a pecu-
liar one. He is under arrest awaiting
trial for what is no doubt regarded by
the Government of the Transvaal as a
serious crime. But he is a criminal to
whom no disgrace attaches. He is look-
ed upon by the great majority of his
countrymen as a hero and the offence
which he committed, if it is an oftence,
is considered a noble one. He, it is be-
lieved, went to the Transvaal to succor
the oppressed. He and his companions
took their lives in their hands to help
their countrymen—men who had always
been free and who loved freedom
—to strike a  blow for liberty.
Englishmen cannot find it in
their hearts to blame a man who
risked so much in 8o good a cause, even
though, through the want of pluck and
ene.gy in those whom he tried to rescue,
he failed. Success in the enterprise
which Dr. Jameson undertook, without
the courageous co-operation of those
whom he wished to deliver, was impossi-
ble, but who isthere in England that
could bear to see him punished for such
a failure?

It is more than likely that Jameson’s
raid was not such a failure as it appear-
ed on the surface to be. That raid has
directed the attention of the British
nation and of the whole civilized world
to the Transvaal and to the Boer
methods of government. It has, too,
most likely opened the eyes of the Boers
themselves to the danger of attempting
to keep in subjection the great majority
of the population of their country.
There can be no doubt that President
Kruger sees that his republic has
had a narrow escape. He must
know that  if Jameson  had
been backed up by the Uitlanders as he
might have been he would have found it
impossible to hold out against a host of
insurgents determined to be free. He
cannot but see that if the grievances of
which the Uitlanders complain are not
redressed, there will, before long, be
another insurrection which may not be
8o easily put down as the one which has
just been nipped in the bud. It is said
that he has moderated his tone very
much of late and that he has resolved
to initiate a greatly more liberal
policy towards aliens residing in the
Transvaal than he has followed hither-
to. When the Boers once begin to
treat the Uitlanders well they will most
likely find the change so beneficial and
8o conducive to their welfare in every
respect that they will continue it until
the distinction between Uitlander and

burgher will be altogether obliterated.
It therefore may be that Jameson’s in-
vasion may mark the beginning of an
era of reform and improvement in the
Transvaal, an era in which the Govern-
ment began to be a republic in reality

as well as in name.

HEALTH PRESERVATION.

The Fourteenth Report of the State
Board of Health of Wisconsin has been
laid on our table by a gentleman who
has the preservation of the public health
of this Province at heart. From it we
see that the authorities of the State have
had the same opposition to face and the
same difficulties to overcome as the
Government of this Province will have
to contend ag.inst when it tries ener-
getically and effectively to preserve the
public health. Many people in Wisconsin
did not see the use of a State Board of
Health. They considered it a waste of
money to put it in operation and to keep
it at work. Even in its fourteenth re-
port the Board considers it necessary to
show the inhabitants of the young muni-
cipalities that it is worth their while to
pay attention to the laws of health and
to spend a little money to make their
villages and settlements wholesome and
pleasant places to live in.

“The importance of sanitation in these
yvoung municipalities’”” Dr. Wingate says,
cannot be too highly estimated. The
necessity for a proper and wholesome
water supply and a proper system of
drainage, and proper construction of our
gchool buildings, and the limitation of
school attendance, proper construction
of buildings in general and the houses of
our citizens, and proper laws to protect
our people from the ravages of contagi-
ous diseases, are all questions which re-
quire the exercise of expert knowledge
and are questions of the greatest magni-
tude and importance.

‘“Are our laws pertaining to sanitation
in municipalities the best and most ef-
fective that can be devised, or is it un-
necessary to have sanitary laws on our
statute books, as some have maintained ?
These are questions that should be set-
tled permanently. . . . If the suf-
ferings inflicted on the poorer and less
intelligent portion of the community by
incompetent practitioners of medicine
and surgery could be brought home to
American legislators, the quacks and

charlatans would have a short shrift. :

Registration acts for practitioners of
medicine would be promptly passed
and vigorously  enforced. i
manner, if a democracy would
only be persuaded that contagious dis-
eases, like yellow fever, smallpox and
diphtheria, might be closely limited by
isolation, the present careless method of
dealing with these scourges would soon
be as obsolete as surgery and midwifery
without antiseptics. The multitude does
not know how typhoid fever lurks in
contaminated water; it does not com-
prehend either the suffering or the
economic tax which inevitably falls on
any population breathing polluted air or
drinking polluted water; it does not re-
alize that public health is only a sum
total of individual healths, and that
every avoidable injury to public health
means individual sufferings and losses
which need not be incurred.”

