of Cornell om the Political
_situation in Canada.

Irmaca, N. Y,, Dec: 18.—Prof. J. G.
Schurman of Copnell University, whois a
Canadian, spoke here ‘to-night on the poli-
tical situation in Canada. He beld that
Canada had been growing into an indepen-
dent nation since 1840, especially since the
Confederation , in- 1867. Since 1880 Can-
ada’s semi - continental inter - oceanic
territory had greatly fostered  the
sentiment. However, there were influences

. that might work for annexation- Taxation,
eral and local was about as ‘high
in Canada as in the United States,
being in Nova Scotis $9.45 per capita as
sgainst $11.25in Vermont, but the Ver-
monters’ burden would be lessened by §2
before 1900 by the payment of the debt.

I heard
grumbling both in France and England
about the *‘ profitless ” prices of the day,
and saw much evidence that prices are
already nearly or quite as low as the Euro-
pean producer can comfortably live upon.

Imay again quote Prof. Robertson, than
whom there is no better authority on this
subject, on the future prices of cheese :
** The prospect for high prices in cheese in
years to come is not very bright.  Perhaps
an average 'of eight cents per Ib. may be all
we can expect. At any rate, oar farmers
should try to produce milk cheap enough to
be able to sell at that priceat a profit. We
can produce cheese at as low a cost as any
country; aud if severe competition comes
we will not be the first forced out of the
markets.”

To sum dp the matter; we may be hope-
ful of a possible foreign market; but to suc-
ceed in the competition ahead of us, and to
find such a market a profitable one, it will
be necessary for us, besides learning to make
a superior quality of product, to study the
science of cheap production,
