TROUBLES IN THE SHOE TRADE.

still No Satisfactory Arrangement Has
Besn KEffected,

The shoemakers of the city are discon-
tented, for the high union wages are not
what they seem, Gradually the Lower
Province and the eastern counties are tak-
ing away the manufacturing vrade in shoes
from Torooto, Hamilton and the west.
And the only reason that can be assigned
is that the men in the east' work ata
cheaper rate of wages per hour and longer
time per dn{). For the last 10 years the
trade has been going back gradually in
Toronto. gSome six or seven vyears ago
there was 'ull s gond manufucturing tradé
done here.  But times have changed when
such a large firm as that ot J. D. King,
which then manufactared 4000 or 5000 pairs
per week, now turns out about 1200 in the
same time.

Now here is just where the Shoemakers’
Union find themselves troubled.

They have succeeded in keeping the rate
of wages up and the length.of bours down,
but they have at the same tims, the manu-
facturers clsim, placed the latter in such a
condition that they are not able to compete
with their eastern competitors, The conse-
quence is that the trade bas deslined, men
have had to be dismissedand even old hands
have had to be placed on short time. To,
ronto, instead of being o great - manufactur-
ing centre for shoes, has become simply &
distributing ecentre, and Montreal firms
have their agents established here and are
able to undersell the home firms, In Ham-
ilton, the city ot boots and shoes, the same
thing has happened. The firm of Mac-
Pherson & Co, hss practically stopped
menufacturing becsuse they capnot pay
union wages snd make a liviog profit at the
same time,

Several times has Mr. Kiog had confer-
ences with his men snd explaioed the sit-
ustion to them. Bome time ago he sent an
agent to Montreal to investigate the prices
paid to the men in the shoe shops there,
At Mr. King’s suggestion the men in his
employ here sent s delegate along with the
agent of the firm, The two ;men brought
back word that the cost of production in
Montreal was from 25 to 35 per cent. less
than in Toronto. ¢

Conferences are being held very frequont-
ly, . but these result in leavin
the matter just where it was. An
in the meantime the manufasturing shoe
trade of the city is rapidly becoming s thing
of the past. Yesterday a deputation of the
Shoemakers’ Union waited on Mr. Kingand
among other things asked that the firm
bire no man escept through the union and
that he be paid .only such wages aos the
union . consider he was worth. This pro-
position Mr, King refused as being contrary
to the true ‘piinciples of business. BMr.
King states that he and bis men are on gond
terms, but even were it not so he would
bave no fear of a strike, In case such an
event were to take place he could easily
supply all his customers with goods manu-
faciured by the other house owned by the
firm in Quebec, - He stated, moreover, that
the Toronio house was becoming every
day more and more simply & distributivg
point, . i -
