DONALD 0. CAMERON
IS called by DEATH

Prominent G.TJL Engineer and Active 
Church Worker o! Allandale. 

Funeral at Watford.
(Toronto Globe.)

Barrie, March 9.—Donald Ç. Cameron, 
one of the most prominent locomotive 
engineers in Canada, died at 12.40 this 
morning at his home in Allandale. Death 
resulted from arterial sclerosis, after an 
illness of three weeks. He was sixty-two 
years of age. Mrs. Cameron survives. 
There are no children.

Nearly thirty years ago,Mr. Cameron 
came here from Point Edward, and had 
resided in this town since that time. 
For twenty-five years he was a member 
of the Grievance Committee of the Bro­
therhood of Locpmotive Engineers, and 
for the greater part of that time had 
been Chairman, representing the men in 
all the negotiations^ with the Grand 
Trunk Railway management for years. 
À man of the highest integrity and excep­
tionally good judgment, hi* opinion car­
ried very great weight with the manage­
ment, and the amicable relationship 
that have existed between the manage­
ment and the engineers for years may be 
attributed in a large degree to his wise 
counsel and to his courteous and moder­
ate yet firm presentation of the demands 
of the men from time to time. A few 
months ago the euginemen showed their 
appreciation of Mr. Cameron’s services 
by presenting him with a purse of gold 
and a silver tea service for Mrs. Cameron.

Not only by the men *but by the 
officials also Mr. Cameroh was held in 
very high regard for the last eighteen 
months. He had not been doing the 
regular work of an engineer, having 
been appointed to a position on the staff 
as instructor in rules.

Mr. Cameron was a leading worker in 
the Essa Street Presbyterian Church, 
holding the positions of Church Treas­
urer, Clerk of Session and Sunday School 
Superintendent. His body will be taken 
on Wednesday morning from Allandale 
to Watford, where it will be interred.

THE FUNERAL

The remains arrived in Watford by 
special funeral car attached to the 2.45 
p.m. train Wednesday, accompanied by a 
large number of members of the Brother­
hood of Locomotive Engineers aud other 
friends. The cortege was formed at the 
station, headed by the local Oddfellows, 
the deceased being a prominent member 
of that Order, and while passing through 
the town all business places were closed. 
It was one of the largest ever seen here 
and showed the esteem in which de­
ceased was held by those who were 
intimately acquainted with him. Fully 
one hundred people from a distance were 
present and every division of the G.T.R., 
from Chicago to Montreal was repre­
sented.

Arriving at the Presbyterian church an 
impressive service was held, conducted 
by the pastor, Rev. J. C. Forster, and 
Rev. J. Ross, of the Wyoming Presby­
terian church, who : was intimately ac­
quainted with the deceased and his work 
in the church.

Interment was made in the old Presby­
terian cemetery, 4th line. At the grave 
the Oddfellows read tlfeir beautiful burial 
service and performed the last sad rites 
to a departed brother.

The floral offerings were numerous and 
very handsome.

Time-Honored Question Being 
bated By Paris Artists.

Just at present Paris is deeply in­
terested over a delicate problem which 
several famous aesthetes are trying to 
solve. The question—as old as time 
itself but an ever absorbing topic for 
comment—isv “what is woman’s hour 
of beauty and at what age is she most 
charming and most irresistible?”

Henri Harpignies, the famous land­
scape painter, gives his opinion that 
woman’s period of greatest charm is 
between the ages of 16 and 20. He 
says : ,

“The goverejgnity of human beauty 
is in pure and limpid perfection when 
it has not suffered the least injury 
from time, care, grief, or illness. It 
is only the things of nature which 
have their beauty accentuated by the 
passage of years.

“A very young man (M Harpignies 
recently celebrated his 93d birthday) 
is as yet unable to appreciate the ad­
mirable and unique qualities of youth, 
and i'i allured by the artificial and 
questionable beauty of the more ma­
ture woman, and is attracted by what 
is called the charm of experience. It 
is only later that he learns the differ­
ence between the sham and the real.

“Woman’s hour of beauty is not in 
artificial light, but in the full power 
of the sun.”

Antonio de Lagandara, the well- 
known portrait painter, declares that 
he finds it impossible to fix the age 
of the most charmig women, saying:

“Their period of beauty ranges from 
18 to 40 and even later. Quite young 
women are most beautiful in the morn­
ing, during which there- seems to be 
an understanding between them and 
the atmosphere, which gives them the 
adorable appearance of flowers and 
fruit, sprinkled with dew.

“But the hour of beauty for women 
less young is the evening, under the 
glittering, lights which accord better 
with charms less tender and better 
made to support the admirable but 
dangerous complication of jewels and 
intelligent articles which add what 
may be called literary beauty to the 
plastic one.

“The third hour of beauty is at dusk 
—the exquisite and consoling moment 
of illusion.”

Says the sculptor, Albert Barthol- 
ome. “no expression of beauty touches 
me if not illumined by the reflection 
of goodness, and I believe that it will 
be found in women easiest when they 
are young—between 18 and 25—when 
they still retain their illusions, and 
before this reflection is abolished by 
th >. evil influence of men and things.”

