On Friday afternoon last, at the 
public school, the prizes won by" the 
children competing at the recent 
school fair held under the auspices of 
the Women’s Institute were paid to 
ihe winners. Six of the ladies of the 
Institute were present for the dis­
tribution, also the local Presbyterian, 
Methodist and .Cong’l ministers.

The answer of the Owen Sound Ad­
vertiser is: “Just a question of 
comparative values. Now they eat 
two dollars’ worth for fifty cents. 
And feel, of course, that they’re help­
ing just twice as much.”

The Act respecting dog tax and 
sheep protection which cdfiies into 
effect on April 1st next, makes it 
compulsory for all owners of dogs to 
procure numbered tags, to be sup­
plied by the council, and for killing 
dogs without tags. The minimum 
penalty for not procuring a tag is 
$10. County councils are authoriz­
ed to pass bylaws requiring all dog 
tax and license fees collected after 
1920 to be paid to the county treas­
urer and form a sheep protection 
fund, all claims to be paid by the 
county, for which purpose valuers 
are to be appointed. Sheep are cer­
tainly of more value to any com­
munity than dogs and should be pro­
tected.

The credit of naming the city of 
Sarnia is given to Sir John Colborne, 
first Baron Seaton, who was appoint- 
ed governor of Upper Canada in 
18-8. In 1821' Colborne was ap­
pointed governor of Guernsey, one 
of the Channel Islands, the Roman 
name of which was Sarnia, c The 
same year what are now the town­
ships of Moore and Sarnia were 
named by Sir John Colborne “Sar­
nia from the Homan name of Guern­
sey and “Moore” after his lamented 
ehief, Sir John Moore. At a meeting
lS9«henre!ldDnt5 *!?Id January 4th, 
1836, Capt. R. E. Vidal, R.N., in the
chair the name of “Port Sarnia” 
was formally adopted. There were 
then 44 inhabitants. They were div-

Glasgow when Sir John Colborne 
suggested Port Sarnia.” Prior to 
that time what is now the city of 
Sarnia was known as “The Rapids.”

The Seed Branch 
Itself encourages seed crop competi­
tions and seed fairs, tests seeds for 
farmers and merchants, inspects 
seeds on sale, and has, through the 
Canadian Seed Purchasing Commis­
sion. ensured supplies of dependable 
seed wheat during recent years.

Monument to Men’s Folly.
"The run of sockeye salmon in the 

Fraser river, once the greatest sal­
mon river in the world, no longer can 
be called great,” declared J. T. Bab­
cock, Assistant Commissioner of 
Fisheries for British Columbia, in 
addressing the Canadian Fisheries 
Convention in Vancouver. “The 
Fraser is fished ont,” he said, "and 
this condition is a monumental re­
cord of man’s folly and greed.”

The only redeeming feature is that 
it is not too late to take steps to 
restore the Fraser to its former 
greatness, he added.

rp HB visitor was ushered into the 
little living-roonh Through a 

back window one glimpsed three 
children busy over mud pies.
The last time the visitor had seen 
the young mother and her husband 
had been at the Muskoka Free 
Hospital for Consumptives.
Some rflonths previous to that both 
had develuued tuberculosis. Future 
health—life, indeed—depended on 
prompt measures. Yet, if the hus­
band stopped earning, how could 
they 1,1 ve. Their despair had been 
tragic. In just such cases the 
"Muskoka Free" fulfils its mission. 
Husband and wife were sent there 
and given every care. Grand­
mother, with financial help from 
the Samaritan Club, kept the chil­
dren^ To-day, they are home again,

“We went just in time,” said the 
younfe- wife, gratefully, a tender 
light in her eyes as she glanced at 
the little mud-pie cooks.

Food Plentiful In Canada, Scarce In 
Europe—Needs of the Children.
The development of the dairy in- 

djpstrv of Canada during the past two 
decades has been surprisingly rapid. 
Quick to realize the profits to be de­

prived from milk production and the 
great value of dairying in conserving 
the fertility of the soil, the Canadian 
farmer has not hesitated to increase 
his investments in dairy cattle. The 
industry expanded during the five 
years of world war. Canada, being 
distant from the theatres of war, 
although handicapped by the drafting 
into military service of half a mil­
lion of her most vigorous manhood, 
was able to continue the development 
of many of her important industries, 
particularly agriculture.

