while weLare deliliorating upon the means btest adapted to pro-
mote the objects for which we arc associatcd, let us look to the
God of ail wisdonm to aid and direct us ini our delilîcrations, that
mnuehi profit mnay resuit therefrom to ourselves, and great good to
our fellow men.

Let us l'or à nmoment take a retrospective glance at the year
just brou,,ht to a close, ani ask ourselvos, as indîviduals, what
have we donc to atIvance the great and in, port .atw~ork of Total
Abstinenee, iii %vliI ive arc professedly engaged. Have we la-
hored for the reformation and consequont elevation of our fellow
men as becomes Sons of Temperance ? Ilave wc been endea-
voring i0 lca(1 back to a path of virtue and rectitude the deluded
wanderer? Ilave wcv mnanifcsted that intcrest in, and sympathy
for, the inebriate, whielh wo oughit to feel for our wcak, errin-,
41ellow -man? lave we, as individuals, put forth our band îIn
pity to save queh froin that ruin which inevitably awvaîts the un-
relaimc(l dru ukard? hIave we willingly contributcd of our
moans accordinr to our ability for the furtherance of this great
roformatory work ? WVho among us caii conscientiouisIy answer
in the affirmaative ? While we join band in band ani heart to
heart in this institution to meet a common foc with the 'ictorious
power of co>mbination, lot us ever bear in mdind that it is our in-
dividizal effort that we are to co)mbine, and ivithout this wc shall
mnost assuredly fail in oui' mission. But wlile we stand side by
side, and shoulder to shoulder, willing to mnake sacrifices for the
crommon gyood of' mankind, thon we shall most assurcdly sueeeed.
fLelyingr,' then, upon the grcatness and justice of our cause, let
us move steaclily forward until our purposes are accoînplished.

What, allow me to ask, can bc more important to our country's

*rsprty than our noble institution ? for ive know that a strict
a dherence to the principles of Total Abstinerrc by a community
brings peace, happiness, prospcrity, wealth and intelligence, an-d
produces a higher and more elevated tone of society. Tf this be
"Il (and 1 think none will denyi)hwmpratIrpe,
the proqperity of the great admighty Empire of whici Nova
Seotia formns an integrral part, is this noble institution of Sons of
'Temperance, foundcd, as it is, upon the strict principles of Total
Abstinence from ail that wilI intoxicate; and yet howv littie do
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bnen who govern the affairs of State regard the great principles
!of our glorious institution. But while we de plore the rerfe ct in-
differenco ivith whîch most men occupying lxigh and influential
positions in the nation look upon the work in whiehi we are en-
'gacd, it must be with very great pleasure and satisfaction that
we sce one here, and another there, arnong the great and influen-
tial, those occupying higli and emixient positions as statesmen,
breaking away from the degradino' anad deiôralizing customs and
fanhions of society, and standing fÏorth as moral hei-*oes, becominr
identified with the Teniperaùee reform, and exerting apowerful
influerice in favor of our pririciples, and whose example is worthy
of imitation by evex7 statesnan of Ènàland, however high the
position which lie may have the honor to occupy.

I may be excused for referring to one verZ pleasino' feature in
connection with the Temperance movement in this Irovince. 1
refer to, the interest 'which the clergy are manifesting in the
work. I believe that mny more clergymen have been initiated
into our Order durino' the past year tha-n ih any previous year
in the hist.orv of this Grand Division: and with such aid anu in-
fluence in fa'vor of our blessed work what rnay we not expeet te
accomplish ?

And there is another class of pcrsrs whose influence eithet
for or a«rainst the princi ples o? Total AL inence is, 1 think, very
generalf' admittedl to be as extensive as almost any other clans
ini Society, who atfr daily becoming iuteresteà in the reformatory
,work. 1 now refer t', the niedical profession. They, too, are
beoinning to feel it to be their duty to add example to precep4~
an~ many of theru have enrotlcd their naines amo-ng tic cham-
pions of Temperance in this Province during the past ycar.

Is it any wonder, then, that in the face of ail oppositilon froni
the focs of Total Abstinence, and the apparent indiffierence of
rnany o? its professed friends, 1 arn enabled at this time to report
that the Order in this Province is steadily and inevitably pro-
grcssiug?

