niake laws upon educational questions
subjeet te t Wo limitations, that the
Legislaturaehe11uld bave no power
prcjudicialiy te affect riglits lwhachl
exieteda the union , sud secondly that
thera should ha a riglit of appeal te
tha Governor-Gezueral iu Couneil when
any riglit or privfieg'A sbould ha affet.
ed. One of the grave questions wae
whathar the Manitoba Act was ultra
virs cr infra r'ir-.

or privileges. Tiiis secotnd ub.seation
is in ne way conucted wvith the pro-
cediug daim; -,thy do net stand to
one aniother s prohibition and remaedy;
tic second providos for a totally differ-
ont set et ciraumstances. This view
although il gives na precedant, laye
down the whale thing, if an Act of
the Local Legisiature 'vitli au uppeul
te the Fedoral Governmeat for wlaiei
theo is as much precedeut as for te
vapry Conetitutioni of the Daminion.
But a8suming titat an appc.al lices frorn
saineeridtra v'ires Arts, dces an appeal
lie froni thie particular Act? The
atiswar dapeuds upon wvhotler any
right or privilege cf Roman Catholice
in regard te edncatian have been
affected by the Act. Two argumente
are advanced againat the present
appeal- That the Privy Cotincil liav.
ing held the Act te be iultra vireà there
cati bé ne appoal, aud there cati bc none
seondly because ne riglit or privilegc
lias been affected. Naw in regard te
this second objection, Roiiani Catholies
like any body else, acquire theni by
statute. Ne appeal is given in respect
cf riglits acquired by practice. Must
such statuto hava been passed before
the union, or is theo an appesi front
a statute passed eSter the union ?
-'Clearly, 1 eay, the latter, firstly
because thero was ne statute relating
te education in Manitoba prier te the
union; secoudly, thare te nething ini
the statute mhtch limite the appeal te
cases of rights acquired belibre tna
union. Thîrdly according te ordinary
rulcescf interpretatian, if a statute
provided that if eue man destroyod
anoiher*s psoperty the Act would not
merely refer te praporty which belong-
ed te the second party at the Lime cf
tho passing of the Act. Fourthly,
there eau be ne doubt titat under the
third section cf the British Northi
AmIrerica Aot thare nia>'bc an appeal
whore riglits acquired citer the union
bave been affocted. It eaui nover be
pretended titat Manitoba us ini a worse
plightf.han the alîter provinîces.'

Atter quoting a couple et autiiorties
the learned counsei weut on to state
that lits argument wouid net bo coin.
plate withaut shewing that soearigbts
or priviloges conterrod by Maxnitoba
legislation liait been affccted. Prier
te the union Roman Catholics had
establiahed sud wera supporting sahl s
for theix eildren. Episcopaltans aud
Presbyterians were édoing the sanie.
During tho firat session cf the Mani-
toba Lagielature a echool set wve
passed providing for Protestant sehoela
aud Roaman Cathelmo sohools. The
Act cf 1890 protessed ta abolish bath
the Protestants' aud the Roman Ca-
tholies' schools aud oeot public
echoole. lu affect il abolished the
Roman Catholice' saheale. In ovor
70« * diétricts' the Roman Catholic

sehloole are te become PubliececisoolB,
At lte lime of the passtng of the Aet
of 1890 thore wero 80 Roman Catliolie
scisool districts, Iu 68 of these thora
wae eomparatively hardly a single
Protedtaut ; in eigbt alters population
enoughi te have baLla systema.

a fariner reslding about threo miles
frein bore, in th- neighbring town-
ohip of North EsBLIIOPe, miot witb a
,traglo deatb in a bush about tbrco
miles f rom the little bamioet of Oad's
Hill. It appearu that bu and a'hirod
man were ongage-d folllng a large ash1
treo. Tho traee Iodged on a ruaplo
sepling, and inmcdiately slipped back,
atriking Mlungovnn, who had retroated
about twenty foot tram tho stutnp, an
the amall of thne'oack. le vas
atunned by tha' blow, and befaro ho
bad tima to recovor bianseif and got
out of the way the teetering troc
utruok hian a second time inatantly
killing hian. The birod man rusbed to
bis assistance, but ho wau toc lite to
be oi any nid. The unfortuihate mani
nover spoko ator receiving the tiret
blow. The assistant tonderly placed
bis coat under tho buad oi the dé-ad
man, and rushed ta an adjaining bush,
where same mon were engaged
chopping, ta canvoy the intelligenea
of the terrible t.ragedy. Thos. 'Mun',
govan, a brother cf tbo drceased. bail
loft tho bush with a lond of wood only
a few minutes b.- foro the accident and
when the new8 cf the a*ful occurrence
was brought ta hian ho I)ecamnu bn"11
d.sred with excitonient and harror. A
local coroner was no ifx'd ci the
àccident, but anl inqateat was net
deemed neceasary. The accurrence
toak place about six miles froîýi tho
residonce cf the decpased, and iL was
4 o'clock in the afternoon when the
body cf the dead mani was convoyel to
tho homne of bis tnnther. Mungovan
was 35 year8 of age, was unmarried,
and was a native of North Eaathope.
His death is the fourth that bas
eccnrrcd in the fauuily in a littie over
a year and a balf.

