Beaugrand is, we may well suppose, with many others, shocked at the per-
sonalities, imputations of falschood and ascription of evil or corrupt motives
which so often disfigure articles which would, were they written with the
ordinary courtesy observed among gentlemen, be valuable M. Beaugrand's
praiseworthy efforts are said 10 be meeting with support among many of his
influential confreres, and it is much to be hoped that some amendment will
result from his action. Among other suggestions M Beaugrand proposes a
iribunal of arbitration for the arrangement of journalistic disputes. There
1s 10 question of the room there is for improvement in the tone of a large
section of the Canadian Press of botk political persuasions.

A set of adventists in Penusylvania having persuaded themselves that
the end of all things was to come on Monday, the Sthinst., donned “ asren-
sian robes” carly in the morning, and duly, prepared themselves for their
approaching rale ol angels. One of their leaders, however, rose earlier than
the rost, and proceeded to an adjacent town to have his will recorded, a
praceeding which would seem ta indicate some little shakiness i the faith
he professed  ‘Thia is another instance of the mischievous ignorance and
credulity to which we adverted in a recent note. 1t is very lamentable.

It is fitting that the School Board of Boston should take the initiative in
considering the question of raising the standard of good manners in Ameri-
can schools. It is admitted by American journals of high standing that
Young America is deficient in this respect, and the fault is sometimes laid
with democracy  There is nothing in democracy which should necessarily
tend in the direction of rudeness, irreverence snd want of courtesy, but there
is no doubt that these exist to-an extent which should not be, and it may
be a question whether some attention” might not, with advantage, be given
to the subject in Canada,

The proposed expedition of a Nova Scotian fishing vessel to the Cape
of Good Hope furnishes strong evidence of an awakening and intelligent
spirit of enterprise. Mackerel, which have been unprecedently scarce this
season along our own coasts, are said to be abundant and of superior size
and quality round the shores of the great southern Cape in the month of
December.  Our seam:n and fishermen are probably second to none in the
world for intelligence and hardiness, and nothing seems fitter than that they
should endeavor to supplement their deficient catch of this year by ¢ itend.
ing their operations to other and distant seas. There is a breadth and
expansiveness about the idea, which breaks through the somewhat exciusive
and circumscribed tendencies of our people to look little further than home,
which thorougbly commends itseMf to us.

We have seen a very considerable 'number of criticisms of the press on
Mr, F. Blake Croiton’s stories of Major Mendax. They are, for by far the
most part, as favorable and appreciative as the genuine-fun and extra¥a-
gance of the book deserves There are, however, a few who seem to think
1t necessary to display a super-conscientiousness of hyper criticism on the
score of the stories being simply untrue, which ct-ikes us as exceedingly
ridiculous. We suppose the same objection would Jie with these “ unco
guid” folks against the Arabian Nights. Had Mr. Crofton used the least
rraisemblance ip his stories, and given the least occasion for their being
regarded otherwise than as yarns too extravagant to do the slightest harm,
there might have been some slight ground for such criticism, but this Mr,
Crofton of set:purpose avoided, and we are unable to conceive any possible
harm to healthy young minds from laughing over them. They ase undoubt-
edly far more wholesome amusement for the young than the meretricious
and really mischievous dime novel  Moreover, every newspaper tecms
with similar extravagavzas, only mostly of a somewhat inferior type.

It is scarcely fitting that so truly great a man as the late Dr. Silas Rand
should pass to his rest without a larger tribute in the columns of THE
Critic than a mere obituary notice. The character and career of the late
Divine were unique, or if they bear any analogy it is to those of Elih:
Burritt. * Without college trainit.g his aptitude for study and literature, aided
by a phenominal memory, enabled him to master Hebrew, Greek, Latin,
French, Spanish, and [talian. In Latin he thought, and Mr. Gladstone in
writing to him, frankly acknowledged.that his tranelation into that language
of the Hymn Rock of dges was superior to his (Mr. G.'s) own. His acquisi-
tion of the Mic-Mac language and legends was a marvel of literary power,
and his translations of parts of the Bible into the language of
that tribe was to him only a mecans and an accessory to a life
devoted to their interests and spiritual advances ent with utter self-denial.
To dress or personal appearance he was sublimely, indifferent ; vet with
hardly means to live by, and dying in absolute poverty, colleges showered
their degrees upon him, and he commanded the universal respect of the
country from the Catholic Archbishop to the most obscure member of his own
faith. ~ All honor, however, was borne by him in the quiet spirit of a chris-
tian gentleman.  Such a man nay well live in the memory of_his country-
men as one of the truly great of the wotld.

