feet. It i built in a segment of a circle and
bas an incline of about 33½ degreces. The road
is supported by 16 iron pillars set in atone
foundations, and the balance are of wood 12 x
12 liches. The cars are drawn up by means of
a stationary engine of 75 horsejsower at the
top of the mountain. The %ire repos are throu
in number, two of them being 11-8 inch lii -
diameter, and the middle one 1 inches. The
two smaller ones have been tested witi a strain -
of 35 tons and the contre or safety rope, with et
airain of 43 tons. The ropes pasa over sheaves
6 feet in diameter, and are wound over two
drmas of wood and iron, of 10-feet diameter,
aiffl arO a direct pull upon the cars. The centre
or astffety rope ruas independently of the engine,
and is attacied to botih cars, so that, in the
event of the two outside repes breaking, the
centre one would hold the cars in check, beasides
whicli the large wheel of Il feet diameter is
provided with brakes, which may be applied
froin the platform ai the top of the incline by
the engineer. The principal brake is wedge

shaped, and acts not onli on the wioel itself
but also on tie rope.

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privileges in this respect ivithaut injury
ta the couanitnity, and with undoubted
benefit ta their shareholders. But, ta re-
turn ta the subject of the statenents fur-
nished ta the Govern'ment.

We do not agree with Mr. Smsithers that
ve need wait for a reformation of the cur-
rency system before ive go back to better
practices. The regulation giving the bills
of the bank priority over ail other claims,
with a much simplified and abbreviated
statement of its atairs, would give the
note-holding public aIl the security they
cai possibly have under the existing sys-
tem. The deposit of special security foi
circulation is not therefore a necessary
preliminary ta an amendment of the
returns. What advantage, or otherwise,
these may be ta the banks thenselves
we cannot say, but wehave M'r. Smithers'
opinion (by implication) against thsemn,
since lie evidently looks forward ta thseir
iiendicnt writh satisfaction, and we
know that, as far as the public is cou-
cerned, they contain iuchî that could be
dispensed vrith without loss.

They demand information -vhich is
useless as a basis for judging of the sol-
vency or otherwise of the bank, and which
is useless aiso for purposes of statistical
comparison and they require a classifica-
tion ofuncurrent items, vhich simply puts
bank officers on the alert, not so mucli
ta avoid debts which would cone under
thtat leading, but to keep th'em currs'ent. A
banking correspondent of the-JouaNi, in
commenting on Mr. Smithers' address, said
on this point: " Our present government
statementhas been tinkered and enlarged
tili it lias become ridiculons in the eyes
of practical men, without adding one iota
ta the information ve have as ta the true
position of any bank, or the financivi
position of the country. The worst debts
can frequently be most easily kept " cur-
rent," and special security of a kind can
be had which will bring debts into that
category witiout much inproving the
bank's position."

The present formi, in our opinion, is
an unnecessary, and therefore unjusti-
fiabie, interference witi the private riglits
and interests &T the shareholders, and
at the same time cunbrous and un-
wieldy for the purpose of the statistician.
The truth is that the banks have been
regarded as a legitimate field for all sorts
of experinents by ail sorts of legislators,
amateur and professional, ta which they
have submitted uncomplainingly. As we
said last wveek the basis an wrhich
modern society resta is that every man
shal have perfect freedom ta go his own
way, except in such matters as may affect
injuriously the whole body. Looked at

in this light we can see no justification
for such an inquisitorial demand as is
made in this case. We do not altogether
favor the mystery which surrounds the
progress of each bank- from year ta year,
broken only at the annual meeting, but
this is a matter which rests solely with
the siarelholders, individually or acting
through tieir representatives. The sole
abject for -which a monthly statement
should be sought is ta enable the public
to judge of the solvency of the corpora-
tion, andt'br this purpose it is absolutely
and utterly immaterial whether its lia-
bility la for deposits of one persan or
another, debts payable here or there, or
even whether they are payable now or
at a future time. The sole point in,
what is the gross liability of the corpor-
ation ta the public, and wiat bas it
ta pay with? A little classification of the
assets may be necessary ta give the re-
quisite information, but three or four
heads would be as good as two dozen, for
this purpose.

For the statistician more detail is
desirilble, but, granting this, it is no ex-
cuse for asking questions about the affairs
of the Corporation which cean only gratify
curiosity and stimulate speculation, with-
out throwing any further light on the posi.
tion of the country when the returnis are
aggregated.

And with ail their detail they are
hopelessly incomplete. Take, for in-
stance, the four leading banks in the
country. Two of these have offices in
London, three ln Chicago, ail four in
New York. At these offices no doubt
an enormous business is done,especially in
Sterling Exchange, but how far is this
reflected in the statements ? A net bal-
ance due ta or by agents in. foreign coun-
tries covers everything. Whether the
banks are lending on time or on call, on
stocks or on grain, keeping their money
idle in National Banks, buying sterling
bills for millions, or selling their own
bills on England for other millions, ie ail
one ta the return, the " net balance"
covers it al]. The same l true of every
bank in the countîry according ta its mea-
sure. These things are of course of no
importance ta one studying the financial
position of the country itself,and therefore
we do not regret that the returns take no
account of them. For that purpose aIl we
need ta know is the business of Canada,
the deposits, the circulation, the loans
which our own business creates; but
those ivho seek in the returns an unerring
guide. ta the position of each bank must
see how great the gap liere niglt be.
Even in matters whici they do cover
how useless they may ie. An examination

of the Federal Bank returns before and
after the troubles iwhich overtook it last
year will illustrate this beyond any need
of our trying ta make the point plainer. ,

There is one line in the return, that
headed "Directors' Liabilities,"1 ihich
probably gives rise ta as much miscon-
ception as anything it contains, but of
this we muet take another opportunity ta
speak.

