IRISH LAND FOR THE IRISH PEOPLE.

Some months agyo we pointed out that in many
most important points Mr. GIndstone's bonsted Lard
Act of 1870 was a failure  Mr, Butt in a lucid, ar-
gumeutative and powerful speech the other nightin
the House of Commons, brought forward the most
conclusive evidence of the correctness of our views.
The indefatigable member for Limerick moved for
the appointment of a royal commission to inquire
ino the operation and cffeet of the Irish Lund Act of
1870, and more especially to ascertain how fur that
act has ziven incrensed security of tenuce to the
Irish tenant. Mr, Butt well and pointedly said that
the act of 1870 was supposed to Le intended to alter:
a state of things “disastrous to Ireland and dis-~
graceful to Englnd”  That acl was intended to
creafe nn estated tenantry all over Irsland, such
tenantry having actual property in the improve-
ments effected by them  ‘The result, bowever, has
been fur different, for it now appears that n very
Inrge number of tenants are not at all protected, nod
have no property in the improveraents. B, Butt
proved thnt the act of 1870 (which Mr, Gladstone
said would put an end to arbitrary cvictions) had:
tended to induce landlords to consolidate furms and:
to cvict tennate. 1le showed that the cviction
cruelties before the act of 1870 surpassed the atroci-
tiecs even of Cromwell, and gave severnl painful
illustrations to support his argument, With konest
candor he admitred that the intention of those who
framed the act of 1870 might have been humane,.
Lut he urged that the Irish tenantry are still sufter-
ing great hardships. Mr. Butt gave the following
pictnres of the old Irish cviction system by for o of
English law :—

“A gentleman bought an estate in the Landed
Estutes Court and thought proper to quarrel with
his tenants. A man was murdered—oue of his ser-
vants, He demanded that his tenants should yrive
up the murderer, and when they were unable to do
so, e evieted 350 people in one day, The Protest-
ant clergymen, the Catholic clergy, the magisteates
und others remonstrated, but he had the law on his
side, and those unfortunate tenants were dricen out,
many of them to starve to death. He called in the
agsistunce of the sheriff and the milltary, and the
forees of the Queen were employed in doing that ac-
cursed and inhuman edict. On that occation an
Irishman askcd whether the Emperor of Ruesin
would hnve sent his troops to help the Inndlord, or
whether he would not rather have sent the landiord
to Sibe1ia?  Another case, which be had seen him-
self, oceurred in the county of Meath, on n piece of
Innd on which were thirteen femilies. They had
puid their rents punctually, and were not at all in
nrreers, were as respectable as any in Treland, but
the landlord got inte difficultles and sold the pro-
perty to a land-jobber, who fawisted upon the land-
lord evicting his tenants, and handing theland
clenrto him ns a sheepwulk, The military came
again, the sheritf camo again, the people were all
turned out in one day, their homes were demolished,
Jeaving only blackened walls where there had been
habitations of men.? '

Mr. Butt warned the English Government that,
although agrarian crime had censed, it would be re-
vived if the former heartless eviction eystem were
rencwed ; and be added that there were abundant
evideunce to show that evictions are re-asguming their
too well known form in Ireland. He asked for a
royal commission to track the real criminal to some
lordly mansions he conld name, but would not, as he
did not wish to expose any individual to popular
hatred, He concludel a1 memorable oratioa by call-
ing on Parliament not to shiink from its plain duty,
but to do its best to dcfeat the trickery of thore
Iandlords who, by thur cruclty, brought even good
Inndlorde into disgrace, and to help the tenartry of ~
Ireland to obtain the right to live and be fed upon
their-own land, -

