sions a Yankee cruisers upon Britishi merchant
ships. The Continental news, wth the exception
of that from Poland, is very tame, the only ex-
citing topic is the approaching election inFrance.

TisE ELECTIONS. .- 0ur readers will do us

the justice of' admitting that, to the best of our
humble abihities, we have always protested
agaiust lhe modern Liberal or revolilioneary doc-
trines, that ichigion lhas nîothing to do wvith poli-
ties, and that. it is desirable to sever ail connee-
tion btetwixt Chturchi andi State. Religion lias,
or shîould hiave, a good deal to do wvith polhtics i;

If me can obtain candidates
morally,intellectually, and materially competent
to protect our interests-we should no more
dream of enquiring. into their national origins,

to our Lowver Canadiuu contemnporary, we nust

The electors are bound therefore
ta wveigi rigidly and conscientiously the clanrrns
of te several candidates vho may present thein-
selves before them ; and te vote cnly for those
who, afier such scruliny, shall appear to possess
the requisite qualifiealions, material, intellectual,
anid moral.

frst tractical rule ticen, wbichefroîn thase con-

siderations we would lay doun, is ihat it would

be most imprudent to vote for any man anot
possessed of such independent fortune, or osten-

sible and well assured means of' livelhood, as

shall place him beyond the suspicion eren, of be-

ng actuated by any pecuniary or personal mo-
tives in presenting himself as a candidate.

Our representatives must possess also an in-
lellectual qualification. They sould be men of

education and refinement ; men capable both of
discerning what tihngs make for the good of the

community, and of clearly and forcibly advocat-
ing them. It is to the honor of a constituency
lhat it bie not. represented by a fool, however
wealthy, or by an iliterate, ill-mannered boor.

But above aIl, would we mnsist upon the moral

qua!ification, without which the others abdve
enumerated, would be not only worthless, but
actively mischievous. What we require above1
all things frome our representatives is, that they
be emplatically Christuans and gentlemen ; men
of unmpeachable integrity, of delicate honor, or
tunbleinshed character, against whomi the voice
of scandail his never been raised, whom it. would

bte impossible ta suspect even of a dirty action,
or dishonorable deteliction of cple. The

mnere nee'dy place-beggar may o course be ex-

pected to sel thée ineresta of is constituents;

the intellectually mncompetent representative %Il
brinug ridicule mpon them ; but the immoral re-

presentative vill, without fad intii upon them,

both loss, and disgrace, injury moral and ma-

terial. What more bumilating or damaging ta
a Cathotic cotimunity, can be concetred than

to be represented iii Parliament by en iof'

dloubtiful iearacter, of aimted antecedents, o

Vicious habits, 'f scandalous lives, and notorious

.for pirofligacy, for tergiversation, and absence of

fixed principle ? No matter howv high in station

We have codstantly' dinned into aur ears com..-
plaints .o fthe dishoinesty, the, peculations, the'

rowdysm and corruption of our legisiators and
f statesmen ; but these complaints wben coiniog

fron the people of Canada, are most ridiculous.

It bas been said, and by high aulhority, tbat a
good tree cannat brmng forth evil fruit, nor a
corrupt tree, good fruit, and most directly does
tlis apply Io the elecure systen ioi Goverament.
The elected are morally as well as legally the
represeulitaives of the electors ; and as a streanm
can never rise higber than its source, so it is
impossible that the former shouldi be inorally
superior ta the latter. An honest, lighî-minded,
and intelligent constituency wil invariably be re-
presented mn Parfianent by an honest, hiigli.
minded and intelligent gentleman ; and on the
atlier band, the corrupt, tine-serving, and rowdy
memnber of the Legislature is invariably the out-
%yard and visible sign, as lie is also the choice,
of a muorally degraded constituency. If the latter
in their selection of candidates vere actuated

orly by pure motives, so also vould be thueir re-
prescntatives in Parliament ; and if electors cat
tlieir votes improperly, with a niew ta the ad-
vancement of their prirate interests, vitlh an eye
to Goveriment situations, Government contracts,
or any personal advantages for thenselves or
friends, the y have no right ta expect bonest and

j disinterested votes froin those whiomo they dis-
honiestly elect ta the Legislature. If then lherè
be corruption and grass political îininoralty in
li¡gh places, it is because ihere is io purity, no
polhtical Inorahity in he lower places beneath-
and because thue constituencies theimselves are
rotten, and the clectors infected vith leprous
disease. Sa long as the latter remain la ttis1
state, iltis absurd to expect of" them that theyi
shall send honest men ta Pariament ; and if we1
ivould work reform in the body politic, if ive
ivould eradicate the cancer which is said ta
menace its life, we must commence our sanitory
work, not with the elected, but with the elec-
tors, confident that when lte latter shall have
been restored ta healthi, hlie cure of the elected
ivill be complete. Of course we do not pass
any judgment upon the truth of the accusations
brought against the integrily of Canadian pub-
licists; but tiese, if true, imply that the moral
standard vtcli obtains amongst the constituen-1
cies of Canada is very low; for what they are,1
that are their representatives-neither better
nor ivorse.

