ANADIANS MAKE BIG G
- DESPITE HEAVY RAI

Comp lete Capture of lmportant Towns and ‘

INS

Make‘Progress Beyond---British Pres-
sure Maintained and Line Advanced.

London, Aug. 26.—It was the Ca-
nadians who early Monday morning
in the new offensive of the British
southeast of Arras ‘captured Wan-
court and Monchy-le-Preux and
pressed on beyond them, according to
Field Marshal Haig's communication
issued tonight.

The statement also records the

‘eapture by the British of Montauban

and Basentin-le-Grand, respectively
west and southwest of Longueval.

The text of the communication fol-
lows:

“At 8 o'clock this morning Canadian,
Scottish and London troops attacked
on both sides of the Scarpe River from
Croisilles to the neighborhood of Gav-
relle,. On the south bank of the river
Canadian divisions, attacking’ with

nllantrv. passed rapidly thru

e enemy’'s foremost defences and

captured the high ground known as
Omnge Hill in the first rush of their
assault. -

“Despite heavy storms of rain the
Canadian troops pressed on and at an
early ' hour reached Wancourt and
Monchy-le-Preux,

“During the morning the rain ceas-
ed. These troops completed the cap-
ture of both villages and have made
progress beyond them,

“Meanwhile, north ot the Scam

Scottish troops, advancing once more
over the ground on which they fought
in 1917, carried the German first de-
fensive system south of Gavrelle,
reaching the outskirts of Roeux. The
chemical works north of Roeux are
again in our possession.

“On the right of the Canadians the
Scottish and London troops who, dur-
ing the preceding days had fought
their way toward Crofsilles and Hen-
inel, continued ‘heir attacks. Altho
they met with ‘vigorous resistance
from parties of German infantry and
machine gunners, they have made
substantial progress and have com-
pleted the capfure of the high ground
between Croisilles and Heninel, In
this new sector many prisofiers have
Teen taken by us during the day.

“On the southern section of the
battlefront our advance has contin-
yed on both sides of the Somme.
Ausiralian troops have taken Cappy
and have made progress east of the
village. North H tho Somme they

have entered. Suzanne

“On the remainder of the. battle-
front fighting has taken place at a
number of points. Our pressure has
everywhere been mafntained, and our
line has beéen advanced In certdin
sectors.”

Steady Progress

Is Made All Day

Canadians Take More Than 1000 Prisoners in
Their Drive Along the Arras-Albert-
Cambrai Road.

With the British Army in France,
Aug. 26, 4 p.m—~With the battlefront
widened by a surprise attack in the
nonth, so that i* now extends all the
way to the River Scarpe, the British
again have made steady progress
eastward all day long.

The enemy’s resistance, offered on
many sections, has taken on more and
more.the aspect of rear-guard ac‘ions
—stubbornly fought, but nevertheless
rear-guard actions.

There are rumors that a counter-
attack has teen developed by the
enemy in an effort ‘o gain the time
which he badly needs, as his main
roads, especially in the centre of the
battle zone, which are required for
moving material to the rear, have
been broken or are under fire “rom
the British big guns, .which have
been shoved up so that <hey range
far Lehind ‘he enemy’s line,

In many localities the retreating
Germans have left strong posts of
machine guns supparted by single
field guns, in an effort to delay the
advancing British. These field guns
have had no effect.

Cappy, the little town just south of
the Somme, was lined with machine
guns when the Australians, in the
middle of the night and during a driv-
Ing rainstorm, attacked it. A lone
field gun from the rear of the town
threatened to do some damage until
& daring group circled round and crept
upon it from the rear and hurled
themselves upon the gunners, killing
them. Then; with the assistance of
tanks, Cappy was cleared of the live
machine gunners, and the Australians
pressed on. About the same time Su-
Zanne, almost across the river from
Cappy, fell in somewhat the same
manner,

To the north British patrols are
DOW operating with more freedom.
Combles, an important position south
of Bapaume, has been gradually en-
troached upon, and the town, thru
Which pass many roads which the
Germans must use, is under a hot fire.

Combles also is a logical point for
the conccntration of. troops, and un-

doubtedly heavy damage has been in-
flicted upon men and material here.

It is an interesting feature of the
battle that the Mametz Wood, which
has been taken and passed, was at-
tacked and captured by the same units
of Welsh troops which attacked the
position in July, 19186.

