The dam­
age is estimated at $400,000 and cov­
ered by insurance. The cause of the 
fire has not been definitely settled, but 
a smoking concert was held in the 
building in the early part of the even­
ing, and it is thought by the firemen 
(hat a lighted ' cigar butt may have 
been dropped around.

They were counting the ballots 
for the class election which took place 
Saturday, and bits of plaster froth the 
ceiling fell, and they were later noti­
fied that the top, or sixth, floor of the 
building was ablaze.

.worth at the time, and that before 
purchasing the same he had resigned 
his position as one of the inspectors 
under the assignment. It was also 
argued that the Taylors had slept on 
their rights and had not brought suit 
until after the expropriation proceed­
ings by the Canadian Northern Rail­
way Company, already referred to, 
disclosed the sensational advance in 
real estate values in the Don Valley.
At the time of the trial the value of 
the Don Valley Brick Works and the 
real estate in the general neighborhood 
had appreciated to such an extent that 
not less than $1,500,000 was Involved 
in the litigation.

William T. Taylor, who resides at 
200 Don Mills road, is the only sur­
vivor of the firm of Taylor Bros., John 
F. Taylor and George A. Taylor hav­
ing died some years ago.

Dr. Horace Brittain Gives 
Pointers and Answers 

Many Questions.

USE THE SCHOOLS

Only Place to Isolate Cases 
Judge Tells Provincial 

Secretary. Prospective labor candidate* for alder- 
manic office In Toronto next year listen­
ed with interest to Dr. Horace Brittain, 
the expert of the municipal bureau, at 
the I. L. P. meeting, held In the Labor 
Temple, and many questioner# also gave 
him a number of hard nuts to crack. Did 
the doctor believe , that public ownership 
would (1) be permitted under the consti­
tution of the Toronto City Cotyiell? (2> 
Would It prove feasible? Could he tell 
why the world was so full of government, 
more government, and still more govern­
ment? .Were any official records kept 
of the way councillors voted as Individu­
als In the council chamber? Would 
Nov. 10 prove a suitable day for the 
municipal elections? Did the doctor be­
lieve In the principle of referring reforms 
to the provincial legislative body? These 
were among the many queries popped out 
for reply.

Dr. Brittain strongly favored home 
government for the people, but urged the 
need of municipalities maintaining high 
standard*. Largo expenditures should he 
made subject of referendum or appeal 
to provincial legislatures, but assessment 
reforms belonged alone to their city 
council. Touching upon the question of 
public ownership, the speaker believed 
this was a moot point. He would be 
able to speak more clearly In 1926, so far 
as Toronto was concerned. British cities 
where such a system had proved a suc­
cess were governed by traditions, and a 
system which elected councillors for 
terms of several years. The doctor be­
lieved Jan. 1 was a bad day for civic 
elections. Many personal desires, visits 
to out-Of-town friends were sacrificed 
under the present system.

James BaHantyne: I am sure our 
Scotch friends will agree here.

Efficient Citizenship.
During the course of his address the 

speaker pointed out that the need of all 
communities was a hlghly-efficient citi­
zenship. As a matter of fact, municipal 
politics were the nursery of good gov­
ernment. Citizens could only expect bad 
or good men, efficient or bad service, 
according to the Interest of the whole 
community In the election of their repre­
sentatives. The doctor, referring back 
to the days of the ancient Romans, show­
ed that in those days waterworks sys­
tems, public instruction, health boards 
and other accessories to present-day mu­
nicipalities, were quite common, and that 
the general Interest of the citizens only- 
waned when emperors sought to get con­
trol of the municipalities.

missioner thinks that It will prove a 
source of information to aid interested 
to the subject.

