Caracas, Dec. 18.—It has been learn­
ed from an official source .that the 
allies to-day will notify the Venezuelan 
authorities at La Guayra of the block­
ade, to become effective Saturday,
Dec. -0, at 3 p.m., of the ports of La 
Guayra, Puerto Cabello. Core, Maral- 
caibo, Carupano and Barcelona. ,

Lopez Baralt, Venezuelan Minister 
of Foreign Affairs, has transmitted to 
United States Minister Bowen a docu­
ment signed by President Castro as 
constitutional President of the Repub­
lic and countersigned by himself as 
Minister of Foreign Affairs, in which 
Mr. Bowen is recognized as the only 
representative of Venezuela in the 
matter of effecting a settlement of tho S 
present difficulty.

According to the terms of this docu­
ment Mr. Bowen may act without re­
striction, and he is to ause all means 
imselbfle to protect the Interests of 
Venezuela. The document was sub­
jected to correction last night, and 
again this morning before delivery.
The State Department at Washington 
has been notified of the transmission 
of this instrument to Mr. Bowen.

Events here are dependent upon the 
result thru the State Department, of 
the answers of the governments of 
Great Britain, Germany and Italy to 
the proposal of arbitration advanced 
by Venezuela; these answers are ex­
pected to-morrow. Should they be 
favorable the Venezuelan government 
strongly desires that a conference of 
the Ambassadors of 
Germany and Italy to 
States then be held In Washington, 
and that Mr. Bowen leave La Guayra 
Dec. 23 for the United States on hoard 
the Bed "D” Line steamer Caracas, 
which is due to reach New York Dec.
20. Mr. Bowen will met the Ambas­
sadors in Washington. No meeting 
to discuss terms of settlement is to ha 
held on Venezuelan soli.

which 0,000,000 bushels were snipped 
out of the province over the Canadian 
Northern before the close of navigation.

"At our terminal elevators, at Port 
Arthur," he said, "we have storage ca­
pacity for 3,400,000 bushels, and in the 
country elevators along the r.iilt.ey 
system a similar capacity for 3,tHKh0ii0 
bushels, making » total of 13,000,00 ; 
bushels of wheat that will be handled j 
by the opening of navigation next j 
spring, and leaving only 2,000,000 bush­
els to be stored and looked after by 
the farmers. This state of affairs is ex­
ceedingly satisfactory to the farmers 
as a whole."

As to the extent of the construction 
work/carried on, Mr- Mann stated that 
they had laid about 140 or 150 .miles 
of new track this year in Manitoba, 
and they had an additional 100 miles 
graded ready for rails next spring, 
nearly all In settled districts.

"What subsidies have you received 
for the roads built iu Manitoba?” was 
asked.

*. * Taking the year as a whole 
we have had a fairly level run of 
prices, and the benefits have almost 
solely accrued thru larger individual 
trade volume, and this proves con­
clusively that given a right or bet­
ter proportion of orders we are still 
able to make profits. The trouble 
commences when the influx from 
abroad is inordinately great. At 
present we are better satisfied than 
we have been fer a considerable 
period of time, and. es we say. we 
shall be glad if the resent condi­
tions can be indefinitely prolonged.

Compared with many 
of its predecessors, the present 
period has been highly satisfactory.

THE t.'OBDEN CLUB.

MiOntario Governmeat Expected to 
Look Into the Question.

The London Daily Mail having stat­
ed that the Cobden Club is not English 
in its membership has brought out an 
interesting explanation from Mr. 
Harold Cox, the secretary of the club. 
The Mail says that according to the 
official list there are 475 members, of 
whom the honorary members domiciled 
abroad number '2A1. The total number 
of honorary members is 301. Mr. Cox 
explains that the honorary members 
have no voice whatever in directing 
the policy of the club, which is con­
trolled entirely by British subjects 
resident in the United Kingdom. The

the Duke of Devonshire, Lord James 
of Hereford, the Earl of Kimberley, 
the Marquis of Lansdowne, and Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, who. we know', can­
not possibly be associated with the 
objects for which the club presumably 
exists.”

VV’hile at Yokohama he had long 
conversations with the British and 
American consuls, who were each of 
opinion that New South Wales was 
acting wisely in bringing samples of 
her products directly under the notice 
of the Japanese consumers, and strong­
ly recommended the continuance of 
the system.
