Later he ad-
mitted who he was. Asked about his
trunk, he denied that 'he had one. He
was ordered to his room by the officer,
however, and commanded to open the
trunk.

Awful Revelation.

Jordan did not appear nervous or
alarmed, . but hesitated to open the
trunk, and it was not untfl after con-
siderable argumtnt on the part of the
officer that he produced the key to
the trunk and inserted it in the lock.

Turning his head Jordan threw up
the cover of the trunk and then sank
“back on his knees, burying his face in
his hands and sobbing.

Sergt. Crowley staggered back
aghast at the disclosure, for In the
open - trunk before him lay a sickening
mass of hacked flesh, a woman’s torso,
filling the greater part of the trunk,
while pieces of flesh from other parts
of the body were stuffed into the cor-
ners. The entire interior of the trunk
was bespattered with blood. There
was no covering of any sort over the
remains.

Jordan submittted without protest to
the handcuffs. Giving his name and
address, he declared the body in the
trunk was that of his wife, and ap-
peared willing to tell the officers ev-
erything concerning the case.

Tells the Awful Story.

Jordan’s story of the murder which
was given to the: officers was sub-
stantially as follows:

He stated that he was married in
September in 1904 to Mrs. Honorah
Eddy, whose ‘maiden name was
“O'Rellly” and whose home was in
Somerville. He did not know who
his wife’s first hushand was or what
had become of him. The couple went
on the vaudeville stage, Mr. Jordan
taking the part of a tramp and his
wife that of a nurse, in a sketch. They
went -west. About three  years ago
they returned to Somerville. Mrs,
Jordan, according to her husband, had
taken to drinking of late, and, he
claims, was associating with other
men and he became jealous. It was {n
a jealous quarrel Tuesday night lasg
that thetrouble started, which ended in
the death of the wife.

Jordan declares that his wife struck
him first and that he then knock @ her
down and was terrified to find that
he had killed her. This happened
Tuesday night.

Jordan, according to his confession,
went out and bought a heavy butch-
er's cutting-up knife. With this and
a razor and sehars he severed the
head from the body,-and after putting
the scalp and halr in the kitchen
range, placed the skull {n the furnaca
in the cellar. The legs snd arms were
cut from the body and the fiésh sliced
off in stripes, leaving the bones or
the limbs practically bare.

The Transvaal Parliament has re-

The new police regulations have dri-
ven hundreds of men out of the force;
men who organized and led one of the
most efficient police forces in the em-
pire,, such as Colone] Curtis and Col-
onel O'Brien, have been retrenched;
a strong supporter of the ministry,
Mr. Papenfus, was made commissioner
of police, and now retires to give place
to an abler man, only when the harm
has been donme and the force almost
disorganized.

The opposition in parliament press-
ed persistently, but to no purpose, for
the publication of the papers in con~
nection with the resignation of Mr.
Harris, who was brought over from
India to reorganize the civil service.

mission that the rule regarding walvers
by major league clubs’  for purchased
minor league players had been amended
.at the meeting of the commission in this
city yesterday, The rule, which is num-
bered 35, was-amended by | striking out
the words “and has played| at least ten
games with such club,” at the end of the

first sentence of said rule. Hereafter the
rule will read as follows:

“In order to avoid friction/in the opera-

| tlon of rule 35, no walvers shall be asked

by any major league club for purchased
minor league players previous to Feb. 1
of the year following such purchase, ex-
cept where the player purchased is for
immediate use and joins the purchasing
club, and has been under contract for at
least ten da¥s and participated in at least
one game with such club.

“When a major league club asks for a
walver to a purchased minor league play-
er, the president of the league containing
:such club shall immediately notify by
wire the president of the opposite league
thereof and the president of the sald op-
required - within
three days or 72 hours, to .either walve
claim to such player or negotiate for his
services for the particulat club in his
league . desiring the same under the pro-
visions of rule 34; the claim, however, of
any club in the league seeking the walver
to have precedence over the claim of any
club in the opposite league.

“The time limit in which inter-league
walvers can be exercised will begin to
run from-the time designated as the re-
| celving’ time at the telegraph offices at
rthe cities where the headquarters of the
| respective major leagues are located, with
this proviso,, that telegram recelved on
Sunday or a legal holiday, eor after 1
; 0 clock Saturday, shall be considered as
| received on the following Monday at 9
| o'clock, and that where the time limit
expires on Sunday or a’legal holiday it
shall be extended until the following Mon-
day.”

