Evidence Accumulates to
Show Germans’ Retirement:

Cost Them Dearly

 British Hcadquarters in France, via
London, March 9.—Blizzard conditions
have prevailed on the western front
for two davs, holding the military op-
‘erations within a very small compass.
Coming after a ten days’ thaw and
the apparent approach of an early
spring the renewed cold has Dbeen
keenly felt.

The howiing March gales, sccom-
panied by heavy falls of snow, have
interfered with nearly every phase of
modern war activitv, except the pre-
sistent roar of the British guns, which
fire continuously, day and night and
regardless of weather, hurling death,
destruction and confusion behind the
cnemy’s lines.

They “search out” roads, pound
communication lines to cut off sup-
plies, “pay attention” to places where
reliefs are” 1'kely “to take place and
otherwise harrass the Germans with
scarcely 'a moment’s respite.

Germans Lose Heavily.

It is increasingly

carrying out: their ynent in the
Arras and Somme areas the Germans
aaerificed large numbers of their very
best soldiers. Carefully selected from
varfous regimeénts, they were given
dertain posts with instruétions to hold
them against all odds, a majority of
them having no idea that they were
fighting a rearguard action. Prisoners
taken represent the highest type of
the German army.

It was not until their repeated “S.
0.8” rocket signals for artillery as-
sistance went completely unanswered
that these men suspected the position
in which they had been placed—that
they formed a sacrificial screen cover-
ing the retreat of the main body of
their comrades. The prisoners still
profess belief in a Germamn victory,
frenkly saying that they base their
confidence largely in Germany’'s sub-
rearine campaign, which they and ail
the rest of the army have been told is
sure to bring peace within three
months. ‘Letters found on prisoners
and dead men also show the extent
to which the promise of victory thru
warfare has
been disseminated thruout the empire.

Keep U.S.- Break Secret.

On the other hand, great pains seem
to have been taken to prevent the men
et the front learning the details and
the possibilities entailed in the break
with' the United States. The prisoners
know virtually nothing of that situa-
tom, altho one had a letter from home
which read:

“I hope you are keeping well,
reads of British attacks daily. What
say you about America? Our situa-
tlon is becoming more and more ecriti-
Perhaps the U-boats will bring
the war to a speedy finish, or else we
shall make more enemies.”

|PLOTS AGAINST PLANTS

Hoboken, March 9.—The Hudson
County grand jury returned indict-
ments today against Hans Schwartz,
Fritz Kolb and a third man whose
identity was not disclosed, charging
them with having had high explosives
in their possession. The men are not
expected to plead to the indictment un-
til Monday.

The secrecy maintained regarding
the identity of the third man gave rise
to reports that Schwartz and Kolb,
arrested Monday on a technical charge,
bave given the state important infor-
mation relative to the munitions ex-
plosions at Black Tom Island and at
the Kingsland, N.J., plant of the Can-
adian Car & Foundry Co.

The police declare they found two
pombs in Kolb’s room when they went
there to arrest him.

TURKISH COLLAPSE
SEEMS IMMINENT
Nearness of Flood Season May

Delay Fall of
Bagdad

HAVE TO QUIT PERSIA

Defeat at Kut-el-Amara Com-
pels Moslem Evacuation
of Country

London, March 10.—The ‘latest
Russian despatches received here re-
porting the withdrawal of the Turks
from  several far apart’ points in
western Pergia are regirded as show-
ing that the Ottoman troops are now
in general retreat from the invaded
territary toward -their owm border,
' pursued by Russians, whose govern-
ment is calling’ on Persia to reoccupy
the towns already evacunated.

The Turkish retirement is attributed
here to the British success at Kut-el-
Amara and the rapid advance toward
Bagdad, which threatens the Turkish
lines of communication with Persia.
The Timeg, describing the Turkish op-
erations as being on the verge of eol-
lapse, nevertheless warns the people
against exaypgerating the prospects of
the Russo-British activities.

Of the general operations against
the Turks in Asia The Times says that
altho the campaigns in Armenia, Per-
gia and Mesopotamia &are all inter-
related there is no .early prospect of
bringinz them in closer touch.: The
Inewspaper points out that DBagdad
has not yet been captured, and that
before this is effected it may be ne-
cessary to seize advanced positions
northward of the city., Moreover, it
adds, the flood season is near. Never-
theless the belief is expressed ' that
Gen. Maude's successes hawve already
brilliantly restored British prestige in
the middle east. s

Mysterious U-Boat Is Seen
Heading for American Coast

Boston, March 9.—Capt. W. C. Nick-
erson, of the steamer Indian, which
arrived here today from Philadelphia,
reported that while passing 25 ‘miles
southwest of Fire Island, N.Y., yester-
day morning he sighted an’ unidenti-
fied submarine heading toward the
American coast. The undersea craft
was described as being 150 feet long,
painted black, and carrying a small
superstructure on her deck, which ap-
i peared to contain two periscopes. Of-
ficers of the steamer were called to
the bridge and agreed that the craft
did not look like an American vessel.

