ACT OF INCORPORATION.
Csq.,

(Passed the 31st day of March, A. D., 1851.)

Be it enacted, by the Lieutenant-Governor, Council, and Assembly ? as
follows :

I. The persons hereinafter named, that is to say, the Bishop of the Diocese 
for the time being, the Vcnble. Archdeacon Willis, the Reverend Fitzgerald 
Upiacke, the Reverend Edwin Gilpin, the Honorables Brcnton Halliburton, 
William B. Bliss, Charles R. Prescott, Henry H. Cogswell, and John Spry 
Morris, John W. Ritchie, Samuel P. Fairbanks, Lawrence Hartshorne, Henry 
Pryor, and all such other persons as row arc Members of the Society called 
“ The Diocesan Church Society of Nova Scotia,” and their Successors, 
shall be a Body Corporate by the name of the “ Dio. . sa:i Church Society 
of Nova Scotia,” of which Corporation the Bishop o (he Diocese shall bo 
the President.

II. The Corporation may hold Real Estate not exceeding at any one time 
the annual value of Twelve Hundred Pounds, and the Rents and Profits aris­
ing from such Real Estate shall be applied for the uses and purposes of the 
Church or Churches, or of Religious or Educational Institutions connected 
with the Clrnrch of England in this Province. The Corporation shall have 
power to sell such Real Estate, and to purchase other Real Estate not to ex­
ceed the value hereinbefore mentioned.

Ill All persons when admitted pursuant to the Bye-Laws of the Corpora­
tion, shall lie members of the Society.

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FOURTEENTH REPORT
OF THE

DIOCESAN CHURCH SOCIETY,
(now incorporated.)

ADOPTED AT THE ANNUAL MEETING 

Feb. 18th, 1852.
IN HALIFAX,
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But it is within tho last few years that the Society Iras decidedly assumed 

its proper missionary character, by aiding in tho support of at first six and 
then nine assistant missionaries. These are appointed by the Bishop of thû 
Dicjose, and sent to the more extensive Missions, where the resident Pastors 
cannot attend to the wants of all their charge.

To this object the Society now turns its chief attention, and to its support 
the annual income, at its present average, must be almost exclusively devoted.

It has been for some time thought that the incorporation of the Society 
would add stability to its plans and afford convenience in its operations. This 
your Committee have the satisfaction of 'informing you has at length been ac­
complished. You are now “the Incorporated Diocesan Church Society of 
Nova Scotia anl after the adoption of a code of Bye Laws we trust that 
the Constitution may prove equally permanent and useful.

The Society has also reason to be thankful for the appointment of a Bishop 
of this Diocese. As President of the Society, with legitimate control over its 
proceedings, his counsels and supervision must be at all times advantageous, 
but especially so in guiding and encouraging its missionary efforts.

The appointment of a Bishop to the vacant See of Nova Scotia must indeed 
be a cause for rejoicing to all who desire the transmission of Evangelical truth, 
through tho medium of Apostolical Order, and who are willing to accept tho 
wholesome exercise of Ecclesiastical discipline, according to the established
rules of the Church. .

To enable the Society to fulfil its present engagements, there is need of a 
more vigorous exertion than has yet been made.

Its income cannot bo accounted at above £800, one fourth of which may 
be withdrawn by the contributors, leaving but £000 for general purposes. 
Our responsibility for the support of missionaries alone is £625 per annum. 
There are now earnest aid urgent appeals for assistance from several quarters, 
the force of which your Committee cannot but acknowledge, while they 
totally unable to grant the requests.

Under these circumstances your Committee do not hesitate to recommend 
tho Society to call upon ail its members to double their subscriptions. \V e 
fervently hope that the noble example which has been given by the late Chief 
Justice of the other Province* may be followed in this Diocese, and lead to 
the establishment of our Society upon a more permanent basis than it 
otherwise hope to attain.

During the past year the third Jubilee of the S. P. G. has been most joy­
ously celebrated by the Church in many parts of the United Kingdom. In 
several places in England they have not yet done so, but propose to express 
their congratulation at some period in the present year. Circumstances have 
hitherto prevented the Church in this Diocese from joining in the general 
celebration. But an opportunity will be offered at no distant time, for testi­
fying our sympathy with the Vcnble. Society, and our sense of the great debt

SECOND REPORT

01 THE

ENDOWMENT SUB-COMMITTEE.

Tiie Endowment Sub-Committee in presenting their End Annual Report 
to the Diocesan Church Society, express their conviction of the great impor­
tance of this branch of the Society’s operations.

If the plan already adopted hr obtaining an Endowment bund be strictly 
adhered to and systematically carried out, there can bo no doubt but that in 
the course of a few years every Mission in the Province will have a permanent 
although moderate income toward the support of its Minister.

The effort already made has met with as much.success as could be antici­
pated in an undertaking which from its nature must be slow in progress.

Its advantages are generally understood and acknowledged, as affording 
foundation for a hope of some relief under the evils of an entirely voluntary 
system. Many of the Local Committees now reserve one-fourth of their con­
tributions toward the endowment ot their own districts ; while the assistance 
which has been sought and granted from the “ General Endowment b und, 
has tended to stimulate the exertions and redouble the efforts of several.

The amount transferred to the care of the Endowment Committee during 
I860 was £104 2s. 2d. During 1851, it amounted, together with inte­
rest on the money already received, to £218 13s. One hundred pounds of 
this is the munificent donation of Miss Totten to the Parish of Digby. Of 
these sums £21 12s. Gd. has been returned to the Local Committees under 
the Rules of the Society, to be invested for the support of the Missionary 
alone. At first the money was kept in the Savings’ Bank, at 4 per cent, in- 
to rest : but as the amount increased, and that Depository was prevented from 
receiving any more, it became necessary for your Committee to find some 
other way for improving the sums committed to their care. During 1851,
