NEW YORK, Aug. 2—Speaking of the
Russian imperial telegram appearing in
yesterday’s Official Messenger, in which
the ozar, replying to @n address from
Khabarovsk expressed his hearty appreci-
ation of the recommendation to “contmnue

the war till the enemy is crmhecl. and,
above all, not to think of the cession of
territory or the payment of an indemnity,
{ihe St. Petersburg correspondent of the
Times says:— ;

“The persoyal character of the Russian
monarch precudes the faintest suspicion
of bluff and the repeated asseveration of
the czar's warlike mood directly after the

interview with the German emperor ‘at |

Bjoerkoe compels attention.”

The inspired Russ declares ~that M.
Witte has been instructed by the “ezar
as to what conditions are impossible - of
accepting, 1t is easy to see from the
czars telegram to Khabarvosk what
these conditions are.

The Russ adds that if the Japanese
make any such demands M. Witte will
break off negotiations.

All this tends to reduce the chances of
peace. Already the conviction is growing
#hat peace cannot be concluded by the
present government because it does not
feel sufficiently supported by the nation
to accept conditions involving the cession
of territory or the payment of an indem-
nity. Yet it is well realized that Japan
cannot terminate the struggle without one
or both. ]

session of Sakhalin places the whole Amur
region under Japanese influence, but the
present government refused to admit the
logic of events, and will probably leave
this unpleasant duty to the future Rus-
sian parliament.

“] shall be ‘glad to have personal inter-
course with President Roosevelt, who
has reached such a prominent position as
a statesman, and to present to him the
greetings of Emperor Nicholas.

“It has been stated that I am to pave
the ground for floating a Russian loan in
Amnerica and discuss the relations between
the two countries, especially - regarding
commercial affairs. My only mission is
the negotiations for peace.” -

BIG CELEBRATION TODAY

Semi-centennial of the St Mary’s Canal Opening is Béing
Commemorated by Fitting Ceremony - - - Somethi'ng
About the World’s Busiest Waterway. .

SAULT STE. MARIE, Mich.,, Aug. 2. —
With the city crowded with thousands of
visitors and with bunting flying in the
breezes from all the buildings on both the
American and Cangdian . sides of the St.
Mary's River, a salute at sunrise from the
government ships in the harbor opened the
two days' celebration of the semi-centennial
of the opening of St. Mary’'s ship canal,
which connects ‘LaKe Superior with the low-
er lakes. The semi-centennial celebration
and the erection later of a monument as a
permanent memorial was made possible by
the appropriation of $10,000 by the United
States and $15,000 by the stafe of Michigan,
and ‘the contribution of a considerable am-
ount by the vessel interests of the Great
Lakes.

People have been arriving in the city by
the hundreds since Monday. ;

Tomorrow the , commemoration exercises,
will be held and addresses will be made by
President Peter White, of the semi-centen-
nlal celebration committee, Governor Warn-

RIOTS IN
_SAN JUAN

One Dead and Many Injured
as a Result of Disturbances
in Porto Rico.

SAN JUAN, Porto Rico, Aug. 2—One
dead, four so seriously injured that they
may die, and nearly 40 more in hospital,
is the result of a miot last night growing
out of the longshoremen’s strike for an
increase of wages to 25 cents an hour,
which has been in progress for a month.
* For more than two hours the greater
portion of San Juan was wunder the
control of a mob mnumbering about a
thousand, digging up paving blocks and
stones, and with these and other missiles
rushed through the streets fighting the
police, who were armed with rifles. Scores
of shots were fired.

At 8 o'clock, while the main police
force was engaged with the rioters, an-
other mob, mainly composed of young
men and boys, threw stones at the arc
lights in the main streets, with the result
that nearly the entire city was in total
darkness all night. -

At 9 o'clock the mob sought refuge in
a disreputable district, which had been
unprotected. A cordon of | police was
thrown around the place, however, and
held the rioters in check for the re-

NEW YORK, Aug 2—A reception was
‘wiven at the Nippon club last night to
Baron Komuta, Minister Takahira and|
Baron Kaneko by the Japanese of the
city.  Altogether about a hundred, all
Japanese, 'were present; and the ' rooms
were decorated’ with thé Japanese flags
and cherry blossoms.. An orchestra play-
ed Japanese airs during the evening. The
speakers were Baron “Komura, Minister
Takahira dnd Baron Kaneko, and their
vspeeches were often interrupted by Jap-
anese banzais and American cheers,

Barén Komura carefully refrained from
allusion to the approaching peace confer-
ence, and confined himself to urging his
audience to do all they could to strength-
en the bonds that held Japan and Ameri-
ca together.

