10,000 Actes in One Dis-
trict Laid Waste;Farm-
ers Suffer Heavily.

WINNIPEG IS HIT

Electric Lights, Telephones

Winnipeg, Aug. 20.—Meagre
reports up to an early hour this

Especially is this true of the
Fox Warren district, where, it is
reported, a storm which broke
over ' northwest Manitoba on
Monday night, brought hail
which ruined the crops on 10,- |
000 acres, 50 farmers suffering
losses estimated as averaging 80
per cent. The electrical storm

was also-accompanied by & vio-—
lent wind and torrential rain.

Many ' Heavy Losses.

Yesterday afternoon the storm which
swept over the north-central part of -
the province laid to waste between
3,000 and 4,000 acres in the Carberry
district. A number of farmers are said
to have been completely hailed out
with many others reporting partial
losses. While Neepawa escaped the
force of yesterday’s storm, a consider-
able area three miles north west of
Brookdale suffered what is estimated
as a 85 per cent. loss by hail.

Damage In Winnipeg

Winnipeg, Aug. 20.—Electric lights
were put out of commission, telephone
and street car service interrupted, and
one building was partly demolighed as
the result of a severe wind and elec-
trical storm in Winnipeg, St. Boniface
City, across the river, and suburban
districts last evening. The storm lasted
but fifteen minutes, during which time
a half an inch of rain fell in Winnipeg.
In this city, aside from car service in-
terruptions, there was no damage, but
in St. Boniface power lines poles wers
blown down and a factory building
was severely damaged.

James E. How, Wealthy Tramp,
and Julian Arnold, Poet,
Rub Elbows.

Chicago, Aug. 20—A poet and a
millionaire hobo, each famous in wide-
ly different spheres, rubbed elbows as
they presented themselves at the mar-
riage license bureau here yesterday.

They were Julian B. Arnold, essay-
ist, poet and lecturer, son of Sir Ed-
win Arnold, Chicago, and James Eads
How, millionaire hobo of St. Louls,

Arnold, who is 63 years old, was
married to Miss Elabor Hartford, 58.

The voet, who lost himself after
business failures led to his arrest and
exile from England, traveled extensive-
iy and finally came here where he was
known until 1916 as “J. B. Lindon.”

At 54 years of age he acknowl-
edged his identity and began a new
start as Julian B. Arnold.

The millionaire hobo, whose grand-
father built the famous Mississippi
river jetties and numerous othet
bridges, and whose father was presis
dent of the Wabash Railroad, startled
the world back in the 90’s when he
announced he was not entitled to the
$1,000,000 he inherited because he had
done nothing to earn it. He has sold
newspapers, washed dishes and per-
formed other menial tasks as he jour-
neyed about the country, living in flop
houses and cheap hotels. Once he
walked into the office of St. Louis
Mayor and tried to give him $100,000
to help the poor.

day by Hen..Dr. W.. F. Roberts, Min-
ister of Public Health, at the opening
session of the New Brunswick Medical
Society Convention. The patient may
apply at any .of the department’s so-
cial hygiene clinics in the province or,
if he is consulting a private practition-
er, the department will make the test
for the doctor at neo.expense to him.

Dr. Roberts said that this latest de-
parture of his- department would, oper-
ate to the advantage of both the medi-
caliprofession and the patients. He
said that $15,000 had been -alloted for
the venereal disease programme, which
included nine free clinics. One half of
this. amount came frem the Dominion
Department of Health and the other
half from the New Brunswick Depart-
ment of Health.

Between $3,000 and $4,000 was here-
tofore received from the laboratory di-
vision of the department from Wasser-
man examinations. This revenue would
no longer exist as Wasserman tests
would-be free, he.said. -

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THE NON-VOTING PROBLEM.

