Paris, Nov. 21—Battling Siki’s rise 

to pugilistic fame received another set 
back today when his license was can­
celled by the French Boxing Federa­
tion. This action reinforced the nine 
months suspension which Sikl received 
from the federation on November 9.

When the suspension expires the 
Senegalese, who has also been deprived 
of the title he won from Georges Car­
pentier, must apply for a new license, 
which the federation can refuse. The 
license was cancelled by a vote of 
twelve to two, upon Charges of vari­
ous escapades brought by twenty-five 
sportsmen. It is said that the federa­
tion is considering further action 
against Siki.

New York, Nov. 21—Pancho Villa, 
U. S- flyweight champion, will not be 
permitted to meet boxers of ttife ban­
tamweight division, the state boxing 
commission has decided in calling off 
a proposed contest between Villa and 
Terry Martin of Providence.

He was of the opin­
ion that the signed contract would be 
a good argument to present to the 
Power Co. with an offer of purchase.

In Figure 1 of the accompanying 

diagram is shown a pottion of the 
“Grid voltage—Plate current” curve 
and of the "Grid veltage—Grid cur­
rent* curve—values of grid voltage 
being measured along the horizontal 
axis and corresponding values of plate 
current and grid current measured 
along the vertical axis.

Italian Stamp Issue Recalls Postal

memorative issue in Italy of three 
postage stamps to mark the fiftieth 
anniversary of the death of the patriot, 
Mazzini, Fred J. Melville givès some 
interesting information in The London 
Telegraph of the influence exerted by 
Mazzini upon the postal history of 
Great Britain. During a part of his 
active life Mazzini was forced to take 
refuge in England, and the discovery 
in 1844 that .many letters addressed to 
him and other Italian exiles were inter­
cepted and opened by order of the For­
eign Office created such a stir in the 
public mind that a Committee of 
Secrecy was appointed to inquire into 
the laws governing the detaining and 
opening of letters at the General Post 
Office. The Home Office, it was ascer­
tained, had issued an order on March 
1, 1644, authorizing the opening and 
detention of letters addressed to Maz­
zini.

Middlesboro, Ky, Nov. 21—The Ken­
tucky State Association of Baptists, at 
its annual meeting here, went on rec­
ord against the teaching of the Dar­
win theory as to the origin of man. 
The association represents nearly 300,- 
000 men and women of the state. Its

London, Nov. 9.—(By mail.)—In­
teresting statements were made at 
Bankruptcy Buildings when creditors 
met under the failure of Lady Lucy 
Christiana Duff-Gordon, dress designer, 
of Hanover Square, W, and Ville 
d'Avray, near Paris.

Resolutions passed at the Baptist 
convention were offered by Dr. J. W.

The Baptist resolutions, passed un­
animously, follow :

Whereas this theory contradicts the 
divine account of creation as given in 
the book of Genesis, exalts the brute, 
degrades man and dishonors God;

“Second—Therefore, Be it resolved 
by the General Association of Ken­
tucky Baptists in session assembled in 
Middlesboro, Ky:

“First—That we, as the representa­
tives of 275,000 Kentucky Baptists, are 
unalterably opposed to the teaching of 
Darwinism in any of our denomina­
tional schooti or other schools for 
Ufhose support we are taxed.

“Second—That we as Kentucky Bap­
tists withhold all financial support 
from any of our denominational schools 
where is taught the Darwinian or any 
other theory of evolution that contra­
dicts any part of Holy Writ

“Third—That this body memorsilire 
the Southern Baptist Convention to 
withhold aJli financial support from 
schools where the rationalistic theory 
of evolution is taught as a fact.”

It is understood that other religious 
bodies may take up the cudgels against 
teaching of evolution. Aspirants to the 
general assembly, it is said, will be in­
terrogated 'as to their stand on evolu­
tion as soon as they announce their 
candidacy, and enemies^ of the theory 
will combat men or women who declare 
in favor of continuing evolution in­
struction in educational institutions 
supported by public funds.

The owner, Gordon Nathan, of Hat­
ton Garden, has had it for two years. 
He bought it through a broker, hut, 
received no information as to its his­
tory. It is cut similarly to the famous 
Hope diamond of civil fame, while its 
curiously rich golden hue is reminis­
cent of the lustrous Florentine gem. 
Mr. Nathan thinks it may have be­
longed to the Russian Imperial gems.

GOLDEN BATE

Among world-famous gems it is easy . 
to account for “The Koh-i-nor,” the 
replica of which is in the Tower of 
London with the regalia and the ori­
ginal in the strong room at Windsor; 
the “Orloff” is supposed to be still in 
the possession of the Soviet, but an 
unconfirmed report has stated that it 
is in America—probably a replica; the 
“Culinane,” in the British Crown; the 
Hohenzollern “death-stone” still in the 
treasure-chamber of Potsdam; the 
“Hope," divided into two portions and 
still In the safe of a Hatton Garden 
merchant awaiting a purchaser; 
“Taverner Blue” in Madrid; the “Lake 
of Fire,” sold to the King of Siam; 
the “Cascade of Glory”—once part of 
the Braganza regalia and sold by the 
Portuguese Government to a wealthy 
South American lady now in Paris.

