The British navy has captured the 
greater number of German vessels taken 
during the war and the British delegates 
feel they have a greater interest in the 
determination of the question and they 
have the weight of the opinion of Am­
erican experts with them.

One naval expert of the peace com­
mission said today there were important 
naval reasons for complete destruction 
of the German ships. It had been sug­
gested that they should be distributed 
among the Entente powers in propor­
tion to the maritime losses sustained 
by each. On that basis the American 
share would be absuredly small. Then, 
he said, the distribution might involve 
disagreements and leave bad feeling 
among the powers and also provoke an 
enlargement of rival building pro­
grammes at great expense.

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A BOYS’ INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL.THE LEGISLATURE.

Brunswick legislature will
ST. JOHN 

WESTFOWLER MILLING CO, Ltd.Ther is a Boys’ Industrial School in 
Portage la Prairie, Manitoba. The re­
port of the superintendent shows there 
were 69 boys in the institution on June 
30, 1918. Fifty boys were admitted dur­
ing the year. Twenty-two were paroled. 
Some paragraphs from the report are 
interesting. We quote:

“The farm in connection with the in­
stitution is being successfully managed.
We have 18 to 20 boys who are continu­
ously employed on the school farm. Our 
trades are progressing satisfactorily. Our 
tailor, who was ill, has again taken over 
his york. I recommend that a printing 
press be Installed. We are receiving let­
ters continually from parents asking 
that their sons be taught some kind of 
mechanical trade. I recommend also 
that the blacksmith shop be fitted up 
as an automobile and gas tractor schooL 
We have Introduced a Boys’ Cadet Corps 
Into the school, under the supervision 
of a returned soldier, who Is also drill- 
master for the school”

Here is a paragraph which is of spec­
ial Interest, because we have the same 
condition in St John:

“Our biggest problem here is the mat­
ter of segregation. In schools such as 
this, where we have the degenerates to 
deal with, as well as the delinquent and 
mental defective, segregation is abso­
lutely necessary. Otherwise all efforts 
to reform seem to be offset, and some­
times more than offset by the degener­
ating influence of some of the boys on 
others. As segregation is impossible in 
a building of this type, I would recom­
mend the . introduction of the ' cottage 
system, at least on a small scale. With 
the proper environment and a proper 
system of education, the redemption of 
those placed in industrial schools is pos­
sible."

Here is an­
other Interesting paragraph:

“We give the boys as much freedom 
as they can stand; that is to say if we 
can trust them they are allowed to 
move about freely, to the park, down 
town, and to the picture shows. Many 
are allowed to go home on holidays 
some for two or three daÿs and some 
for a week. If their parents can afford 
it, and they usually can, they pay the 
fares. If not, the government stands 
the expense. Of those we have allowed 
to go home, not one has failed to return 
on time.”

The last sentence Is especially signifi­
cant. It shows that the boys have a 
sense of honor that can yet be appealed 
to: But here is another suggestive para­
graph in the report:

“We have introduced a system of 
self-government among the boys. This 
most interesting experiment Is proving 
to be one of the finest ever Introduced 
into this school. It teaches the boy 
that there must be discipline of this 
description. It also gives him a voice 
in the discipline of the institution. All 
the officials of the boys’ court are 
elected by popular vote. We have a 
judge, a jury of five, lawyer for the 
crown, lawyer for defence, clerk of the 
court, court crier and eight constables. 
Since the introduction of this system 
the discipline of the whole school has 
been largely in the hands of the boys, 
without any Interference from the su­
perintendent or officials. The constables 
report all cases to the clerk of the court, 
who notifies the judge, and the court is 
called by notice of the clerk. If they 
have to resort to corporal punishment, 
this punishment is administered in pri­
vate by the head official. If a boy 
thinks he is not getting a square deal 
he can appeal to the supreme court, 
which is composed of the superintend­
ent, first and second officials, who listen 
again to the evidence and whose de­
cision is final.”

What better training in discipline 
could a delinquent boy have than in 
such a court as this, in which the ap­
peal is to the fairness of all, and where 
he is taught to do right by the ex­
amples set before him, the arguments

be put back as far as possible into the 
place he occupied before the war. But 
the great democratizing force of the 
war has had a reflex upon the people 
at home and we have now begun to look 
for a better world in many respects. Re­
construction means more than demobili­
zation and restoration. It means secur­
ing of better things than we had in the 
days gone by. It means better equip­
ment and a better distribution of the 
good things in life, a better distribu­
tion of the leisures and pleasures and 
treasures.”

“There is no single factor,” he said, 
“that will play a larger part in the re­
construction of Canada than the factor 
of education. It is not only intimately 
bound up with social and industrial re­
construction, but it is bound in a sense 
with most of the elements of the post­
war period policy. Upon the extent to 
which a country makes use of and de­
velops the innate abilities of its citi­
zens, its future prosperity, happiness 
and progress depend.”

In a brief resume of a teacher’s ideals

he said that first of all it was the teach­
ers’ duty to win the admiration and re­
spect of the pupils under them. In this 
connection nothing so much withheld 
respect as mis-pronunciation of words 
and mis-statements not immediately 
corrected. “The child is a keen critic,” 
Dr. Cody declared, “and rather 
less.” Other ideals were lucid imputa­
tion, judicious use of praise and blame, 
stimulating of the interrogative intelli­
gence and personality.

“Education,” he concluded, "is the 
transmission of life through the living 
to the living.”

The actual directing force toward that 
end has been Premier Clemenceau, who, 
even while reclining in his easy chair 
suffering from the wound given him by 
a would-be assassin," has summoned the 
premiers of four great powers to his 
side to impress upon them the need for 
hastening the great work in their hands. 
France Changes View

France originaUy doubted the wisdom 
of concluding peace before conditions 
crystalized in Germany and effective 
guarantees against further danger from 
thta quarter had been provided and an 
opportunity had been assured so that 
devastated French and Belgian indus­
tries would retrieve the ground Ger­
many had gained on them. Now France 
agrees with Great Britain and the 
United States in demanding a termina­
tion of the existence of the present tech­
nical state of war so that even Germany 
may resume the normal ways of peace. 
, This view was reflected today by 
Stephen Pichon, French foreign minis­
ter, in his Sunday talk with foreign 
newspaper correspondents. He said, in 
discussing the probable date when the 
treaty of peace would be signed, that 
work would be hastened so soon as the 
necessary foundation had been laid. He 
added that it was now regarded pos­
sible that the end might be reached be­
fore the middle of May, and that he 

to doubt it.
Asked if the peace conference could 

then disperse, he replied that general 
principles which must govern the treaty 
of peace would be included in the treaty 
itself, while their application must be 
determined and made workable after­
wards. This was understood as indi­
cating that some portion, at least, of the 
conference machinery must remain after 
the signature of the treaty,
A Second Treaty

It is believed by some that the treaty 
which will be signed first must be fol­
lowed by another final treaty which will 
exactly prescribe the conditions to be 
met by the late enemy powers. Several 
months may elapse before this can be 
made ready.

M. Pichon said that Germany would be 
first dealt with, because of the greater 
importance of /the problems presented 
in her case, but added there were im­
portant peace questions for settlement in 
connection with Austria, Bulgaria and 
Turkey. Military experts, he said, have 
been instructed to examiné them and 
have been in readiness for speedy adjust­
ment.

The commissioners who are consider­
ing reparations, the minister said, are 
near an agreement. The first question 
to be determined is what Germany owes 
and then what she can pay. When 
those are determined a plan call be de­
vised by the Entente for dividing the 
reparation to be obtained among the 
Entente Powers.

In conclusion, M. Pichon said that 
Premier Clemenceau was about to under­
take consideration of the Russian ques­
tion when he was shot. He said the 
subject would await his return to his 
official duties.

Bight Hour Day
A Sydney dispatch to the Halifax 

Chronicle on Friday said that at a con­
ference between operators of the coal 
areas of Cape Breton and their employes 
two of the three concessions asked for 
by the workers were granted. These 
were for permission to affiliate with the 
Mine Workers of America and the 
granting of an eight hour day for the 
underground workers of the mines. The 
third item was that of wages, but as 
most of the associations are under con­
tract with the operators for a time yet, 
this matter was not pressed.

The operators have agreed to extend 
recognition and the check-off to the U. 
M. W. of A„ if the A. M. U. of Nova 
Scotia, as is expected, amalgamates with 
that union; no increase of wages has 
been granted, but the present scale Is to 
be brought up for revision on thirty 
days’ notice by either side; a joint 
board is to hear and decide upon all 
grievances arising in respect to dis­
charging of men, conditions and places of 
work, pay, etc., and the eight hour day 
has been granted to apply generally at 
the collieries.

The eight hour day is to come into 
force about the middle of March, and 
begins at 7 a. m. at the pit bottom 
underground. Allowance is thus made 
for the time required to hoist the men 
down and up from the mines. The eight 
hour applies to all employes on the sur­
face, beginning at 7 a. m. and running 
to 3.30 p. m, with a-half hour for lunch. 
The only exception is in the case of the 
employes at the central machine and car 
shops in Glace Bay, where the day is to 
be a nine hour instead of ten, as at pres­
ent. This exception, however, is not 
taken as final by the A. M. W. Commit­
tee, and General Superintendent Tonge, 
of the Coal Company is further to con­
sider the matter and give an answer to 
the A. M. W. convention as to whether 
the eight hour day will also apply to the 
shops.

There is to be no reduction of wages 
with the reduction of hours..

All these matters are subject to the 
approval of the A. M. W. convention.

Then it is planned to 
bring home about 20^000 if shipping fa­
cilities are available.

British Treops Kept in Seme of 
the Out-ef-the-Wey Places For 
Safety Sake

( War-Savings Stamps)London, Jan. 24—(Correspondence of 
the Associated Press)—A glance at the 
maps of Europe and Asia on which are 
designated positions of British troops 
shows them td be rather well spotted. 
For one reason or another the British 
war department still considers it neces­
sary to keep troops in some of the out- 
of-the-way places of the world. While 
it is planned to reduce most of the forces 
there is no immediate prospect of the 
withdrawal of any force.

In the Balkans the British are using 
their forces as a stabilising influence 
against the^&ried 
eral states. In Trans-Caspia, northwest 
of Afghanistan, they are protecting the 
population from Turkish excesses, the 
result of the refusal of the Turks to 
realize they have been beaten in the war. 
In Trans-Caucasia they are fighting the 
Russian Bolsheviki. In northern Italy 
they are acting as a 
Italians and Jugo-Slavs until the peace 
conference settles differences there. Sev­
eral commands are in Russia and fairly 
large forces are being maintained in In­
dia, Mesopotamia and northern Persia.

Three divisions of the force sent to 
Italy in 1917 remain but in considerably 
reduced numbers. Many men have been 
demobilized and none sent to replace 
them. One battalion is at Fiume, another

“The Girts’ Patriotic Union” was 

formed in England in 1914 by girls at­
tending private and public schools and 
the members have worked steadily ever 
since making bandages and Red Cross 
comforts, cultivating waste land, gather­
ing blackberries for use in hospitals and 
for jam making. They collected gar­
ments for Serbian refugees and fpr men 
from torpedoed ships, organized enter­
tainments for the wounded and took 
over the care of a number of prisoners 
of war. The union has contributed 
£1,000 to the mercantile marine funds 
and is the donor of one wing of the Star 
and Garter House for which the union 
contributed £5,000. In addition, many 
huts have been given to various groups 
of war workers and their latest scheme 
is to present a hut to the Q.M.A.A.C. 
(formerly known as the W.A.A.C.’s), 
many of whom were public and private 
school girls.

A remarkable case of disappearance 

is that of the Earl of Eme, who was a 
favorite equerry of King George, and 
such well known to the Kaiser. He was 
also a man of striking appearance, 
standing six feet four inches. One morn­
ing in the retreat from Mons he rode 
back along the road to bring in a group 
of men whom he supposed to belong to 
his own regiment. He was seen to ride 
up to them and then the group closed 
round. Not a shot was fired, but Lord 
Eme was never seen or heard of again, 
though the most diligent search 
made and requests for information laid 
before the Kaiser. His death has now 
been judicially assumed in England. 
Several other British officers of title and 
great estates have been listed with the 
missing, and judicial decisions have been 
necessary to permit their presumptive 
heirs to take their places. There may 
be some of the missing perhaps who 
have chosen to disappear for one or 
other of a dozen reasons that might sug­
gest themselves. War offers great op­
portunities to those who seek this so­
lution to problems of life that otherwise 
appear insoluble to them.

A remarkable case is that of Frederick 
Fermor-Hesketh, son of Sir Thomas 
Fcrmor-Hesketh. Early one Sunday 
morning he crossed from Holyhead to 
Kingston, and there vanished as though 
the earth had swallowed him. He was 
a young man of unusual stature and 
grace, and his father spent a fortune in 
an effort to solve the mystery of his 
fate, but it remains to this day a mys­
tery. It is also worth recalling that the 
present Earl of Aberdeen owes his title 
and estates to the fact that his elder 
brother, the seventh Earl, disappeared 
in 1863, and was last heard of as a sailor 
before the mast bound from Boston to 
Melbourne. A similar break in the suc­
cession some fifty years or so ago, when 
Lord Edward St. Maur vanished in In­
dia, diverted the title and great estates 
of the Dukes of Somerset to the father 
of the present Duke. Many years later 
a man turned up in England claiming to 
be the missing peer, but he turned out to 
be a fraud.

While 
1 he was out on a bombing raid a shell 
burst close to him and three pieces of 
shrapnel entered his left leg and thigh.
He was in hospitals for nearly six 
months.

Private W. F. MacDonald, son of E.
B. MacDonald of 66 City road, was one 
who arrived home. He went overseas 
with the 140th Battalion St. Mary’s 
£and under Bandmaster Williams. The 
band was in England only a short time 

I when it was transferred to the Princess 
1 Patricias, with which it went to France.
The members of the band went into ac- 

| tion at several places, including Arras,
1 Avion, Valenciennes and Cambrai. Jt 
was at the latter place that Bandmaster 
Williams was killed and Harry Corps, a 
St. John man, was wounded. For four 
days the members of the band carried 
wounded and rations in and around 
Cambrai, and Pte. MacDonald had some 
narrow escapes. After having spent near­
ly three years in France he took sick 
on Oct. 15, 1918, and was invalided to 
England, where he was when the armis­
tice was signed. When he got better he 
was sent to the Canadian concentration 
camp at Rhyl, Wales, to await trans­
portation home. He was drafted three 
times before he received his final trans­
portation. He said it was very disap­
pointing to be drafted and on the morn­
ing one expected to leave to be told that 
the sailing was cancelled indefinitely.

There are about 20,000 Canadian sol­
diers at the concentration camp await­
ing transportation home but, as the con­
ditions seem to be getting better, they 
will probably come home faster now.
The trip from England to Halifax was 
very pleasant and there were no com­
plaints to make. The delay in England 
was compensated in Halifax by the short 
time which it took them to get trans­
portation to their homes. Pte. Mac­
Donald said the system in Halifax was 
excellent.
