St. Paul, Minn.,, Sept. 13—Theodore
Roosevelt received while here the offer of
the presidency of Minnesota University. It
was formally made to him by Frank B.
Kellog, while the former president was
here to speak at the conservation con-
gress and state fair. .

The former president declined the pro-
position. According to the story told in
the corridors of the St. Paul hotel where
President Taft and Col. Roosevelt were
staying, Mr. Kellogg, the Saint Paul law-
yer whom Roosevelt. selected as his “trust
buster,” told the former president that if
he would accept the presidency of the Uni-
versity of Minnesota it would at once re-
ceive an endowment fund of $30,000,009,
which is within a few millions of the
amount John D. Rockefeller has bestowed
upon the University of Chicago. But the
former president considers that he has his
work cut out for him.

It is understood that James J. Hill is
the one who would supply the $30,000,000.
Mr. Hill and the former president are
great friends. Of course it is natural that
a man who is at the head of a great rail-
road organization would not agree with
some of the policies of Col. Roosevelt, but
as man to man they like each other.

THE DEMOCRATS HAVE
CAPTURED MAINE

Portland, Me., Sept. 12.—A tidal wave
of democmcy swept over Maine today,
carrying Col. Frederick W. Plaisted, of
Augusta, to the governor’s chair, and oust-
ing the present occupant, Bert M. Fer-
nald, of Portland, by a plurality of 6,500.

Returns from 539 out of 628 elections
districts, comprising nineteen cities and
42] out of 501 towns and plantations gave:
Plaisted (Dem.), 64,658; Fernald, (Repn.),
56,988. The missing city was Portland,
while the 75 towns and plantations were
nearly all up in Aroostook county, or
among the outlying districts.

The wave also overwhelnied at least two
and possibly all four of the states con-
gressional delegation, which has been Re-
publican since the inception of the party.

The flood spread through a majority of
the counties, and even extended to the
legislature, which, next winter, will choose
a successor to United States Senator
Lugene Hale. The Democrats were try-
ing to think of a candidate tonight.

The Republicans stood aghast tonight
as Col. Plaisted’s plurality mounted
steadily upward until it nearly reached
.that given Governor Fernald only two
‘years ago. The party leaders were unable
to accept the tremendous change in sen-
timent, but close political observers de-
clared that insurgency, before umsuspect-
ed, had struck the state in its most viru-
lent form.

The moth ha# a .prominent position in
the world of the entomologist. It 'is found
in Northern.Africa: and but few of them
have been seen in this country,

It is believed the small family of death’s
head moths now in Washington was traas-
ported here with the Roosevelt hunting
trophies last spring. Agricultural depart-
ment officials say their presence never was
noted until after the arrival of the hides
and skeletons from Africa.

The insect is the largest of nocturnal
moths, and often measures six inches
across the wings. The front wings are deep
brown, the rear ones a pale brown, with
heavy black bands.

The apple crop this’year in Canada.will
only be a medium one, says an exclmnge
There has been no mprovement in the
prospects for the crop in Nova Scotia. Ap-
ples in the Annapolis; Cornwallis and
Gaspereaux valleys will be very llght In
Hants and the eastern parts of Kings
county, the prospect is somewhat better,
though not a great deal. Throughout the
centre of the valley the crop is nearly a
failure, but along the mountains the out-
look is for half a crop. Unless the quahty
should turn out to be very good—and it is
doubtful if this will be the case—the quan-
tity of apples exported will likely be less
than 350,000 barrele or less than one-half
of last season’s exports from Nova Scotia.

Apples in Prince Edward I‘sland will be
hardly up to the average. It is reported|F
that late frosts have seriously damaged the

Brxtish Columbia will have a;large crop
of apples, both early and late. Wealthies
are very heavy.

In Ontario and uQebec provinces crops
are only medium. Market conditions how-
ever, will be improved. The better or-

ganization of sellers this year will aid ma-
tenally in a proper distribution from the
larger points of production.

In New Brunsyick the crop is practic-
ally a failure.

DECREASE IN FISH
CAUSE OF INQUIRY
BY A COMMISSION

(Montreal Star).
All over Canada a rapid decrease in the
various kinds of edible fishes has been

the subject of grave concern to federal
and provufcml authorities. In the two
prairie provinces of Alberta and Saskatche-
wan the decrease has been especially mark-
ed, and it is for this reason that one of
the Jast approintments approved by Earl
Grey before he left for his Hudson’s Bay
trip was the appointment of a royal com-
mission on fisheries, which is likely to give
great satisfaction to the west.

Prof. Edward E. Prince, commissioner
of Fisheries, Ottawa, is the chairman of
the commission. He is head of the fish-
eries service, of the dominion, and chief
expert officer in the fisheries department.
His colleagues, Judge McGuire, of Prince
Albert, and Dr. Euston Sisley, of Calgary,
are widely known as enthusiasts in fishery
matters.

The public sessions of the commission
will open in Regina on October 7, and con-
tinue at Edmonton, Saskatoon, Yorkton,
Battleford and other towns west to Ed-
monton. Later the commission will meet
at Calgary, Wetaskiwin, Red Deer, Banff,
Moose Jaw, and Maple Creek, visiting the
lakes and rivers en route, and making a
thorough investigation.

Among the questions which will receive

Pens and Ink

The first ink used by the ancients was
probably some sort. of soot or lampblack
rendered fluid with gum water. An ink
of this sort is less flowing than the ink
you use in school and not so well adapted
to rapid writing. But it had the great ad-
vantage of being a solid body of one color
not changeable. This advantage appears in
manuscripts dug up at Herculaneum,
which, although burned to a perfect char-

and buried for nearly 18 centuries, are

egible. The ink remained as if em-
bossed upon the surface and appearing
blacker than the burnt paper.

The reed which was the first pen in
use, was a sort of bullrush, growing in
many, parts of the east. These reeds were
cut in the manner of a quill, and are still
used in lands wherg the peéople write the
Arabic characters. Nations which have ad-
opted the (hinese characters use a cam-
els hair pencil, which is held perpendicu-
larly in the hand. This would seem little
adapted for rapid writing, yet the Chinese
write their complicated characters by
means of these implements, with a rapid-
ity seldom equaled by European writers.

. The quill appears to have been first in
use about the year 600. “The word “pen-
na,” meaning a quill is not found in any
work older than that period. Previous to
that we find usually the word ‘“calamus”
a reed. The quill is finer and more lasting
than the pen, the same quill often serving
for weeks and months, It is said that Pliny
wrote his work with a single pen and cele-
brated his achievement in this verse:
“With one sole pen T wrote this book.

Made of a gray goose quill;
A pen it was when I it took;:

A pen I leave it still.”

RAILWAYS FOLLOW PLOW
D THE PLOW MOJES
"~ STEADLY NORTHWARD

Pidwis for New’ Roads Which are
Connected’ With Growth o

¢ Crops in Canada’s-Northiand
“The railway follows she " plow,” says
Elliott Fiower, in September Canada
Monthly (formerly Canaxi‘;-Weat), “and the
plow s moving steadily northward. Rail-
way building in Canada has been almost
exclusively east and west, but the three
great roads. even while building only west-
ward, have been pushing development to
the north.

“Now there are plans that contemplate
a more direct invasion of the north. Dur-
ing 1909, the Canadian Northern has swung
north its main line from Edmonton to-
wards the Yellowhead, construction now
proceeding from Saint Albert on the Morip-
ville branch to Lake Ste Anne, and intend-
ing to reach the Peace River country as
soon as rails run to Fort Churchill on Hud-
son Baf, and still another will ultimately
reach Dawson. The former will open a new
and shorter route to Europe for the ex-
ports and imports of Western Canada (al-
though the water end of this route will be
open not more than five months of the
vear), and the other will give a new and
more direct line of communication with
the Yukon country.

*‘Before taking up these railway plans in
detail let us see how far into that northern
country, which we associate with snow and
ice and desolation, the plow has gone; and:
what: promise the country gives the plow.
We will consider this without regard to
any particular route or routes, merely seek-
ing to learn what the country generally
can offer as an inducement to railway
building.

“As: already mentioned, vegetables are
grown at Fort Good Hope, a point about
850 miles north of Edmonton, and some
1,100 miles north of Medicine Hat; but
vegetables alone will never carry a railway
into the north. The most northerly points
at which grain is reported are Forts Simp-
son and Providence, both in about the
same latitude and approximately 800 miles
north of Medicine Hat. According to Fort
Simpson reports, barley is a sure crop,
wheat four times out of five, and melons,
if started under glass, ripen well. The
Fort Providence report I have already giv-
en, although I may add that oats and bar-
ley are raised in addition to wheat.”

Crops in North :

Other agricultural reports (most of them
the result of government investigations)
from points north of the present railway
lines may be summarized as follows, the fig-
ures representing the distance in miles
north of the latitude of Medicine Hat:

“Fort Liard, 700—All kinds of grain and
garden stuff always come to maturity, ac-
cording to one report, while another says
that wheat is a reliable crop at least four
times out of five.

“Fort Vermilion, 600—Twenty-five thous-
and bushels of wheat a year, and the
amount growing steadily. One man testi-
fied before a committee of the Canadian
parliament, that in twenty yeaws of farm-
ing he had not had a failure of his wheat
crop, alhtough the crop had been very
small one year. Pl

“Fort Chippewyan, 800—0Oatz, wheat and
barley.
