v. With one exception, which is under care, Friends
appear to be clear of using distilled - spirituous liguors,
except for purposes strietly medicinal They wre ve-
ported clear of frequenting taverns. A few instances
of attending a place of diversion, are reported.

vi The circumstances of the poor are inspected, and
velief has been seasonably afforded when necessary.—
They are advised and assisted in suitable employment
and their children, and all others under our care, are
receiving suitable 2ducation to fit them for the ordinary
duties of life

vii. Friends are reported clear in the several parts of
this Query.

viii. With one exc ption of failure in trade, Friends
appear to be just in their dealing, and punctual in ful-
filling their engagerents, yet exceptions in both these
pariiculas, are reported. Some cases of a want of care
in conducting business as becomes our religious profes-
sion. When any have given occasion for fear on these
accounts, they have Leen labored with for their preser-

-ation and recovery. Care is reported to have beex

te)zen in the above deficiencies, but one report expresses
a want of care in Season.

i.. Care is reported to have been taken to deal with
offenders in the spirit of meekness, and agreeably to

Discipline, though nét in all cases seasonably.

“Our Holy Heaq hath Gifts ¢, ])estuw—sgifts of
preaching, nfpl'np])esying, and of ministering~gifts of
feeling and of discernment, As His Servants are pre.
served in filial fear, He Prepares them nog only by Hig
annointing, to gee things ag they really are, hut by His
baptisms, purifying thejr arts, filling with heaven]
bread, and qualifying. o service ; enabling the Minje.
ter to hold forth the word of life, and the Elder, as the
Aaron and the Hur, to stand by and sustain the hands
of the Minister.
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faithful abiding in Him, if we would bear fruit. The
thought was felt to be a cheering one, that the fruit-
bearing branches must be purged. The design of our
Heavenly Father in these just dispensations of His care
being for our profit, that we may bring forth more fruit
to His glory. ‘If ye abide in me, and my words abide
in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done
unto you.’

“He that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the
mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for
the saints according to the will of God.” Abiding un-
der such an influence, walking in the light as He is in
the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the
bloogd of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth from all sin.—
As the different members occupying the various gifts
conferred by the Great Head, go down together into
baptism, they are enabled availingly to plead for them-
selves and for the erring ones, and being clothed with
the Spirit of the Divine Master, they can follow the
straying ones, and they realize it to be a blessed en-
gagement to feed the flock of God, willingly taking a
tender oversight thereof. Being made livingly sensible
of their own infirmities, they are troubled with a feel-
ing of the weakness of others, and are made capable ot
suffering with those who suffer, and in the exercise of
living faith, to remember there is balm in Gilead and a
Physician there, who healeth diseases and helpeth in-
firmities.

“We were reminded that we have an unwearied ene-
my, who insidiously sows tares, and would undermine
and lay waste the heritage of God, even by dividing in
Jacob and scattering in Israel. The words of the Sa-
viour were felt to be a solemn warning, ‘Every branch

in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away.

“Without close watchfulness and prayer, and without
the needful chastening by our Father in heaven, we are
in danger of losing the condition and character of sons,
and of becoming a prey to the cruel enemy, who may
divert us from proper duties, or tempt us to out-run
our Guide, whereby coldness and jealousy enter, the
unity of the Spirit is not maintained, and the bond of
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peace is broken. This is a cause of suﬁ'cring to those
who are favored t maintain thejy allegiance to g suf-
fering Lord, and the need was felt for every member t,
abide the refining process according to the Divine will.
Although we may be favored to dq His bidding, an(
may be promoted by Him comparably to riding on the
King’s horse, we ma ¥y have to return to the gate, and
bear our portion in sufering with steadfast faith and
earnest prayer, that the enemy may be foiled, and Israol
be made to rejoice,

“While the state of our Sncivty Wi

“The neglect of attending re
felt to be a loss, and when indulged, a decline 1n relj-
gious life will be apparent, the result of coldness and
want of love to God, Qther things will enter and oc-
cupy the heart. A fear was expressed that it was iy.-
Creasingly becoming the besetment, of the present day,
from the fact that mid-week meetings are so much neg-

ected—an evidence that the love of the world I8 pre-
vailing over the love of God with not a few amongst us,
Let the inquiry be instituted in every heart, whethe
the love of the world or of the Father have the ascen-
ency. May we remember our accountability to God,
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not only that we are bought with a price, but that
without His blessing our efforts to provide for our tem-
poral wants, will be unavailing, for He can blast a great
deal, or bless little. We were reminded that He is a
care-taker, and a covenant-keeping God, and that many

of our small meetings held in the middle of the week

)

are seasons of Divine favor, but sadness and loneliness
was felt by reason of the absent brethren. If the faith-
ful in this particular witness gain by an increase of
spiritual strength, the unfaithful must sustain a great
loss. The promise to the “two or three” is as new and
valid as ever. Gathered from the world in the name
of Jesus, His love filling and animating our hearts, is
to us evidence of His sure promise, “there am I in the
midst.” Such meetings will be lively, and all drowsi-
ness will be expelled. These blessings are made avail-
able to every one of us by the rich mercies of God in
Christ Jesus our Lord, and as we wish to be clothed
with His Spirit, the legacy of peace will be ours that

the world cannot give or take away.

“The salutary restraint imposed by our Discipline in
reference to a consistent plainness of speech, apparel and
demeanor, with the tender care of religious parents,
have been the means of preserving many of our youths
from hurtful practices and assoclations, We believe
that in Divine wisdom this hedge was early established
in our religious society, and the beneficial results from
the right maintenance thereof, not only to Friends bt
to the world, for the Space of two hundred years, can-
not be questioned, and none of those testimonjes which
have been transmitted to us, can be spared now. The
follies and vices of the world, the tendency to ritualism
in the church, and the temptations that surround us,
demand a ¢lose adherence to our principles, and fajth.
fulness to Divine guidance, and may our example he
the beacon to our children and to others, to follow us
as we have followed Christ. The offence of the cross
has not ceased, and a fear was expressed that not a few
are shrinking from it to thejr own loss, and (heir conse-
quent lack of usefulness in the church.
