ared to a band of Upper Bad River
ndians.

Night before last they were travelling,
when, on top of a bluff, a figure in white,
perfectly motionless, appeared. Soon one
of them cried out: “It is Sitting Bull I”
Then the phantom began waving its arm
as if motioning them to follow, and,with
the speed of a bird, glided from hillfop
to hmtos, finally disappearing in the
Bad Lands.

Of course only one intepretation is
given to this. That is that Sitting Bull
i8 to return as the promised Messiah,and
that already his spirit is beckoning
them to join his followers and avenge
his-death.

As a consequence ghost dances are
being started afresh along Bad River,
and noeordina{to Hetlund they reach as
far down as Willow Creek.

Despatches from the Black Hills state
‘that there is skirmishiug goim be-
tween hostiles and whites ass by
friendly Indians, all the way from
Cherry Creek to the forks of the
Cheyenne and along the South Fork to
within a few miles of the Nebraska line.
The Indians along Bad river are more
civilized and in detached bands.

The volunteers go out insmall detach-

ments and are generally mounted on
fleeter horses than the 1ndians, and woe
to a red skin or two caught away from
“home.” Some of the detachments re-
turn to Hermosa, Buffalo Gap and Rapid
City with more guns than they left with,
but the citizens never got inquisitive
about the matter.

THE SCHOOL TRUSTEESHIP.

Nor would his appointment be a popular

one in St. John.

The silly Telegraph has scarcely de-
monstrated its fitness to act as the ad-
viser of the government in regard to the
popularity ofan appointment, consider-
ing the fact that it advised the Ritchie
appointment and that the editor and
manager of the Telegraph almost went
wild with joy when the appointment was
made. That appointment, advised by
the silly Telegraph, was the means of
losing the government the six seats in
8t. John by a majority of about one thou-
sand votes. The Telegraph is the “Mulli-
gan” of newspapers, whatever course it
advises is sure to be wrong. Its attack
on Mr. Connor, at this time, and consid-
ering the circumstances of the case, is
even more foolish than its advocacy
of the Ritchie apoointment. Mr. Connor
is a respectable man against whose
priva‘e character not one word can be
said. He is and always has been a
strong temperance. man and has illus-
trated the adv of totalab ce,
not so much by platformn harangues as
in his own life and career. His education
we believe to be quite as good as that of
the editor of the Telegraph. Mr. Connor
has been a successful business man and
while the editor jof the Telegraph has
been engaged in killing that paper, which
was built up by the efforts of three or
four able journalist, Mr. Connor bas by
his industry and ability so increased a
small business which was begun by his
father that it has became one of the
greatest {manufacturing establishments
in 8t John. Mr. Connor re-
presents the young and pro-
gressive element in this city  and it
is to such men and not to old men like
Dr. Travers that we must look for any
improvement in our school system. We
are not aware that Mr. Connor desires
to be a school trustee and we cannot see
that such an office would be of the slight~
est advantage to him, but if he wishes to
fill that position his political claims to
it are certainly far superior to those of
Dr. Travers, and his other qualifications
are quite asgood.

Morning Thoughts for Busy Men. Jil

No apology was needed for the publi-
cation of the work thusentitled.

ers by what we may term a sort of piet-
istic lusciousness. Some defeat their
object by being really abridged or skel-
etonised sermons.

“Morning thoughts for busy men” is
absolutely free from these ‘blemishes.

“It i8 not to be
wondered at,” says the writer,” that the
body should have some concern with the
dust. It came from it, and to dust it
must return. But that the soul should
cleave to the dust is sad. But there are
different kinds of dust; and the dust to
which the soul cleaves will be noble dust,
a clean dust’  Yes, there is the
dust of earth, real entate dust,
and gold dust, and dust,
bonds and mortgages; an ere is dia-
mond dust, so sparkling and spendid:—
different kinds otdust, you see, yes, but
after all, dust is dust, "and nothing else,
all the forms spring from one old origi-
nal dust, and return to it again. e
make graves out of dust.

and that he has fearlessly put water into
them, he asks “Where, Mr. Editor, can
you find an intelligent engineer that,
would play with death in that fashion?
Ontside of Mr. Waring I do not think it
would be possible to find one.” As Mr.
Waring was being interviewed on the
South Bay mill boilers casually, when he
made that statement, it is of course pre-
sumed that he referred to plain steel
boilers such as are to to found in
nearly all the mills hereabouts and
not flue boilers which- are decidedly
dangerous if they run dry, from the
tendency of the flues to collapse at their
weakest spot, and owing to the difficulty
of getting a perfect circle in the flues. The
part where it is out of truth will undoubt-
edly tend to such weakness. But I im-
agine any engineer who knows how to
figure the number of units of heat in
a red hot iron plate of & certain length,
breadth and thickness, and the amount
of water the pump could put into the
boiler in a given length of time, together
with the volume of steam it could pro-
duce with this engine using steam would
do his duty just as fearlessly as Mr.
Waring did. As “G. O.” has neither
practical or scientific knowledge of steam | P
he should have been careful to be fair in
writing a letter for publication affecting
steam engineers. .
If proper investigations were made of
such casualties as that atSouth Bay, ex-
plosions would be much less frequent, as
the common sense of the commaunity
would insist on measures of safety which
are not taken taken now. When an ex-
plosion takes place it is usually ex-
plained by the word “Mystery,” but
there is no mystery about it that a
proper investigation would not clear up.
Because it has been handed down
to us from our forefathers that put-
ting water into a dry hot boiler will ex-
plode it, is not reason for condemning our
modern engineers who by investigation
and experiment have proved the fol-
lacy of this misty theory and dispelled
the mystery. With steam engineers as
in other professions only a few acquire
proficiency in their line by thinking and
studying and keeping themselves posted
on the experiments of others
80 a8 to be abreast of the
time. Mr. Geo. H. Waring seems
to be one afthose few hereabout and I
want to say just here that

Coroner Robinson did more mischief
than benefit when he hampered
and curtailed him in his evidence. No
matter how much it was at variance
with the generally accepted theory it
should have had fnll scope, more particu-
larly as it was in accordance with the
actual facts as sworn to by the engineer
of the mill, and those about him. And
now that such excellent authorities
as Mr. Stevens and Mr. Robb are
found holding a like view of the matter
as Mr, Waring, general opinion should
set its face against mystery and judge
fairly on the solid facts.
