Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 5.—Dr. Charles
Elliott Norton, of Cambridge, has join-

ed forces with Miss Anne S. Hall, of
Cincinnati, and with Mrs. Maud Bel-
lingham Booth in their campaign for
the Kkilling off of the hopelessly insane,
hopelessly diseased and victims of ac-
cidents, his views being expressed in
a letter written to Miss Hall and made
public here to-day.

Dr. Norton was formerly professor
of literature at Harvard. He was a
friend of Longfellow and Lowell, and
with them made the famous transla-
tion of the “Divine comedy.” He heads |
his letter ‘“An appeal to reason as well
as compassion,” and
Hall, and writes:

“The principle that is adopted to
prolong every human life as long as
possible at whatever cost has hitherto |
been generally accepted. Its main sup-
port has been the doctrine of the |
sacredness of human life. The doctrine
and the practice have both been press-
ed too far. There is no ground to hold
every human life as invaluably sacred
and to be preserved no matter with
what results to the individual or to
others. On the contrary, there are
cases to which every reasonable con-
sideration urges that the end should
be put. Setting aside all doubtful
cases no right thinking man would
hesitate to give a dose of laudanum, |
sufficient to end the suffering and life
together, to the victim of an accident
from the torturing effect of which |
recovery was impossible, how *‘er."

DISORDERLY . MEETINGS
St IN OLD COUNTRY

" Chamberlain Refosed a Hearing at Derby
—~Speeches by Members of
the Cabinet.

“London, Jan. 4—The political cam-
paign is now warming up. Already
several disorderly meetings have been
reported, and when Joseph Chambert
jain attempted to address a mass meet-
ing at Derby in support of the Union-
ist candidates he was howled down.
Sir Henry Belrose, a prominent citizen
of Derby, appealed to the audience to
give Mr. Chamberlain an oportunity to
outline his views. Mr. Chamberlain,
who was evidently enraged, again
arose and said he was mistaken in ap-
pealing to the intelligence of the people
of Derby. This caused renewed uproar,
and though Mr. Chamberlain fought
hard, he was unable to overcome the
opposition, and his voice failing, he re-
tired amid uproar.

Haldane’s Speech.

Richard Burton Haldane, speaking at
a free trade meeting in London to-
night, said it was the intention of the
Liberal government to maintain an
adequate army, but that it would be
necessary before real reform com-
menced to clear away much of the
trash and litter left by his predeces-
sors. He paid.-a tribute to his im-
mediate predecessor, H. O. Arnold-
Foster, but said that the former sec-
retary had not been given a free hand
by the Unionist government. Secre-
tary Haldane said it was true that the
standard of comparison of the military
needs of Great Britain was to com-
pare the German army, also the Ger-
man navy with the British army plus
the British navy. It was the inten-
tion to bring the British army to an
adequate position, and on this basis
the artillery must be kept. up to its
present standard. The volunteers, he
said, must be given every encourage-
ment, but in every case needless ex-
penditures must be avoided. He said
that the premier, Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman, had given him entire free-
dom of action, and he was now work-
ing to evolve a practical scheme which
did not include conscription.

Churchill in Manchester.

Winston Spencer Churchill, speaking
at Manchester to-night, said that the
first act of the Liberal government
should it be returned to power would
be to notify the coloniel governments
that no conference could consider a
preferential scheme based on the pro-
tective taxation of food stuffs, and that
as soon as possible the government
would give the Transvaal a represent-
ative democratic administration.

The Chancellor.

. Henry Herbert Asquith, chancgellor
of the exchequer, speaking at Sheﬁeld, :
said that to attempt to utilize a ma-
jority obtained on the free trade is-
sue to pass a home rule bill would be
dishonest.

Alien Law.

The alien law passed by the last ses-

sion of parliament came into force on |

Monday. The first effect of the law
was that the immigration officers re-
fuséd to permit the landing of 24 of 42
immigrants from Germany. The alien
act prohibits immigrants from landing
in Great Britain except at ports where
an immigration officer is stationed, and
only with his consent and after a
medical inspection. Immigrants may
be refused permission to land if un-
able to show that they are in a posi-
tion to keep themselves, if insane, if
on account of disease or other causes
they are likely to become a charge to
the taxpayers, if they have been sen-
tenced abroad for. an extraditable
crime not of a political nature, or if
they have previously been expelled
from Great Britain. The home secre-
tary may also order the expulsion of
an alien on a certificate from a court
of law. The bill, however, provides
that an alien shall not be refused per-
mission to land on account of means if
able to prove that he or she is seeking
admission to Great DBritain solely to
avoid prosecution for political offences.

The soldiers,
however, are in a bitter modd owing
to the massacre of their comrades and
it is feared they will get out of hand
and execute summary vengeance on the
workmen of the Provodnik’rubber fac-
tory, who have surrendered. The
Governor-General, therefore, to-day
ordered’ an- official inquiry.

In Baltic Provinces.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 4.—Referring to
the demands by foreigners for indem-
nity for the results of damages sus-
tained, during the rioting in Russia,
the foreign office says that in the case
of riots as in the case of civil war,
military necessity governs the situa-
tion, and foreigners have to take their
chances with the native population.
The officials instanced the revolution
in Poland in 1863, and the Paris cem-
mune, and pointed out the present
situation could not be compared with
Chinese or Turkish riots which were
directed against foreigners in China
and Turkey.

The government advices from the
Baltic provinces are fairly satisfactory.
The troops are acting energetically in
all directions. Three columns are oper-
ating in Livonia. The cities of Walk,
Reitzbourg, Jacobstadt and Stockman-
shof have been retaken.

| BIG EARNINGS.
Profits Made By Northern Pacific Rail-
way Company Last Year—New
Coast Line, -

According to statistics published in
the last issue of the Unitéd States
Railroad Gazette, the gross earnings
of the Hill railway systems for the
year 1905 reached the huge total of
$160,222,020, an increase of $25,0000,000
in four years. The figures show that,
in spite of the increase in mileage, the
increase per mile in the earnings is
$1,450._ :

The Wall street Journal, New York,
says: 4

“The increase in Northern Pacific’s
gross earnings the first nineteen days
of December was $418,000 over the same
period last year.

“President Elliott is authority for
the statement that Northern Pacific is
producing an average of 40 miles a
day out of its equipment, or nearly
three times the average daily running
service of a box car on several of the
eastern roads at this time.

“Vice-President Hannaford, in
charge of traffic, says business is still
at top notch. The blizzard early in
the season stopped. loading two or
three days, but had no lasting effect
on traffic. The wheat crop has been
about half moved. Mr. Hannaford
says the quality of the immigration
has been unusually good, most of it
coming from eastern states. Northern
Pacific is making no bid for Europeans.

“Northern Pacific has an order of
3,000 box cars and 500 coal cars with
steel settings in wooden frames.

‘“There has been spent during 1905,
$10,000,000 in extensions and improve-
ments and equipment. This amount
has been divided about evenly be-
tween the capital -and expense ac-
counts. This year about half as much
more will be similarly spent and pre-
sumably similarly divided. It is un-
derstood that present plans for Nor-
thern Pacific call for an outlay of $20,-
000,000.

“Northern Pacifi¢c has sold none of
its lands the past year, having taken
its lands off the market after it sold
the last large block to a syndicate. But
land sales along its lines in 1805, ac-
cording to Land Commissioner Cooper,
were twice as large in cost and almost
twice as large ih acreage as in 1904.
The most activity was in North Da-
kota, with Washington a close second.

“It is stated that with the comple-
tion of the North Yakima & Valley
railroad, the Northern Pacific will

have a straight line from North Ya- |

kima to Tacoma through the Tieton
pass that will save a distance of 27
miles over the present line of that
road through the mountains, at a
much less grade and with better curv-
atures.”

FIGHTING IN MACEDONIA,
More Than Oné Thousand Men Killed

and Wounded in Conflicts Last
Year.

Salonica, European Turkey, Jan. 5.— |

A return issued by the Turkish au-
thorities shows that 1,302 casualties re-
sulted from the fighting in Macedonia
between Turkish troops and Bulgarian,
Greek and Servian revolutionary
bands during 1905.

Altogether 110 encounters took place
in the villayettes of Salonica, Monastir
and Uskub, in which the insurgents
lost 520 men killed and 245 wounded.
In addition the troops captured 2,256
prisoners. The troops lost 122 killed
and 415 wounded.

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There is a saying that it is h""'t"
teach an old dog new tricks, Which
reminds us that it appears to be ex-
ceedingly difficult to convince a certain
class of people in Great Britain that
anytlding good can come out of a mere
colony. The Canadian Pacific Railway
Company.. is having constructed some
steamers of the first class—in British
shipyards. The agents of the company
have been telling the newspaper men
of the Old Country that when their
ships are placed in commission the
time between British ports and the
ports of Canada, Japan, China and
Australia will be greatly reduced. All
of which is received with scepticism
by journals devoted to the interests,
apparently, of existing steamship lines.
The Maritime Review, with a wit as
boisterous as an Atlantic mid-winter
sea, says that “as a matter of fact we
can readily believe that the steamers
will have a registered tonnage ranging
into the 14,000-odd mark; that they are
considerably larger than any hitherto
trading between England and Canada;
that they have eight (or eighteen)
decks; and are to be magnificently ap-
pointed with all the latest improve-
ments—and which points we cull from
the contemporary already alluded to.
We can believe the foregoing, because
the steamers are building at the Fair-
field Company’s yard, and that is pre-
cisely a place where they are no
slouches at the work. What we should
like to know, is whether the words ‘all
the latest improvements,’ include a
patent fog dispeller, for if it doesn’t,
thef, we are sceptical about the six
days touch.”

Again: ‘“We presume that the griefs
which have surrounded the Allan liners
have not been already forgotten? In-
deed, we much doubt if the unfortun-
_ ate voyagers therein will ever forget
those griefs; but as well as we remem-
ber, the voyages went merry as the
marriage bell, until the ' vicinity of
Quebec. river was reached. That was
where the starch was taken out of the
people’s raiment—to say nothing of
sundry portions of bottom out of the
steamers. And we have an idea that
.nobody, on either of those occasions,
was unduly bursting to make six-day
crossings? Anyhow, the six days’
crossing didn’t come off in the steamer;
and as already suggested, we shall
patiently await the efforts of those
new Canadian Pacific railway boats.
We shall, really! We note that the
same Mr. Flannagan is represented as
having said—at the same psychological
period—and in connection with Cana-
dian transit: Not only will the pas-
sage to Canada be shortened, but the
journey across the continent is to be
more rapid. We are increasing the
speed of the trains from thirty to
forty-five miles per hour (which is a
terrible jump, don’t you think, and is
calculated to put an awful strain on
the oid roads?), and this will also mean
accelerating the passage from England
to the Far East.”

The idea of mere colonists ‘“‘setting
themselves up’” to compete with exist-
ing steamship lines whose vessels make
New York and Boston their principal
ports in America is certainly the very
acme of presumption. Of course the
Maritime Record has never heard of
the seaports of Halifax and St. John,
which are in Canada and can be reach-
ed without entering the treacherous
waters of the St. at all
Neither nas it ever heard of fogs cov-
ering the face of the deep as far down
the Atlantic coast as New York. And
yet it is a fact that the men who direct
the affairs of the C. P. R. have in the
past displayed a fair amount of busi-
ness discrimination not only in manag-
ing the old road upon which such an
“awful strain’”’ is to be put, but in
establishing steamship lines. Canada
is so situated geographically that her
people will have an immense advan-
tage in the competition for the tran-
sportation business of all the contin-
ents, so that the old-established insti-
tutions which appear to consider any
attempt to divert traffic from the old-
established ports might as well make
up theit minds for the impending
change.

This
would give the Premier a portfolio for
a Western member; and if the sugges-
tion as to the Department of Mines
were carried out three ministers from
the West would be included in the
Cabinet.

Three ministers from the maritime
provinces, four from Quebec, five from
Ontario and three from the West
would be, as things are now, a very
suitable division of governmental rep-
resentation; though in a very few
years the growth of the West would
make this arrangement lopsided. To-
day-there are 28 Western members; by
the time of the next election they may
rise to forty, since the two now pro-
vinces are to be redistributed in keep-
ing with a census to be taken this
year; and after the census of 1911 the
Western representation, unless the unit
of representation goes to a much high-
er figure than its present 85,000, will be
at least seventy. The West is thus
coming into its political Kkingdom
rapidly. The fate of the government
may depend upon how the West goes
next time. Sir Wilfrid Laurier doubt-
less recognizes this; and he will justify
his reputation for political sagacity, we
doubt not, by adjusting the West’s
representation in the Cabinet as rapid-
ly as is political practicable, to the
needs and requirements of this coun-
try.

ENGINEER WARD WAS
VICTIM OF ACCIDENT

Grasped Two Svﬁfchés and Was Io-
stantly Killed by Electric Shock
— The ‘Circomstaaces.

At the Goldstream power house of
the B. C. Electric Railway Company
I'riday afternoon a terrible fatality
oceurred, the:victim being the chlef
engineer, Harry 8. Ward. Ezxactly how
the accident happened would be diffi-

Jeagned Mr:' Ward was busy altering
the alignment of the switch board when
both his hafids Inadvertently came in
contact with the coppér on two of the
handles, The conmection made, 700
volts of electricity shot through his
body, and the result was instant death.

This was noticed by his assistant, R.
C. Ward, who rushed to his assistance.
Help, however, arrived too late. Life
had been burnt out of the unfortunate
man before any human aid could reach
him. Everything possible was done to
revive, but the electrocution had been
effective, and all efforts proved futile.
Iimmediately a message was forwarded

to the city, reaching here shortly after |

MISS CAMERON STILL
ON WITNESS STAND

Cross-Examination of Former Principal
_of South Park School Not Yet
Completed.

(From Friday's Daily.)

The- cross-examination of Miss A. D.
Cameron was continued at this morn-
ing’s session of the commission ap-
pointed to investigate the South Park
school drawing trouble. D. M. Eberts,
counsel for the department of educa-
tion, proceeded his questioning, refer-
ring first to the affidavits.

Witness said she had not asked any
children to make declarations and been
refused. It had not entered her mind
to request others to take out affidavits
because it was her desire to obtain
such statements only from those abso-
lutely sure that no ruling had been
done with the exception of the datum

Asked respecting the author of these
forms, witness said she had drawn it
herself,-and it had been written with
the sistance of a number of pupils.
The/latter were questioned searchingly
three times before allowed to sign de-
clarations.

“Yes,” replied witness, ‘“but it's not
my idea of professional courtesy.”

Before the closing of this phase of
the cross-examination Miss Cameron
made a statement with regard to the
circular. She said that it had never
been her understanding of the infor-
mation contained in those documents
that they were to be considered official
instructions. By her they had been
considered more in the light of ‘“‘teach-
ers.”” Nor had witness ever believed
that any oral remarks by Mr. Blair at
conventions and elsewhere were to be
taken as law.

All yesterday afternoon Miss A. D.
Cameron was subjected to a searching
cross-examination by Col. F. G. Gre-
gory, counsel for the board of school
trustees, before the commission in-
vestigating the South Park school
drawing trouble.

Upon the resumption of proceedings
vesterday afternoon Col. Gregory con-
tinued his cross-examination of Miss
Cameron.

Witness contended that she had not
been careless in giving her certificate
to any of the books with the exception
of that of Master Muirhead. It would
have been possible, but highly improb-
able, for any pupils to obtain posses-
sion of the books during school hours
without the permission of the teachers.

Counsel read from a communication
from witness to Superintnedent Rob-
inson, stating that the drawing work
had been done under her personal su-
pervision, and ‘““of her own knowledge
testified that it had been honestly and
fairly done.” He asked witness how
she reconciled such a statement with
the acknowledged fact that Clarence
Muirhead had been allowed to do his
work at home.

Witness explained that her signature
was necessary before the book could
be accepted, and agreed that she might
have been careless.

Handing Miss Cameron the Muirhead
book, counsel asked whether any of
the supposedly straight lines looked as
if they had been ruled.

“No. Oh the outside they don’t ap-
pear s0,” answered witness.

Continuing, she qualified that answer
by pointing out a ceritre or balancing
line which, she said, looked very much
as if it had been drawn with the oas-
sistance of a ruler.

Replying to another query, witness
said the lines did not look as if they
had been ruled, that is the visible por-
tion of them.

‘“What does the invisible part look
like?” asked counsel. ‘“We can’t see
the invisible,” replied witness, ‘but
you would be wise to take it in con-
sideration.”

Col. Gregory wanted to know if wit-
ness spoke of the character of the
drawing work as an expert.

She replied by asking for a definition
of that term. To this counsel declined
to reply, remarking that he was not a
witness. He finally agreed tQ take the
evidence as that of a person with no
special knowledge.

Witness said she based her remarks
with reference to the children’s work
upon her experience of their charac-
ters, ability; etc.

Questioned further, witness said that
she had independently studied a num-
ber of system of drawing, in fact she
had looked into all the standard me-
thods.

She went on, in reply to another
query, to say that the Walter Smith
syStem differed from that advocated
by Mr. Blair in most of the crucial
points. She did not know the differ-
ence between parallel and angular per-
spective under those captions.

Referring to Miss Fraser's
stating that the drawing had been
‘“done with punctilious care and in ac-
cordance with Mr. Blair's instrue-
tions,” witness said that was correct.
They had the department’'s instruc-
tions in circulars. She hadn’'t said
that the Muirhead book was the only
one ruled. So far she had not made
any such statement.

Pressed for a reply, witness said it
was not the only instance in which
ruling was apparent. In one or two
cases she had declined to swear to
some tracings.

She did not like the
word “tinkering.” It carried with it a
sinster meaning, semething, perhaps,
dishonest..

“Oh, no! you’re not slow,” Col. Gre-
gory interrupted. ‘T'm quite willing
to give you credit for that.”

Col. Gregory went on to speak of the
position of the class during the draw-
ing. Witness emphasized the point
that there had been a distinct model
for every four or five pupils. This ex-
plained the similarity of the designs
in the drawing.

The datum line, Miss Cameron said,
had been ruled. She had not given
such instructions. They had been is-
sued by Miss Fraser, B. A., who had
taught the pupils. The latter would
be able to give evidence in regard to
the matter. She did not know where
such authority had been obtained. It
was impossible for her to tell why the
top line had not been ruled upon the
same principle that the datum had
been traced with mechanical assis-
tance.

Commissioner Lampman wanted to
know whether it was suggested that
the datum line had been ruled, the
teachers having a knowledge that it
was not permitted. He thought, in
view of the fact that the ruling of the
datum line had been so open and done
in so many books, such a conclusion
was improbable.

Drawing, witness said, had been
taught by the use of vanishing points
or perspective. She thought it was
the proper method. Witness could no*
say whether the vanishing lines in con-
nection with the models were firmer
than those used in the construction of
the figures themselves in some in-
stances. She had never seen paper
utilized for purposes of ruling or test-
ing. Witness had noticed the similar-
ity in the size of the cylinders. She
explained that by the fact that the
children had been so instructed. The
result showed accurate judgment and
commendable persistency. In order to
use a vanishing point there had to be
a horizontal line.

In response to a request by counsei
to explain how the vanishing points
were found, witness said ‘“‘they found
themselves.”

Then followed a lengthy and techi-
cal discussion between witness and
counsel on the point mentioned.

Col. Gregory held that it was. im-
proper for model drawing to be done
by such a method. Reading
Prang he pointed out where the turn-
ing out of books with work similar to
that of draughtsmen was not always
creditable.

Witness agreed to that and stated
that the South Park books had been
so completed. It was not desirable.
“The Blair system,” she continued
“was a wicked waste of time, leading
no whither.”

About this time Commissioner
Lampman broke in with the remark
that such a discussion would have to
be disallowed hereafter. He would
rule out any evidence that appeared
to him irrelevant. He afterwards
added that the reason he had not in-

troduced the regulation was because |

he thought a certain amount of lati-
tude should be permitted. In his opin-
ion when one witness was under ex-
amination for upwards of four days
there could be nothing of importance
that had not been brought out.

D. M. Eberts, representing the de-
partment of education, sought permis-
sion to ask a few questions, which was
granted.

SUGGESTS NEW DEPARTMENT.

The Globe Thinks Mines Branch Might
Be Elevated With Mr. Temple-
man as Minister.

Governor-General of Livonia Thinks
He Has Sufficient Troops to
Crush Rebellion.

Riga, Livonia, Jan. 6.—In_an inter-
view with the Associated Press to-day
Governor-General Sollojub said:

“My plan is first to concentrate the
troops which were scattered through-
out the Baltic provinces before my ar-
rivall 'I purpose systematically to gar-
rison the principal towns. Heretofore
the detachments have been wild-goos-
ing the insurgent, disappearing as
soon as the soldiers would approach,
‘only to reappear after they had de-
parted. The principal embarrassment
now is the lack of troops, but a suffi-
cient number, I think, are under ord-
ers to put down the rebellion. My
purpose is to restore order with as lit-
tle loss of life as possible, but in such
an insurrection complications compel
harsh measures in which innocent as
well as guilty persons suffer.

“The root of the trouble is the in-
tense hatred between the . German
landlords and the Lettish peasants,
which has continued for generations.
The peasants since their emancipation,
unlike the Russians, have been entirely
without land, and a system practically
approaching ancient feudalism was ob-
tained. As soon as order is restored
in the Baltic provinces the people there
will not only receive the benefits of
the reform manifesto of October 30th,
but will be accorded a large measure
of self-government. I purpose to
order many long needed reforms, es-
pecially on the question of land tenure,
through an assembly of representa-
tives of the classes, which the Emper-
or has ordered invoked.”

David Steel dropped his eyes from
the mirror and shuddered as a man
who sees his own soul bared for_tl'\e
first time. And yet the mirror was in
itself a thing of artistic beauty—en-
graved Florentine glass in a frame of
deep old Flemish oak.

People envied him. Well, that was
all in the sweets of the victory. They
praised his blue china, they lingered
before his Oriental dishes and the
choice pictures on the panelled walls.
The whole thing was still a constant
pleasure to Steel’'s artistic mind. The
dark walls, the old oak and silver, the
red shades and the high artistic fit-
tings soothed him and pleased him,
and played upon his tender imagina-
tion. And behind there was a study,
filled with books and engravings, and
beyond that again a conservatory,
filled with the choicest blossoms. Steel
could work with the passion flowers
above his head and the tender grace
of the tropical ferns about him, and
he could reach his left hand for his
telephone and call Fleet street to his
ear.

It was all unique, delightful, the
dream of an artistic soul realized.
Three years before David Steel had
worked in an attic at a bare deal
table, and his mother had £3 per week
to pay for everything. TUsually there
was balm in this recollection.

In two
years' time Steel would be well off. He
was terribly short of ready money, but
he had just finished a serial story for
which he was to be paid £500 within !

But these novels of his he had
more or less given away, and he
ground his teeth as he thought of it.
Still, everything spelt prosperity. If
he lived, David Steel was bound to
become a rich man.

And yet he was ruined. Within 24
hours everything would pass out of
his hands. To all practical purposes it i
had done so already. And all for the
want of £1,000! Steel had earned twice
that amount during the past twelve
months, and the fruits of his labor
were as balm to his soul about him.
Within the next twelve months he
could pay the debt three times over.
He would cheerfully have taken the
bill and doubled the amount for six |
months’ delay.

And all this because he had become
surety for an absconding brother.
Steel had put his pride in his pocket
and interviewed his creditor, a little,
polite, mild-eyed financier, who meant
to have his money to the uttermost
farthing. At first he had been suave
and sympathetic, until he had discov-

Evidence of William Peden of This City.

In the police court at Vancouver on
Wednesday when Mrs. Jones and Mrs.

“I certainly do,” the court prose-
cutor told him. “You would not ques-
tion the evidence of deceased persons
in the matter of pedigree, would you?”

“But this is not a pedigree case, it’s
altogether different,” was Mr. Martin’s
refuge. “But let’s hear your autheri~
ties. The authorities of my learned
friend generally fall down when exam-
ined.”

Martin held that they did not apply, as
Mr. Jones had not been proved to be
the father of Fred Jones, the authority
being that the person making the
statement must be a blood relation: or
husband or wife.
