At Butte.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 27,—President
Taft dropped a quarter of a mile into
ihe earth here to-day. His fall w
painless and he returned to the sur-
face without a scratch or a jolt. His
descent was made in the. shaft of the
Leonard copper mine, which js bored
1,800 feet downward into the earth’s
crust. The president stayed his down-
ward flight at the 1,200-foot level and
watched with interest the electric
drills biting out chunks of copper ore.

From the mine the president pro-
ceeded to the court hLeuse  sh'wre,
where he addressed a great throng. At
12.45 the president Jéft »Butte -for-
Helena.

While in this eity President Tagt was
given a full-sized golf stick made " of
copper, silver and gold. The gift was
presented by Mayor Nevin on behalf |
of the citizens of Butte. *

Return to Federation.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 27.—Rather than
drive the organization~of the Wes
Federation of Miners on the rocks
internal dissension, the. Engineers;
Union No. 83 of this city to-day end- |
ed the suspension of work in forty-five
Jocal mines by agreeing to return to the
ranks of the federation, from which
they seceded last Friday.

The engineers will formally return to
the federation . to-day if everything
goes as planned and the 10,000 miners
who refused to work in the mines here
with engineers in bad union standing
will return to work. The night shift
of 4,000 men will re-open the mines at
6 o’clock this evening,

The action of the engineers averts
for a time at least one of the greatest
labor troubles threatening the Waest-
ern Federation. Of two hundred and
fifty seceding engineers nearly two
hundred have asked that federation
union cards be issued to them imme-
diately. It is expected that all en-
gineers will have re-entered the federa-
tion and full forces will be working |
by to-morrow. ‘

Settlement was brought about by the
action of the mine owners in standing
with the miners and indicating to the
engineers that thexr must become mem-
bers of the federation.

NOT AID COOK

REFUSES TO CARRY
INSTRUMENTS ON STEAMER

——

Brooklyn Explorer May Be De-
layed in Confirming His
Story.

(Times Leased Wire.)

New York, Sept. 27.—By Commander
Robert E. Peary refusing to allow
Harry Whitney, the big game hunter,
to bring Dr, ¥. A. Cook’s instruments
and data back to civilization, the
Brooklyn physician will be delayed at
least a year in confirming his discovery
of the North Pole.

This at least is the assertion being
made here by prominent scientists, who
declare that it will be necessary for
pr. Cook. to produce his instruments
in order to substantiate his claim.

The Brooklyn physician, however, is
undismayed and declares that the ship
bringing his two Eskimos to this coun-
try to substantiate his claims will stop
at Etah and bring his instruments.

The scientists are skeptical about the
ship reaching its destination before the
Arctic winter sets in.

Message From Whitney,

The following message was received
in this city yesterday for Dr. Frederick
A. Cook:

“Strathcona, via Indian Harbor and
Cape Ray, N. F., Sept. 25.

“Started for home on Roosevelt.
Nothing arriveg for me. Peary would
allow nothing belonging to you on
board. Said to leave everything in
cache at Etah.

“Met Capt, Sam, North Star. Did
not go back after going on schooner
bound St. John's take steamer home.
Hope you are well. See you soon, Ex-
plain' all. Good shooting.

“HARRY WHITNEY.”

Dr. Cook was questioned as to his
view of the situation created by the
action ascribed to Commander Peary,
but he declined to say anything derog-
atory of his‘rival. Cook did net appear
0% zreatly perturbed b¥ the Hews
he had received from Whitney. He
hopes to ‘sée him in a very short ti)ne
and hear a complete explanation of tha
occurrence at Etah.

“The "leaving of the instruments in
the nonth may cause delay in sending
any reeords - to -Copenhagen,” said
Cook, “but’ will not ‘affect the people
tion.

“The instruments are not lost. The
Eskimés- know where they are. They
wiil be looked after. As to the ques-
tion of proof, that is the same whether
the observations are made by one per-
son or by five or more. :

“My instruments were packed separ-
ately in several boxes and these were
put inte a packing case. They could
not be injured by falls or rough handl-
ing.”

. Peary’s Charge,

Portland, Maine, Sept. 27.—It is
learned from a source close to Com-
mander Peary, that the commander jus-
tifies his action in refusing to allow
Dr. Cook’s instruments or records on
board the Roosevelt on the theory that
he had been aware for some time of
Cook’s intention to claim the discovery
of the North Pole and that Peary there-
fore would sanction nothing to aid this
‘project.

Peary’s forthcoming statement con-
cerning Cook, it was learned, will
charge that Cook cannot produce shoes,
sledges or other equipment that will
show the wear and tear that comes
from travel over the Arctic ice. 'This
is the first intimation of any specific
evidence. .

Commander Peary will go to Bar
Harbor to-day for a conference with
Thomas H. Hubbard, president of the
Peary Arctic Club.

‘Will Meet Hubbard.

South Harpswell, Maine, Sept. 27.—
Stirred to action by the approach of
Harry Whitney to givilization, Com-
mander Robert E. Peary started for
Bar Harbor this morning to converse
with Genera] Hubbard, .president of
the Peary Arctic Club, concerning the
advisability of immediately launching
charges against Dr, Cook.

The explorer will remain at Bar Har-
bor until Wednesday and whether the
charges will be given out from there
‘rests, he says, with General Hubbard.
Commander Peary to-day said:

“The Roosevelt sailed from Eagle
Island for New York last night. When
the vessel passes Sandy Hook I shall!
be on the bridge and when it docks 1
will tell the people that thé man ‘who
found the North Pole is standing on
the bridge of the Roosevelt.”

Commander Peary refused to digcuss
the charge made by Whitney in his
cable message to Dr. Cook that Peary
would not allow Whitney to take Dr.
Cook’s belongings on board the steamer
Roosevelt and forced him to leave them
cached at Etah.

In answer to several questions on the
subject all Peary would say'was that
the charges made by Whitney would
not help Cook.

Peary also refused to discuss the asg-
sertion that Whitney left the Roosevert
only because he was forced to do so,
In concluding the interview, Peary
said:

“] have only this to say: Dr, Cook
did not reach the pole. I am prepsdred
to leave the verdict to the world. When

I have finished with Cook, I wil] have
proved, ay I said before, that Cook' did'
not reach the pole.”

TAFT PREACHES
SUNDAY SERMON

OCCUPIES PULPIT: IN
MORMON TABERNACLE

Reviews School Children and
Also Speaks in Y. M. C. A.
Building.

(Pimes Lgased Wire,)

Salt Lake, Usgah, Sept. 27.—In the
pulpit of the famous Mormon taber-
nacle in this city, where four years
ago Theodore Roosevelt, then the chief
executive of the nation, preached a
sermon on right living-and the duties
of citizenship, President Taft yester-
day faced an audience which he said
inspired him to try to follow in the
footsteps of his predecessor.

Mr., Taft did preach a sermon, text
and all. The immense audience in the
flag-draped edifice, the splendid musi-
cal programme of operatic and pa-
triotic selections inspired him, the
president declared, with higher
thoughts of country and patriotism.

“A soft answer turneth away
wrath, but grievous words stir up an-
ger,”’ was the text selected by the
chief magistrate from the book of Pro-
verbs. The sermon was a homely ut-
terance, largely made up of a relation
of ,stories to give emphasis to the
points the president desired to' make.
From the tabernacle the president
was driven in review of some 20,000
school children. At one point along
the line a thousand or more tots had
been arranged in a living flag, red,
write and blue capes and caps serving
to outline the national eniblem.

Thence the president proceeded to
the ¥.M.C.A., where he made a brief
address to an audience composed en-
tirely of men. Lastly, the president
attended services especially arranged
for him at the Unitarian church. After
this unusually busy Sunday morning
he left Salt Lake at noon for Ogden,
where he enjoved an eighteen-mile ride
through Ogden canyon and made his
third address of the day at Lester
park.

WAR IN MOROCCO
IS NOW AT END

TRIBESMEN MAY ACCERT _
TERMS OF SPANIARDS'

THREE MEN RESCUED
BY LIFE SAVERS

Boat CapSizes When Returning
to Shore and Occupants
Have Narrow Escape.

DECIDE TO CONTINUE
“BOYCOTT” OF ENGlNEERSi

Every Mine in muaha City
and Vicinity Is Shut
Down.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 25.—After an all-
night -meeting, marked by a series of
small -Tiots between opposing factions
of miners and mine engineers, the
Butte Miners’ Union early to-day re-
solved to continue its “boycott” of the
Engineers’ Union, No, 83, which has
seceded from the Western Federation
of Miners.

The miners, who are loyal to the fed-
eratxon declare that their withdrawal
from the mines is not a ‘strike,”” but
adherence to a rule of the federation
prohibiting them from working with
members-in bad stanging. 3

Ten thousand miners in Butte, the
heart gnd ceptre of the great ‘mining
territory of the state, and headquar-
ters for the Amalgamated Rroperties,
are idle to-day, Every mine. in this
city and viciriity is shut down and a
continuance -of "the suspension means
that within five days every smelter and
all allied industries will be closed.

The feature of the strike so far is the
use of the ‘“boycott” by one powerful
body of union men against another.
Heretofore this weapon of unionism
has been directed toward refractory
employers. To-day it is being used by
the Butte Miners’ Union to compel the
Engineers’ Union, No. 83, to remain a
part of the Western Federation of
Miners. A majority of the engineers
have seceded from the federation and
thé miners’ union hag ordered its mem-
bers not to work in mines where the
seceding engineers are employed.

Two thousand miners last night sur-
rounded the shaft of the Gagnon mine
and threatened to mob twenty-eight
miners 'who refused to obey the union’s
Fifteen police-
men and Sheriff O'Rourke, with every
deputy aiding him, managed to dis-

FACTORY

DESTROYED BY FIRE

0ld Established Business in City Suffered Heavy
Loss This Morning— Over $50,000 Involved
in Destruction.

(From Saturday's Daily.)

Fifty thousand dollars’ worth of
property and stock, partly covered by
insurance, went up in an early morn-
.ing . blaze this morning at the biscuit
and candy factory of M., R. Smith &
Company, Niagara street, the oldest
concern of the kind on the Pacific
coast. The three-story frame building
is estimated at a loss of  $10,000, and
the balance covers the stock amd plant.
The insurance was $30,000, being about
$10,000 on the building and $20,000 on
stock and plant.

The origin of the blaze is not defi-
nitely known, but is placed by Fire
Chief Thomas Davis as having started
in the neighborhood of the engine
room. The fires had been banked at
night after the end of the day’s work,
and were so left last night. When the
brigade arrived this morning about 5.25

the building was a seething furnace,
but indications showed the fire had
commenced® at the rear corner where
the engine room is situated. That the
fire was confined to the building alone
and not allowed to spread to the frame
dwelling next door or to the stables at
the rear is a marvel, and a splendid
testimony to the efficiency of the fire
department. The destroyed building
was eighty by sixty-six feet, and
stands twelve feet from a frame dwell-
ing on one side and from twenty to
thirty feet from the stabling and barn,
which are but a few feet from a num-
ber of new houses on Ladysmith street
at the rear. The wind was blowing
freely from the south and carried the
flames directly in the direction of the
barns and stables where three horses
were stabled and the new houses on
the rear street. The strength of the
wind can be estimated and the danger
to the surrounding buildings under-
stood by the fact that as far away as
Michigan and Menzies streets black
cinders are spread on the sidewalks.
Even the parliament grounds were
covered with embers. Al} along the
sidewalks through the Jameg Bay dis-
trict for five and six blécks large cin-
ders leave a trail to guide the sight-
seer to the scéeneé of the early morn-
ing conflagration. The rain which fell
last night possibly saved many of the
handsome residences from ignition by
the flying embers and destruction.

In the neighborhood are many paint-
ed shingle roofs which needed but a
spark to set them alight. Last night's
rain having damped the buildings
undoubtedly prevented the James Bay
district from being swept by a mam-
moth conflagration.

The factory destroyed was but a
shell and one of the oldest buildings in
the city. 1t was three stories, built
completely of wood with the exception
of the brick engine room and oven.
Once alight it burned with fierce in-
tensity and was soon roaring and
seething. It has been occupied by the
firm for the past twenty-two years,
and the wooden structure has never
been renewed. The stock consisted of
candy and biscuit boxes, sugar, choco-
late, essences and flour, Two carloads
of the latter were delivered yesterday.

The alarm was received at the head
station at 5:17 a. m,, and was respond-
ed to by Fire Chief Davis and the
complete brigade, The brigade raced
down Government street, turned down
Belleville street and thence to the
scene down Montreal street. Four lines
of hose were connected, while the en-
gine was . stationed at Simcoe and
Montreal streets, Fire Chief Davis
found the building doomed but at-
tempted to cut the flames off through
the centre of the building. The fire
had been burning fully thirty minutes
when the brigade arrived and to save
it was found hopeless. The chief sta-
tioned his men around the building
with four lines of hose and attacked
the flames from all directions. Atten-
tion, however, was also directed to the
stables and barn, which were alight
ang charred. Three horses were stamp-
ing: and squealing with terror in the
stables unable to free themselves, with
the fire raging but a few feet from
them, and their nostrils full of the
smoke and the smell of fire. Blankets
mere placed over their heads and prod-
Wed from behind they were sent
through the small open space between
the building and the stables through
burning cinders and past the flames
out ‘through an opening cut in the
neighboring fence to safety.

Meantime the brigade attacked the.
fire on the barn and stables and soon
had it safe. The hose was then run
round the building again to assist the
three other lines playing on the fire.
A few minutes later the side wall fac-
ing the cottage fell outward with a
}crash and set fire to a large wood pile
' which, however, was saved.

The houses on Ladysmith street at
the rear were found to be steaming
from the intense heat, 'and the chief
brought the residents of the dwellings
to aid in' their protection.

Persceverance and a good water sup-
ply gradually got the flames under cen-
trol, and ‘before 6 o'clock all danger to
surrounding buildings had passed. The
tenants of the adjoining house waken-
ed early by the light of the flames and
intense heat were out of bed and had
soen removed their furniture,

Fire ChHief Davis, seen in the midst
of the work this morning, said: “The
alarm was responded to immediately,
and when we arrived the fire. had a
strong hold throughout the building, It
was roaring. The building is but tinder,
and once well alight nothing could save
it. It must have been alight more than
fifteen minutes before the alarm was
sent in, Had we got the alarm early
we might have controlled it, The water
pressure was good. I have no fault to

find with it.”

Chief Davis also had a word to say

regarding the work of the men under
him as he superintended the work this
morning. He said: ‘“The men worked
splendidly. This is the _first big S-»
since I have been here, and I mus~-
say they proved themselves the best
body of firemen I have had under me.”

No arrangements have been made yet
by the firm for thé continuance of the
business, The firm had in all.its win-
ter stock, and was getting ready  to
manufacture for the Christmas trade.
Arrangements will be made at once to
fill all orders, and an announcement is
expected Monday,

FLAMES DESTROY
MILLS AT VANCOUVER

Fire at Huntting Lumber Co.’s
Plant Causes Loss of
$100,000.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 25.—Fire
again devastated thie plant of the Hunt-
ting Lumber Company last night, de
stroying the shingle mill, the planin-
mill: and other buildings remaining
from the conflagration’ of August 20th
last. The fire broke out'shortly before
11 o’clock in the drying Kkiln and took
a firm hold immediately. Long before
the fire brigade could reach the scene,
the whole place, wikh the exception of
a portion of the lumber yard, was in
flames right down to the waters’ edge.
At midnight the conflagration was un-
der control but it was late this morn-
ing before the fire was extinguished.

The outbreak was first noticeq at
10.56 p.m., when flames shot out of
the drying kiln, which immediately be-
¢ame wrapped in a sheet of fire. The
mill and planing sheds were completely
gutted, and other smaller outbuildings
were also destroyed. 'The heat at the
east side was inténse, and some Jap-
anese, whose dwellings were located
there, close to the mill, were kept bus-
ily engaged pouring water on the roof
and sides of their homes with smail
and leaking garden hose. Four C. P
R. box cars across thé street were also
destroyed.

DEATH ROLL FROM
STORM INCREASES

CASUALTIES WILL
PROBABLY EXCEED 300

Property Loss Along Gulf Coast
is Placed at Fifty Million
Dollars.

New Orleans, Sept. 24—With two
hundred already known to be dead in
Louisiana alone, and a number of
other villages and hamlets yet to be
heard from, it seems certain :to-day
that the list of casualties resulting
from Monday’s tida] wave will exceed
300. Telephone and telegraph com-
munication is gradually being restored,
and as a result the dead is being added
to almost hourly.

Conservative estimates by business-
men to-day place the property loss at
$50,000,000. The sugar cane crop,
which alone is valued at $1,500,000, is a
total loss. The damage  to the rice
flelds, which are. directly in the path
of the storm, cannot be estimated at
this time, but they are almost certain
to be a total loss.

Hundreds of houses have been un-
roofed, and in a number of instances
what were thought to have been sub-
stantial buildings: were ' reduced to
kindling .wood by the force of the gale
that accompanied the tidal wave.

The wreckage from the smal] fishing
vessels and other craft is drifting
ashore, and the loss from  this source
is certain to run into the thousands.

The full story of the damage done
by Monday night’s storm is still untold.
Reports received to-day say that the
whole rice crop of Vermillion parish
has been destroyed and that many rice
fields are stil] under water. The de-
vastation spreads over hundreds of
thousands of acres.

To-day’s “reports- shown. that one-
fourth of ¥the entire sugar crop is
ruined, and that half the cotton crop
is lest. The  state .house at Baton-
rogue was slightly damaged and many
important records are water-soaked.
The executive manion also was ‘dam-
aged by the terrific wind and the heavy
downpour.

ALLEGED SWINDLERS
’ ARE INDICTED

Victims Reported to Have Lost
Over Half Million
Dollars.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Council Bluffs, Towa, Sept. 24.—The
United States grand jury for the
southern district of Iowa, yésterday
indicted James C. Maybray and 84 al-
leged associates, who are charged with
conspiring to defraud by illegal use of
the mails. With the exception of May-
bray and three or four others, none- of
those indicted are in custody and for
that reason the names of the defend-
ants were not made public. The list in-
cludes many persons known in criminal
circles in all parts of the country.

Although specific amounts are. not
mentioned in the indictment, it is au-
thoritatively stated -that the amounts
lost by the supposed victims of May-
bray and others named will exceed half
a million dollars. The sums lost range
from $1,500 to $30,000, they having been
placed on a fake horse race, according
to the evidence of a Missouri banker.
Fake wrestling, fake foot races and
fake horse racing were the principal
forms of graft.

THOUSANDS OF
'MINERS STRIKE

TROUBLE MAY  SPREAD
IN MINING CAMPS

Men Refuse to Work Because
Engineers Withdraw From
Western . Federation.

Butte, Mont., Sept, 24.—Three thous-
and miners of the day shift employed
in forty-five of the largest mines of
the Amalgamated properties, refused
to go to work this morning and 5,000
men of the night shift announced their
intention to-day of not reporting for
duty to-night because the engineers
employed at the mines have seceded
from the Western Federation of Min-
ers and have formed an independent
union of their own. The action of the
engineers. followed by that of the min-
ers threatens to start an internecine
strife between unions, which may in-
volve every .big mining camp west of
the Rockies.

General Manager John Gillie, of the
Amalgamated, has issued an ultimatum
to the men on involuntary strike that
they must return to work within five
days or the company will shut down
the big smelters at Anaconda and
Great Falls, and 15,000 men will be
‘thrown out of work.

The action of the miners to-day fel-
lowed a riotous meeting at Engineers’
hall last night. The engineers were in
session for several hours. After it was
announced that they had voted to se-
cede from the Western Federation, a
body of miners descended upon the hall,
broke in' the' doors and smashed win-
dows. Lights were extinguished and
in. the riots that followed scores of
shots were exchanged., One man was
slightly wounded by a bullet and sev-
eral were badly beaten.

Police reserves and deputy sheriffs
are held in readiness here for further
disorders, which it is believed will fol-
low an attempt by the.self-ostracized
engineers to enter the mines and work
the lifts, .

Western Federation miners declare
they will not work in the mines 1n
which the lifts are net operated by
Western Federation engineers. The
company officials declare that it is no
concern of theirs whether the engineers
are federation men or not. The engi-
neers maintain ‘that they will not re-
turn to the federation.

There has been considerable “ill-feel-
ing between the engineers and miners
for some time. It is predicted freely
that the trouble will extend to othe¥
mining camps of the west.

son, given by a practical authority, for
the comparative indifference of exhibi-
tors is the fact that on the whole the
vear was an indifferent one for fruit-
growers and others engaged in kin-
dred industries wupon the southern
portion of the Island, and indeed over
the major portion of British Columbia.
This is a factor, certainly, for which
the management cannot be held re-
sponsible.

So that
feature, unquestionably objectionable
to a very large element whose patron-
age is necessary to the success of
the fair, will be completely eliminated
in the future.

Another thing to which the apparent
lack of enthusiasm for the success of
the fair this year has been attributed
is  the superior attraction of the
Alaska-Yukon-Pacific exhibition which

has been in progress during the entire |

summer in Seattle. The Provincial
Fair of Victoria, -excellent though it
has been in many respects during, re-
cent years, and steadily though it has
grown in strength and in favor, can-
not be said to approach within even
measurable distance of the quality of
a world’s fair. The large attendance of
Victorians at the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific
Exhibition unquestionably affected
the gate of the Provincial Fair.
Comparisons were inevitable though
uhreasonable, and the inevitable result
followed—a falling off in receipts from
a source upon which our institution
principally depended for success.

However, conditions will be normal
again next year, and the experience,
including ary mistakes that may have
been made, will be beneficial. The
management has but one course to pur-
sue: forget the things that dre past
and prepare to command ungualified
success in the future. Our exhibition
is an established institution, There is
no reason ‘why the untoward circum-
stances of the present year should
prove in the slightest degree discour-
aging to the management.

{a finished product the result would be
more beneficial to their people. In
this respect they have taken a leaf out
of the book of the protectionists of the
United States, whose policy is to fos-
ter home manufactures and to export
finished products in preference to ex-
porting  raw material. This policy isin
conflict with the programme of the
present government of the TUnited
States, which aims to get raw ma-
terial from everywhere outside of the
national boundaries, convert it into
finished articles and sell it in that form
not only at home but to the entire
world. That is the way in which the

wise men of the republic hope to
make their country the ‘“workshop of
the world.” But in framing this pol-
icy they have failed to take into con-
sideration the fact that other nations
may also have ambitions to turn their
natural resources to the best possible
account without permitting -them to
pass through the workshops of rival
nations. The world is not yet pre-
pared to submit to the industrial dic-
tation of the United States of Amer-
ica. At least Canada is not, unless we
greatly mistake the temper of her
people.

The end to which the protectionist
party of the United States has been
working for a quarter of a century
was made conspicuously manifest by
the fiscal results of the last special
session of Congress, ostensibly called to
lower the tariff on the mandate of
the people. The mandate was given
a curious interpretation = by the high
tariff champions. All treaties of trade
with foreign countries were declared
abrogated in March, 1910. In future
trade relations with the republic will
be fixed not by friendly negotiation
but by arbitrary dictation from Wash-
ington. The fact is asumed that in
pursuance of powers acquired by leg-
islation the United States can dictate
the terms upon which their pulp wood
shall be handled by the various prov-
inces of Canada. If the raw material
from which paper is made be not dis-
posed of to American paper mills as
the government of the TUnited States
shall decree, the duty on print paper
seeking entrance to the markets of the
republic shall not be admitted except
at practically prohibitory rates of
duty. That is the situation, and upon
it based the-idea of & tariff- war be-
tween the United States and Canada.
All we can say is that if war be de-
clared the cost of it 'must be borne by
the  reading . public of the United
States. The newspapers must have
the raw material from which their
products are manufactured. Their
output is increasing every day and
the pulp wood from.which that .output
is manufactured is daily decreasing
correspondingly. There can Ue but one
result, and Canada can afford to await
the issue. Our government is under
no necessity of declaring war. All-it
has to do, to use a phrase well under-
stood in the United States, is to “'stand
pat.”” We have endured the fiscal hos-
tility of the republic for a generation.
We have watched our exports to the
United States compared with our im-
ports from that country fall in value
until they are as one dollar to “three,
and yet we have continued to prosper
amazingly. Unless - we are greatly
mistaken the government of Canada,
disregarding the actions of the United
States, will continue to act as it thinks
best in the interests of this country.

THE COWICHAN LAKE RAILWAY.

A contemporary which: prides itself
upon the fact that it is optimistic to
the point, almost, of effervescence in
regard to the beneficial effects of rail-
way construction wupon Vancouver
Island, takes a pessimistic view of the
business prospects which would fol-
low the extension of the E. & N. Rail-
way to CowichanwLake. ‘A few days ago
the Times announced that before Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy turned hig face
eastward negotiations for the sale of
fifty thousand acres of timber lnds
irc the Cowichan Valley would probably
be completed, and that as a result of
that important transaction a decision
would be reached respecting the es-
tablishment of saw mills and other
works in.the neighborhood of Cowichan
Bay and the commencement of work
upon the mooted railway line to Cow-
ichan Lake. The sale has been con-
summated and the railway will be
built. Our contemporary affects to be-
lieve that the effect will be beneficial
principally to Vancouver, which will
have direct connection with the mills
and the railway. If the city on the in-
let receives the larger share of the ad-
vantages of the development of the
most valuable timber belt in the world
and the opening up ‘of thousands of
acres of splendid agricultural land to
settlers, it will not be because it has
any advantage in connection over Vic-
tcria but because the business inter-
ests of the capital are not sufficiently
enterprising to seize and make the
most of their opportunities. We do
not believe that our business men can
fairly be charged with indifference to
such openings for the expansfon of
trade upon even terms as come their
way. Victoria will in this matter have
the advantage of better and more. di-
rect rail connection and shorter water
connection. 'We believe the construc-

However, the earth has yielded abun-
dantly during the . present year, and
there is no likelihood of the accumu-
lation thus noted being drawn against.
On the contrary, the business sky is
now so clear that it will be considered
once more quite safe to follow the mem-
orable advice of a former Finance
Minister, Sir Leonard Tilley, given
under much less promising con-
ditions, to ‘“clap on all sail.”

The Customs Department of the Do-
minion has reduced the business oper-
ations of the past yea™ to figures in or-
der that Canadians may thoroughly
understand, as far as statistics can
make them comprehensible, the situa-
tion as compared with the preceding
yvear. A summary of these returns as
published in the Ottawa Free Press
makes very interesting and instruc-
tive reading to all who care to follow
the industrial progress of Canada. The
imports showed a decrease of $61,029,-
917, reaching only a total of $309,756,-
608, but the' exports fell off by only $18,-
494,447, their aggregate being $261,512,-
159. This is a record which no other
country , equalled during the panicky
conditions ‘of 1907-8, ‘and «Canada can
congratulate herself on coming through
the ordeal so well as she did.

The blue book shows that the farmer
remains the bulwark of our trade. The
exports of domestic produce reached a
total of $242,603,584. Of this the pro-
duce of the farm made up more than
half, amounting to $123,346,853. The
forest provided $39,667,387; the mine
$37,257,699; the fisheries $13,319,664; while
the factories only exported goods to a
value of $28,957,050.

Great Britain continues to be our
best customer, taking $133,745,375 worth
of our goods. The United States was
again second with a total of $92,604,357,
a falling off of $21,000,000 in the year.
France, Italy, Holland, Belgium, New-
foundland, and China and Japan
bought more from us than in the pre-
vious twelve months, while there was
a decided falling off in our exports to
Germany, Spain, the West Indies, South
America and -Australia.

We continue to buy more from the
United States than from Great Briiain,
but this is largely ‘due to our geo-
graphical position and to the fact that
our neighbors to the south produce
many of the raw materials which are
needed in our industries, such as cot-
ton, tobacco, corn and coal. The trade
with Great Britain is developing sat-
isfactorily under the operation of the
preference and owing to the determin-
ation, daily becoming more pro-
nounced, of the British manufacturer
to take advantage of the Canadian de-
sire to purchase where possible from
the Motherland. But there is much
left to be done before the British
trader will overcome the geographical
advantage enjoyed by his competitor in
the United States, even though he ig
aided by the tariff preference.

The' duty collected upon the imports
—the rate of taxation in fact—was 16.11
pen cent. as compared with 16.27 in the
previous year, which is not so great a
burden as some theorists would have
the people believeé.

Year for Variety of
Reasons.

The annual fall fair of 1909, under
the auspices of the British Columbia
AgriculturalbAssociation, came to a
close on Saturday evening. While the
general feeling is that the exhibition
this year was not sq attractive as in
former seasoms, it is hard to particu-
larize in respect to deficiencies. Nu-
merically, at all events, the exhibits in
all classes save live stock were in ex-
cess of last year; and the attendance,
despite unfavorable weather conditions
at the opening of the week, was on the
whole good. There was, however, a
decided lack of enthusiasm displayed
by the crowds in ‘attendance, and this
is explained by many as being due to
the fact that the whole of Waestern
America has been fair-surfeited this
season because of the great exposition
at Seattle. This great event, which
has been in progress since June 15th
last, has attracted to Seattle nearly
everybody who could afford to go, and
as a consequence these thousands had
very little desire to see the small fair
by comparison which Victoria could
offer. Then, again, those who had been
to Seattle and also attended the local
fair were naturally in a critical mood,
and this accounted no doubt for the
general attitude of those in attendance.
It is true that the special attractions
which had been engaged failed to come
up to expectations in many- respects.
This was especially the case in regard
to .the airship. Weather conditions
militated against successful flights by
the machine, and the management
seemed to be in difficulties of a private
character, but on.the several flights
that were ~-attempted the spectacle
proved an exceptionally interesting
one.

It is conceded on all hands that the
work of the women who interested
themselves In the fair was conspicu-
ously successful, and the women'’s
building admirably filled the niche in
the general scheme of the exhibition
which had been allotted to it. The en-
ergetic committee who had the man-
agement of itsaffairs in hand have
every reason to congratulate them-
selves,

this year. In the main building
Fletcher Bros. each day provided an
excellent programme which was lis-
tened te with the greatest interest by
all who attended.

New Orleans, Sept. 24 —With the
water from Monday’'s tidal wave slow-
1y receding the damage now appears
greater than earlier reports indicated.
Terrebonne parish presents a desolate
sight. What formerly were rich fileds

of growing grain and rice to-day are

nothing but mud flats. Many bodies of

victims have been found buried in.the !

mud and slime. Refugees from the
flooded districts, rendered homeless by
the ravages of the water and its ac-
companying gale, this afternoon are
Houma and other inland
towns. Millions of dollars worth of
timber has been felled by the storm.
The sugar cane crop is as cleanly cut
as though it“had been gevered with a
knife.

Gangs of laborers this afternoon are
clearing the streets of Batonrouge,
which was in darkness from Monday
until Wednesday. Street car traffic in
the- eity is = demoralized. - The tele-
phone exchange has been idle for two
days and only two hundred wires are
in working order this afternoon.

When the tidal wave was at lIts
height it was attended by a gale which
reached a velocity of 85 miles an hour.
At Bay St. Louis the property -loss
alone is $500,000. Biloxi, Long Beach,
Gulfport and Scranton each are dam-
aged to the extent of $100,000.

Baltimore, Md., Sept. 27.—Twelve
persons are reported to have lost their
lives, according to a dispatch received
here to-day from Georgetown, Dela-
ware, by the foundering of a steamer
off Cape Henlopen. It is reported that
life-savers, battling in a heavy sea,
rescued six other persons. The name
of the steamer is not mentioned in the
dispatch.

Another report of the foundering of
the vessel off Cape  Henlopen was
brought here this morning by Captain
Pelane, of the steamer -Porto Rico.

IN B. C. DECREASES

The next
moment the man disappeared in the
dense smpke, A rescue party was pre-
paring to go after Green, who it was
believed had been overcome when the
officer staggered from the heated in-
terior bearing the unconscious canine
in his arms,

Notwithstanding that he. was bleed-
ing from a score of cuts received while
feeling his way to the animals cage,
Green immediately set about reviving
the dog.

At the first sign indicating that the
dog was not dead the man picked it up
and hastened to the central emergency
hospital, where for the first time in its
history, the hospital physician receiv-
ed a dog for treatment,

The dog is a blue ribbon bull terrier
and has long been a favorite with
Green, £

POLICE COURT HEARS :
HORSE SENSE STORY

Magistrate Does Not Think
George Aikman’s Horse is
Human.

Solicitor J. A, Aikman spent a long
time Thursday and Friday mornings
unsuccessfully in trying to convince the
police court that George - Aikman’s
horse is human and had sufficient in-
telligence to know when George Aik-
man turned him out on Macauley Point
he did so on the understanding be-
tween the harse and himself that‘the
horse was not to come within the city

limits and eat grass from Superinten- |

dent ‘England’s boulevards. The case
turned on the word “allow.” Mr. Aik-
man held the horse was not allowed to
come into the city limits from Macau-
ley Point, and had come there without
being allowed, therefore the court, it
was presumed, was to understand
George Aikman had a human horse
possessed of more than ordinary horse
sense.

The court, however, after hearing the
city, represented by H. W. Moere, on
the meaning of the word allow, came
to the conclusion- that allow - meant
equal responsibility between horSe and
owner, and that full responsibility of
the disobedience to his master and the
eity by-law did not fall on thé horse,
however intelligent he may have been.

There appeared, however, to have
been considerable ground for tHe de-
fendant to surmise his horse was al-
nmiost human when it left the rocky
shores of Macauley Point to subsist on
the beautiful green pastures of the
city boulevards.

The magistrate, howevér, didn’t be-
lieve the horse had all the human sense
attributed to it, and he didn’t believe
that it knew the meaning of the word
allow. As the horse is but a horse the
fine was inflicted’ on its master, who
will contribute just $5.

A case against G. Donnegan of al-
lowing cows to stray on the sidewalk
was dismissed by the magistrate, as
the evidence had shown that the cows
had been secured by him and liberated
by some one else.

HELD ON CHARGE OF
KILLING TWO CHILDREN

Man in Custody at Utica‘Re-
ported to Have Made
Confession.

Utica, N. Y., Sept, 27.—The chief of
police of Utica to-day formally an-
nounced that he had information to
show that Theodore Rozzo, the Cala-
brian arrestel two days after the mur-
der of Ilittle Fredlie Infusino and
Teresa Percopia, was responsible for
their deaths. ¥

Teresa Percopia, Fredlie Infusino and
his sister were kidnapped about two
weeks age by a man who coaxed the
children to go with him, The following
morning the dead body Teresa was
found lying under a culvert in an iso~
lated section of the city with Freddie
close by dying from a revolver wound,
Fannie had been shot through the arm,
but later recovered.

This afternoon Rizzo was taken into
the court room and arraigned for the
murder of Freddie Infusino and Teresa
Percopla. He was in a state of absolute
collapse and was unable to speak.

Magistrate O’Conner directed that a
formal plea of not guilty be entered
for Rizzo, and he was then held for
the grand jury. It 1s said that the
police have obtained a confession
from the prisoner, but they refuse to
discuss this phace of the case.

THE BLYTHE CASE.

Toronto, Sept. 25.—The Court of Appeals
refused yesterday to grant an order di-
recting Mr. Justice Riddell to state a case
for the court in,/the matter of the King

against Walter Blythe, under sentence to’
.be hanged on October 1st for the murder

of his wife last January. The application
was made by T. C. Robinette last Wed-
nesday, relying entirely on the ground
that Blythe was so intoxicated at th»
time of the murder that he did not re-
alize the probable consequences of his act,
The court, however, does not deny the
opportunity to Mr. Robinette of making
an application to Mr. Justice Riddell for
a stated case.

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TWO ALLEGED
BURGLARS IN JAJL

SUSPECTED OF ROBBING
REDFERN’S STORE

Ring Found on One of Men -
Answers Description of
Stolen Article.

Vancouver, B. C.. Sept. 27.—Had the
Steveston lock-up been strong enough
to hold the third man the police would
now have in the cells a trio of wvisi-
tors who are strongly susnected of hav-
ing got away with $£,000 worth of loot
from Redfern’'s jewelry store, Victoria,
on August 29th last. The man who
was in hand, but is no longer among
the assets, was arrested by Detective
Welsh at the race track on Saturday,
and some goods bhelieved to be part of
the Redfern swag were found on him.
Next morning, however, when Welsh
called in to'pass the time of day the
bird had flown. having, it is believed,
managed to get hold of the keys in
some way and let himself out. Any-
way the building was quite intact, so
that it was the lock which was turned.

In the person of John Charles and
Robert Russell, alias Harris, tlie police
believe they have the. other .two men
who so boldly entered the Redfern
jewelry store. On the person of Rus-
sell a diamond ring answering the de-
scription of one of those stolen was
found. The men are believed to be
part of a gang lately over from Aus-
tralia, and of whom the police have
many striking descriptions.

H. Redfern, one of the firm of jewél-
ers of Victoria, is in the city to-day,
and at the police station this morning
had no hesitation in identifying Rus-
sell and Charles as the two men who
had entered the store on the day of
the robbery.

The man who got away is known as
Innis, alias Roberts, and also hails
from the Antipodes.

A diamond was found on his person,
which also answers the description of
one of those stolen.

From the information at police head-
quarters it seems likely that these are
members of a daring band of thieves
and robbers who have been forced to
leave Australia.

The arrest of Charles and Russell
was due to the efforts of Detectives
McRae and Thompson, who had bheen
shadowing these men for some time
vreviously. They were apprehended on

vagrancy charge at the corner of
Hastings street and Gore avenue about
9 o’clock Sunday evening.

CRITICISM OF LABORERS’
UNION IS RESENTED

o o

Some ‘Interesting Business at
Meeting of Streets Com-
mittee of Council.

At Friday’s meeting of the
sireets, sewers and bridges committee
of the city council, Ald, Stewart made
a vigorous protest against the manner
in ‘which the council was continually
being dictated to by outside bodies and
the press in respect to the manner in
which the public business of the city
is ‘being transacted. The remarks of
the alderman on this point were called
forth by the receipt of a report from
the city engineer, replying to a letter
from A. R. Sherk, secretary of the
Laborers’ Protective Union, charging
that the workingmen of the city were
being discriminated against in ‘the
ma'tter of the selection of foremen, and
that British subjects were not given
employment to the same extent as
aliens.

Mr. Topp explained that he made
full enquiry into the matter and had
found no grounds for the complaint. In
respect to the charges against Thomas
Donovan, that official was a most
capable foreman. :

Ald. Fullerton asked why it was that
Mr. Pusey was not placed in charge
of the street work. He understood that
he was appointed for that purpose, and
that. Mr, Donovan had been especially
charged with carrying out the work of
putting up the big reservoir and sewer
work generally.

Mr. Topp explained that Mr. Dono-
van had been engaged in superintend-
Ing  the putting down of the Moss
street drain, and .also in looking af-
ter | the work of macadamizing the
roads.

Ald.. Stewart, then protested against
the counci] giving so much considera-
tion to these complaints from the out-
side. He personally was getting tired
of it. The Laborers’ Protective Union
had no right to attempt to dictate to
the city council respecting the selection
of its officials ag long as the council
was acting fairly towards the men em-
ployed in the various public enter-
prises. Then, again, the press was not
treating the " council fairly, and he
cited a reference to the failure of the
special committee to meet the repre-
sentative of the-compgny which offered
to erect g steel and iron plant here,
providing the e¢ity would bonus the in-
dustry. Referring particularly to the
complaints made by the Laborers’
Union, he said this city was paying the
highest rate of wages on the continent.
The corporation had this year spent
at least half a million, and the citi-
zens had got the benefit of the expen-
diture of this large sum, .

Mr. Sherk and Mr. Coldshaw, who
were present on behalf of the Labor-
er’'s Union, explained the grievance of
that body. This was that under the
present system the ordinary laborer,
no matter how competent a man he
might be, had no chance of being pro-
moted to a foremanship. They also
felt that Mr. Donovan at all events was
more inclined to favor aliens than the
men who belonged to the city. .

Ald. Fullerton thought that there
must be something in this latter com-
plaint, as he had repeatedly heard it
from many of the men employed by
the city, but on being pressed by the
chairman to cite a specific instance,
confessed that he could not.do so.

Mayor Jall closed the debate by de-
claring that .the Laborers’ Protective
Union were apparently blind to the
fact that the council had worked hard
for the maintenance of the day labor
system, and that if requests for more
foremen were acceded to it would make
it impossible for the city engineer to
compete with, the contractors; and
thus there was a danger that the day
labor system would have to be aban-
doned. The committee finally decided
to receive the city engineer's report
and send a copy of the same to the
Laborerg’ Union.

Other ‘Business,

A quantity of other business was
transacted at the meeting. A letter
was received from the solicitors to the
effect ‘that a settlement wasg in a fair
way of being-reached with the prop-
erty owners on Ontario - street  and
south Government street, whereby it
would be possible to. go on at once
with the work of completing improve-
ments on thoseé thoroughfares. This
letter was received and the city en-
gineer instructed to go on with the
work as soon as possible,

The city engineer recommended that
the work of improving the Johnson
street ravine be gone on with, the un-
derstanding being that the city should
pay half of the cost of the work. Mr.
Topp explained that while the ravine
ran through private property for the
greater part‘of its length, it was so
necessary to abate the nuisance, he had
on his own responsibility, promised
that the city would pay half of the
cost. The action of the city englﬁeer
was endorsed.

On the recommendation also of the
city engineer it was decided to pro-
ceed with the work of improving Bel-
mont avenue, between Pembroke and
Pandora streets. There is a jog in
the street which will be removed, Mr.
Tripp having consented to give a por-
tion of his property for the purpose.

The necessary alteration was made
n the by-law which will allow the
property owners on Fort street to have
either vitrified brick or wooden blocks
on that thoroughfare when the pave-
ment work is done.

A by-law empowering the carmaza-

tion to borrow the sum of $100,000 for
local improvements was put through
its various stages and finally passed.

A letter was received from Gibson
Arnoldi, representing J. A. Moore, rela-
tive to the proposal to erect iron and
steel works in this city, providing the
city would grant a honus, Mr. Arnoldi
said he would return from Vancouver
on Monday. The company would re-
quire at least 300 acres of land along-
side of deep water and would, if given
the same, erect a plant costing not less
than three million dollars.

It was decided to notify Mr. Arnoldi
that the committee would be pleased
tc meet him at any time agreeable to
him, and suggest Tuesday afternoon
next,

Senator Riley was present to explain
his position as a property owner in re-
gard to the widening of Oak Bay
avenue. He was glad that the improve-
ment was going to be made, but sug-
gested that the other side of the street
from his property be chosen, as there
was no houses along that side. The
council promised to do the best under
the circumstances, and the city en-
gineer was instructed to confer with
Senator Riley before the work was
commenced.

Somé other business of minor im-
portance was transacted and the meet-
ing adjourned.

GIRL CARRIED OVER
HILLS ON STRETCHER

Young Men Tramp Twenty-one
Miles Over Rough
Country.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 25.—After being
carried two nights and a day over 21
miles of mountainous country, Gladys
Saunders, 16 years of age, is in a local
kospital about to undergo an operation
for appendicitis. The girl was taken ill
recently and fearing the attack would
be fatal, her father, assisted by several
friends, improvised a stretcher and
carried ner over the rough country.
‘When the party arrived they were all
exhausted. The physician at the hos-
pital declared that their action will
probably save the girl’s life, At first it
was planned to take her to the nearest
railroad station by stage, but it was
seen that the jolting of the vehicle
would kill the girl, When neighbors
learned of the predicament, seven
sturdy young men volunteered to carry
hLer.

RAILWAY GOES
TO BLANCHARD

PLANS OF COMPANY
APPROVED BY COUNCIL

Long Standing Dispute is Set-
tled at Friday Night’s Meet-
ing of Board.

The streets committee of the city coun-
8i1 at the meeting on Friday finally
approved of the plans for the new stationJ
and yax& to be erected on Blanchard
street by the Victoria Terminal Railway
Co., and, furthermore, abandoned the
request which had been made to the
company to give a guarantee that the
Victoria Terminal Railway Company
would sell out to the Victoria & Sidney
Company at an arbitrated valuation
should the latter company so desire,

City Engineer Topp produced a blue
print showing the amended plans of the
company for the tracks, etc., on Blanch-~
ard street, and infermed the board that
the same had been handed t§ him by A.
H. McNeill, K. C;, solicitor for the Vie-
toria Terminal Co., with the request that
he sign the same. Before doing so he
asked the advice of the city council.

After some debate it was  considered
that the best thing to do under the cir-
cumstances was to approve of the plans.
The city barrister had several interviews
with the property owners on Blanchard
street-'and the representatives of the rail-
way company, and some concessions had
been made on both sides, which made an
agreement possible. As the railway com-
pany desired to get on with the work it
was thought that the matter should be
finally disposed of.

Chairman Turner brought up the ques-
tion of the council insisting upon a clause
in the agreement with the company rela-
tive to the Terminal Company selling out
to the Victoria & Sidney. Personally, he
did not see what 'the council had tp gain
by insisting upon any such proviso.

A majority of the members of the board
agreed with him, and very quickly both
motions—to approve the plans and to
strike out the clause mentioned—were
passed.

No obstacle now appears to be in the
way of a speedy commencement by the
company of the work of transferring-the
station from the market building to
Blanchard street. The arrangement is
much desired by the city council, as it is
intended to utilize the market building
for the purposes of the corporation. One
feature of the agreement between the city
and the railway company is that by its
terms the company abandons all claim
to the bonus which the city might have
been called upon to pay In a legal action
for the running of a ferry for three years,

~ FOR TRAMWAY

NEW SHARES OF HALF
MILLION POUNDS ISSUED

e

Money to Provide for Large
Extensions to System in
Coast Cities.

That the B. C. Electric Railway Co.,
Ltd., has mapped out a comprehensive
scheme for increasing its facilities for
transportation in this \province, and
has in view many extensions and im-
provements beyond the plans regard-
ing which announcements have already
been made, is clear from a statement
apparing in the financial columns of
the London Standard, just to hand.

The company is about to secure no
less a sum than $2,500,000 fresh capital,
and while much of this huge sum will
no doubt be required to meet the cost of
branch lines which are being laid down
on the Mainland, ample capital will be
availahle for enlargements to the sys-
tem in Victoria. o p

That the field of operations in Brit-
ish Columbia is a profitable one, and
that the coast cities served by the com-
pany are developing very rapidly is
shown by the fact that the earnings of
the company for the financial year are
not less than 17 per cent. in excess of
the earnings of the previous year. The
reference to the financial affairs of the
company appearing in the Standard
reads as follows:

“Owing to the increase in earnings
for the financial year ended June 30th,
to $3385,854, or 17 per cent. in excess of
the earnings of the previous year, the
directors of the British Columbia Elec-
tric Railway Company have under-
taken many extensions for the purpose
of meeting the requirements of trans-
portation in its territory, necessitating
a still further increase in its supply of
power, rolling stock, etc. They have
therefore, decided to make an issue of
£500,000 of fresh ecapital, divided into
200,000 five per cent. cumulative per-
retual preference shares of £1 each, at
a. premium of 1s.; 200,000 five per cent.
non-cumulative preferred ordinary
shares of £1 each, at a premium of 2s.;

These
shares are offered to the existing pre-
ferred and deferred stockholders in the
proportion of two five per cent. ecumu-
lative perpetual preference shares, two
five per cent. non-cumulative preferred
ordinary shares to one deferred ordin-
ary share for every complete £9 of pre-
ferred ordinary or deferred ordinary
stock held by them.”

VOYAGE ON A RAFT.

English Sailor Crosses the North Sea on
a Plank.

After two days' tossing in the North
Sea, the London man, William Westlake,
who set out from Deal to cross the Chan-
nel on a plank, was picked up in a very
exhausted condition off the Belgian coast.

Westlake, who constructed his raft at
Dover, started his daring voyage from
Kingsdonw, near Deal. His craft con-
sisted of a plank, 18 ft. by 2 ft.,, on each
side of which were lashed two oil drums.
A mast 7 ft. high was fitted up for his
sail.

There was a light breeze blowing when
he started on -his voyage, and having
rowed clear of the shore he set the sail
on his plank. He hoped to get across to
Calais in about twenty-four hours, but
took sufficient bread and tinned meat and
water to last him two days.

During the night his stock of provisions
and water supply® were swept overboard
by the wash from a large steamer, which
also nearly capsized the frail craft.

The next day he had to cling on to his
plank and hepe for a ship to pick him up.
On the following day there was a strong
wind and rain, and owing to the lack of
food and drink, and the continual wash-
ing of the sea over him, he became very
weak. Fortunately, he was sighted off
the Belgian coast by a Belgian fishing
boat belonging to La Panne, which picked
him up and 'towed his raft into harber.

WILLIAM HOLMES,

Committed for Trial for Murder of
August Carlson in Nanaimo.

Holmes was brought to Victoria ‘on
Thursday and will remain in jail here
until his trial at the Nanaimo assizes.

He is 19 years of age. He was born
in Southport, Lancashire, England, but

Holmes was brought to Victoria yes-
terday by Sergeant Frank Murray, of
the provinecial police, and will be held
here to await trial at the forthcoming
assizes, A report to the effect that the
accused had made a confession was in
circulation, but it is denied by the pro-
vincial = police. Accused will retain
counsel- for his defence.

EARLY ELECTION
' IS PREDICTED

Both Parties in the Old Country
Preparing for
Contest.

London, Sept. 25.—The agents of both
political parties are now convinced that
a general election will take place
either in December or ‘January, the
date depending upon whetheér the House
of Lords shall reject the budget out-
right or' take a more temporizing
course,

The House of Commons will con-
clude its discussion of the budget and
send it to the House of Lords about
October 21st. Meantime the political
campaign which is proceeding through-
out the country is approaching the
dimensions of a general election cam-
paign. The Confiservatives are well
ofganized, and claim to be fully pre-
pared.

With four hundred new candidates
both sides appear equally confident,
but it is evident that the leaders of
the Conservatives are far from agreed
as to the best course to pursue.
Should the House of Lords reject the
budget it would be extremely probable
that the Liberals might win on the
double issue of reform in the House
of Lords and the budget. For this
reason the shrewd moderate men om
the Conservative side are anxious @
make the election issue as Mr. Bal-
four recently laid it down, tariff re-
form versus Socialism, keeping the
question of the House of Lords in the
background, and it is believed that
Mr, Balfour and Lord Lansdowne are
in favor of the House of Lords ac-
cepting the budget on the understand-
ing that the government will immedi-
ately dissolve parliament and appeal
to the country.

A FATAL FALL,

Frank McMunn Dead as Resnlt of Acel-
dent in Market Building,

Frank McMunn, a well known Iccal
character, is dead as a result of a fall
down a flight of stairs at the market
building on Tuesday evening or early on
Wednesday morning. The unfortunate
man was heard groaning in the early
morning by some of the firemen, and on
summoning medical assistance he was at
oncé removed to the Jubilee hospital,
where he died Thursday, his skull having
been -fractured by the fall.

Dr. Hart on being notified of the cir-
cumstances of the man’s death decided
that it was unnecessary to hold an in-
uest.

McMunn is said to have been connected
with a prominent family in the Old Coun-
try and has been a resident of Victoria
for many years. As a result of an acci-
dent his right leg was amputated some
years ago, and the man found walking
difficult with a wooden leg. It is this cir-
cumstance which is held responsible for
his death, as it is assumed that he tripped
and fell in an effort to get up the badly
lighted stairway in the market building.

Winston Churchill’s Marvelous Ohalleng'e to the
Lords—He Outlines 2 Wonderful Programme
of Social Reform,

“wo wonderful speeches have recent-
cen made in the Old Land—that of
Chancellor of the Exchequer Mr.

vd-George at Limehouse, and a

more recent one by Mr, Winston
flurchill at Leceister, Both speeches
. directed to the masses,- both
icks of Socialism and both have
riven the -aristocracy to fury. That

Mr. Churchill is one of the most bril-

jiant ever heard in recent years—scath-
ing in invective, and yet delivered at the
expense of the class to which he be-
jongs. It was worthy of his father at
Iris best,

His outline of ministeria]l policy is a
masterly epitome of Liberal aspirations
and a revelation of the strides reform
is making in the Old Land.

Mr. Churchill said: There is one
great difficulty which confronts a
speaker at Budget League meet-
ngs; he has mnobody to reply to. It
is quite true that the small fry of the
Tory party have been splashing active-
1y about in their proper puddles; it is
true that Mr, Balfour, however—the
great leader, who means to lead; he
has been meaning to lead for the last
six vears, if he could only find out

here on earth to lead to—it is quite

rue that Mr. Balfour from time to time
four or. five columns of insipid
cation, which the newspapers

se proprietors he has taken the pre-
aution to make into barons hasten to

Jaim as ‘“‘another epoch-making pro-
nouncement.” It is quite true that from
time to time Mr. Walter Long lets off
his small cannon in various parts of
the country, and sometimes hits the
wrong man, and sometimes hits himself
—laughter—and at intervals we have
a labored attempted at impudence from
Mr. F. E. Smith. Now I can assure you
that the last thing in the world that I
want to do is to disparage the efforts
pf those over-weighted and harassed
patriots. They are doing their best, and
all I will say about them is that I only
hope their performances will give more
satisfaction to their employers, the
brewers and the ground landlords,
than they have hitherto given to the
audience they have addressed, if I may
judge from the reports in the daily
newspapers.

But what I want to draw your atten-
lion to is the appalling lack of any-
thing like a leader or a spokesman on
the Tory side who is capable of com-
manding puhlic attention or conducting,
adequately this great controversy.and
jebate upon which we are now engaged
The millionaire newspapers do not for-
get that, although they are sold very
theaply and sometimes play rather low,
nevertheless they are. organs of rich
men; and are used in the interests of
wealth, As such the milionaire news-
papers. are painfully conscious of the
ibsence of ang popular and effective
jgure on their side, (A voice: “No, no.”)
Fhe Times for some time made an ef-
lort to bring out Lord Rothschild as
1 great Tory democratic leader, but he
retired hurt after one round with Mr.
Lloyd-George, (Laughter and cheers.)
The Daily Mail was rather inclined to
fake up Lord Rgsebery—(A voice:
“They can have him’)—if they only
tmew what he was going to say.
Laughter.) The Daily Telegraph holds
1p its hands in pious lamentation and
tays, ‘“Oh, if we only had Mr. Cham-
berlain in his prime, how he would have
inswered that wicked Limehouse
speech!” (Laughter.)

fortune that we do.

b Suffragist Interruptions,

A man rose in the pit at this point
and shouted, ‘Why don't you secure
the support of the women of this coun-
try It's a disgrace for you to be stand-
ing on that platform——" The interrup-
ter was quickly seized and ejected from
the building,

Proceeding with his speech, Mr.
Churchill said the English people had
the power to-day to choose their for-
tune, and there never had been in his-
tory any nation which was threatened
on the one hand by more melancholy
disaster and cheered on the other by
more bright yet not unreasonable hopes.
We stand at the crossways ‘(he went
on); if we continue in the old happy-
go-lucky way, the richer classes ever
growing in wealth and in number, the
very poor remaining plunged or plung-
ing ever deeper in helpless, hopeless
misery, then I think there is nothing
before us but savage strife between
ciass and class—nothing but that dual
degeneration which comes from the
simultaneous waste of extreme wealth
and of extreme want. We have had
over here Jately editers from all the
colonies of the British Empire, and they
have expresseq the opinion that the
worst feature they ever saw here was
the extreme of. poverty side by side
with the extremes of luxury. Don’t you
think it is very impressive to find a
statement like that made in all friend-
ship .and sincerity by men of our own
race from lands so widely scattered?
You will find the seeds of Imperial ruin
in the awful gap between rich and poor
the divorce of the people from the land,
the want of proper discipline and train-
ing in our young people, the exploita-
tion of boy labor, the physical degener-
ation which seems to follow so swiftly
on civilised poverty, the awful jumble
of an obsoleta Poor-Law, the .horrid
havoc of the liquor traffic, the constant
insecurity in- the means of subsistence
and employment which breaks the
heart of many a sober, hard-working
man, the absence of any established
minimum standard of life and comfort
among the workers, and at the other
end the swift increase of vulgar, joy-
less luxury.

Rival Social Armies.

Then look at the moral forces, the
spiritual forces, the civic, the scientific,
the patriotic forces, which make for
order and harmony, and health and life
Do we not see them everywhere—forces
worthy of ‘Old England, coming to her
rescue, fighting for.her seul? That is
the situation as I see it—two great arm-
ies, evenly matched, 1locked in flerce
conflict, I am confident that the organ-
ising forces will devour the forces of
degeneration, and that the British peo-
ple will emerge tripmphant from  their
struggles to clear the road, and lead
the march amongst the foremost na-
tions of the world, I want each of you
to ask himself, “On which side of this
great battle does the, Budget count?”
Can anyone —doubt ‘that < the Budget
could be a tremendous'reinforcement—
almost like & new army coming up at
the end of the day—upon the side of
all. those forces and Influences which
are . fighting for the life, and health,
and progress of our race (Cheers.)

Certainly there is no difficulty in
showing that since the Budget has been
introduced there has been no shock to
credit, There is nothing in the new
taxes which makes it harder for a la-
.boring man to keep up hig strength or
the small man of the middle class to
maintain his status. No impediment has
been placed by these taxes upon enter-
prise; no hampering restrictions inter-
rupt the flow of commerce. On the con-
trary, if the tax upon spirits should
result in a diminution in the consump-
tion of strong drink—(A Voice: ‘“So
much the better.””—depend upon it, as
my friend says, the state will gain, and
and all classes of the people will gain;
money that would have been spent
upon whiskey will flow into other chan-
nels much less likely to produce evil
and much more likely to produce em-
ployment. (Loud cheers.) If the tax on
undevelopment land—on Iland, that is
to say, which is kept out of the market,
which is held up idly in order that its:
owner may reap unearned profit by the
exertions and through the needs of the
surrounding community—if “that tax

monopoly and of making land cheaper,
a tremendous check.on every form of
productive activity will have been re-
moved; all sorts:of enterprises will be-
come economically possible which are
now impossible owing to the.artificially
high price of land.
Government Insurance,

Upon the Budget and upon:the policy
of the Budget dépeénds.a far-reaching
plan of social organisation, designed to
give a greater measure of 'security ‘to
all classes, But particularly to'the la-
boring classes. (Cheers.) “In the centre
of that pm\:.sta.gda‘» the policy ‘of na-
tional insurgmce. . (Hear, hear.) The
Chancellor ‘of the ‘ExXthequier has been
for more thania year at work upon this
scheme, and it is:preposed—I hope next
year, if there is a mext year—(laughter
and cheers)—it .is proposed, working
through the great "friendly societies,
who have done so much invaluable
work on these lines, to make sure that,
by the aid of a substantial subvention
from the state, even the poorest, steady
worker shall be enabled to make pro-
vision against sickness, against in-
validity, and for the widows and orp-
hans who may be left behind,

. Side by side with this is the scheme of
insurance against unemployment which
I Yope to have the honor of passing
through parliament next year. (Cheers.)
The details of that seheme are prac-
tically complete, and it will enable up-
wards of two ‘and a -quirter millions
of workers in the most uncertain trades
of this country—trades like shipbuilding

engineering and bullding—to enjoy un--
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employment benefits which, in a great
majority of cases, will be sufficient to
tide them over the season of unemploy-
ment, (Hear, hear,). Now that scheme,
so far as it is compulsory—and in these
great trades it will be compulsory—is,
of course, limited to certain trades;
but it will be open to other trades, to
trade unions, to workers’ associations
of various kinds, or even to individuals
to insure with the state unemployment
insurance office on a 'voluntary basis,
and to secure through the state sub-
vention much better terms than it
would be possible for them to obtain
at the present time,

It would be impossible to work a

| scheme of unemployment insurance ex-
| cept in conjunction with some effective

method of finding work and of testing
willingness to work—(hear,hear)—and
that can only be afforded by a nation-
al system of labor exchanges. That
bill has already passed through parlia-
ment, and in the early months of next
year we hépe to bring it into operation
by opening all over the country a net-
work of labor exchanges connected
with -each other and with the centre
by telephone. We believe that organiza-
tion will secure for labor for the first
time that free and fair market which
almost all other ‘communities of infinit-
ely less consequence already enjoy, and
will replace the present wasteful, heart-
breaking wandering aimlessly to and
fro in search of -work by a scientific
system, We believe that the influence
of this system in_the end must tend to
be a powerful influence in establishing
the conditions of wages and employ-
ment throughout the country, (Cheers.)
Relief of Distress,

In connection with unemployment I
must direct your attention to the de-
velopment bill, and to a very important
clause in it, which says that the pro-
secution of works under the bill shall
be regulated as far as possible by the
conditions of .the labor markets, so that
in every bad year of unemployment
they can be expanded, and so increase
the demand for labor at times of ex-
ceptional slackness, The large sums of
money which will be needed for these
purposes are being provided by the
Budget of Mr. Lloyd-George. (Cheers.)

I come to that great group of ques-
tions which are concerned with the pre-
vention and relief of distress. The first
and most costly step has already been
taken -by the Old Age Pensions Act—
(cheers)—supplemented, as it will be if
the Budget passes, by the rempval of
the pauper disqualification, (Cheers)
We have yet to distinguish effectively
between 'the bona-fide unemployed
workman and the mere loafer and va-
grant;- we have yet to transfer the sick
and feeble-minded to authorities speci-
ally concerned with their management
and care. But what I.want to show you
is that all these s¢hemes are part ‘of a
concerted, an interdependent system
for giving a better and fairer social or-
ganization to the masses of the people
of our country. * ‘

The fact that everybody in the coun-
try will be entitled, with scarcely any
exception, to an.old-age pension from
the state at the age of 70 makes it ever
80 ‘much, .cheaper to: insure against in-
validity or infirmity up-to the age of 70,
and with the insurance scheme of Mr.
Lloyd-George we ought to be able fo set
up a complete bridge, along which old
people may move with a much greater
measure of security and safety against
the hazards and misfortunes of life
than they are able te do at present.
Then, again, if provision can be arrang-
ed for widows and orphans who are
left behind, that will be a powerful
remedy against the sweating evil, That,
again, will fit in with the Anti-Sweating
bill we are passing through parliament
this year.

Wealth and the State,

There are a great many people who
will tell you that such ga policy as I
have been outlining will not make our
country stronger, because it will sap the
self-reliance of ' the working classes.
(Laughter.) There is no chance of mak-
ing people self-reliant by confronting
them with problems ang with trials be-
yond their eapacity to surmount; you
don’t make a man self-reliant by crush-
ing him under a steam roller. (Cheers.)
Nothing in our plans will relieve people
from the need of making every exor-
tion te help themselves; but, .on the
contrary, we eonsider that we shall
greatly stimulate their efforts by giv-
ing them for the first time a practical
assurance that their ' efforts will be
crowned with success. (Cheers.)

There .is another significarice of the
highest importance which. attaches to
the Budget—I mean the new attitude
of the state towards wealth, Formerly
the only question of the tax-gatherer
was, “How much have you got?” We
ask the question still, but now a new
question has arisen. We also ask, “How
did you get it?" Did you earn it by
yourself, or has it just been left you by
others? Was it gained by processes
which ;are in themselves" beneficial to
the commuynity in general, or was it
gained by processes which have done
no good to anyone, but only
harm? Was it gained by the enterprise
and capacity necessary to found & busi-
ness, or merely by squeezing and bleed-
inging the owner and foumder of the
business ‘Was it gained by supplying
the capital which industry needs, or by
denying, except at.an extortionate price
the land which industry requires 'Was
it derived from active reproductive pro-
cesses or merely by squatting on some
piece of necessary land till enterprige
and labor, .and natural interests arfd
municipal interests, -had to buy you out
at fifty times the agricultural value?
Was it gained from opening -new min«
ing royalty from the toil of others?
Was it gained by the curious process
of using political influence, converting
an annual license into a practicaj free-
hold, and thereby pocketing a mono-
poly value which properly belongs to
the state?” That modest proposal means
the refusal of the modern state to bow
down unquestionably before the au-
thority of wealth,

Issue With Lords,

It is just as well that you should keep
these issues clearly before you during
the weeks in which we seem to be
marching towards a grave constitution-
al crisis; but I should like to tell you
that a general election consequent upon
the rejection. of the Budget by the
Lords would not, ought not, and could
not be fought-upon the Budget alone.
(Cheers.) The financce bill, after all, is
only an annual affair, but the rejection
of the Budget by the House of Lords
would.not be an annual affair, (Loud
cheering.) It would. be violent rupture,
of constitutional custems and usage ex-
tending over 300 years, and recognixed

during all that time by the leaders of
every party in the state, It would in-
volve a sharp-and sensible breach with
the traditions of the ‘past, and what
does the House of Lords depend upon
if not upon the traditions of the past?
(Cheers.) It would amount to an at-
tempt at revolution not by the poor,
but by the rich; not by the masses, but
by the privileged few; not in the name
of progress, but in that of reaction; not
for the purpose of broadening the
framework of the state, but greatly
narrowing it. Such an attempt would
be historic in its character, and the re-
sult of the battle fought upon it, who-
ever wins, must inevitably be not of an
annual but of a permanent and final
character, (Cheers.)

If they win—(Voices: ‘“They won't”
and ‘“Never”)—they will have asserted
their right not merely to reject the
legislation of the House of Commons,
but to control the finances of the
country, and if they lose we will smash
to pieces their veto, (Loud’cheers.) I
say to you that we do not seek the
struggle. We have our work to do; but
if it is to come it could never come bet-
ter than now. Never agsain, perhaps—
not for many years, in any case—will
such an opportunity be presented to
the British democracy, never will the
ground be more favorable, never will
the issue be more clearly or more vi-
vidly defined. (Cheers.)

Those issues will be whether taxa-
tion, which is admitted on all sides to
be necessary, shall be ‘imposed upen
luxuries, superfluities,;, and monopolies,
or upon the prime necessaries of life;
whether you .shall put your tax upon
the unearned increment in land or upon
the daily bread of labor; whether the
policy of constructive reform on which
we are embarkeed, and which expands
and deepens as we advance, «shall be
carried through ang given a fair chance
or whether it shall be brought to a dead
stop and all the energies and attention
of the state devoted to Jingo arma-
meénts and senseless foreign adventure,
and, lastly, the issue will be whether
the British peodple in the year of grace
1909 are going to be ruled through a
representative assembly elected by six
or seven million of voters and about
which everyone in the country has a
chance of being consulted or whether
they are going to allow themselves to
be dictated to and domineered over by
a, miserable minority of titled persons
who represent nobody, who are respon-
sible to nobody, and who only scrruy
up to London to vote in thelr party in-
terests, in their class interests and in
their own interests. These will be the

issues of the struggle, and I am glad

that the responsibility for such a strug-
gle, if it should come, will rest with
the House of Lords themselves,
Fight to a Pinish.

" But if it is to come we do not need
to complain, We will not draw back
from it. We will engage in it: with all
our hearts, it being clearly understoou
—that the fight will be a fight to the
finish—(loud cheers)—and’ that .the ful-
lest forfeits which are in accordance
with the national interests shall be ex-
acted from the defeated foe. (Ldud
cheers.)

CONVICTED OF GRAFT.
Police Inspector 'in  Chicago Found
Gu;ﬁty of Taking Money!from

Saloonman, =

Chicago, Sept. 24.—Police Inspector
Edward McCann, who has been on trial
charged with = accepting “‘protection
money” from resort Kkeepérs in the
South Side ‘“levee” district of this city,
was found guilty yesterday, The verdict
was agreed upon at 1 o’clock this morn-
ing by the jury and read im court at
9.30, as soon as court opened.

Attorney J. Hamilton Lewis gave no-
tice that he will immediately ask for
a new trial for the convicted official.

McCann's case is the first of a series
of “graft” cases which State Prosecutor
Wayman has undertaken in an effort
to wipe out an alleged police ring which
it is said has been formed for the pur-
pose of exacting money from saloon
keepers and from other resorts. under
police supervision, for protection from
police interference with their business.

The verdict carrted with it a sentence
to imprisonmient in ;he penitentiary for
a term of one to fiyé years.

When the foremian of the jury read

pthe decision the court room for a few

minutes presented a dramatic seene.
Everyone apparently was surpised ex-
cept prosecutor Wayman, who smiled
broadly. McCann, who until then ap-
peared to héwe every confidence,
thought he would be acquitted, erumb-
led down into his chair.

Attorney Lewis, seemingly dazed for
a few moments, findlly rose and made
a motion for a new trial, While making

‘the motion the lawyer declared that the

verdict finding McCann guilty was
clearly a “sop to the general senti-
ment of civilians against policemen,”

The arguments on the motion for a
naw trial will be made later.

After leaving the court room this af-
ternoon Prosecutor Wayman said that
he next will go after the “higher ups.”

Further than that Wayman did not
explain what his next move will be or
who is to be the next official to come
up for trial

TRADES CONGRESS
PASSES RESOLUTIONS

Glace Bay Strike and the Im-
migration of Orientals
Discussed.

TN

'Quebec, Sept., 24.—Jerome Jones ex-
tended greetings from the American
Federation of Labor at yesterday morn-
ing’s session of the Dominion Trades
and Labor Congress, said: “So long as
there is one hungry child in Canada
so long shall laborers in the United
States be interested. So long as there
is one woman in Canada who does not
enjoy the legitimate privileges of
womanhood, our laborers will not ease
endeavoring to better her position. We
are people of one flesh and one blood,
and the. closer our union the better
shall we be able to battle against the
avarice and injustice of employers.”

It was detided to cancel much of
the entertainment arranged for the
delegates because of the amount of
work yet to be done. The convention
will sit at night in order. to finish up
the business by Saturday. A large
number of resolutions have been re-
ported by the wvarious standing com-
mittees.

Mr. Jones was presented with a gold
watch as a token of the esteem of the
Canadian ‘delegates, and Mrs, Jones
was given a silver tea set. At the con-
clusion+of the meeting held in the audi-
torium last night Mr. and Mrs. Crooks
were presented with a silver tea ser-
vice.

Among the resolutions passed were

those calling upon the Dominion gov-
ernment to force every society making
loans of money to report to the govern«
ment all loans every quarter; to name
a special officer to see that a reason-
able scale of wages is paid on all pub-
lic works; to prohibit one man being
elected to represent two municipalities
or councils or’to local and federal par-
liaments at the same time.
" Two important discussions took place
at the evening session. One was in re-
gard to the Mine Workers’ trouble at
Glace Bay, a resolution being adopted
calling upon the federal government to
immediately appoint a royal commis-
sion to investigate the situation at
Glace Bay, the calling out of the mili-
tia, the conduct of the militia, and the
whole state of affairs existing between
the Mine Workers and the company.

The other question which created dis-
cussion was the immigr#tition of Orient-
als, the resolution from the British
Columbia delegates -pledging the con-
gress to use its influence to secure pro-
tection of Canadian workmen from the
“hordes of coolies” from the east. The
text of the resolution was not alto-
gether satisfactory to some of the dele-
gates, who thought that there should
be some definite statistics for the ex-
ecutive, to go with the report “When
they went before the government. It
was stated that thHe situation was not
as serious now as it was formerly, or
until] the - coming into effect of the
Lémieux agreement. This was not the
general opinion, however, for one dele-
gate said the Japgnese immigration
had trebled since then. The Oriental
immigration had already ruined the
cooks’ and waiters’ and tailors’ unions
in British Columbia, and had
practically secured control of the' fish-
ing industry. According to the Brit-
ish Columbia delegates, there were 500
miles of border with only two immi-
gration officers, and hundreds of Orien-
tals come through of whom no record
could be -had. The resolution was
finally adopted. '

Resolutions in’ regard .to the 8-hour
day, - inspection of ships, abolition of
the senate, old-age pensions, technical
education, etc., were also passed.

The report of the secretary-treas-
urer showed that there were 36,071
members affiliated with the congress,
made up of 487 trades councils and
unions.’ 7

PINCHOT TO MEET TAFT.

Chief' Forester . Has Nothing to Say
Concerning Matters to Be Discussed

Los Angeles, Sept, 24 —Chief Forres-
ter Gifford Pinchot left Los Angeles
yvesterday for Salt Lake, where he will
meet the presidential party. Pinchot’s
going to Salt Lake at the time Presi-
dent Taft apd Secretary Ballinger are
expected there is an accident, but it is
expected that an important conference
will be held relating to the attitude of
the ‘administration toward the vexed
question of methods in the conserya-
tion of natural resources of the coun-
try.

“I had bought my ticket for Salt
Lake before <I-learned that the presi-
dent and his party were to arrive
there,” explained Mr. Pinchot to-day.
“But I shall probably see the presi-
dent.”

“No, I cannot talk about the so-
called Ballinger-Pinchot controversy,”
he ‘continued. “I know nothing - offi-
cially about the question and cdan say
nothing.”

SEATTLE STREET
 CAR WRECKED

JUMPS TRACK AND
DASHES INTO BUILDING |

One Man is Killed—More Than
Forty Other Persons
Injured.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 24.—One man
was killed, more than forty persons
were injured;, two of them probably
fatally, and several seriously at 11
o’clock -to-day when a Wallingford
avenue street car, loaded with passen-
gers, became unmanageable through
the failure of the air-brakes to work
at * the entrance to the exposition
grounds, and jumping from the track,
crashed into a restaurant at the cor-
ner of the street, wrecking both the
building and the ear.

James, or Frank Hull, of East Ta-
coma, a passenger on the wrecked car,
was so badly injured that he died an
hour after the accident.

The car, filled with visitors on the
way to the exposition, was coming
down the hill on Fourteenth avenue,
when just before reaching the curve at
Forty-First street, the brakes refused
to hold. Dashing down the hill at
frightful speed, the car jumped from
the rails at the curve and crashed in-
tc the little wooden building occupied
by a “red-hot” and soda water pur-
veyor. The runaway car plunged its
way through the building, leaving it a
pile of broken timbers

As the front wheels hit the curb, the
rear of the car swung around against
a telephone pole on the corner, The
top and sides of the car from the cen-
tre to the back platform were ripped
off like so much pasteboard clear to the
top of the seats. The motorman, E., W,
Melendy, escaped practically unhurt.
A, W. Lundberg, conductor, was not
badly Mjured.

Much of the debris of the restaurant
fell on the car and added to the con-
fusion. The dust had hardly settled
over the wrecked car before hundreds
of persons, including exosition guards,
policemen and the exposjtion firemen
were on the scene, and the work of
rescue was begun immediately. The
injured were pulled through the win-
dows of the car and placed in ambul-
ances that had been ru to the
sceme. As fast as the d and
maimed victims of the we®h were
taken from the wreckage they were
hurried to the emergency hospital on
the exposition grounds, There the
worst cases were taken to the operat-
ing room, while the more fortunate sat
about the reception rooms in a daze,
hardly able to realize the calamity
that had so suddenly befallen them, As
fast as the wounds of those with minor
injuries were dressed, they were taken
to their homes or to hotels,

How any one escaped death in the
mass of wreckage is looked wupon as
miraculous. . The car, the restaurant
building and the stock are one great
pile. of debris.

The roof and sides of the car were
hurtled into the air and some of the
seats were torn from their fastenings.*
The breaking glass fell on the terror-
stricken passengers, cutting them as
they fought to get out.

Before the cook in the restaurant
knew that anything wa$ amiss he was
hurled through the rear door. He is
_probably fatally injured. None of the
tables were occupied, and the car
passed through the dining room for its
entire length. The wrecked car lies on
oge side underneath what is left-of the
roof of the restaurant.

At the emergency hospital on the
fair grounds. the guards experienced
much difficulty in keeping the crowds
back. The capacity of the place was
more than taxed, but' doctors and
nurses worked heroically' to succor the
injured persons committed to their
care. Every cot was occupied, and the
rest had to wait their turns as best
they could. By sending the less serious
cases to homes-and to hotels the con-
gestion at the hospital was soon re-
lieved.,

Hundreds of sightseers on the expo-
sition grounds before and after the ac-
cident knew nothing of it. Wagner's
band played gaily in Nome circle, as
the ambulance brought the injured and
dying, and crowds wandered up and
down the pay streak in ignorance of
the accident.

HORSE RACES WILL

| Country Club Directors Decide

to Let Matters Rest Till

A rumor has been in circulation for
the last twenty-four hours that the
present race meeting at the Willows,
which while generally supposed to be
conducted by the B. C. Agricultural
Association, is really being run. by the
Victoria Country Club, will be extend-
ed for twenty days. Directors of the
country club, however, this morning
denied that an extension of the races
would take place.

That, there was some ground for the
rumor is evident as the club met yes-
terday morning to take the matter up.
The reason for a continuance of races
here was principally owing to the
treatment received from the B. C.
Thoroughbred Association, which went
back on an agreement made in con-
sideration “for the assistance of the
country club that the Vancouver races
would lapse for a week while the fair
races were on here,

The - directors of the club, however,
thought that to run a twenty-day meet
here to get even with Vancouver would
not be worth the trouble, and would
only act towards incurring the enmity
of a section of the loeal public. While
the club holds that horse racing does
not harm the city, the directors have
no desire to antagonize any section of
the public, and in spite of a deputation
of horsemen from Minoru requesting
that the extension in Victoria be made,
the club decided not to take any ac-
tion this year.

Horsemen are dissatisfied with the
Minoru meeting, and the way in which
it has been carried on. Humbrecht,
owner of Monvina Aunt Polly and
other sprinters, is the last of the dis-
gusted Minoru camp to arrive here
with a tale of rotten treatment. All the
horsemen would like to come back to
the Capital ecity, but it is probable
their wishes will not be met this winter
by any action of the country club.

COMOX FAIR
HUGE SUCGESS

ANNUAL EXHIBITION
HELD AT COURTENAY

Splendid Displays Made by
Thriving Farming Commu-
nity on East Coast.

Courtenay, B. C. Sept. 25.—The an-
nual fair under the auspices of the €o-

ESQUIMALT
~ FINDS FAVOR

REPRESENTATIVE MEN
'EXPRESS OPINIONS

Hon. William Templeman Ex-
plains Situation Before
Board of Trade.

“I was astonishe& when asked if I
would support Esquimalt as a naval
base for the Pacific coast. In my
opinion it is the only plage. If I were
living in Vancouver or eyen in the great
city of Prince Rupert which I repre-
sent I should still say that Esquimalt

was the only possible base for a naval :

station and dock.” These were the
words of Hon. William Templeman

cial meeting to discuss maval matters
held Friday afternoon.

Continuing, Mr. Templeman said that
Esquimalt already had a naval station
and a dock as well as three or four
modern' forts- among  the best on the
Pacific ocean. The ‘dock must have
cost a million dollars and in all he sup-
posed there was from five to ten
million dollars invested at the station.
There was also a magnificent harbor
commanding mot only Victoria, but the
straits and the way to Vancouver. It
was beyond: comprehension that they
could .go anywhere else. Unquestion-
ably they could depend on him to his
last breath to support Esquimalt. No
reasons that he knew of could be ad-
vanced in favor of other places,

Mr. Templeman said he had not come
there’ with the intention’of speaking,
but to hear the views which might be,
expressed. -He might, however, fairly
well surmise what these views might
be without hearing them. Members-of
parliament like himself and Mr. Smith,
however, were glad to hear the views
of the people as a guide to them in their
deliberations.

Naval matters, the minister said,
were as’old as Victoria, therefore a
good deal was taken for granted. In
this case he-did not think there was
anything to debate. He did not know
whether there was anything to justify
a statement made that a large doek
was to be constructed on the Pacific
coast. In none of the reports of the
speeches of Mr, Asquith, who outlined
the policy to be adopted, .or in -any
speeches of those in authority, had
he heard of such statement being
made. Apparently they. had taken it
for granted. He advised a change in
the resolution - which had been pre-
pared by M». Lugrin, in order that they
might avoid quoting statements which
had never been made.

Defence Conference.

Continuing, he said it was out of the
question for him to make a " declara-
tion of the government’s policy as had
bgen suggested in one of the news-
papers. .The defence conference had
met and discussed the subject before
them, and he thought so far as the
published ‘statements of their findings
were concerncd that they should be
satisfactory to Canada. ' According to
that policy as he gathered from the

ress, the Dominions were to contri-
bute either directly te the Empire, or
would build-#avies which would oper-
ate in conjunction” with the ‘Imperial
forces in the défence of the Empire.
The - fentative agreements would be
submitted to the governments for their
consideration, an@ would doubtless be
approved by ‘thém.: The 'delegates hdd
been sent beliéving satisfactory results
would  accrue, and he felt sure the
agreement would be'ratified by parla-
ment at no distant date. - ‘The dele-
gates had not yst arrived in Ottawa,
and "had yet to make their repprt ‘to
the government.

As he understood the agreement from
the press reports, the government ‘of
Australia “was to build ships of her
own; ‘New Zealand was {o contribute
$100,000 a-year, but not to build - any
ships;® China and  Twdia would ° also
have small fleets built,*maintained and
cquipped by'the .Imperial Fovernment,

Canada ‘-would have a navy of her own,
but differing - slightly from that of
ystralia.

While Australia would have a first
class cruiser of the Indomitable type,
with a number of other smaller boats
and the fleets maintained in the waters
contiguous to India and China would
he of somewhat the same character,
Canada would have two fleets with a
cruiser on each ocean, of the Bristol
class, and with a number of destroyers
as subsidiary. Canada would build
and equip these herself. This was
what he inferredq from the press re-
ports and he had no further informa-
tion.

Location of Naval Base,

The question of a location for the
naval base was not a debatable .one.
He, however, was willing to state his
views in order that Victorians who
were in the habit of having fears now
and then might have these allayed. It
was, of course, a matter for experts
to decide, but so far as.a layman, could’
see there was no -other place for the
station than Esquimalt. g

He had told the board before, Mr.
Templeman said, that there was no
hope of the Dominion -gevernment
building a commercial dock at Es-
quimalt, where they already had a very
good one. St, John had no dock, but
had been agitating for one for the past
ten years. At Halifax was the only
better. dock than Esquimalt in the Do-
minign. Quebec and Montreal both
wanted docks but had not secured
them. For commercial purposes there
was no hope, but for Imperial -pur-
poses there was a chance that they
might get a larger dock- in®‘the near
future. It was inevitable that. there
should be a dock at the naval base suf-
ficiently large to take any ship that
the naval department might send here
at any time. - ;

Thé government had ‘an agreement
to take over the naval yards, but so
far that at Halitax was the only one
that had been transferred. He as-
sumed, however, that Esquimalt would
be taken over soon. The policy of the
government he was inclined to think
would' be to maintain the naval sta-
tions and to build war vessels; and he
was prepared to support that policy.
No conclusion had yet been arrived at,
but he felt sure the contribution of the
government to the defence of the Em-
pire would be te construct and keep
up naval stations and fleets on either
ocean, which would work in conjune-
tion with the Imperial fleets. They
would own, build, .and equip their war
vessels, building the fleet gradually.
The government had the approval of
their friends on the opposition side of
the House in this one policy.

In conclusion, Mr, Templeman said
he felt sure that while the statign at
Esquimalt would be of great advan-
tage to Ganada and the Empire as a
whole, muth benefit would ~also. ac-
crue to Victoria, - which . was going
ahead by leaps and bounds at the pre-
sent time. Every dollar he had was in-
vested in Victoria, and therefore it was
the one place in.which he was supreme-
ly interested. They could depend upon
him to do’all in his power to build up
the city, and also to support Esgui-
malt as a naval base. Shipbuilding, he
assumed, would follow the creation of
the naval base, and he .was of apin-
ion that some of the smaller vessels
might be .constructed ' at . Esquimalit,
where they already had shipyards
where vessels could be built he wasas-
sured as cheaply as in any. part of
Canada. ¢oomdp

Ralph Smith.

Ralph Smith being called upon, said
that he had been commanded by the
president of the Board of Trade to.ap-
pear: 'He felt that all the people of
British Columbia were in -favor of
Esquimalt as a naval base. The Im-
perial authorities’ had ‘chosén it, and
arguments in its favor were superflu-
ous. Every condition of nature  had
seemed to have selected it as a. suit-
able place, therefore there was nothing
to discuss. The object in asking them
to attend. the meeting was doubtless

that they might give an expression of.

opinion. Being the member for Esqui-
malt, from which district he drew so
much of his suppert, it wasg natural
that he would do so. Taking the na-
tural advantages of the place into con-
sideration, and as the member for the
districty he would be glad to lend it
any support. It ayas satisfactory to
think: that Canada had by unanimous

resolution of the House of Commor
committed themselves to the policy ot
aiding in the defence of the Empire.
He was glad that they had taken the
stand that it was not wise to make a
direct contribution, but to build ships
of their own.

At the last session.of the House he
had made a few adverse remarks on
the administration of that department,
but in discussing the gquestion with
men of all lines of thought from the
0ld Country-he had come to the con-
clusion that there had arisen a crisis
in England, and that it was necessary
for the colonial interests to make them-
selves felt. His natural tendency was
opposed to militarism, but now he be-
lieved there was a crisis. Men like Sir
Edward Grey and others of the Lib-
era] party who could not be easily led
astray by a scare had expressed them-
selves on this subject, and he was now
ready to support any plan for naval
defence. i
i~ Mhe: most important @uty ‘of "Canat
dians was to build up this great ¢oun-
try, but as reasonable men they want-
ed to know that when built up thev
would be in a position to hold it. THe
felt ‘'sure that the minister and
the members of the opposition from
British Columbia would support Esqui-
malt as the naval base of the Pa-
cific.

G. H. Barnard.

B. H. Barnard, M.P., said he was in
a more fortunate position than the
other speakers, in that a member of
the opposition was not supposed to lav
down any policy. He was extremely
gratified to hear what the previous
speakers had said. The scheme of de-
fence had met with the support of
members of both sides &f the House,
and he thought thev were also in ac-
cord as to the position of the naval
base. - If the' experts decided that
Esquimalt was not the best place he
would support that view, but unless
there was some reason shown there
would be no object in removing the
fortifications.

After a few more words of discus-
gion the following resolution was then
put ‘by the president and carried
unanimously:

That this board has Ilearned with
great satisfaction that it is the inten-
tion of the Canadian government to
participate in the naval defence of the
Empoire;

That this board heartily favors the
establishment of a Canadian navy;

That this board is gratified to learn
that the protection of the Pacific coast
is to form a part of the mnaval. pro-
gramme of Canada, and it hoves th-t
included therein will be the construc-
tion of a dock sufficient for the require-
ment of the largest ships of war;

That this board again represents that
in its opinion there is no other site 01
the Pacific coast of Canada possessing
as many advantages as the site for a
naval base on the Pacific as Esquimalt
has, and it hereby renews its request
to the government for the location of
the proposed dock there. where an ex-
tensive and costly equipment for a
naval] station has already been pro-
vided.

The speakers then were thanked for
their attendance, and Hon. William
Templeman in reply said that he was
prepared to support anything at am
time that would be in the interests of
the citv of Victoria. The meeting then
adjourned.

TAKES STRONG STAND
AGAINST TARIFF LAW

Senator Bristow of Kansas
Speaks Plainly About Pres-
ident Taft.

Kansas City, Mo., Sept. 24.—Senator
Jos. L. Bristow of Kansas City has
made a public statement in which he
sounds the battle cry of the ‘insur-
gents” gnd gives a strong suggestion
as to the methods to be pursued in the
continuation of the tariff battle,

‘““The people will find,” Senator Bris-
tow said, ‘“‘that every influence that can
be used will be brought to bear by the
financial interests of the east and in-
dustrial interests that are profiting by
a tariff to sustain the men Wwho made
the bill, There will be unlimited means
extended stand-patters in both demo-
cratic and republican parties to con-
trol conventions and nominate stand-
patters in both parties, The progress-
ives have but one recourse: that is
public sentiment and consciousness that
they have contended for what they
knew to be right.”

Senator Bristow indicated that he
was willing to belieyve President Taft
was misled in making some of the
statements of his Winona speech,

“Mr. Taft stated in his Winona ad-
dress,” he said, “that the bill failed to
comply with the republican promise in
the revision of the wdollen schedules.
All T can say is that if the president
had- been as familar with' the lead
schedule, the sugar schedule and the
cotton schedule as he was with the
woollen schedule, he would have broad-
ened his statement so as to have taken
in these schedules.

“There is a difference of opinion
among progressive republicans as to
whether the Payne law is more desir-
able than the Dipgley law, I do not
think it is any better. Some features
are improved, while others are not.”

WILL MAKE EXTENSIVE
INVESTMENTS IN WEST

Big Flour Mill and Wire and
Rolling Plant to Be
Erected.

Fort William, Ont.,, Sept. 24—Can-
ada, from east to west, is enjoying a
wave of prosperity that' gives eyvery
indication of solidity from tHe ground
up, said F. W. Thompson, vice-presi-
dent and general manager of the Ogil-
vie Flour Mills Co., Montreal, who
came west for the purpose of deciding
upon a site for a new flour mill of at
least 3,000 barrels a day capacity.

Mr. Thompson arrived in Fort Wil-
liam yesterday with H. S: Holt, presi-
dent of the Montreal Heat & Light
Power Company.

Explorer Speaks at Banquet
Given in His Honor by
Arctic Club.

New York. Sept. 24.—Members of the
Arctic Club of America, are enthu-
siasti¢ to-day over the showing of Dr.
Frederick ‘A. Cook, at the banquet
given in his honor at the club rooms
last night. Dr. Cook’s audience was
the most brilliant and cosmopolitan he
has addressed since he left the court of
Denmark.

Dr. Cook detailed many of his polar
experiences and insisted that his ex-
ploit furnished honor enough for all
He declared that he wanted to divide
the praise with explorers of the past,
upon whose experiences he had won;
with the Hskimos, whose customs he
had adopted with vietorious effect, and
with Mr. Bradley, who financed his ex-
pedition.

In ‘introducing Dr, Cook, ‘Rear-Ad-
miral S aley said: ‘“Like all who have
achieved similar success in -other
fields of activity, Dr. Cook is challeng-
ed by envy, which often proceeds from
disappointment. But to all fair and
just minded peopfe there is only regret
that there should have been raised
any issue over an achievement that
was full enough ‘of glory for both.
Our guest’s splendid behaviour under
these trying circumstances has at-
tracted the colnmendation eof his
counirymen, and has added innumer-
able hosts to ‘his friendship. 1 be-
lieve, as president of  the Arctic Club
of America, upon their statements
that both Mr. Perry and Dr. Cook
reached the pole, I .hail their chival-
rous and persistent courage. They
beth experienced the same hardships,
they both underwent the same expos-
ures, they both cheerfully undertook
the same privations and both are en-
titled to equal credit. All ‘honor to
them.”

Dr. Cook said in part:

“This is one of the highest honors I
ever hope to receive. You represent
most of the frigid explorers of Europe;
and nearly ail of the Arctic explorers
in America. Your welcome is the ex-
plorer’s guarantee to the world. Coming
as it does from fellow-workers, from
men who know and have gone through
the experience, it is an appreciation
and a victory, the highest which could
fall to the lot of any returning travel-
ler.

“The key to frigid endeavor is sub-
sistence. There is nothing in the en-
tire realm of the Arctic which is im-
possible to man. If the animal fires
are supplied with adequate fuel there
is no cold too severe and no obstacle
too great to surmount., In the ages of
the polar quest much has been tried
and much has been learned, The im-
portant lesson is that civilized man, if
he will succeed, must bend to the sav-
age simplicity necessary, Candor com-
pels me to say that the effort of get-
ting to the pole is not one of physical
endurance, nor is it fair to call it brav-
ery, but a preper understanding of the
needs of the stomach and a knowledge
of the limits of hrute force of the mo-
tive power, be it man or beast.

“Our conquest was only possible
with the accumulated lessons of early
ages of experience. The failures, of
our less successful predecessors were
stepping stones to ultimate succes. The
rea] pathfinders of the pole were the
early Danish, the Dutch, | English and
Norse, Italian and American explorers,
with whom we must share the good
fruit of success, A slmilar obligation
is due to the wild man. The Eskimo
and the Indian were important factors
to us.

“To John R. Bradley—the man who
paid the bilis—belongs at least one-half
of this credit.

“Nothing would suit me better than
tell you to-night the complete story of
our quest, but that needs more specific
data than I could hope to tell you in
an after-dinner speech, In a few days
I hope to tell the complete story to you
with pictures.

“One of the most remarkable charges
brought out is that I did not seek a
geographic license to start for the pole.
Now, gentlemen, to the large public
that may be a mystery, but you who
know well appreciate that no explorer
can start and say that he will reach
the pole.

“All who "understand the  problem
know that sueccess is but barely pos-
sible when every conceivable circum-
stance is favorable. It is only neces-
sary to make announcement that an
expedition embarks for the pole, to
start an undesirable bombast and
flourish of trumpets. This I chose to
escape. Mr. John R. Bradley furnished
the funds. I shaped the destiny of the
expeditions, = For the time being the
business coneerned us only. I believed
then, as I believe now, that if we. suc-
ceeded there would be time enough to
fly the banner of victory.

“Now, geneltmen, I appeal to you as
explorers and men, am T bound-to ap-
peal to anybody, in any man, to any
body of men, for a license to look for
the Pole? Another criticism 1is the
charge of our insufficient equipment.
We have met this. You know that we
had every possible aid to success in
sledge travelling. A big ship is no
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advantage. An army of white men,
who at best are novices, Is a distinc [
hindrance, while a cumbersome luxury
of equiment is fatal to progress, We
chose to live a life as simple as that
of Adam, and we forced the strands of
human endurance to scientific ‘limits.
If you will reach the pole, there is no
other way.

“As to the excitement of the press,
to force things of their own picking
from important records into print, I
have already given a tangible account
of our journey. It is as complete as
the preliminary reports of any previous
explorer. Heretofore such evidence
has been taken with faith, and the
complete record was not expected to
appear for years, whereas we agree to
deliver al¥ within a few months.

“Now, gentlemen, about . the
We arrived on April, 21st, 1908.
discovered new land along the 98th
meridian between the 84th and the
85th parallel. Beyond this, there was
absolutely no life and no land, The
ice was in large, heavy flelds, ~with
few pressure lines. The drift was
south- of east. Clean water gave good,
regular observations nearly every day.
These observations .combined with
those ‘at the pole on.the 21st and 22nd
of April are sufficient to guarantee
our claim,when taken in connection with
the general record. You do not require
this. I can see that, but this and all
other records will come to you in the
course of events,

“The report of this peolar success
has come with a sudden force, but in
the present enthusiasm we must not
forget the fathers of the art of polar
travel., There is glory enough for all.
There is enough t6 go to the graves
of the dead and to the heads of the
living.

IN-CRATER OF VOLCANO,

Two Men ‘Spend Half an Hour on Hdge
of Boiling Lake of Lava
and Fire,

Honolulu, -Sept. 27—L, M. Hale, J.
Reynolds, and Ernest Moses, a pho-
tographer, descended Saturday into the
crater of Mount Kilauea, remaining half
an hour on the edge-of a boiling lake
of lava and fire. This is the first time
this feat has been accomplished.

The members of the party ventured
almost to the rim of the seething lake,
and attempted to take photographs.
The heat was intense, and at places
the adventurers walked over partially
molten areas. After completing their
observations they returned safely to
the rim of the crater, where a half-
dozen friends had witnessed the = de-
scent.

Kilauea is one of the largest active
volcanoes in the world. Its altitude is
4,400 feet, and the circumference of its
crater is about nine miles, with a depth
varying from 700 to 1,100 feet, depend-
ing upon the depth of the molten lava
violent eruptions occurred in 1797, 1840
and 1866, and sinee then there have
