The President of the Board of Trade
Hails the Arrival of an Era
of Prosperity.

He Prédicts Unezampled Good Times
for Canada in the Immediate
Puture.

Toronto, Sept. 7.—Speaking yesterday
at the directors’ ‘luncheon at the Indus-
trial Exhibition, Edward Gurney, presi-
dent of the Toronto Board of Trade,
referred to the new condition of trade.

The changé that had taken place in the
last six weeks, he said, was the most
important event in Canada’s history. It
was 2 change so great that its nature
could not be realized at once, except by
those whose interests were immediate-
ly affected.

Since the premier had popularized
Cangda in England a 'way had,.been
opened for the extension of trade which
wculd surprise gverybody. When, added
to.this, we had the fact of a bountiful
Cgnadian haryest in a year of high
piices for breadstuffs, he felt safe in
sgying we have now actually entered upf
¢h the period of good times so long and
0 patiently awaited.

He congratvlated the exhibition au-
horities on the brave showing they
had always been able to make, even in
those years when the business outlook
was bad and when most of them were
sick at heart.

Personally he was optimistic in his
views, bat in the years that have passed
there was much to discourage a hope ul
view. Now all was changed.

“I predict,” said Mr. Gurney, ‘“that at
the close of this century, we are to have
three -years of such prosperity as the
oldest of those here present has not be-
fore witnessed.”

A Panic Is Spreading Because of the
Almost Complete Failure of
the Harvest.

Repdrts from a Dozen Countries Tell
the Same Pitiful Story of
Ruined Crops.

¥

"‘Everhei‘é—-Bad Outlook for
the Winter.

New York, Sept. 8.—A dispatch to the
World from London says:

“A panic is spreading throughout Ire-
ldnd over the terrible prospect of an ap-
parently complete failure of the harvest.
Reports from 110 parish priests from the
countiegs of Clare, Cork, Kerry, Lim-~
erick, Tipperary, Antrin, Armagh, Ca-
van, Donegal, ‘Down, Fermagh, Mona-
ghan, and Tryone, all tell the same
piteous story of ruined crops, impending
destitution and famine. The blight has
everywhere wholly or mainly destroyed
potatoes, while the oats, which is the
next most essential crop to .the In.sh,
farmers, has been battered down by:dg-
cessant reins and practically destroyed...
““Prom * Concemara ~county, Galway,
come these ~heartrending tales: “The
late long" run “of -harsh weather leaves
scarcely @ vestige of hepe for the poor
(Conemara . cottiers. The principal crops
raised in this locality, hay, oats and ‘po+
tatoes, are wvirtually ruined to an alatrm-
ing extent. A -common observation
around Cliffden is that it is a full day’s
work. for a man 16 dig one meal of pe-
totoes for his family, and even then they,
can secarcely- be-eaten.’

“¥rom Mallow, County of Cork, the
situgtion in’ the rich- streak of lapd
known.as the ‘Golden Vein’ the report
is; . -“The oat crop, whith is the main ‘de-
pendence of the vast majority of farmers,
is entirely -unfit for marketing p :
Acres are still seen spread out in’ shegf
and they canmot be bound or stack
The crop is reduced to a conditions
only for the mamure heap. The po¥§
crop is-almost a dead failure "

‘A dispatch . from ‘Westmeath =
Chuesincegsant rains for t!m?u SEi A
Tave-completely destroyed crops of every-
description. . What a month ago’ were'
smiling, cheerful looking fields, are to-
day blighted and ruined. The potato
crop is bad even to rottenness; oats and
kindred crops are in such a wretched
way that no yield can be expected from
them.”

“¥rom Maryvorough, Queen’s county,
the correspondent telegraphs: ‘In this
countyitisthe general unanimity of opin-
icn that since the famine year of ’47 the
prospect for the agricultural community
was never so bad as to-day. This de-
geription does not refer to any particular
locality, but to every district in the
county. The crop which has suffered
most is the potato, of which' there will
be practically none. It is generally be-
lieved that before the mew year dawns
there will be no potatoes fit to eat in
the country. Next to potatoes oats are in
a very bad condition.’

“The correspondent at Ballygawley,
Tyrone, sayst ‘The ground where po-
tatoes have been planted in drills re-
scmbles a bit of bafren- waste that had
been lying over for a time with the in-
tention of beirg ploughed in the autumn.
Flax is an almost -unknown quantity.
During the week -enormous: floods have
been sweeping the ‘country. '~ Tens of
kay, 4o add further te.the misery, _have
been carried away by the imundations.’

“A (Castlebar, Mayo, telegram says:
“Torrents of rain prevailed here during
the last three days almost confinuously,
and the country is in a most deplorable
condition.  Liands are flooded.  potatoes
and oats destroyed; and the hay is rot-
ting. No efforts will be made to save
several erops frem destruction, owing to
the deluge of rain day after day. The
farmers are-roined.’

“Phe "'Waterford correspondent says
that the prospects for the harvest were
hardly ever darker or sadder than at
present ‘in several parts of the country.-
Tue corn, now a month cut, is still stack-
ed up on.account’ of the'rain.

When the
figures are examined a little further and
divided into imports and exports, it will
be found that they. show the following
difference: Canada buys from the Unit-
ed States in the form of imports £12,-
000,000, and sells to the United States
in the form of exports £7,000,000, while
in the case of Great Britain she sells
£12,000,000 as exports and buys £6,250,-
000 as imports. - From the-point of view

of her export trade the market of Great [

Britain already takes upwards of £12,-
000,000 of her produce, while the market
of the ;United States take only £7,000,-
000, ﬁence, as a _customer, notwith-
standing . the obstacles . which have
bitherto existed to interchamge of goods
between the Canadian and British mar-
kets, Great Britain is already iu a posi-
tion of being very nearly twice as im-
portant as the United States. A fur-
ther fact which has to be considered is
that, while these figures represent the
present situation, the future situation
cannot fail to be profoundly affected
by the contrast between the resolution
of the United States to impede, as far
as possible, the entry of Canadian pro-
duce into American marKets and the
freedom of British ‘trade. < Not  only,
therefore, is the actual good will of the
British customer more valuable to Can-
ada than the good will of the customer
of the United States, but the prospéctive
advantages of the British market are
irfinitely more important still than
those offered by the American market.
That the Canadian produce trade should,
under the circumstances, tend to run
in British channels of expansion is not
surprising. As it is a  well-assured
economic fact that; mnotwithstanding
temporary aberrations from the working
of the rule, exports are, in the long run,
paid for by imports, it i& evident that, if
Canada extends her produce trade with
Great Britain, Great Brifain must #imil-
arly extend her trade with ~Canada.
The industry of thig country.has, conse-
quently, every reasom to megard the .de-
velopment with satisfaction.

For Canada. an interesting question
arises as to whether there is really room
in the British market for any consider-

AORANGI ARRIVES

Her Machinery Again Causes Delay—
Stoppages Magle for Repairs
at Ports of Call.

A Number of Miners Arrive To Go To
Gold Lands of the North-
‘West ierritories.

“The R.M.S. Aorangi, Campbel Hep-
worth, R.N.R., commander, arrived this

-morning - from. Sydney after a voyage
lasting exactly ‘one ‘month. . Sydney was
left on. August yth and strong southeast
“winds. were experienced: until ‘Welling-
ton, New Zealand, was reached on Aug-
use 12th. The Aorangi .is the first
steamer of the Canadian-Australian
line to call at Wellington, which will
hereafter be a port of call for every ves-
sel.of the line on both upward and down-
ward, trips. Wellington was left on
August 15th. and after clearing Cook’s
Straits heavy ‘gales were encountered,
which, delayed the vessel several hours.
Suyva was rached on Avugust 20th, and’
after one day’s stop at this'port the liner
took her departure for Honolulu, which
port was reached on August 30th. She
sailed ‘from Honolulu on: the following
day ‘and met swith fine weather until
Victoria was ‘Teached this morning. “Yes-
terday the schooner Bessier was sighted
bornd towards the mortheast.” It was
found necessary while the ship was at
Wellingtcn to make some alterations to
the machinery connected with the forced
draught, the  auxiliary engines, it
seems, not being sufficiently powerful.
At Honolulu as wlell the engineers were
again busy on the same engines. More
extensive repairs will be made during her
stay at Vancouver, and as since the re-
pairs. were made at Honolulu she has
been making some very good runs there
is evéry reason to believe that when she
has had her machinery attended to at
YVancouver she will make a swift yoyage
on her way back to the Antipodes: Dur-
ing the passage up several . successful
conceris and dances were held.
