Uf The war most terrible war in the history
of the world definitely ended.

No important new develop-
ments have taken place during the
past week, everything having
gone forward according to the
previously made arrangements.
Belgium, the occupied parts of
France, and Alsace-Lorraine have
been evacuated by the German
troops, and Strassburg has been
occupied by the French.

The German fleet, as far as it
was to be surrendered according
to the armistice conditions, has
been turned over to the allies,
and an English squadron- left for
Wilhelmshaven on Monday to dis-
arm the rest of the German fleet,
which according to the armistice
terms is to be interned inGerman
ports.

Internal conditions in Germany
seem to be clearing gradually.
Practically all the princes and
kings of the country have ab-
dicated or been deposed and their
countriesdeclared republics. These

little danger of the red Socialists
or Bolsheviki getting the upper
hand, though not all danger is
yet past. German Austria will
very likely join a confederation
of German republics.
