Ther2 never was a
place less in want of a park, consid-
ering that the hills and woods are
within a stone’s throw of any part of
jt, and there never yet was a spot
which answers less to the name  of

‘“park” than“that which the Prince
opened there, inasmuch as the whole

meadow is as level as a bowling-
green, and every tree is carefully up-
rooted. Nevertheless, the people liked
it, and were proportionately pleased
at the Prince opening it. After this,
of course, there was another levee, at
which every one was presented; and
the local papers explained the niceties
of evening dress, and were at pains
to point out at length what it meant,
and that a dress coat should not be
a frock coat, or of any color but black,
with other valuable and important in-
formstion with regard to neckerchiefs
and waistcoats.

Dillon of St. John.

The afternoom session was opaned
by a paper on Butter Making by Mr.
Dow of Andover, who gave his system
in handling the cream and the manu-
facture of butter therefrom. Scrupu-
lous cleanliness and the closest atten-
tion to all the points could alone give
the best results. Twice washing of
the butter was essential.

W. W. Bverleigh of the Sussex fae-
tory eald that he did not entirely
agrees with the paper just read by
Mr. Dow. He did not approve of toe
much washing, as it was possible to
injure the flavor very materially by
doing so. He found that the West
India trade required about vhe same
height of color in the butter that was
wnccephable to our local ' trade, and
which his factory had been very suc-
cessful in catering to. i

Cheese making was -introduced bdy
James H. Brown of Cornhill, who,
during his addmess, gave the following
statement : The Corn Hill factory,
which I stanted nine years ago, has
been able ibo mecord a substantial in-
orease each yvear, as follows:

The increase in last season’s make
over that of 1892 id a little over forty_
tons. About 100 tons were exported
tha last two years to the English mar-
ket by T. J. Dillon.

The essentials to zood cheese mak-
ing, said Mr. Brown, are: A good fac-
tory, where the curing room is com-
pletely under the control of the man-
ager as regards temperature. In re-
gand to the plant, the best is none too
good. Receive mnothing but good,
clean, sweet milk; and adopt the latest
and most up to date methods in the
manufacture of the milk. The coagu-
lation of the curd:—cutting and cool-
ing the curd to the desirable point is
perhiaps the most critical point in suc-
cessful cheese making. Dipping, stir-
ring and milling and making the curd
is an impomtant d$actor in success,
but salting, pressing and curing are
very important.

The evening session opened with a
_paper.on co-operative dairying. The
important points emphasized were
closer union on the part of our far-
mers; the absolute necessity of a
good, clean milk product, free. from
turnips or any other flavor ‘which will
in any degree detract from the deli-
cate flavor and aroma that butter and
cheese should always have, and which
makes these delicacies so “acceptable
on the tables of rich por  alike.
It is  essential to suc that  all
contrdbuting toward the milk supply
of a factory should be honest and fair
b¥ each other, and observe with scrup-
ulous care all the precautions enjoln-
ed.upon them by ‘the factory oper-
ators. ¢ § oy

A very interesting ..discussion was
held upon the paper, in which a large
number of the members took part, the
discussion largely turning on the
feeding of turnips to our milch cows.
This practice was shown to affect very
largely the milk supply in an objec-
tionable way, as giving a (bad odor to
the butter or cheese, whidh ' lessened
its value in the local markets and
made s shipment to the Hnglish
market an objectionable ‘and  losing
business.

A wame Before the World for Long
Over Half a Century.

(Argosy, 1896.)

Queen Victoria! This is indeed a
name to conjure by, a name that has
been before the world for more tham
half a century. A queen at eighteen,
she has nominally controlled for fifty-
nine years the destinies of a mighty
empire through the most progressive
period in ita history. On the twenty-
fourth of this month she will be sev-
enty-seven years old. On the twen-
tieth of June she will enter on the six-
tieth year of her remarkable reign.

Na King or Queemn in the history of
England, nor nome in the history of
the whole world, with the exception of
the fabulous ' monarchs of ancient
legends, has an equal record. And
she has made wmo holiday with the
privileges of her position. During this
long period, though she cannot be said
to have been the guiding star of Bng-
land’s destinies, yet she has been in
touch with all ite affaire at home and
abroad, and her infiuence, though not
a paramount cone, has been appareat
at all times.

Before she is a Queen, Victoria is a
.woman; & healthful, whole souled
gympathizer with human needs. She
is the mother of many children, and
the painstaking solicitude for their
welfare has mnever been saecrificed to
the great affaire of state. Her home
is her domestic kingdom as the nation
is her public one.

The British Queen may be fat and
old as the cartoonists love to remind
us; her health may be crumbling under
the stress of age, and she may be liv-
ing under the orders of doctors, but
none the less she i@ still dominant
among her ministers. .

The events of the last six menths
have found her ready and prompt and
positive in her measures for England's
integrity. Those measures may noi
be in accordance with the views of
Americans and foreigners, but yet
their adeptations to England’s needs
cannot be questioned. .

Her peculiar pesition ameng the
other sovereigns of Hurope was in-
terestingly outlined in an editorial of
the New York Sun, which spoke of her
a3 a2 woman who wields an Influence
unique in the history of royalty.
Speaking of the admonitory letter she
sent her grandson, Emperor William
of Germany, when his too ready pri-
vate sympathy led him to a public
expression of regard for President
Kruger of the Traasvaal, and com-
demnation of Bnglish fllibusters, the
Sun said: 5

“She does not fear to remind her
grandson, the German warrior, of his
duties; she looks upon her relative by
marriage, the Russian Czar, as a
youngster in ‘need of guidance; she is
on the best of terms with the Em-
peror of Austria and with the King of
Italy, and the King of the Belgians,
and the Kings of Porfugal, Denmark,
and Sweden. No British statesmen
could speak to these monarchs as the
Queen can speak to them, in & mother-
1y, or sisterly, or a cousinly, or a col-
lateral way. They would not take
from eny man, not even from a king,
such words as Her Majesty can pem
to them,.or utter in their presence.

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OTTAWA.

Government Rei}i‘ses to Allow
a State Memorial Service.

The Reason Given by One Cabinet
Minister for the Change in

the Programme.

OTTAWA, Jan. 29.—The govarnment
do strenge things at times, but it is
questionable whether any government
mas taken such peculiar action as did
today the Laurier administration. It
Mas been announced in t%:2 newspapers
for several days past that on the oc-
casion of the national day of mourn-
ing next Saturday for the demise of
the Queen there would be a state me-
mortal service held in Christ Church
Cathedral, the principal church of the
Anghcan community in the diocese of
Ottawa. His excellency, as representa-
sive of the sovereign in the dominion,
had, with the consent of his advisers,
arranged for a state service. All the
-arrangements were in course of pre-
paration. The orders had been pre-
‘gared, and ‘the church authorities were
making arrangements to“‘ha‘.v_s‘wtﬁ'a in-|
terior of the c¢athedral appropniately
draped. This morning, however, when
the cathedral authorities waited upon
his excellency, they learned that a
ehange had taken place and that the
state memorial service was at an end.
A deputation had gone down to Gov-
ernment House to discuss the church
arrangements with his excellency, and
they were thunderstruck when they
dearned from the governor general that
he had raceived a letter from the
prime minister intimating that the
government had withdrawn i¥ sanc
tion to the state service, and that pub-
lic money could not be expended in
draping the cathedral. These gentle-
mren brought the news up. town, and
the. government’s action has created
one of the liveliest sensations which
©Ottawa has had for many a day.

Your correspondent saw a member
of the government this evening and
asked him the reason why the gov-
ernment’s consent ‘had been with-
drawn.- He replied that there was no
state church in Canada, and the hold-
ing of a state service at Christ Church
Cathedral might be regarded as a re-
-sognition of the church of that de-
nomipation. Moreover, he felt that the
efficlal recognition to a function  of
that kind would give great offence to
sther denominations throughout Can-
ada, 4

This may be regarded as the official
explanation of the change of base on
the part of the government, but the
general impression in the city tonight
is that there must be some other Tea-
son for it, and that some other influ-
ence must have been at work. There
is not a Protestant in the city of Ot-
sawa with whom your correspondent
Ras conversed  Juring ‘the past few
days who has objected to the state
service ‘in Christ Church - Cathedral.
The Presbyterians, the Methodists, the
Baptists and' Congregationalists of the
eity of Oltawsa are too broad minded
to abjeet to any particular ‘church be-
ing ehosen for a memor of this
kind. And it is to be remembered

A MISLEADING TIME TABLE.

(Charlottetown, P. BE. 1., Guardian.)
A gentleman from New Brunswick
now on & business visit to the iSland
oomplains to the Guardian with ap-
parent justice, of the misleading in-
formation contained in the winter
time table of ‘the Intercolonial rail-
way. The latest issue of the time
table, bearing date January 3, con-
tains the following statement with
regard to the connection between the
mainland aud Prince Edward Island :

the evening, in readiness to take the
boat for the island in the morning.

SKETCH OF HIS LIFE.

The father of the Presbyterian
church in Canada is Rev. Lewis Jack,
now of Chatham, N. B. Mr. Jack was
born at Culloden, Inverness, Scotland,
the year of Waterloo (1815). He was
prepared for college in the schpols of
Inverness, took his arts cumriculum in

shis theological course in the divinity
halla of Aberdeen and Edinburgh, be-
ing while at Bdinburgh a student of
the illustrious Dr. Chalmers. After a
term of service under the committee of.
Hoéne work in Shetland, he was or-
dained by the presbytery of Aberdeen
at Bellhelvie on June 10, 1845. He was
minister in that parish for three years,
when he volunteered for colonial ser-
vice. His first work in New Brunswick
was taking charge of Old Saint Steph-
en’s church, St. John.

HIS FIRST REGULAR PASTORATEH

in New Brunswick was that of Saint
James church, St. Stephen, Charlotte
county. Neighboring churches were
for some years under his charge.
“After a five -yeans’ pastorate,” said
the Richibucto Review, June 12, 1895,
in giving an account of Mr. Jack’s ju-
bilee, firom which we quote, “he was
translated to the congregation of
Springfield, where he labored for up-
ward of thirty years, much beloved by
all who knew him. Mr. Jack was one
of the pioneers of the Presbyterian
church in New Brunswick. He is a
trply evangelical preacher, and in the
days of his vigor was an impressive
#nd enthusiastic speaker. He is now
80 years of age, and stijl wonderfully
strong. <&lis saintly ner died a
number of years ago. Her name is still
very fragrant in Springfleld, where
she greatly assisted in the work of the
Tord. Mr. Jack retired from the ac-
tive duties of the ministry two: years
ago, and is spending the remainder of
this days in the hospitable family of
Dr. King. his son-in-law.” :

Mr. Jack was its last
full-term moderator, preached its last
“synod sermon,” and presided over its
closing session. He always manifested
a large hearted Catholic spirit; he be-
lieved in the Holy Catholic church, and
lived up to his belief all his days, and
new cherishes this article of his creed
more warmly, if possible, than ever.
To him denominational lines have been
invisible. When the synod of the mari-
tima provinces met two years ego at
Moncton, Mr. Jack was present, and a
resolution was unanimously adopted
congratulating him on his long, faith-
ful and fruitful ministry. He was
present at the last meeting of the
presbytery of St. John. Indeed, he
had missed but few meetings of that
presbytery since its formation. . The
_latest ministerial act of his which wve
have heard of is his taking part in the
.funeral seryices of Dr, Morrison at

VENEZUELAN TROUBLE.

The Asphailt Dispute Siill Unsettled—
Did Not Fly the British Flag.

WILLEMSTAD, Curacoa, Jan. 29
(via Haytien cable.)— Imvestigations
made by a ¢orrespondent of the As-
sociated Press show that the vessel
recently burned by the Venezuelan
gunboat Miranda was & Venezuelan
slcop and did not fly the British flag.

According to information which
reaches thia port, the isand of Pato is
fn the power of 'the Venezuelan revo-
lutionists, who are said to have de-
feated the government troops com-
manded by General Velutini, in the
veighborhood of Irapa. 'The Vene-
guelan government notwithstanding,
has published an official bulletin de-
nying that the insurgemts were vic-
torious on this occasion.

Only vague reports reach here re-
garding the events which are tran-
gpiding in the vicinity of Carupano.
That town is first in the possession of
the insurgents, and then again occu-
pled by the government. As this de-
gpatch is forwarded, the Venezuelan
sovernment troops are occupying the
place. The French cmiiser Suchet re-
mains at anchor off Carupano. '

All is quiet on the Island .of Mar-
guerite, where the people who fled
from Carupatio sought refuge and
were arrested as suspicious persons.

The Venezuelan government con-
tinues to send troops to Cumana, and
advices from Barncelopa say. that gov-
ernment troops in that meighborhood
ere pursuing the insurgents very ac-

NOVA SCOTIA FRU'IT INDUSFRY

President Bigelaw. addressing . the

This is reported to be.a bad year for
the orchard  interests, partly because
the crop was not good and partly be-
cause much of the. produce exponted
was destroyed in transit to England.
Mr. Bigelow estimates the annual
value of the Nowva Scotia fruit crop at
$1,000,000. The net receipts for appies
shipped in 1899 to Bngland were $300,-
000, but in 1900 only $200,600. It is cal-
culated that the value of orchards now
beari: is $4,5600,000, or $500 an acre
for 9,000 acres. The annual addition to
the wealth of the province by young
orchands is computed to be - $1,000,000.

It is a somewhat ourlous eircum-
stance that while Mrs. Nation  pro-
nounces Kansas to be in a condition
o: anarchy because the law is openly
ddsregarded, the St. John chief of police
is frankly stating that. he is.not even
attempting to suppress ocertain admit-
tedly unlawful establishn.ents in St.
John. The chief says that three dis-
orderly houses are maintained in one
part of the city. He has not tried:to
suppress them though he could do it.
The policemen know. all about these
| places, even to the names of the in-
mates. Occasionally the houses are
raided and all hands fined. This is
not done more often. than the offend-
ers can afford to pay, for then the
establishment would be obliged ~to
i close, -which is admittedly not the pur-
pose of the -alleged punjshment.  The
fine-is levied with sufficient frequency
to add. substantially to the eivic rev-
enue. It does not appear that :the
raids . are made when ‘the .houses: are
more. disorderly than usual. In fact,
i it is stated that the December raid
was made prematurely, and that, it
had. been the intention of the chief
and the Mcense inspector -to ‘“‘pull” all
the resorts at once at some later time,
when a substantial levy might have
been made in the interest of the city
treasury. The substance of the matter
is 'that these establishments are oper-
ated under a license system, and the
license fee, which is collected in the
form Of fines, is the price of immunity
from suppression. It is explained that
these houses are not. allowed in any
other part of the city ,and that the
number is limited, which is of course
to the advantage of the proprietors,
whose monopoly is protected. It is
also understood that no disturbance
of the neighbors is. allowed. Chief
Clark has asked for instructions in the
matter. He sets forth the results
which may be expected to follow the
closing of these establishments, which
by the unwritten law of the town have
existed for many years under the,ex-
isting regulations. That is to say, the
houses are recognized during perhaps
three days in the year as unlawful
places, while during the other three
hundred and sixty-odd days the law
has nothing against them. It is the
old question, discussed over and over
again . by the authorities in London,
and by Mrs. Chant; the one brought
up every few years in New York and
in other cities, yet always remaining
unsettled, except by some unwritten
law.

We have no state church in Can-

| ada, and it would be taken for grant-

ed that any state memorial service
held in the capital of the dominion
wonld be connected with the church
to ~hich Her Majesty belonged. This
view 'seems to have led the ministers,
or some of them, to take counsel with
the governor general and to make
good progress with the arrangements
for a service at the Anglican cath-
edral. The Toronto organ of the gov-
ernment said on Tuesday morning:
In Ottawa the state service will take place
at Christ Church Cathedral. All the local
volunteer regiments wiil turn out, and the
Governor General and the headquarters’ staft
will briug up the rear of the procession.
Further™ details were given #to. the
Montreal. Star, whose Ottawa corres-
pondent wired on Tuesday afternoon:
OTTAWA, Jan. 29.—The state funeral ser-
vice to be held at Christ Church Cathedral
at noon on Saturday next will be an impos-
ing oeremony. The arrangements are being
made by His Excellency and all tickets of
adrmsslon Will "be sent -out  from the Gov-
ernor General’s ‘office.  -The space of the
cathedral is umsud. and thers will mot be

very much room for the general public. His
Excellency will meet his miinisters at the

senate, and with the Governor General's and |

general officer commanding’'s staff will pro-
ceed in procession to the cathedral. There
will be muilitary guards and escorts, but the
detsils for this will be made public in mili-
tia orders as soon as decided. Seats will
be retained for the vice-regal party, the
ministers, the headquarters and brigade
stafls, the members of the senate and house
of commons, the judges, the deputy heads
of departments, etc.” The service will in-
clude portions of the burial service. A spe-
cial choir, including representatives of the
city choirs, will conduct the musical por-
tion of the service. Subsidiary services wiil
be held in all the parish churches at 10 a.
m. on Saturday.

It seems then that as late as Tues-
day morning the governor general and
the ministers were together working
out the details of a national memorial
service. Later In the day the gov-
ernment made some startling discov-
ery which caused a complete and sud-
‘den. change of programme. The offi-
cial orders were countermanded, and
Lord Minto all at once found himself
without ministerial "support in the
arrangements with which he and his
advisors had been connected. . The
reasons which on Tuesday prevented

JUSTICES OF THE PEACE.
It seems that an important question

Queen’s death. In old times all com-
missions of the peace were vacatted by
the death of the soveréign, and ¢his
appears to have still been the law
when. Blackstone wrnote. ' The com-
missions of justices are in the name of
the sovereign, and do not contain any
reference to the sSuccessors to the
throne. ‘A New Brunswick statute
authorizes- the ~appointment ~of  jus-
tices, but there is no provision for con-
tinuing their functions after the de-
mise of the crown. . The governor’s
proclamation extends to all persons
whose offices are continued by legis-
laiture; but this does not apply to the
case of justices, for whom there is ne
special legislative procession. The
question is a serious one, and opinions
are divided as to the present standing
of this, the largest body of officers in
the province. Of couarse there can be
no question as to the jurisdiction  of
persons who hold statutory courts, but
niany suits before ordinary justices
may be complicated by raising the
point.

Talks to an Interviewer of
His Work and His Views
on Various Matters.

Pew Morehants or Business Men
Who Work Harder—Shooting
His Favorite Reereation.

(Spesial Correspondence of the Asso- :

LONDON, Friday, Jan. 11.—The fol-
lvwing is the substance of an inter-
view with the Prince of Wales, which '
is ta appear shortly in a London ma- §
gaziaze.

The Prince talked -with
g-oat frankness concerning himgelf
and his views on various subjects.

@does, and ithere are few city merch-
ants or businessmen who work harder
than he does, and even the London |
publis has no ‘idea of the quantity of |
work ke gets through in the courweof |
a day. It 13 by following ‘& ‘most
methedical arrangement that he s
able to do so much as he does in the
#ime. As a matiter of fact, all his
engagements are made weeks and
sometimes months ahead, and every
Rour, almost every minute, is mapped
eut for him.

When the correspondent was usher-
od dnto his study at Marlborough
Houwe the Prince was seated at amn
old fashioned pedestal writing desk,
the fec-simile of the one used by nis
gather, the late Prince Consornt, which
was piled high with papers and docu-
ments of all descriptions. He wore
a black morning coat and vest, dark
grey trousers, -square. fronted ocollar,
with & white spotted black bow tie,
and patent leather shoes, and in his
fingers he held the inevitable cigar.

His greeting was kindneas in the ex-
treme. It was merely like an elderly
businessman emiling kindly welcome.

“Yes,”’ veplied the Prince, a shade
of weariness ¢reeping into his eyes,
‘“that is wh I act. If only you,
knew how terribly bored I am by
the inordinate length of some of the
dinners and the speeches, and how I
am all the time longing to get away,
you would be really sorry for me.

from personal friends and relatives,
those bearing on state affairs, and,
thinrdly, letters and petitions,
etc.—and I make it my business to
make myself aware of the contents of
each., This of itself is no light task,
when, you take into consideration the
fact that each morning’s mail consists
of some hundreds of letters. So.that
those who say mine is an ‘idle life
malign me.

There was ‘one more remark which
the prince made which will be of in-
terest, as it bears on the America cup,
for although his royal highness has

Her first
book was Our Life in the Highlands, which
record her memeries of the happy time she
spent with him. Fifteen years later she sent
forth More Leeves from the Journal of a
Life in the Highlands.

An interesting evidence of the strong af-
fection that existed between Queen Victoria
and her Prince Consort is found in the
Queen’s boudoir at Windsor Castle, which
romains today in the same state as when
Prince Albert died. On the door is inscribed:
“Hvery article in this room my lamented
husband selected for me.”

The Queen’s bridal wreath, with the first
bouquet- that Prince Albert presented to her,
lies withered within & glass case, and ac-
eording to some specially {avored visitors,
who weré recently allow'd to enter the
room, there are evidences on every slde‘ of
the thoughtful devotion ci the Prince Con-
scrt to Her Majesty.

You see
the ‘wind is just right, and it is such a
good time for fishing, and the fish are
coming in so rapidly that I have to
keep niy eye and hand busy. -There
are -about 200,000,000 souls wanting to
get into the kingdom of God, and it
will' require all the nets and all the

““fishermen of Christendom to safely

Oh, brethren of the min-
istry, let us spend our time-in fishing
instead of fighting. But if I angrily
jerk my net across your net, and you
jerk your net angrily across mine, we
will soon'thave two broken nets and no
fish, Thke French revolution nearly
destnoyed the French fisheries, &and ec-
eoclesiastical war is the worst thing
possible while hauling souls into the
kingdom. My friends, I notice in the

Ch, the important work of mending
our nets! If we could get quf nets
right, we would accomplish mofe in
soul saving in the next year ‘than we
have in the last 20 years. But’wheré
we- shall gét them ‘mended? ~ Just
where old Zé&bedee and his two “boys
mended their mets—wheére you - are.
James amd  John had no time‘to go
ashore. They were not fishing for fun,
as you and I do in summer time. It
was their Ilivelihood and that of their
families. They mended their - nets
where they were—in the ship. “Oh,”
says some one, “I mean to get my net
mernded, and I will go' down to thé pub-
