Hospital now petition your honorable body
to pass resolutions at this present meeting
endorsing these recommendations, and to
prepare a bill and forward it to the legis-
lature embodying such legislation as is ne-
cessary for the proper ' carrying of them

into effect.

GIANT McLEOD IN:BANGOR JAIL.

The N. B. Terror Held in $500 for
Assault With Intent to Kill.
(Bangor News, 8th.)

William McLeod of Milinocket, who
is charged with having committed an
assault with intent. to kill upon Deputy
Sheriff Fred Gates at Milinocket last
Sunday, was arrested in Houlton on
Tuesday and brought back to Milli-
nocket by Deputy Gates.

McLeod was arraigned before Trial
Justice Geo. W. Stearns, upon the
charge above mamed. It was testified
that on Sunday, Oct. 5, when Deputy
Gates attempted to arrest him, Me-
Leod levelled a rifle at the officer and
threatened to shoot, declaring that he
would not be taken alive. As McLeod
appeared to be in earnest,, Gates gave
up the attempt to arrest him at that
time, and he 'disappeared into the
‘woods. :

Justice Stearns ordered McLeod to
recognize in the .sum of $500  for his
appearance at the February criminal
term of the supreme court, and in de-
fault of bail he was committeed to Jail,
being brought to Bangor by Deputy
Gates in the evening train,

McLeod is a giant In size and

strength, and is described as a terror
when drinking. He is 31 years old;
six feet, six inches tall and weighs
about 180 pounds. He came from New
Brunswick to Millinocket at the time
of the construction of the pulp mill
and has lived thers ever since, occu-
pying for some time the distinguished
office of “boncer” in a boarding house
where little consideration is given to
elegance of deportment or niceties of
etiquet.
About a year ago, in a boarding
house at Millinocket, Mr. McLeod and
sSome other gentlemen were engaged in
a debate which not onily shook all the
plaster off the walls of the forum but
jarred the machinery in the distant
pulp mill. Deputy Sheriff Bragdon,
since deceased, tried to arbitrate, and
took a few of the debaters in tow,
when, as it is alleged, McLeod inter-
fered, and for the time arbitration
was abandoned. McLeod was arrested
for interfering with the officer, tried
and convicted, but the case was sent
to the law court on exceptions to rul-
ings of Justice Emery. The excep-
tions were argued last June, but no
decision ha.? yet been reported.

Over Murder of Count Antcnio
' . .Bonmartini.

All the elements of a tragic crime

are believed to be contained in the
Bonmartiri murder case, at Bologaa,
which is a theme of general interest
throughout Italy. On September 2
Count Antonio Bonmartini was found
assassinated in his apartment, in the
Via Mazzini, Belogna. There are LOW
under arrest on suspicion his wife,
Countess Teodolinda. Bonmartina, a
woman nearly thirty years old, daugh-
ter of an eminent physician of Bologna
named Murri; her brother, Tullio Mur-
ri, 28 years old, a lawyer and socialist
provincial councillor; Dr, Pio Naldi, a
gay companion of Murri’s, and a dress-
maker, Rosina Bonetti, supposed (o be
an accomplice in the affair.
- It was found that the Count and his
wife had been separated for some
years. The Countess was placed un-
der arrest and her father, Professor
Murri, then denounced his son Tullio
as the imurderer. Tullio himself ad-
mitted the crime, stating that he had
killed the Count in a quarrel &énd w ith
& weapon which the /Count had first
employed against him. As the autopsy
showed that the wounds were of &n
anatomical character, the truth of the
confession) was doubted. This led to
the arrest of Dr. Naldi, who also zd-
madtted his implication in the crime. The
police theory is that the Countess, who
protests her innocence, was the insti-
gator of the crime, that Tullio Murri
and Pio Naldi carried it out, and that
Rosina Bonetti was an accomplice.
Count Bonmartini, who had an income
of $15,000, married Teodolinda Murri in
1893, her father having a great medical
reputation, and studied medicine Lop-
ing to make his way as Murri’s son-
in-law.

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HR HAZEN’S
SPEECH

At Opening of Sackville
and Westmorland
Exhibition.

The Reeciproeal Obligations of
the Farmer and the Legis-
lator Discussed.

The Exhibition Strong in Live Stoek
—A Fine Display of Roots and °
Vegetables.

(Special to the. Sun.)

SACKVILLE, N. B., Oct. 8.— The
Sackville and Westmorland exhibition
was opened today by J. D. Hazen, M.
P.P. A. B. Copp, M. P. P,, first brief-
ly addressed the gathering, speaking
highly of the character of the exhibits
and of the enterprise and intelligence
of the local farming population.

H. A. Powell, M. P. P., who has just
returned from the west, was called up-
on and spoke briefly, touching on the
great wealth of the western country,
but expressing his own contentment
with the place of his birth. Mr. Hazen
was well received.

¢MR. HAZEN’S SPEECH.

After a complimentary reference to
the lieutenant governor, a tribute to
the excellence of the exhibition, and a
few quotations from the cemsus to
show the importance of the agricul-
tural industry as compared with others,
Mr. Hazen discussed briefly the recip-
rocal obligations of the farmers and
the legislator. He had learned from a
parliamentary experience of ten ses-
sions in the federal and local legisla-
ture that it was not worth while for the
politician to tell the farmer how to
farm or what to grow. The farmer
knew much .more about that than the
politician. But there are many lines
along which the legislature and gov-
ernment could assist the farmer, and
these were summarized as follows :

They may properly procure specially
qualified persons to give instruction
and encouragement in particular lines.
It is of the utmost importance, how-
ever, that these persons should have
special qualifications for money spent
in paying salaries to those who have
not been successful farmers, who have
mo special knowledge, and whose
claims are chiefly political, is of no
value to anyone but the recipient.

They may carry on extensive experi-
ments of great public importance,
which individual farmers are not In a
position tosunderstand, and these may
be made by means of experimental
farms. The testing of soils and seeds
is a case in point.

They may assist and encourage new
and, untried industries, sueh as fruit
growing, where it is not practised.

They may encourage and assist at
the beginning of co-operative enter-
prises such as butter and cheese fac-
tories, meat curing enterprises, cold
storage and beet sugar organizations.

They may assist agricultural soci-
eties to keep up their organization, at
the same time not interfering with the
freedom of societies or bringing them
in any way under political controd.

They may assist by importing stock,
not competing with stock breeders in
the province, but may introduce new
and desirable breeds, or import ani-
mals too costly to be a profitable in-
vestment for the individual farmer.

They may assist agricultural educa-
tion by founding agricultural collegés,
or if the expense of such a course be
too great, by establishing scholarships
in and providing for cheap transporta-
tion of scholars to agricultural colleges
of recognized merit already establish-
ed in other provinces. N

They may assist in maintaining the
common schools throughout the coun-
try districts at a high standard, and
should see that good school books are
provided at the minimum of expense,
so that the country boy should have
like advantage with his city cousin.

Railway fares on government and
private roads .should be regulated so
that farmers should not be allowed to
suffer by long and short haul rates—
and transportation should be encour-
aged and assisted By subsidies to wat-
er lines.

The question of transportation of the
greatest importance to farmers is,
however, the condition of the country
roads and bridges. Great loss in time
and comfort, in wear and tear of
vehicles, and in strain on teams'is oc-
casioned by bad roads. It ought to be
a matter of conscience for a govern-
ment in charge of public roads to see
that a highway under their care is re-
paired when repairs are hnecessary,
and that when there is any reason for
fearing that a bridge has become worn
out or dangerous it should be at once
repaired or replaced by a new one.

Judicious aid should be given by
money subsidies to the holding of ex-
hibitions for the display of stock and

That a true and honest statement of |
public affairs and public expenditute;
be placed annually before the farmer, :
and the other shareholders, so that hez
can know exactly what the situation
is, :

That there shall ‘always be open to’
the farmer all the privileges of citi-

These are in brief the duties which
the legislature owes the farmer, and
if they are not performed in good faith
the farmer has nobody to blame but
himself, for if he only knew and ex-
ercised his power he could easily con-
trol the different legislatures of the
country. ’

Mr. Hazens then turned to the
duties which the farmer owes to the
legislature, which are equally, if not |
more important than the duties which
the legislature owes to him, for if the
farmer does his duty the legislature

Those duties are :—

To give intelligent attention to all
public matters and political questions,
viewing them from a patriotic stand-
point, and by reading and discussion te
obtain a practical and accurate know-
ledge .of all questions ‘affecting the
ecenomic, social and financial coadi-
tions of the province. N

2. To insist upon his right to be re-
presented in the dominion, local and
municipal parliaments by ’‘intelligent
and independent men who will give
special attention to the interest which
he represents. People sometimes com-
plain that there is but little public
opinion in the country, but the farmer
with his great voting strength can
create a public opinion which it would
be suicidal for any public man to dis-
regard. .

.3—To faithfully mperform his ©OWn
local duties, do an honest day's '‘work
when he performs his statute labor, to
attend the meetings of his school dis-
trict and his agricultural society, and
generally to take an interest in all
educational ' work, gagricultural and
otherwise, and to obey all laws framed
for the good of the community, such
as laws for the preservation of game
and fish and for the protection of the
country’s public works.

4&—To keep his representatives well
posted as to the needs of the district.

5—To = condemn and punish alk
breaches of faith, corruption and frand
in public men, to endeavor to create a
healthy public opinion against bribery
and corruption-‘in élection contests and
to refuse to tolerate any government in
which he cannot feel confidence.

Dr. Chase's Ointment
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Stop the Leaks, If You Would Make
Farming Pay.

In order to pay, farming should be con-
ducted. in the same way as other business
enterprises. A suitable return should be Te-
ceived, nei only for the money ‘invested in
the land, stock and implements, but also
for the labor and ecares of management.
Bvery farmer should, by a simple system of
boekkeeping, keep a careful check on his
receipts and expenditures, so as to know

exactly which of his farming operations are
yielding him a profit, which are conducted
at a loss, and which are causing him merely
to ‘“‘mark time.”” A Ilittle figuring of this
sort may reveal to him a number of little

leaks which almost imperceptibly drain
away the profits that should reward his
dabor. In these days of fierce competition’

it .is only by keeping down the cost of -pro-
duction and preventing all waste_that: farm-
ing can be made successful. Some sources
of loss are here given, which will readily
suggest others.

Lack of System—One of the. chief leaks
on many farms is the loss of time and ener-
ZY because the management is not carried |
cui on any definite system. A study of any
old and successful business will show that
success has been largely due to a methodi-:
cal and systematic way of doing things.
System may be carried too far, so as to be-|
come merely: mechanical, but as a . general
proposition it may be said that after a well!
defired plan o6f action has been defermined
on it should be rigidly carried ‘out. As:
more knowledge is gained, or new ideas
acquired, - it will be necssary to make

ve ‘made without due deliberation. All work
should be .caretully planned in/advance and
all tools and implements gotten ready so
that there may be no delay when opera-
tions actually’ begin.

Use of Time Tables—All men employed on
the farm should have well-defined duties
to perform, so that their time may e used
to the best advantage. A good system 'pro-
vides for the feeding pf stock at regular
hours each day. When stock are fed and
watered at regular hours they become ac-
customed to the regularity of feeding, and
thrive much. better than if fed at different
hours on each succeeding day.

Care of Implements—A  very - eommon
source of loss is found in the neglect of ex-
pensive farm implements and tools. These
are left lying in the fields where they have
deen used, subject to all the inclemencies
of the weather, which are more destructive
Small teols are frequently
lost, and larger implements rust or rot.
There should be a placeron every farm
where implements may be kept under cover,
anid none should be left outside ‘when not in
use. A workshop should also be' provided
in connection with the teol-house, so that
during rainy days or other slack periods im-

ful crops, but entail a vast amount of
labor to get rid of. The division of a farm
into small or irregular fields often provides
numerous breeding places for weeds in the
fence corners and other uncultivated spots.

Neglect of Fences' and . Buildings—Another
leak which takes money out of the farm-
er’s pocket is neglect in keeping fences and
buildings in proper repair. Inferior fences
allow his own and his neighbor’s stock to
injure his crops, and are a source of con-
gtant worry and loss of time. The old pro-
verb, “For the want of a nail the horse
was lost,””. is very appropriate in such a
care. A dollar or two spent for lumber or
nails will often result in a large saving of
feed and increased comfort to the stock
during the winter months. . Neglect bf a
leaky roof is often responsible for heavy
lossés of grain or fodder and in the timbers
“of the' buildings. Many a good frame has
been ruined by a leaky Toof.

Lack of Knowledge—Nearly all the leaks
previously mentionéd may be set down to
earelessness, -but ‘farmers also lose because
some of them think that nothing can be
learned from qthers, and that a new idea is
necessarily nonsense. Ng matter how good
a farmer a man may be,“he can still gain
ideas from others that  will prove of value
to him. The experience of the Experiment
Stations and of successful farmers should
be carefully scanned for ‘pointers.’” How
many farmers there are  who do not sub-
seribe to a paper devoted to farming; these
men are certainly losing money by false
economy. In this age of progress it is ideas
that count; a single idea gained fgom a
paper will often, when put imto practice,
represent a gain of many times the sub-
scription price. The local paper should .also
always be suppofted, and each farmer should
do all he can to assist the editor of the
agricultural peper and the local paper to
produce as good a sheet as poseible, and- to
extend the circulation of each. .

KENSIT IS DEAD.

Leader "of Anti-Ritualistic Crusade in
England—His Son Taken From
Prison to His Bedside to Say
Farewell.

LIVERPOOL;" Oct. 8i—John Kensit,
the anti-ritualistic crusader, who was
seriously injured Sept. 25 at Birken-
head, near Liverpool, by being struck
with ‘a chisel thrown at bhim after ‘he
had, addressed a meeting, died this
morning of pneumonia, supervening
from the wound. His son, who is
participating in the anti-ritualistic
campaign, and who was recently im-
prisoned for refusing.to find baip to
keep the peace by abandoning holding
meetings, was permitted by the home
secretary to visit his father yesterday.
Young Kensit was escorted by police
to the hospital here, where the elder
Kensit had been under treatment since
the day he was injured. After an af-
fecting meeting the son returned to
prison. The elder Xensit's protests
against the confirmation of ritualistic
bishops on several occasions caused
sensational scenes. Among the most
prominent incidents of the deceased’s

THE MORNING'S ARGUMENT.

Before Justice Landry yesterday
morning D. Mullin, counsel for Frank
Higgins, presented his argument for a
regerve case. In the absence of H. A.
McKeown, Dr. Pugsley . appeared for
the crown and replied to Mr. Mullin's
arguments. Justice Landry reserved
his decision until this afternoon.

The coartroom was well filled with
spectators whose curiosity was not
however satisfied by the sight of Hig-
gins.

In commencing his argument Mr. Mul-
lin stated that there were four grounds
on which he desired to have the case
reserved. The first was in reference
to the securing of a jury.. When the
special panel was ordered he had taken
exception to the procedure, as the sel-
ecting of the jury was not as prescribed
by the Britsh North America Act. As
the parliament of Camada has directed
the procedure for the selection of
talesmen, legislation on that point is
exhausted and the action of the local
legislature in prescribing the procedure
is ultra vires.

The second ground taken was that
during the selection of a jury John A.
Pooley stated that he could not give
the prisoner a fair trial as his mind was
already made up. At the time of the
selection of the jury. Mr. Mullin had
objected to Mr. Pooley’s presence on
the jury.

JURORS PREJUDICED.

Mr. Mullin here produced an alﬁda-:it
made by Thomas McGrath, which
was to the effect that  while
in the Dbarber shop before the
trial, Mr. McGrath had heard Mr.
Pooley declare that Higgins ought to
be hanged and Goodspeed let go. Mr.
Mulin thought that a man whe would
make such a statement before the trial
and after being sworn declare that his
mind was made up, could not give an
impartial decision. In making the
statement which he did Mr. Pooley was
not qualified to act as a juror. Having
his mind made up he would not be in-
different.

The third ground was that under a
ruling of the court, new evidence was
admitted when none but evidence im
rebuttal should bave been .admitted.
This evidence which was in. reference
to the exact time at which Goodspeed
had heen at the Marsh Bridge, was
not rebuttal but tended to strengthen
the crown case and should not have
been received.

JUDGE'S CHARGE UNFAIR.

Mr. Mullin’s last ground was an ob-
jection to the judge’s charge im which
the attention of the jury was called to
the silence maintained by Higgins.
Nothing was said by him at any time.
Perfect silence had been maintained,
counsed had been obtained, and the sil-
ence continued. Mr. Mullin objected to
this portion of the judge's charge on
the ground that any person has the
right to engage counse]l and that after
having done so it might justly be be-
lieved that his subsequent line of action

was in obedience : :

counsel. Such subsequent

should not be referred to the attention
of the jury, mor should they be direct-
ed to draw any inferences from it.

is unfair that in the handling of a
what takes place between client and
counsel should be made the subject of
comment. If this is to be the case,
if the actiomns of clients are to be made
a matter of comment, then counsel are
not free but must conduct cases w'th
the fear that their actions may be held
up for inferemces to be drawn from.
Mr. Mullin’s objection was that the
judge had drawn the attemtion of the
jury to the conduct of the prisoner,
which conduct was the result of advice

case

-from counsel and should therefore ke

held sacred.

Upon these four grounds Mr. Mullin
asked that the case be reservad for the
consideration of the full court.

Justice Landry said that he was
chiefly impressed by tke third peint
taken by Mr. Mulin, in reference to
evidence.

DR. PUGSLEY

said that even should the judge not de-
cide to reserve the case, the prisoner’s
counsel still had the privilege of ap-
plying for permission to appeal. Were
sentence imposed at once, it was not
probable that the date of the execution
of sentence would be fixed at a very
early date, but that Mr. Mullin should
be allowed ample time to make his ap-
peal. Whatever decision was arrived
at with reference to reserving the case,
the prisoner would in no way suffer.

In reply to Mr. Mullin’s argument
Dr. Pugsley tcok issue on the first
ground, claiming that under existing
legislation the judge has power to sum-
mon as many jurors as may be found
necessary. If Mr. Mullin had any ob-
jection to the panel summoned, he
should have challenged the array be
fore the jury was selected.

‘With reference to Mr. Pooley, Dr.
Pugsley thought Thomas McGrath’s af-
fidavit should not be accepted. Ap-
plications for setting aside trials on
the ground that jurors had made Te-
marks before the trial. Mr. Pooley’s
statement after being sworn seemed
to show a fear that he should net be
able to give a fair trial. It was evi-
dence of his fairness.

With regard to the evidence con-
cerning Goodspeed being at the Marsh
bridge at a certain time, not being
properly received, Dr. Pugsley said
that the presiding judge alone should
decide when evidence should be receiv-
ed. Higgins had sworn that he and
young Goodspeed had Teen at the
bridge at six o’clock, and to contradict
ithis, evidence was given showing that
Goodspeed had been at the wharf be-
fore six o’clock. This was all in re-
buttal, and the time at which it was
received was at the discretion of the
judge.

In reply to the fourth point taken by
Mr. Mullin it was unfair for any coun-
sel to pick out one paragraph in the
judge’s charge and base an objection
on it. Higgins sprung the surprise on
the jury and the crown at the Iast

;. He charged his companion,
G d, with the awful crime. Sure-
Iy ~under these circumstances it was
the duty of the judge to point out the
conduct of the prisoner to the jury.

Dr; Pugsley did not think there were
any grounds for reserving the case.
Higgins had been given a mest fair
trial and there were no grounds for
objections. :

Mr. Mullin submitted that Dr. Pugs-
ley had not replied to his objections.
With reference to the prisoner’'s con-
duct, Mr. Mullin’s objection was to the
remark made by the judge concerning
Higgins’ conduct after consulting coun
sel, and this point was avoided by Dr.
Pugsley. He had not replied to Mr.
Mullin’s arguments on the new - evi-
dence which had been brought in or
regarding Mr. Pooley.

Haggard, and Did Not Say Any=
ﬁl-gm’ of Note.
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4 LIVERPOOL, Oct. 7.—The new Pro-
duce hange was opened today by
Bir Wilfrid Laurier, premier of Can-
ada, in the presence of a large con-
course of interested spectators. The
president of the exchange in introduc-
ing him said: “The quality of the pro-
duce received from Canada is greatly
improved of late, but it has not yet
reached perfection.”

Sir Wilfrid in speaking did not, as
anticipated, utter anything of import-
ance touching the érade relations or
what had been effected towards the ac-
complishment of a Canadian fast line.
He merely referred to the president’s
remarks as to the sending of produce
frcm Canada, and said Canada must
have steamships to send it in. Touch-
ing his continenmtal trip, Sir Wilfrid
said it felt good to be a British sub-
ject, and he declared himself a Cana-
dian-British subject.

Sir Alfred Jones, president ot the
Elder-Dempster Stesmship Company,
said he had endeavored to impress
upon Lord Strathcona, the Canadian
high commissioner in England, that if
€Canada established a fast Atlantic line
of steamships Liverpool must be the
terminal port on this side of the ocean.

Lord Strathcona and Hon. Mr. Field-
ing spoke vemy briefly. Sir Wilfrid's
reception was most cordial.

The dominion premier, who is look-
ing worn and haggard, received a de-
putation at the North Western hotel
The deputation, which was introdueed
by Sir Alfred Jones, desired to thank
Sir Wilfrid for his visit to Liverpool

The Canadian premier said that
though slightly under the weather he
felt his vacation had dome him good,
and he hoped to greatly benefit by the
return sea voyage. He thanked the
deputation for their very kind words
and expressed the pleasure he felt in
being a visitor to and welcomed by the
city of Liverpool.

Sir Wilfrid Ilater visited the news
room of the Liverpool Chamber of
Commerce, where he experienced .a
most enthusiastic reception, which he
acknowledged in a brief but graceful
speech. The Lord Mayor entertained
the Canadian premier at luncheon and
drew particular attention to Liverpool
being the best port at which to land
Canadian produce. Sir Wilfrid, in ac-
knowledging Liverpool as the central
point. for the distribution of Canadian
produce, said, referring to the pro-
posed fast line, that Canada had solved
greater difficulties, and he felt sure
when the co-operation of the people of
Liverpool was needed it would be
forthcoming.

Lord Strathcona and the Earl of
Derby also spoke.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. W. 8.
Fielding and Senator Wm. Gibson
sailed on the Lake Erie this afternoon
for the St. Lawrence. They received
a gra.nd send-off, a large number of
people bemg present to say good-bye.

Before sailing Sir Wilfrid expressed
his heartfelt appreciation of the
warmth of his reception by the Lord
Mayor and peaple of Liverpool. He
said it was a fitting climax for his
visit, which he never would forget. -He
carries back to Canada as a souvenir
the golden key with which he opened
the doors of the new Liverpool Pro-
duce Exchange. After today’s speeches
Liverpool men are confident that Liv-
erpool will remain the British port of
the fast mail service. Large crowds
cheered the Canadian ministers as the
ship left.

LIVERPOOL, Oect. 7.—The problem
of a fast steamship service between
England and Canada, Laurier re-
marked in his speech today, has been
under consideration ever since he had
Hbeen premier. He hoped that Canada
would be able to solve it, as she had
solved others vastly more difficult.

A VENERABLE RELIC.

Pitcher Some Three Hundred Years
