We have aiways been of opinion that the mannge-
ment of the Post Office in the colonies onght 1o
vemuin in the fmpeiial anthorities. Fu is necessary
to secure a commmnication by post thronghout the
whole of them. Each Colony managing its own
post offices, might oceasion inconveniences snd
dificultivs, and it is possible that they might bo
| very badly managed, liable to political objects and
| jobbing.

It seems fo nwe, however, that the eolonists are
entitled 10 any improvements which have been intro-
duced in the home dominions. There is no good
reason why the rates should be higher in North
America ; during the greatest part of the year, the
mails are earried by steam on the principal com
munications, and the mails are earried inland only
at long intervals, and eonsequently at lews cost. —-
‘Theve is no necessity that the officers should bo
more numerons or higher paid in proportion than
m the home dommions.

No revenne for the home government onght to
be derived from the eolonial postage. Ve are con-
fidént that it i not the intention of the Imperial
anthorities, and we donubt if, in point of faet, there
is any deducting the postage paid ont of the Imp
rial Treasary. Sull we think the rates of colonial
postage onght net 1o be higher than in England,
wid we aro sure, that considering that the rates and
agement are under the authority of the Impe
gislatore, the wtmost readiness 1o receive
favoursbly the representations of the coloninl nutho-
