Fredericton, April 8,—The following ol Fredericton, April 8—In the legisla­

ture this afternoon Attorney-General 
Clarke introduced a bill to provide for 
the reopening and operation again Of 
the Gloucester county iron mines.

Another feature of the sitting of the 
house was the notice of inquiry by 
Dr. Price of Moncton whether the gov­
ernment was aware that the firm of 
William Thomson & Co., St John, are 
the agents of the National Benefit Ldte 
and Property Assurance Company of 
ljondon, England, licensed in this 
province but refused a license by the 
superintendent on insurace of the do­
minion government on the ground that 
owing to insufficient paid up capital 
it could not qualify under the Domin­
ion Insurance Act of 1910. The in­
quiry further asked if the government 
was aware that other companies rep­
resented by William Thomson & Co. 
and unlicensed under the dominion 
act, notably the United London and 
Scottish, the British Union and Nat­
ional and the Property Insurance Co. 
ot London, England, had failed to pay 
losses occurring in Moncton and the 
government was asked to state wheth­
er it will accept taxes coming due 
June 1st from' fire insurance compan­
ies who have failed to obtain a license 
from the dominion government.

The inquiry also asks If the atten­
tion of the government had been 
drawn to the fact that the Rimouski 
Fire Insurance Co. represented by E. 
L. Jarviÿ of St. John, had become In­
solvent and unable to pay a loss un­
der its policy of $2,000 held by the 
City of Moncton on Its market build­
ing. The government is asked what 
steps will be taken to protect the pub­
lic interest in this regard.

BAD BLOOD Scotch Cannel Coal April 15 MANCHESTER LINEU. S. CUTTER BUSY.
Lieut Randolph Ridgly, Jr., com­

manding officer of the revenue cutter 
Woodbury, Tuesday, forwarded to the 
Treasury Department at Washington 
his report as to the work accom­
plished by the cutter during the win­
ter cruising season extending from 
December 1 to April 1. As is well 
known the cutter was actively en­
gaged during the greater part of the 
four months, her work embracing a 
considerable amount of lev breaking 
in addition to valuable assistance ren­
dered many vessels in distress. The 
hardest part of her cruising work was 
done on Jan. 13, 14 and 15, when she 
went to the aid of the British steamer 
Cobequld, which was stranded on 
Trinity Ledges, off the coast of Nova 
Scotia, the cutter arriving at the scene 
about an hour after the last of the 
crew had been taken off, the trip 
down having been made in the worst 
gale of the season. The official re­
port shows tire number of vessels as­
sisted during the season to have been 
14, and the number of persons on 
board 54, the value of the vessels and 
cargoes being $144,770. Number of 
vessels boarded and examined. 538; 
motor boats examined, 181. Number 
of vessels reported for violation of 
laws 8. the fines and penalties In­
curred being $620. The cutter was 
underway during the season men­
tioned 91 days, the distance covered in 
nautical miles being 5,546.1.

products. Free food must be treated 
similarly.”

The cleavage therefore between the 
two political parties is clear cut, for 
Mr. White announced In the most em­
phatic terms that the National Policy 
of Sir John Macdonald, which had 
made Canada what she is today, would 
be continued with those emendations 
and readjustments which growing and 
changing conditions render advisable 
in the general Interest of not one class 
but the whole people of Canada.

The question of agricultural imple­
ments which Is now before the house 
well illustrate the policy of the Con­
servative party. In 1878 when the 
National Policy came Into being the 
duty on agricultural machinery was 35 
per cent. When the Cpnservatives 
went out of power in 1896 the duty 
had beep lowered by' them to 30 per 
cent. In 1911 when the Liberals went 
out of office they had reduced the 
duty to 17% per cent., and now the 
Conservatives reduce it to 12% per 
cent., or 2% per cent, lower than the 
proposed tariff In the Fielding-Laurier 
reciprocity agreement.
Wilfrid authorized the statement that 
there should be no further reduction. 
In other words the Conservatives have 
reduced thft duty 20 per cent, and 
the Liberals only 2% per cent. This 
illustrates wh 
the moderate protection of the Na­
tional Policy readjustment to meet 
changing conditions.

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, April 8.—That the Liberal 

party will commit Itself formally be­
fore the next general election, as it 
did once before, to a policy of “Free 
Trade as in England.” is the general 
belief in parliamentary circles, 
was evident from the speech of Hon. 
W. T. White on the budget that he 
anticipated this move on the part of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and he took the 
opportunity to declare the attitude of 
the Conservative party on such an 
Issue.

“I have no exception to take to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier espousing a policy of 
free trade," he said. "I simply desire 
to say this, that we on this side of 
the house are ready, to accept that 
gage of battle whenever be chooses to 
throw it down.”

Dr. Clark of Red Deer, the leading 
free trader in parliament, has gone 
West so that it was impossible to get 
his opinion regarding the new situa­
tion which has been created since Mr. 
White delivered his budget, but others 
of the party who are not 
nounced free traders admit that the 
logic of the Minister of Finance Is un­
answerable.

His position may be summarized as 
follows:

Free food means free trade. Free 
agricultural implements means free 
trade.

Paris, April 7.—Joseph Caillaux, ex- 
Minister of Finance, whose wife shot 
to death Gaston Calmette, editor of 
the Figaro, was examined today by 
Henri Boucard, the Investigating ma­
gistrate, and gave many precise de­
tails of the history of the unrelent­
ing campaign waged against him by 
M. Calmette in the past two years. 
He cited witnesses for almost every 
fact.

M. Caillaux declared that M. Cal­
mette, whose death he deplored, could 
have had no personal animosity 
against him. He had received many 
offers to start a campaign of retalia­
tion against Calmette, and various 
documents had been tendered him for 
that purpose, but he refused, he de­
clared, saying: "I do not fight with 
■uch weapons.”

Witness further declared that M. 
Calmette in the Brleu affair, in which 
the ex-Mlnister was charged with ex­
tortion, had sought to buy false evi­
dence. This he promised to prove by 
witnesses who would also show where 
the money came fi*om.

M. Caillaux explained at great 
length the political documents which, 
he asserted, the editor of the Figaro 
would have published, despite grave 
international complications likely to 
follow, except for energetic Interven­
tion from the highest quarters.

who followed, stated that the budget 
speech delivered by Hon. W. T. White 
would bring reassurance to those who 
had been disturbed by the vagaries of 
the opposition. There had been a fin­
ancial depression but as the country 
was on a firm basis the outlook was 
bright and there would be little cause 
for uneasiness were It not for inherit­
ances from the late administration, 
among which the encumberances in 
the way of railway problems were no­
table. He referred to the scattering 
about of fat contracta, paying prices 
for goods twice over and other such 
practices which, he said, had been 
characteristic of Liberal administra­
tion. In regard to the N. T. R. for in­
stance, Mr. Cockshutt could not agree 
with Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s statement 
that over expenditures had been but 
the result of mistakes. Under the 
Laurier regime political and commer­
cial morality had sunk to their lowest 
ebb in Canadian history.

“I hope I am lashed rather than be 
asked to vote through such rascality 
as under the Liberal administration," 
said Mr. Cockshutt.

The Seabright Lawn Tennis and 
Cricket Club, of Seaurigbt, N. J., in­
tends to make its annual invitation 
tournament, on July IS to 18, an inter­
national event.

As the players will 
all need tournament practice It Is al­
ready assumed by Seabright’s officials 
that they will be glad to play in the 
invitation tourney, where some of the 
best players in the country meet an­
nually.

Public interest in the possible ap­
pearance of these players will be un­
usually great, owing to the fact that 
it will be the first appearance in this 
country of Messrs. Brookes. Wilding 
and Dunlap, of the Australian team, 
and also the first time that either the 
German or the Canadian team has 
competed in a tournament iq,v this 
country. In addition to the foreign 
players the usual entries of the best 
players in this country, including the 
members of the American Davis Cup 
team this year, are expected to com­
pete. The Annual Invitation Tourna­
ment of the Seabright Lawn Tennis 
and Cricket Club has been held for 
many years and is one of the most 
important tournaments of the season. 
The Achelis Challenge Cup in singles 
has been in competition for twelve 
years and has upon it the names of 
some of the best known players in re­
cent years. The cup will be defended

According to the local millmen and 
lumber dealers this season Is going to 
be a heavy one, and fully as many logs 
will be brought down to the booms 
as wore rafted down the river during 
last season, Which was considered a 
big one for the lumbermen. In con­
versation with a representative of The 
Standard last evening J. Fraser 
Gregory said that although other esti­
mates had been made of the number 
of logs that would be brought down 
this year, the drives would be about 
the same as last season. He gave a 
conservative estimate of *the total 
that would be brought down to the 
booms as fifty-four million feet. For 
the Murray and Gregory mills, nine or 
ten million will be rafted to the city.

A. H. Randolph, of the Randolph & 
Baker mill, said that their supply 
would be in the vicinity of ten million 
feet. While the total number of feet 
that will be brought down will be prac­
tically the same as last year, Mr. 
Randolph said that about teu or fif­
teen million feel that would be used 
In the mills had been cut below the 
booms, and this would add to the sup­
ply of logs that would be handled In 
the local mills. While no definite 
date could be set for the commence­
ment of the drives until the ice moves 
It is expected that log driving on the 
river will commence about the last 
of tills month.

It is estimated that there will be a 
total of something like twenty-five 
million feet of tegs come down the 
Nashwaak this season. The Parting­
ton Pulp and Paper Company will 
have about twenty million and there 
will be about five million feet for the 
Victoria Mills. The Partington Com­
pany’s mills at Marysville will not be 
in operation this season as all their 
logs will be rafted to 8t. John for 
their pulp mills here.

In Great Britain.
Speaking of tlie^iumber conditions 

in the old country, Hon. Mr. Jones, 
who has recently returned from a 
business trip to England, say a that the 
poor prospects there to this Industry 
are chiefly caused by the unsettled 
conditions which have resulted 
through the bringing in of the present 
Home Rule bill.

The stocks that are being carried 
are the largest at this 
years, lie declared, and the political 
situation haff caused a feeling of un­
rest which does not make the outlook 
for the Immediate future at all bright.

Before we had protec­
tion in the home market Portland was 
one of the big flshlug centers, and 
along with Gloucester and Boston sup­
plied the Upper Canadian markets. In 
the last thirty years Portland has 
ceased to be a fishing port of any Im­
portance; Canadian ports now do the 
business in curing and marketing fish 
formerly done there and have develop­
ed new lines of business.
