The Arrest Was Finally De-
cided Upon on Sunday

Afternoon,

Nothing of Importance Found
When His Apartments
Were Searched.

Paris, Jan. 14—Former Pre-
mier Joseph Caillaux, who has
been under investigation by the
authorities in connection with the
Gérman propaganda in France,
was placed under arrgst this morn-
ing.

According to the Intransigeant,
the commissions of inquiry sent to
Italy in connection with the Cail-
laux case have not yet reported
to the public prosecutor so-the
arrest of the former premier was
not due to them.

“A document reached the
hands of military justice, how-
ever,” says the newspaper, “‘which
was of such gravity and authentic-
ity that it was impossible to per-
mit M. Caillaux to remain longer

at liberty.”
Found in Bank.

La Liberte says that the investiga-
tion of the Italian department of jus-
tice into the case of Signor Cavallinie,
an Italian assistant of Bolo Pasha, who
was arrested in Italy last November,
led to the discovery of a safe in a
Florence bank, the Banca Italiana Dis-
conto, entered in the name of Renou-
ard. This was the maiden name of
Madame Caillaux and was used by the
former premier during his visits to
Italy in December, 1916. Various ver-
sions are current regarding the con-
tents of this safe, but La Liberte de-
clares that M.'Caillaux does not deny
and is not able to deny the ownership
of the papers and funds deposited in
the name of Renouard.

Wife Was Presgnt.

The arrest of M. Caillaux was an-
nounced in an official note which
states that this morning at nine o'clock
Police Commissary Priolet, with a
warrant from Captain Bouchardon, the
military investigator, arrived at 22
Alphonse De Neuveville street, M.
Caillaux’s apartment, to arrest him.
In the presence of Madame Calillaux,
the commissary notified the former
premier of the fact of the warrant.

M. Calllaux protested, adds the note,
and then followed M. Priolet, who in-
vited him to take a seat in his auto-
mobile in which also’ were -some de-
tectives. M. Caillaux was taken to the
law courts and then after remaining
a short time in Captain Bouchardon’s
office, was taken in an automobile to
the Sante prison, arrived there at
eleven o'clock. Half an hour later
Captain Bouchardon and Commissary
‘Priolet reported the facts to the mili-
tary governor of Paris.

Internal strife continues in various
parts of Russia. Bolsheviki troops
,are reported to have cleared General
Kaledine's Cossacks from the Don
River basin and to have captured
Ekaterinoslav. Following previous
reports of a mutiny of sailors at
Sebastopol where 62 officers, among
.them four admirals, were killed; Rus-
sian soldiers are declared to have
Jooted the town of Kilis and in fight-
ing with the Ukrainians to have
forced the gecond Ukrainian regiment
to surrender and lay dowa 7,000
rifies and 13 machine guns.

The Petrograd garrison also appar-
ently is out of hand, idle soldiers
having been reported as going into
the provinces and taking food from
the inhabitants and bringing it back
to the capital and selling it at ex-
orbitant prices.

The Social revolutionary members
of the constituent assembly in Rus-
sia are opposed to & general peace
at Russia’s expense and declare that
the Bolsheviki are “usurpers of pow-
er, who have precipitated the coun-
try into an abyss of civil war and
anarchy.”

Speculation is rife concerning the
conferences that are being held in
Berlin by the military and political
leaders in which Emperox Willlam
and the Crown Prince also have par-
ticlpated.

Sir Herbert also referred to the ter-
rible disaster at Halifax, and pointed
yut that the Royal Bank would never
waver in its attachment to the City of
Halifax, where it was founded in 1869,
ind in which city the head office was
located for thirty-one years.

Edson L. Pease, Vice-president and
managing director, dealt particularly
with the financial problems that had
been worked out in Canada during the
vear. Mr. Pease considered that the
growing appreciation of the people for
Government War Bonds as an invest-
ment was the most gratifying feature
»f the year.

While the Canadian banks had play-
ed a prominent part in financing the
war, it wag gratifying to find that the
axtent to which Canada and Great
Britain are publicly indebted to them
for the moment represents only 20 per
cent, of the deposits, and this will
shortly be reduced to 15 per cent.

In view. of the many problems ahead,
Mr. Pease expressed the opinion that
the question of providing supplement-
ary banking facilities in the country
was very important, and should re-
ceive the important consideration of
the Government and banks. Mr.
Pease thought if Canada had a bank
of re-discount patterned somewhat
after the Federal Reserve Bank in the
United States, it would render legiti-
mately available milllons of assets in
the form of high grade commercial
paper now lying dormant in the port-
folios of the banks, and thereby great-
Iy increase our financial resources.

C. E. Neill, general manager sub-
mitted to the shareholders the princi-
pal features of the growth enjoyed by
the bank during the past year, and
testified to the proud record achieved
by over one thousand members of the
staff of the bank that were serving
overseas.

Mr. Neill said in part:

The balance sheet submitted eviden-
ces a year of remarkable growth, The
total assets of the bank are over $335,-
000,000, nearly double their amount at
the beginning of the war. The in-
crease during the past year was no
less than $82,000,000. Of “this in-
crease the Quebec Bank, which was
absorbed on January 2, 1917, comtri-
buted lp:nxlmnely $22,000,000.

Total feposits amount to $252,987,-
382.81, the increase for the year belng
$52,759,787.23. As I pointed out last
vear, a very satisfactory feature is the
absence of large or unusual deposits
of a temporary nature.

A remarkablé expansion has taken
place in our circulation, as in that of
other banks. Outstanding notes mow
exceed our paid up capital by $15,247,-
651.49. To cover this excess $16,000,-
000, has been deposited in the Central
Gold reserve.

It is satisfactory to report that all
the bank’s securities have been writ-
ten down to the present market value,

Sir.—Food . Controller Hanna ap
peals -to the Canadian public to sub-
stitute other meais ‘ov
and issueg recipes fc. making barley
bread, etc,: but where his work falls
down is that no provision is made
for obtaining the substitutes, and at
a fair price.

Barle ain is yuoted in the west-
ern markets at rather less than
three-fifths the price of the higher
grades of wheat, and it should be
eecnomical to substitute. But where
can barley flour be obtained? Oat-
meal should be purchaseable at half
the price of wheat flour, but costs
the same or more.

People would hold both the govern-
ment and the Foed Controller in
higher esteem if they pamphleted
less and did more. The mandate
should go forth that with each barrel
of flour purchased A there shall be
taken one-third the weight (or what
ever the proportion required to make

a good war bread) of barley or oat
meal, and a fair minimum price
fixed for latter. ’

People would realize that the need
is great, and the government in
earnest, if such a step was taken.
