Four Sons Prasent.
Lacking was the presence of the
husband, ihe former emperor, and of
the eldest son of the family, former
Crown Prince Frederick William, ex-
iles tn Holland.
Led by the cleigy and officers of
the. ex-empress’ own regiments the
fumeral cortege left Wild Park, the
Potsdam railway station, near which
the body had been guamled over-night
by faithful mourners after its arrivai
by special train from Doorn, the ex-
emperor's home in Holland, and pro-
ceeded shortly before 10 o'clock for
the mausoleum in the palace grounds
a mile and a half distant.
