Halifax, Aug. 20—About two years ago
the Bank of Yarmouth closed its doors,
and later when the bank was wound up,
the shareholders had to endure a loss not
only of the amount of their stocks, b‘f't’
they had to pay the double liabjlity. This
brought financial ruin to many Yarmouth
people, though no business house, so far
as known, was seriously involved.

Fallowing the failure of the bank the
cashier, D. W. Johns, was arrested and a
year ago was tried on a charge of furnish-
ing wilfully false returne ¢0 the govern-
ment under the bamking act.

The sequel to this came today when Sen-
ator John Lovitt, of Yarmouth, the presi-
dent of the defunct bank, and S. A. Oro-
well, its vice-president, were arrested in
that town under a charge laid by J. Lyons
Hatfield, of making wilfully false and de-
ceptive returms to the finance department
regarding the affairs of the bank.

Charles S. Pelton, J. P., before whom
they were brought, adjourned the prelim-
inary examination to next Thursday, and
admitted the senator and Mr. Crowell to
bail pending the examination. J. J. Rit-
chie, K. C., and E. N. Clements appeared
for the prosecution, and S. S. Pelton, K.

Council Declines to Allow Some of
Late Chairman's Charges

Will Ask Government to Refund
Money--Horse Races Today--
School Attendance Less Than
Twenty Years Ago--Other

Fredericton, Aug. 20—A “special com-
mittee of the county council met here this
afbernAon to Ftraighten out the tangle
which has arisen in connection Wwith the
board of health account. A statement
was read from Dr. MacNeill, ex-chairman
of the board, accounting for the expen-
diture of the sum of $850 voted for the
expenses of the board at the January
meeting in 1905. The committee took ex-
ception to two items, one for $125 paid
for legal expenses and the ex-chairman’s
account for personal expenses amounting
to $10540. The legal expenses were the
costs of an application to a judge of the
supreme court for an order compelling
the secretary-treasurer of the county to
pay the board of health account. The
chairman acted without first calling a
meeting of the board and although the
chief justice granted the order asked for,
it was set aside by the full bench on ap-
peal, the county therefore winning the
case. The committee held that the late
chairman had no right to dharge the costs
up to the county and they decided to
make an application to the provincial gov-
ernment for a refund. They will also ask
that $65 of the amount paid the chair-
man for personal services be refunded
and they will suggest some amendments
to the public health act. The money
voted at the last meeting of the council
for the current expenses of the board has
not yet been paid over to the new chair-
man pending a settlement of the diffi-
culty with. Dr. McNeill.

Continuing, |
he stated that he did not believe that
the fact that many children are continu-
ally on the streets and do not go to school
was all that was the cause of the falling
off in the attendance, but he felt that
what is known as “race suicide” was
largely the cause of the change.

THOUSANDS OF CHILEAN

- EARTHQUAKE VICTIMY

The 'Property Loss is

Estimated More Than

$200,000,000

Every Building in Valparaiso
Habitable—Many Smaller

Damaged and None of Them
Places Totally Destroyed---

Isle of Juan Fernandez Devastated—Santiago’s Casual-
ties Not So Great-—Good Order Maintained and Famine

Unlikely.

The earthquakes in Ohile have ceased,
the resultant fires are out and the author-
ities and people of the two cities, Val-
paraiso and Santiago, are taking organized
steps to Telieve euffering,® care for the
wounded and bury the dead. The period
of succor has entered.

Despatches  received from Chiie teday
tend to show that the firet estimate of cas-
ualties and material damage had been
greatly exaggerated, and that the peopie
of Valparaiso are becoming calmer. The
fear of further shocks has been removed
by a statement issued from the observa-
tory, and today it became possible, for the
first time, to organize relief work, begin a
systematic search of the ruins for the
dead, and care for the injured. :

Santiago is coming ‘to the rescue of her
suffering sister. Public subscriptions have
been opened for money, clothing and pro-
visions, and the capital is caring for all
refugees from Valparaiso who make their
way across the mountains.

The government is putting down pillage,
wherever it breaks out, with troops.

It is still imposaible to reach and correct
estimate of the dead and wounded. The
reports from Chile are most conflicting.
A large section of the country, however,
was visited by the catastrophe of last
Thurseday, and cabled estimates of casual-
ties Tefer in some instances to particular
localities, notably Valparaiso, and in
others evidently to -the entire district
which suffered from the shock.

Thousands of Dead.

The number of dead in Valparaiso
doubtless will run into the hundreds, and
for the entire country probably into the
thousands.

The property damage is estimated at
from two thundred to three hundred mil-
lion dollars. ; .

Relief is being organized with system,
and the government has taken complete
control of the situation. The foreign lega-
tions are active »in‘ relief measures, as are
private persons, and the greatest energy
is being devoted to getting supplies for
the destitute. The government has au-
thorized the principal governors to epend
all money necessary for the relief of the
meedy in their distriots.

The people still throng the surrounding
hills and the seashore and many are leav-
ing the locality as best they may.

It ds raported that at several points the
ocast has lifted above its former lever.

Hospital and medical supplies are being
sent down to Valparaiso from Santiago.
A commercial corisis is feared and very lit-
tle busimess is being done.

The Epglish firms located at Valparaiso
do not appear to have sustained heavy
loss, and it does not appear that any
toreigners have been killed.

New York, Aug. 20—A special to the
Herald from Santiago says: In the earth-
quake here on Thusday evening at cight
odlock it is officially reported that fifty-
five persons lost their lives and more than
a hundred were injured.

The
palaces of the arahbirhop, the minister of
the interior, municipality and congress
tribunals, the national library and univer-
sity and the military barracks were bardly
damaged, and also many churches, with
the exception of the Cathedral.

Here is raised an old and awkward ques-

Doubtless he is. war-
ranted in doing so. It may be set down
with .profit, however, that the crowd at|
the bage ball grounds ig now known to
have been greatly exaggerated, and that

The hur-
ried assumption that the people are more
interested in base ball than in religion Is
for many reasons not convincing. The big
crowd at a ball gam.e may be an unhealthy
portent or merely an eveni of no particu-
lar significance, according to the digestion
and viewpoint of the analyst.

THE COUNCIL’S DUTY

The following letter has been received
by The Telegraph and other city news-

“Sir,—A survey, with soundings, is, at
the present time, being conducted at Sand
Point slip.

“If you arc interested in the matter
of the ‘depth of water at Sand Point’
you are invited to be present at any time
during the progress of the survey so that
you may be made aware of the precise
methods used in determining, accurately,
the depth of water at low water ordinary
spring tides. =

Mr. Scammell does not say by whom
he is employed to carry on the work
described, by whom he is authorized, or
what his purpose is. The public is left
to infer, from the mature of his previous
activity in this matter, that he is moved
to take soundings for the two-fold pur-
pose of justifying some of his own state-
ments and of contradicting the director
of public works, who recently made the
flat-footed assertion that steamers coming
to St. John had found plenty of water fa
the berths and would find as much or
more hereafter. There is no. particular
reason why Mr. Scammell should not
measure the water if the' work is remu-
nerative, or otherwise satisfying, or if the
employment has become a fixed habit
with him as some will be inclined to be-
lieve. Within certain limits men are free
to dhoose their own amulements, and no
doubt Mr. Scammell is within his rights
in preparing and publishing on his own
authority statements of a tendency in-
jurious to the standing of the port. The
fact that he harps on this particular
string is not necessarily an evidence of
misguided energy, though, like eel fishing
and kindred pursuits, it may not excite
the ®nthusiasm 'and - approbation of the
public. |

A fair view of this question of the
depth of water in the berths demands
more than Mr. Scammell proposes or can
himself carry out, assuming that his de-
sire is the general one—to promote the
interests of the port. The depth of
water is a matter of public interest, but
it concern# primarily the city on the one
hand and the steamship companies on the
other; and so far as we are informed the
city and the companies have not agreed
to refer the matter to Mr. Scammell with
the understanding that his findings and
recommendations shall be binding upon
both. And since they have not done so
Mr. Scammell as a busy but self-consti-
tuted authority on harbor conditions is
not a convincing figure. He might as
well fish eels.

But let the city and the steamship com-
panies conduct in common an examination
of the berths. Let both agree upon one
or more surveyors and let both be repre-
sented while the work is carried on. In
this way a report on conditions which
both will accept as correct can be se-
cured, and the duties and responsibilities
of both under the circumstances revealed
will be made clear. There have been un-
official reports and controversies a-plenty.
The Mayor and the Tommon Council
should communicate with the steamship
companies and arrange for a survey whidh
will be binding.

Private enterprise in the matter—how-
ever honestly intended or however divert-
ing it may be—has resulted hitherto mere-
ly in creating confusion and giving ex-
cuse for reports which in the main tended
to produce a false impression concerning.
the accommodation here available for large
steamers. It must be kept in mind that
the largest steamers came and went last
wintér in safety and without mishap. It
will not be contended, we trust, that the
berths cannot readily be made perfectly
safe for ships even larger than those now
expected. The Mayor and aldermen, al-
though they should have it, do not pos-
sess exact information as to the condition
of the berths at present. Some dredging
is being carried on. It is clear that the
Council must have a trustworthy report
on the matter and it seems necessary to
satisfy the steamship companies and the
public at least some time before the win-
ter ships are due, as to the depth of
water available at low tide. To do so
ghould not be difficult. To neglect to do
so would be a very serious mistake.

Wall street is asked to believe that neither
the directors nor members of the execu-
tive bought stock of the Union Pacific be-
tween July 19 and August 17.

“Are not these market advances singu-
lar things? It is to be presumed that on
July 19 the directors knew the earnings,
at least approximately, of these roads,
even if they did not know just what the
dividends wouald be. It is a remarkable
coincidence that during the four weeks
through which this exclusive knowledge
rested with the Union Pacific directors,
these two stocks have scored the most re-
markable price movement of their his-
tory.” ;

Having thus recited the facts in strik-
ing sequence the Journal concludes with
this somewhat biting comment on stock
market honor: “Perish the thought that
any director or executive officer of the
Union Pacific or the Southern Pacific has
sold his honor for stock profit! Some one
else did this. Some outside speculator
must have had wind of the huge dividends,
and must have risked his fortune in a tre-
.mendous campaign., Where Harriman
genius has sown some other man has reap-
ed the golden harvest. What an awful
thing it is to be so bound in chains of
hohor!”

VALUABLE FRANCHISES

In an effort to have its franchise ex-
tended for fifteen years the Detroit United
States Railway Company is prepared to sell
ten tickets for twenty-five cents,the e t> be
good between 5 a. m. and 8 a. m. and 430
p. m. and 6.30 p. m., six tickets for
twenty-five cents good at any time, to
give universal transfers and to pay a two
per cent tax on gross earnipge.

Which means, as the Ottawa Journal
expresses it, that the working people
going to their work during three hours
of the morning and returning home dur-
ing two hours 'at night are to get two-
and-a-half cent fares. “This,” eays the
Journal, “is a substantial concession. The
two per cent tax on gross earnings is
another concession. But no concession|
which - the company offerg will offset the |
immense value of the franchise which it
seeks to obtain from the people.

“In. Winnipeg the street railway com-
pany pays the city five per cent of the
company’s gross earnings. In ‘Toronto the
figure is ten per cent. In Ottawa the
company does not pay the city anytvhing%
at all. When the Ottawa Electric Rail-|
way Company got its franchise few people |
in Ottawa aside from the promoters of|
the company knew what the franchise wasE
worth, The history of similar enterprises |
in Toronto, Montreal and the great Am‘i

erican cities has demonstrated the enor-
mous value of these franchises and every- |
where the representatives of the people,
if they happen to be honest men, are en-
deavoring to secure for the people a fair
share of the value of the franchises which
the people themselves confer.”

SAVINGS

P}ubh'ca'tion of etatistics showing the
amount of money deposited in the savings
banks of Chicago has led to comparisons
of Chicago thrift with that in other sec-
tions of the republic. The savings banks’
figures do not, of course, represent the
entire savings of any community, for a|

continually increasing sum is held by tlx‘usﬂ
deposit companies and other agencies. Ini
Chicago, however, the total amount in|
the savings banks represents an avoragc!
deposit of $77 for every man, woman, and
child in the city. The Chicago news-
papens were disposed to pride themselves
somewhat on this showing, because the
average savings bank deposit for the]
whole United States is only $37.43.

Valparaiso, which is' a picturesque and
important city of 150,000 people, has not
been regarded as in danger from seismic
disturbances, being far removed from
Peru, Ecuador, and Venezuela, all of
which have been the scenes of violent
earthquakes. “In Ecuador,” as one re-
viewer remarks, “is the famous volcano of
Cotopaxi, but that is 2,000 miles or more
from Valparaiso. In these other coun-
tries some of the historic quakes have oc-
curred, as when in 1746 Lima and Callao
were demolished and 18,000 people were
buried in the ruins, as when in 1868 the
cities of Tacna, Arequipa, Iquique and
Chencha were destroyed with the loss of
many thousand lives, as when in 1813
Caracas was overthrown and 12,000 per-
ished, and as when at Quito in 1859 about
5,000 persons were killed and much prop-
erty was destroyed. But Chile has seem-
ed outside of the earthquake belt.”

Buenos Ayres, it may be noted, is dis-
posed to think the great panic in Val-
paraiso may be responsible for some ex-
aggeration in the news from that city.
The calamity, however, is unquestionably
one of lamentable proportions.

MARITIME UNION
This advice to the Maritime Provinces
is offered by the Toronto Globe:

“One special point that we would urge
upon our friends in the east is that they
should take gteps of a decided character
looking to the union of their three prov-
inces. “Such a union would enable them
to pull together with greatly more effect
than at present, would much diminish the
cost and labor of government, and above
all would lend a vastly increased weight
to their voice in the counsels of Canada.
The new province would start its career
with ¢lose on a million people, and would
at once step into rank as the third prov-
ince of the Dominion, there to remain
until the aggressive west counts its popu-
lation by the million. This is the day of
big provinces and big states, and a con-
tributary cause, we helieve, of the com-
parative backwardness of the eastern prov=
inces is the maintenance of three capitals
and three governmental outfits, and the
consequent division and loss of influence
in the political and commercial world.”

The Globe has been examining the
causes which it believes have made these
provinces “rather lag behind the proces-
gion during the last few years.” When
the young men of Ontario were going in
thousands to Nebraska ang the Dakotas,
the Maritime Provinces were feeding the
New England cities, and the exodus from
this region was continued for some time
after that from Ontario had ceased. Then
our young men, and not a few who were
no longer young, began to go to the Cana-
dian prairie country. These provinces, as
the Globe says, have been subjected to a
double drain, long sustained, and it Has
been severely felt. The Globe decides
that “it is chiefly the development of the
manufacturing interests to which the Mari-
time Provinces must look for their due
share of prosperity. There is no part of

Canada and hardly any part of the con-|

tinent where coal and iron are more favor-
ably situated with regard to each other
than in Nova Scobia, and the large de-
velopment that has taken place in this
direction during the last few years is but
an earnest, we imagine, of what will come
when eastern Canadians realize more fully
their resources and the opportunities that
western development offers for utilizing
them.”

But first and foremost, the Globe says,
we must unite New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island, and
appear as one big and influential province.
There are many arguments in favor of
union; most of them familiar. Perhaps
none of them is so strong as the Globe ap-
pears to think. There is today compara-
tively little sentiment in the Maritime
Provinces in favor of union, and nothing
approaching a general appreciation of the
advantages and disadvantages that woquld
follow. Most of the people have given the
proposal the most superficial examination,
if they have given it any.

1 union is worth while a long campaign
of education is necessary.

THE PORTS

Liverpool and Cardiff are gaining on
London as shipping ports, but London has
still a long lead over them and all the
other ports of the world. Here is an|
analysis of the 1905 report on the ports
of the United Kingdom: :

During 1905 no less than 18,727,230 tons
of shipping entered and cleared at Lon-
don, an amount much greater than the
total steam and sail tonnage flying the
British flag. Of the British ports Liver-
pool is second with a tonnage of 14,639,-
531. Cardiff, on account of her enormous
exports of coal, is third, with almost 12,-
000,000 tons, and of recent years Cardiff
has been gaining on Livegpool. Then, in
order, follow the Tyne ports 9,217,517
tons, Dover 5,873,515, Hull 4,648,224, Glas-
gow 4,472,071, Blyth 2,717,171, Manchester
2,220,543 and Leith 2,210,015. It is inter-
esting to note ‘that owing to the oper-
ation of her ship canal the city of Man-
chester has become the ninth port of the
United Kingdom when measured by ton-
nage entered and cleared. Measured by
imports London still holds first Dlace,
with Liverpool second, Hul! third and
Manchester fourth.- On exports Liverpool
has a long lead over London, with Glas-
gow third, Hull fourth, Southampton
fifth and Manchester sixth. At ports
where vessels ply back and forth frequent-
ly, and big passenger ships establish a
place of call, the tonnage showing may be
high, and the export and import move-
ment relatively, small. For example,
Dover has more than twice the tonnage
movement of Manchester, but the sea-
borne trade of Dover is only a little over
one-third that of Manchester.

The Matter With Montreal 4
(Montreal Herald). i

The Birmingham celebration of Mr.
Chamberlain’s seventieth birthday had im
it one lesson for Montreal, People re-
mgmbered, while the celebration was
going on, that the foundations of Mr.
Uhamberlain's prestige were laid in the
municipal administration of his home city.
It was remembered, too, that just befora
he took hold of irmewngmam wne admin-
istration was in a deplorable state. Tha
Birmingham council was in the hands of
a lot of little nobodies, petty grocers and
tailons and patronage grabbers whe
brought the bueiness of a great city tae
the level of. their own mediocrity. It fole
lowed naturally and inevitably that the
service corporations having dealings with
the people were able to do pretty much
as they pleased, and that the public in-
terest was consistently ignored. It was
upon a scene like this that Mr. Chamber=
lain entered, and his first move was to
alter the character of the council. He
took in with him a corps of the best men
Birmingham could boast. The service cor=
porations, particularly the gas company,
did not-“understand the nature of the
change, and before they knew where they
were the gas works had been turned into
a civic institution. From that Mr. Cham-
berlain and his friends went on to the
more complete regeneration of the city.
It was the ability of the men at the top,
and of the men next to the top, that
changed Birmingham from the least prg-
gressive of English cities into the most
progressive.

Similarly,when the London county coun=
cil was set up, Lord Rosebery became its
first presiding officer, and with him on
the board sat several of the best known,
and ablest of English public men. Lord
Rosebery said afterwards he doubted very
much whether, all things considered, a
man engaged in such work was not apt
to be better satisfied with what he actu-
ally accomplished than if he were one of
the great number of members of parlia-
ment, these latter for the most part wen-
dering after a few years spent at the work
whether they have made any personal con=
tribution to the work of government that
is at all commensurate with the effort
they must make to get into the house, or
to stay in it. .

Surely, if we may apply the lesson of
these two examples to our own case, it
is not too much to hope that a- turn, even
a very sudden turn, might be given to the
fortunes of the city if only our best men
would resolve to take into their owm
hands a work that is certainly big enough
to engage their interest. There has been
a partial demonstration already, for aur-
ing about six years the council was kept
free of scandalous transactions and the
administration of the city was vastly im-
proved, simply because there were a half
dozen or more men there who were big &
enough to realize the responsibilities that
go with an expenditure of over three mil-
lion dollars a year. At present we are
sending to manage this work men for sev-
eral of whom a five thousand dollar an-
nual turnover is quite too big a proposi-
tion. .

Many Mutineers Sentenced.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 18—Twelve other
sailors were sentenced to hard labor for
periods varying from six to ten years,
thirteen were drafted to the disciplinary
battalions, fifteen were condemned to var-
jous disciplinary penalties and thirty-fo\{r
were acquitted. Three civilians 1mpli-
cated in the mutiny were handed over to
the civil authorities for trial.

Sterner Measures in Poland.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 19—A call to an
uncompromising war Wwith terrorism and
revblution in Poland was sounded in the
imperial telegram of congratulation to
Governor-General Skaller, of Warsaw, on
his escape from the bombs of would-be
assassing at Warsaw Saturday. In this
telegram Emperor Nicholas, after thank-
ing Divine Providence for saving the gov-
ernor-general’s life “for me and Russia,”
continues: ‘“Do mnot be discouraged; be
resolute in the battle with insensate an-
archy and sedition.”

Under present conditions in Poland,_it
will be difficult to execute the imperial
will, as the police have practically - been
driven from the streets of the Polish capi-
tal and the prevailing military measures
are believed to*be inadequate to cope
with the revolutionists. tex
of the telegram is regarded here as indi-
cating the intention of the emperor to
strengthen the hands of General Skaller
or hus successor by furnighing more
troops, employing the use of sterner meth-
ods than hitherto were permissible, and
the formation of a special ministry to take
over the government of the Polish prov-
inces. :

The establishment of what is practically
a dictatorship for Poland is hinted at by
the Svet, the court organ.

The perpetrators of the
outrage disappeared.

There was :.ntusion of sta.~wments as to
the magnitude of the disaster in Valpar
aiso cawsed by the earthquake shocks
which began on Thumsday, Aug. 16, and
continued at frequent intervals through-
out that and the next two days. De-
spatches from Valparaiso to the Aseociat-
ed Press received last evening state thab
a - moderate estimate of the fatahities is
2,000, and that the property loss may be
as high as $250,000,000, which is as great
as the loss sustained by San Francisco in
consequence of the earthquake and fire
which devastated that gty last April.

A refugee, who has a&ved at Santiago
places the known dead at 100, and other
| messages tndicate that the firet- reports
| of damage and casualties were exaggerated.
Despatches to the state department at
Washington place the fatalities at about
500. These conflicting statements cannot
at this time be adjusted. It is evident
that even yet confusion and panic pre-
vail at Valparaiso and’ until order is re-
stored it will be impossible to ascertain
with accuracy the loss of life and the
damage to-property.

The dwellings in the city have been
practically abandoned by the inhabitants,
who are existing as best they can in the
plazas ‘and strects and the hills, without
shelter from storm or sun, and with fam-
ine confronting- them. Food is already
scarce and high, water for drinking pur-
poses is lacking, and disease feared. The
government is doing all it can to bring
in relief. The crippling of the railways
leading into Valparaiso constitutes a eeri-
ous factor in the situation, as for an in-
definite period relief supplies can only be
obtained through means of transportation,
the seaboard affording the best of these.

At Santiago many of the best public
and private buildings were wrecked. The
loss of life there was augmented by the
panic which overcame the people, many
of whom threw themselves from the bal-
conies of their homes, and so were either
killed or injured.

The destructive force of the earthquake
was experienced over a large extent of
the country, many towns sustaining seri-
ous damage.

100,000 Homeless.

London, Aug. 20—In a despatch from
Valparaiso, without date, the correspon-
dent of the Daily Mail says: :

“Sixty per cent of this city has been
completely destroyed. The death roll is
very heavy. There were eighty-two shocks
during Thursday night~ and there have
{been 300 more since then. The tremors
still continue. One hundred thousand
people are homeless and destitute. Water
is giving out.

Earthqug,ke Disasters.

=Buenos Ayres, Aug. 18—A despatch re
ceived here from La Paz says that reports
received there show that earthquake
shocks continue at Valparaiso, where panic
prevails. .

The fire originated in the Plaza de Or
den and is rapidly spreading to the north-
ern portion of the city.

The despatch adds that it is officially
confirmed from La Serena, Chile, that
much damage was done at Valpamiso and
that many persons were killed or in-
jured. !

A storm is reported in the Bay of Val-
paraiso. !

Loud subterranean rumblings were heard
at La Serena.

The villages of 11 Lapel, 130 miles north-
west of Santiago, and Villenar, about 2300
miles north of the capital, each having a
population of about 5,000 were destroyed.

Valparaiso Wrecked.

Galveston, Aug. 18—Valpariso has been
wrecked by earthquake and fire, and the
few buildings that are standing are in im-
mediate danger of being burned. The peos
ple are panic stricken and all attempt at
organization has proved futile. Martial
law has been proclaimed and an effort is
being made to calm the people, but with
little hope, as the quakes still continue up
to this afternoon, shocks being felt to=
day, although not so frequent or so vio=
lent, but enough to keep the people in a
state of terror.

The Mexican cable was in operation all
day to Valparaiso, but to the interior
points all overland wires are down, and it
will be several days before they are re-
stored. The entire business portion of
Valparaiso has been destroyed. The au-
thorities will not permit any lights in the
buildings, and at dark the cable office was
closed for the might.

The dead are estimated at 1,000, while
wild rumors place the figure at 4,000.
However, owing to the lack of a system-
atic report all figures are matters of spee~
ulation. The shocks have continued eince
Thursday night, and a few slight shocks
were felt today. The operators of the
dable company have deserted their posts,
with one exception. The shipping in the
harbor escaped damage, and every vessel
is a4 haven for refugees. All buildings
have been destroyed.

Almost nothing has been done in the
way of clearing wreckage or secarching for
dead bodies, and laborers refuse to enter
the ruins because of the continued shocks.
Soldiers will force the rescue work to-
morrow.

People Camping in the Open.

Valparico via Galveston, Aug. 19—Pro-
portionately the catastrophe here is con-
sidered greater than that which befell San
Francisco. Valparaiso and neighboring
towns are in the ruins and partially burn-
ing and in all of the towns of the Acon-
cadua Valley conditions are similar. In the
southern portion of Chile several earth-
quakes were felt at Talecapuano, Consep-
cion, Talca and Zats but there the dis-
aster was not appalling. As yvet no authen-
tic news has been received here from
Santiago, although a.courier is shortly ex-
pected.

Quakes occur from time to time but are
steadily diminishing in force.

As o the dead and wounded, an accur-
ate estimate ds yet impoesible, but it is be-
lieved\the former will exceed 1,000 in this
and surrounding towns.

The authorities have the situation well
in hand and have taken charge of the dis
tribution of food. Couriers have been dis
patched both éomth and south for troops
Provisions and thousands of tons of flour
wheat and rye held in stores here on land
and afloat. It is not believed a food
famine will occur. Martial law has ruled in
Valpanaiso since the first day of th
shocks and the entire poplation is eamyp
ing in the open. The only wires working
are subterranean and sea cables of Centra
Southern Ametican eompanies, whicl
escaped unhurt. ‘

(" TEACHERS' COLUMN

Some Opinions .Concerning the Necessity for Better
k ‘ Residences for Teachers. J

To the Editor of The Telegraph.
Sir:—Cannot something be done to im-
prove the residences of teachers? It is a
crying scandal what houses men of taste
and education, such as are our teachers
of public schools, have with their families
to endure. Of late years, the town has

‘been increasing more rapidly than the

country; hence houses are scarce and rents
are high. You will gometimes find our
teachers living in a close hot house over
a store, or in a second-class tenement that
would hardly be occupied by a laboring
man. Many of the parents at the same

time are occupying neat cottages with
nice gardens a.ttac}\l-ed. while some have

handsome residences with fine lawns and|

shrubbery. Is it a wonder under these
circumstances that the teacher is not re-
spected, and the profession itself looked
down upon? .

This state of affairs is felt most keenly
by those who have made, or who. intend
to make teaching a profession. The lady
teacher who expects to marry, perchance
a doctor, a minister ,or a merchant,
serenely enjoys her pleasant boarding-
place, in the consciousness of the hope
that for her a better and a more endur-
ing mansion is in store in the not distant
future. The same feeling is experienced
by the male teacher who is using the
position of the pedagogue as a stepping
stone to a higher calling. But for the un-
happy tyro, who, with a desire to better
humanity and elevate the race, has re-
solved to’devote himself to the calling

of the educator, then is a gloomy prospect
in view.

In Sweden and Belgium residences are
provided by the state. In the latter
country a garden is granted also for the
experimental work of the school. Why
could not our Trustee Boards in towns
and villages and in the country, in Con-
solidated Schools at least, build cottages
for the homes of our teachers? |

If a married teacher should not happen
to be engaged in any year, the building
could be rented. It might be better in
any case, for the house to be rented to
the teacher-and not given free. Under
those circumstances it would have to be
provided: for, that the married teacher
had the first claim upon it, when he took
the school. When Consolidated Schools
are built, -a sufficient amount_ of land
should be secured for garden plots, play-
grounds and for building sheds for vans;
let there be provision also made for a
cottage, garden, and lawn for the teacher’s
use. If railway corporations can secure
houses for their station agents, congrega-
tions for their clergy, surely the trustee
boards who represent the whole com-
munity, have ample means to make com-
fortable those whose work in its far-reach-
ing results, is probably the most valuable
to the state, of the whole group of toil-
ers.

If this were done, more bright men
would be attracted into the profession for
a life-work, and it is important that men
of strong intellectual calibre should be
the teachers of our young.

HIGH IN. MAINE

Review of the Lumber Situa-
tion In the Neighbor-
ing State

150,000,000 FEET
RAFTED ON PENOBSCOT

com————

Last of the Drives Now Running In
--Lumbermen Discuss the Outlook
--Smaller Operators- Holding Off--
In New Brunswick.

(Bangor News)

With 60,000,000 feet of logs, driven by
100 men, the combined West branch and
third Bast branch drives; are now in the
main Penobscot,, the re,\a:";ibeing at Five Is-
lands, near Winn, wiil#: for some time
past the advance logs have been running
into Penobscot boom. This is the last of
the Penobscot drives of 1906, and its final
arrival in boom, expected about Sept. 1,
will mark the close of a very successful
season on the river. Work at the booms
is progressing favorably, and it is likeN
that operations will be completed long
before ice time and all logs safely disposed
of. The total rafting for the season will
probably amount to about 150,000,000 feet,
compared with 162,000,000 feet in 1905,
which was an unusually busy year, the
average rafting since 1890 being about
136,000,000 feet.

Indications are that the log cut on the
Penobscot mext winter” will be consider-
ably less than in the last few seasons,
owing to the'high price of stumpagé—1. e.,
permits to cut. In old times, when spruce
logs were selling at 310 and $12 per M.,
stumpage sold for $1.25 to $2 per M. Then
came a series of advances, as the value of

manufactured lumber increased, until in'
recent years the land owners have been

charging $3 to $5 per M. for stumpage.
When the remarkable demand for spruce
lumber arose in New York, prices of lum-
ber went up to unheard of figures, the
price of logs followed and the owners of
stumpage immediately raised their rates
to correspond.

This condition of affairs reached -its chi-

| max last fall and winter. when heavy

spruce went to $28 and higher in New
York, with other sizes to correspond, and
the demand late in the winter and early
in the spring was so urgent that a vast
volume of small spruce from the maritime
provinces was poured into New York,
the receipts in four months being sufii-
gient, of that kind of lumber, to supply
the market for a long period. The natural
result was a decided slump in the market
for small sizes and this had its effect upon
the general market. ’

A Bangor. lumberman said on Friday
that he knew of an instance where o car-
go of Nova Scotia spruce €old in New
York in March at $27 per M., while a
duplicate cargo. in May brought only $15
per M.

1t was while the New York-prices were
at the highest mark that the land owners
of Maine began to raise their prices of
stumpage, and from §3 to 85 per M. the
demands went to $5 and $7 per M. HE
not usual to make contracts for stump-
age in the spring, &0 that few if any
trades were made at the high figures, but
the land owners’ views have not under-
gone material change since them, although
the prices of manufactured lumber, which
govern or should govern the entire situa-
tion, have been considerably modified.

YOUNG WOMAN'S DEATH

Report Suggesting Poisoning De-
clared by Physician to Have No
Foundation,

May Stitwell, nineteen years of age, em-
ployed in the Ferris hotel, 70 Main street,
died Saturday night from what is said to
have been an epileptic attack. The re-
iport was freely circulated Sunday that
carbolic acid was found in the room oc-
cupied by the deceased, and that death
was possibly due to poison.

The proprietor of the hotel, William 8.
Ferris, and Dr. Mayes Case, the attending
physician, both say that such a rumor is
utterly without foundation. Dr. Case cays
that he found nothing whatever that
would lead to the supposition that death
was due to poison. There was no carbolic
acid in the room, and death was due.to an
epileptic fit.

He filled out a death certificate to that
effect and later in the evening the body
{.was removed to N. W. Brenan’s undertak-
j ing rooms.
| Miss Stillwell, said Mr. Ferris, had been
in his employ for about a fortnight, and
it was her intention to resign her position
by the 8th of next month.

Previous to entering the Ferris hotel,
she had worked in other hotels in the
city. She had been subject, he said, to
epileptic attacks.

Saturday night, in company with her
mother, who is employed in the Ferris
hotel, she walked over to the city and re-
turned about 10 o’clock.

The mother, it is said, visited her daugh-
ter’s room about a quarter of an hour af-
ter the daughter had retired, and found
her unconscious.

Dr. Case was immediately summoned,
but despite all that was done she did not
regain consciousness, and passed away
about 11 o’clock. Deceased was a native
of Queens county. Besides her mother, a
sister and aunt reside here.

Monday Coroner D. E. Berryman
commenced to investigate the circum-
stances surrounding her death, and it is
very possible that a formal inquiry will
be held. The coroner made an external
examination of the body but there was
nothing to indicate that death was due
to any cause other than that set forth
in the certificate.

He gave permission to have the pody
removed from the city, and since then he
has been securing information which may
lead 1o an inquiry. There was no positive
decision Monday, but it may be said
that an inquest is pending.

Contrary to what was said -by the pro-
prietor of the Ferris Hotel and others,
Dr. Berryman is authority for the state-
ment that carbolic acid was found in the
bedroom occupied by the deceased, but
whether she drank any of the poison. or
not is a matter not yet established.

Ottawa, Aug. 19—Canada’s aggrez:te
foreign trade for July amounted to $41,-
096,228, or $9,336,307 better than for the
same month of last year. The imports
totalled $23,652,122 and the domestic ex-
ponts $16,519,548, an increase of $5,172,357,
and $3,500,000 respectively. The biggest
gain in exports amounted to $1,555.421 for
animals and their products. Other gains in
exports were: Mines, $805,481; agricultural
products, $920,637; manufacturens, $443,-

996; exports of fish products show a fall-

ing off of $82,245, and lumber a decrease
of $169,001.
