The latest and one of the most notable

Foreshadowings of the Styles.

The earliest suggestion of seasonable 
changes in apparel is always observable 
In hats and bonnets. The first hint of 
spring or autumn is found in the slight, 
yet distinct, variations of head-coverings. 
Already the shop windows are "filled with 
hats, loaded with velvet, and feathers, 
and brilliint wreaths, which, were It a 
month later, would be the envy of the 
passing crowds. Now these milliners' 
foreshadowings are merely glanced at, 
and forgotten—at least for the time. 
There will be no essential variations of 
shapes during the early Fall. The favor­
ite style will be the Leghorn, with low, 
round, flat crowns and finger wide brims, 
turned up against the crown on one or 
both sides.
