London, April 26—The fact that Sir 
iRoger Casement has been brought to 
England to stand trial, and is detained 
in military custody, leads to the as- 

*sumption that he will be charged with 
high treason. This charge has been 

: preferred less than half a dozen times 
in England in the last hundred years. 

The last instance was during the Boer 
war, resulting in the conviction of 
Arthur Lynch in 1903. Mr. Lynch, who 
is now member of the House of Com­
mons was sentenced to death but the 
sentence was commuted, and a year 
later a pardon was granted. The Ex­
press suggests the possibility that Sir 
Roger, if convicted of high treason, 
‘may be beheaded, as under the exist­
ing law, a person found guilty of this 

offense may, by Crown warrant, be 
given the penalty of beheading in- 

stead of hanging.

DAIRYING—Home consumption of milk, butter 
and cheese has increased of late years. The war 
demands for cheese have been unlimited. The 
Canadian cheese exports from Montreal in 1915 
were nearly $6,500,000 over 1914. Prices at 
Montreal —Cheese : January 1915, 15% to 17 
cents ; January 1916, 18% to 1832 cents. 
Butter : January 1915, 24 to 28% cents; 
January 1916, 32 to 33 cents.

EGGS—Canada produced $30,000,000 worth of 
eggs in 1915 and helped out Great Britain in the 
shortage. Shippers as well as producers have a 
duty and an opportunity in holding a place in 
that market.

LIVE STOCK—The herds and flocks of Europe 
have been greatly reduced. When the war is over 
there will be a great demand for breeding stock. 
Canadian farmers should keep this in mind.

MEATS—In 1915 Great Britain imported 664,508 
tons of beef, mutton and lamb, of which 364,245 
tons came from without the Empire. Out of 
430,420 tons of beef only 104,967 tons came from 
within the Empire.

The demands of the Allies for frozen beef, 
canned beef, bacon and hams will increase rather 
than diminish. Orders are coming to Canada. 
The decreasing tonnage space available will give 
Canada an advantage if we have the supplies.
