Gen. French, scouting northward, 
found .the Boers in strong force at 
Rhenoster Spruit, 30 miles from 
Kroonstad. Gens. Botha, Delarey and 
Olivier, with artillery, were holding the 
position.

President Steyn, according to one 
dispatch, has gone to Pretoria. An­
other says he is a fugitive at Bindley. 
The Free Staters are surrendering on 
all sides. A dispatch from Cape Town 
says that proclamations are being 
printed there, to be published on the 
Queen's Birthday, May 24, annexing 
the Free State.

One of President Steyn’s brothers, 
who is a prisoner of Gen. Brabant, 
says that the Free Staters will accept 
annexation. Those who took up arms 
the second time, he explains, had to 
do so under threats of Instant death if 
they refused.

Five hundred rifles have been sur­
rendered at Kroonstad in excess of 
the number of Boers who have taken 
the oath of allegiance. Lord Roberts 
has directed the British commanders 
to receive all comers in a good spirit, 
and to issue to them passes to go to 
their farms.

BULLER PUSHING AHEAD.
Gen. Buller Is pushing straight 

ahead without opposition. He has lost 
only five wounded during the move­
ment. Apparently he is aiming at 
Laing's Nek. which is the dirent road 
to the Transvaal, although he may 
diverge to Botha’s Pass.

The Boer Delegates.
The coming of the Boer delegates to 

America just now, when the excitement 
of a presidential election is beginning 
to work, creates an unusual and a ra­
ther difficult situation. Politicians of 
the higher kind see that there are ele­
ments of danger, but those of t’he baser 
sort may think that party advantage 
can 'be got out of it. So far as Britain 
Is concerned, the course is clear. The 
feeling throughout the Empire is to 
allow no interference in a matter that 
has cost so much blood and treasure. 
These “Republics” wantonly attacked 
the Empire, and they must accept their 
fate, which, after all, is not such a 
dreadful one—to become part of .the 
freest, most civilized Empire in the 
world. The European powers see that 
Intervention is too dangerous for them, 
and the question is, can the United 
States consistently, and in *a friendly 
way do more than she has already 
done? The answer is—no, not without 
great danger of causing unfriendly 
feeling. The Boer envoys think dif­
ferently, and talk foolishly of appeal­
ing to the American people. As the 
New York Independent says, “They 
have come and confessedly come to 
appeal to us at the time of our pre­
sidential campaign. They wish to take 
advantage of it, and turn it to their 
benefit.” That journal does not condemn 
the Boers severely for this, but con­
siders their “desperate" condition. But 
the Américain people must look out 
that the desperation of the Boers does 
not become a danger to them. "Let 
the envoys be kindly received, but 
let us be wary how our sympathy is 
deceived by false claims, and let us 
not lack courage in expressing our 
judgment of what is right. We confess 
that the Administration and the party 
behind it are likely to be seriously em­
barrassed by the visit of the Boer mis­
sion, but that is what was intended.”

The Independent states Britain’s 
case clearly and strongly, and shows 
that the Boers do not deserve the 
■ympathy of intelligent Americans. In 
the same issue of the influential jour­
nal named, Capt, A. T. Mahan says: 
“What does patriotism demand at our 
hands? That, and not the very doubtful 
claims of the Boer Republics, is the 
question for the people." He sees that 
•ome are simply swayed hy anti-Brit­
ish feeling, and others by Dutch or 
German sympathies; but the question 
for the politician and patriot is, What 
to the nation’s duty and interest? Capt. 
Mahan's view Is that yielding to the 
Boer request means interfering in Eur­
opean affairs, and giving up the Mon­
roe 'Doctrine. Would it be well to do 
this even if tile Boer case was strong? 
I.t would be a big price to pay for In­

APPEAL SYSTEM

Said to Be Unsatisfactory to 
Canadians.

Salisbury's Fling at the Irish—Anti- 
Christian Outbreak In China.

MR. DEAKIN'S VIEWS.
London, May 18.—Mr. Alfred Deakin, 

the Australian federation delegate 
from Victoria, in the Paris Temps, 
quotes Canada against Mr. Chamber­
lain's attitude toward/ Australian fed­
eration. He says the system, of appeal 
to the privy council has already caus­
ed considerable discontent in Canada. 
Mr. Chamberlain's decision to retain 
Australia’s full right of appeal is like­
ly to be the subject of a united Cana- 
dian-Australian constitutional agita­
tion. He also suggests that the time 
is coming when Australia and Canada 
and the other federated states of the 
empire will demand for smaller nations 
like Ireland the same rights and the 
same Laws as they themselves possess.

ANTI-CHRISTIAN OUTBREAK.
A serious anti-Christian outbreak has 

occurred in the district midway be­
tween Paotingfu and Pekin, China. 
There was great destruction of prop­
erty, and 73 native Christians, includ­
ing women and children, -were murder­
ed, many of them being burned alive.

THE IRISH PARTY.
The London correspondent of the 

New York World says the Irish par­
liamentary leaders, John Redmond and 
John Dillon, regard the recent anti 
home speeches of Lord Salisbury, Bal­
four and Chamberlain as simply a 
political move to -weaken, if possible, 
the position of the Irish party, which 
In the next parliament /will come as a 
solid phalanx of from SO to 85 votes. 
That party will not be committed to 
either the Liberals or Tories, but in 
the natural course of events Us 
strength must mainly be thrown for 
the Liberals, and may be the deciding 
factor. These anti-Irish utterances 
are regarded by the Irish leaders as 
calculated to act on the Irish Nation­
alists, preventing them from expecting 
anything from the British parliament 
except what can be extorted by the 
exigencies of the other parties.

RUSSIAN PETROLEUM.
St. Petersburg, May 18.—A dispatch 

from Nijni-Novgorod announces that 
the minister of finance, M. de 'Witte, 

j has refused the request of the Volga 
ship owners and manufacturers to in­
troduce an export duty on petroleum, 
with the dew of reducing t/he price 
for home consumption.

DEAL INVOLVING $10.000,000.
City of Mexico, May 18.—A deal is 

pending for the transfer from the 
hands of local capitalists in Monterey 
of the steel plant there to the WeJl- 
man-Seaver Engineering Company, of 
Cleveland, Ohio. The capital authoriz­
ed for the Monterey company Is $10,- 
000.000. The local stockholders include 
Prince Hadziwill and Eugene Kelly. 
The American ambassador’s carriage 
is allowed the same privileges on the 
streets of this city as that of the pre­
sident of the republic, and two poMce- 
men have been discharged for refus­
ing to allow the carriage in which were 
the ambassador’s daughters, wife and 
the British consul, to stand In front of 
a drygoods shop here.

CHOLERA IN INDIA.
London. May 18.—A special dispatch 

from Hyderabad, noting the rapid 
spread of cholera, says: ‘‘In one divi­
sion no fewer than 45 famine camps 
have been attacked by the pestilence. 
The most virulent type is at Gujerat, 
where many thousands have perished. 
In the Godhre camp alone there have 
been, thousands of victims. An ap­
palling loss of life seems inevitable.”

GRAND VIZIER DEAD.
Tangier. Morocco, May 18.—The grand 

vizier, Ahmed Ben Mussa, died on 
Sunday, May 13. A convulsion in In­
ternational affairs is threatened, but 
it Ls believed Germany, Italy and Great 
Britain have agreed to maintain the 
status quo, so it is hoped the threaten­
ed anarchy may be averted.

They ore 
quite Willing to try the new arrange­
ment. Among the women workers, 
whose agitation resulted in the imposi­
tion of the first fee, U appears to be 
received without disapproval. They 
recognize that the desired end of the 
existing law has not been attained. It 
is understood that the suggested change 
will not be opposed. ,

A representative of the Barber As­
phalt Company of Buffalo is in the 
city, and he te highly Indignant on ac­
count of the existing method of sous­
ing the pavement with water.

Francis Wolferstan Thomas was 
born in 1834. He commenced his bank­
ing career in the Bank of Upper Can­
ada, and later became connected .with 
the Bank of Montreal. He came to 
London about .the enu of the fifties, 
being an accountant in .the Bank of 
Montreal here, and in 1862 was married 
in St. Paul’s Cathedral, to the second 
daughter of the late Hon. George 
Jarvis Goodhue. Shortly after his 
marriage Mr. Thomas was appointed 
manager of the Bank of Montreal at 
Goderich, from whence lie returned- to 
assume the managership of the bank 
here. In this position he continued 
till his appointment In 1870 to the gen­
eral managership of Molson-s Bank, 
with headquarters at Montreal, where 
he had since remained. He was presi­
dent of the Dominion Bankers’ Asso­
ciation in 1896. He ;was a Free Mason 
of high degree, a staunch Liberal and 
an Episcopalian. He leaves a widow, 
three sons and two daughters. His 
eldest son is now on active service in 
South Africa, and 'his two other sons

With this view, the Indian Gov­
ernment was placing contracts in In­
dia wherever possible, not with brok­
ers, 'but with actual producers.”

Hoping, Sweden, May 18.—Details of 
the tragedy ■ on board the steamer 
Prinz Carl, briefly referred to yester­
day, show that shortly after passing 
Quieksund at midnight, a man sud­
denly started «hutting all the doors 
of the oabins and saloons, ar.d then, 
with a revolver In either hand, began 
firing at everyone he encountered. He 
stabbed the captain in the hack and a 
lady passenger in the breast with a 
dagger, and hacked a boy with a 
knife.

A tradesman at Artooga, Sweden, re­
ports that a man giving the name of 
Gronkirat, of Stockholm, came to him 
on Wednesday and secured two revol­
vers, which he fired several times to 
test their qualities. He is believed to 
be the murderer.

The Prinz Carl was stopped off 
Hoping and the murderer seized the 
opportunity to jump into a lifeboat 
and roiw away as fast as possible. 
Search on the steamer discovered seven 
dead and five wounded. The Prinz Carl 
proceeded to Stockholm.

THE MURDERER CAUGHT.
The Stockholm police tracked Gron- 

kirst to Eskilsturia, 57 miles west of 
Stockholm, and arrested him. He gave 
his -<vvme as Nordlung, and after con­
siderable questioning he confessed Ms 
crime, and said he had stolen 800 kro­
nen from the captain.

Normal School
Literary Society.

The students of the Normal School 
had the privilege of hearing two ex­
cellent addresses at their Literary So­
ciety, Mr. W. J. Carson delivered an 
address on ’The Structure and Sig­
nificance of the Nerve Cell.” He showed 
how the fallacy of not educating a child 
while his brain is developing or in­
creasing in weight was without foun­
dation; for, toy referring to statistics 
presented, it was explained, mat usual­
ly uhe brain has attained its full weight 
when the dhild is 7 years of age. The 
cause of general weakness or prostra­
tion is the wearing out of the nerve 
cells; not, as is commonly believed the 
wasting away of the nerve fiber. ’ The 
fatigue point, which results in so much 
harm, physically and mentally, in our 
pupils, would not be reached if the ex­
ercises were varied, alternating a sub­
ject requiring mechanical precision 
with one demanding great mental ef­
fort.

Vocal solos were given by Mise A. 
Templeton and Miss E. Angus, and a 
violoncello solo by Mr. Saunders, which 
was much appreciated by 'the members 
present.

Last wee#t Mr. R. M. Graham spoke 
on “The Psychology of Number,” show­
ing that there is a pyschology for each 
subject.

CONNORS’ SCHEME
$4.000,000 To Be Put Into Duluth-Mon- 

treal Grain Carrying Trade. 1

New York, May 18.—Dispatches from 
Montreal state that the harbor board 
there has accepted the Connors syndi­
cate plan to build a 1,000,000 bushel 
elevator there with storehouses at­
tached of 2,000,000 bushels storage ca­
pacity. It is understood the buildings 
are to be ready in time to handle this 
season's crop.

Mr. Connors said: “We are figuring 
on elevators at Montreal and Port Col- 
borne and on 21 boats by 1901, 7 steam­
ers, 17 feet draught, 3,500 tons each, 
and 14 barges of canal draught of 2,- 
400 tons. We expect to put $4,000,000 
into the business. The steamers will 
carry 100,000 bushels and the barges 
80,000 bushels each. In crossing the 
lakes we can make a steamer tow two 
barges and carry 100,000 bushels in 
each of the barges, lightening up three 

| feet of the draught by transferring to 
1 other boats at Port Colborne. Then 
i the lightened boats can go to Montreal.
’ One steamer and two barges can make 
| the round trip between Duluth and 
; Montreal in eighteen days, carry 250,- 

000 bushels, and at 7 cents per bushel 
freight clear $14,000.”
