IRISH INTELLIGENCE,

On Tuesday evening an occurrence took place in
the northern part of the oity, which almost leads us
to believe that a kind of insurrection has heen actue
ally begun within the city itself. In the recent dis
taroances on Monday night on the Parade and the
adjeining streets, we bad -persly -an instates of an
excited and almost entire'y defenceless crowd being
charged by and bayoneted by an armed force of po-
lice, thongh with 10 serious or lamentab’e results ex-
cept in oue case. The I[ate attempt at ghoot-
ing on the South Mali at the police, and the
lest cage of firing at the Conatabniary force on the
North Main street might be cited in order toshow the
activity of the Penian element in adopting messures
in retaljation for the racent srresis, and the extreme
measu; ey adopted by the police. The facta of the
melancholy rif+ir appear 10 be these. Batween geven
and eight o'clock two sab-constables, named Hunter
and Flapagan, belonging to the Blackpool station,
were patroliiog the atreet which rums from the Bat-
ter Weigh-houee to the North Icfirmsry. Two meo
were obgerved to walk up the street towards where
the two policemen were standiog. The latter deeming
their appearance suspiclour,went towards the eivilians
for the purpose of questioning them, Hunterengaged
the firet man, and placed his hand on hia breast in
order to ascertain it he carried sny arms. No soon-
er had i1be constable thus accosted him than the man
sprung back, and drawiog a revolver presented it at
the policemen, who called upon the stranger 1o sar-
resder or they wounld fire, The words bad scarcely
been uttered when & loud report was heard, the per-
san who presented the pistol, evidently firing at the
officers, The shot took no effect, and before the man
had time to diecharge a second barrel the guna of
both policemen vere. levelled at him, and he foll. The
gecond man disappeared during the deadly conflict,
aod hag pot sipce been seen. 'Whea the police found
they had shot the intended sssassin they endeavour-
ed to remove him to the North Infirmary, which was
withia a few yards., Indregging bim along the foot-
way, the wouuded mam rrguested in a very feeble
voice to Jeave him rest where he wes, snd according:
Iy they stretched him on the foolwny, while they pro-
ceeded to the Infirmary toc medical aid. The noise
canged by 1he gun reports attragted some peaple to
the apot, and in & very short time & large crowd bad
aggembled. Io the abaencs of the police at the [n~
firmary 1ha people who had assembled hed the dyiog
man conveyed away, and when the constables return.
ed with a doctor there waa no trsce of the invalid to’
e found Husnter and Flanagsanretired to the police-
barrack at Blackpool aa soon as possible, and baviog
reported the extraordinary oceurrezce,s party of men
voder Qornstable Ssllivan, was at once turned ont,
and went direct to the acene of the recent enccuster.
While patrolling-the place two men wera arrested
for having arma in their possession. Their names
are Jobn Ballen, Hilgrove-lane, and Lawrence Hynes,
Pope's-quay. They were pnasiog up the etreet, and
the police stopped them, and tbeir persons beiog
gearched the stock of a fowling-peice was found with
oune, and the barrel, which waa losded, was conceal-
ed in the trousers of Bullen They were tskea to
the Bridewell. At a subsequent period of the even
ing tbe police, urder Sub Inspectators Egan and
Guon made & genera! search in the lanes and alleye
surroundiog the vicinity. The scb-constablea believe
that the sliot must have proved fatal as they siate
the man was bleeding from the head shortly after he
requested them to lel him lis. — Cork Hirald,

LATEST PARTICULARE.

At a later perfod of the night, and since the above
wag writrer, the police srrested the peréon who is
sugpected of baving fired at the two gub-constables
Hunter and Flansgan, near the North Infirmery. The
arrest was made 1n 8 lodging house at Mulgrave-
strest, which the police weresearchivg.

Nothiog since has besn
besrd of tbe man who wae i company with the
prisoner at the time ot the aseault. The police on
making o gserrch in the neighvourbood of where the
conflict ocenrred, found the revolver, with which it
is believed the shot was fired at the two policemen.

* ANOTHER ATTIMPT To SHopT PoLicE 1N THE OITY.—
The excitement which_Iate atartling and lamentabie-
occurrenced biave given rias to smoog all clagses in
the city was certaloly pot allayd by an oceurrence

Fortunately for the Sub«Con-
atables, owlog to the unsteadicess of the aim of the
person who fired, they escaped unburt—tbough it
was the generally believed rumour in the viciniy
that the shot struck the plate of one of their beits,
and glanced harmlersly off. Tmmediately sfier the
ahot was heard & lsrgs crowd collected round the
twe policemen in an inoredibly short space of time,
all curions to ksow the exact wey in which the eveat:
ocoarzed, Mary in the crowd evidencing hoatility in
an audible way towarde. the coustsbles, the latter
thought it advisable to seek aid -in their. difficalty,
and, accordingly, they proceeded to Shanunon-atreet
Police-Btation, where they reported the matter to
Head Constable Walsh, who, accompsnied by & party
of police, immediately went to 1he scene of the co-
currence, where they instituted a very strict search
to discover the perpetrators of the outrage. They
entered asveral of the houses adjoining the spot from
where the shot waa reported to bave proceeded, but
bad at length to abandon the search without haviag
arsested uny one, Tte commotion in the immediate

TarowinG STowzz T TN PoLios —The paesion for
throwing stones at lhe police wtich for this senson
at least, origivated in Monday uight's distarbances
bad not abated, itappears, even yesterday eveuing,
when Sub-conptatle Oorley and another potizeman
were aaluted by a volley of those comparatively
barnless missiles in the North Main-street. The
policemen who were made the anbject of the present
attack were on ‘atreet duty’ in the evening, ator
abont the time of the shooting trangaction took place,
and whea oppdsite one of the numerous alleys which
branch of the Main-atree!, thev were met by & volley
of atonea  Oue of these struck Sub-constable Qorley,
goverely burticg him ia the stomach but hia comrade
escaped unmhart. Owing to thy suddenness of the
discharge, and the expertness which the agsnailants
suowed in retreat, the policemen wera not able to
weke any arrest.— Cork Herald.

Some of the constabulary &rri
ved at *he connty gaci on Saturday, and identified
the prisoner, who gave bis name a3 Patrick Murphy
a3 tho man who acted as the leader of the attacking
party on that occasion, It i even stated that they
were greatly aided in their identification by tre faot
of the prieoner wearing the identical coat which hLe
wora al the time f ths attack. To him, however, is
attributed the bumans interference which saved the
lives of the constabulary on thatoceasion. Previous
to the arrest, it bad been covfidently believed by the
authorities that Captain Macksy took 8 leading part
at the attack of the Martello Tower on tbeeveniog of
St. Stepben’s Day. 0Oa Satorday gvening the prisc-
per wag reongnised by the accupants of the tower on
that pccasion, a8 be was it is alleged, ore of the two
who, with an uoscnountable disregard for aubaequent
gafety, were undisgoized. Itis slsostated that oue
of Mr. Aliporta ageislants has ideptified him as one
o° the party who 8o andacionsly w» k~d off with eome
gixty revolvers from the establishment of that gen-
tieman a short iime sgo. These accmulating cvi-
dences of complicity in the most daring deeds which
characterise the operations of the Fenian Brotherhood
in Oqrk—perhaps in Ireland—plaze the prisoner in
a very serions position. Meanwhile, gpecuiation is
rife a3 to tbe informer~for it is believed there must
have been one on whose icformation the police were
able to effect & capture of g0 much impertance, for
guch it moet prove should the prisoner turn out to
be Captaio Muckay.

leave the millowners, in thelr turn, without the means
of profitably employing the machizery which they
bad ecected. '

year.

* By their fruits you shall know them’ -and hy their
fruits we judge them, Revolution and murder have
been the results of gecret sccioties, from the time
of the French revolution to onr own day. And this
is what the Oburch condemes a secret
sociely with a secret oath. All members of that
gocioty nre banped by the Church; but it does rot
follow th-t all who sympathize with injured Ireland
are equally banned. It isdifficult to steer between
Scylls and Cbarybdis; but it can be dooe. .

NavarL Cooar-MARTIAL. —A naval Court-martial,
under the presideccy of Rear Admiral F. Wardep,
C.B,, assembled on board Her Majesty's ship Victors,
at Portsmonth, on Tuesday and conti-ued itz sit
tinga, by adjruroments, over Wedoeaday and yester:
day, for the trial of Lie temnant C. Oxley, S:nior
Lieutenant on board Her Mujesty'a ship Wolverine,
QOaptaia Cochran. Lieutenant Oxley was chargad
(lat) with having allowed men belooging to the
Wolverine to remain too long in a ¢oal highter along-
gzide the ship at the timein davger of being awamped,
by which negligence Henry Baines, leading seaman,
Oonpor O'Keifr, ordivary seaman, and William Had-
don, ordinary eezman, were drowned; 24, with
haviog neglected to msuke sufficlent preparatica to
gecure the gafety of the men on the lighter, and with
not making sufficient endeavors tosave the men after
it was swamped, whereby the three men wern
drowned. From the evidence taken for tho progecu-
tion it appeared that the Wolverine, lyiog off Quebec
on the 4°h of Navember last. under ordera to sailfor
Eogland, was t-ki g coal on board from two lighters,
one on each side, under the euparvision and diraction
of *he prisocer. Tne work was begun abnut 8 o'clock
ja the morning when the weather was quite calm,
but soon afterwnrds a strong breezs sprang up
coming duwn the river, and by half peat 9 it blew
violently, During this rqnall the Wolverine swung
acroes the river oo the flood tide, end the lighter on
the port gide of the ghip, in which 20 seamen were
filing her coals in bags for hoisting into the ship,
wag placed on the ship’s weather pide and ex-
posed to the full foree of the wind A hawser was
passed to the lighter by the prizoner's order to keep
ber bead to thbe ses, but she shipped such large quan-
tisies of water, and became altogether go unmsnage-
able that the two mea in charge of her refused to
stay any longer oo board, and went, with ali their
clothes. and effects, on board the Wolverfne. A
short {ime afierwards tke prigoner g-ve the order
for the seamen to leave tbe lighter and return on
board the Wolverine, Whils they were in the act of
doing 8o the lighter rolled completely over, and lay
keel uppermost elongside the ship. Ropes were
thrown over tLe ship’s 8ides to the men as they were
struggliog in the water, and by 1his menne all bot
four were got saf-ly on board theship. Oune of these
wag afterwards picked up. After bearing the evi-
dence and tha prisoner’s defence, which wag read by
Mr. Thamae Cousias, solicitor, a3 his friend, the De-
puly Judge Advecate read the decision of the Qonrt.
It was a8 follows : —¢ The Cotrt o nsidered the first
chirge proved in part, inksmuch eg the pri
soner did nllow the men belonging to Her Majesty's
ahip Wolverine to remain in the coal lighter too long
after ghe was in danger, bit that kis doing so aroge
from a grave error in judgment, aud not from negli-

| gently performiog bis duty. - Tha Qourt wera farther

of opinion that the second chsrge has also been
proved in pars, inasmoch as the prisoner did not’
mako suficiet preparations to secure the eafety of
the men on board the coal lighter, but that alter the
acoident he made every endeavor in his power to
gare the lives of themen.

Before killing the roimal all tha flash on the
buttocks is cut off in goiid equare piaces, withont
booes or much effusion of blood, Two or three
servanis are tken employed, wuo, aa faat rg they ¢an
procure brinde, lay it upon cakes of teff placed )ike
dishes down the table, without cloth or anything
else placed beneath them. By this tima all the
gaests have koives {g their hiuda aad the mert pre-
fer the large crnoked ooes, which in the time of war
they put to all sorts of usesa. The company are 8o
ranged that one gentleman sits between two ladies;
aod the {'rmer, wits his long kuife, begiua by ent
tiog & thin piece whbich would ba thought a good
s'eak in England while the mntion of the fibres is
yet perfectly visible. Io Abvesinia £o maun of any
fashion feeds himself, or touchea hie own meat. The
women take the flesh and cut it lergthwise like
strings about the thickaeas of one's little finger, then
cropawise into equare pieces somewhat smaller than
dice  This they lay upona portion of the teff bresd,
strongly powdered with bluck pesver, or cayenue
nnd fossil ra)', and then wiap it up like & cartridge.
o the meantime the gentleman, havicg up his knife,
with each hund resting upon his neighbor's knee, his
body etooping, bis bead low and forward, snd mouth
open very like ap idiot, turbe to tbe one whose car-
tridge is fizst ready, who eiuff; the whole of it be-
tweeo his jawa at the imminent risk of choking him
This i3 a mark of grandeur. The greater the man
would eeem to be the larger is the piecs which ke
takes 1ato his mouth, tke more nolss he makes io
chewing it, the more polita does he prove himself —
Noue but heggara and thieves, say they eat smal
pieces nod in silence. Hiviog despntched this mor-
sel, which be coz2a very expedilionsly, his naighbonr
on the other hand holds forth a second pellet, which
ke devours in the same way, And 8o on il he is sa
tiafind.

Tar Sociat Eviu.-- The Legislature of New York
has taken up the queation of *Imworal Advertige~
ments.’ A petition has been presented with a view of
probibiting newspapers from publiahing any notices
or advertizements that may bave a tendeuoy to eny
ticesin. The blow is aimed particularly at those in-
famong prac itioncrd who make foorfcide the bosiness
of their life We need no! tell our readers that the avil
is immense, and that it is bigh time it should be
remedied. Thege outrageous advertizements swarm
in the press ; whole columns are filled with them -
disgusting particulars ere given ; pampblets and cir-
culars are sown broadcast through the connkry,
initinting the youug in all the reficements of vice.
We know of coe instance where 8 large parcel of
these was mailed 10 young hoys at ons of our
colleges, aod to youog girls of ons of our chief cone
ven's. Married ladies are constantly receiving them
through the post office. One of our exchanges
counted s many a3 seventeen of these advertisements
in one numb rof s leading New York daily, One
frightful fact stands cut prominently from these data.
It is that fosticide and infanticide are on the in-
crease ; for if the men who thug advertize had not
the patronage, they could never pay the immense
gum3 required by their adverlisement. Extensiva
advertising genernlly bespeaks an exteapive trade.
It further follows, that where these en-rmong eins
exist, there isa fearful backgroucd of immorality
lending to them. The spread of the social evil i3 jn-
indeed, clear to any who followa the current of life
in aur large citles. Statigtics, recently published for
New York Cincinoati, Cuicsgo and other places, de-
moruatrate that immorulity is makiog terrible havoe
in almoat every rank of society. And what ig atill
more paiotul the evil is extendimg to the hitherto
comparatively innocent country towns Thy great
tacilities of travel, the spread of immoral literatare,
the pliunt laws of divorce, are the causeg that
villages nnd hamlets bave their low vice an their
fashionable vice as well na larger ciries. It is very
hard to point out how far or in what way pablis au-
thority should interfere to arres® tte progrees of 1m-
morality; but it is certain that some methods of
reores ion Bhonld be regarted to, IF the ain iteslf can
nat be stapped by lezislation, the scandal certainly
can. We are aware that the pnlice can not reclaim
the proatilute, the abortionist, the infanticide or the
pimp, but be can prevert tbem from showing them.
aelves openly and eébamealessly in the street and in
the press; it can prevent them fram enticing the
youcg and ignorant ito their snares; it can drive
them back into thet dens, and keep them there to do
their deeds of darkanesa. Broak up the propogandism
of vice, remove the oceasions of gin from the public
eye -nd ear, do col allow immorality to wear abroad
the garb of ingion and benuty, and you do AWAy With
an immende nmount of moral and cosial evil. The
vuhlic nutborities are eampe'led to do thia The New
York Legialature makesn good beginnin., which we
bope will be imitated. Iag this ronnection, we can
not too freqiiently or too eirneg'ly ingiat on the care
which purents shoald take of their children, This
can cever be too minute or ton constart, For who ap
studies lite, it is evident that vice commences euly
its bavoc in tke beart.

The ioyal and patriotic party m lie
Kiogdom of Naples eatertaic lively hopes that
they -will soon be able to throw off the hated
Piedmontese rule, and re-establish their liber-
ties and national independence.

lock st our elevated position in the moral scale ;
glance at the degraded state of morality 1n Ca-
tholic countries—sueh are too often the words we
hear drop from DProtestant hps. Lt us examice
the value of the assertion in a single point of
view, the vice of intemperance,a vice, which
perbaps more than any other, exercises the most
baneful isflience over the material welfare of
any community. It is notoue we should imagne,
which would be winked at even by those whose
abhorrence of a vice, or whose appreciatiop of a
virtue mainly coosists in the material disadvan-
tages or advantages its practice effects,

The late well-known Rev'd Theodore Parker
wrote in 1860 from Europe as follows—¢ [ don’t
believe that 1n 1859 there was so much drunken-
vess among the 39,000 000 people 1n France as
among the 3,000,000 Yapkees of New Epgland.
I have been four months in Rome: I am out
doors from three to six hours a day, and I bave
pever yet seen a man drusk. The Romans,
Ttaltans, French are quite temperate : they dritk
their weak wine with water, and when they take
liquars it 1s on'y a little glassful at a time (which
does not make a spoonful). I don’t believe
there is a bar in all Italy where men step up and
drink rum and water, gin and water, &c. Ex-
cessive drinking is not to the taste of the people.
Ta the nerth of Europe and even o Switzerland
it is not so. The English witkout help from the
Scotch and Irsh drink about 600,000,000 or
700,000,000 gallons of beer every yesr, not to
speak of the wine, 3pirits &c. they lake to wash
it down. There is drunkenness.”

De. Wyane a member of the New York
Histarical Society, lately declared, that #in
Eoglavd where Mr. Nelson bad tabulated the
facts collected by him with considerable care, he
has shown that of the whole population in Eng-
land and Wales 64,806 were drunkards— 53 583
males and 11,223 females. The statistics of
deaths show that one out of 145 of the whole
population die from diseases contracted by 1n-
temperance. Inthe Uaited States conclusions
based upon similar .calculations as derived from
the mortality returns, show that there exists
there 84,066 drunkards; and that the annual
mortality from causes conoected with intem-
peraace 1s one 1n each 131 of the inhabitacts
above the age of 20 years.”

Population and climate considered, England is
tn advance of the United States 1n intemperance ;
but while Eogland—of which country,spirits are
not the pational drink, swills dowa i addition
twenty-two million gallons of *spirits alone”
annually, Ireland io which spint 13 the com-
mobly used intoxicatig beverage absorbs some-
tbing less than eight miilions or one third. 1ls
England three times as populous as Ireland ¢

In Scotland more whiskey 18 drank than io
any other country 1 Europe. It appears from
Tecent returns that Scotland, with 1ila popula~
tion of less than three millions, consumes whiskey
to the amount of upwards of seven million gallons,
and at a cost, duties included, which bas reacbed
of late the enormuus sum of twenty-four million
of dollars a year, or eight dollars a head for
every man, woman and child in the comniry,—
The city of Glasgow contains from 300,000 to
400,000 iobabitants, . The. city police reports
show that one in every fourteen and a-balf of the
population were arrested 1 ., single year for
bewng érunk—or 26,181,being oe in every seven

of the adults, one 1 three of the men, The

pumber of women taken care of in their cups
was 9755 leaving as the number of men 17426,
Tt would appear then, setting aside children
and youths, that 1n Glasgow, one in every five
of the entire population, aud two-thirds of the
men are (sken drunk to (he police office
every year. - What an amount beside of
unkaown ndulgence does this pot lead us to
suspect ? '

This startling prevalence of intemperance has
aroused the Protestants agamst a vice so op-
posed to all social terests. The Cathalic,
keenly alive to its baneful socizl effects, regards
the vice as ope of the most lamentable, entailing
8o mapy otbers in is tram, and supposing such
neglect of the interests of God and the indivi-
dval man, The Church ever mmndful of the
well being alike of individuals and of society has
i those portions of the globe in whick mtem-
perance is most rife, hy the formatia of tem-
perance organisations, waged special war against
this vice ; and common as it sow may be, do we
but look back even to the memory of some living
1t1s evident that Catholic infuence has rendered it
far less prevalent than 1t was but some years ago.
The great eftorts of Father Matthew to eradi-
cate the use of intoxicating drinks 10 his native
land, the wonderful success he attained by
preaching a temperance crusade, attracted the
attention of the clergy in other parts of the
world ; and societies banded together with the
sole object of encouraging total abstinence were
rapidly formed wherever the English fanguage
was spoken. The moral ifluence effected by
seeing men, well knowo for the babitval practice
of every Christian virtue, refusing, for the sake
of edification and in order to encourage their
weaker brethren—to partake of intoxicating
drink gave at once a tone to these societies,
encouraged those who needed a restraining bond
to join thewr ranks, and many a soul has been
preserved from rusm, many a family elevated from
poverty and degradation to a position of ease and
opulence 9y the generous self-denial of those who
were supported through temptation—after God’s
holy grace—by the charitable example of others
who had from infancy followed the apostolic ad-
monitioa ¥ Touch not, taste not, handle not.”

Our own city has sot been behind hand in
witnessing such examples, For years past
several geatlemen than whose, no names have
stood higher and most-deservedly so in the con-
tinned and wuniversal respect of their fellow.
citizens, have taken the lead 1o, and been the
active and efficient officers and members of what
was once the one temperance society of this city.

Through the efforts of some of these, and the
zesl of the Director of the St. Patrick’s Total
Abstinence Soctety, a new impulse was lately
giwen 1o our midst to the cause of temperance.
An impulse which we trust will be not permitted
to die out till 1t 13 considered—as 1t should be—
one of the highest privileges 1n which a layman
can partake, to be enrolled under the baoners of
a movement, the abject of which s the spintval
elevation and the social and material improvement
of ‘our fellow beiogs.

Ou the evening of Ash Wednesday, St.
Patrick’s Church was wilness fo a scene such as
15 rarely bebeld in any ecclesiastical, or profane
ed fice 10 the Dominion. Its vast interior was lite-
rally packed with a dense mass of human beings,
Such an assemblage has sellom been seen
there unless on a St. Patrick’s Dav, or during
the late most effectire mission. The old tem~
perance banper baving been brought into the
Church, the banner recaliing so many remem-
brances, and to some the recollection of many a
hard fought fight against temptation—the Pre-
sident of the Sotiety, Edward Murphby, E:q.,
the Vice-President, O. McGarvey, Esq., the
Treasurer, P. J. Durack, Esq., tie Secretary,
M. McCready, Esq., sccompanied by the offi-
cers of the Vigilance and Executive commitiies
all in regalia took their seats in chairs provided
for them in the mam aisle. A Temperance
hymn baviog been sung with effect by some of
the childrea of the Cangregation, the Reverend
James Browe, Director of the Society,ascended
1he pulpit to recite the Rosary,at the conclusion
of which devotion be made a few earnest and
well-limed remarks on the utility of, and the ob-
ject of the society, exborting its members to
renewed zeal m furthecing the ends of the asso-
ciatioo, and ipviliog all who were not membera to
embrace the opportunmty of enolling themselves
in its ranks. Rev. Mr. Barrett then delivered
@ neally prepared and elegant discoarse, at the
eonclusion of which a choir composed of several
members of the Cathohic Yonng Men’s Society
sung & Temperance hymn, duriog the soul atir-
rimg straing of which the pledge was given to
abont 400 persons. The service concluded by
the Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, the
Reverend Pastor of St. Patrick’s officiating.

Oa the suceeeding Wednesday a large meet-
g of the Society was held 1n St Patrick’s Hall,
for the double object of bringing the members
socislly togetber and of making arrangements for
the part the Society is to take in the proceusio‘n
on St. Patrick’s ‘Day. - The Rev. J. Brown
baving taken the chair—being mccompanied on
the platform by .E. Murphy, ksq., President,

and Owsn McGarvey, Esq., Vice-President, and

other officers of the Society—opened tbe meet- .

1og with a few remarks. Dr. Hiogston, in an-
‘swer to an appeel, addressed the Society in bis
usual elegant style on the evils of ntemperance,
aod the beuefits of sobriety regarded 1n a medi-
cal point of view, 'The talented geotleman was
listened to throughout with the profoundly flat-
tering attention which the beveficial and in-
structive pature of ls remarks, as well as the
well known bigh reputation of the physician and
the scholar were sure to command.

Mr. Editor,—May I ask 2 corper 1 your
excellent journal to record the death of a valn-
able old man whn has just closed s earthly days
10 the Montreal Cullege on Wednesday last, 4th
inst., at the patriarchal age of 90 years aud some
months.

Jobn Michaud, commonly called Ze Zon pere
Jean, was born, I helieve, at Beauport, Quebec,
and entered the M-ntreal College in the year
1811 in the capacity of general Superintendent
of the Culinary Department of that institution.
I this situation the good pere Jean contioued,
though by no meaos obliged thereto, for he was
the proprietor of no estate whict would have
enabled him to live in easy circumstances all his
life if he so desired, till a few years agoa whei; old
age complled him to retire and prepare for that
last end which he, on Wedoesday last bad the
happiness of _closi_ng in a manoner the most Chris-
tian and edifping. In hia bumility, he always
considered himself as a mere servant of the
house, through rather a member of 1t, and his
only ambition was to serve 1t and to die under
its roof.

The natural qualities and virtue of the vene-
rable deceased were those which flow from a
noble and geoerous beart—virtues which were
often the admiration, ind were always the edi-
fication of every one who had the bappimess of
his acquaintance. But he was chiefly noted for
bis respect for, and submission to all ‘Superiors,
as well as for bis pure fraternal charity towards
all those under his care. Ina word, he was all
to all: wtr rectus et timens Deum., It 1
thought that be seldom if ever during the 57
years he spent in the College, omitted a single
day without vistting bis Liord present on the altar,
and prayng ferveatly and diligently to that Good
Master for all those Itviog or residing under the
same raol with limself.  When s pumerons
occupations presented him frum going in the day,
bie went at might even after hours, thereby not
only settiag an admirable example tor others, but
showing that prayer and sanctity were by no
meeos teompatible with his humble bat useful
calling. He always prayed much for the souls
in Purgatory, and during the month of Moveni-
ber, had ohe Mass and sometimes more, sud
every day for their relief ‘from his own private
funds. ' ' o

He was not less distinguished for bis works of
charity than for bis qualities and virtues. To
him several who occupy high positions in the
Church and Society to-day are much indebted
for their present elevation. Oa one oceasion
when ove of these had completed his studies in
the housé which the good old man bimselt so long

and faitbfully_served, be had consulted hus patron . -

It is unnecessary to say that bis last end was
that of a Saint. Having received all the con-
solation which our holy Mother, the Catholic
GChurch can- counfer at that awlul momeat, he
calmly slept 1 the Lord.

Oa Friday last after Solemn Service was
celebrated for the repose of his soul, iz the Col
fege Church, hus mortal remains were cooveyed
to their last resting place, fullowed by a large
number of friends. * And being spent with age
be died, being oid and full of days.”

Four days later
agam the Bill fixiog the coctingent for 1868 at
200 000 conseripts was laid betore the Legisla-
tive body. We can bardly attempt to describe
the sensation created in France by these hasty
measvres. Tiere bas been no Jack of popular
demonstrations to convioce the Government that

the vew law will ruin the country. Tbe year of
the Great Exbibitior was in many respects one
of unprecedented prosperity for Fraoce. The
Second Empire bas been an era of comparative
peace, and there 11 no couatry i whici the el
fects of prolonged tranquiity may not be per-
<eptible in some branches at least of material
advancement ; but no real, solid well being is
compatible with an armed peace. There is tins
drawback to all the apparent blessings of France,
that agriculture does ot keep pace with the
general progress of trade and mndustry, Nothing
4s more distressing to French economists than
‘tbe rapid depoputation of rural districts. Every
-contrivance of modera civilizition, the rapidity
and cheapoess of communication, the spread of
‘%knowledge, the rise of new wants and luxuries,
-contribute to promote no less than to facilitate a
geoeral migretion towawards ; but the chief at-
traction lies, of course, in the high wages offered
by the con'ractors of public works 1o the cities.
“Baron Haussmanu has beea rapidly melting down
“the manhaood no less than the wealth of France
sn bis Parisian improvement. Nor is 1t agrieul-
ture alone that suffers. The drain is equally felt
in all other branches of mdustry. The unusual
~concentration of all the active torces of the natton
on works of mere embellishment, the condensa-
tion of enormous consumption wihin a small

-sompass, the creation of fictitious prices of labor,
and the eorrespondiog rise in all the necessaries
~of life must have a tendency to disturb all the
‘faws "of ecopomy, acd to threaten the very
“Foundations of public prosperity.
