nals, and may seriously curtail their operations in that State.

THIS BANK STATEMENTS FOR XNOVEMBER.

The month of November usually ushers in the high-
water mark of- bank currency issues. T'he increase, as
compared with that in November of 1908, 1s marked
enough, but to find the highest figure, we must turn to
the foot line of the comparative table where a consider-
able advance is shown in the greatest circulation for
the month, being $92,223,169, or $5,832.293 over and
above the average Circulation for the period. The re-
turn of the issues to the banks has not been us rapid as
usual, an evidence that liquidation has been going on
at a commendable pace. It is to be feared, however,
that advantage has been taken in isolated districts of
the moderation shown to debtors during the last vear
or two, to withhold the products of the country from
marker until more pressure is exercised.  Liquidation
is nevertheless showing marked improvement in the
Prairie Provinces.

The subjoined table will be found no less interesting
than in former years, as indicating the rise and =hrink-
age Im our note issues from midsummer to the close of
the harvesting season in November. This ebb and
flow should be scrutinized in connection with the clos-
ing line of the second comparative tabulation append-
ed.  Confirming what we have stated. it will be seen
that while November {ult.) was again tie month of
greatest expansion, and that the average Circulation on
the 30th shrunk by $3.242,673, as compared with that
at the close of the preceding month, the highest point
in November was $1,493,740 beyond that of the ex-
treme of October. It will be noted that the expansion
in bank issues from the highest margin in November,
1908, to the month under review is about $5 100.000.

Call
LLoans outside Canada (loans worthy of the term) have
advanced some 5 millions since October.

business requirements.  This item shows a total of
$990.291.944 in commercial Joans for November. as

The great thread makmg firm of o and P Coats,
Limited, oceupies a leading position amongst ihe indus-
trial institutions of the world, as much because of the
wisd m which hasattended its stock finaneing, as of the
wide extent ol its business operations.  lts stock re-
decming system, which takes the place of our Rescrves
or liest funds. has heen found to work so well that be-
fore the period sct for redemption, 1911, part ol -the
shares were retired at 10 per vent over par, and less
than hall ol a special issue ol %6,000,000 worth of three
and three-quarters per cent ol them now remam upon
the hooks.  The profits last year were close up to 15
per cent. Tewill e evident that the opinion of the
managers of such a suceessful and important enterprize,
is worthy of close attention by commercial men, and
that their practical experience of the national trade
polictes of many lands =<hould be widely valuable.  Ac-
cordingly, we venture to bring to the attention of our
renders, the following paragraph from the address of
Mro Avchibald Coats. the Chairman of the Annual
Mect ng of the Company recently held in Glagzow :—

“I'he ramifications of the husiness heing very extend-
el.” waid Mr. Coats, “ample funds have always  been
required to produce the results obtained in the past,
and will have to be at our disposal in the future, al-
thoueh it is not possible to make an accu rate forecast
of our requirements. As vou are aware. the bulk of
the voods we produee iz sold abroad, and the ever in-
creasing import duties to which they have been subject-
ed have compelled us to build mills in other countries,
Although we already employ more foreign than home
lah ur, we are at the present time engaged in fitting out
additional works abroad which will employ many hands
and ahsorb a large amount of capital. We are com-
pelled to do so if we are to prevent our trade and pro-
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lit dwindling away. Theorists will tell you that it is
mevitable that the consumer pays the import dutics,
bu: that has not been our experience.  There are
many important markets where local manufacturers are
protected by import duties, and in which we have for
over 20 years had to submit not only to a gradual re-
duction of turnover but also to greatly reduced profits,
as we could not increase our prices by the amount of
the duty.  Neither could we atford to lose the business
altogether, and for many ycars we did not for s]muiul
reasons consider it expedient to erect works in the<e
countries. It would be a wmistake to assume that our
competitors charged more for their production on ac-
count of their being protected; in one of the largest of
namely, Germany—sewing

the countries referred to
cotfon has cven heen exceptionally cheap in spite of a
duty equallving about 15 per cent on the cost of the
qualitios chiefly consumed.”

Such an expression of opinion will probably not be
without its effect during the present clectoral crisis in

the Tnited Kingdom.

IRON AND STEEL TRADE.

Probably prospects were never much brighter for the
iron and <tcel trade than at the present time. All the
¢ mstru. tion trades are cxceptionally busy, and the pro-
portionate use of metal in them is becoming larger with
rapidity. Iven f(or short bridgings, culverts and cattle
guards, as well as in depot and-An car building, the
railways are making free use of iron. In cities and
towns heavy timbers have becn entirely superseded by
iron eirders, brick and stone are giving place to iron
and glass very largely, the latest building material,
cement, makes many calls upon the ouing mills.
Shipbuilders give great study apparently to the great
question how to climinate wood and the fire risk from
modern war and also freight and passenger vessels.  In
all three of these important trades, there s great ac-
tivity. and the needs in actual xight promise a prosperi-
ty of some months® cont nuance.

The value of the improvement in this trade, as it ap-
pears to manufacturers, is shown by the following com-
parative statement of prices for the first we2k of the

present month, which we clip from the “Tron Age”:

From Germany we learn of the following changes in
price at the same period, on the Dusseldorf Exchange:

62 to 64 marks per ton (last previous
quotation 60 to 64 marks) ; Thomas iron at Luxemburg,
19 to 53 (48 to 51); Luxemburg puddling, 46 to 48 (45
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to 47); Luxemburg foundry, No. 3, 51 to 32 (50 to 5);
No. 1, 59 to 61 (58 to (0); other foundry, No. 3 38 to
60 (57 to 5Y); German hematite, 61 to 63 (60 to 62);
bars of soft steel, 104 to 108 (102 to 108); heavy plates,
110 te 115 (108 to 115); boiler plates, 120 to 125
(118 to 123). These prices were to prevail over de-
liveries in the first quarter of the mew year only, and
some departments have given notice that they will ac-

cept no contracts extending past 1910.  In Belgium
prices have alto moved upward. The manufacturers

there have raized the price of bars to aealers by 5
francs. The new prices range between 132.50 and 145
france, at point of shipment. Rods were also advanced
from 130 to 135 to 132.50 to 150 franes, in accordance
with an increasing firmness all round.

In Great Britain, pig iron. as well as foundry, piates,
bars, rods and angles, are generally finner, with ad-
vances in several divisions, though trade 1s somewhat
dizorgamized this month, owing to uncertaintics regard-
ing Government policies. The iron masters are. how-
ever, quietly getting things together to take due advan-
tage of the enlarged war shipbuilding plans, which are
pretiy certain to follow the elections whatever  their
clTect may be.

The patriotic clauses in the contracts for the build-
ing of the Transcontinental railway will make capacity
cails upon the Canadian mills, and will probably —not
allow much opportumity for rolling heavy plates in suf-
ficient quantity to offset the difficulties complained of
Ly manufacturers, who are for certain kinds handicap-
ped by the conditions surrounding the German trade.
The manufacturing plants in this vicinity are in many
cases considering enlarging their plants, to cope with
the growing requirements of the building and railway
businesses.

Possibly there is a little danger, lest production should
be overdone in the exuberance of the moment. and con-
sideving that supplies have overtaken the consumption,
the increasing output of United States iron and steel
furnaces does not appear to be dictated by the highest
wigdom. I'he heaviest cloud on the horizon is, how-
ever, due to the conditions of the labour market. So
far as can be scen from this distance, the war formally
declared against the United Steel Corporation, by or-
ganized labour. appears to be conceived in wantonness,
and to be in the =ole interests of the organizers and
union officials.” Whether the men who hold stock in
the Corporation will blindly obev, and agree to injure
their own property remains to he seen. The action of
the Federation cannot but have a disquieting effect upon
trade, and just at this season of reorganization and re-
euperation in business is discouraging. to sav the least
of it.

There are <igns of agitation amongst Canadian work-
men also, the carpenters leading the way in a demand
for an advance of pay. No doubt the labour market is
going to be firm throughout all grades, but though
largely controlled from the United States. strikes in
the Dominion have been expensive, and unproductive
of grod results to the Federation of Unions in the past,
and will not rashly be encouraged in the future. Ti is
generally understood that when the times are good the

Canadian workmen especially benefit, and no doubt
reasonable requests will be agreed to.

We notice by the way that it is claimed that 23,957
tons of iron ore made its way into the States {rom Bri-
tish North America. in October last, which must be
made up almost entirely [rom Newfoundland, since our
Blue Bo ks contain no mention of so considerable an
export.

TIE UNION BANK OF CANADA.

The policy of this enterprizing bank, which has for
some years past been directed towards assisting actively
in the financial development of the North-Western
’rovinces, has been most satisfactorily sustained by the
results.  Its business m the older portions of the Do-
minion is by no means inconsiderable, and is increasing
N importance annually, but it is by the husiness of-its
numerous branches in the grain producing districts—
no less than 165 in all, 116 of them in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta—that its prosperity is usnally
gatged.  Lvidently liquidations proceed naturally, and
according to the law of averages. vear by vear in those
localities, for we find the profits of the Union Bank for
a year ol fairest

the year ending witli November last
promise for the farmers—about on a parity with those
of the =ame period last year, and of the previous also
rather lean year. Net Profits of about 13 per cent
upon a Capital of %3,202,670 cannot but be considered
vood business.  Ax was <uggested in the speech of Mr.
I°. 12. Kennaston, one of the Directors, who hails from
Minneapolis, and has interests all over Alberta and Sas-
katchewan. the possibilities lying before the bank with
its well-chosen network of branches. are of the bright-
est character, and of the utmost importance to the Do-
min'on,

Of the Net Profits, after paying the usual dividends
amounting to 7 per cent per annum, $100 000 was add-
ed 1o the Reserves, which with another such an addi-
tron, will approach to well nigh two-thirds of the am-
ount of the Capital.  Another $100,000 was written
off the booked value of bank premises, which 1s now set
at $1.150,796. As will be seen by the following com-
parative statement, deposits have increased during the
vear from about $25,735.000 to over $34,200,000, and
Loans and Bills discounted Current by ahout $5,500,-

THE BFFECT OF RECENT TREATIES on TRADE.

The new Tariff law ol the United States is by the
peculiar terms ol certain of its paragraphs, known as
the maximum and minimum clauses, and by the recip-
rocal arrangement ol customs duties with Canada, of
{he nature of a new Treaty of trade with us. Its for-
sl aceeptance by the Dominion is uncszential, or per-
haps it might be said implied. in that automatic appli-
cation of Dke duties on this zide the border, to thoze
enforced in the United States. It is perfectly vnder-
ctood that we <hall, cenerally speaking, meet duty with
duty, and the Payne-Aldrich fariff was framed  with
that idea kept steadily inview. Granted that it is a
one=ided way ol going about. what is often mutually
agreed upon hy other nations in conference, the end is
the same: trade is conducted under new regulations, by
the silent acquiescence of the other party in the matter.
1t looks as though the Canadian Government had been
wisely adviged in tacitly accepting the sitnation created
by the new ULS. reaulations. Already it i= being
pointed out by journals not hy any means friendly to
our frade expansion in thal direction, that Canadian
exports are henelitting under the new tarifl. For in-
stancee. the “Amoerican Beonomist” remarks: “The new
law fook effect August . and in that month there was
an increase in imports from Canada of $1.162,763. as
compared with the corresponding month a vear ago: in
September the inerease was $1.512.027. and in October
$1.0%3.82:1 . This mcerease kept up in November.”
And again meattle hides. for instance. there was an
rom Canada of $1.200,000 in value
W sawed Tamber, $3.000.000 ¢ and

incerease in imports |
within three months:
a large inerease in wood pulp and in other articles.”
OF course. it is not and need not he forgotien that
within the =ame three months U8, exports to (Clanada
increaszed hy some 11,610,000 This is in accordance
with the general advance in trade. which is giving our
revenue an increase of about a million 2 month in cus-
toms duties.  As a simple matter of fact, the decline
in the exports of U.S. food stuffs, and the failurce of
the forests of that country, show that the United States
has got fo arrange its legislation =o that it may reee’ve
our natural productz.  This fact is beginning to be
appreciated in Washington, where there is growing an
undisguised feeling that to offset it, there should be
comie {reaty or other arrangement, whereby we should
he brought to depend upon United States makers. for
our manufactured goods,  The mission of Hon. Mr.
Pugsley to Washington will probably develop =ome
phase of this feeling, though it certainly need not lead
to the preliminaries for any new treaty. Canada’s true

policy will be to “stagd pat,” at present, under all cir-
cumstances. The United States will, as ever, purchase
from Canada what she is compelled by necessity to pur-
chase, no more and no less, and, as it happens, we have
the goods she needs. We have no reason to fear any-
thing that can happen in that quarter, Tunless we  sur-
render the right to conduct our trade in our own way.
President Taft’s hint that he might be found to be in
favour of a tariff arrangement with this country, will
in ail probability be found to cover some “jug handled”
plan, which would have developments unfavourable to
our Interests later on.  With our increasing interra-
tional and internal trade, with all our vast undeveloped
rezources, and with the commercial leader of the earth,
Great Britain, at our back, we may safely say with one
of the lathers of our confederation. “Time and I
against the world.”

We notice that the President of one of our leading
agricultural machinery manufacturers, a member of
the Canadian Senate, has expressed his belief that the
new Irench treaty will be of great advantage to Can-
dian makers of agricultural implements.  He stated
that the henefit was o substantial that it is attracting
United States manufacturing operations in that depart-
ment to the Canadian side of the horder. TIle mention-
ed that in one line goods to the value of $1,000.000 had
heen manufactured here for export to Irance in  the
confidence that the treatv would he in effect hefore de-
livery was due.  ~“But for this treaty,” he <aid, “‘the
order in question would never have heen filled or un-
dertaken in Canada.”

Perhaps we can hardly wonder at that. when we dis-
cover that the French duty against U.S. machinery of
$100 would e only $60 against Canadian products.
The termination of the Franco-United States treaty of
trade, which becomes inoperative on March 31st next,
has dangerous pos<ibilities for us. .\ large trade am-
ounting to over two hundred millions a year is involv-
e, and we can hardly expeet that France will so  far
olimimate herself as to agree to the U.S. demands. If
not some of the overflowings of the U.S. disgust 1s
pretty sure to reach us, through our French Treaty, and
i a new trade arrangement is made between the two
countrics, it is unlikely that there will be much advan-
fage left to he reaped hy (‘anada from our new Treaty.
It is well to notice that other nations aiready having
“lfavoured nation” agreements with this country, or the
U n'ted Kingdom, are stipulating that they <hould en-
joy the advantages accorded Irance in the treaty. By
special treaty Japan will immediately share in all its
henefits.  Switzerland and and Austria-Hungary, first,
and now Belgium and Italy, are  pushing whatever
claims they can hope to establish, with that end in view.
The first of the conditions laid down for them through
the British Forcign Office affirms that to enjoy the low
fariff rates specified in the treaty with France they
must conform to a condition France has agreed to-—
namely. to send their goods to Canada by direct <hip-
ment or by way of Great Britain. Onc reason for this
initial condition is derived from the fact that since the
imposition of the German surtax, importations of what
look like German made goods, have increased wonder-
fully from Austria-Hungary. and that it has lately bheen
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found necessary to establish a special agent in London,
to prevent German goods from being fraudulently tran-
shipped to Canada from that point.

Germany has tried in various ways to gain [reer ac-
cess to our markets. IHer last attempt through an
educative tour by trade representatives to commercial
centres in (anada. has fallen rather flat. and there ap-
pears now to be no wav in sight of surmounting the
“Impasse.”

There v no doubting the fact that the trade with
the

THE BRANDY TRADE.

It was that sturdy ropresentative of the lnglishman
of his dayv. Dr. Johnson, who gave out the dictum,
“Claret for hoys, port for men, and hrandy for heroes.™
The statement recalls the days when the asquebaugh.
or whiskey, produced from grains, was emphatically the
drink of the lower classes. To be dubbed a  whisky
drinker was {o he classed outside the ranks of zentility.
When spirits made their appearance upon the tables of
the refined. it was invariably in the form of brandy. or
in the households of men connected with the naval
sorvice, of imported rum.  The skill of the distillers
has had much to do with changing the tastes, even of
the heroie class, which to-day undoubtedly consumes
more Ir'sh, Scotch. or Rve whisky than brandy.  Medi-
cinally, the opinion has gained ground that as a heart
st mulant, hrandy is tco inexact a spirituouns produet to
he scient fically relied upon, and that as an ordinary
cordial, it may often be replaced by a good brand of
wheat, or other gram whisky.  The expense of a real-
Iy good brandy has been against it also. for it has al-
wavs been a favourite article for revenue prodncing du-
ties with Customs authorities evervwhere.  No doubt
of late vears the ravages of the phylloxera in the Cha-
rente vineyards in France had prepared the road for
whisky and have developed the consumption of the lat-
ter to the detriment of that of brandy. s a result,
the producers found that the demand fell away, and
that the public was not inclined to increase its orders
as years passed by, This has been certainly annoying
for the Cognac shippers. for one who is conversant
with the spirtt trade knows that the ravaged vinevards
have heen reconstituted ;ﬁﬁ‘r that thev now produce not
onty an abundant quantity. but hrandies of fine quality
al~o. That ought naturally to have an cffect on the
demand, but even the heroic part of the cymmunity
does not show any inclination to return to what was
formerly its favourite drink. Manufacturers and deal-
ers have shown during the last few years a great spirit
of enterprise and have spent money freely to re-cstab-
lish the hrandy trade in a state something like that of
former times, but are still bewailing the slackness in
their business.

According to the British “Wine Trade Review,” the
discarded Budget of Mr. Lloyd-George, hit the trade
very seriously. Tt says:—“On all sides we hear that

during the last six or seven months the results obtain-
ed by those whose duty it was to sell brandy have not
been satisfactory. Perhaps the actual demand is not
so bad as the statistics of clearances would make it ap-
pear; but it is certain that the wholesale houses find
that the trade is discouraged. The budget has fallen
like a blight on brandy as on whisky and the other
spirits, and what is essential for the revival of the pro-
sperity of this trade is that the odious thing should be
abolighed .”

We are now in a position to state that manufacturers
will not be able to cut their prices this year to meet any
increase in tariff charges. It is in the beginning of
November that the purchases of wine for  distillation
become common in the south of France. The farmers
impatiently wait for the announcement of the prices
offered by the merchants.  This year they have not
been surprised, for it was probable that the prices ob-
tained in 1908 would be maintained in 1909, the situa-
tion as regards the crops being about the same. That
15 what has happened.  These last two years are al-
most equivalent, that of 1909 being in reality inferior
to that of 1908. and both are very small compared with
that of 1906. In short, &« certainly small yield, but
probably of excellent quality: such is the reported char-
acteristic of this year’s crop.

ACCIDENTAL SHOOTING AND CONCEALED WEAPONS.

The indetatigable Mr. Lewis, M.P., has introduccd a Bill
mto the llouse of Commons, which deserves (o becore  law,
even though it may require amendinent in some pariiculars.
Amongst other things, it provides that tor the future, ac-
cidental shooting shall be considered a erume; without vonsid-

ering the “didnt Know it was loarded”™ excuse. Lhe  clause
runs:—"kvery one is guilty of an indictable offence and liable
Lo two years™imprisonment who injures by shooting any per-
son although the person charged believed the object he was
anmng at was a deer, moose, or other animai.”

With regard to the concealed weapon nuisance, prevalent
amongst our foreign population in cities, the provisions of the
proposed law are:—

‘Lt shall be the duty of every peace officer to search any
person whom he has reazon to believe is possessed of the weap-
on commonly known as a dirk or bowte knife, or any weapon
resembling it, or which is not of a character or kind calculat-
ed to be used solely for an inoffensive purpose, or any weap-
on known as a pistol or revolver; and if any such weapon is
tound in the possession of such person, the peace officer shall
torthwith take him betore the nearest justice of the peace or
magistrate, who shali proceed to investigate the facts and,
if the acensed is by such justice or magisirate believed not to
be a native of Canada, he shall make a report to the Minister
of the Interior in the matter, together with the evidence;
and, 1t the said Mmster is satisfied that such person was an
immigrant to Canada within four ycars previously, and had
In his possession any such weapon, or if sueh immigraat 1s
found within four years of his arrival in Cauada in posses-
sion of any such weapon, the said Minister may order the de-
portation of such mumgrant, and section 33 of The Lmmigra-
tion Act shall apply to the case.

“lvery vugrant, or loose, idle or disorderly person, may be
searched tor ollensive or dangerous weapons.

“livery person who has been twice convicted of - vagrancy
shall, on the second conviction, be sentenced for an  indeter-
minate peviod, with hard labour, to such central prison or
penitentiary as to the convicting judge or justice seems meet,
and shall be there detamned until the Inspector of Prisons is
sitisfied that he is able and willing to earn his own living and,
1t set at hberty, will not be a menace to the community. If,
atter Jlibecration, he commits any criminal offence he shall, up-
on conviction, be sentenced to be confined in a prison or peni-
tentiary, with hard labour, for a term of not less than five no?
more than ten years, in addition to the sentence for the erime
last committed.

“1t shali not be lawful for a justice before whom any per-
son is brought, charged with being a loose, idle or disorderly
person or vagrant, to digcharge such person on condition that
he leaves the municipality in which he then 13, If unknown,
he shall be detained until his previous history 13 ascertained,
and it subjeet to deportation, he shall be deported. If two
convictions for vagrancy or assault be proved against him he
shall, upon conviction, be sentenced fo the maximimn penalty

preseribed by law.”

DEMAND FOR CAPITAL IN LONDON.

The Government is
co-operating  with private companies in
cutting trails and providing for co-opera-
uon in the work of fire suppr ssion

Last year's losses by torest fires were
large i Canada, as they were in the
Unmited States, xelusive of Ontario.
tor which statisties are not  available,
the total forest area in Canada burned
over Iast year is estimated at  IS8.390
acres, involving a  loss  of  $25.533.550
Lhe largest part of this less was in Bri
tish Columbia. These fioures are taken
trom a report recently ixsued by the
Department of the  Interior, which s
necossarily incomplete, and takes no e
count of the loss from the bhurning  of
mmense torest arcas in the northern
part of the Dominion. There shoulld al-
S0 be adled to the total the vast sum
expended by the Governmenf and  pri-
vat~-individuals in fire prevention anrd
exuinetion.

Very often fires ocenr where there s
no merchantable timber, fire having al
ready destroyved the oricinal arowth. In
such cases the loss through the destrne-
tion of vizorous new orowth is serious,
avhile the damage to soil fertility is of
no small importance. In British Colum-
bia the chief aim of the settler seems fo
be to get the land cleared, and many in
stances are kim\vn_, snys the “Manitoba
Freo Press.” wiere fires have  heen en-

couraged .

NEW PROCESS FOR DRYING FRUIT
ANTDY VEGETARLES

I'he Aeting British Consul General at
Chicago reports th:t o new method of
drving fruit and vegetables, adopted at
Wankeshia, near Wisconsin, has proved
2 decided suceess. The plant is set up
m o fruit and vegetable producing  dis
triet, and contracts are made with farm-
ers (o piant a certain nunber of acres
I'he fruit and vegetables are taken  as
they are picked and are dried by a new
process, the length of time vequired for
the operation varyving from six to thirty
hours. A plant to put out from 250,000
to 350,000 pounds of dried fruit and veg-
etables a year would cost about #25.000
to erect. and rather more than this am-
ount would be required annually  for
working cxpenses. The [United States
Military Authorities have tested samples
of all the fruit and vegetables dried, and

have reported on them. In the case of

spinach, soup greens, carrots, rhubarb,

ete., the cooked dried food cannot be
told from the fresh; in the case of
othors, such as potatoes. the flavour is
difierent, but palatable. Parts of the
process are patented, but the most im-

portant particulars of the mefhod are
not made publie.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of Domin-
ijon Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over I8 years of age, to the ex-
tent of one-quarter section of 160 acres
more or less.

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. Entry
by proxy may, however, be made at any
Ageney, on certain conditions by the fa-
ther, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of an intending homesteader.

DULIES:—(1) At least six months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sides, perform the required residence du-
ties by living on farming land owned
solely by him, not less than eighty (80)
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by liv-
mg with father or mother, on certain con-
ditions. Joint ownership in land will not
meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residemce duties in accordance
with the above while living with parents
or on farming land owned %7 himself
must notify the Agent for the distriet of
such intention.
