So far then, this truly great, and most im­
portant and useful undertaking may lie Con­
sidered as having been jiut at re-t for the 
present, by her Majesty’s Government. Earl 
Grey concludes his despatch by saying, he 
should deejily regret that all hope was given 
up of carrying this Railway hereafter hy 
other means ; and trusts that at no distant 
period, the design may be taken up again, 
with a happier result.

There is also an extract #f a despatch from 
Sir Edmund Head, to the Colonial Minister, 
dated 27th June last, relative to Municipal 
organization and the Financée of the Pro­
vince. Earl Grey says, that a system of or­
ganization, is most urgently needed in the 
Colony ; he attributes the political prosperi­
ty of England to such institution-, which 
have in an equal degree promoted in the ad- 
veneement of the United States. With the 
view of facilitating the establishment of mu­
nicipal bodies, His Lordsh'iji suggests, that ill 
each County the receipts arising from lands 
and timber, should be placed at the disposal 
of the Municijial Council for such County, to 
be applied to objects of permanent improve­
ment, sued aa ojiening reads, building briilg. 
as, and establishing Schools. The whole of 
the despatch appears to open a new light 
upon the Province, and to propose some 
most substantial tnea-ures for its improve­
ment end permanent prosperity.

Another despatch, dated 3th February, 
1950, announces the Royal s-sent to nn 
Act passed in 1844, for dividing the County 
of Carleton into two Counties, and establish­
ing the new County of Victokia. Another 
County is therefore erected in the Province, 
which at the General Election this year, will 
return two additional Members to the Ass­
embly. The County Town of Victoria ia to 
beak the Grand Falls, and ia called Cole- 
brook e. j