IMPROVEMENTS.

British Columbians will be glad to
hear that it is intended to place another
government steamer in the waters of
their province. Such a vessel is badly
needed. We have for some years been
urging the Dominion Government to do
something towards surveying the hare
bors, channels and straits of the prov-
ince. The charts, as has been proved
over and over again, are not, in waters
that have been little frequented, by any
means to be relied upon. Rocks and
shoals dangerons to navigation, which
are not marked on the charts, have been
found, and the finder in some cases
has paid dearly for his experience.
Buoys and lights and other aids to navi-
gation are still greatly needed in the
Northern waters of the province. It is
to be hoped that these wants will be soon
supplied.

A second government vessel is needed
to do some prospecting in the matter of
the deep-sea fisheries. Valuable food
fish abound near all parts of the coast,
but little is known as to the locality of
the banks which they frequent and on
which they feed. A vessel under proper
direction would, we are satisfied, make
many valuable discoveries in this
direction in two or three seasons.

And then there are the smugglers to
be looked after and the unlicensed vens

dors of spirituous liguors. We have |

heard bitter complaints of the mischief
done by illicit traders of one kind and
another along the coast. It would,we be-
lieve, pay the government to have a ves-
sel on the coast to put down smuggling.
Legitimate trade would be benefited by
the energy and the vigilance of a pre-
ventive service.

We could make ocut no houses at all,
but he told us the town lay in the mid-
dle of tho forest and added some curious
particulars as how, lying on flat ground
and within easy access of the ses, it
could not exist at all but for the suffer-
ance of the Spaniards on one side and
of the Barbary pirates on the other;
how both for their own convenience re-
spected it as neutral ground on which
each could exchange his merchandise
without let or hindrance from the other;
how the sort of sanctuary thus provided
was never violated either by Algerine
or Spaniard, but each was free to come
and go as he pleased, etc., and this did
somewhat reassure us, though we had
all been more content to see our destina-
tion on the crest of a high hill.

From this point we came in less than
half an hour to Abade, a small village,
but very bustling, for here the cart road

“What!” he cries. “You knew all this
two months ago?”’

from Alicante ends, all transport of
commodities betwixt this and Elche be-
ing done on mules. So here there was
great commotion of carriers setting
down and taking up merchandise and
the way choked with carts and mules
and a very babel of tongues, there being
Moors here as well as Spaniards, and all
shouting their loudest to be the better
understood of each other. These were
the first Moors we had seen, but they
did not encourage us with great hopes
of more intimate acquaintance, wearing
nothing but a kind of long, ragged shirt
to thcir heels, with a hood for their
heads in place of a hat and all mighty
foul with grease and dirt.

Being astir betimes the next morning,
we reached Elche before midday, and
liere we seemed to be in another world,
for this region is no more like Spain
than Spain is like our own country.
Entering the forest, we found ourselves
encompassed on all sides by prodigious
high palm trees, which hitherto we had
seen only singly here and there culti-
vated as curiosities. And noble trees
they are, standing 80 to 100 feet high,
with never a branch, but only a great
spreading crown of leaves, with strings
of dates hanging down from their midst.

Beneath in marshy places grew sugar
canes as high as any bagstock, and else-
where were patches of rice, which grows
like corn with us, but thrives well in
the shade, curiously watered by artificial
streams of water. And for hedges to
their property these Moors have agaves,
with great spiky leaves which no man
can penetrate, and other strange plants,
whereof I will mention only one they
call the fig of Barbary, which is no fig
at all, but a plant having large, fleshy
leaves growing one out of the other,
with fruit and flower sprouting out of
the edges, and all monstrous prickly. To
garnish and beautify this formidable
defense nature had cast over all a net-
work of creeping herbs with most ex-
traordinary flowers, delightful both to
see and smell, but why so prickly no
man can say.

‘‘Surely this must be paradise,’’ cries
Moll, staying to look around her.

And we were of the same thinking un-
til we came to the town, which, as I
have said, lies in the midst of this for-
est, and then all our hopes and expecta-
tions were dashed to the ground, for we
had looked to find a city in keeping
with these surroundings—of fairy pal-
aces and stately mansions. In place
whereof was naught but a wilderness of
mean, low, squalid houses, with me-
andering, ill paved alleys, and all past
everything for unsavory smells—heaps
of refuse lying before every door, stark
naked brats of children screaming every-
where and a pack of famished dogs
snapping at our heels.

Don Sanchez leads the way, we fol-
lowing, with rueful looks cne at the
other, till we reach the market place,
and there he takes us into a house of
entertainment, where a dozen Moors are
squatting on their hannches in groups
about sundry bowls of a smoking mess
called cuscusson, which is a kind of
paste with a little butter in it and a
store of spices. Their manner of eating
it is simple enough. Each man dips his
hand in the pot, takes out a handful and
dances it about till it is fashioned into
a ball, and then he eats it with all the
gusto in the world.

For our repast we were served with a
joint of roast mutton, and this being
cut up we had to take up in our hands
and eat like any savages, their religion

denying these Moors anything but the '

bare necessities of life. Also their law
forbids the drinking of wine, which did
most upset Jack Dawson, he having for
drink with his meat nothing but the
choice of water and sour milk, but which
he liked least I know not, for he wounld
touch neither, saying he would rather
go dry any day than be poisoned with
such liquor.

While we were at our meal a good
many Moors came in to stare at us, as
at a raree show, and especially at Mol],
whose bright clothes and loose hair ex-
cited their curiosity, for their women do
rarely go abroad, except they be old,
and wear only long, dirty white robes,
muflling the lower part of their faces.

None of them smiled, and it is noticea-
ble that these people, like our own don,
do never laugh, taking such demonstra-
tion as a sign of weak understanding
and foolishness, but watching all our
actions very intently. And presently an
old Moor, with a white beard and more
cleanly dressed than the rest, pushing
the crowd aside to see what was for-
ward, recognized Don Sanchez, who at
once rose to his feet, we, not to be be-
hind him in good manners, rising also.

‘“May Babar?’’ says the old Moor,
and repeating this phrase thrice, which
is a sure sign of hearty welcome, he
claps the don’s hand without shaking it
and lays his own upon his breast, the
don doing likewise. Then Don Sanchez,
introducing us as we understood by his
gestures, the old Moor bends his head
gravely, putting his right hand first to
his heart, next to his forehead and then
kissing the two foremost fingers laid
across his lips, we replying as best we
could with a bowing and scraping.
These formalities concluded, the don
and the old Moor walk apart, and we
squat down again to our mutton bones.

After a lengthy discussion the old
Moor goes, and Don Sanchez, having
paid the reckoning, leads us out of the
town by many crooked alleys and cross
passages, he speaking never a word and
we asking no questions, but marveling
exceedingly what is to happen next.
And following a wall overhung by great
palms we turn a corner and find there
our old Moor standing beside an open
door with a key in his hand. The old
Moor gives the key into Don Sanchez’s
hand, and with a very formal salutation
leaves us. {

Then, following the don through the’
doorway, we find ourselves in a spacious
garden, but quite wild for neglect, ﬂow-j
er and weed and fruit all mingling
madly together, but very beautiful to!
my eye nevertheless for the abundance’
of color, the richness of the vegetables
and the graceful forms of the adjacent
palms. )

A house stood in the midst of this
wilderness, and thither Don Sanchez
picked his way, we at his heels still too
amazed to speak. Beside the house was
a well, with a little wall about it, and
seating. himself on this Don Sanchez
opens his lips for the first time.

“My friend, Sidi ben Ahmed, has
offered me the use of this place as long
as we choose to stay here,’’ says he.
““Go look in the house and tell me if
you care to live in it for a year.”

The month of February in a leap year
has some peculiarities of which not many
people are aware.

February will have five Saturdays again
in 1908, twelve years from now, because
at the turn of the century there comes
a break in the twenty-eight year period,
which is reduced to twelve years.
Twenty-eight years later, in 1936, we
will again have five Saturdays in the
month of February. The same rule
holds good for every day in the week,
eachrecurring five times in the leap year
month of February every twenty-eight
years, with the exception of Monday
and Wednesday. During the last 200-
years these two days have come five
times in February at one interval of
twelve years, while the rest of the days
have been forty rs apart once during
the same period of 200 years.—Ex.