“As an artist,” says Ferdinand 
Humbert, director of the Academy of 
Beaux-Arts, “I believe, with Bar- 
tholome, that the most beautiful time 
of womanhood is from 18 to 25—the 
form. But as a man I find that woman 
is never more seductive, more appeal- 
in be she plain or lovely, than from 
30 to 35. Intelligence, experience, tact 
and a divine sympathy for the sorTowa 
and sins'of the world add to whatever 
of natural charm she may have and 
the result is, to me, at any rate, s 
perfect woman.”

It has bee® 
noticed in the course of the argument 
that the older the expert the youngel 
the age which he declares his ideal 
The artist of 70, for instance, sees love­
liness only in the girl of 20 or 25j

Air Pressure.

As this atmospheric pres­
sure most be overcome by the steam 
pressure 1 2fore any work can be done, 
it is evident that at the diminished 
air pressure of high altitudes more 
work can be obtained! from a given 
pressure of steam than at the sea level, 
or, in other words, an equally effective 
pressure of steam can be obtained with 
the expenditure of less fuel. The dif­
ference, however, is not great enough 
to Be of any practical importance.

HEN COMFORT FOR HEN PROFIT.
,Zero' cold storage was never meant 

for live chickens, though some keep 
them that way all winter and wonder 
at the few eggs iyid cuss at the big 
feed bills. The colder the house the 
higher the feed bill is a fact forgotten 
by advocated of the extreme open front 

■ for northern climes.
We have seen fanciers fairly shovel 

feed into their hens in winter and re­
ceive few eggs in return, for the bens 
were converting the £ood intended for 
eggs into fat for fuel to burn to keep 
from freezing to death.

A hen lays up nothing for a rainy day, 
Dut if she has the chance like bruin 
she will lay on fat for the wintry day.

Thus as cold weather approaches 
her appetite increases and naturally 
craves those foods like corn that quick­
ly turn to fat, and this is why_ we of­
ten find hens bog fat at the beginning 
of winter and unfit to lay those top- 
notch winter eggs.

The practical poultry man considers 
all this. He knows a healthy produc­
tive hen must have a certain propor­
tion of fat and he tries to keep them 
at that normal point by feeding the 
right proportion of carbohydrates and 
protein. At the same time he so ar­
ranges his poultry quarters that he 
2onserves the hens’ body heat at night 
and keeps them exercising in comfort 
in the day so that the blood circulation 
keeps them warm and healthy.

The first map of the Dominion of 
Canada showing Ungava as a part of 
the province of Quebec, was hung in 
the Government offices on Friday. 
In the old map Ontario ranked as 
the largest nrovince, but now it 
comes second to Quebec. By the 
annexation of Ungava the Province 
of Quebec gained seaboards on Hud­
son Bay, Hudson Strait and Ungava 
Bay. Ontario, although it absorbed 
the District of Patricia, is now far 
behind Quebec in the matter of land. 
The Province of Quebec at the pres­
ent time totals 706,834 square miles, 
comprising 445,078,682 acres of land 
and 7,296,158 acres of lake, while 
the Province of Ontario square mile­
age is 407,262, made up. of 234,555,- 
240 acres of land and 26,203,444 of 
lake—leaving Quebec 299,572 square 
miles to the,good over its sister pro­
vince.

R. J. McCormick, M.P.P., on the 
Liquor Question.

R. J. McCormick, member of the Ligis- 
lature for East Lambton, took part in the 
debate on the liquor question in the 
House last week. The Globe reports 
him as follows : —

Mr. R. J. McCormick (East Lambton) 
said he thought the time had come when 
the Province should make advance in 
the direction of temperance reform as 
well as in other directions. The very 
progress made by local option in recent 
years was the strongest indication of the 
need for more advanced temperance leg­
islation. It was no argument to say that 
the late government had not done enough 
for temperance ; for his own part he 
would admit it. But it was surprising to 
see the position taken by the hon. mem­
ber for West Lambton (Mr. Hanna) in 
view of the recent local option contest in 
Sarnia Coincident with the demand for 
the abolition of the bar there had come a 
call from all over the Province tor men 
who would support the cause of temper­
ance and carry its advocacy from day to 
day into the councils of the nation.

Mr, McCormick repudiated a state­
ment published in The London Free 
Press, that the Liberal party would have 
to dispense with its present leader. 
"Wliat has The Free Press to do with 
Mr. Rowell?” he declared amid applause, 
‘‘We are proud of Mr. Rowell. He be­
lieves he is right and has the courage to 
stand for his convictions.”

Tticre will be 
a grating sound of loose, moving jock, 
the overhanging ledge will cave in, 
and one may soar, edelweiss in hand, 
into the void below. There will be 
three lines in the newspapers about 
it, and a earaVan 'of .expert guides will 
find the body.

"Sitting down in avalanche paths 
is sometimes effective. A friend of 
mine, dispensing with guides, climbed 
up above Pierre Pointue on the route 
up Mont Blanc, and deliberately sat 
down quietly to lunch in a gully 
where avalanches come down off the 
Aiguille du Midi every 15 minutes. 
Suddenly the air was filled with sing, 
ing. flying stones and ice, the velocity 
making the smaller stones invisible.