It was not so in Europe. There the 
fiery blast of war, which left profits 
in some parts of the world, almost 
extinguished not only industry but 
national life itself in other. The drain 
upon manhood was so great that now 
In hundreds of thousands of families 
no adult males remain. Europe more­
over is filled with orphan children 
whose prospect of life is marred by 
the lack of all that is necessary to 
bodily and mental growth. In most 
cases tb£ earning power and conse­
quently the purchasing power of 
their families is utterly destroyed.

I Turning again to Canada we find 
there a surplus production of the 
commodities that are so badly needed 
in Europe. Condensed milk for in­
stance is a commodity that is a prime 
necessity for the children of the poor 
communities of Europe but the na­
tions to which they belong have no 
means of purchasing it for them. 
The Canadian Red Cross is going to 
endeavor to supply part of their needs

Organizer for League of Red Cio—- 
Societies Telle of Need of 

Europe’s Orphans.
"While we at home are intent o». 

Industrial expansion and a place lir. 
the sun, Europe in its war-weakened! 
condition is fighting for its very 
existence,” said Donald W. Brown, 
director of the department of organi­
zation in the League of Red Ctosf 
Societies of the World, which has its-» 
headquarters at Geneva, Switzerland. 
He visited Toronto to learn the peace 
program of the Canadian Red Croew- 
Society and to establish closer contaqt- 
between it and the league.

Millions of War Orphans.
Having Just arrived from Europe. 

Mr. Brown was able to give the Cana­
dian Red Cross some first hand In­
formation concerning the people oT 
Europe. He called attention particu­
larly to the condition of the children, 
so many of whom are now orphans. 
While the exact number who have- 
lost one or both parents during the- 
war cannot be determined, the most 
conservative estimate places the num­
ber at over ten millions. This num­
ber seems quite consistent with the- 
heavy war casualties among so many 
nations.

• Dependent Upon Charity.
The condition of .these children 1» 

in most cases very pitiable. Many of" 
them have no homes and they are- 
dependent upon whoever may be 
charitable and kind enough to hein» 
them. But there are few who ajrtt 
able to give such help for the mails 
of the people of Russia, Poland, part* 
of Roumania, Czecho-Slovakia 
other countries are so poor that the 
have not necessaries for themselvei 
Consequently in the great area 
tween the Baltic, the Black and 
Adriatic Seas, there are millions 
children who face the next few yearp, 
and particularly the coming winter, 
without hope of proper care unless 
outside assistance is given them. 

Disease Prevalent,
In addition to the unhappy con­

dition of the children the adult popu­
lations are in the direst of misery oa 
account of disease. Suffering has been 
accentuated by lack of food and 
clothing, nursing and medical atten­
tion, and tuberculosis, smallpox^ 
typhus and dysentery are continuing: 
unchecked.

Typhus which has so often proved 
a scourge and menace to the human 
race is again prevalent, and unless 
checked will most likely extend itn 
ravages to an alarming degree.

British Empire Appeal.
For these urge t reasons, Mr. 

Brown said, the League of Red Cross. 
Societies has made an earnest appeal 
to the people of the British Empire 
and he was glad to hear that the 
cause of the suffering children was- 
being taken up in Canada. He had 
learned that an appeal on behalf of 
Ihe British Empire Fund would bo- 
made: in Canada by the Canadian Red. 
Cross during Armistice week and 
wished for it every success.

Typhus In Canada.

In its earlier days Canada suffered 
from the ravages of a disease then 
known as "spotted fever" but now 
(mown generally by the name of 
typhus. It is a disease that spreads- 
rapidly and is very destructive of 
human life. In the years 1846-47 
it was brought to Canada by 
immigrants and caused great loss of 
life. It is only by taking urgent 
measures to stamp it out in the cen­
tres where it is now raging that it

DISTRESS IN EUROPE
British Empire Effort to Help 

Smaller Nations.
Red Cross to Organise 

Appeal on Behalf of Orphans— 
OaU to Be Made In Armistice 
Week.

An urgent appeal for aid to com­
bat tpe widespread disease and dis­
tress in the war-stricken areas In 
Europe has been made by the League 
of Red Cross Societies to the nations 
which have suffered least from the 
war. In response-a War Relief Fund 
has been undertaken In Great Britain 
with an Empire-wide appeal for con­
tributions. The Fund Is under the 
Immediate patronage of His Majesty 
the King and has the support of all 
parts of the Empire.

His Excellency, the Governor-Gen­
eral of Ohnada, having received com­
munications from London upon this 
matter, consulted the Prime Minister, 
and with his approval referred the 
question to the Canadian Red Cross 
Society, and it was arranged for an 
appeal to be made In Canada during 
Armistice week in November. The 
Fund will be known ss “The British 
Empire War Relief Fund."

No strbftger call could be made to 

humbnity than that of suffering chil­
dren. and on their behalf particular!* 
the Canadian Red Cross will appeal 
throughout Canada during Armistice 
week. Each provincial division of the 
Red Cross will have charge of the 
arrangements in Its own province, 
ana all Red Cross workers should put 
themselves Into touch immediately 
with their local branch or with the 
Headquarters of the Provincial Divi­
sion if no local branch Is organised,

WOULD GUARD BURIED CITIES

The Canadian Red Cross Society 
accepted the task of making this ap­
peal known throughout Canada only 
In view of the relentless circum­
stances and the humane desire to 
help to alleviate the terrible suffering 
of a large number of peoples. The 
reasons are numerous and com­
pelling. Large populations are suf­
fering from distress and disease. Mil­
lions of innocent children are among 
them. Even In time ol peace great 
numbers of their people lived close 
to the bread line. The war drained 
them of all their surplus resources.

Through the years of strife they 
were denied all but the barest neces­
sities, and their condition now le 
pitiful Indeed. History has reheated 
itself. The diseases which took such 
fearful toll of human life after the 
Thirty Years' War, the Seven Years' 
War (1757-66), and the Napoleonic 
Wars are again widespread, and now 
there are millions of people in 
Galicia, Poland, Jugo-JHavia and Rou­
manie who, in addition to being pov­
erty stricken, are in the direst misery 
and despair on account of disease. 
In some twelve countries, most of 
which were either our Allies or 
friendly to the Allied cause, modern 
civilisation is faced with the inevit­
able consequences of a great war 
through partial famine and pesti­
lence.

A Previous Epidemic.
That the epidemic is now one of 

alarming proportions and terrible in 
its effect may be noted from the fol­
lowing quotation from "The Times":

"At present the worst results of 
typhus are confined to Galicia, where 
the schools are closed, business Is at 
a standstill, and civic life Is crippled. 
The whole community is faced with 
starvation, whilst the absence of 
clothing and drugs makes it Impos­
sible for the authorities to make any 
headway against the epidemic. Here 
we have a country into which the 
Idea of modern sanitation has never 
penetrated; for the most part there 
Is no water supply In the smaller 
towns and villages save wells, whilst 
the work of sewers is done by open 
gullies running through the streets. 
There are no doctors, no nurses, and 
no beds, and the miserable typhus- 
stricken patients lie unattended on 
the bare floor. Throughput the rural 
districts whole families exist in 
miserable one-roomed huts, their 
diet consisting of starvation rations 
of potatoes and beet, both bread and 
meat being luxuries rarely seen. In 
almost every hut there are several 
cases of typhus and In many Instances 
whole families are stricken with the 
disease, and are perforce left to die 
unattended."

Many Countries Are Suffering.
What is said of Galicia is true of 

other, Countries of Europe, such as 
Esthonia, Lithuania, LatWia, huge 
territories of the Ukraine, Soviet Rus­
sia, Jugo-Slavla and Czecho-Slovakia. 
Nor is typhus the only affliction. 
Tuberculosis, smallpox, dysentery and 
relapsing fever are also ravaging 
large areas.

Lack of Medical Aid.
These terrible conditions have been 

called- to the attention of the people 
of the British Empire in a statement 
by the Right Hon. Arthur J. Balfour, 
who, speaking for the Council of the 
League of Nations, says:

"Men, women and children are dy­
ing by thousands, and over Vast and 
civilizad areas there are neither 
medical appliances nor medical skill 
sufficient to cope with the horrors by 
which we are faced. Governments 
have in certain cases done all in their 
Ppwer to bring relief, but there re­
mains a vast field for charitable 
enterprise which can be dealt with 
only by voluntary effort."

Eleven Million Orphans.

Archeologist Believes Important Dl*. 
cover!es Are Certain to Be Made J 

in the Holy Land.

A great opportunity offers In Pales­
tine. Prof. Flinders Petrie, the emi­
nent archeologist, has appealed, In a 
little book on eastern exploration, to 
the British people to take immediate 
steps for the preservation of all his­
toric sites and buildings which have 
fallen to Britain through General Al- 
lenby’s conquest of Palestine. He says 
that the buried cities and ruined mon­
uments of the holy land (“Palestine is 
full’’ of them) must at all costs be 
guarded with reverence. Professor 
Petrie is especially anxious concerning 
the holy city, and urges that building 
on the old sites sacred to three relig­
ions should be forbidden. Modern scien­
tific sanitation is against piling more 
buildings on these ruins. There Is a 
clean and sanitary alternative ; extend 
a suburb down the valley of Rephaim 
to the southwest, where the railway is, 
or to a better site two miles northwest 
In the valley running down from 
Ramah. The present city has “bad wa­
ter and bad access;” It ought to be 
kept for its historical value, and mod­
ern life ought to be removed to suit­
able healthy ground. Professor Petris' 
believes that with careful research, dis­
coveries will be made of importance. 
The documents of early Palestine were 
day tablets which cun only be destroy­
ed by crushing. Clay documents of 
David’s or .Solomon's reign or of the 
judges may be found.”

Dress In Jugo-Slavla.
The National dress of the women of 

.Tugo-Slavia is very beautiful, and they' 
wear It every day, a custom now all 
too rare in Europe. Over the long, 
white skirt, of a hand-made linen, 
plaited like the Greek, they wear a 
brilliantly embroidered apron. The 
blouses, of the same material as the 
skirt, have long clumsy sleeves, a high 
collar, lmng and dangling with beads: 
of gold, silver or coin. From the neck 
to the narrow waistline, like the' 
breastplate of the men, are two pieces 
of meticulous embroidery—these, with 
white veils on their heads, flowers In 
their hair, worsted stockings, and yen 
have the peasant women from the 
mountains. They stand together with 
baskets of fruit in the sun of the lit­
tle squares.

The three societies winning the 
pennants for the largest delegation 
were Egerton street, Adelaide street 
and Wortley Road, all of London. 
The Strathroy society obtained sec­
ond place, but, through its president, 
Miss L. Strtham, stated that in view 
of the advantages in its favor, the 
visiting societies should have prefer­
ence.

The afternoon session began with 
a vigorous song service, followed by 
a model meeting, which was put on 
by the Adelaide street Society, Lon­
don. It was a missionary program, 
and six young ladies representing 
six great fields of missionary endeav­
or, —India, China, Bolivia, Africa, 
Japan and Korea, spoke.

Miss L. Pratt, of Petrolia, on fur- 
lpugh from India, gave a vivid ac­
count of missions in the Telugu 
country, a portion of India where 
Canadian Baptist missionaries labor. 
She stated that with the going into 
effect of a new law, whereby the 
Indians would have control of their 
educational work, Christian teachers 
would be needed lest Hindu beliefs 
should dominate the lives of the chil­
dren. There was also a great need 
for industrial workers at this time, 
and for more Christian pastors and 
doctors. The address made a fine 
young people their individual respon­
sibility, even though their realm of 
service might not be abroad.

A keenly contested debate on the 
subject, “Resolved, that the B.Y.P.U. 
is more important than the prayer 
meeting," proved a most interesting 
feature of the day. The affirmative 
v/as upheld by three members of the 
Arkdna society, and were apposed by 
three members from the Wortley 
Road society.

Rev. Robert White, of Brantford, 
a strong and sturdy Scotchman, gave 
an illuminating address in the even­
ing on the four elements required 
for holiness,_ viz : Will-power in union 
with the will of God; a conscience 
void of offence; a loving heart and a 
loving mind. Pointed illustrations 
were used in each case to enforce 
these truths. The address was listen­
ed to with close attention, and was 
most inspiring.

EAST LAMBTON TEACHERS’ 
INSTITUTE
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The East Lambton Teachers’ In­
stitute was held ir.the schoolroom of 
the Methodist Church, Petrolia, on 
Thursday and Friday, October 14th 
and 15th, with the president, Miss' 
M. Reid, of Watford, in the chair.

The following resident clergymen 
kindly took charge of the devotional 
exercises at the opening of the ses­
sions, Rev. Mr. Richardson, Rev. J. 
Yule, Rev. J. D. McCrae and Rev. 
Cannon Hill.

On Thursday, Miss A. B. Neville, 
Household Science Teacher of the 
London Normal School, gave two 
splendid addresses on “Food and 
Work in Ungraded Schools,” and 
“Correlation of Household Sciehce 
with the other Subjects of the School 
Curriculum.” The speaker pointed 
out that Household Science is closely 
related to the other subjects—arith­
metic, composition, art and especially 
hygiene ; and as mental ability de­
pends so much upon physical fitness, 
every child should have some idea of 
the relative food values of the com­
moner foods and that the hot lunch 
should receive more attention inevèry 
rural school.

Miss Reid,instead of delivering the 
usual President's address, dealt with 
the Federation of Women Teachers. 
The main object of the Federation is 
to raise the professional status of 
the female teachers and in order to 
be most effective, 100 per cent, mem­
bership is necessary.

Miss F. Brown, in dealing with 
Primary Work, pointed out the im-rtance of pictures and story-telling 

the earlier stages. A variety of 
.seat-work, such as paper-cutting,

modelling and word building is nec­
essary to keep the little ones busy. 
The whole reader should be covered 
in spelling.

During recess period, Miss L, Cam­
eron, of Watford, favored the audi­
ence with a very pleasing solo.

Thursday evening the teachers 
were entertained at a social function 
in the Parish Hall of the Anglican 
church, and a very pleasant time was 
spent by all present. Vocal selec­
tions were rendered by Mrs. C.Jones, 
Miss J. Hoban arid Master Ned Mc- 
Robie; also addresses by Revs. Canon 
Hill, and Richardson and Messrs. J. 
E. Armstrong, M.P., and J. Taylor. 
Mr. McRobie delighted all with some 
splendid phonograph selections. After 
the program refreshments were ser­
ved.

Friday morning session opened 
with the report of the Nominating

In discussing the Institute Reading 
Course, Mr. McDougall suggested thé 
forming of Reading Clubs in connec­
tion with each branch library. Messrs. 
N. McDougall, D. Ewart and W. J. 

i Kelly were appointed to deal with the

re-distribution of the Institute books. '
As the financial report showed a 

deficit, the fee for 1920 was raised 
to 50 cents.

Mr. McDougall, in his remarks, was 
pleased to note the gratifying in­
crease in teachers’ salaries, due part­
ly to special conditions but for the 
most part to great industrial develop­
ment and democratic evolution. The 
nations of the world are being rapid­
ly drawn into closest competition, 
and in order to be a successful parti­
cipant, each must be well equipped 
educationally. In closing, he advised 
a careful oversight of all school 
grounds and premises. In order to 
insure systematic work, teachers 
should follow a carefully prepared 
timetable and not give too much 
time to individual work.

Mr. A. C. McPhail, in dealing with 
Entrance Literature, showed the 
need of improvement from the 1920 
answer papers. Correct oral expres­
sion and reading depends solely upon 
a child’s knowledge of the general 
meaning of the passage.

Mr. D. Ewart gave a splendid paper 
on 1st and 2nd Class Arithmetic. Ad­
dition and substraction facts should 
be taken together. Problems should 
be concise and practical; mental 
work should receive more stress and 
drill is the secret of success.

The delegates to the O.E.A Miss 
N. Harper and Miss (McGuire,’ gave 
very interesting reports of the 1920 
meeting.

On his retirement from the teach- 
nig profession, a unanimous vote of 
appreciation was tendered Mr. W H 
^hrapnell, of Watford, for his splen­
did services in connection with the 
East Lambton Teachers’ Institute.