It must, indecd, be gratifying to this Grand Division to, Iearn
that the mcmbership of the Order ini this Province is larger in
1865 than in any previous year, an.d that at no tinne dluring tle
last tcn years has the Order been in such a prosperous and
healthy condition as at tlic present; for han there, ini any one
year during that period, been a larger number of ncw Divisiong
institutcd and old ones resuscitatcd. As you will sec, by refer-
ring to the Journals o? the last ten years, this Grand Division
has expcrienced many seasons o? adversity as weli as prosperity.

This must ?ertainly be not only a source of gratification to the
uxiembers of this Grand Division,*but it inust afi'ord us very, great
encouragement to persevere, and prove au incer.tive to increasced
effort in this work of love, although we have to regret that
during the year several Divisions have ceased to work.e

Duringý the past year it lias been xny privi1ege to visit seven-
teen Divisions iu this jurisdiction, ail of whic h (with but one or
two exceptions) 1 have foiind to be in good working order and
in a healthy condition ; and 1 would beg, leave to express the
great pleasure Nwhich 1 have experieneed in my intere!oursi, with
the Brothers of these Divisions; and I would here also present
nly sincere thanks to the Brothers for the very ivarrn and cordial
reception which they have, on every occasion, tendered to me
ôu niy official visits among theni, and 1 trust that mututal profit
niay be the resuit. Z

1 would respectf'ully recommend evcry Division to procure a
copy of the Reviscd Constitution and Rules of tbc Order, and
have such copies fastened into the Recording Scribe's Book,
where they eau always be found when required for reference.
as I find many of the Brothers are not very familiar with the
laws and usages of our Order. If this plan was adopted, 1 think
it would prevent a great deal of unnecessary and injurious dis-
cussion ivhich nowv so frequently disturbs the harnxony of some
Divisions.

1 would also urge upon aIl the Divisions in this *turisdiction the
ilmportance of sending Representatives to this Grand Division7l
mspeially to the Anual Session, believing that it -would not

onIy add very inucli to, the interests of the sessions, but prove a
arcat advantage to the Subordinate Divisions and promote the
interests of the Order generally.

1 would again eali the attention of the Subordinate Divisions
tÉo the subjeet of Incorporation. 1 arn pleased to learu that quite
à number of Divisions lhave become iucorporated during the past
*yea .r, and I'hope*that inany others wilI adopt a simiilar course, as
ià will proteet them. from. the loss o? their funds or property of
any kind.

1 would also urgre up)on Subordinate Divisions the im portance
of holding at Jeast one public nmeeting in eachi quarter, belie-t ing
that it would tend,1 in a very large degree, to increase the inter-
est iu the Di-Visione and promote the work in which -we are en-
gagea.

It is wîth great satisfaction thiat I have to report ttat the la-
hors of P. G. W. P. Rev. A' exander McArthur, and D. G. W. P.
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R. M. Barratt have been attended with marked success. Bothi
ini the eastern ani western section-, of the Province where these
Brothers have Iabored, therp- have been large accessions to our
Order. New Divisions have been institutcd, and old ones have
been resuiscitateil, and new lifo and new vigor lias been O1ilfuscd
throughotit the Order generaly ; and we mnust feel that we are
very largely indebted to the efforts of these worthy Brothers for
the numerical position -whieh wî- occupy at this time, and 1 feel
that the thanks of this Grand Division are due to the Agreney
Coimiittee for the very efficient xnner in whichi they hiave dis-
eharged their duty. 1 would earnfistly reeommeud thîs depart-

manifested by many in the Order in reference to thîs paper is
eertainly unaccouintaUe, f'or while they iacknowledge its imiport-
ance as a medlium througrh whieh we are enabled to proinulgate
our principles, and eonstantly bring before the publie the claimis
of the Order, yet they do nothing îoivard its support, and even
dIo flot subseribe for one sing-le opy 1 wotuld earnestly present
thce daimns of thizi paper to the Order througihout the Province,
and solicit for it an increased and permanent support.

One eopy of this valuable paper. at least, shou id certainlv bc-
found in every faxnily wherc a Son of 'remperance, resides. 1
feel that we cannot too highly appreeiate thxe sueeessf'ul efforts of'
our worthy Grand Scribe to0 make the Abstainer interesting and
acceptable to the Order aenerally, and inay hie long continue- to
mnent the approbation wlich. is now so& generally and so fi'eely
ateçordled to him.

Tt affords me the highest; gratification to be able to, report a
large and healthy increase during the past year in a vcry inter-
esting and important departmnent in our missionary work. 1 now
rêfer to the organization of Bands of H-ope. This departmneut
[to every parent at least] is, of the highiest importance, for it is in
the youth of'the land that our hopes in a very large degree are
centeried; for if wc can. preserve, the youth from the containi-
nwýtiing influence of'intemperancc-if we can succeed in eicat-
ing thîem in tie principles of Total Abstinence may ive not hope,
that the next generation will cxert a strong influence -in favour
of oiwa prînciples. 1 sincereiy hope, therefore, that these Biauds
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which are calculated to perf'orm such an important part in our
reformatory -%vork, iviIi reeeive ail the aid and consideration
which tlîey merit.

1 -%ouid again urge upon this Grand Division, and the Order
generally, a more vigorous working of the present License La'w
for 1 believe it will be found that whenever the laNy'lbas been
vigorously enforced it bias been found a powerfui means of
suppressing the illicit traffic in intoxicating liquors; but at the
saine time we should not lose sighit of the fact that we shall neyer
succeed as we ouglit until we arrive at Prohibition.

1 would respeetfully suggest te this Grand Division the pro-
priety of calliugy a rnerai Temperance Convention (to meet, say
about August next,5 te consist of delegates from a]) the British
Provinces with the view cf strengthening the bonds which now
unite us and advancing the gen eral interests of the Order. By
adepting this plan we would te likely te bring together the cern-
bined îvisdom and talent of the Order in these Provinces, which
I have ne doubt would resuit in the maturiug of some plan by
which we could more successfuily carry on the warfare in which
we are engaged, and thus bc enabled the more speedily te sup-
press the IRum Traffie.

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gcnerally, that the Order, as 1 have before intimated, is in a
prosperous condition, with the exception of two or three Counties
where several Divisions have ceased wvorking; but I arn happy to
be able to say that the falling off in these Counties does not
depend uipon a diminution of interest in the Temperance work,
but because, that interest has been diverted to another channel.

I have rcceivcd but four communications fromn Deputies, but
those which 1 have received are very eneouraging. Deputy
Robinson Thompson, writing fromn Bconomy, states that the
Temperance nuoveinent, in tlîat locality, Ii bven a e-onplete
success, and if any Lntoxicating liqur ae sold in the Township,
thc effects are flot seen in pub1ic.

Deputy T. M. King of St. Andrcw's Division, writes that the
Order in Antigonish is in a healthy condition, and thinks that
the late Se~ssion of Grand Division, hcld in tijat place, lias been
productive of much good, and that the Order is thst gyaining in
publie esteeum and confidence, and that the prospects of the Win-
ter's Campaigr. against our common foc were neyer brighter.

1 wou]d bec leave to express my thanks to the offleers of this
Grand Division for the uniform courtesy extended toivard m~e
during my terni of office; and 1 would also express my high
estcem of the manner in whieh the Grand S3cribe hfias perfornicd
the varied and important duties of bis office.

In conclusion, B rothers, allow me to say that a great and im-
portant work is before us. Our Order embraees the entire
brothcrhood of mnan. Our field is as exten-ive as the world, and
let us ever remember that our responsibilities increase in pro-

listened to with nxuch readiaess. The most intelligent brethren
in the Divisions, and many whio are not eonnected 'with the
Order, have been preýpared to co-operate with themi and forward
the objeet of their mission.

B3rother Barratt has just completed a tou7- through the western
part of the Province, whisàt Brother MeArthur lias been travell-
ing and laborîng through the eastern counties of Nova Scotia
proper, and of Cape Breton. The report of their labors publish-
cd in the columns of the Abstainer lias showîî that these efforts
are welI adapted to the nece,'ssities of the country, and the tir-
cunistances o? the Order at the present time. Brother Barratt,
since bis appointment in January Iast, lias travelled 3056 miles;
lias hcld 1,51 public meetings; lias visited 66 Subordinate Divi-
sions; lias organized 6 new Divisions; lias been the meaus of
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resuscitating ten Divisions which had sus pendedti hir opieratio~is,
Hie lias also organizcd seventeen Bands of' Iope, rnd visited
twenty-seven others. In addition to these hie i.-ts or ganized five
Temperance Societie'ý andi administered the Total Abstinence
pledge to 1,115 persons. The collections matie by him diiving
that period hâve amouÛted to ffl2.96. Thlese restilts are suffici-
eut to show that our brother lias mnade good use of' his time and
dili&ent1y labored inl the work of agency on behialf of the Grand
Division.

Brother McArthur hbas been engageti only a small portion of
the year, but lias shown wherever e bas gone that his labors ln
the -work in rescuing, inen fromn the de'basing thraldomi of strong
drink have been highly efficient- During the past two, iifdjthq.
lie lias passeti through the counties of IPictou, Antigonishie, Guys-
boro', Richmxond, Inverness, Cape Breton, and Victoria) and lias
traversed a distance of eiaht liundred andi eighty miles, visiting
and holding meetings in thirty different places and in six of these
a second time. ie amlount of collections on hehaîf of the
Agency Funti receiveti by him is $113.86. In bis report lie
shews the great need of more labor being expended la these
parts, especially ln th-ose places wlicre large numbcrs of men are
being cm ployed inl mining operations, The whole amnount paiti
intu tlie Grand Scribe on behaif of the Agecy Fund during
the year, hias been $738.87.

The Agency Committee hereby tender their thanks to the
frientis ini the country who have assisteti anti entertaineti the
Agents ln thieir journeyings, anti trust that the blcs.sirng of many
of those wlio are ready to perish wil! rest ujon them.

In looklng over the fielti of our operations your Committce
can but express their conviction tha' thure is stili great neeti for
this departmnent te be sustaineti with equal or greater efficiency
than heretofore. The enemies of our eause and of society antd
good order are powerful and active, anti continually enticavour-
zng to tiraw the young andtinnocent, and to frustrate our designe
by combining to entra p those who hati escapet i-ûom thoir influ-.
ence. The occasional visits of your Agents to the Subordinate
Divisions, in diffecrent parts of the Province, is calculateti te
quicken their zeal anti show that the Grand Division is exer-
cisingr, a paternal care over them, in accordance with the great,
divine principles on which, we rest. We woulti respectfully re-
comamenti that a similar sum, or, if possible, a greater, be appro-
priateti to this work, anti placeti in the hands ofour successoré
at the present session, se that they may not be emabarrasseti, but
mnay proceeti in this work with increased vigor anti earnestness.
This departmnent we decm an essential, feature of our operationsý
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calculateci to (Io great good ini niaking the people sober, indus-
trious arid happy.

We have long been convinced that the Sans
of Teniperance, ns a bady, hold a high place in the estecm af the
inhabitants, nat only af Nova Scatia, but af every place where aur

their attention, in part at Ieast, framn the D)ivision Raom-being at..
tracted by another organisation praiessing ta, ha're the saine abject
in viewv as that wvhich we contempinte. Where sucli is the case,
there is danger af duty being neglected in ane direction or the
other. On 'the whole, thon, yaur Cammittee feel called upon ta
renîind those ivho seem disposed ta lend tlipir countenance and
assistance ta other organizations, that the Order of the Sons af
Temperance has heen tricd nnd found sufficient. And thcy would
therefore warn ail their friends ta giuard agninst the cleltision that
they can do more go od, or even as much, by transferring their al-
legiance or energies ta any institution or orgcanisation which tends
ta superceide aur long~ tried, and iuuch beloçed, Order of Sons af
Nw th tate af the Order, and therefore wve may wiÏh tlie more
confidence aceept, as well founded, the opinions whicli thcy have
expressed in their Reparts.

It has'been oiten reiwarked that t'he efflcacy af an argaini zatian
such as that of the Saons of Temperance cannat he judged af merely
by the nunibers of %vhich they eau baast. This lias been strikingly
true a' our Order in general ,-W hile yet yaung, it could count its,

Sons1w tousads. ut it, vas soan round that not a few af thern
were sicklv, nd se wvhen the winter starms set in xnany of thora
died af the cald. The fact. is, they had ne reni love for'the caus-e
af teMpCralÎce, anid af COurTse they Tefused ta wvark, and that is the
reasan why they fraze ta death. 'Mentioning this fact, -we reel dis-
posed ta set up) a pillzi which, like Lat's N"Vife, ay erer stand as
a warning. The inscription, IlFroze ta deatît because tea lazy or
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t oo heartless ta rnake such exertian as is neeessgary to promote a
healtliful circulation." The dead anes (after dropping soie bitter
tears over them) we have removcd froin the rall of temperance
,worthies. If ad they been faithfül ta, God and humanity, their
minenories could.not thus have periNhed. And %Yhen the Limne cornes
for their reniaval irom this %vorld, they mighit have left bchind thein
a naie which their children's children would have heid in niost
affectianate remembrance.

Our numbers of late years. have been gradually increasing, and
we feel that ve do nat go too far in predieting that those who have
comec aniong us will be mare firi than those whu have wyithdrawn
froni our Order. In addition ta other circumstances xvhich en-
courage this view, we would refer ta the statemnent of the G. W. P.
that a considerable number of clergymen and medical mien are
arnong those ivho have latelyjoined aur Order.

The G. W. P.'has offered saine suggestions and recommendations
ta -%vhli your Committee feel. bound to refer.

First, That officer bas, as we think, ivith great propriety.referred
approvingly ta "Bands of Hapc"-bespeaking for thein encourage-
muent and support, as an institution likely ta do great good. Your
Comnmittee heartilv aîmirnve nf tbis rpopnnaiý),fýc(

Agents employed throughaut our jurisdietion, -%vhose dutv it shall
he ta impart right vievvs on the subjeet af Temperance, as well as
ta awvaken a deeper interest in the cause. Your Committee are
entirely af the saine opinion. Not a little of the increased interest
mhieh sems novv sa, nanifest, we believe, xnay be traced ta the
labors af the flrethren who have been sa engaged during the past
year. This subjeet, however, has heen brought before the G. D.
mare prami-nently by the Agencv Cammittee, and therefore we do
flot feel it necessary ta dweli upon iL.

3rdI, With respect ta the -;License Law, yaur Committee, in coin-
mon with most of the inembers oi this Grand Di-vision, regret that
thcre is such a law an the Statute Books of the Province. They
arc ai the opinion that the Isw should be one ai prohibition, flot cf
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Licéne. This, hoNvcver, in the meari time, -ens Io be bevend our
reach, and ther-efore %vecen only say that the next hest thing is tok
endeavour te enforce the Iaw as we bave it with the utmost rigour.

4th, Whether the Sons of Teaiperance could *carry out their ob-
jct mnore fully by means of additional organizations is a question
perhaps flot very easily answered. The Report of the G. WV. P.
recommends a general Temperance Convention for the B3ritish Pro-.
vinces. He also recommenis County Temperance Conventions.
TIhe adv'antage of these, in present cirzumrtances, is, in the estima-
tion of 3-our Committee, rather doubtful. There is nothing gained
hy attcmp)tiing, to do too mueh. ht is flot; ivise, iii these inatters, to
risk the possihility of having the mind diverted from the main ob-
jeet of our mission. And while your Committee bave no deubt of
the propriety and necessity of availing oui-selves of every epper.
tunity to bring the subject of Temperance before the people in
general, they also feel that there is danger in introducing any new
mnachiniery that might tend to divert attention, in part, fromi our
own organization. The principle that l'no man can serve two mas-
ters" may apply in this as weil as in other cases. ht is therefore
-with some conêèern that your Committea contemplate the fact that
Sons of Temperanee are known, in some caes, to have withdrawn,
their attention, in part at least, from the D)ivision Room-heing at-
tracted by another organization professing to have the sanie object
in view as that which we eontemplate. Mrhere si.wh is the case,
there is daniger of duty being neglected in one direction or the
other. On the whole, then, your Commnittce feel called upon te
reinind those who seem disposed to 1.end their countenance and
assistance te other organizations. that the Order of the Sons of'
Teiperance has heen tried and found sufficient. And they ivould,
therefore warn ail their friends te guard acainst the delusion that
they can do more good, or even as miuch, bv, transferring their ai-
legiance or energies te any institution or orgYanization ivhich tends
te supereede our long tried, and much beloved, Order of Sons of
Temperance.

Your Committea notice -with picasure that the G. W. P. bas re-
ferred te the importance of having an Asylumi for hiebriates.
Such an institution seems te bc as necessary as a Lunatic Asylum.
It is a matter of satisfaction that the legislature has already direct-
ed its attention te the same subjeet; and it is hoped that the mat.
ter Nvill continue te be pressed upen their attention at the next
Session. Your Committea therefore recommend that means ba
takien by this G. 1). te kecp the rnntter before the Legislature.

In the Report cf the G. S. your Committee find a recommenda..
tien that the office cf County ]Jeputy ba discontinued. It is certain
that this office has net accomplished ail that the G. D). anticipated