The Stratfcrd Dailv Iferad mays.
"Lter patticulars contirni the reports

of the mauner in wbicb James Mun-
govan cf North Eastbope met bis
death yesterdiay. The accident took
place in the forenoon. The brather
Thomas hurried inte tbe city as
aoon as bu lesrned cf the accident,
lin order to >rocure medical help, bu t
tbe u~~r~ maxi vaa paat aid.
Much synipatby le expressed for the
family, wbich is one greatjy respectcd
lin the township, Rev. Faher Mun-
govan, cf Sandwich and bfr. D. J.
à1ungovan, pnblisber cf the Orange-
ville Post, being brothers cf the de-
ceased.»

The roimain8 were interred in the
family burying ground, Ellice, at 3
o'clock an Sunday afternoon. The
funeral being tbe largeat that bas been
witnessed lin the ntdgbrbood for
years The services were coxidncted in
St Jcseph's cbureh by Rev. E. B.
K.illray, D.D. who dolivered a fow
toucbing rstmarks on the uncertainty
of life and xbE '%visdom cf beinq always
ready to meet theasunimons of deatb.
The reverend gentleman referred toaa
mission that bad bet-n conducted in tho
chnrch only a fow days before, and
ssid that it vas conscling te, thitik that
the deceased bad been oe eof those wbe
had laeen inost devant li tniing part
i it. The remains were thoa taken te
their lust resting place and tenderly
coneigned ta the dlay.

TWO SAINTS.

Wnnirra,r FOR THE RECRZoîsrza

Every day of the year the Churchi
honora iu a special manner certain of
her cbjidren who have departed this
linl theo odor of sanctity. On the
8rd o! February, euie bringe betore us
two boly bishops, far separated in tinue
=ad place, but unitedin their common
faith, 'thich one maintained b> the
martyrdorn of blood, and the other by
the longer, but no less pain fui martyr-
dom ot daily work and suffering in tho
service of Goa.

ST. BLAZE.

The first of our saints je St.
Blassawho ibest icnown te ni;by
the protection ho gives agaînit
ail tbrcat disc-qes. St. Blase was
a citizen %f f',ebasto, in Armenia,
lu the fourth century. Ho was cdu-
cated for medlicine, but on account of
]lis many virtues. ho was maio bishlop
of his native city, whero bco admred
the Ch.urch o! God by zeal ana piety.
Dorlng tho relgn of Licinius, Enipetor
of the East, a Grcek Governor named
Agricola came te Sebaste. Re uime.
diately began te use ail the moans hie
peitiuxi afordcd him to put down the
prosperous churcli of the city. Tho
violence of tho perqecution was snobi
thst, on the adviceofotbis faitltul
people., the hoiy bishop retircd te a
cave in a neighboring niouintain,
wihenco ho directodl tho management
of hie persecuted flock. But even bore
hie fond frionde. TLe 'wildanimais
of the wildernesa cmine overy day te
his oeil te ho curea of their suferings
ana te testxty thoir muto affection and
sympathy. Tie govrner, irn imitation
oftRome, resolved te expose the Chris-
tian captives te wild beasts. Accord.
ingly ho sent hie moen te the wilder-
nues te catch liens ani tigors for
bis purposo. What çaB the surprise
of those mon whcn thoy found St.
Blazo in the mountain, kneelieugin
prayer, ana surrouridod by a multitude

ef thao mont ferocieus animals. Thoy
ordoeodhim te corne witi tlieni, wliieh
ho did gladly, rejoieing in the pro-
spect of a martyr's cowiî. Tho Gev.
orner triodl at firet te win him by icind.
nes. but tliat failing, ho ordered Miin
te ho orueily scourged and tlirown into
prison. Ilere lie wvas visited by lus
faithfui people, especially by the poor
aud soi, irbo wore always hie greateet
favorites. Ont- womni caine witlî lier
only sou, wlio vas in immediate
danger o! deatli from a fieli boue
whicb bad geL tuek in hie turent
while eating. Tho saint prayed tliat
the boy elaeuid bo cured, and aise al
thoso who in future ages should invoke
his intercession egainat any troubles
in tho tiroat. Hie prayer was grant c.d,
net enly in tlîat case, but in tho other
cases te whioli bis prayers were
appliod. Se maîîy cures of this liud
bave heen rouglit by the intercession
et this gloriotis martyr Liat the
(Jhurchi bas placcd in lier rituel a
formula for the hlossiîug et thronts on
tho anniversary etfluis marîyrdom.

Again the licroio bislîop was brouglît
before the Agricola; but lie wislied
notlîiug oxccpt te suifer lu the mime
ef Christ, and the enraged Governor
ordered, bum te bce flung iîîte a inke.
Makirig the Figu ofthbe cross, ho eteod
on the waters and preacbed Christ te
thie assembled idolator8. Stung by
hie taunts against thoir goes, 62
infidels entercd the waters te show the
power et these deities, and were al
drowned. Mnny holioved in these
signe, but the Govgrnior ordercd hlm
te ho heheadcd. Ged at lengtb suifer.
ed hlm te take the crown lie had
dosired se long. Ho died praying
with his hast brcath tor those wbo
ahould ;nvuke hlm, and our Lord pro-
mised hî.j thon that bis prayer shouid
be grautea. What aglory iL lefor the
Church, which alono hinds heaven
and earth, makiug ime and space s
nothiug, that ancetf ber children wtho
died fitteen centuries ago sheuld te-
day ha using hie salutnry influence iu
car behait i and what a comtort te us
te know that poor and weak as we
may ho, we have friends and pro.
tectors alwvays ready te assist us in tue
heur of need!

ST. ANSGAR.

Some saints there tre wvbe are net
known Le Lue faithafui on earth as their
virtues have ieeserved, IL wotid
almost seom as if they obtainedafter
deatli that obscurity which theywisbed
for during lite;* Among tliose saints
is St. Anegar, the subjoot of our skztcb.
Ho iras hem in Arins in Fiance, in
801. Froini is youtlî ho was, like seg
many other saints, mnrked by spocial
gifteana favors fronu God. Several
visions stirred up in his ynuthtul seul
a desire for the Llings etf God, and
wheu hie father placod bîm in a
neighboring monastery at the ago o!
12 ho gladly embmaced the opportunîty
o! hecemiug a religiDus.

MVen ho iras a young man o! 25
ho iras invited hy ]Harold, King of
Jutland, 'çho bildbeen oxpelled frein

bis prvinces and roinstatea by the
Fncte go back with hlm a mis-

sionary te his people. Thais iras the
desire cf bis heat; se ho immediately
set about hie missionary labors. Hie
founded a schooi in Schlcswig, froin
which there irent iany zonions
laherers iLe the 'whitening harvest.

In 829 Bjorn. «King et Sireden, sent
te the Froech Ring for missionaries.
Ansgar iras sent, and prenclîed the
Gospel itih sticl succese Lliat lie had
scarc'ely tinue te instruct thonumbers
who came as catechumens. The pro.
gresa <of the fith iras so.marLked, that
iL iras rasolved te create a metropolitan
sec nt Hainburg, wlth Ansgnr as ita
first Arehbshop. Tho Pope. in scna-
ing hlim tho, pallilum, gave hlm powrer
as hie legato in MIl the northerîî coun.
tries. Meantime bis coleugue bail
heen driven eut o! Sireden by Bjorn'à
successor, ana the brave bîshop re
solved te ril-, bis lite in a second
endoavor to gatabliali the faitIut He
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wont straight te the iiew King, OInt,,
and endeavorcd te gain his pormission
te prcachi. Tho superstitious monarcli
loft it te bo decided by lot; and by
the Bispep's carnest prayer, the amen
was favorable. Hie tiiorofore bogan
agnin preaclîing ail day, and earning
hie hread %vith hie own bande by

nig lit, se as te bue a burden te uobody.
W ien lio had ro.estabhiehed the
Chiurcb ho returned te Broeni, wlîich
had been added te bis sec et Haembîircq.
The rcit of hie lite lie spent in tie
active dutios of a bislîop in a vaet aud
arowing dioceso. But the hiehep in
fiimn nover drove eut the religiotie. To
the moât lie pursovered in tic many
acts o! mortification and penance lie
liad practisod in earlier days. Ris
humility wvas won derful-dîsclai mi ng
ail credit for his conversions and
mniracles. Prudence elione ini ail hie
actions. Betore deciditig any case,
ho hcard several Masses, and thoen
said bis own devoutly. But it ives in
cbarity that thoeIîesrt of the apostie
showed itself. He spent noarly al
bis revenues in acte et charity, epoci-
ally feediug the poor and raiîseming
slaves. Ho reaiized the description et
a good ebepherd drawn by St. Gregory.
Hie whoie lite was epent iu works et
zeal and cbarity, and wae signalized
by numerous miraclrs. Ho had ofteîî
lozîged for martyrdonu, but hoe received
the martyrdom otfJohn, net that et
Peter. On the 8rd ef February, b605,
lie wont to hie rewara, loved aud
lamented hby hie nurnerous spiritual
pregeny throughont ail the north of
E urope. And evon now, tliough
herosy bas put its blet on the lanssle
1i>ved se well, Lthe Dance and Swedes
atui houer the inemory of the mnin,
the saint, wbo drew theni froni the
darit ofe barbarista into the brigbt.
ness of Christian civilization.