Speaking of the Active Militia Force of Canada, the New York Herald,
in the article to which we alluded last week, begins its observations by a
probably purposely absurd remark, that Canada is bent on fight unless
reparation is made for.the mock (sic) seizures in Behrings Sea, and that
Canadian papers declare that 150,000 men could be put in the ficld st once.
‘We have certainly not seen these alieged declarations, but the Herald
continues :—“ But on diligent scarch I find that instead of 150,000 heroes
armed with every provision and appoirtment of modern arfare, the nor-
thern host dwindles down to a poorly disciplined and impertectly appointed
force, numbering on paper 36,474 men.” Now, though we have.every con
fidence in the stuff our men are made of, should emergency arise, thete is
yet no inconsiderable amount of truth in the Herald's account, and it is well
that in sll things we should logk truth boldly in the face, The Heraidgoes
on to say that the city corps * presen: a fairly smait appearance,” and of
course alludes to the fact of their only receiving *a week's training ” every
second year. The period is understated, but that does not make much dif
ference. “In arms the Canadisn Forces seem to be provided from the
discarded weapons of the ‘British Militia "—this is also an exaggeration, but
it is true that the *“rifle in use is the old-fashioned Snider, with a few
Martini's for prizc-shooting. There is, so far as I can ascertain, no single
corps armed with magazine guns.” Then lollow a number of. quotations
from, the reports ‘of staff and other officers as to the condition of the arms in

use, some of which we shall give in another issue,

We have in the Maritime Provinces a population of about ope million
persons, while in Ontario the population is over two millions, and yet we
have three Licutenant Governors receiving 825,000 annually together, while
the Governor of Ontario receives §10.000 per annum. Maritime Union
would effect a saving of 815,000 per anhun, which would enable us to make
a capital expenditure of §2,500,000 upon railways and other public works,
'This fact is well worthy of consideration, .

With the steady increase in the miléage of our railways may be observed
an equally steady increase in the values of contiguous lands which is most
encouraging Any mun of se se can ea ily understand that when the great
western portion of this continent was thrown upen to-setilement the values
of farming Jands in the east dropped to a very low. figure, and hence we hcar
of lands once under cultivation now-being overgrown with fair-sized timber,
Fortunately, the sweep of emigration has to a reat extent filledtup the
prairies, and bath in Quebec as well as thé Maritime Provioces are to be
seen signs of an advance in the values of farming land, and a desire upon the
parl of the people to remain at home and engage in agricultural pursuits,

We find ourselves every now and then freshly and strongly impressed
with the disagreeable fact that absolute petversity and wrong-headedness are
among the most frequent and prominent of the trajts that _ill-conditioned
humanity develops. Mr, Dalton McCauthy is reported to have intimated his
intention of making an-effort in the next session of Parliament tu secure the
abolition of dualism in language for the Dominion. If this idea were not an
impossibility it would be rank injustice to Quebec. As it is, it is wantonly
irritating and insulting to that Province, If, therefore, this proposition be
not a useless piece: of hypocrisy it is most strange that a man of ability
should be unable to draw sound distinctions between different cases on their
merits. In the case of Manitobs an immense majority is English-speaking,
In the case of Quebec the immense majority is French-speaking. Herein
lies the whole case.

The modus vivendi will expire on the rrth Fsbruary next. The Cape
Ann Advertiser is prompted by this fact to take time by the forelock, aud
makes some very moderate and sensible remarks on the forthcoring situa-
tion. It frankly acknowledges, not only that American fishcrman have for
the last two years been spared much annoyance, that a source of iaterna-
tional irritation has been temporarily allayed,.and that the privilege of
purchasing bait has been of high value to.them ; but, though it shightly
depreciates the advantages for which American fishermen have boen williog
to pay a round sum of license fee for two years running, the worth of the
concession Is, tacitly and by implication, practically acknowledged. ** The
fact must be admitted,” says our contemporary, ¢ that in certain branches of
the fisheries, at certain times of the year, it is an advantage to secure bau
at Canadian and Newfoundland ports, though by no means to the éxtent
which the Caunadians claim- as an offset to the freedom of our markets.
Fortunately, so far as this agreement is concerned, it has been as difficult
this season 1o procure bait in Nova Scotia or Newfoundland ports as 1n our
own waters, and next to impossible to secure icg, so that with the loss of
time and other incidents connected with the trip the privilege has been of
no great vulue.” Of course the Cape Ann Adee ~Liser ignores the imporntan:
facts that both bait and ice—especially the latter —have bzen phenoniinally
scarce this year, and the almost eutire absence of friction sp2aks for itself.
But with the expiry of the modus,{riction will again arise if no steps are taken to
promote a substantial amicable arrangement. Wahile, therefore, our Govern
ment and Legislators must not for a moment lose sight of American
ingenuity in placing interpational matters in-new lights, and in the sudden
springing of new claims, it behooves us to make every effort consistent
with nationas spirit to put an end 1o relations that may at any momen: again
become struined. . .

LETTER TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Caryl :—In a lightning trip to Now York last week, I saw
tho Lord Bishop of Nova Scotis, who was there attending the Episcopal
Convention. He and the other members of the delegation from the Synod
of Canada wero formally presented to the House of Deputies, and after they
wore received by the President in a brief speech of welcome, each one of
the visitors made an interesting address. You must know we wero all very
fond of Bishop—then plain Dr.—Courtney, when he was, here in Boston.
Those of us who worship at Trinity Church under Phillips Brooks only less
80 than his immediate parisbioners. The leading Episcopa) Churchés held
union services always during Holy Weok, and the ovening servico on Holy
Thursday is always at Trinity Church., I remember most distinetly the sor-
mon that Bishop Courtney preached on the eve of Good Friday, just before
ho went away, at ono of these union services; but it was_wonderfully
impressivo. Classic Saint Paul's hks never scomed the eame sinco Dr.
Courtney loft it. The old stono structure now is in the business heart of
the city, just as venerable *.Cid Trinity ” in New York, where Washiogton
worshipped, has been surrounded and left behind by the march of trade. A
part of Bishop Courtney's old parish are for building a new house on the
fashionable Back Bay, others are set upon keeping the old site. At present
there is a stay-of proceedings, awaiting, I believo an offer for the property
that shall make it appear very.well worth the while of the society to let it go to
tho highest bidder, be it for a boot and shoe manufactory or a dry goods
emporium. There is not much of our architecture that could be grieved over
from an art stand point if it were blotted out before sunrise ; but it will bo
a pily to despoil this dignified handsome old stono edifice. A good example
of simplo Greck architecture is altogether too precious to givo way to adver
tisements of “mark-downs” and. “unhesrd of bargains,” do you ot say so?

Anont bargains, ono of the distinguishing characteristics of the 19th
century is surely tha development of advertising, A little shop opposite
City Hell displays this sign, scarcely the Queon’s English, bat rather force-
ful and pre-eminently truthful.

“ The man who by his biz would rise,
i Must cither bust or advertice.”

If ono's stock in trado is a * necessary of life,”” and it makes no differ
once to him whother it is sold in this on or in the next, he can afford to
ignoro setting ite claims bofore the public, and “a good article solls itself.” So
it does, but tho material processes of life avo altogether too rapid in our day
and goueration to afford time to search out the virtues of this world's goods.
It is enough to pick them out when they are held up bofors one. Bub 1t is
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truo that thoro is likely to be a halt in acusational advertising, aud that not
far off. As it is now, tho man with tho poorest wores often has tho loudest
voice, ¢ ¢., tho most money and the most audacily, and so his wares got cried
tho Joudest, and swindlo tho most people. As woe get to do more of our own
thinking wo boliove less in cure-alls and in * goods below cost,” and moro
in first class goods at fair profits to manfacturer and dealer. It is dopressing
to seo tho numters of self-styled Christian women (that is profcesors of
charity to all mon and wowen) who will help to starve the poor who sow
in garrets, by rushing to buy ready-wnde clothing, and so on, sold at prices
that mean misory to those who do tho work, for thoy aro tho onos whose
wagos aro cut down to lower the rolling price. Deoalors who connive at such
mossures to advortiso their shops deseive tho condomnation of overy buyer
sand the ecorn of public opinion. You seo less of theso evil practices than wo
do, but Mrs. Campbell’s * Prisonurs of Poverty,” tales of the poor in big
citios, aro carrying some light upon the matter far and noar.

And now comes a practical housewifo who says I rate the value of ico in
the housohold quito too high, at least avhon I think the house could not e
kept without it. There aro, as always, two sides to tho question to be con-
sidered. Tho problom that confronts the dweller in an inchsbig “ flit” with
no collar but s cosl-holo. is quito another matter than the situation ina
country houso with a deop coal cellar, and overything olso that tho city
dwolling has not. This woman of resources finds that a grain biu is an excol-
lont storo-house for meats. She wraps o leg of lamb or a sparo rib of pork
" & foir linon cloth, plunges it into tho oat bin, lot us say, covers it deoply,
b . thore, since o air can got atit, tho meat keeps sweet and sound. The
procautions to wash, and then wipo it dry, and afterwards to 1ub it over with
g2'$ boforo it is thus set nsido for safo keoping, aro most important to observe,
_ Tho ‘“germ theory,” so called, that has been lnid cloarly beforo the pub-
lic only vory lately is intimately rolated to housckeoping So scon as wo
know that tt.:o airis alivo with germs that multiply with miraculous rapidity,
and in so doing causo putrefaciion and spoiling of all goods with their coace-
Joss activity, and whon wo havo further learned thab thoso noxious bacterea
thrive in moisture, it is essy to eco why infinite paine should be taken to
mako and keep tho houso cellar clean and dry, not on the surface only, but
in every nook and corner.

Have you seon tho programme for the cowing Convention at Denver of
the Nalional Association for tho advancement of women? It includes
papers and discu:sions upon civil marriage ; woiwon in scionce; women in
affairs ; Education va. Examinations ; what authors aro influoncing most the
minds of the young in America; Hegel’s Views of Art; crime and its pun.
ishment; and employment of prisoners, Mrs. Julin Ward Howe is Presi-
dent of tho Association and will proside,

D_ear Critic,~1lavo you ever soon tho following lines, they are very
beautiful I think :—

“At dawn thero was a murmur in the trees,
A ripple on the tank ; and ia the air
Presago of coming coolaess _eserywhere
A voice of propbecy npon tho brecze.

TUp leapt tho sun and smote the dust to guld,
And strovo to parch afresh the heedless land,

One after ouo the lotos-petals fell

Beneath the onslaught of the robel year,

In mutiny against » furious sky,

I returned from fair Kashmir with much regret. Never shalt I be sorry
for tho time I passed there.

Tho land of Romance, whero everything is boautiful. I canundorstand
now the passionato love some people have for Kashmir. I could not before.
How so many people can go to Hill Stations from the Punjab with Kashmir
80 close I cannot understand. ' Tho lifo is so free, 20 completely indepen-
dent. You.can enjoy society or you can woo solitude at will. For four
months I scarcely dined under a roof, and I slept, and slept soundly, in my
tont evory. night.

A follow-countryman and myself returned by the Maharajah’s private
road, through Sammoo, the second capital. Ten very long, hard marches,
over a very rough road. From the day wo lost the river till woe arrived in
Sammoo we wore continuously among hills. Wo crossed the Pir Pungal
Range by the Banihal Pass, 9000 fect high. The ascent is almost com-
ploted in threé milos ! Protty stoop that for ponics an? for coolies carrying
80 1bs. on thoir backs, And when you think of what like the road is, a
track covored with large and sharp houlders, running along beside ravines or
Khuds, s they are called, thousands of feot deop, you will appreciate what
8 good animal the Indian country-bred pony is, when he’s put to it. My
two ponios looked sleek and well the wholo way,doing their 18 and £0 miles
a day, and sometimes 30. My sorvants, too, behaved liko men. What
European groom or valet could walk 20 miles over such a road, and be fit to
do his work, cook and eat his food, and be up ready to start at 3 o'clock, a.m.,

-

day after day. I was much struck with tho endurancol of wy Hindu sut-
vants, Their custom is to cat only once & day, in the evening, and thoy did
all their mnrches without a bito to sustain thom. Toward ovening I used to
soe them cach sitting by his own particular little five, cooking his chupatlics
and rico—a frugal meal for you or mo.

Wo passed through some very wild country, and had great difticulty in
gotting Coolies ; and whea wo had got, in keeping them, They usod lo
run away leaving their loads on the towd.  On somo marchos we improssed
policn Sepoys to como with usand guard them. For several marches, too, wo
could got vory littlo to cat. A thin chicken, some milk, a very fow egys, aud
chupattios, was our daily foid fursome days. One march I shall nover for-
got. ‘Tho guide book put it down as * 13 wiles, road good.” So I said I
thould walk to givo tho ponies tchanc:. Wo started bravely ovough at four
o'clock a w., but it was oloven o’cluck before wo got in,  As I live the march
was 18 miles, and up and down some terribly long and steep hills, 1
thought 1 should nover do it, having rathor miscaleulatod my sluying
powers, and forgotton my want of training. Aud, unfortunately, that vory
tworning we had no broad, antl 1 had rofus d tho grateful but {udigastible
chupattio, and drank only a cup of ter. A eup of tea is not sustaining, |
find, towards tho ond of 18 iniles.

Our last march was one of the hardast, for wo rode for 5 milos vvor
smooth #andstono, wot with rain, up and down somo very stoop places , alsv
for threo milos nlong tho bed of a stonn stairway holf 2 wile long intu
Sammoo city. However, ouce there, wo found a vory comfortable Dawk
Bungalow, with an obsequious Khansumzh, who miuistered to the unspoken
wish with every sttontion. 1le killed for ua tho faltest chicken, and oven
produced some lukewarm soda water,a luxury wo had not soon for somoe timo
¥ Quito civilized, this,” said we. I called on Prince Amber Singh, the Primo
Minister, and tho Maharajah’s brother, who was very civil, and sent his own
olophant to take us out in the ovening, and again next morning to cross the
riveron. Tho peoplo, by tho way, salaamed to his Silver Howdah, murmur-
ing * Sirkar, Sirkar" (tho Government) ani probably taking ourselves for
8oma 1olations of the Maharajah, He very kindly sont us also a cirriago
and pair, in which wo drove our last mrch, 30 miles into Sialkote.

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OUR COSY CORNER.

Waistcoats of brocadod velvet aro rather a novelty ; but as the material
does not show such largo figures or so many colois as tho satin brocades, its
popularity will not bo so great.

Suspended from a long velvet ribbon that comos from under the
girdlo at one sido is a quaint bag of velvet intended for my {z:dy's kerchtiof
and vinaigrette , or if she be an industrious housewife, for her bunch of keys.
The entire costumo is picturesquo and speaks of the good old days whon
ladies did not disdain to busy themselves with houschold cares.

The Diroctoire bows are frequently made up in two colors , thus ono side
of the bow may boe of old-rose net, acd tho other of white. Tho brocaded
ribbons of soveral years ago aro reappoaring, and are used with charming
effect, some of them showing as many as three shades.

COMMERCIAL.

‘The atmospheric conditions of tho pest wook wero such as to provent
business to a considdrablo oxtent, and to cause a somewhat restrictod move-
ment, As far as conditions go, however, the situation is not cssontially
changed, and in most lines of trade, with one or two oxceptions which aro
govorned by peculiar circumstances, the movement of busineas has been, on
the whole, oncouraging, and dealors in most branches look upon tho future
with hopeful feclings. The position in the couatry, though not too bright,
is fair on tho whole, and when tho weathor really gets so settled that farmers
can market their produce, tho movement there may be expocted to show a
steady, though gradual increase. In fact, tho feeling among the mercantile
community is that if favorable woathor can only be had an improvement will
onsue. The roview which we appoend will show tho feeling in the different
branches of the jobbing trado,

Dry Goops.—The boisterous and uncertain state of the weather has
caused the movement of business to fall off somewhat during the past week
as compared with the preceding omo. The general condition of the diy
goods trade continues good, and the tone is firm. This wrm feoling 1s
increased, as time passes, by the condition of outside markets and stocks on
hand. In fact, with tho regular movement that comes with every fall, all
oxpect sufficient trade to maintain a finn market, and there is a disposition
on tho part of most to hold out for their own ideas. In woollons the tono
is vory firm, and it recoives additional strength from tho position of the
market for raw material. Values are very firm, with the percentage con-
siderably upwards, on some lines as high a3 15 por cont. In cotton goods
tho conditions are tho same, and all stocks are firmly held, with an average
movomont in progress. In sowe ines of staple goods the prices asked aro as
much as 9¢. to 10c. higher than last year’s figures. The general outlook
s'rongly favors strong and oven advancing prices, with a large amount of
business being transacted.

Inox, Harpwane aND MEetaLs.—Stocks continus light, with no sensible
incroaso to noto, and as the demand is fair, the market continues to be firm,
Thore has beomr a fair aversge movement during the week, with prices
steady. Tho iron and hardware trade is generally a good barpmeter from
which to guags the mercantile westher, and it now presents encouraging
features, with a firm feeling pervading the trade. In Glasgow warrants wors
firm on the 15th at 53s. being an advance of 3s. 4d in the pust two weeks.
Canadian plates are somewhat easivr, as the season is about over, and presont
liberal supplies will have to be carried ovor till next spring. Tin plates are
| unchanged. Other lines aro as formerly noted, oxcopt tin,,which is firmer.
! Breapsturrg.—Tho flour market continues quiet with but little movement
to noto excopt in a small way for actual necossitics on local account. Prices
aro steady. Beorbohm’s cables report that in Eoglish markets wheat is
improving, and corn steady with a ficmer tendency. French country markets
are steady. In Chicago the wheat market was active and very strong, prices
moving up Iic. to 13c. Corn was also stronger and advanced %c. to fe.
Oats improved }c.

Provisions,—There has been no change of any importance to nole in
tho local provision market. Tho tone of the market was stoady, and prices
all round were unchanged. The domand for pork has been fair, and a
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modoerate smount of businees has been transacted., Tho demand for lard
was slow, and only a fow sales havo beon offected. In the Liverpool
provision markot lard wes woaker and declined 3d.  Pork, bacon and tallow
wero stoady. Tho Chicago pork market was casier, and prices foll off 24c,
excopt on the January oplion, which moved up 3e. Lard was quiot but
steady. Tho hog market was firm,

Burren.—Businoss has beon quiot with a mnoderate movemant to note on
local account. Choice continues to be scarco, and prices for it continuo firm
updor a-good domand. Medium ie moving slowly with prices about the
sane, but with tho nccessity of some concossion to effact salos of lots of any
considorable size. In fact, what movemont exists is principally for a jobbing
businoss.

Cuerse.—Theto is no change to note in the position, and the market
contivuos a difficult ono to cutline owing to the different positions taken by
buyors and sollers. On the whole at presont, excepl, perhaps, as wo have
alrondy romarked, the odge appears to be a little bit oft,  Advices from
Eugland continue steady, although thoy do not actually signify much.

Fruir.—Tho domand for greon fruit has been active, and a brisk business
had been accomplishod in most Jioes. Fall apples have besn moving readily
at about 2,50 to $2.705, and fanoy stock at @3 50 to §4 por bayrol. Lemons
and oranges have been weakor and lower Cranberries have beon stronger
and show o tondency to advance. ('hoice pears nre rathor scarce, snd all
vilorings are readily placed. Tho tono of the markot for Valoncia raisius
and for currants and figs is firm, and a coneidorable business is reported to
have boon accomplished at privato sale.

Sucanr.—Since our last there has been o weakor feoling in the market for
refined sugar, and granulated has declined #c. to Jc. This has, no doubt,
bee~ due to the woak sdvices from abroad on tho raw article and the recont
declino in Now York of {c. to fe. Private cables from Touden ave weak,
and quotod prompt beet at 123, 3d., which is a decline of 16s. from the top
i the month of July. The demsand here for relined sugar has buen fair,
sud the market has ruled fairly active with a good lhealthy trade doing at
quotatious,

Morasges,—Thero has beon considerablo enquiry for molasses, und the
market has been moroe active and strongoer, prices having advanced fully lc.
por gallon on Barbadoes, The trading is for higher prices, as holders are not
apxious sellers on account of tho fact that tho bulk of the stock hold here
now cost more money than presont quotations.

Tea.~—Tho tea market has beon somewhat quiot during thoe pist week and
ouly & emall volumo of business was transacted. ‘T'ho tone of the r.irket
has beon firm and prices well mpintained. Considerable enquiry continues
for low grado Japans, but as theeo teas aro very scarco fow sales have boen
eflected.

Fisu O113.—Tho Montresl market continucs quiet for cod oil, Now-
foundland being quoted there at 34c. to 39¢c. and Halifax at 32ic. Seal is
steady thero at 47c. to 48¢c. Cod liver oil is quiot at §bc. to 60c. for Now-
foundland anc 75c. to 8be. for Norway.

Figu.— Arrivale of all kinds of fish, excopt mackerel, have boen moro
free during the past woek than they were for somo timo proviously. Even
the receipts of wmackerol considerably exceoded expectations. Mackerel,
which opened oxeeptionally firm in the early patt of the week, had cased oft
somowhat at tho time of writing. Lhoro is a fair consumptive enquiry for
roally nice, hard codfish, of which thu supply 18 sparse. Ia this article,
however, not tho slightest dieposition to speculate i3 evinced at present,
While the roporte from the Labrador coasts are discouraging in respect to
the aggregats catch of herring, the receipts both hero and at Montreal aro
quile up to an aversge delivery. Prices abroad not justifying shipments in
any direction about all receipts aro going into store here. Our outside
advices are as follows :—Montreal, October 15.-—** Supplies continue to
como forward fresly, and ate wmet by a fairly active demand, sufficient to
keep trade moving in a normal way, with no unuecsessary accumulation of
stocks. Oystoers are arriving in good condition, and encountering a fair
enquiry at $2.50 to 84. Tn cod the sitaation is steady, but doalors are not
disposed to ask extrome prices, and arc anxious to make sales at quotations.
In mackorel the supply is not heavy, snd the market is stoady, with fair
sales. For herring there is a moderaio but steady dewand, with prices
evincing a tondency lowsrds ocasior r8les.” Doston, Mass, Oclober 15.—
“The recoipts of mackerel by last week’s stoamer swere larger than usual,
but they almost all found eale at full prices. At the closo tho market is only
farly steady, and it is evident to us that the highest point has boen reached.
Mackerol will not bo any higher ; if any change is made it will be to lower
prices.  You can’t force mackerel, as thore is no speculativo demand.
Buyers will only tako enough for immediate wants. Several hundred
barrols of Irish mackerol have come forward this week. Thoy ate fat fish,
of good size and quality. Recent roposts ssy the boais aro doing well, and
increased raceipts aro expected from there from now until the 1st January.

AN EVENTFUL CHRISTMAS.

I am an old man now, and as I sit musing by the fire the memory of a
former Christmas eve comes back to me. It was in this wise :

I always had a taste for farmiog, and, seeii-g in a newspaper an
advertisement of a farm for sale, not from fault of the ground, but on
account of the death of its owner, I immediately made arrangements for its
purchase. 1 had a little capital, enough to buy the farm and set it going.

The newcomer stood with a look of
unpleasant surprise on his face. * You keep some fine dogs,” he remarked,
and then continued, *“I have come to ask a night’s shelter, for from the look
of the sky we shall have a regular blizzard before morning, and the town 1s
far from here."”

. Now to the reader this might seem an imprudent request, but, out in the
thinly settled parts of Canada, a man’s house is a free hotel, and one never
thinks twice about asking for 2 night's lodging. Still, all alone in the house
and being of a timid disposition, I felt rather upeasy. Ideas of tramps,
burglars, etc., filled my mind. A glance at the man reassured me. He was
fully fifty and small of stature. His clothes were seedy, but he certainly
was no ordinary burly tramp. The most peculiar thing about him was ‘his
eyes. Coal black and small, they seemed to search your very soul; one
could not tell a lie looking this man in the face, his eyes compeiled the
truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth.

Wao extract the following from the second lolter of thoe s,..cisl corres-
pondent of the Engincering and Mininy Journal of New York,who furnished
the lotter papor with a most intereating report of the proceedings of The
Amorican Insiitute of Mining Enginoors at their Ottawa mooting :~—*‘A paper
on tho Goological Relations of the Nova Scotia Minerals, by E. Gilpin, of
Halifax, was read by B. T. A, Boll Tho oxtent of the mineral formations,
as well o8 tho number of the geological horizons, is limited in comparison
wjth tho United Statex,

Tho principal gold fields of Nova Scotia are on the Atlantic coast. Iu
Capo Broton iron oro abounds, running from 20 to 40 per cent. Copper
beds are found at Margarotville, and noar Pictou, the lattor running as high
a8 40 por cent. Coal abounds both in Nova Scotia and Cape Broton, last
year's production being 1,500,000 tons. Cypsufn is tho most prominent
wineral of Novg Scotia. The oxtent of mineral lands is about 3,000 square
‘miles. Near Sydney copper abounds mixed with gold and silver. The
mino(rlals are in the following order : coal, iron, gold, a combination not often
found. ,

T. D. Ingalls, of Ottawa, read notes on the Port Arthur Silver Distric..
The characteristic oppearanto of tho landscape in this region is the flat-
topped hills, o formation caused by the intrusion of trap botween the beds
of argillvccous schiste.  As n genoral rule, tho richeat deposits of silver are
in tho blackest and softest slates. The silver-bearing rocks are 12,000 feet
thick Lhe silver occurs in fissures, and the people ought, he thinks, to feel
gncouraged to believe that whenaver they- get a vein on the surface it will
continue e far down as they choose to go. The ganguo rock contaivs many
interosting minorale, including quartz, amethysts of much beauty being
often found. Anu interesting foaturs is the occurrence of mineralized water
and sssociated inflammable gas, the most abundant ingredients being chloride
of sodium and chloride of calcium. The accompanying minerals include
galona and blende.

The most usual forms in which silver occurs are ag sulphide and native
silver, forming detached oro bodies. Tho veins gegerally run in several
directions, of which the three provalent ones are portheast and southwest,
porthwest end southeast, and nesrly east and west.

The ore in tho veins occurs in bunches, sarrounded by.barren ground.
Tho greatest depth yet reached is 525 feet, at the Beaver mine. The great-
est yirld was that of the Silver Islet mine, from which §3,250,000 was taken,
and some of the present mines promiso to bn equally succsssful.