The " moral" of it ail is that we
think the Legislature could not do better
than modify its requirements as ta returns,
leaving ta the Finance Minister the power
hle has noiw ta cail for special statements
when it may seen necessary in the public
interest.

In another issue we vill sketch out
wiat wte think vould be the mostquitable
form for the monthly statement,but this is
a point on which we would be glad ta
receive and discuss suggestions froni
practical bankers.

MONTREAL MLSREPRESENTED.

Misrepresentation of Montreal is mot
by any means confined ta New York,
Boston, and one or tiwo Ontario papers.
The Liverpool Jcho of the 1lth uit. joins
the iue-and-cry in an article commenting
on saine expressions on the subject of
emigration by the president of the Trades
Congress recen tly ield at South port. The
Echo says there are not just now many
colonies ar other places vhsere the emi-
grating workman may benefit himself and
family,-that Montreal is not one of
these,-that the population borders on
200,000 souls,-that there are fine public
buildings and fine ladies, spacious streets
and good shops, churches and ministers.
After crediting us with ail this he says :

"'There are also poverty and dear foo d. Win-
ter coumes early, and tihen the dock laborer's
work ceases. It is stated that if adock Iaborer
can iandle an axe lie may in the winter earn
twenty dollars a month with board and lodging
at ' lumrxbering.' If he ls nsot expert enougi at
this, lie can get emiploynent in 1tnding cattle
under sialter, for farmera, within nlecessiblo
distance, it ten dollars a month in addition to
board and lodging. 'But ha sonetimes prefers
the charity of Mon ireal.' The slums of Mont-
real are not so thick as in some parts of Lon-
don. Here is one illustration of 'Squalid
Montreal.' 'Mrs. D- , uncertain occupation;
crippled. Wife does charing. Severai children,
Four rmoms. Stagnant water under floor. Been
ta the health officer. He cane three weeks
ago; not been since. Nothing donc. Pays 7s
a week rent, and small water-rate. Had to do
a lot of his own papering and plastering ta
make ibe rooms decent.' The pricès of pro-
visions are-a 41b. loaf, 10d; handful of tutrnsipy,
S3d ; tvo srall iaddocks, 2s 6d; flesh ment,
7id ier lb.; paralin, la a gallon.; coals, 2s 6d
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par ewt.; clothes, &c., compîîar'ativcly dear.
SkilleL artisans receive $2 to $3 ier day."

aware that there are any places in Mont-
real ta which the terin " sluins cean be ap-
plied. Were the cripple referred to living
in London air in New York he would have
to content 1himiself and famsily witl one
roam instead a four, aud probably be
obliged ta go to the poorihouse. It goes
without saying, o course, that tiiere are
imsprovident persons i.n every coimnunity,
and lnes occasionally' in al[ countrles
when eiploynient is scarce, but
in this respect Montreal will bear favor-
able coiparison witLh any city on the

contient,--more vwith any city in
the United Kingdon. There is scarcely
a laborer or workimsan in Montreal obliged
ta live on the meagre lare a' Lhose in the
saie sphere in any part of Europe, in-
sular or continental, or turn ont on Sun-
days or holidays in garb ai like texture.
The Montreal workman goes ta church
dressed in broadcloth and a tall silk liat
like is employer. Ilo cannot say with
Burns' man-

" Wlt th1ouigh on ivaiely lare wo dino
Woeur hoddiigvray and a' thalt ?....."

We do not know of a single bouse in
Montreal where there is any reason for
the existence of " stagnant water under
tise floor." During the spiring-freshets,
the water of the river rises occasionally
for a few days, and enters the cellars of
warehouses and houses ai the lower fiat
of the city.

Tie prices of provisions are misquoted
by the Echo. The 4 lb. white loaf costs
18 cent, whiici ive admit is iuch too high,
for the saime article sells in England at
6d, equal ta 124 cents of our money, al.
tiougli made largely from Canadian
flour. One shilling, or 25 cents, is an out-
aide price for illuminating oil i good flesh
meat cai be boughit at retail as low as 5
ta 8 cents or about 2d ta 4d. a lb., but
choice cuts are as higi as 12i cents or Gd.
per lb. Anthracite coal is retailed at
$5.65 ta $6, per ton delivered, which is a

long reduction fron 12s. Gd. lier cNt."
A literal I handful iof turnips would be

dear at 24d. 'T'le usual price iere is

about 35 cents a bushiel ; haddock retails

at 8c. a lb. Clothing of haine nanufac.

tured materials is not mueh, if any, dearer
than in England.

We trust that the spirit of fairness

wvihich usually cliaracterizes our Liverpool
conteiporary will iiduce hîin ta place
these few corrections before bis readers.
W'e have pienty real ills ta bear without
being held answerable for those cited
above.

PRICES AND GOLD SUPPLY.

Continuing our review of Mr. Mullall's
article on this subject we have ta discuss.

III. THE CAUsES THAT OPERATE ON

PRlcEs.

The first of these which lie noteiss War.
During tie war with Bonaparte 1801-10
tihe level of prices was 63 per.cent higher
than in 1782-90, and the decade after
Waterloo was marked by a fail of 32 per
cent.

Tise Crimnean war was also attended by
a rise, but tie American var had tihe
most striking eflect of any event in
moder times, the price level for 1862-
66 having been 37 per cent over that of
1841-50. Since then there ias beeni, vith
slight interruptions, a steady decline.

Peace, therefore, brings a fall of prices
"Wlsatever causes augment tise real
" wealth of the world... .stimulate trade

and keep davn prices. Tie abject of
" ail soientific methods applied ta coin-
" merce and the arts is cheapness, and
" the tendency of prices is towards de-
"cline by reason of the enlarging facili-
" ties and poier of production. "(New-
march.)"

Mr. Muliall states that the production
in ten great branches-coal, iron, grain,
cotton, etc., in 1860 and 1884 was in the
ratio of 1000 ta 1842, i.e., an increase of 84
per cent. In the saine interval the
world's steam-power increased from 11
millions ta 29 millions horse-power, say
152 per cent. From these figures ie
argues that the increased productive
power of labor during that interval would

ccount for a fall of about 30 per cent in
prices. They actually fell 17 per cent,
but the destruction of wealtl in the
American and other wars would explain
the difference.

Another cause of cheapened production
and distribution is tie saving in freights
consequent on tise greater effliciency of
seamen, steam vessels. and improved
navigation. I[e cornputes from the trade
returns and other sources that tise ratio
of eflfctive work for caci British seaian
in 1800 ivas 101 tons per annum, as
aginilîst 234 tons in 1884. 'l'ie average for
the seamen of ail nations is 185 tons lier
year, on which basis a saving of fifty mil-
lions sterling per annum is made coin-
pared with 1860. Hle miglit have added
here the extension and cheapening of
railroad tianspoirtation, for-, al tloigi these
have not been marked in Europe, their
effect elsewhere in bringing certain

products cieaply ta market lowers their
world.prices. .

In thie last place the general fall in the
rate of interest, whici is of tourne a direct

charge on production, may be quoted.
This decreased as follows :

1861-70 1871-80

Great Britain....... 4.23 3.28
All Europe.......... 4.30 3.7i

In view of ail these causes it is not
necessary te look ta the falling aff in gold
production for an explanation cf the de-
cline in prices.

IV. Tris PRoSrioT oF PRIoEs.
Mr. Mulhall expresses the opinion that,

"unless somae terrible disasters befall
mankind, we are on the safe and steady
marich ta a lower level of prices, ta the
greater expansion of trade and the bene-
fit of the world." Such a decline may
cause a passing loss, but in the end the
country must be'nefit. As an example
the moveiment of calico in England may
be quoted.

In 1820 £7,000,000 worth of cotton was
manufactured, producing £27,000,000
worth of goods, a gain ta the nation of
£2,0000,0CO. IIera we have high cost Of
production from primitive. machinery and
ineffective labor, which quadrupled thre
value ofi the raw torial.

In 1881 £39,000,000 worth of raw cotton
was used producing cotton goods worth
£95,000,000, a gain of £56,000,000. The
increase in the value of the raw material
is only about 143 per cent, as against 385
per cent before, but the gain ta the na-
tion is increased nearly threefold.

The gain is still more marked if we
consider those buying English goods.
Against 21 million yards exported month-
ly in 1820, 420 yards are exported now,
so that England bas 20 customers for her
cottons now against ane then, and the
saine may be said of other goods.

Ie conicludes thtis very- interesting
article as follows :

We lear a "great deal about over-pro-
duction, which, applied ta crops, means
that heaven is too bountiful, and, ta other
things, thîat man is too inlustrious. The
obstacles ta commerce, higier tariffs,&c., wihicl have been of late years in-
creasing in many countries, have tended
ta diminish the markets of consumption ;
but if we could to-morroiw sweep away
custon-houses, and thirow open all ports
ta free-trade, the factories of England,
the United States, France. Belgium, etc.,
would lie unable ta supply the demand
l'or t,ir products.

Legislatora woli endeavor ta keep up
prices belong ta the saine school ai'
econony as the malefactors viho used ta
buin down San Francisco in order ta
raise the value ai' timuber. Glaziers have
been knovni ta thanlk heaven for a de-
structive hail storm, and soie sugar mer-
chants would, perhialis, rejoice if the
island of' Barbadoes were submerged by
an eartiquake.

Meantime the ivelfare of mankind in
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aspociated with low prices, and every im-
provement of machinery, every fresh
facility for commerce, points in that direc-
tion'

We have throughout followed Mr. Mu]-
hall closely, being reluctant to break the
thread of a very carefully written and
condensed essay. His figures we may
take with confidence, and his deductions
strike us as sound.

On the general question it may lie said
that the economic law respectiing the
oxchange of conimodities explains in a
great measure why prices are so little af-
fected by more or less gold. This law is
that exclianges are not made ta obtain
mnoney bu t other goods, that the exchange
i8 only half corplete wien money is re-
ceived, and is not completed until the
seller lias obtained the commodities lie
requires in place of those lie lias parted
with. Goods are therefore bought with
other goods, and money is scarcely even
the medium of the purchase, at any rate
in this country. The greater portion of
the trade of civilized countries is carried
on through the medium of various forms
of credit, computed in termns of money,
but certainly not money. As long, there-
fore, as people have property to give for
the property they require, trade will go
on, and from tis point of viewy gold is
only one kind of property for whiclh goods
are exchanged, and not a very important
kind, considering the great mass of ail the
rest.

The balances in exchanges between in-
dividuals are merged into balances be-
tween banks, and Lthese, in turn, into a
single balance for or against each bank,
and for the settlement ofthat final balance
cnly (whiclh may represent transactions
a million fold as great) money is brouglit
into use.

If the commerce of the country were
increased ten-fold, the saine amount of
money would in ail probability effect the
final settlement of aIl Lite exchanges of
property. We may therefore put aside
any question of the qnantity of gold in
the world as a factor in the case.

What, tLIen, is the cause of the decline
in prices ? Chiefly. increased and cheap-
ened production. if oe man's labor with
improved machinery and better methods
'zill produce as much as two men forni-
erly accomplished, it is-evident Ltat, after
making compensation for the exponse of
the improvement in the machinery and
of Lthe acquisition of the greater skill, the
decreased cost will go to reduce the sell-
ing price of the product.

The same holds true of the farmer, who
produces more grain by the use of ma-
chinery, or is able to send il to market

cheaply by the extension of railroads,
Every man engaged in production is lient
on decreasing thie cost, in order that lie
may increase bis profit or retain lis mar-
ket. The effect of this competition on
the wliole mass of production must be
enormous.

'T'le other main factor is the demand
for consumption. lere the inc'easing
stores ofaccunulated wealth of ail kinds
tell as a counterbalancing tendency to
chieaper, production. If wealtih does in-
crease, and tle owners consume products
freely, the law of supply and demand leads
ta higlier prices.

Purchasing power lies in wealth of aIl
kinds, not in gold merely, which is but one
fori of wealth, and if there is a relation
anywhere such as that claimed by Mr.
Giffen ta exist between prices and the
volume of gold in the world, we believe it
is between prices and the accumulated
wealthaf the world. IL is the property that
they have accumulated, the profits they
are making, that decide the purchasing
power oftLhe people, and create the de-
mand which, set against the supply, fixes
prices. If wealth increased and produc-
tioniwere stationary, the increased power
of consumption would lead to higher
prices. Thtat the opposite tendency is a
present shown indicates tlat the accu-
mulation of wealth is not so rapid as the
increase and cheapening of production,
or that the possessors of the wealth are for
some reason economising in consumption.

''he de'crease in prices is a serions thing
for the time being ta those whto hold
sfocks of goods for whichl they have not
paid, but for the world at large it is no
doubta gain, since it widens the circle of
consiiiption, brings it within reacl of a
lower class, and.tends ta increase more
and more the trade of the world. -

TIE EXCIH ANGE BANK SUITS.

Ait important case was decided by Mr.
Justice Mathieu on Saturday last, involv-
ing a claim of over $80,000 against the
Cit.y and District Savings Bank. IL ap-
pears that loans aiounting ta $250,000
iad been màde ta the Exchange Batik by
the Savings Bank, on which the latter
called for a payment. 'ie Exchange
Batik olfered, instead, the guarantee of
three of its directors, Messrs.. Thomas
Craig, A. W. Ogilvie, and E. K. G reene,
for the existing indebtedness of $25d,000,
and applied for a further advance of $150,-
000, on thte security of commercial paper,
both of whici proposals were agreed ta
by the City and District. The commer-
cial paper leld for the $150,000,
wien.collected, left a surplus of. $76,933,

r. ,,
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which the Savings Bank sought to hold
for the loan of $250,000, but the iquid a-
tors af the Exchange Bank sued for the
amnount and have won their case.

Tile Court held that the surplus of
security for the one debt could not be
held as security for the other, in the-ab-
sence of a special agreement, and as no
such agreement was proven the Court
ordered ail moneys collected by the
Savings Bank in excess of the debt of
$150,000 to be paid to the liquidators of,
tlie Exclange Bank, with interest. WVe-'
have not learned whether the judgment
wiill bA appealed or not. The Savings
Bank lias of course its claim. as an ordin
ary creditor agamnst the Exchange Bank,
and also its recourse against the three
guarantors. -The case is specially un-
fortunate for Mr. Ogilvie and Mr. Greene,
and only illustrates still further the coie-
plete confidence the Board liad in Mr.
Craig, and their entire good faith in the
whole matter.

The principle on whicli the judgnent is
based seems rather harsh : that a party
aving negotiable securities in his hands
belonging to his creditor cean b forced
to surrender the security notwithstanding
the non-payment of lis dëbt, it lias
been said that this judgment disposes of
the cases of the Exchange Bank against
the Bank of Montreal, the Merchants
Bank and others in respect to Bills ield.'
for collection, but these do not rest on the
saine ground. Apart from the special
merits of the cases themselves the Banks
may rely to some extent on the re-
cognized commercial law of the Empire,
whicl slould, if it does not, govern liere
in banking matters. The law in England
is clearly in favor of the banks. The
dictum, of Lord Chief Justice Campbellin
an old case (Brandao v. i3arnett) has -

been accepted in every modern case by
the Privy Council. le states the matter
thus : " Bankers most undoubtedly have
a general lien on ail securities deposited
with them as bankers by a customer, un-.
less tliere be an express contract or cir-
cumstances that show an implied con-
tract inconsistent with te lien." In the
cases mentioned the circumstances are
vell within the judgments of the Privy
Council, and it-is to lie hoped that the
Banks interested will carry any adverse
judgment to the highîest Court., and, if pos-
siblesettle forever the question as ta
whichi law gover'ns.us in tese impoi:tant
matters,

TIE COST OF LIFE INSURINCE.

The preceding .article on this subject
was concluded witli some remarks as to
the necessity for some compensation bal-."
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ance, with a view Lo obviating the jincreaise
of cost year by year for carrying the risk,
and, to resume, we have now to show how
this can be attained.

Life inburance is divided into the two
main divisions of whole life insurance
and endowmient insurance, whiîiclh shall be
respectively considered in thei- oider.
Who.:le life nay again be sub-divided ac-
cording to the ternis fori whuici the prem-
iuins are payable hit "wlole lite"
and ' limited piyient " classes,
whiclh latter includes single paymtents,
i.c., the wlole premiumn plaid Up in onle
sun at the outset,and prewiums payable
during 10, 15, 20, etc., years only. These
preiums in like mianner are divisible
into gross premiuis, which include the
" loading " or addition necessary to cover
working expenses, and the " net "l or
" pure " prenituis, which represent the
cost price to the companîy, ii the mean-
time we have to deal with the net prei-
tums only ; they again consist of two parts,
the onle ta cover the ribk of death during
the year and the other' to create a " re-
serve." But before proceeding further il is
necessary to notice the very imîportant
factor "conpound interest." I the ratio of
nörtiality is the foundation, as bas already
been slown of the fabric of lire insurance,
it ls no.less true that conipountid interest
is the key-stone, and il is this inportant
iactor operating upon the " reserve"
which fraims the compensation balance
wheel for adjusting and regulating the
whole inachinery. Various rates of in-
terest are assumced in the calculations in
different countries according to the values
of money in the respective places. In
Great Britain the usual rate is 3 per
cent, in some of the States of tha neigh-
bouring Union it is 4 per cent,and in others
4à per cent, the last named rate 1-s the
standard in Canada, and it is tlie rate
assumed in connection with the subject in
land.

.The net single prenium is the present
vlue (i. e., discounted) of the sut
assured payable at the death of an indi-
vidual intsured, of a spociied age, for ex-
ample, the net single premium for insur-
ing ?I,000, payable at the death of a
persan aged 36 years at entry (Aierican
experience and 4.1 per cent interest), is
$300.29 ; or, suppose 1,000 individuala
ahould isture for $1,000 eaci, i.c., $l,000
x 1,000-$1,000,000 in the atggregate, the
sum of ?300.29 x 1000 = $300,290, laid
aside et 44 per cent compound interest
would meet caci and every claim of $1,-
000 year by year as eacli individual died.
The reserve nider this class is formed in
the following mainer, eacl premtium oE
e800,29 earns $13.51 of interest up to the

eid of the first year, of whici it only cost
,;6.29 ta carry the risk-that is,'suriely,
cheap enougli insurance-and the balance
>1 $7.22 goes ta bring up the reserve Io
the correct figure, $307,51, at the end of
the year. The death claimis are provided
for thus. 'lie deaut rate for that age
during the first year is a shade over 9 per
1,000, or, theoretically, 9.09 and if $1,000
is payable fo, eaci, the aitount required
is X$l,0009.09= $9,090, .which is made
up as follows: eaci individual policy Ur
the J,000 is chargeable witli $6,29 of the
interest earned, as above, which, in the
aggregate, yîie $6,290,or, by carryiig out
the deciialsýto the proper figure, it would
yield $629174, to which lias to be added
the " reserve " pertaining ta eaci of the
policies which have beconie claims, viz.,
$307.51 x 9.09 = $2,795.26, and these
togotietr make the exactanounto $9,090.
This process would go ont successively
year by year until the last death occurred,
which would be about 60 years later, and
there would be exacLy,$1,000 in the
treasury ta meet the lasl cilin. Nothing
can better illustrate the eliect ai the
absence of the "key-stone "l than tu con-
trast this with the result of a simiilar
aiount of insuirance ivith one of the as-
sessrnient, or, as they are comnanly and
more aptly characterized, " Pass-round-
the-bat Societies." Sinice compound in-
terest does not enter in ta their systeni,
and eacl $l1,000 lias ta bc collectcd as the
chmini emrerges, it xill take the full $1,000,-
000 in hard caslh to meet their clains as
compared witht $300,290 as above.

There aire coniparatively f'ev persons
Who are prepared ta lay out so inuch
noncy at once ls is necessary under the

single premium class, but in order to
meet ail requireinents the single pre-
miums can be commuted into whole life
or limited payment premiumus. The.
equivalent wltole life net premium, age 36,
is $18.48 per $1,000 payable at the begin-
ningol'each year. At the end of the year
it has eatrned 83 cts. of interest, thereby in.
creasing the amount to $19.32,which, it will
be seen on referring ta columns 3 and 5 of'
table in last week's issue, is appropriated
tus, $9 l'or covering cost to company for
carrying the risk, ai', in otlier words, for
payiig the iidividuai's share of death
claims during the first year, and $10.32,
being the larger portion, as the first in-
stalinient towards forming the reserve.
From this it will be apparent thtat the ar-
dinary whole life net premium charge-
able at that age by an " Old Linte coin.
pany " (as the Assessmenit compaties are
pleased to designate themt) is more than
double the amount required ta cover the
iisk l'or the first year, and that over one

half thereof is laid aside as a pure and
simple investment to accumulate at coin-
pound interest. This, with the additions
made to it in a similar maniner' ech suc-
cessive year, sec colunt 3, -fornis the
compeisation balance fo the increasing
r'isk as age advances, and would eventually
amouint ta the full sun of $1000 ta neet
the claim of the individual if lie shtould
reacli Lthe extremte limit under the table
of moirtality iereto'ore referred to, viz.,
96 years of age.

The woniderful effiect of this compen-
sation balance of the "'Oltd Line.compan-
ies " nay be seen at a glance by a coin-
parison of colunis 5 and 6 of said table,
showing the rel itive cost of carrying a
policy ofS1,000 by an Old Line company
and an Assessment conpany. Even the
first year lie former has, the advantage,
for the sum of' $10.32 has, even at this
initial stage, been placed ta the " re-
serve," or, as iLl is frequently ternied,
" self-insuirance fund," on accoutint of its
being the accumulations against each in-
dividual policy anid being rather the pro-
pert.y of the policy-holder tihan of the
comtîpnty, consequently, the risk carried
by the company the fir't year is $989.68,
as against $1,000 carried by the Assess-
ment coinpany, and the relative costs are
$9.00 and $9.09 respectively. On coin-
paring colunins 3 and 4 it will be seon
that the reserve or' compensation colunii
steadily increases as age advances, and t Lie
aiouit carried liy the company corres-
pondingly diminisies, ience the original
premtium a $18.48 charged per' $1,000 at
commencement is sullicient, with the in-
terest earned on the reserve of $733.90,
ta cover the cost ($3S.45) of carrying the
risk of the balance of $266.0 et age 80,
besides providing for the progressive in-
crease of' the reserve on the policies of
those wlo still survive until the extreme
limit is reaclied as before mnentioned.

The systen of the Assessment compa-
nies, as is well.known, is to make a collec-
tion from its meinbera for eaci death as
it occurs, and thus it dispenses with the
invaluatble compensation balance, conse-
quently the risit carried upon each mem-
ber remains stationary (i. e., et the full
$1000) each successive, year, therefore
the cost of carrying the risk nust and
does increase, as indicated in column
6, uttil il becomes intolerably hteavy as
old age approaches. IL is generally ad-
mitted that, concurrently with the ad-
vancement of civilization; the develdp-
ment in the knowledge of the laws of
physiology and hygiene, and the impor-
tant progress steadily being made in
medical science, the duration of life is
inèreasing, especially in the large cities,
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as compared with olden times and in.
view of this, some diminution on the cost
of insurance may be looked for in course
of time, but it will he very gradual, and as

the table of mortality upone which these
calculations are based is of cotparatively
recent date, and is considered one of the
best at present in existence as a criterion
for assured lives, the figures given nay be
accepted as a very close approximation
to the results which may be expected,
therefore it wouhdl be folly to ignore its
teachings until it can be satisfactorily
proved that a better one bas been pro-
duced. Admitting, then, column 6 ta bea
correct indication of the cost of carrying
a risk $of $1000 on the assessment plan
what becomes of their vaunted cheap-
ness? Andi how is it possible that any
suc company can do business on lower
terms ? Such companies (acting on tbis
plan) as increase the rates for each indivi-
dual niember from year to year on a ratio
closely approaching ta what is indicated

in said coluin 6 may be considered as
acting on sound principles, but cui bono ?
There is one company in Canada conduct-
ing business upon this plan solely, or
upon a slight mnodilication thereof, and
one Old Une company has conjoined a
somuewhat similar modification with its
ordiiiary Od LiUne plans, evidently for the
purpose of meeting (lie competition of the
predatory tribe of Assessment societies of
mnuslhroom growth and duration, but this
appears ta us to be questionable policy
et best. -One of these companies cbarges
a shade lower rates tian those indi-
cated in the table, but wlether this wili
be justilied by experience remains ta be
seen ; the other a shade higher-the aver-
age being nearly identical with the table
Shlie following, based upon the tabular
rate, may therefore be considered a fair-
comparison of tlie two systems, and will
enable our readers ta judge for them-
selves where the real advantage lies.
First let a period of 20 years be taken,
and for the sake of simplifying the calcu-
lations let the assessments be assumed at
an average of $10 per anuum foi' lirst 10
years and $1.4.52 foi' second 10 years, and
the payments compounded at 41 per
cent, the total cost for 20 years would be
$385.47. In lilce mtanlier compounding
the net premiui $18.48 per annum for
20 years the anouit would be $60.5.77 ,
but from this lias ta be deducted the
reserve of $290.85 at the credit of the

policy, which leaves a balance $314.92 as
the net cost,against $385.47, being a differ-
ence of $70.55 in favor of ordinary Old
Line plan. Second, let a period of 30
years be taken and the average of $28.67
assumed for third te»n yeara' assessments,

the total cost for 30 years would h $X66.67
andin like manner the total premium for
30 years on lire plan would h $1178.10 ;
but, deducting the increased reserve of
$484.J8, the net- cost would be $693.92
against $966.67, showing a balance in
favoi' of life plan of $272.75. It may be
admitted that, sa far' as the deaths occur-
ring in the earlier years are concerned,
the advantage is on the side of the assess-
ient societies ; but, on the other hand,the
fact must net ho lost siglt of that ont of
every 1000 alive at age thirty-six, 731 sur-
vive 20 years and 584 survive 80 years,
consequently the advantage is on the
aide of the great mejority. These exaim-
ples <lo not take into account expenses of
management but the Old Line compan-
tes are quite as carefully mnanaged as the
other, and there is no good reason why
their expenses should be greater. On the
other hand the death.rate of the Assess-
tment societies is abnost certain to be
greater, for the reason that wvhen rates
begin to increase materially a large pro-
porion of good lives is likely ta drop out
while the bad aies continue on, and thus
an inpaired class of lives renains behind,
whicl callnot fail to increase the rates of'
nor'ality. With regard ta Assessnient

societies vhose rates do not increase ta
the individual inembers as age advances,
it las been demonstrated tinte and time
again that tiey are radically unsound in
principle, and that they are nothing
better thilan a delusion and a snare-it
would therefore only be loss of timne ta
devote any further attention ta tleiri.
They have been invariably short,-lived
in the past, and such is certain ta b their
fate in the future, however successful or
prosperous they inay appear ma tleir
earlier career. ·

The greatt advantages of endowment
insuraices are daily becoming more
appreciated. They partake much more
largely of the nature of' investments than
any of the other plans ; and, while they

laord protection ta wife and family during
the years wiien nost needed, they make
provision as well for the later years of
the person insured, who, imi the event ofr
faiiing heaith as old age approaches, may
stand much more im need of the money
than his lieirs-they may have lm the
meantime reached mnauanhoad and be quite
able ta take care of themselves. It is
true that a inaterially larger outlay for
premiums is involved under tlis class,
but the reserve ai self-insurance in-
creases se mutich moie rapidly that it costs
very nich less to carry the risk from year
ta year. This will become apparent by
comparing colunns Nos. 12, 15 and 20
with No. 5.

Tlie fuller reports of the convention at
hand contain a good deal of valuable in-
formation, and indicate that the quality
of the addresses vas fairly up ta the pre-
vious record of the Association. On the
silver question the meeting was all but
unanimous, but very little that was new
was brought forward ; the stock argu-
ments being made ta do duty again. Mr.
Hlague's address,which .was devoted ta a
defense of a gold standard only, and
of which ive give a brief resuní, else-
wyhere, was acknowledged ta be the
ablest given on the subject,' but we
regret that lie, too, confined Itiniself ta
the general principles of the problem,
and gave little attention ta the point on
which we hoped to iear from him, the
effect of the continuance of the present
coinage on foreign capital.

If lis speech is correctly reported he
lias, however, overlooked the veiry impor-
tant fact that the silver standard al'eady
exists in the United States. Silver dol.
lars f tlie standard weight are already
legal tender for any debt, and the only
reason why this lias not sent gold t a
preinium is that the quantity coined -or
capable of being coined is comparatively
limited, and the use for it suflicient ta
keep that quantity fairly employed.

Several addresses were given on the
sullject of extradition treaties. Mr.
Williams poimted out that the treaty with
Great Britain was specially defective,
while the commercial intercourse with
lier and with her colonies was of more

less is the cost, and it will be observed
that under a ten-year endowment it is
very trifling indeed, even at the com-
nmeitcement,, and that it steadily dimin-
isbes till it recedes ta zero the tenth
year.

It is suggestedl that the
domand for an " honest dollar " has been
conîfused witlh the demand for the in-
definite suspension of silver coinage, and
it is urged that what may be needed is
simnply a dollar's worth of silver in a silver
dollar. The ditliculty that it is almost
impossible to put silver iiito a dollar that
shall not bu worth more or less than that
suin a few montha or a few years hence is
not overo-loked ; nevertheless, in a coun-
t.ry whîere the bimetallic standard exists,
Lhere is force in the point made.

Thle N.Y. Sun unkindly says:
Tho convention of baik oflicers juEt

beul ai, Chicago has attracted more atten-
tion tIan it deserved. ILwas composed
of a nunber of respectable men, who
untdoubtedly are worthiy citizens, but who
have no inore knowledge of the subjects
of balkinig and finance Lthan they have
acqtiretd in the business of receiving
muoney on deposit andt lending it out
again. Their littlii addresses and speeches
show that, tLey have iever studied his-
tory wit.l attention nor rend any of the
works of'l'te leading political econonists.

This is Il solewlat untjust statement
respecLing a gathering which numbered
such mon as Eward Alkinson of Boston,
and Professor Bolles of Plhiladelphia, to
say nothing of leading bankers and a fair
sprinkling of statesmen from New York,
Chicago and other centres. Yet it IR no
doubt, true tat the najority of the Bank
ofliciils preSent, representing the sinaller
local institutions, tre no better fitted to
diseuse quest.ions o haute finance than
the privato bankers who flourish here,
not to say tine managers of nsmaller
branches. There aire nunbers of men ii
Canada who would conme under one or
oter of these hetdiings doing more im-
portant, work tIan many of the Bank
presidientstanl cashiers oni the other side
administering a capital of $50,000 and
uptwardu.

TI MOLSONS BANK.

The annual report of the Molsons Bank,
givero eo1wheîre, possenes mofe Vn

usual interest at this juncture, covering,
as it doces, the period of abnormal dullness
in financial affairs which set in early the
past sumtner, a period characterized by
lower rates for money thtmin haid ever bu-
fore existed lu Canada, the ellet of
whicli upon the earnings of ,other
banks will not be apparent until
next spring. Notwilthstanding the tinto-
ward condition of the loan market, the
Molsons Batik shovs net profits for the
year of $237,925, or nearly 12.9 per
cent, otn caital-after deducting expenses
of management, reservation of interest
accrited on deposits, exchange, besides
mnaking provision for bad and doubtful
debts. Ont of this lias been paid te usual
seni-annual dividends ta the sharehold-
ers, amounting to $160,000 or S per cent
par annum, and bile sum of $75,000 added
to the Pest, swelling that item to 0675,-
000 or 33 per cent of the fujly paid-up
capital, the balance, $17,272, being car-
ried to the credit of Profit and Loss.
Compared witlt 1884 there is a slight ad-
vance in the earnings. The assurance of
a cont.inuance of the handsome dividends
paid by the batik must be highly gratify-
ing to the shareholders ; and the general
business community will be iio less

.pleased to read of the established i-
provement in our lumber, cotton and
woollen industries. ltidon cotton stock
ias lately been changing banda at a price
equal to about 160 of the original stock,
while Canada cotton bonds have been
sold at par and the stock at about 60.
These, with the St. ienri and other mills,
appear to be doing somewhat better of
late, and that hliere is more confidence
all round is evidenced by the higher
quotalions of the stocks. Furlther coin-
ptiison with last year's stateient shows
liat tlie Bank bas increased ils circula-
tion soule $33,000 ; its deposits about
86CO,000 ; Specie and Dominion Notes
about $17,000 i and current discounts
about $500,000.

Tie geieral trade reports indicate 'a faiily
steady business in inost lines. The situationis t
regaried with confidence by business men
genîerally, nlotwcitistailling the late lull in tIse
demand which haid beus ibet in miost sections
of tIhe country.

T'a israiunis of Sqsitre & Bouginer, chroni-
clid in our columntis a forLtnigit tage, trnas out
ta be comparatively iiinfiortasnt.

The Mosons Bank, vith isim the business of
the tiras liss iatterly been donc, hiave a claim
for abouit $22,000, secusred by farssert.s' notes
ant similar collatatils for a little more than
tiat sai, which, it is hoped, will bring themîs
out saf. Last year tie firin chimned a surplus
of $50,000, one-third of whici was invested lin
rei allste ani othisler outîside ventutres. It is
iiderstoad thut they held land in Dakota, and
that they have gode there to reside. It wvill
probably ba foitind tliat anything tihey uive is
beyond reach of tihir creditors. Considerable
excitameîint wats caused by tise arrst of yoiung
Squire, bookkaeeper to the fir, oni a charge of
forgery, at the instance of the liMoisons Bank.
After some proceedings bal beein taien the
iatter wvas allowyed to drop, and it is stated
that the supposel forgery, a note of'$750, bears
tse name cf a firm which bas been out of exis-
eç f0p 'acouple ofïears, in whihl 8 ur was

fonnerly a parner, and that the note represents.
a rencwal of aI oLd debt. At any rate the
charge wvas dropped.

precisely lte satie effect as cheapeteat traits-
portation, since it increases the rettrins to tise
tillers of the sait. The indian cturrency is silver,
and the ripele has reacied the unipreceditedily
low value ofi 6 6d sterling. Its noiminal value
lias been 2s. and althoigi for a long timie IL lias
been falliiig, wvith silver, yet fite decline, as our
readers know, has been more rapit of late. The
consequence is ltat the indianl producer finds
the rupees ha receives for his produce increas-
ing in a very satisf'actary way, and anothër
factor is added to facilitate his competition
witi tihe great West.

Thera~ sies to be ain epidemie of forgery
just tat present. Besides lta cases ientioned
it lias transpired that Mr. H. L. Totteniam, of
Measford, a native of the place, and well coi-
nected fis lte neighborhood, has passed forged
papier amounting to $4,000 or $5,000, lie exact
amont being as yet or course undeteried.

This claimîs wats
so strongly tirged that tie manuflacture of lard
cheese was suppressed by law, but our cheese
kept right on sinking in relputation. Since
that claim was silenced tie cause lias been
attributed to skimming. le then states that
the only way to catch ui with the Canadian
makers is to employ competent experts ta go
fron factory to factory and give personal
instruction. This ie says was done by the
Ontario Government ai a cost of about $5,C00
and in four years Casadian cheese hald dis-
tanced ail competitors. Provisions on this
market bave been steady and in flair jobbing
demand.