Poor Sir Michael Beech who holds the secretary-
ship for Ireland (an office called by O'Cornpeil that -
of ¢ shave-beggar”), altempted to reply to Mr. Butt’s
unanswerable arguments, but of course in vaip.—
He reproduced in different language, Lord Palm.
erston's silly joke thnt temnnt-right. is a landlord-
wrong, and announced that, forsooth, the govern-
ment had no intention of making the Iandlord’s -
lnnd a present to the tenant. Surely the sapient
gecretary, who (likemost Eoglishmen) is profoundly
ignorant of Ircland, might have waited till some
one had demanded Buch spoliation. The leaders of
the government were silent, and crusbed the motion
by the brute force of o hostlle. majority. Mr. Butt
only asleed for inquiry—nothing more. He brought
forward no repealing or even amending bill. - He
merely agked for an investigation into the question -
as to Low fur the Land Act had been made a dead
letter by landlord juggling and tenant terror.

ence and solemnly adopted this proposal. I ask
you ‘to- adopt- this; that Irish and Engllishmen ‘may
stand on the same platform and fight, shounlder to
shoulder, for their common humanity (cheers).—
After seventy-five years of imperianl rulo in Ireland,
tho history of Ireland is one of agpgression on the
part of England., Three sttempts have been made
at rebellion, and the constitution suspended no less
than ninetecn timer, showing the utter inability of
England to rule Ireland (cheers). There are times
coming when, if these British isles are to stand,a
determined vnion between the countries is abso-
Intely necossary, If we wish to have the Irish to
join with the Scotch and English, their right to be
treated as men and their claim to citizenship must
be recognized (cheers).

Mr. Parnell, M.P., seconded the resolution, which
was carried unanimously,

Mr. A, M. Sullivan, 3M.P.,, who was grected #ith
great cheering, snid that half the resistance of Eng:
lishmen to Home Rule was due to the fuct that they
were persuaded that the Catholic party being pre-
dominaut would keep down the Protestants, The
pregcnce of 8 Protestant, Mr. Parnell, a8 member
for a county, ninety-seven of the population of
which were Catholicr, was a refutation of this. At
some length, and amid great laughter, Mr. Sullivan
went through the names of the seventeen Irish
members of Parliament present, showing their
difference in religious belief and to dispel the idea
that the Catholics of Ireland were anxious to crush
their Protestant fellow-countrymen, In conclusion
the speaker, in explanation of Home Rule, said the
simple meanieg was that the Irish were anxious to
be the friends of England in one confederation, and
not their slaves (tremendous cheering).

Mr. Biggar, M.P., proposed the sccond resolution,
which was as follows :—-

The proceedings of the Tmperial Parliament rela-
tive to Irish affairs, during the past and present ses-
sions, demonstrate its incapacity to govern Irelnnd
for the benefit and in accordance with the wishes of
the Irish people.

In proposing the resolution, Mr. Biggar said that
the House of Commons who should rule Ireland
must consist of men nacnable to the people of [re-
land, and not of Englishmen or 3Scotcimen who
know little or nothicg of the internal affnirs of Irc-

land.

Mr, McCarthy Downing, M P.,, in seconding the
resolution, complained that Irish bills were seldom
Lrought on in the English House of Commons till
after midnight, when there were buot few left to op-

‘pose them and no’ reporters present to give pub.

licity to the matter. After seven ycars' experience
the hon. member was quite certain that the English
House of Commons was unable to do justice to the
administration of the affairs of Irelaud (checrs),

Mr. R. Power, M. P, who supported the resolution,
said that 1{ome Rule was not a scheme which had
aprung up in aduy, It was but the expression of
tho sentiment which had exlsted since the unfor-
tunate time when the Irish lost their independence.
Tho expression of it to-day was but a proof that
severe Jaws had not crushed their nationality, nor
defeats damped their enthusiasm,

The resolution was put and carried unanimously.
Mr. Butt, Q.C, M.P., in proposing the third reso-
lution—

That we now call upon the Irishmen in London,
of every creed and class, to co-operate with the Irish
Home Rule Confederation to assist the great nation-
al movement by their personal support—sald that
much as bas been done by a few Irishmen in Len-

don, there had uot been such nunion in gencral as

we ought to vxpect. The maes of Irishmen in Lon-
don, far more numerous thun those in Dublin,shou'd
make a Dublin here in this gieat metropolia (hear).
At gome length the elequent gentleman proceeded
to show trat Ircland had not a constitutional gov-
ernment, and that consequently the government of
England was not able to rule her. There wag no
unification between England sod Ireland, nod there-
fore it is an absurdity to attempt to make the Par
linment, framed for the government of the onc, rule
tbe other (hear, hear). 1f be might offer a criticism
upon the speeches of some of his friends who had
preceded him, in which refercnce hnd been made to
the defects of the English Parliament in its dealings
with [reland, he would say that they had Iaid too
much strees on legislation. He had snid before,aud
he repeated it, that while they were under the pre-
seut system there was no such thing as constitution-
al government in Ircland. They should carry that
in their hearts, end impress it upon every English-
man, Constitutional government meant that, in
waatever hands the executive power wa3 placed, it
was Lrought into unison with the wishes of the peo-
ple.. Did the British Parlinment perform that func-
tion for Ireland? (No). It was not constitutionnl
government ; it was & despotism—(checers)—not
less odious because disguised under forma of consti-
tutional ‘law ; not less oppreasive because it was
mean, The true test, it bad been said, was unifica-
cation, but there was no unification of England and
Iroland.- There were such things as national me-
mories and national pride, and & statesman could
no more exclude these from hig calculations in deal-
ing with nations than they could cxclude, in deal-
ing with thelr friends; the susccplibilities of a.past
life. Let them maunage their own affire, and they
wonld have constitutional government, and their na-
tional dignity would be gratified (loud cheers).

The resolution, baving Leen seconded by BMr.
Gouldio, was carried unanimeusly. The last reso-
lution, which was also carried was as follows :—

8,000 BEINGS BURIED IN THE RUINS,

.. MaracAmo, May 29.—~On the morning of the 28th
inst., this community was startled -ty the appalling
news of the entire destruction, by an earthquake, of
the city of Sun Jose de Cucutn, in Colombis, on the
18th iost. at haif.past 11, A.M, The first shock,
accompanied by loud subterranean detonations,
levelled every wall in the city, and buried under its
ruius in that single instant of time some 8,000
human beings, out of a population of 10,000 rouls,
and of those then spared many have since died of
their injuries, and others remain seriously affected
in'mind, " The’account given by the unhappy beings,
wbo have fled the doomed spot and are daily arriving
here, is harrowing in the extreme. The first care of
the few saved, after they could collect their shattered
senses was to succor those whose shrieks for aid
filled the air on every side; but their efforts in
many cases were rendered futile by the continued’
frepidation of the earth, by the explosion of powd«r
and fireworks storcd in many parts of the city, and
by bands of robbers, who roved over the ruins, vob-
bing the dend and murdering those they fancicd had
saved anything, Thus all who have reached here
from Cucuta, have Janded here in the clothes they
wore on that futal day, as few or none were able to
gAve even their wearing apparel.
The following details are farnished by one of the
survivors : San Jose de Cucuta had for many years
made very rapid progress, increasing in wealth and
population, until it had become oue of the most
important cities of Columbian, Of late years new
and important vnterprises had been started, neces-
sitating the construction of new buildings for mer-
cantile and other purposes, and of a large number
of fine resideuces. In a moment of time these have
all been destroyed. It was situnted on the bound-
ary of the republic, and was founded Ly Juan de
Martin, in 1631. It wasaport of entry, if an inland
town cun be called a port, snd here was the estab-
lished custom-house. The population of the city at
the time of the disasteris estimated at abont 12,000 ;
it had n large commercial business and was the
great depot for cofiee and caca for shipment either
through the Venezuclan port or dewn to the Mag-
dalena, ]
At half-past 5 o’clock in the afternoon on Sunday,
the 16th, & strong shock was observable, lasting
twenty seconds. A little later another tremb.
ling of the earth tok place, which gradually died
away through the space of five minutes. Ata quar-
ter past 5 the same day the entire population wus
brought to its feet by & strong shock, which lasted
for some time. Duiing the 17th and the followinyg
night occasiopal tremblings were experienced. On
the morning of the 18th everything was serene nnd
the day advanced without anything pew, with no
premonitions of the awful futo which awaited the
doomed city
The hour of half past 11 arrived. A great part of
the citizens were at table. The emth conrmenced
shaking with grest force, apd from all sides the
people rush-d through the streets with despairing
cries for mercy.  For fifteen scconds the movement
continued the city moving like a great ship without
ballast. Ipstautanvously a cloix! of fine deat en-
shronded the strects and houses, impeding the vision
nod calling forth reuewed cries of Lorror and ap.
peals for mercy from the populace. These were of
short duration, however, az the dust soon became
&0 thick as to impeude respiration, and, as if by the
touch of an enchanter’s wand, an awful silence sue-
ceeded, Many who might have been saved from
the ruins of the falling buildings fell victims to
suffocation, Not lenger than two minutes did this
terrible situation continne, A wind rapidly carried
awny the dust cloud, revealing the terrible scene.—
What was a few moments before a beautiful eity,
iustinct with life and bappiness, was now the hideous
tomb of thousands. The ruin was complete. A
contemplation of the fuw who survived the awful |-
disaster was even more terrible than the night
of ruins and the dead which lay beneath themn —
Crozed with horror, men, women, and children ran
about cryiug for help and to their friends who lay
dend near at hand. Here a mother frautically called
to her child; there the child, horribly disfirured,
perhaps wailed out for its parent. Husbands, wives,
sous, daughters, fathers, and mothers were runuing
about in wild dismay. Some hours passed before
quiet was restored and a realization of the event ob-
tained. The tremblings of the earth continued,
und, to add to the horror of the sitnation, fires bruke
out in various localities amid the ruins. “The so
fearful day was follewed by a still more horrible
night, The survivors bad moved to the suburbs of
the city, where encampments were establisbied. The
raia continued to fall in torrents, and smid the im-
penetrable darkness the groans of the wounded Stled
the alr, varied ozly by the sharp detonations pro-
ceeding from explosive materials amid the ruing.—
The coming of a new day showed that not more
than .2,000 remained alive, Beneath the fullen
houses lay from 8,000 to 10,000 dead.
Immediat:ly the sad news reached here a sub-
scription was raised by the merchants in money and
clothing. which was liberally respondud to by all; g
and the United State consu), as agent of the Atlas
Steamship company avd the Orinaco Navigation
company, having tendered the use of the steamers
Pico and Urivante, they wery the same evening dis-
patched with an ample swpply of provisions, cloth-
ing, aud medicine, under the care of a committee to
dispense them, nad a number of alle physicinns to
administer to the wounded and sick,
The governor of this state alse nobly rerponded
to the cull for aid in money and provisions, and
furthermore sent & picket of soldiers for the pro-
tection of the cmigrants coming from Cucutilln.
Reports from ;other localities favuishk news of
equal destruction. San Cnyetano wus destroyed ;
uldo the larger part of Suntisgo. In Gramalote
there was great - destructivn,  Arboleda, Cucutills,
and San Cristobal are all nearly destroyed, prinei-
pully the four last. The poputation of thess towns
is vstimated by a& person well acquainted in that

region to be more or less as follows ;

BURIED ALIVE.
INSTANCES IN WHICH THE VICTIMS MAVE BEEN RESCUKD.

Lixcellent material for a sensation story is fur-
nished by the tfollowing well established facts :—
Victorine Lafourcade, young, benutiful, and accom-
plished, bad a great number of admirers.

At the moment when he bent over the supposed
oorpge, scissors in hend, Vietorine opened her eyes
und stared bim full in the face, Ife nttered a cry
and sprang back ; and immediately recoverieg his
self-posaersion, he returned to the cofia, covered its
accupaat’s lips with Kisses, and soon bad the satis-
faction of seving her ia full possession of all her
faculties. When Victorine was sufficiently recov-
cred, they left the churchyard aud went to Bos-
soucl’s reridence, where & physician administered
such remedics as were necessary to effect the com-
plete recovers of the unfortunate woman, This
proof of Bossouet's love natuially made a deep im-
pression on Victorine. She repented her past
fickleaess, aud resolved {o fly with the romaatic
Jules to Americn.  There they lived happily toge.
ther, witbout, bowever, being able to fully over-
come their longivg to return to their native lund.— |
Finully their desire beesme 80 strong to revisit the
seenes of their youth that they decided to brave the
danger uttendant on a seturn aud emdnrked at New
Yerlk for Havre, wheve they arrived in July,in 1629
Vicrorine, in the interim, had naturally changed
very great'y, and Jules felt confident that her furmer
busbind would not recognize her.

TRIAL OF THE OKA INDIANS.
S1. ScrioLasTique, July 5.

The Criminal Court here, under Judge Johnson,
was opened to-dny at half past nine. It wasar-
ranged on Saturday that the trial of the seven Oka
Indinus should be taken up this morning. There
was a very large attendance and much interest
manifested. They are charged with riot on the
35th of May, and it was to arrest these men the
Proviucial Police were bronght up from Quebec &
few days later. Mr. C. C. De Lormier,of Montreal,
represented the Crown, Mr. W. Prevost, of this
place, the private prosecution ;and Messrs. J.J.
MecLaren, of Montreal, and J. A, N. Mackay, of St.
Andrew's, the defense, i

Some delay was caused in empannelling the jury.
The defense challenged three, and Mr. Prevest vx-
bausted the challenges allowed the crown, and
made a numbor of English jurors stand aside, so
that the list had to be called n second time before
the six were obtained, The following composed the
jury: Geo. Brown, Morin ; Robt. Walker, St.J oseph ;
Tumes Armstrong, Lachute ; Duncan McCall, St
Joseph ; David Black, St. Canute; Robert White,

Mr. Joseph Perillard, ‘the bush ranger of the
Seminary, was the first ‘witness, and said he saw
the seven accused with 29 other Indians go out on
the moroing of Mny 26th to the Indian common

-and tear down a fence lately crected ‘ there. They
returned to the village, and between 4 and 6 in the
aftcrnoon went out again to the common, about 20
acres from the village, and tore down the other
fences, some of them not completed, and burnt the
material of one of them, Three of them had guns,
others nxes and eticks. When the fencing was
burned they fired off their guns and shouted and
sitng. The people were terrified ; he himself ‘was
afreid, and one woman fainted.

In cross-examination he stated that he followed
the Indians all the time they were out ; was some-
times 20 yards from them and sometimes 100 yards.
The Judge ruled out all questions tending to show
that in processions, daysof rejeicing, &c, they
wero necustomed to greater noises there ; also, all
questions about the posscssion of this common'py
the Indians for a great many years.

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he had not the rijghf, though he’ . might have the
power. That in England ;such a course would be
considered a contempt of Court, and any barrister
attempting it would be punished accordingly ; but
in this country, thers was no enlightened public’
opinion to sustain a Judge in taking such a step.
Mr. MacKay took up his address, where it was in-
terrupted and closed with a very strong appeal for
an scquittal, : o '

Mr. De Lorimier gave a short address in English,
claiming that the case was abundantly proved.
Mr. Prevost followed ‘in French, and riferred to the
ancient history of the savage Iroquois, and the
great dapger to society if such lawless acts were
cncouraged. The judge delivered a charge of con-
siderable length in both languages., He went over
the chief points of the evidence, and stated that
the Crown had more than proven their case, He
spoke of security to life and property being the
Loast of England, and of the necessity of breaches
of the peace heing severely punished. After
the evidence given for the prosecution in this case,
he felt bound to tell them that they should fiod
the prisoners guilty, and if they did otherwise,
they would break the oath they had taken. He
warned them strongly against the appeals that had
been made to them by the counsel for the defence,
and the position taken by them, and characterized
the statement made on Saturday that English was
the languoage of the defence ns & * falsehood,” and
an attempt to get a mixed jury when the accused
were not entitled to it. He closed .with a strong
appeel to the jury for a conviction.

The jury retired shortly atter three, and returoed
at half-past six, with a verdict of “Not Guilty,”
which was received with expressions of satisfaction
by the Indiansand a large number of their sympa-
thizers who remained to the close. The verdiet
was rathier unexpected, as it was generally supposed
that the jury would disagree as they did when the
Seminary prosecuted the Indians for cutting wood ;
while some thought that after the strovg charge of
the judge, n conviction might be obtained. This
closed the business of the term.—AMontreal Heruld,

ADDRESS AND PRESENTATION.

To the Editor of the Truve WITNESS,

Sir,—A rotreat of four days, in connection with
the exercises of the Jubilee, was concluded last
week in the Parish Church of St. Joseph of Hun-
tingdon. The preacher, Rev. James Murphy, so
well known throughout the Dominion as a pulpit

Rtev. Father,—We, the Catholic inhabitants of
the Parish of St. Joseph of Huntingdon, beg to ap-
proach you on this happy occasion of the universal
Jubilee, with mingled feelings of reverence and
respect—reverence for your sacred character as a
worthy representative of that noble Irish Pricst-
hood, to whose heroic constancy and long-tried
fidelity, under the most protracted and cruel per-
secutions, we owe through God's oodness the gitt
of faith and respect for those natural talents, deep-
1y cultivated, that have cnabled you to lay beforc
us 50 vividly and in all their native beauty, the
truths of our holy religion, You have herctofore
been known to us only by report, but now, through
experience, and having heard the Irish orator of
the Dominion of Canada, we are able, with perfect
truth, to use the words of the ancient queen who
went to hear the wisdvm of Solomon and sny,
t the half hath not been told” us. Cold indeed,
and dead to all sense of religion, must that heart
be, whether it beats in the breast of a son of Catho-
lic France, or bounds in the bosom of one who
claims kindred with faithful Ireland, that has not
throbbed with livelier gratitnde, and burned with
decper love, for that God who las sent you for a
time to labor in this remote part of his vineyard.
You have reminded us, that now is the time when
the spouse of Christ,through the instrumentality
of our great and illustrious Poutiff, unlocks all the
treasuries of divine mercy and scatters their con-
tents with almost prodigal liberality among ¥ men
of good will” You have reminded ns that now is
the acceptable time, when every one may return
to his lost inheritance, from which for a time he
had been alienated, through the seducticns of the
world, the allurements of the flesh, and the wiles
of the devil. You have reminded us that heaven is
only for the valiant and persevering who march
under the banner of the cross, straight on to their
cternal destinntion ; never laying aside the “armor
of God” but crying out with the Apgstle  Who
shall separate us from the love of Christy” You
bave also reminded us that the land which is dark
and covered with the mist of death, whereno order,
but everlasting horror dwelle “is crowded with
cowards, — craven.hearted renegades who were
ashamed to practice the duties of their religion
while in this probationary state, and of whom Jesus
Christ shall be ashamed when he comes in majesty
to judge the world, We dwell, Rev. father, with
delight, not unmixed with sorrow on these and
many other emotions, which your preaching has
evoked and which we hope shall be made more
deep and more permanent by the same eloquent
voice, on some future occasion. Plecase to, accept
tho slight offering we make-—not for its intrinsic
worth—not as compensation for the blessings you
have procured us, but as a.sourenir of the deep af-
fection and strong emotions which must ever be
linked in our minds with the remembrance of this
your present visit to Huntingdon. -Itwould have
been more gonerous but you are already aware, that
we are struggling to erect a more suitable temple,
in which t» adore the good God who condescends
to be worshipped and abide perpetually in our
tabernacles of clay, In conclusion, Rev. father, we
request you to unite your prayers with those of our
patron Saint, the glorious foster-father of theinfant
Saviour, thut the benefit of this jubilee—which for
many of us shall certainly be the last, may be a
sure pledge of possessing along with you in a better
land, the enjoyment of the Beatific Vision, which,
and which nloue, can fill the vast capacity of the
human soul.

OUrTRAGE AT TOE CARMELITE CONVENT, COLOGNE.—
The London ZTublet collates the following :—The
Kolnische Volk-Zeitung publishes an occurrence which
cannct fail to produce a painful surprise everywhere,
“ On Friday, 4th June, al three.quarters past eight
o'clock in the evening, Police-commiseary Klose,
accompanied by his dog, demanded adwmittance into
the Carmelite Convent at Cologne.- Assoon as he
entered the court-yard he wanted at once to inspect
the rooms, admiesion to which is forbidden on ac-
oount of the Cloister ; and it was only after the
most pressing entreaties of the porteress that he
consented to wait in the parlour for the acting-su-
perioress.  While waiting he paced with his dog the
convent-cliapel, iz whick the Most Holy Szciament
was preserved, and the adjoining sacristy. DMean-
time Sister Ursula Cuniberta had hastened to come
down to the grate, which in all cloistered cenvents
is attached to the parlour. The Comuissary de-
manded that she should raise her veil and open the
grate, otherwige he wounld make all the sisters come
to his office. The Nun refused to comply with this
dlemand ; and asked for proof that the Commissary
had the right of making it. The answer was ;(—¢I
command you to raise your veil and open the grate
by the same right by which I forcibly entered the
vesidence of the Archbishop (of Colugne), and ar-
rested him ; for I must kanow with whom I have to
do. Yeu sre confined here, just like thieves and
murderers, who do not continue their misdeeds
simply because they can no Jonger commit them.—
Therefore take away that veil?” The Nub, believ-
ing herself obliged to obey an official, issuing an
order in virfue of bis oftice, opened the grate and
temoved her veil. The Commissary then demanded
the Christian and surnames of all the Nuns, as well
as the anmes borne by them in religion, This. re-
quest was at once complied with, for a list happened
to be ready to hand. ‘Fhereupon he went through
the list name by name, making some highly inde-
licate romarks, all of which modesty forbade the
sistera to repeat. How far he went in his expres-
sions we will idustrate by the: following :—f1f I
were not married, I would take you away out of the
convent! He further remarked that in other con-
vents he had beer treated in a very friendly way —
Once he had cansed the Superioress ot the Sisters of
S5t. Vincent to be roused up ot of bed, and insisted
that be shonld be received with the greatest courte-
sy. Well, without his asking it, cne of the sisters
had drunk with him in friendsbip, and played cards
with bim.* On the present occasion also, he desired
some confirmation of the Nun's good feeling towards
him. It was nowten p.m. The Nun believed that,
in her position, she must comply with the wish of
the Police-Commissnry, and gave him a glass of
wine. Then she said: ¢ Here is the desired coufir.
mation ; now. I take my leave ;' and thenshe closed
the grate. He cried out, ! It isnot the wine I want
so much as yourself, iu order that you wmay answer
the questions which remain! The Nun 1eplied,
{Then it must be done quickly ; it is very late for
me, my duty calls me! She had to repent this
remark seviral' times, because he endeavour-
ed to prolong the business by guestions of a
most unbecoming nature. ‘What,' he exclaimed,
¢ your duty callsyou? Do you not kuow, then that
you have a duty here also ? you pray dayand night,
thevefore you will forgive me. You have no time ?
so that it is all thesame whether I want you by day
or by night. Then the Nun, who had shut the
grate, wished to answer his remaining questions
while still observing the law of enclosure, where-
upon he exclaimed in o domineering tone: ¢ Have
you, then, forgotten my orders ? or can I catry you
off only under the thunders of the veil ¥ After the
Nua bad again complied with his orders, and the
questions had been asked and Klose had emptied

"his g'ass the interview ended. It was now half-past

The father returning to Germany and re-
suming bis allegiance, the son partakes ot the status
of the father, being & minorand baving enjoyed the
protection of the German Government, he for the
time being, or until of age, owes military duty, the
obligativns being reciprocal, but when the hoy be-
comes of age he can return to the United States as
an Amerienn citizen, with- all the rights and privi-
leges as such, and would even be eligible to the Pre-
sidency of the United States.