Ta descend, however, to particulars we nay
add thiat upon or two particular points the duty
of Ihe Catlhelic elector is clear. Whether in
Upper or un Lawer Canada ie is bound ta use1
bis vote for the promotion of religious educa-i
tion, and lor the maintenance of the Separate
School systemn; he is boundi ta use lis vote sa
as ta exclude fron the Legislature those vhom i
be may reasonabli suspect of harbouring designs
upon the Christian law of imarriage, and of en-
tertaining projects for legalusing divorce ; lie
should srenuoudy discourage al secret societies
no matter tutider what naine, or with whatsoever
purposes.forned ; and as a means ta these desir-
able ends, essentîial ta Freedon of Education Im
the West, and Christian morality in both sec-
tions of the Province, le should exact from the
candidate for whon lie %ores a distinct, solenti
andl irrevucable pledge-to support Equalily ai
Represeniaton alvays as betwixt the two sections
nh the Province.

As we wvouldi not impute debuberate bar] failli

endthd -the codtfidencaof thse Upper Ca-
nadian constituencies. We cannot therefore but
suspect hat, either the Globe or L'Odre is the
victim of a mystification.

But accepîing the statements of the latter
as correct, what a strong lught do they not throw
upon the peculuar relations existing betwixt the
two sections of the Province ; hoi forcibly do
they not demonstrate the incompatibihity of the
Legislative Union, with the British type o Con-
stilutional and Responsible Government.

Tl essence, the condition sine qua non, of
the B tish system tihat lias obtaned since the
begmnng of' the eighteenth century, when Mi-
nîstries were for the first timte establisied, is that
of a perfect accord on aill the great questions of
the day, betwvist ail themeinbers of the Cabinet ;
iho by the very condition of a " Ministry" are

bound to vote as one nan upon ail those ques-
tions. Now beyond ail comparison, the Repre-
sentation question is hlie inost important question
irith wiichi the statesmen and legislators of Ca-
nada are called upon to deal: and if therefore
there be any one question upon which perfect
uranimity of sentiment, and îîumty of action are
unperatively required froithn e liresponsible advi-
sers of the Queen's Representative, il is on titis.
Sucb however, is our actual social condition,
such lithe essential ineradicable antagionismnî be-
tvixt the tvo sections ofÉ te Province, that,
upon this vital question it is morally impossible
to obtan that unity and htarmony which are es-
sential to the working of a Ministry. Disguise
il as we wvili, iwe have tivo distinct Executives,

and the question presents itself therefore, w-itt

ever inereasmsg force-if ivo Execitives, why
not tvo Legislatures ?

The programme of the ncw Mvlimstry as pub.-

lished by the Globe differs cotsiderably froin

that given by L'Orche. Whilst the latter abserts
that the Representation by Population question
is " closed" in so far as the Lower Canadian sec-

tion of the Ministry are concerned, and 4 open"

only for the Upper Canadian section--the Globe
asserts equally positively that the sane question
is open ta the Ministry of both sections. Here
are the mords of the latter :-

" The great issue o Represen;ation by Population
will be an open question. The members of the Gov-
ernment will be free ta advocate it and to vote for i*
as individuals ; but the Government as such, wili
have no common policy upon il.-Globe.

The Clear-Grit organ does not pretend that
the party which il represents are satisfied even
with this dereliction of duty on the part of the
Loer Canadian Ministry ; but they accept il as
an instalment, as a pledge of better things to
come, and as a condition imposed upon them by
the necessity of keeping Messrs. J. A. M'Don-
aId and Cartieý' out of office. Of the advent of
these men to power, the Globe entertans the
most profound horror, as the dealh-blov ta ils
darling schemes for enslaving Loer Canada,
and upsetting the Separate School system, and
it speaks of it in the followng terms:-

" Thal would bave been the death-knell of reform-
ed representatioa for years to come.'

On the whole tierefore the Globe is satisaled
vitù the M'Donald-Dorion Cabinet, not as the
best conceivable, but as une which on the great
sectional issue of Representation by Population,
is ' in advance of any ather that couicd now be
found."