South of the Bcarpe the Canadians,
driving along the Arras-Albert-Cam-~
brai road, have gained more ground
and added more than a thousand Ger-
mans to the British total of prisoners
during the day’'s fighting,

Many letters taken from prisoners
and dead indicate that hopeless despair
is beginning to prevail on the German
side of the line. ® A letter written
home by a German who was stationed
in a town which has now been cap-
tured, says: “The war has been lost
for some time, only those high up are
failing to admit it.”

The letter added: *“Oh, poor Ger-
many! Only the dead at the front
have forgotten this swindle.”

Another letter said: *“This cannot
last much longer,” while still another
German wrote: “Our losses greatly
exceed all the drafts. Germany is sure
to lose very soon.”

It is a fact that many letters taken
from prisoners, whether written by
them to be posted home or received
by them from civilians in the interior,
are in the same vein. One German
in Berlin chided his brother at the
front about making rapid progress to
the rear. Ttie then predicted that the
war was surely coming to an end and
that with the allies. then making an
economic war, Germany would be
ruined. Many of these letters were
written before the British began their
drive.

TANKS AND CANADIANS.

With the British Army in France,
Aug. 26.—The attack south of the
Scarpe was delivered in co-operation
with tanks. These steel monstérs
rolled thru the rain and shot their way
thru the German first lines almost be-
fore the Germans realized they were
being attacked.

SUBMARINE SINKS
MORE FISHERMEN

Another Steainer Goes to
Bottom Near St

: Pierre.

St. Pierre, Miquelon, Aug. 26.—The
steamer Eric, of 600 tons, has been
sunk by shell fire, presumably by the
same submarine which sent four fish-
ing schooners to the bottom on Sun-
doy off this island. Four of the crew
of thé Eric, which hailed from St.
John's, Newfoundland, were wounded.

Gloucester, Mass., Aug. 26.—The

sinking of four fishing schooners and)

the steamer Eric by a German sub-
marine off Point Platte, Miquelon, ap-
parently indicates that the U-boat is
working east, mariners here said to-
night. - The point where the vessels
went down is the farthest east that
the submarine has yet operated in its
attacks on the fishing fleet, One of the
schooners sunk was the Americans
owned and American-manned J. J.
Flaherty. She was the largest vessel
of the Gloucester fleet and was -
ed by the Gorton-Pew Vessels C
pany. With her cargo of 200,000
pounds of fish she was valued at about
$50,000. The Flaherty was command-
ed by Captain Charles T. Gregory of
this port and carried a crew of 24 men.
She was of 162 gross tons and was
built in 1899. The C. M. Walters and
the E. B. Walters were owned in Lun-
enburg, Nova Scotia. The former was
a 107-ton ship and the latter 162 tons.
Mariners here did not know the Mar-
fce B. Adams.

FRENCH AID GANADIANS
WHO LATER RECIPROCATE

Each Appeals to Other When
They Find Themselves in
Difficult Positions.

At French Army Headquanters .n
the Field, Aug. 26.,—A certain portion
of a line Canadian regiment, 80 oper
cent, of whom spoke French, sttack -
ed alongside French troors Subia-
quently the Canadians were hard-
pressed by the enemy, who was
strongly posted in a wood. They ap-
pealed for assistance to a Jrench
regiment on their flank. The French
immediately advanced and completcty
turned the position. The French regi-
ment shortly af‘erwards fouad them-

selves similarly wsituated. Yaey ap-
pealed to the Canadians, and the lat-
ter also. immediately attackzd ond
saved the situation. The two rogi-
ments in ¢he evening messed and
bhivouacked together.

RAID ON CONFLANS.

American Machines Throw Bombs,
Causing Enormous Explosion.

With the American Army in France,
Aug. 26.—American bombing ma-
chines again raided Conflans, Sun-
day, dropping forty bombs on the
railroad yards, despite heavy anti-
aircraft fire, All the bursts wece
well together at the east end of the
vards, one causing a big explosion, as
tho an ammunition car had been hit.

The old ani-
mosity between infantrymen and artil-
lerymen broke out in the prisoners’
cages where the infantry accused the
artillerymen who had been taken pri-
soner of ignoring the barrage signals
and withdrawing their guns to a safe
distance from the heat of the battle.

THIRTY-EIGHT GERMAN
MACHINES SENT DOWN

London, Aug.  26—The fo}lowing
communication dealing with aviation
was issued this evening: “Thruout
August 26 our low-flying machines
continued to harass the enemy by
bombs and machine gun fire directed
upon his infantry, guns, transport and
trains. Other machin kept in con-
tact with our troops and observed for
our artillery. Photographic work and
reconnaissance were carried out as
usual,

“Thirty~two tons o- bombs
dropped by us during the day on
way junctions, such as Cambrai
Valenciennes; on enemy dumps
on the Bruges docks. A hostile
drome was successfully bombed.

“Twenty-five German machines
were brough: down by us and one
Geiman balloon was destroyed. Thir-
teen hostile machines were driven
down out of control. Five ‘of our
machines are missing.

Additional gains also have been made
by the British east of Albert and on
both sides of the Somme River. In
fact notwithstanding the efforts of the
Germans thru the use of large rein-
forcements to hold them in check, the
British and F‘rench all along the line
from Albert to ‘Soissons have materi-
ally bettered their positions and car-
ried further forward their plan of
making the Picardy battleground une
tenable for the enemy.

French Hammer Away,

The French again are hammering
away at the environs of Roye, one of
the strong points on the Somme-Oise
front. Fresnoy-les-Roye, to the north,
and St. Mard, to the south of Roye,
have been captured by the French
despite the desperate resistance of the
Germans, and Roye, like Bapaume in
‘the north, apparently is in danger of
belng pinched out of the line in an en-
veloping movement. More than 600
prisoners were taken by the French.

The Germans have thrown further
heavy counter-attacks against the
French in the region north of Sois-
sons, where the French continue their
pressure northward in manoeuvres
which seriously threaten to outflans
the Chemin des Dames and Laon sec-
tors and tq put the entire German line
from Ypres to Rheims in jeopardy. All
the attacks have been sustained by
Geperal Mangin's forces,

RECONNOITERING ACTIVE
UPON ITALIAN FRONT

British and French Raid Austrian
Trenches on Asiago Plateau.

Rome, Aug. 26.—The war office an-
nouncement today says:

Ottawa, Aug. 26—The Siberian force,
which is to be placed under Brig.-Gen.

The cavalry squadron will be provided

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

In the battle yesterday the principal
development was the Canadian advance
in new territory on the British left
flank, south of the Scarpe River, and
the Scottish advance on the old bat-
tleground north of the Scarpe. The
Canadians had moved up from the re-
gion of Roye to the region of Arras
expressly for this attack and they
acquitted themselves with their cus-
tomary dash and valor. They attacked
a four-mile front and advanced more
than two miles from their  starting
point in a heavy rainstorm; carried two
villages, Wahcourt and Moncny-le-
Préux, and went far beyond these
points in their charge; joining battle
on the Canadian left across the Scarpe,
the Scots carried with a rush the first
German - defense system in the out-
skirts of Roeux, including the old
chemical works on a hill. On the rignt
wing of the battlefront close to the
Bomme, other British units pressed for-
ward towards Montauban and captured
Brazentin-le-Grand, south of Longue-
val. Having their positions turned
at many points, the Germans last night
began a' retirement from parts of the
battlefield. The British are smashing
their rear guards in an action to hasten
their flight and to over-run any de-
fensive line constructed in the enemy’s
rear.

The immediate effect of the Cana-
dian advance on the south bank of the
Scarpe is to straighten the British
line from the river to a point north of
Bapaume. This will give General
Byng a new pivot on his left wing for
a swing with his right in pursuit of
the Germans, The British, in press-
ing their attacks, are forcing the
German right wing to retire before
the centre, and are seeking to drive a
deep wedge in the German flank, so
as to be in position for an attempted
envelopment of the German centre.
These conditions probably never be-
fore confronted a German tommander.
Tho now in retirement north of the
Somme, the enemy certainly does not
aim at swinging his present right
flank clear back in all its parts to the
Hindenburg line, He probably has
certain lines constructed a short dis-
tance in+his rear to fall back upon,
but these, being in ground not shell-
torn like the recent battlefield, may
not present a strong obstacle for the
tanks and the infantry.

The new British a‘tack on both
flanks of the Scarpe has proceeded on
too narrow a front to be by itself an
enveloping movement against Douali,
but as it progresses in conjunction
with the advance on the righ’, the
British will open a new German flank
north of the Scarpe and may tear it
open, pPermitting a movement upon
Doual along a wide front.

By devoting space to the exhibits
on vocational training the Exhibition
was trying to help in the solution of
the returned soldier problem, but he
l claimed the greatest asset in winning

| Canada,” he said, “when we tend to
grow weary and need something to
bring back our old vigor, the Exhibi-
‘ition is a great influence in helping
| us determine to see it thru to the
i md."
f n introdueing Lord Shaughnessy;
. Russell referred to his 86 years’
connection with the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company, declaring it to be
the greatest Canadian asset, The
guest had lived to see his dreams
|come true, to see his railway fulfilling
| the demands of the country at a time
when it was most needed; he had
| lived to see the ships carry aid to the
mother country.
Canada’s Development.
Replying, Lord 8haughnessy said,
when the strains of “For He's a Jolly
Good Fellow” had died away: “It is

true I have not visited Toronto often

in recent years. We used to put in
our time squabbling over the espla-
made. It took many years to accom-
pish the Union Station—with bad re-
sults.” (Laughter.) Continuing, he
safld: “I have had a very long and
very interesting connection with Ca-
nadian affairs. The enterprise I rep-
resent most closely has done some-
thing in the development of Canada.
It was able to put down railways and
branch lines, to build ships, and wait
for profits. If it grew, it meant.Can-~
ada would grow, and in that respect
our work was national. I am glad to
say that our tonnage on the sea is
almost as large today as it was before
the war, altho we have lost about
twelve large ships. After the war we
will still further extend our ocean
dines, for 1 believe that the Russian
markets will be open for all kinds of
Canadian manufactures.”

Because he was to speak at more
Jdength at the opening ceremonies, the
wpeaker concluded by saying: “I have
the greatest possible admiration for
MMoronto. 1 was gratified to look over
the new harbor plans in the mayor’s
office this morning. Toronto is and

‘CAN ‘ADAfS" 'PROBLEMS"

Rettlxrn of Soldiers to Civil
. Life Will Bring Up Great
Questions.

Lord Shaughnessy expressed himseif
as not opposed to the nationalization
of Canadian raflways when replying
to the address read by T. A. Russell,
president of the Canadian National
Exhibition, at the opening ceremonies
in the amphitheatre, dairy building,
yesterday afternoon. “I would prefer
to postpone the subject of transporta-
tion at this time,” he said. “Decision
is needed only after a careful analysis
and consideration, We may gain ex-
perience from our mneighbors to the
gouth, but I do not wish it understood
that I am opposed to the nationaliza«
tion of railways, ¥ When the people
want it—we are democratic—they
must have it—but we must be sure of
our footing before setting out.”

The military band from the Whithy
Convalescent Hospital was ' playing
spirited patriotic airs when the party
reached the building, and when the
distinguished visitor and “party had
taken their places, it played “Rule,
Britannia” while the assembly re-
mained standing. Right Rev. Dr. Colin
Fletcher invoked the divine blessing
upon the Exhibition, after which Mr.
Russell read the address, as follows:

Address of Welecome.
To Lord Shaughnessy.

My Lord: It is most fitting that the
opening of the forty-first annual Ex-
hibition is by you, sir, for your thirty~
six years of service in the great trans-
portation system over which you pre-
side is almost concyrrent with the life,
history of this Exhibition,

In coming as you did to Canada to
assist in the building of the firsty rail-
way connecting the east and west of
our country, you have played a large
part not only in unjfying the provinces
of Canada into a nation, but in unit-
ing her more closely to the motherland

and to the other overseas dominions.

‘Within these grounds you will see
evidences of development and progress
in almost every activity of this young
pation. Inthe many demgonstrations will
be found valuable lessons of, increased
production and of greater congervation
of our natural resources; in theexhibits
of the work. that is being done by
returned soldiers, and in our ‘model
camp, and el:;;'tl:le.re, on‘ d:veryk);m(
you will see nt evidenee of thy
way {n which the nation; to a man—|
‘and to 'a 'woman—is lending’ its sup-
port to the ‘prosecution of the war.

Canada is confronted . today with
problems more fgr-reaching than\ever
before., Theke call, first, for the most
earnest and efficlent mobilization. of
all resources, both human and materi-
al, for the su
the war; and, ndly,’ for the 7
cise of great courage and high patriot.
ism in meeting the conditions which
must soon be faced on the farms, in
the 'factories and in the homes, when
the country turneg from war organiza-
tion to the pursuits of peace, and the
tremendous readjustment takes place.
To you,:in this epoch-marking time,
we ‘turp, with confidence for counsel
and leadership. - .

- 'We hope, sir, this occasion will, in
a small megsure at least, let you see
that the people of your adopted coun~,
try are not unappreciative of your
great service to Canada, and we trust
that you will long be spared to give
her the benefit of your wise counsel
and ripe experience,

Appreciate Spirit.

In reply Lord Shaughnessy express-
ed his appreciation for the friendly
spirit shown in the address. “During
the 86 years of my residence in Can-
ada I have been able to assist in
bringing Canada more into the notice
of the world than it/ was previously
and to assist in bringing people to our
shores. With the assistance of a most
complete staff we have been able to
bring ventures to success. The success
of the Canadian Pacific means the
success of Canada.”

Lord Shaughnessy was afraid he
could not be of as great a help as the
address might indicate, owing to ad-
vancing years but, he said, “to the ex-
tent that I can be of aid to Canada
my services will always be for my
beloved adopted country.” He spoke
of Montreal and other parts of Can-
ada and added, “but we will concede
that your Exhibition is infinitely su-
perior to anything else of its kind on
the continent, if not in the world, as
an_annual event. Canada has every
reason to be proud of it.”

There was everything here to teach
the farmers advanced methods, to
teach the housewife economy and to
enlighten those who wished to keep
in touch with industrial progress. It
was difficult not to speak of the war,
at this time, for Canada had taken
an heroic part. It had made gallant
sacrifices. “We owe everything to our
country,” he said, “and must deny
none of our country’s demands.”

Recent events were ground for ju-
bilation. To his mind the situation on
the battle front had compleiely chang-
ed and henceforth, he believedy the
initiative would be with the allied
forces and not with the enemy. There
was reason to be grateful for the help
given by the determined country to
the south at what appeared to be the
turning point in the war.

Some Peace Problems.

Looking to the future Lord Shaugh-
nessy sald, “With the advent of peace
we have other duties almost as im-
portant as the duties of the war"
There were the soldiers to bring home,
the wounded to be reconstructed un-
der the best possible conditions
science and skill would permit. For
many men, it would be difficult to go
back to former employment after
years of outdoor life and because of
a new view upon life. It was to be
hoped that many would take up farm-
ing.

“It would be futile to form an es-
timate as to the rapidity with which
the men will return,” he sald, “but at
the rate of 80,000 a month or 10
months for the total, th€re will be
60,000 in two months and so on and
with the munition plants closed there
will be a great army out of employ-
ment. | We have a serious problem to
face which calls for co-operation be-
tween the government and the people.
There should be gradual demobiliza-

tion and we should have a statement

What is the strength of the nation
may be at the same time its greatest
menace. The control of the ocean
merchant service means eventually
the control of wealth and of trade,
and if that control be not vested in
national trustees and ‘for the national
benefit the nation may be reduced to
an abject economic slavery. In the
early days of the war this was only
too clear in Britain, The remedy was
applied. It was the virtual owner-
ship by the nation of the mercantile
marine.

(When we hear that the C.P.R.

tion Co. we .are not alarmed at the
prospect, if the people appreciate what
is implied, what may be the pos-
sible result, and what is the remedy.
It will not do to throw off the shackles
of land transportation to find our-
selves bound faster than ever by
ocean freightage. i

The Wall Street Journal and these
it represents may minimize as much
as they please the results of nation-
alizing the railways of Canada. “The
bitterest foe of public ownership,”
says The Journal, “would not wish
for the Dominign’s new raiflway (the
C.N.R.) such fate as has been the lot
of the Intercolonigl.” The suggestio
falsi may be ignored. What “has
‘been” the fate of the Intercolonmial is
not its present fate, nor is there any
excuse for supposing that the public
service of railways may not be as
efficient, as economical and a great
deal more satisfactory to the public
than the management by Private
parties of the United States roads,
which brought them all to virtual
ba_nkmrptay. They are all in the melt-
ing-pot at present, and no one has
suggested any watisfactory remedy for
the situation but public ownership. It
will gradually be torne in to the citi-

faith?ul and capable may be obtained
for national control as for any private
system that has ever been operated,
There is enough honesty and inte]-
ligence left among the English-speak-
ing races “0 ensure this.

The only trouble is that we may
not go far enough in our consolida-
| tlons. The private managers, with all
their vaunted efficlency, found &
necessary to organize oo-ooentlvé
trusts of all kinds in order o main-
tain even the bankrupt efficiency of
which they boasted, . Bubsidary com-
panles of all kinds camouflaged such
linked operation of land and wea com-
munication, Public ownership may as
well accept the lesson at once, and
consolidate all the grea* public ser-
vices that make the people a nation
and give them a national life, before
' the wasteful methods o divided and
multiple management force us <o
adop’ as a remedy what is obviously
the natural way to avert trouble,

The last
reports from the American front tell
of the crucifixion of Sergt. A. B. Cole
of East Liverpool, Ohio, against abarn
door, with bayonets thrust thru his
hands and his feet. It was his broth-
er who Adiscovered him—dead. In Am-
erica the Ohio sergeant is just as im-
portant as the kaiser, and considera-
tion of these things will not temper
the justice which is due to the Ger-
man natfon, * ’ :

Germans themselves appear to be
unconscious of the effect of their evil
deeds an other nations. Byutauty
seems o natural to them they cannot
underftand the moral revulsion it/
causes among civilized people. So the
German ~leaders are preparing for
‘trade dfter the war as tho the war
<and all its horrors will be forgotten
forthwith. Great vessels are’ being
built to capture the trade of the world,
in other words, to take advantage of
“the scarcity of shipping which the
submarine campaign has caused.: The
Bismarck, of 50,000 tons, the Tirpitz,
of 82,000 tons, the Columbus and Hin-
denburg, of 35,000 tons, . dnd ‘two
- gcore others of a tonnage from 12,000
to 25,000 are being built in various
yards. Do the Germans think that
these names will commend them to
the citizens of the world?. Did they
never hear' of the BEritish seamen’s
boycott? Have they no thought of
the settlement which even Spain has
demanded and to some extent exacted
by the forcible borrowing of interned
German vessels, and which is a thou-
sand times more urgent in Britain,
America, France? .

When the wicked man /turneth from.
his wickedness there is pardon and
mercy, but there 'is mo sign, even the
slightest, that the German kaiser, or
his people have the slightest régret
or, remorse for the dreadful deeds
they have committed, or for plunging
Burope 'in this catastrophic war.
There is fear, but this is no sign of
repentance, and if the tide of war
should happen to turn we doubt not
the German would ‘harden his heaft
dnce more even as Pharaoh’s of old.

After the War.,

Great industrial interests in enemy
countries, and also in Great Britain,
the United States and Japan, are
combining their resources and or-
ganizing machinery for the trade
struggle which will follow the de-
claration of peace. It was estimated
in January, 1917, that the loss of in-
dustrial, agricultural and public pro-
perty in France and Belgium would
total $8,785,000,000, and in the eastern
theatre of war $2,250,000,000, Since
then, revoiution in Russia and war de-
velopments in the west have added
billlons of dollars to the bil
of losses, The demand upon the
new world to reconstruct the old will
be tremendous. There will be an un-
paralleled market for Ilumber, for
agricultural and textile machinery, for
electrical machinery and equipment,
for machinery in the mining industry,
the wood-working 'and furniture in-
dustries, the food industries, the
chémical industry,  and the paper-
making industry, Vast quantities of
bullding supplies, of raliroad equip-
ment and road bed material will be
required, Altogether the demands
will be enormous, These demands
will come from nations organized as
never before for purchase. Europe
will be the closest buyer this con-
tinent has ever known.

Ever since the wWar began, commit-
tees representing the British Foreign
Office, the British Board of Trade and
representative commercial and finan-

‘cial houses have been devising pro-

grams for closer co-operation in Bri-
tish export trade. The British Trade
Corparation has been created with an
authorized capital stock of $50,000,-
000. In France a similar enterprise,
The Association Nationale d’Expan-
sion Economique, has been organized.
The United States has the Webb bly‘
authorizing co-operatton in export
trade.

Hundreds of millions of dollars will
reward adequate measures by Cana-
dian industries and financial interests
to capture a fair share of this trade.
There should be warm . support of
Senator Nicholls' movement for the
creation of a Canadian Trade Corpor-
ation. The Canadian Industrial Re-
construction Assoclation is doing good
service in directing the attention of the
country to the vital problem of export
markets and. in urging industrial or-
ganization and government co-opera-
tion for trade development. ¢

CIVIC FIREMEN’S UNION'

DEFINITELY ORGANIZED
: A

S—

The civic firemen have organized
definitely, and will met every Mon-
day night.
the new union stated recently that
no city in the United States suffered
for its firemen the conditions which

prevailed in Toronto. In the cities of
the United States ‘there were three
systems of carrying out the work of
this department. One wae a twelve~
hour shift, another was an eight-
hour shift, and a third was an every-
other-day shift. “Under the latter
system the fremen would work a®
full twenty-four hours and rest the
next twenty-four hours.

There are about {wo hundred and
fifty members in the new union.
Ninety remain as yet unattached. It
is expected that these will join up in
course of time, This member stated
that the Toronto members were not
fighting for wages at all. There was
little if any complaint on these
grounds. The main question befure
the men was the problem of condi-
tions, which were worse in Toronto
than in any city in the United States,

STRIKING PLUMBERS
BLAMED FOR DELAY

The plumbers from the Polson's
Ironworks and the Toronto Shipbuild-
ing Co, are still out on strike. - It is
stated on the best authority that at
least two ships have been delayed for
more than a month from leaving the
city for their final destination. A re-
porter asked Jchn W. Bruce why the
government did not step into the
breach and effect a settlement between
the men and these shipbuilding com-
panies Mr. Bruce, who is the busi-
ness agent of the men who are out,
stated that he could not understand
why the government had remained in-
active in the matter.

“You speak of the two shipd which
have been delayed from leaving the
stocks. Let me tell you this, that these
ships were completed a month ago.
Both were ready to take the water,
and the only final touch necessary was
the piping inside. One of these ships
has been on the stocks for more than
a year; the other was begun sometime
in the early spring.”

LABOR’S HIGH FINANCE.

W. G. Powlesland, general vice-
president of the International Union
of Blacksmiths for Canada, stated yes-
terday afternoon that the blacksmiths
in the shipyards of the United States
were now receiving a dollar-thirty-five
an hour on heavy forge work. They
were now presenting a new wage
schedule which fixed the maximum
wage for this class of work at $2 an
hour.

Hon. Dr. Cody, minister of educa-
tion, made the following announce-
ments yesterday in reference to next
year’s examinations:

“The reinstatement of British and
Canadian history as one of the sub-
Jects in the junior high school en-
trance examination for 1919 is a mat-
ter of importance to the teachers and
the schools. The department has
made arrangements which, it is be-
leved, will stimulate and direct the
study of history in the schools, The
value of the subject in promoting
patriotism, in providing material for
a clear grasp of ian civies, and
in expounding Canada’s imperial- re-
lations and her place in the empire,
is generally r d. A circular

ecognize
. will shortly be issued which will con-

tain a definite outline of the course
both in British and Canadian history
with selected periods and topics, a
minimum of chronology and 4 state-
ment of the particular sections in the
text books dealing with the topics and
sub-topics to -be examined upon, The
cirecular ajeo contains a special list
of books suitable for school librarfes
and for the teacher’s use in prepar-
ing the lessons. In the introduction
to the ciroular will be found a brief
and - instructive exposition of the
method of teaching history. The
course, as laid down, should prove to
be easily within the compass of any
teacher and fascinating to the pupils.
As an illustration that the modified
course is not too heavy, it may be
noted’ that while the present text
boo contain 587 pages of reading
matter, a total of only 237, pages is
u‘signed for study in Form IV,

“The course in grammar for Form

has been lightened and amended ' by
omitting easy parsing, and the paper
set in the subject for the high school
entrance examination will emphasize
the applieation to composition of the
principles of correct speech.”

London, Aug. 26,~The British inde-
pendent air force operating on the

west front lost seven airplanes in
“he bombing of Mannheim last Thure-
day. The frank report of <¢his loss

The outstandinf feature of the ex-
ploit was the heroic detemnfination of
“he British squadrons. They were
heavily attacked as they flew to their
objective; they knew that equally
stern fighting would await them on
their way back,.bu* nothing daunted
them, ' “It takes more than the risk
of dawger to halt British airmen when
they have made up ‘heir minds to
reach -an objective,” says one news-
paper.

It is pointed out that the Germans
were in largely ‘wsuperior numbers
and had only to ¢think of fighting,
whereas the British had both figh*-
ing and bombing to attend to,- The
odds were all on the German side,
but the British aviators reached
Mannheim and did their " i

Newspaper editorials point out that
the bombing was well worth the risk,
for Mannheim 4 the centre of the
great chemical industry, and the rsid
is believed ¢0 have done damage
which will compel the German arm-
ies, for o time at leas’, to do without
supplies of war materials from that
quarter.