The commissioner sees to the public 
school the machinery and plant for 
determining who are feeble-minded, 
“if the term feeble-minded is to be 
understood to Its wider and not Us 

' narrower sense.”
In the 10,000 pupils already ex­

amined in the medical test now going 
on hi the Toronto schools, the percen­
tages run between one and two per 
cent. "1 am mow informed." adds the 
commissioner, "that taking some ten 
or more schools the percentage ob­
tained is about 27.” The schools, he 
insists, "are the only places where the 
mental status of the large majority 
of the children can t-e definitely and 
authoritatively settled.”

Conclusions Arrived At.
The -following conclusions are among 

«be most important arrived at by the 
commissioner :

That in the province of Ontario 
feeble- mindedmess or mental defi­
ciency has never been legally defined 
nor pnuobtoaMy dealt with, and that 
the magnitude of the evil thus left un­
touched to very great.

That iSit the cardinal fact could be 
assimilated that the elimination at the 
mental defective from the school end 
from the street and from 'the agen­
cies engaged ,im reforming character, 
would render the efforts of teachers 
and social workers comparative! y easy 
and empty the gaols of over half their 
inmates, and that these unfortunates 
can. if taken in time, ,be made com­
paratively happy and useful, there 
wouild be tittle time lost in bringing 
about that desired result.

That the problem is not as large as 
it Is sometimes madie out to be, end 
that great progress can be made tn 
this province along lines that are 
reasonable and not too costly. This 
can be done if a beginning is made 
In the schools.

That the want of any machinery for 
ascertaining who are the feeble­
minded and particularly for classifying 
them with a view to their proper 
supervision and destination afterwards, 
whether to or out of school, Is 
apparent

That there aie 
licensed for the feeble-minded.

That a survey of the jail*, reforma­
tories and other institutions is urgently 
needed, so as to relieve them of the 
mentally defective.

That the feeble-minded female of 
child-bearing age and the feeble-mind- 

/ ed delinquent who Is a “repeater” or 
shows marked criminal 
should be detained indefinitely.

Urgent Measures.
The commissioner calls attention to 

five of the above matters as specially 
urgent:

1. Special classes in the public 
schools for the mentally defective.

2. To transfer to Orillia all "ad­
mitted defectives" from other inatltu-

k lions.
I 3. Removal from the Juvenile court 
I and the Children's Aid Society of all 
F mental defectives to a proper lnstitu- F tlon.

4. The eetabliehment of a new and 
properly equipped psychopathic hospi­
tal In Toronto.

6. The provision of proper temporary 
quarters In order to gain immediatè 
relief from the conditions referred to 
above.

An American firm,of. contractors from 
Philadelphia, now operating both at 
Brantford and Thorold, la offering ex­
pert glaziers $1.30 an hour, expenses 
paid, men to pay their own hotel bills. 
On the other hand Toronto firms are 
chary of paying even a dollar an hour 
for expertness In this class of work. 
This was the information given to The 
World last night by an expert whq Is a 
member of the Painters' and Decora­
tors’ Union.

This man stated that the prevailing 
wages in Toronto were from 66 cents to 
SO* cents an hour for the best class of 
work. This firm, he said, wanted men 
who could glaze at least 200 lights of 
glass an hour, Into steel finish. The 
company was also wiHtog to abide by 
the union agreement to pay time and 
a half for overtime. Toronto employers, 
he said, did not care to give their men 
overtime. Figuring out wages on the 
basis offered by the American firm an 
expert glazier would on a basis of ten 
hours a day receive «78 a week, out 
of which he would pay HO for board and 
room, giving him practically $68 a week 
clear.

With Toronto employers working their 
men only eight hours a day at 76 cents 
an hour the glazier would receive only 
$32 a week, 
stated chat while the average pay given 
by Toronto employers was doubtless fair, 
Indications were strong that American 
enterprise in Canada was competing 
against Canadian enterprise along the 
lines Indicated, paying to the kilt for 
tboro work speedily accomplished. 
Glaziers generally averaged 160 to 175 
panes of glass an hour, |while the most 
expert members of the craft could glaze 
more than ,80«' an hour.

The farmer 'is no more anxious to 
be taxed for his Improvements than 
the city man. Sometimes he thinks 
an income tax wquld be suitable, but 
he sees how that can be eva4ed by 
unjust persons, and he knows that a 
tax on the land cannot be escaped. He 
has the consolation of knowing that 
the other fellow has to pay as well as 
himself.

He has the further very solid con­
solation that the man who owns land, 
but makes no improvement, but only 
holds on for speculative purposes, 
ipust pay as well as the farmer who 
puts his money and toil into the land. 
He "sees also that this is likely to 
keep land from lying idle where _ it 
can be used, and he is aware that this 
is an excellent policy. It assists come 
munity values, improves public serv­
ices, communication, and trading facil­
ities; it makes labor more plentiful 
and accessible; it develops the best 
part of the country in the right way.

There is co-operation between the 
labor man and the farmer on this 
question of land tax. There will ne­
cessarily be more in future, as cities 
continue to encroach on rural dis­
tricts. The Joint interests of urban 

nd rural municipalities can never be 
adjusted except thru an equitable and 
Joint administration of land tax.

majority. The only way to win is to 
put up the best candidates who will 
command the respect of the electorate,

• end who will stand by the measures 
they have supported during an election 
campaign.

P. R. means therefore the 
tion of party, not the elimination of 
party. Any party that she id present 
an obstructive' attitude in the ap­
proaching legislature will handicap it­
self, with the people for the future. 
But this will be because popular leg­
islation, obviously In the interest of the 
people, must be supported by all 
parties, if they wish to have any 
future.

In the mean­
time when opportunity offer* let us 
follow the example of the Canadian 
Pacific and accumulate a store of coal 
that will carry us over a year of 
famine should our neighbors 'be con­
strained at any time to place an em­
bargo upon the export of coal.

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Bran and Shorts Should Be 

Wholesome and Abundant in a 
Wheat - Growing Country 

Like Canada.
The board of commerce say* to 

effect that It cannot reduce toe price® 
charged, by the former for meat® and 
dairy products. The reason te toot tine 
farmer ihaA to pay extravagant price® 
for bran &nid shorts. Asked why they 
do not reduce toe price of brain and 
shorts the board of commerce replies 
that the prices of these product^ are 

fixed by another government tribunal 
known as toe Canada Wheat Board.

The Canada Wheat Board Is an arm 
of toe government Its function te 
to buy and sell the entire 1919 wheàit 
crop. Naturally it . fixes the price 
which toe miller pays for hi» wheat 
and the price at which he is to sell 
ihis flour, bran and shorts. The board 
of commerce thinks that the Canada 
Wheat Board lias fixed too high a 
price for bran and shorts. Quite 
possibly toe wheat board has erred to 
this direction because it Is made up o< 
people connected with the mining 
business. The board of "commerce, 
however, cannot interfere. It justifies 
the farmer to charging high prices for 
•his finished product in view of the fact 
that he is virtually compelled by toe 
government to pay extravagant price® 
for the mill products, which consti­
tute an Important part of his raw 
material

So the government appear® to be 
stepping on its own feet, and one com­
mission to be getting in the way of 

'another. However that may be, a 
searching investigation Into toe whole 
subject of bran and shorts te overdue. 
Not only tohve prices been extortionate, 
but the products themeeUves to many 
cases have been so poisoned with 
noxious weeds as to constitute a men­
ace to toe live stock industry of cen­
tral Canada.

Farmers for Land Tax.
There appears to be an idea abroad

/White Fish Bay, for 45 miles, hoping 
the Myron’s two lifeboats will be 
blown ashore.

The steamer Calumet passing here 
late today reported sighting a water­
logged lifeboat south of White Fish 
Point. As far as could be ascertained 
the boat was unoccupied.

The United States submarine chaser, 
438, also was scouring the bay tonight 
for possible survivors. The beach is 
covered with lumber, the ill-fated 
.Myron's cargo, but not a body had 
come ashore up to late today. The 
gale continued tonight, and there was 
little hope that passing steamers could 
have picked up the lifeboats, which, 
it is believed, were swamped in the 
mountainous seas.

In the first place there are numbers 
of women or girls who are not able 
thru lack of education or other things 
to take a position In an office. They 
cannot make sufficient money at fac­
tory work to keep their bodies and 
souls together, and anyway at that 
they have to work too hard and too 
steadily. So they decide to become 
domestics. *

It must not be thought that we are 
in any way underestimating the 
brains and intelligence needed for one 
to be a good servant, but unfortun­
ately for those employing such help, 
but few of the women who adopt the 
said profession do so thru a sense ot 
qualifications.

for maids to be called "servants,” and 
for them to have one half a day» a 
week out, also one evening. , They 
were paid salaries In accordance with 
the times, which remuneration usual­
ly amounted to $15 a month.

When the family for which they 
worked was a small one, they did all 
or at least part of the laundry work, 
besides all the other household dutiee.

They did not threaten to go on 
strike for the simple reason that they 
kqcw in their hearts that they could 
not better themselves. They also had 
some respect for those who employed 
them (we. do not mean that they 
adopted a elave attitude by 
means).

Today domestic help must bé 
known as "maids.” They must be told 
the inmost secrets of the - home 
wherein they are considering working 
before they will even consent to in­
terview their prospective employer. 
They must have two half days a week 
and practically every evening out. 
The” must be allowed to entertain 
and they must also be permitted to 
say when the mistress shall entertain 
and when she shall not.

Laundry work is entirely out of 
their element, as is special or fancy 
cooking. As for salary, it must range 
from $9 a week $o $18.

In addition the majority of them do 
not understand the iirst rules of the 
game of common ordinary politeness. 
All that they seem to knoxv is that 
domestic workers are scarce, and 
that thev are in demand. The situa­
tion is almost intolerable, thanks to 
the newly rich.

However, if the women of Toronto 
would get together like those in St. 
Louis and put a ban upon all domes­
tic help, things would mighty soon 
change. In no other walk of life can 
employes adopt the tactics which tne 
servants of this city do. And yet the 
root of the trouble lies with the em­
ployers themselves.

Montreal, Nov. 22.—The vaccination 
of school children and the free distri­
bution of vaccine to physicians were 
matters discussed by the board ot 
health yesterday. Dr. Boucher, medi­
cal officer of health, was instructed 
to send circular letters to the heads of 
educational institutions and to all 
physicians requiring them under pen­
alty to report all cases of smallpox or 
fChickenpox they may have knowledge 
of.

taxation imposed upon the moving pic­
ture industry of Canada was excessive 
and burdensome, a deputation repre­
senting the moving picture exhibitors 
of Canada held a conference with Sir 
Henry Drayton, minister of finance, 
yesterday.

The chief request of the delegation, 
was for the repeal of the 15 cents per 
day tax on each reel of motion pic­
tures, which It was claimed had be­
come a burden on the Industry and es­
pecially on the small exhibitor In the 
country town. Film censorship was 
also discussed. The film censorship 
In Ontario and Quebec was (referred to 
as being unsatisfactory, and Sir Henry 
Drayton, while pointing out that cen­
sorship was entirely a provincial mat­
ter, thought that some step should be 
taken for an Interchange system of 
censorship whereby acceptance of a 
picture In one province would mean 
its acceptance in other provinces.

Mr. T. Scott, Toronto, said there 
were 875 moving picture theatres in 
Canada, and these represented an In­
vestment of-
wards of! 20,000 persons were 
ployed with wages averaging $26 ' a. 
week, or $20,800,000 a year. Mr. Scott 
claimed thaï 
was taxed \ In every manner possible, 
and the reel tax alone, which is the 
smallest levy on the list, amounted to 
$350,000 a year. Mr. Scott said that 
taxation on the "working man’s lux­
uries" was tending to cause dissatis­
faction.