The commission also’ passed on the
cases of Players Grant and Doolln of the
Philadelphia National League Club, who
played with the Jersey City Club in an
exhibition game in Jersey City during this
season, and fined the Philadelphia Ciub
$650 for allowing these players to take
‘part in the game. It appears that- the
players played with Jersey City with the
consent of their club, and as the club as-
sumed all résponsibility the players them-
selves were not penalized, but a fine was
imposed on the club management.

His progress * upward to the gilded
chdmber at Westminster is likely to be
extremely _rapid,’ announces this au-
thority. And it is undeniable that Mr.
Astor was born in New York, a citizen

of the United States. Fro o

NATIONAL AND OIVIC vnoriu-
TORSHIP,

Not long ago a United States writer
remarked that its citizens were lack-
ing in the sense of ownership of their
common country and ought to appre-
clate their proprietorship much more
highly, To his mind the average citi-
zen does not feel that his country is
really his inany tangible and real way.
His patriotism is of the sentimental
order and shows itself chiefly in shout-
ing for the flag and cheering the
rhétorical outbursts of stump orators.
But he fails to fake a practical view
of his teal interest in the -country.
Practical the citizen may -be in his
owa buslness affairs, but his proprie-
tonhip. in common with- his fellows,
in the national resources, in the water
men, the mines, the forests, the
public services, is too.remote to appeal
to him, It isthis defect which, in the
opinion of this critic, has resulted in
the United States people complacently
permitting their heritage to be divert-
q‘dJ;‘to\ private ownership, and they are
now only beginning "to appreciate the
prodigality of the politicians who have
baftered the natlon’s ‘birthright for a
mess of pottage. Only now are they
nmndlng to the appeals of really
patriotic and earnest public men and
chmmencing to realize how much has
been  already lost and how important
it“is to conserve the national resources
tbat yet remain.

oCanadians have suffered from the
sdre indifference to their proprietor-
ghip of their country and to the prod-
igality with which the national re-
sources and public services have been
handed out to the speculators and fin-
anciers anxious to aggrandize them-
gelves at the public expense. Even in
Canadian cities the ordinary citizen
has not until recently seriously con-
derned, himself about . his proprietary
lﬁterest in municipal properties such
as 'streets, franchises,” parks, public
buildings, harbors and so forth. 'He
has been content to leave the common
affairs in the hands of the elected re-
presentatives of the community, and
has acquiesced in their administration,
or if he has ever thought that more
care might be taken of the civic assets,
has probably consoled himself with the
feeling - that in other hands the city
might have fared worse. KFortunately,
however, in Toronto at least, there is
evidence of a change for the better,
and it has heen due in large measure |
to .the agitation concerning the future
of the municipal franchises. The ef-
forts made to exercise the control over
the street railway supposedly conferred
In the agreement between the city and
ghe company; the campaign to secure
& share in the benefits flowing from the
appearance of Niagara power, and
other agitations for kindred pur-
poses, have all aroused public attgn-’
tion and created a new and powerful
sense of proprietorship in the civie
resources.

This awakening of public sentiment
affords strong confirmation of the view
that the more the sphere of civic re-
sponsibility 1s enlarged the more en-
lightened and alert becomes electoral
sentiment and the better the quality
of the aspirants after public office.
When the value of municipal fran-
chises is fully appreciated and it is
realized that public ownership and
operation provides an adequate remedy
for the grievances of which the citizens
eomplain, the people will insist that
their representatives act in all mat-
ters in their Interest and in their in-
terest only. It is alt'?gether intoler-
able that conditions should exist which
allow temporary majorities In eity

After a field of grain, along headlands ‘and lanes, in meadows
and ‘in. watercourses, these weeds will be found full grown now.
Where possible the mower should be run over the land, or the scythe

< used to effect. hefore the seed fully ripens, - The ragweed is a trouble-
some weed and its destruction is not nearly so easy as its introduction,

Where meadows are seeded to alsike or other seeds an. afters
growth of weeds-ften occurs. It may be well to run the mower over
the worst of it now, following it with the rake for burning. By doing
it now a sufficient growth of clover will follow tb form a covering