FRENCH CRUSH

Heavy Battle Proceeds Before
Lines Retaken by
Ally

MAKE LARGE GAINS

Onsets of Poilus Advance
Front on Breadth of
Mile

Paris, March 8.—A heavy battle is
proceeding in the Champagne. where
the French made their successful su’-
prise attack yesterday. The Germans

counter-attacks on the positions taken
by the French, but French barrage
and machine gun fire broke down
these onsets, obliging the foe to with-
draw from the fighting. A great many
German dead lie béfore the French
positions. The lines seized by the
French have a breadth of nearlv a
mile, and an average depth ‘of half
a mile. The total number of prisoners
taken by the French in this region has
reached 170.

“In the region of Crapeaumesnil to
the south of Roye and near Auberiv?
our . detachments at several peoints
penetrated énemy trenches, to which
important damage was done.

The announcement of today follows:
“Supplemental information has been re-
ceived showing that the attack made
yesterday by our troops between Butte
du Mesnil and Maisons de Champagnse
wasg abrilliant success. Notwitbstand-
ing the smow, which rendered the
operation difficult, our troops blew up
enemy positions on-a front of 1500
metres, varying in depth from. 600 to
390 metres. Late in the day the Ger-
mans delivered a violent counter-
offensive on the left of this sector.
After a furious combat with hand
grenades, we repulsed the adversary,
who suffered heavy. losses, The num-
ber of prisoners taken by us was 136,
including three officers.

“Attacks by the enemy on one of
our trneches at Avocourt Wood, on
the left bark of the Meuse, were re-
pulsed. There was intermittent can-
nonading on the remainder of the

front.”

Huge Store of Grain Burn
In Spectacular Detroit Fire

Detroit. March 9.—A spectacular
fire, caused, it is believed, by spon-
taneous combustion, today destroyed
the grain elevator of the Detroit
Railroad Elevator Company. Adjoininz
buildings and valuable railroad pro-
perty also were damaged. The total
loss -has been cstimated at $1,000.000.

The grain which was destroved was
about to be exported.

“Decision Is in“President Wilson’s

;Amsterdam, via London, -March 9.—

Dutch newspapers published the fol-
lowin~ statement made by Dr. Alfred
Zimmermann, the German foreign
secretary,  to a. representative of a
Budapest nmewspaper:

“As far-as the U. S. is concerned
we have 8poken our last word and the
decig'on is in President Wilson's hand.

“We are determined to carry thru
the submatrine warfare to the end. The
results of unrestricted submarine war
thus far have been very satisfactory.

“As to peace I may say that de-
spite the refusal of our peace offer,
Germany still stands by the words of
the imperial chancellor, and is pre-
pared to place herself at the head of
an alliance of states for the main-
tenance of -the world’'s peace.

“Ag to BEuropean neutrals I believe
| there will be no change in their pre-
sent relations with us in the course
of the war. Neutral - ship owners
shou'd give up their trade with Eng-
tand. They have made enough money
and can,. gfford to bear the loss of
Erg'ish - trade.

“They will soon recognize that it is
to their interests to keep their ships
at home, 80 that they may use them
| to the best advantage after the war.”
Dr. Zimmerman added that the mili-
tary situation is entirely satisfactory
to Germany.

TWO ARE KILLED
INRAILWAY WRECK

Crashes Into Freight Near
Utterson, Ont.

By overrunfing orders, the mnorth-
bound Grand Trunk' passenger train
No. 41, engine 404, crashed into a
southbound freight train, engine 1283;
.iIn a_head-on co’lision ‘about one mile
|north of Utterson yesterday afternoon
iat 3.05, killing two men, seriously in-
juring two others, and s'ightlv injur-
ing one woman passenger. The dead
are Albert Banbury, of Allanda'e, fire-
man on the passenger train, and An-
drew L. Barclay, Toronto, a railway
mail- clerk.

Barclay was aged 28, and had been
running on that line for nearly five
vears. His home was at Camperdown,
ont., and he roomed at 48 Carlton
street, Toronto. He was unmarried.
His friends say he was one of the best
railway clerks in the employ of the
postoffice, and in a recent case exam-
ination he won unusually high stand-
mmg, being credited 10% per cent. effi-
cient.

Charles Gilbert, 531 College street.
Toronto, another railway clerk, and
Ezekial Firman of Allandale, engi-
nesr. of the passenger train, are now
lying in Barrie hospital, the latter seri-
iously injured. The on'y passenger re-
ported hurt is Mrs:. James, who ‘was
traveling from Utterson to Huntsville.
She sustained only minor injurles.

The passenger train was in charge
of Conductor Bidwell, and he had
orders to meet the southbound freight
at Utterson. For some unknown reason
this order was not carried out and the
trains collided with such force that
the mail car was telescoped and the
baggage car demailed. Both engines
were extensively damaged and four
cars of the freight train were throwm
off the track. Gilbert was found pinned
down beneath timbers in the mail car
in which he and Barclay were work-
ing. The two men had been engaged
in the mail service between Toronto
and North Bay for the past two years.

After the accident one of the mail
clerks was reported missing, Norman
Guinane, 163 Beacnnsfleld avenue, To-
ronto, was the Canadian Express mes-
senger on the train and a telephoned
message to his home ‘late last evening
gtated that he was badly shaken up.

Doctors were sent from Huntsville
and Gravenhurst to give medical at-
tention to the injured, and the most
serious of these were removed to Barrie
Hospital. The Grand Trunk auxiliarv
at Allandale was despatched to the
scene, and P. J. Liynch, superintendent
of the Allandale division, left  im-
mediately to take charge of operations.

Superintendent of Railway Mail Ser-
vice J. E. Marrs was notified and left
Toronto yesterday afternoon for
Barrie.

Word -'was Teceived in Toronto late
last evening that Charles Gi'beért had
been removed to a Barrie hospital and
was suffering from severe shaking up
and bruises about the legs. Gilbert is-
3¢ years of age and his wife resides at
531 College street. He had been on the
run to North Bay with Barclay for
two years. His father, who liveg at
1790 Dundas street, stated to a. re-
porter from The World that relatives
in Barrie had informed him that .it
was not necessary for him te go there.

Twelve
Kuropean officers and 191 natives iwere
saved. Ten Europeans and 615 na-
tives were lost. Difficulty in obtain-
ing authentic information caused the
delay in making the announcement

Pursuit of Defeated

Strong Arabian Forces Join British in Mesopotamia in

New Allies.

Turks=—Four Million

New York, March 9.—The Associated
Press tonight sends out the following:

“The British advance in Mesopota-
mia, which has covered more ground
in a. short period than almost any
other movement of the war, has been
assisted materially by extensive defec-
tions of the native tribes from Turkish
rule, according to private mail advices
received in New York from Asiatic
Turkey. Last: month the Turks ap-
parently were entrenched ‘securely on
the Tigris below Kut-el-Amara, where
they had:held the British since the
capture of Gen. Townshend’s army at
Kut. The new offensive on the Tigris
has developed with such speed that
since the recapture of Kut on Feb. 26
the British have advanced nearly 100
miles, and are now within a few miles
of Bagdad. This has been made pos-
sible, it is now reported, by the fact
that the Turkish troops are menaced
not only by the-British, but by strong.
forces of Arabs. organizéd by the Bri-
tish as their allies, who are harassing
the fleeing Turks.

Bedouins Unite.

A communication from Irak states
that as a result of the action of the
Gand Sherif of Mecca several months
ago in declaring his independence of
Ottomran rule, various Bedouin f£ribes
have put away their old enmities and
united. Peace has been made between
the Emir Amab or Rowleh from near
Damascus- and Hakim = Ibn Mahid
Hakim, emir of the Great Anzeh tribe
in the vicinity of Aleppo. These two
powerful men, have convenanted to
unite in ing for one thing a
troop of horsemen to fight the Turks,
and have issued a proclamation to
their followers calling for men and
equipment. In preparation for actual
warfare, they were: supplied’ with drill
masters: presumably British, who ef-
fected the organization of an Arab
fighting unit. They are possessed of
a great quantity of arms end am-

]

munition of the latest type. Their
marching orders are sent from a con-
venient central bass “somewhere in
Mesopotamia.”

The example of these two emirs, this
communication says further, has been
followed by the lesser tribes.which are
extending “the live coal of the move-
ment from the borders of Syria to
Egypt.” Especially are ‘the promoters
of Arab union anxious to “iight the
fire” in the ¥Irak and between the Eu-
'phrates and the Tigris,

The importance of the union of the
two powerful Anzeh and Shamr tribes
is in the fact that they number not
fewer than 4,000,000 souls. This cov-
enant of peace means the union of
two tribes which have been bitter ene-
mies for hundreds of years. Now the
emirs are studying modern warfare to-
gether that they may rid their land
of Turkish rule.

It is also asserted that the great
and powerful Sheikh Khazal Khan has
sent a deputation to the sherif. Sulei-
man I, king. of the Hejaz, announcing
his co-operation and submission, as
well as his readiness to respond to a.
call for men and money. It is believed
that an offensive and defensive treatv
has been made between him and the
emir of Knweit, Sheikh Jabir Thn Ma-
barak el Subah. If this report is trne
it means that other important tribes
wi'l rallv to this movement inaveur-
ated hv these two reallv powerful men.

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WILL BUY

WHOLE OF
THE CROP

Ottawa, March 9.—The im-
perial government is prepared to
take the whole of this year’s Can-
adian wheat crop.

While there is no official state-
ment on the question as yet, it is
understood that at a rate some-
what below the prevailing market
prices, the British authorities have
made an offer for the coming
season’s crop and that this offer
was communicated to representa-
tives of the grain growers at 2
conference here last week, con-
cerning which much secrecy has
been observed.

The present situation is that the
offer has been communicated - to
the representative organizations
and that their reply is being await-
ed. Despatches from the west are
taken to indicate that there mav
be a suggestion of maximum and
minimum rates.

The price to be fixed and lesser de-
tails of the purchase are now the sub-
ject of correspondence between Ottawa
and London.

For obvious reasons no statement in
respect to the negotiations can - be
made by the government here, but it
is - understood . that the views of the
western farmers were obtained last
week when J. A. Maharg, president of
the Western Grain Growers; President
Wood of the United Farmers of Al-

rta and R. MacKenzie, secretary of
m Grain Growers, met Sir ‘George
Foster. - Sir George Foster explained
the British proposals to. the fariners’
representatives, and it is understood
that they will present - their answer
before March 10. .

WHEAT SHORTAGE
SERIOUS PROBLEM

French Parliament Discusses
Big Gap Between Require-
ments and Supplies

BIG CUT IN ACREAGE

Paris, March 9.—France and her al-
lles and neutral countries this year
must economize or replace with other
cereals from 34 to 48 per cent. of their
requirements of wheat, according to
estimates made in the chamber of
deputies today by Victor Boret, presi-
dent of the agricultural! committee,

Jn an important debate on the eco
nomic policy of the government during
the war, M. Boret produced expert
estimates fcr the wheat crop of 1917
as follows: A

For France a yield of from 180,000,
000 to 190.000.000 bushels; require-
ments, deduction being made for the
invaded territory, 317,000.000 bushels
leaving a deficit of 127,000,000,

The requirements of the allies of
France ang neutrals abroad are from
560 000 000 to 570,000.000. The gurplus
available from overseas countries |is

Sales of houses from $3000 and upwards
in surprisingly large numbers are being
put thru, and in some localities the de-
mand has exceeded the supply. As an
indication of the activities in this dis-
trict a few of the builders who are now
building or contemplating building fol-
low: On Ellerbeck avenue, W. J. O'Reilly
is to build five houses; Stephens and
Grant are building four; H. Lewis has
prepared plans for seven, while on
Strathmore Boulevard, Muir and Lamb
have six under way; E. Preston has
four on Bathgate avenue; Fred Lankin,
six on Rhodes avenue, and Sam Cairns is
filing plans for eight houses on Don-
lands avenue.

One of the features of this aectivity
is the number of purchasers in the mar-
ket for small houses. Dwellirigs, whose
sale price does not exceed $2000, are
not procurable‘at the present tims, but
Gifford and Long purpose erecting thirty
houses of this type on Keene street, off
Donlands avenue, which will be put on
the market at about $1500. The popu-
lar opinion prevails that the rcal estate
market is sluggish, but this is given
the lie when one real estate agent re-
ports sales within his own office six
weeks ago of houses at $4500 and the
other day three of these buildings Wwers
turned over at $5000. In the district
east of Coxwell avenue, including the old
Toronto Golf Club property right thra
to Fast Toronto, houses are hardly com-
ploted before tenants and purchasers are
secking out the owners. In discussing
the increased population of this part of
the city a well known resident stated
that he believed that it was due chiefly
to the increase of industries in the
eastern portion .of the city and to the
prospective adequate transportation fa-
cilities of@the future.

As a consequence of all this industrial
in many quarters of the
city the real estate men expect e period
of activity equal to what prevailed in
Toronto some years ago.

There are lots of problems to tackle
in connection with municipal improve-
ments, including transportation, but
somehow they are all trying to work it
out and apparently are succeeding. Once
the snow goes away and the ground is
dry, the ordinary citizens of Toronto will
have an opportunity of glimpsing the re-
markable area of development that has
set in hereabout.

No chil-
dren are admitted who are suffering
from actual tuberculosis, the idea be-
ing to care for those who are predis-
posed or have been exposed in their
own homes. No child who has been
taken into the institution during the
past year has failed to show improve-
ment, and a distinct gain in weight
and general health is noticed from the
start.

At present there is a big waiting
iist. He pleaded particularly on be-
haif of a provision of beds for chil-
dren under four, for whom there was
no accommodation at the present, and
pointed out that there is no institu-
tion in the city to which children un-
der four can be sent. He asked the
moral support of all members of the
Manicipal Chapter to a =cheme for
making immediate addition to therpre~
sent accommodation in “order to in-
c¢lude a number of beds for children
under four.

PATRIOTIC FUND
STOPS ALLOWANCES

Special Service Company Ex-
presses Pissatisfaction at
Stoppage of Payments

Owing to the fact that the patriotic
fund ‘ has stopped paying allowances to
the depthdents of No. 2 Special Service
Company, much dissatisfaction has been
aroused. The patriotic fund office in
Toronto states that because the mem-
bers of this company are to serve in
Canada and not overseas the central
office at Ottawa directed them to stop
payment, 'and this has been done. In
the meantime a special sub-committee of
the fund directors has been appointed
at Ottawa to inquire into the matter.
In correspondence from Ottawa ‘it was
learned there was a feeling among some
of the fund directors that possibly it
would bo best to ask that members of
the special service company having two
or more children be discharged. This
action would be rather drastic as Tt is

d 80 per cent. of the 400 members of
the No. 2 Special Service Company in
Toronto district are marred.

Men of Great Value.

In speaking last night of the action
of the patriotic fund in cutting off the
allowances to the dependents of the
members of the special service company,
Major-General Logie pointed out that
many of the members of the company
were overseas men back from the front,
that ‘they were doing gooed work in
Canada and entitled to every considern-
tion by the patriotic fund.” The Special
Service Company men are, among other
things, doing police duty, fire picketin:
and guard duty. General Logie sai
‘“their work is most useful and necessary
a?d relieves fit men for overseas ser-
vice."”

In Halifax, there are six hundred men
in the Special Service Co ny. They
have taken over the guard uties in the
ports and arsenals, thus making possible
the releasing of many troops for service
at the front.

Armed neutrality is expected to re-
move. the practical blockade of Am-
erican ports and place the issue of
eventful war squarely upon Germany.
An attack upom . an armed American
vessel will precipitate a fight if the
ship gets sight of the submarine; and
an unwarned attack would be re-
garded by the U. S. as an act of

' in money or other reciprocal- concessions
in return as may be adjusted by arbi-
tration. No onc suggests confiscation.
The company will be in a substantially
better position and so will the city and
citizens. It-is a beneficial measure all
round. If the citizens, therefore, put the
casge in this light to the premier they may
expect substantial justice; if it is left to
the coanmittee and the lobby without the
presentation of the case as an appén.l to
_ the premier on the principles and record
of the late Sir Jamnres Whitney théy may
not get what is fairly coming to them, A
matter involving such an important prin-
ciple in municipal organization should
be taken up to the responsible govern-
ment. .

Slackers of Great Wealth

Let us recall a scene that happened
about a year and a half ago on the Grand
Trunk Railway between Prescott and
Cornwall. There was a man from the
States on the train, a trader, who was
going up and down that part.of the coun-
iry buying and selling live stock, poultry,
butter and eggs,-etc.” He was making
money, and did not care' who knew it.
Talking to the man who sat next to him,
he was overheard to say :

I don't care if the war_goes on for-
ever. 1 have never made so much
money in my life,

There was a lady sitting behind him,
one of honest Andy Broder’s constituents,
a mother in Israel, with two or three
boys at the front. Siie rose up, and with

the handle of her umbrella belabored Mr.|'

Trader s0 vigorously that he ran for pro-
tection té the train conductor. When the
conductor heand his story, he pulled the
Tope and put the man who -wanted the
war to last forever off the train. The
man had to waik eleven miles to Morris-
burg, from which point he telegraphed. in
his complaint to the head offices of the
company. The company, it is said, wired
back that the conductor had dome his
duty and would be marked for promotion.
This closed the incident.

The man deserved all he got, but was
or is he the only man in Canada who is
having the time of his life from a money-
making standpoint on account of the war?
Are there not a great many people in this
country making money, hand over fist?
They would shrink from saying that they
want the war to last forever. They quite
properly want to see Germany crushed
and the kaiser brought to his knees, but
in the meantime they are making hay
while the sun shines. Hence it must in
all frankness be stated that the war, in-
stead of being for-all persons a time of
suffering, privation and trial, is, for at
least a small number in the community,
a time of wonderful prosperity, of un-
paralleled money-making, and of financial
ofation. %

Perhaps the man who talked too much
on the train, when landed at Morrisburg,
saw J. Wesley Allison alight from a spe-
¢ial train from Ottawa, for which the
government was paying $2400. But we
are not discussing fuses, drugs, horses or
anything else about which clings the odor
of scandal or graft. We are, rather, con-
sidering the man who is making what
money he can out of the war and the
abnormal conditions produced by the war,
He may be quite willing to give up all his
war profits, and, indéed, his entire estate,
if by so doing he could shorten the war
by a day, or vigibly help the allies to vic-
tory. But he is not asked or commanded
to make any sacrifice, and he therefore
does what his fellows are doing: he
makes hay while the sun ghines, or, to
put it anottier way, he makes money while
the war lasts,

Do not many people feel that the bur-
dens of the war are not fairly distributed;
that they are being, more or less, exploit-
ad to procure a crop of millionaires;
our government is borrowing a great
of money which it ought to raise by
ation, so that, the banks and other
porations and the millionaires are aetu-
ally getting big returns upon al!ll the
money they advance to the government?
The government in many cases bhor-
rowing what it has a right 1o take, and
ought to take, for the safety of the siate.
This feeling chills the noble spirit that
makes for military recruiting, and breeds
suepicion of the propaganda for enforced
military service. To the millionaive ora-
tor, who is believed to be the forérunner
of conscription, the young man is apt to
sy :

I I risk my life to win the war, will
you give up part of your money?

The young fellow has no dasire
confiscation, but he does fesl, and per-

haps not unjustly, that a man with an
income of one hundred thousand dollars
at a time like this should be content
to live on five thousand, and give up
the rest to the government. Let him
keep his lands and houses, his _flocks

oy t is the root of the trouble?

In our opinion it is that the govern-
ment if borrowing ell the money it re-
‘quires for the war instead of collecting
it,-or a considerable pert of it, by tax-
ation. The war loans create an easy
market, or ratter an. easy market has
to be prepared for their reception, and
we ‘have unparsiieled. infiation,
prices, and neariy.ail the symptoms of
currency -inflation . without the benefit
of a non-interest bearing debt.

We believe that the legislation passed
by the United Kingdom in respect 0
wrar profits should be enacted in Can-
ada. We do not beliewe that apy man
or corporation engaged in ‘making muni-
ticns shouwld be reaping cvery day a
princely income from a beggarly invest-
ment.  In -England econcerns like the
Mond Nickel Company are making no
more money for their stockholders to-
day than thoy were before the war, but
practically all their “war profits” go
into the -imperial treasury. -In Canada
concerns like the. International Nickel
Company increase their earnings from
three millions tq, twelve qﬂlli:ms a yesar
without giving up any coheilerable sum
by way of mﬁtiop to’ winning the war.
"We do not went a plutocracy in this

United States for forty years after the
civil war, and still leaves its slimy
trail in the cynieal ~attitude = of  the
pacifists who say that war is only want-
ed by the rich men who hope theroby
to .get richer, while the masses pour out
blood and  treasure ‘in defence of the
flag. = Nor are they convinced by the
reply that men who make money out of
the nation’s necessity in her hour of
trial will be mariced men after the war.
wunﬂghtbowdltorthemark-
ingtobedonedur(nsmmmd have
the tax gathorer get busy. After the
American civil war the men who made
money out of their country’s necessities
were principally marked and distinguish-
ed’ by the splendor of their palaces,
the number of their servants, and  the
lofty titles of their sons-in-law. We
do not want any such class in Canade.

The man who puts the bulk of his
surplus income into his pocket instead
of into the public ireasury is a slacleer.
Voluntary enlistment is represented by
four hundred thousand men; voluntary
gifts to the public treasury are repre-
sented by fifteen or twenty men at the
most. It is not hard to- see, thevefore,
where econscription. is miost urgently
needed. Dollars are -surely no more
sacred than men. Let them by all means
be

he forthcoming government ~loan
should be over-subscribed, and it will
be, but after that let us have less bor-
rowing and more taxation.

German Failuges

It is stated that 48 submarines of the
German navy have been captured or de-
stroyed by the British forges in the first:
few weeks of the unrebtricted’ atnocity of
the Hun policy. This is supposed to ace
¢ount. for te falliog off in tonmage de- |
istroyed during the Jast' few Weeks: as |
compared with the early days of the pir-’
acy. Even the Gernman sailors are sur-
rendering their U-boats, 'so hopeless are
they in the unequal competition. The
Germans have put their trust in dirty
play, and it has not turned out es they
expected.

In the case of the zeppelins, their ex-
perience is similar. It is only occasion-
ally that the zepps could reach British
territory and ‘they never achieved any
real success. Theéy were christened baby-
killers from the most prominent result
of their mission. Count Zeppelin had an-
ticipated wrecking the British Xmpire
with his airships, and for this aim they
have been a flat faiture.

He was found gullty by  “crowner's
'quest’”’ law of murdering many British
subjects, for there was no military justi-
fication for bombarding defenceless
towns and villages. He -did not even
scare the silly Britons, who should, he
thought, have died of fright at the very
appearance of hiy invention. He has
died of a broken heart, and he might
have broken it in a worthier sorrow. He
may have escaped the hangman's rope
which the “crowner's 'quest’ was twist-
ing.

Encouraging Motor Thieves

The number of wotor car thefts in To-
ronto is incréasing rapidly. Day after
deyy cases are reported to the police of
valuable cars being stolen and either
wrecked or left in the outskirts of the
city to freeze. Nine times out of ten
the criminals esczpe. The police are
practically belpless and give as their ex-
cuse the fact that when they do catch a
motor car thief i is lmpossible to se-
cure from the local courts punishment
heavy enough to ect as a wamning
against further thieving. A glaning ex-
ample of this occurred the other day. A
valuable motor car was stolen from out-
gide a church and afterwards smashed
up in the ncighborhood of Lambton, $700
dainage being dore. Thé four thieves
were arrested by the police; two women
and one man were discharged and the
other man was remanded fora.week upon
what amounted tc¢ a promise of no fur-
ther punishment if he would enlist.
None of the people concerned had any

lmuncy or property to salisfy the claim
of the owner of the car for damages, and
| he had to face a $700 repair bill without
the salisfaction of knowing that
the criminals were punished.

The only way to stop these thefts is to
malke an example of the thieves when they
are caught. Six months’ imprisonment
would be a light sentence. In addition to
the fact that valuable propenty is damag-
ed the lives of the public are also endan-
gered, as people who steal cars are al-
ways wild eand careless drivers. They
have no responsibility for the machine
and in case of accident there is no chance
identifying the draver if he escapes.
is hard to understand why iocal mag-
should take the attitude that
motor car stealing is a trivial offence
and time after time release the offend-
ers with light sentences or fines.

There 1s only cne thing to be done: the
Motor league must take up the matter
with the provincial government and see
that adequate penalties are provided for
this increasingly dangerous offences. The
mere cars we have the more thieves we
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will have and until a drastic example is
made of some of the offenders the police
can do nothing.

If these people would only have
a short time in thce trenches maybe their
tongues would cease and use their brains
to better advantage. I was wounded
once in air attack and it was a ‘‘tot” of
rum that saved my life until medical aid
could get near me. Do these people ever
think that the Canadian Government will
takc any notice of them against such ad-
vice of Sir Douglas Haig, Sir David
Beatty and a prime minister like D.
Lloyd George ?

Rev. E. Tennyson Smith .is quite aware
of what he is talking about; therefore, I
will say no more regarding that gentle-
man. Mrs. Thornley’s statements re-
ceived from boys overseas must have
been greatly exaggerated. Why don’t
she question some of the .boys who haye
returned from the front; some of the
first contingent men are amongst them.

When the boys are unable’ to look after
themselves it is i1ime enough then to
look ior protection; until them we can
hobhble along on our crutches without
Chairman Steele’s assistance.

JOHNSON CATCHERS
SHOW BETTER ARMS

Head Those of the National
in Throwing Out Base
Stealers.

Either the catchers in the American
League have better whips than those in
the National, or the American League
baserunners are slower of foot, and we
refer the former conclusion, after see-

g a good many of Ban Johnson’s back-
stops fTire the ball down to second base.
Recently we furnished some statistics
showing the ranking of National League
catchers in their percen: of stopping

of the Cincinnati Reds led all with an
average of 1.08 per game, being the only
National League catcher to nab an aver-
age of more- than . one -would-be base-
stealer per game. ;

Now we have compiled the same line of
dope on American League catchers and
it shows four who average higher than
one runner nabbed per. game.

It is the opinion of the ball players
that the best throwing catcher on each
team is the man who puts the kibosh on
the greatest number of steals. Following
the line or reasoning of the able ath-
letes, the 1916 figures make O’Neill,
Cleveland's star receiver; alter, New
York's; Henry, Wasl ’s; Schalk,
Chicago’s; Stanage, Detroit's;
Boston's; Meyer, Philadel ’s, and
feverold, St. Louls’. The figures come
pretty near telling the truth, too, and do
so0 particularly in the case of Severold
and Walters. The Browns did not start
to climb last year until Fielder Jones
made Severcid his principal catcher,
while the Yankees always played at their
best when Walters was behind the bat.

President, John K. Tener of the Na-
tional e, was much teken with
Walters’ work last year and was at a
loss to understand how he made some
of his plays. He saw the youngster play
a number of es and his compliments,
coming from the head of the rival league,
were unusual and noteworthy.

The figures turned in by’ Pmay and
Wallie Schang of the Athletics were, re-
spectively, 0.12 and 0.10 better, whifle
Billy Meyer of the White Elephants had
a credit that was 0.09 lesa. .

Connie Mack’s catchers broke up the
most steals, 184. There was a difference
in the 1916 and 1915 totals of unsuccess-
ful bag burglaries of only six, the figures
for the two years being, respectively,
1061 and 10B65. -

O'Nefll of the Indians pegged out more
men trying to steal in the American
League last year than any of his catch-
ing contemporaries, his victims number-
ing 86. The year before Sam Agnew,
then with the Browns, out down 104
would-be burglars. In 1914 Agnew and
Oscar Stanage of the Tigers each frus-
trated 129 steals.

Corn advanced to mew high levels,
but reacted to some extent  when
wheat turned weak. In oats. the gov-
ernment farm reserve reports brought
about an advance. Later, however, tho
market gave way as a result of word
that a number of purchases for the
entente alies were being cancelled and
were bging replaced at Winnipeg.

Prices averaged lower over an-
nouncements that the British Govera-
ment had taken control of alllard and
bacon in the United Kingdom. and
would hereafter fix prices.

MINING WAR TAX
NOT UNDUE BURDEN

‘Act Shows Appreciation of Im-
portance of Mining

The Business Profits War Tax .\ct,
1916 (6 and 7 Geo. 5,¢.11), does not im-

{pose any undue burden on the mining

industry. To show the actual inci-
dence of the tax, the case of the ¥ol-
linger Consolidated is instructive. This
company made from mining operations
a net profit of $2,866,984 in 1914, and
the federal, provincial and municipal
taxes, as shown in the sixth annual
report to the sharecholders, were only
$144,068. This is in the neighborhood
of five per cent. on the actual earnings.

The statute creating the tax ex-
pressly provides that the minister of
finance “when determining the profits
derived from mining shall make an
allowance for the exhaustion of -the
mines.” This is a clear recognition of
the principle that mines are entitled
to much higher profits than banks, or
any other business deriving profils
from the use of capital. Any properly
managed business does not impair its
capital, but the real capital of a mine
is its ore reserves. These are bzing
diminished a8 long as the mine is
worked. There must, therefore, be
entire redemption of capital before
the mine is exhausted, and there must
also be a fair rate of interest during
the whole period of operation. *

The act very properly contains pro-
visions intended to secure-a fair and
honest compliance with its terms.
Unwarranted increases in salaries to
officials merely for the purpose of
diminishing profits will not be tolerat-
ed, and the minister of finance has a
voice in regard to the amounts to be
written off for depreciation of plant.
But there is nothing inquisitorial in
the act so far as mines are concerned.
If the work is carried on according to
the sound business principles obtain-
ing in the ante-bellum period there
will be no interference, or even en-
quiry, by the minister. The gist of tHe
matter is simply that the minister has
power to check any manifestly fraudu-
lent scheme to make profits appear
less than they really are. In other
words fhese special provisions of the
aet are oniy for the purpose of pre-
venting palpable evasions,

The act shows an appreciation of
the importance of the mining industry,
and an intention on the part of the
authorities to foster and encouraze it
by every means in.their power, and it
must be confessed that the federal and
provinecial governments. have been
very enterprising, and very liberal jn
providing railways andp other meamns
of transportation, so vital to the min-
ing and agricultural development of
this great country.

* The war tax when first mooted
caused considerable appreshension
among mining men. But mow.that wc
have become familiar with the work-
ing of the act it is seen that it is not
onerous or in any way likely to
affect the development of our mines.
Foreign capital must be encouraged,
and must dbe fully protected when in-

In the Rand' a special war tax of
£500,000 sterling, or about 130 per
cent., was levied on a gross output of
about £88,000,000, .

In Australia, in the face of a de-
clining gold production, the govern-
ment has refused to impose any special
taxes on the mines, to meet the costs
of the war.

The Canadian tax expires on the
81st of December of the present year.
It was limited to the three years, 1915
to 1917, which was assumed to be the
duration” of the war.