Baron Kaneko said: “There are $0,000,-
000 -people in America and they are all
in sympathy with Japan in her time of
victory. This we ought never to forget.
Let us hand it down to our posterity
th'at this people were with us in our
triumph, and let us write it on the pages
of our history. For my part I cannot see
‘why thege sentiments :should’ever .change’
or" the time should “ever come when our
two nations should be at®variance. In
the commereial world there is no con-
flict of interest, for there is a clear line.
of demarcation between what we export
to America and what it sends to ‘us.
With us there is no meed to fear com-
mercial rivalry, and we can exchange our
products with mutual advantage.”

There wera
not enough men offering in Canada for
the work, owing probably to the com-
mercial and agricultural conditions hers
which were such an enticement to young
men that they have to be thoroughly im-
bued wi.ﬂ}' the.epirit of missions, to be-
come , missionaries.

of fact the figures for the year broke all
preceding records. For the first time in
the history of the country the immigration
passed the milllon mark—there having been
just 1,027,421 allens admitted during the 12
months cdvered. This represemted an in-
crease of over 214,000 as compared ‘with the
preceding fiscal year, and of over 170,000
over the highest number previously record-
ed, namely, in 1902-03. As usual, Austria-
Hungary,-.Italy ‘and Russla contributed the
Jdargest quota, but in the fiscal year just
closed Italy dropped behind Austria-Hun-
8ary. It is needless tc say that the immi-
gration of the present time differs widely as
pegards racial character and affinity from
that which prepomderated fifty or sixty years
ago, and that it has brought in its train
some problems differing from those involv-
ed in the earlier movements hitherward.
Students of social problems are alive to
the meaning of the large figures to which
we have referred, and steps are being tak-
en to concentrate all available light upon
the immigration movement and the ques-
tions bdund up with it. The whole matter
is to form the subject of an exhaustive dis-
cussion at the conference of the National
Civic Federation ip New York on December
% and 7. In particular, inquiry will be dir-
ected to the character of the net increase in
the population of the United States from
immigration, and to the questions whether
there are any external influences tending to
stimulate the volume of immigration, and
whether any changes are needed in exist-
ing legislation or methods uf inspection look-
ing ‘to the exclusion of undesirable elements.
=~ So, also, the conference will deal with
the subject of distributing immigration, pay-
ing particular attefition to the. pature, ex-
tent and locality of the demand for. more
labor in the United States; the kinds of
domestie- industries which are most affected
by the influx of alien lahor; the perceutage
of immigration which remains in the.ports
of arrival, and the question what further
methods can be devised for imp.raying m‘e

winter wheat and without exception this
new crop has proved a great success.

REV. E. A. WICHER’S
' RESIGNATION

Presbytery of St. John Accept-
ed It With Regret Yester-

day Afternoon.

The St. John Presbytery at a meeting
yesterday  afternoon, accepted  the
resignation of Rev. E. A. Wicher, pastor
of St. Stephen’s church, who intends to
leave for San Francisco, where he has ac-
cepted the chair of New Testament and
Exegesis in the Presbyterian Theological
Seminary. .

Rev. David Lang, moderator pro tem,

presided. The delegates from St. Steph-
en’s church were Peter Campbell, James
Collins and C. A. Clarke. Others present
were Rev. Dr. Fotheringham, H. R. Read,
E. A. Wicher, L. McLean, A. H. Foster,
James Ross, J. A. Morison and J. R.
Munro, of Antigonish,
Mr. Wicher’s letter of resignation was'
read by the moderator, and Dr. Fother-z
ingham moved that it be accepted. He
alluded to Mr. Wicher’s value as preach-
er and pastor, and was glad to know that
so warm an attachment had been formed
between him and his congregation. Mr.;
Wicher’s removal from the city would be
a dis.inct loss, but he believed that im!
view of the wider interests at stake, he
was committing no error in proceeding to
the Western Seminary.

Mr. Wicher asked that the resignation
be accepted, and Rev. James Ross in sec- !
onding Dr. Fotheringham’s motion paid
tribute to Mr. Wicher’s worth. He sym-
pathized with the congregation of St.
Stephen’s in their loss, yet agreed with
Dr. Fotheringham that Mr. Wicher was
taking a wise step. His departure would
mark the third instance of a St. Stephen’s
church pastor leaving in order to assume
the responsibilities of a college professor-
ship. Mr. Ross believed, however, that
the colleges had a superior claim, for col-
leges made the churches of the future.

THE SCHOOL OF MISSIONS

Rockefeller’s millions and the propriety
of accepting his money for church work
were touched upon at yesterday after-
noon’s session of the school for missions,
and Rev. Dr, Stephenson gave his view as
favoring acceptance.

The Northwest and Japan were eub-
jects of very entertaining addresees at af-
ternoon and evening sessions. The attend-
ance has increased moticeably and prom-
ises go grow even more. Dr. Carman,
superintendent of the church in Canada,
is expeobed today.

At the afternoon eession a.slight change
was made in the programme, and Prof.
Riddeil’'s addressa on The Northwest was
postponed  till the evening eemsion. This
was at the reguest of business men, who
had expr 8 desire o hear it, but were
unable to attend an afternoon eession.

Rev. C. W. Hamilton presided. After
the opening eervices a Bible lesson in
| Hebrews was given by Prof. Riddell.
| Dr. Stephenson gave & short talk on
| Missionary Literature. After defining the
| literature of an age as the mirror of its

prement tendencies, he pointed out that

there were but two classes of literature,
missionary and mercenary, the one kind
to make money in some way, the other
| with only the missionary mgtive to do
| some good.

1 Having referred to money, he raised the
| inquiry whether or not the church should
: take and use Rockefellers so called “taint-
ed money.” “By all means,” he replied,
“for when it becomes part of the funds of
the church it becomes ‘converted’ money.”

A list of books, periodicals and pamph-
lets helpful to those interested in miésions
was given. Argng these are The Mis-
sionary Bulletin, containing the quarterly
| Jetters from all the Methodist missionaries;
The Heart of Japan, by A. P. Addison;
Methodisp Miesions in Canada, by Dr.
Sutherland; New Testament Studies in
Missions, by Harlan P. Beach.

He regretted the scanty demand for mis-

sionary literature. The board realized and
complained that much that was distributed
free was not read. He thought it a better
plan to try to get people to pay something
for all they get. Literature given away is
valued at its cost alone and remaijns un-
read.
Last on the programme for the after-
noon was an address on The Present Day
Opportunity in the Island of Japan, by
Rev. E. C. Hennigar, B. D., formerly of
St. John. He reviewed Japan's recent
rise to the status of a world power, and
pointed out that the Christian world is
now for the first time carrying its creed
to a civilization older than its own.

A new civilization, he continued, is
springing up in old Japan, not oriental
and yet not occidental, and there is an
opportunity to make this a Christian
civilization in the fullest eense of the
term.

Their very efficient educational system,
which has ninety per cent. of the children
of the country in the schools, and which
is capped by the great university at Tokio,
is not only not Ohristian, but is afti-
Christian. The university is on
skeptical German philosophy, with the
agnosticism of Herbert Spencer -running
riot among the students. A religious test
of 330 students there was recently made,
and 235 were agnostics, fifty-three atheists,
and twenty-six would give no information
reapecting their religious beliefs. :

Because of the: large role Japan will
henceforth play in eastern affairs, she
should be Christianized, not only for her
own eake but for the sake of the other
Asiatic millions.

At the present time there are 772 Protes-
tant, 100 Roman Catholic, and four Greek

 Interesting Addresses Delivered at Yesterday’s Session in
Centenary Church Rooms.

Catholic misesionaries in Japan. The
Methodist; church has eight men and
twenty-one women working there, aided
by twenty-one native workers. Togo,
QOyama, and four of the seven members of
'the house of representatives are Chris-
tians; 45,000 are adherents of the church
:_nd an #qual number are professed Chris-
iane.

The schoo] room of Centenary was well
filled Jast night at the third session. Rev.
W. W. Lodge was in the chair. Princi-
pal Riddell and Rev. Dr. Henderson ad-
dressed the meeting and both speakers
were listened to with great attention and
were frequently applauded.

Principal Riddell’'s subject was the
Northwest and he handled his theme in
such a way that his audience had a very
clear idea of the vast country of which
he was speaking. He commenced by say-
ing that the term Northwest was fast
losing its political significance and this, he
continued, is a pity because formerly the
government of the territories was free
from party and was administered only
for the good of the country.

He referred to the school question and
said that one of the reasons the people
of the Northwest were opposed to any
change was thatethey already had a sys-
tem under which they possessed separate
schools ‘which were under the direct su-
pervision  of - the government. They
thought they should have been allowed
to work out their own destiny in their
own way.

Principal Riddell spoke of the intense
loyalty of the people. of the Northwest
to the empire. As to territory he said
that British Columbia contains 326,000
square miles. The new province of Al-
berta, 253,000 square miles and Saskatche-
wan 250,000 square miles. Manitoba is
small compared with these,but it is hoped
that the province will stretch north and
west.

“We cannot get any adequate ides,”
the speaker continued,”from these figures.
The whole of the German empire, Swit-
zerland and Holland could be put into

-

Alberta alone and there would be some | _

territory left over. Or the whole of
France and Italy could be put into the
province of Saskatchewan and enough ter-
ritory would be left to give every man,
woman and child in St. John 640 acres
each. Principal Riddell then sketched
the natural features of the country and
said that in his next lecture he would
tell the people something of the soil.

Rev. Dr. Henderson’s subject was, Who
Shall Pay for Missions? He held that
every man who was indebted to Christian
civitization ought to pay for missions, The
business man as well as the private in-
dividua! is alike indebted to Christian
teaching for the comforts and luxuries he
possesses.

The very essence of Christian religion
was knowing how to give. Money, the
speaker continued, is all right as long
as you control it but it is all wrong as
soon as it controls you. He pronounced
a eulogy on England’s greatness and said
that the reason of it all was that she
was foremost in proclaiming the truths
of Christ to the mations of the earth.
Napoleon used to say: that God was on
the side of the largest battalions. God
had fought on the sidé of England not
because she had the grgest battalions,but
England had the { mest irresistable
battalions because G&l fought for her.

He contrasted the ‘civilization of Greece
and Rome with ours and said that our
progress represents a high water mark
in the history of the world and our civi-
lisation, with all its defects ,the best pro-
duct of the ages.

| strictions. ‘Lhe motion was carried.

“TAKE IT OR GET OUT |

Northern Pacific Railway Send

Telegraphers in relation to Question of Wages.

St. Paul, Minn., Aug. 1.—General Man-
ager Horne, of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road, tcday sent an order to all telegraph
operators ‘employed by the system from
St. Paul to the Pacific’ coast, that theéy
could accept the terms of settlement of
the! wage question, offered by the com-
pany, or they could leave the company.
Just how many men have refused to ac-
cept the company’s terms is not yet
known. After having issued the ultima-
tum to the men, Mr. Horne gave out a
statement in which he said among other
things:

“Mg.. Perham, president of .the Order
of Railroad Telegraphers, this morning
advised me that he intends to go the limit
with both the Northern Pacific and Great
Northern Railways, just as soon as he
thinks such a course necessary.

“The Northern Pacific started a lock-
out of its telegraphers because of a strike
vote taken on May 27th. Strike instruc-
tions were issued July 5th and these with
the vote are still hanging over its head in
spite of the fact that during several weeks
negotiations the points of differences have
been pretty generally cleaned up, except-
ing the Sunday rule and raise of mini-
mums. i
“The Sunday rule demanded is different
from any in the United States and would
add to the pay roll of the telegraphers
about $100,000 per year. The company’s
rate of pay is not exceeded, but on the
other hand is considerably higher than
on most of the roads in the same teérri-
tory. It has granted liberal increases to
its telegraphers during the past five ‘years.
When the conferences started on July 12
strike instructions had already been in
force for an entire week. Last Friday
when we concluded mnegotiations they
were still hanging over our head. The
road was in this position:

“Mr. Perham or his committee could
inaugurate a strike of our telegraphers
any time they saw fit. They would neith-
er accept nor reject the company’s Ppro-
position. This uncertainty the company
would not put up with and as a result a
Jock-out ‘was inaugurated today.”

Under the most favorable conditions a
ball has never been driven 400 yards.

Possibly the longest drive ever made
was that of Walter J. Travis, the ex-
American champion, who sent the ball 382
vards. But that was on a frozen field,
covered with ice and down hill.

Almost as gocd a record is that of Ed-
ward Blackwell, who only recently on the
links at St. Andrews, England, drove the
ball from the eighteenth tee to the steps
of the club house, a distance of 380 odd
yards.

George 8. Lyon, the Canadian amateur
champion, who is considered one of the
best drivers in America, certainly the
best in Canada, sent a ball 327 yards in
the tournament at St. Louis last year.
But this also was down grade.

Chandler Egan, whose achievements on
the links have recently come in for con-
siderable attention in the golfing world,
has also made some very long drives.