A book to be published immediately
by the University of Chicago Press
will be of great Interest and value ‘o0
students of politics. The title of the
book is Non-Voting Causes and Meth-
ods of Control. The joint authors are
Prof, Merriam, chairman of the’ de-
partment of political sclence at the
University of Chicago, and Dr. Harold
Foote Gosnell, instructor in political
science. The former is now in Czecho-
Slovakia for the purpose of observing
the operetion of the Czech government
methods of political leadership, meth-
ods of voting, and the amount and
character of non-voting. Very prop-
erly the two Chicago’ professors began
at home. A review of their work says:

“As a preliminary approach to the
study of political motives, a study of
non-voting in a Chicago mayoralty
election, that of April 8, 1923, was en-
tered upon. It was found that on that
eventful day some 182,000 persons who
were registered did not vote. And
when to this number is added the
number of adult citizens who were not
registered, the grand total of the adult
citizen non-voters equaled 740,000, or
one-quarter of the total population in
the city. In other words, one-half- of
the adult citizens of Chicago were un-
mvoed by the stimuli which induced
the other half to vote. Practically the
same condition was found in the coun-
try at large in 1920, for only one-half
of the 54,000,000 adult citizens in the
United States participated in the presi-
dential election in that year.”

There will be a very widespread
interest in the result of the studies of
these two experts, because in all coun-
trles there is complaint that great

- masses of the people appear to have
no right conception of iheir duty as
citizens whose franchtse gives them
power to make or brea governments,
and to direct legislation along the
right lines to promote the public wel-
fare. We are told that “In discussing
the causes and methods of control of
non-voting the authors say that the
present work is an attempt to present

a mass of concrete material, gathered
* with- painstaking care, on the basis of

which students of politics may get

behind some of the current notions as

_ to the way in which democratic gov-
ernment is working.”

Thig kind of research is most valu-
able, and the result of the present
study should reveal some of the causes
of public apathy and perhaps point
out ways of arousing a more general
public interest in civie and state gov-
ernment, which is devoutly to be
wished.

BRITAIN'S POWER PROBLEM.

The development of electrical power,
without ecxhausting the coal supply, is
a problem much discussed in Great
Britain at the present time. Associ-
ated with this is the other question of
industrial production at a minimum
cost. A committee on the conservation
of coal says that the consumption of
coal in the United Kingdom as far
back as 1913 was reckoned at 189,000,
000 tons per annum, and that in 1917
the amount used for the production of
power was 80,000,000 tons. How to

¢t more power and at the same timc
use less coal has been the problem;
and it is claimed that, as a result of
the efforts made, tthe average coai
consumption per horse power through-
out the country has been cut in half
in twenty-five years. So great, how-
ever, has been the increased demanti
for power that the total amount of
coal used has increased. -Since the coai
supply is not inexhaustible, the neces-
sity of greater conservatfon is obvious.

What it Is now almed to do is to
{ncrease the industrial output for a
given consumption of coal; that is to
say, not to use more coal, but get
larger results from what is used. It
is claimed that unless this result can
be obtained, the coal output must be
greatly increased or the export of coal
reduced to the vanishing point. The
claim s made, however, that If the
quantity of coal at present consumed
were used !n the most economical way
4 would produce at least three times
the present amount of power. Along
with that power, however, it s
claimed the cutput per head of indi-
viduals engaged In Industry must be
increased, if wages are to be kept up
and successful competition in foreign
markets ensured. The use of more
mechanical power to supplement human
labor is deemed essential for this re-
sult. As one journal puts it:—

“The provisiop of more machinery
represents the best means of increas-
ing this output, of cheapening produc-
tion from the manufacturers’ polnt of
view and, so far as the worker {5 con-
cerned, of Increasing wages. In the
United States the amount of power
used per worker is fifty-six per cen’.
more than in the United Kingdom, and
the higher purchasing power of the
average individusl In the former must
primarily be ascribed to this fact.”

The use of electricity for the appli-
cation of poweris the most economical.
We are told that during the war ninety-
five per cent. of the machinery In
wunition farto~ies waa driven hv elec-

tricity, and that the present problem
is how best to generate electric power
from coal without a too great wastage
of the latter, and to an extent equal
to the steadily increasing industrial
demand. Unfortunately, the country ¢
without facilitief for the development
of hydro-electric power, and so must
rely upon coal. In the opinion of the
Statist the problem must be solved by
establishing large central plants, from
which the electric current can be
transmitted to serve a large area. It
says the power requirements of com-
munities must be pooled and dealt
with collectively. In this way larée
generating machines may be used; and,
since the power requirements of the
industrial and other users do not coin-
cide in time, the load is more regular,
and the power station may be oper-
ated at maximum economy throughout
the twenty-four hours.

It is contended that if large gener-
ating plants were established, serving
whole communities, there would be a
much greater economy of coal than if
each industry or service had to estab-
lish its own plant; and, if the manu-
facturer were not compelled to erect
his own power plant, he would have
more capital for use in his particular
trade. There would also be a saving
of land and space, which, in English
cities, is a consideration of some value.
The Statist says there has been for
some time a great tendency to generate
power at central stations, but thal
speaking generally the average size of
generating machines employed is not
more than a tenth and probably not
more than a twentieth of what it
ought to be, and that under such con-
ditions economy of coal consumption
is impossible. “If,” says the Statist,
“power is to be supplied throughout
the country at the lowest possible
price, the following conditions must
be secured:—

“(1) The power users in each indus-
trial district must be supplied from
one common, inter-connected electrical
power distribution system.

“(2.) Large generating machines, not
less than 20,000 horse power, must be
used, and they must be erected in the
best possible positions for economiical
production. In the more important
industrial districts generating machines
of 50,000 horse power might be ad-
vantageously used. ‘

“(8) Power available from surplus
gas or waste heat should be turned
into electrical energy on the spot In
local plants which would feed into the
main distribution system.”

It is held that because of the com-
pact nature of the country such a sys-
tem Is commercially practicable and
advantageous in Great Britain to a
greater extent than in other countries,
ind the Statist estimates that it will
mean the saving of possibly 55,000,000
tons of coal per annum. Valuing this
quantity for export purposes at ten
shillings per ton, the Statist says the
national advantage available for inter-
est on -capital might be £27,500,000.
On the other hand if this 55,000,000
tons of coal were used to provide more
power, it would mean that some 13,-
000,000 horse power continuously would
be made available.

There are three important reasons
why Britain must set herself seriously.
to the task of developing more power
in the manner suggested. The first is,
that her coal supplies are not inex-
haustible; the second, that she must
be in a position to compete with Ger-
many and other countries in the world
market; and the third, that by increas-
ing the net output per individual
wages may be kept up to a living
standard.

It is true that machinery is not the

only element in cheaper productioh per
individual. The worker himself can
do much in this regard. For exampie,
in the American building trade it was
found that during and -immediately
after the war the number of bricks
laid per men per day showed a very
serious reduction, making it necessary
for the contractor to raise his esti-
mates materially in tendering for con-
structlon work. The result of this, of
course, in the case of house building,
would be shown In higher rents for the
worker himself. Recent reports indi-
cate that there has been a change, and
that the number of bricks laid per day
by each workman has been getting
back towards the old standard, and
therefore the actual cost of construction
is reduced.
" The Pulp and Paper Magazine gives
another striking illustration of the
good resulis of co-operation between
employers and employed in this mat-
ter of Increasing output without a
heavier charge upon the industry. We
quote:—

“We heard of a coal mine whose offi-
cers had to choose between -cutting
wages or closing down, but first the
men were called together and advised
that the only thing that would prevent
either was more output without in-
creased expense, The men went back
and that mine increased its output 800
tons a day.”

Along with the introduction of
more machinery through the applica-
tion of the electric motor to industry in

Great Britain on an increasing scale
there must be such sympathetic co-

operation on the part of wage earners as
will ensure a fair return for wages
paid; since only under such conditions
can British industry hope to compete
successfully with a rehabilitated Ger-
many that can only pay reparations in
proportibn as it develops its industry.

THE NEED OF CITIES. —

(Ottawa Citizen.)

What seems to be needed most is a
better knowledge and a closer under-
standing of the affairs of the city on
the part of everybody. There are
hundreds of persons whose acquaint-
ance witn the facts of city government
is of the very slightest. Hundreds of
others have but a superficial knowledge
of affairs which is mistaken for a
firm grasp. :

How to heighten acquaintance with
the facts of the city’s government and
intensify interest in its affairs is a
problem which the city fathers might
profitably investigate. The municipal
associations have been rendering good
service in this direction, but more
could be done. One way would be
for the representatives of the public
to undertake to discuss periodically
some phase of city business at public
meetings, at which the facts could be
stated and questions asked and an-
swered. Everyone knows that the city
fathers are very busy men and. that
time is valuable to them. But an
effective drive on misinformation and
the lack of information regarding vital
civic matters might make their path
smoother and tend to quicken interest
in subjects which too often today are
only hazily understood.

SUPPORT FOR BUSINESS

(Financial Post.)

In discussing the research that has
been carried on in connection with the
business cycle, and forecasting business
¢onditions, Prof. Michell of McMaster
University, din an address before the
British Association for the Advance-
ment of Science, made the following

| plea for the support of the business

world in this work:

“There is simply no question but that
the work that is being done in the
Universities of Cambridge and Lon-
don, in England, in Harvard, and in
more than one University in Canada,
is of first class importance to the busi-
ness world,” he said. “By the most
careful and® laborious processes of
modern statistical technique the econ-
omist is, as it were, picking the busi-
ness cycle to pieces and endeavoring
to come to a definite system of fore-
casting. The amount of work still to
be done is very great, and if the busi-
ness world desires to benefit by the
results being attained, surely it is not
too much to ask for even a little help.

“During the last ten years, great
strides have been made and the pros-
pect of further advances being made
are sssured. In fact, it is not at all
too rhuch to say that a new page has
been opened up in the whole sclence of
economies, a study of fascinating at-
traction to the investigator and of
practical importance to the business
world.”

Prof. Michell’s position in this con-
nection is well taken. While it would
be the last thought of any one to criti-
cise the liberal flnancial support that
is given to medical, social and other
forms of research, the failure of busi-
ness to support research which will
benefit itself directly is surely an an-
omaly. Canada §s competing in com-
merce and industry with older and
more developed countries. They find
it a necessity to carry on research ir
fundamental business conditions, and

which are carrying on this work are
liberally supported. With the assur-
ance of youth, presumably, Canadian
business appears to have taken the at-
titude that no special study is needed.
Much more could be done in this con-

nection if but a small fraction of the
support was given to it that is given
to other branches of research.”

In introducing the subject, .His
Worship said he had received many
complaints about the high price of
milk in thi§ city and mow it was
sald that lack of milk, due to its high
price, had resulted in the death of
-wo children. He ¢id not know whe-

her there was any machinery at
ity Hall to deal with this problem
but he proposed to find out and it
there was nomne to see that it was
procured.

Commissioner Wigmore said this
was a very important matter and
he felt the present price of milk to
the consumer was out of all propor-
tion to what the producer received.
He pointed out that in wartime,
when this matter was investigated
by the cost of living commission, the
spread to the dealer had been placed
at four cents per quart, and he did
not think the cost of handling was
any greater now than it was then.

He had been told, and he regard-
ed the authority as good and reliable,
that milk was being sold to the deal-
erf’ at ‘413 cents per quart and
they were tharging the St. John con-
sumers 14 cents'a quart. He recall-
ed that when compulsory pasteuriza-
tion was advocated it was said the
pasteurization would not cost the
dealers any more than caring for the
milk did before that, and he could
see no justification for a spread of
9 1-2 cents to the dealer.

LABOR CONDITIONS
IN RUSSIA BETTER

Compulsony Worl Abolish-
ed; Minimum Wage
Fixed by Law.

Geneva, July 81 (by mail).—The
development of industrial conditions
in Soviet Russia is dealt with in a pub-
lication just issued by the International
Labor Office. The volume brings out
the fundamental differences between
the present system and the regime

which existed before 1921, the differ-
ence being tne result of the process

After taking up the functions of th
Commissariat of Labor, chapters ar
devoted to wake policy, both beforc
and after the establishment of the new
economic policy, to an exposition of
collective agreements, methods for the
settlement of disputes, the regulation
of the labor market, social insurance
and factory inspection.

The general conclusions drawn from
the report are- that important modifi-
cations have taken place not only .in
labor conditions, but in the material
position of the working class in Rus-
sia. Compulsory labor has been prac-
tically abolished. The engagement and
dismissal of workers has been declared
free, the conditions of labor are de-
termined by free agreement between
the parties, and the value of work is
determined by the laws of supply and
demand. That greater liberty has come
to Russia, declares the authors, Iis
shown by the fact that the central
power confines itself to fixing a mini-
mum wage, leaving to the parties con-
cerned the duty of determining the
actual remuneration of labor by col-
lective agreements.

Despite the changes which have
taken place, however, in the general
policy of the Soviet -government. chiefly
in relation to labor legislation, it is
believed that the evolution of the ac-
tual ‘conditions of labor is only in its
beginning.

Other information on Russia given
out by the labor™office indicates that
unemployment is increasing.

FRENCH BISHOP DEFINES
DRESS WOMEN SHOULD
WEAR TO CHURCH

Paris, July 31.—(By Mail).—The
length of the sleeves of a woman's dress
which is suitable wear for the observ-
ance of church services has been laid
down by the Bishop of Clermont-Fer-
rand in a notice which he has asked the
priests of his diocese to bring before
their flocks.

Wearers .of dresses wanting in mod-
esty, the circular states—with the ex:

below the elbow—should be asked to
leave the church, and if they present
themselves thus attired at the Holy
Communion, the priest should pass
them by. Their own priest later should
give them “a paternal warning” on ths
subject.

GENEVA EXPERTS DISCUSS
HYGIENE IN INDUSTRY

Geneva, July 81.—(By Mail).—Prob-
lems of hygiene in industry were dis-
:ussed recently at Geneva by a special
:ommission of experts, who met at the
nternational labor office.

The matters under study are deemed
»f considerable importance to world
vorkers. They include poisonous infec-
ion contracted during the exercise of
‘mployment, the possibility of extend-
ng insurance privileges enjoyed by the
victims of accidents to persons who
-ontract a malady during service. and
the studies to be carried out to attain
1 tiniformity of tests in the determina-
tion of colors by railway employes and
sailors.

The experts form what is known as

the committee of correspondence for
industrial hygiene, and include special-
ists from Germany, Austria, Belgium,
France, Great Britain, Italy, Japan, Po-
land and Jugo-Slavia.

STOCKHOLM HELPS ITS YOUTH

Stockholm, Aug. 1—(By Mail)—The
helping hand of this city has been ex-
tended to assist young men and women
in search of their first jobs, through the
Vocational Aid Bureau, established by
the Stockholm Board of Education.

The bureau is especially designed to
help boys and girls who are about to
finish high school, and must either go
to work without delay or take up spe-
cial training in trade or apprentice
schools. It co-operates with the city
Employment Agency for Minors, and
during the first month of its activity
692 of the 657 applicants were placed
‘n positions. Among the successful
ones were 126 young women.

The
clover seed crop is very poor with
litlte clover aftermath.

The harvesting of oats and barley
has begun. The crop is only fair,
averaging 28 bushels an acre of oats,
and 22 bushels an acre of barley.

Pasteurs have become very dry.
August butter has shown a sharp rise
in price on local markets. Cheese
sold for 16.1 cents at the last board
auction on August 2.

The potato crop gives promise of a
good yield. A forecast by the Dom-
inion Bureau of Statistics places the
yield at 967,000 cwt. less than the final
estimate of the crop of 1923.

Ad. in 1631,

Paris, Aug. 20—The recent visit of
advertising experts to Paris has raised
a controversy as to the date and place
in which the first .advertisement ap-
peared in a newspaper. Paris claims
the honor this innovation for an ad-
vertisement which appeared in the Ga-
gette de France in July, 168l. The
advertisement, which bears quite a
striking resemblance to some of the
announcements which may be read to-
day, is as follows:

From Saint Germain-en-Laye, July
2, 1681.—The dry season has greatly
increased the value of mineral waters,
among which those of Forges are here
in general use. Thirty years ago Mr.
Martin, & great physician, made them
the vogue, the public approved them.
Today M. Bonnard, the King’s chief
physician, has set them on the pinna-
cle of popularity which his great loy-
alty, ekill, and experience can give by
recommending to His Majesty what-
ever deserves the honor, and the King,
and nearly all his Court, are now
drinking these waters daily as a pre-
caution.”

For an advertisement nearly 800
years old it sounds quite up to date.

In
that memorable summer, a partyy of
Americans, attracted to Hurley by the
ancient inn, started mixed bathing in
the deep pool behind the weir. It is
now a fixed summer institution, but
still nearly’ 100 per cent. American.

Mixed Revels.

A few casual passing riverfolk may
“drop in,” but the local yokels only
look on astonished. A better bathing
spot does no exist on the river. You
dive off a springboard into deep whirl-
ing water that sweeps even the strong-
est swimmer into the cascading shal-
lows below. There is no danger, but
lots of gasping fun. Scores of bathers
of both sexes and all ages sit around
smoking, eating cherries and chattering,
brown as nuts and carefree as tramps.