Then there is the collection of gems 
etc., comprised in the regalia of Aus­
tria-Hungary and the personal jewels 
Inherited by the late Emperor Karl 
from his uncle. It is stated that these 
gre now in the hands of certain finan­
ciers who advanced money upon them. 
But it is certain that among them there 
is no great gem that could compare 
with Mr. Nathan’s stone. The nearest 
approach in weight would be the “Blaze 
of Glory”—a gem bought by the late 
Emperor Francis Joseph and given to 
his Consort in happier days. But this 
stone to of a bluish shade and weighs 
only about thirty carats.

There remains that really mysteri­
ous stone known as “The Eye of Allah.” 
This wonderful and almost perfect yel­
low diamond has been “lost” for many 
years and may quite pbssibly have 
among the myriads of gems owned by 
the late Czar and which he inherited 
privately; they must not be confused 
with the gems of the .regalia.

Found In The Ruins.
“The Eye” is supposed to have once 

formed the eye of Cyclops, a golden 
image found among the ruins of Car­
thage. It was taken to Ceylon and 
there formed one of the eyes of the 
great statue of Bhudda. Being stolen 
about four hundred years ago it found 
its way to India, and for a time glit­
tered in the vestments of the King of 
Delhi. It was then called the “Eye of 
Allah,” and was regarded with super­
stitious veneration. During the muti­
ny it vanished, but reappeared some 
time afterwards, having been hidden in 
a well by a Sepoy. By various means 
and each transfer accompanied by 
blood, it passed on from one potentate 
to another, eventually figuring in the 
great gems worn by the Sultan of 
Turkey upon state occasions. But in 
1879 it "disappeared. There was a 
rumor that it had been sold to the late 
Czar Nicholas and gifted by him to a 
female favorite. It was also said that 
it was re-cut and shaped by a skilled 
lapidary and placed in one of the small­
er crowns used by the Czars on semi­
state occasions. Its color was a lus­
trous yellow of singularly pure “ray.”

No other diamond of great size fits 
the description. The probability is 
that during the Russian revolution it 
found its way to Amsterdam or Hol­
land and thence into the English mare 
ket.

About twenty idle tankers will be 

called into use as a result of the award 
by the U. S. Shipping Board to the 
Standard Oil Company of New Jersey 
of a contract to supply 10,000,000 bar­
rels of fuel oil on the Atlantic Coast 
next year. The company has agreed to 
charter from six to ten 10,000-ton tank­
ers from the board, and in addition will 
put into operation a number of its own 
ships, Including the larger ones, rang­
ing up to 20,000 tons In size.

The Standard Oil Company has a 
fleet of sixty tankers, of which about 
forty are now in operation. The new 
contract will further reduce the num­
ber of idle ships. As a result of the 
recent failure of wells in Mexico, the 
company will draw upon Its sti*>lies 
in California. The long voyage from 
the Pacific Coast through the Panama 
Canal will make necessary the use of 
a much larger number of, vessels than 
on the short route from Mexican ports.

The company has a supply of oil al­
ready at north Atlantic ports from 
which it can begin furnishing fuel im­
mediately to the Shipping Board. The 
movement by ship from the west coast 
is not expected to begin until the first 
of the year.

ATTACKS B. C
LIQUOR ACT

iWinnipeg, November 21—A vigorous 
attack against the British Columbia 
Liquor Act was launched at the tem­
perance convention here 'by Rev. A. E.

• Misleading statements have been made from time to 
time regarding the cost of Musquash power. The New 
Brunswick Electric Power Commission has stated in the 
contract submitted to the city that the cost will not exceed 
l.2c. per K. W. Hr. Now under the same conditions as 
at present existing in the city and on the system of the 
New Brunswick Power Company, the city could supply a 
peak load of 3,424 kilowatts, or 4,600 H. P., at a cost of 
$120,000 a year or $26 per H. P.

In other words, the actual cost of Musquash power to 
the city is only $26, which everybody knows is cheap power. 
Owing to the possibility of a competitive fight as between 
the city and the Power Company in which the city would 
have to build up its load; the proposed retail rates were 
based on $38 rower instead of $26 power, but it should be 
borne in mind that when the 10,000,000 K. W. Hrs. are be­
ing consumed the actual cost of power is only $26, so that 
rate reductions are not only possible but certain.

Compare this price of $26 with the cost of power in 
other municipalities. Take Calgary for instance. Calgary 
buys power at $25 per H. P. year as compared with the 
hydro rate for St. John of $26, and Calgary considers they 
have cheap power. Calgary’s population is almost about 
the same as St. John and in 1920 the city municipal distrib­
uting system sold 30,000,000 kilowatt hours as follows:
